SERVICES OF TRES DIVISION TURISMO
ONE
The Chilean Psychoanalytical Association (LAC) for the Forty-first International Psychoanalysis Congress to be held in Santiago de Chile from 22 July to 30 July 1999 appoints TRES DIVISION TURISMO LIMITADA as the exclusive travel agent for the Congress, to handle all aspects of tourist services as agreed in the draft submitted to the LAC in September 1997, as follows:

TWO
The services for which the International Congress IPAC'99 will be responsible are as follows:

1.
Reservation of hotel accommodation and allocation of rooms to participants in the Congress, in accordance with the formula and requirements already agreed with the INTERNATIONAL PSYCHOANALYTICAL ASSOCIATION (IPA).

2.
Transport services.

Shuttle service for the transfer of participants from their various hotels to and from the Congress venue, on the terms agreed with the INTERNATIONAL PSYCHOANALYTICAL ASSOCIATION.

Transfer in tourist buses from the hotels to the venue of the opening reception, and wait,  and to the venue of the closing ceremony.

3.
Tourist information and guidance counter to be installed at the Congress venue, from 26 to 30 July 1999, with a staff of 6 persons.  This counter will also coordinate the special optional programme for persons accompanying the Congress participants.  The cost of this counter will total US$ 3,000.-

4.
Tours for accompanying persons and tourism after the Congress

The cost of tours for accompanying persons and tourism after the Congress will be paid by the persons concerned and is directly payable to TRES DIVISION TURISMO in the form it shall determine.

5.
Reception counter at the airport and transfer to hotels

A reception counter staffed by multilingual guides will be set up in the Customs area of Santiago International Airport to coordinate the arrival of participants for the Congress, on the days decided by the contracting parties in the light of the flow of arrivals in Chile.  This will cost US$ 350.- per day, including 3 multilingual guides who will work in shifts from 8.00 am to 11.00 pm.

6.
Gratuities

TRES DIVISION TURISMO undertakes by the present contract to provide the following free hand-outs and courtesies:

6.1
The printing free of charge to the contracting parties of 500 copies of a single folded or triptych leaflet giving information of interest (description of hotels, general tourist information and descriptions of the tours offered), either, as decided by the IPA or the LAC, for the Congress itself or for the meeting to be held in CARTAGENA DE INDIAS in August 1998.

6.2
For every 15 persons who pay for a given tour in the programme for accompanying persons, a place will be offered free of charge to one of the host ladies (wife of a member of the LAC) to accompany that particular tour, or 5% of the charge made for a particular group will be used to subsidize the said hostess.

7.
Price of services

The final amounts to be charged to the IPA  for the International Congress shall be agreed in accordance with the requirements agreed in March 1999 and the final revised scale of charges in force at that date.
