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Is a convenient form of Corn Silk,
which can be easily applied and
always proves satisfactory. A great
advantage is, it cakes up no room in
the boot and enables the wearer

to walk in comfort.
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DIRECTIONS.

First remove the muslin from the face of the Silk.
Cut off a piece large enough to cover the Corn.
Apply with firm pressure. After three days soak

the Corn in warm water, and remove the dead

portion; the Silk should then be renewed if

necessary. Warm slightly if not sufficiently
adhesive.
