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The census report contains a mass of interesting in-
formation as to the vital statistics of the inhabitants of the
United Kingdom. I have extracted most of the particulars
which concern Bethnal Green and have printed them on
pages 12-23 of thisreport. Iwish to drawspecial attention
to the table on pages 20 and 21 which shews the number
of rooms per tenementin the occupationof private families
in Bethnal Green; from this table it will be seen that the
number of single room tenements in the Borough was
4,856, occupied by 10,707 persons, a proportion of 8.7
of the total population of this Borough. As this may be
considered a fair test for the poverty or otherwise of the
inhabitants of a district, I have calculated percentages of
similar occupations in the adjoining Boroughs and in the
County of London, for purposes of comparison.

The number of domestic servants employed in pro-
portion to the number of private families in a district is
also in some measure an index of the prosperity or other-
wise of the inhabitants. There are in Bethnal Green
27,693 private families, and the number of domestic ser-
vants employed in these was found to he 23 males and 966
females, a proportion of about three and a half per cent.
on the total number of private families.
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ERYSIPELAS.

The actual number of notifications of Erysipelas was
310, but no fewer than 45 of these certificates were dupli-
cates (143%).  Erysipelas cases frequently pass through
the hands of several doctors, and as the law requires that
each medical gentleman shall report the case, the expense
of notification is disproportionate to the good effected.
The homes of all the patients were visited, and insanitary
conditions noted and remedied, but removal (except to the
infirmary) is impracticable, and we do not usually consider
it necessary to disinfect. There were six deaths from
Erysipelas, all except one amongst elderly people.

In addition to the deaths from true Erysipelas, 45
persons died from diseases of a septic nature.  Of these
thirteen suffered from abscess in various parts of the body,
six from gangrene, and a similar number from middle ear
disease.  Appendicitis caused five deaths, but only one
cerfificate contained a record of operation. In the case
of two infants, Pemphigus was the registered cause of
death; in all probability this was syphilitic.

DISEASES OF PARTURITION.

Thirteen cases of puerperal fever were reported ; all
except three were removed to hospital, where two of them
died.  The deaths of seven other women were due to some
one or other of the diseases or aceidents incidental to the
puerperal state ; three died from convulsions and two from
hemorrhage.  One result, in Bethnal Green, of the pass-
ing of the National Insurance Act is somewhat peculiar. 1
have learned from various sources that women who expect
confimement have considerable difficulty in engaging the
services of a medical man.  The doetors are so oceupied
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diplococeus was found.  The girl died, but no post mortem
examination was allowed. The death was certified as
Tubercular Meningitis. I am indebted to Dr. M. L. Tres-
ton, the House Physician, for these particulars. The
patient’s home was in a fairly good condition as to sanita-
tion; there was no other case of illness amongst the inmates
and no animals were kept.

POLIOMYELITIS AND POLIOENCEPHALITIS.

Three cases of these diseases were notified :—

1. D.E., a female aged two vears. Illness com-
menced on January 7th with irritability of temper, fever,
and vomiting.  The child was admitted to the London Hos-
pital six hours after onset.  There was no localised paraly-
sis, but there was right unilateral spasm (leg, arm, and
face). The child rapidly became unconscious and died.
Acute polivencephalitis of right side of brain was found
post mortem. The sanitary conditions of this child’s home
was found to be good, there had been no illness amongst
the other inmates and no animals were kept.

2. H.8., a male aged one year and ten months. TlI-
ness commenced about the middle of May, and the child
was admitted to the Queen’s Hospital on the 24th of the
month. The House Physician declined to furnish medical
history, but at the date of this report the child is still under
treatment and there is partial paralysis of both lower limbs.
The child’s home is in fair sanitary condition; there has
heen no illness amongst the other inmates ; one cat is kept.

3. E.C., a girl aged two and a half years, was
brought to the out-patient department of St. Bartholo-
mew’s Hospital in October. The history was somewhat
vague; illness commenced about a fortnight previously
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(f) That special regard should be paid to ob-
taining the co-operation of medical practitioners in
the working of the schemes, particularly in relation
to the early detection of the disease and its domi-
ciliary and dispensary treatment. (The extended
arrangements made with the panel doctors by the
Insurance Committee would doubtless affect the
possibility of securing the desired co-operation.)

(g) I'hat special attention should be paid to
securing suitably qualified and experienced medical
practitioners for the senior appointments in con-
nection with the institutions established, as the
ultimate results obtained by treatment recommended
must depend to a great extent upon their medical
and administrative qualifications,

6. The Local Government Board, in a circular letter
dated 14th May, 1912, stated that they agreed generally
with the finding of the Departmental Committee,including
financial recommendations in regard to the distribution
of the capital grants, which they proposed to adopt, and
urging that councils of each county and county borough
should forthwith take the matterinto serious consideration.

7. A further circular letter followed dated 6th July,
1912, addressed to county councils and county-borough
councils, dealing with the provisional arrangements for
the treatment of insured persons recommended for
sanatorium benefit, and urging that complete schemes
relating to the whole population, and not only to insured
persons, should be prepared in conference with the
Insurance Committees and sanitary authorities, the unit
area for such schemes to be generally the county or
county-horough.

8. On the 27th July, 1912, the Board sent a further
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letter to county councils, sanitary authorities and
insurance committees, making temporary arrangements
for the domiciliary treatment of insured tubercular
persons. These arrangements have now terminated.

9. On the 6th December, 1912, the Local Govern-
ment Board issued a further letter with reference to
schemes for institutional treatment, and a copy of a
letter from the Chancellor of the Exchequer to Mr.
Henry Hoblhouse with regard to the financial arrange-
ments contemplated, was appended.

10. Under * Preventive Measures’ it stated that
the Board wished to emphasize the fact that it was the
duty of the Medical Oflicer of Health of a sanitdry
district, upon receipt of a notification under the
Tuberculosis Regulations, either himself or through an
officer acting under his instructions, to make such
enquiries and to take such steps as might appear to him
necessary or desirable for preventing the spread of
infection and for removing conditions favourable to
infection, e.g., investigation into cases of infection, search
for contacts, and enquiry into housing conditions.

11. Under “Finance,” and in regard to main-
tenance grants, the letter stated that the Act required
Insurance Committees to make arrangements for insured
~ persons to receive treatment, and empowered them to

-extend their arrangements to include the dependants, or
any class of dependants, of insured persons. Further, it
had been definitely decided that the Exchequer would
pay half of the deficiency (i.c., the call on the local rates)
in all cases where the Local Authority (the County
Council) had accepted the like responsibility. The
desirability of schemes which would inelude, not only
msured persons and their dependants, but alse those
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contact cases to be in the hands of the Medical
Officer of Health ;: the Tuberculosis Officer to be
available so far as his other duties would allow.

21. It was not desired at that stage to touch more
definitely upon the financial aspect of the matter than
to say that, if it was within the power of the Council
to make arrangements on the basis of a definite pay-
ment per attendance of each patient, the Committee
thought no more satisfactory nor convenient method
could possibly be found. Failing this, a discussion
on the matter would be welcomed.

(It is now wunderstood that the London County Council
object to a system of payment per visit, or per capila.)

22, On the 29th March, 1913, a letter was received
from the Local Government Board, enclosing a copy of a
letter addressed by the Board to the Secretary of the
Chest Hospital, stating that the Doard welcomed a pro-
posal of the Committee of Management to establish a
tuberculosis dispensary at the Hospital, asking for further
particulars of the proposal, and stating that the Board
would require to be satisfied that the work of the
Dispensary would be properly linked up with the work
of the Borough Council under the Tuberculosis Regu-
lations, and that arrangements were made for the
examination of “ contacts™ by the Tuberculosis Officer
of the Dispensary. (Sec. 4 in the proposed Regulations
of the Hospital.)

23.  On the 14th May 1913, the Local Government,
Board sent a letter to the Council requesting to be
furnished with an estimate of the proposed expenditure
of the Council in respect of their dispensary scheme.

24. About this time it became known that, in
accordance with an arrangement made by the Treasury,
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that representations sliould be made to the Treasury
as to the inadequacy of the sums available for
defraying the expenses of sanatorium benefit in
respect of insured persons suffering from tuberculosis
in the County of London, the Council is ol the
opinion that mno comprehensive scheme can be
adequately carried out unless provision is made for
meeting the full cost of the treatment of insured
persons out of the Insurance Fund ov by the
Government.

30. On the 18th November the County Council
requested to be provided with full particulars of the
proposals of the Borough Council with regard to the
provision of dispensary treatment.

31. On the 2nd December, the Medical Officer of
Health of the London County Council transmitted
resolutions of the County Council dealing with the
general principles by whicl the Council would be guided
in the consideration of local schemes, as follows :

(1) That in the opinion of the Council it is
essential that, in connection with the treatment of
tuberculosis in London : (i) all possible use should
be made of existing institutions; and (ii) approval
should not be given to any scheme which fails to
provide for each dispensary being linked up with a
hospital to which special cases shall be referred for
consultation or treatment, residential or otherwise.

(2) (a) That any comprehensive scheme for the
treatment of tuberculosis in London shall provide
for the undermentioned principles to be observed in
any local scheme which the Council will approve
for the provision of dispensary treatinent.

(i) The Council must be satisfied that the
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In order that members of the Council may be fully
informed as to this important matter, we have directed
that the report of the Housing of the Working Classes
Committee be printed and a copy sent to every member.

It will be observed that the report first refers to the
fact that the representation under part I. of the Housing
of the Working Classes Act, 1890, was made by the
Medical Officer of Health more than nine years ago,
when it was stated that “ nothing short of clearing the
area and rebuilding the houses would be effectual.”

Inasmuch as the Officers of the County Council
confirmed this view as to dealing with the area, in our
opinion it is most unsatisfactory that the area has been
permitted to remain in so insanitary a condition for a
lengthy period, except in so far as from time to time the
Borough Council has been able within its limited powers.
to remedy the evils by means of closing orders. Such
closing orders have generally resulted in the carrying
out of merely superficial repairs by the owners of the
property, with the inevitable consequence that the houses
were soon afterwards found to have deteriorated into their
former faulty and unsatisfactory condition without any
prospect of permanent improvement.

In this connection we notice that the C'ounty Council
admits that the Borough Council cannot be charged with
having taken no action at all under Part II. of the Act, and
further that any drastic action on its part is for the time
being naturally arrested. The County Council suggest
a comparision between the property in the Brady Street
area and that in the notorious Tabard Street area, which
is now being dealt with by means of an improvement
scheme under Part I. of the Housing Acts of 1890, Itis
further acknowledged that many of the houses in the
Brady Street area are in as hopelessly bad and decayed
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condition, as incapable of being made fit for human
habitation, and as deserving of destruction as those in
the Tabard Street area.

The County Council, therefore, recognises and admits
that the representation of the Medical Officer of Health
was well-founded, and the facts upon which the repre-
sentation was based cannot be disputed.

The question at issue is how best to treat the area,
and the Borough Council has consistently maintained
that the only satisfactory way of dealing with it is by

means of an improvement scheme under Part I. of the
Act.

We regret that the County Council for some
considerable time failed to deal with the representation
made in 1904 on the ground that there was an immediate
prospect of the area being developed by private enter-
prise. There was no substance in that suggestion, and
the County Council was so informed. The time that has
since elapsed sufficiently demonstrates that there was no
justification for postponement on the ground that the
area would be re-developed by private enterprise.

In view of the unfortunate delay and the lamentable
consequences that have resulted from it, we are strongly
convinced that there is no justification for any further
postponement of the duty which rests upon the County
Council to undertake its obligations in regard to the
Brady Street area.

The Town Clerk has drawn our attention to the fact
that the first resolution of the London County Council
states “that further legislation on the subject of the
Housing of the Working Classes Act, 1890, is

practically certain at no distant date.” Tt may be that
- the County Counncil has reason for confidence in the
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area in company with representatives of the two
Authorities.

The London County Council were represented at the
Inquiry by Mr. W. A. Hawes (of the Solicitor’s Depart-
ment) and the Borough Council by the Town Clerk.

Evidence was given on behalf of the London County
Council by Mr. Bernard Holland, Chairman of the
Housing Committee, and Dr. Butler, the Assistant
Medical Officer of Health for the County of London. The
case for the Borough Council was supported by the
evidence of Dr, Bate (Medical Officer of Health), Mr, Darby
(Borough Surveyor), Mr. John Foot (Chief Sanitary
Inspector), and Mr. Richards (Sanitary Inspector).

The Solicitor representing the London County
Council referred to the resolutions passed by that
Authority on the 29th July, 1913 (a copy of which
appears on the minutes of the Borough Council, Vol.
XI1II., page 367) with reference to the Brady Street area,
and contended that the County Council had not by those
resolutions arrived at a final decision in the matter, and
that consequently the power of the Local Government
Board to direct a Local Inquiry to be held had not
become exerciseable. In the circumstances alleged the
County Council reserved such rights as it might have
m regard thereto.

On behalf of the London County Council it was
asserted, amongst other things, that the Borough Council
had not been assiduous in the exercise of its statutory
powenrs in the Brady Street area, that many of the evils com-
plained of could be removed if the Council rigorously
enforced its powers under the Housing, Town Planning,
ete., Act, 1909, by way of closing premises and obtaining
demolition orders in respect thereof, that the Borough
Council might have exercised other powers under the
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Housing Acts by the purchase and removal of buildings
which obstructed light and air to other buildings, and that
the Borough Council might have purchased and cleared
small portions of the area as being unhealthy areas, too
small for inclusion in a scheme under Part I. of the

Act of 1890.

Mr. Bernard Holland, in the course of his evidence
on behalf of the County Council, stated that he did not
challenge the accuracy of the official representation. In
support of the views expressed by the London County
Couneil that effective housing legislation was imm inent,
Myr. Holland referred to statements which have from time
to time been made by the Prime Minister, the Chancellor
of the Exchequer, and other persons: he also made
reference to the proposal of the London County Council
to seek statutory powers enabling the County Council to
enter into agreement with the Metropolitan Borough
Councils for the purpose of exercising collateral powers
in respect of Part II. of the Housing of the Working
Classes Act, 1890, and sections 17-21 of the Housing,
Town Planning, ete., Act, 1909.

Dr. Butler submitted statistical information relating
to the area and, generally, confirmed the accuracy of the
representation which had been made by Dr. Bate, the
Medical Officer of Health.

On behalf of the Borough Council, Dr. Bate gave
evidence in support of his representation, and dealt fully
with the steps which the Council and its predecessor,
the late Vestry, had taken to deal with the area in
question, and, as evidence of the futility of dealing with
separate houses, he proved that several houses in the
Brady Street area had been closed under the provision of
the Housing Acts and re-opened after repair without any
mmprovement being made in the narrowness of the street
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Recent Correspondence in regard to the Brady Street Area.

The Public Health Committee of the Council at its
meeting, held last evening, sought further information
from me with reference to the Public Enquiry held at the
Town Hall on October 24th last on the subject of the re-
presentation made to the London County Council by the
Medical Officer of Health for Bethnal Green, under Sec-
tion 4 of the Housing of the Working Classes Aect, 1890,
in respect of an area known as the Brady Street area,
Bethnal Green.

I reported that the last communication from the
Board was dated the 24th February, and that it con-
tained an intimation that the Board are in communication
with the London County Council in regard to the matter.

I'am to enquire whether representations are being
made or have been made, to the Board by the London
County Council on the subject since the date of the en-
quiry and if so, whether this Sanitary Authority may be
informed as to the nature of such representations, in
order that they may submit their observations thereon.

In view of the very lengthy period that the Brady
Street area has, in the judgment of the Medical Officer
of Health, beensuffered to remain in a condition dangerous
and injurious to the health of the inhabitants, and the
serious concern of this Sanitary Authority that proper
steps should be taken, without any further delay, to deal
with the area in the manner provided by law, I am
directed to enquire whether the Board can afford the
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(3) The area comprising the block of tenemental
buildings in Lisbon Street, unless Section 38 of the

Act of 1890 may be regarded as providing a more

satisfactory method of procedure.

(4) The area lying between Brady Street,

Reuben Street, Pereira Street, and Merceron Street,

except the site of the house immediately abutting

on the last-named street.

The Board understand that the County Council
have under consideration a proposal for acquiring a site
in this neighbourhood for educational purposes, and that
this area might be suitable for such a site, and the Board
would point out that if the area were included in a
scheme under Part II. of the Act of 1890, it would be
practicable to provide for its use, after clearance, as a
site for a school. The question of providing for the
housing of a number of persons who would be displaced
would of course arise for consideration, but some other
parts of the areas referred to might be available for this
purpose if circumstances shewed that rehousing in the
immediate neighbourhood is required.

As regards the houses abutting on Pereira Street and
Foster Street the Board are at present disposed to consider
that a satisfactorv arrangement with the Brewery
Company who own the greater part of the property 1s
capable of being made without including the property
in a scheme, and other houses in the area could probably
be dealt with under Sections 17 and 18 of the Act of 1909.

The Board would be glad to be furnished as soon as
possible with the observations of the County Council on
the suggestions made above for dealing with this area.

I am directed to reply to your communication of the
15th April, transmitting for the information of the
Borough Council a copy of a letter, dated the 16th
February, 1914, which the Board has addressed to the
London County Council, on the subject of the represen-
tation made to that authority under Section 4 of the
Housing of the Working Classes Act, 1890, in respect of
an area known as the Brady Street area, Bethnal Green.

The Council considers that the present position of
the important question relatin g to the Brady Street area
1s extremely unsatisfactory.

A Public Inquiry was held by an Inspector of the
Board more than six months ago, and, although the
report of the Inspector was prepared and submitted to
the Board in the usual manner some months since, the
Council now learns that “ the Board understand that the
County Council are prepared to consider further the
question of dealing with the area referred to.” No
intimation has been made to the Council that the County
Council are now willing to consider as to dealing with
the area and the Council would much like to learn upon
what grounds the Local Government Board has arrived
at the understanding referred to.

Since the date of the Inquiry the Borough Council
has treated the subject of the Brady Street area as being
subjudice.

At the date of the Inquiry the County Council were
admittedly unwilling to proceed in the matter by way
of an improvement scheme under Part I. of the Housing
of the Working Classes Act, 1890, in view of the fact
“that furtherlegislation on the subject is practically certain
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under Part L. of the Act, the suggestion is one that might
well be adopted, and such a proposal would be supported
by the Council; but there are numerous objections to
- the proposal to erect a school in an unheal thy area which
is suffered to remain so by reason of the evils connected
with it being unremedied, and which, in the judgment
of the Medical Officer of Health, are dangerous and
injurious to the health of either the inhabitants of the
buildings in the area or of the neighbouring buildings.

With reference to the houses abutting on Periera
Street and Foster Street, I am to express the regret of
the Council that the Board should at this date put forward
a proposal which would involve dealing with the
property by means of private enterprise. The London
County Conncil, several years ago, based an indefinite
postponement of any serious consideration of an official
representation affecting part of this area upon a so-called
understanding that the area would be developed private-
ly. The Council has received no proposal from any
source for dealing with this area, or any part of it, in
such manner as would remove the grounds upon which
the official representation of the Medical Officer of Health
was based,

At the Public Inquiry in October last, the Medical
Officer of Health submitted incontrovertible evidence of
the futility of dealing with separate houses in the Brady
Street area, and proved that several houses had been
closed under the provisions of the Housing Aects and
re-opened after repair, without any improvement being
made as regards the narrowness of the street on which
the houses abutted. The inevitable result followed, and
houses again became unfit for human habitation.

[ 'am directed to remind the Board that the Council
has received no reply to the enquiry as to whether
representations are heing made, or have heen made, to
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the Board by the London County Council on the subject
since the date of the Inquiry ; nor to the further question
whether this Council may be made acquainted with the
substance, if not the terms, of the report of Major Norton.

I am to add that for many years the Council has
confirmed the opinion of the Medical Officer of Health
for Bethnal Green that the Brady Street area is an
unhealthy area within the meaning of Part L. of the
Housing of the Working Classes Act, 1890, and that
the Council is strongly of opinion that the further post-
ponement of the discharge of a most important public
duty affecting the lives of thousand of inhabitants of
Bethnal Green should not be grounded upon the mere
possibility of legislative efforts resulting in means of
dealing with the area “in a more satisfactory manner,
as stated in the resolution of the London County Council.

HOUSING, TOWN PLANNING, &e., ACT, 1909.

In appendix “ T " of Mr. Foot’s report will be found
a summary of the action taken by the Special Inspector
appointed to carry out the Act. Mr. Richards 1s an
energetic and painstaking officer, and 1 am satisfied that
he has accomplished everything that is possible with the
means at his disposal, but I must confess that I am
dissatisfied with the result of his efforts as procedure
under this Act is both tedious and cumbersome.

Bl e e o -
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The mothers were attended at their confinements by
doctors in 7 cases, midwives in 6 cases, London Hospital
assistants in 2 cases. One case was that of a child born
in the City of London Lying-in Hospital.

In 11 cases the child has been cured. In 4 cases the
child remains under ohservation. In one case the people
have left the district.

ErmeEmic Diareu@®a AND GASTRO-ENTERITIS.

During the months of July, August, September and
October the deaths from Gastro-Enteritis: numbered 36,
and those from Epidemic Diarrheea numbered 55.

Of the Gastro-Enteritis deaths, 9 occurred at home
and 27 at the London Hospital.

Many of the babies had been delicate from birth, and
had been continually under observation.

Of the deaths from Epidemic Diarrheea 31 occurred at
home, 9 at the Queen’s Hospital, 3 at the Infirmary, 2 at
the Mildmay Mission Hospital, 3 at the East London
Hospital, 5 at the London Hospital, 1 at the Metro-
pﬂlft.a;n Hospital and 1 at the Babies’ Home, Shoreditch.

In 65 of these cases the homes were visited and in-
spected. The remainder had been under observation pre-
viously to the child’s admission to hospital or before its
death.

In two cases the homes were not very clean, but in the
remaining 63 they were clean, and the general samtary
condition of the premises was fairly good.
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In 44 instances the baby was said to be entirely
breast-fed, and the mothers almost always stated that the
child had not been given any food other than breast milk ;
it is sometimes difficult to believe this.

Of the hand-fed babies 21 were fed on cows” milk and
barley water and 26 on Nestle’s milk.

In all cases T found the bottle kept clean. Fourteen
mothers were found to have been using a bottle with a tube.

In only six of the homes was the food cupboard want-
g, but in the two not very clean homes the cupboard,
although present, was unused.

These numbers, of course, represent only the deaths.
We had in addition 225 cases of Diarrheea where the babies
did not die.

I feel quite sure that a great deal of the Diarrheea we
meet with in these young babies is due to the use of that
filthy abomination, *“ The Dummy Teat.””  Unfortunately
the mothers cannot he brought to realize the harm this
thing does. In almost every case of Diarrheea that came
under my notice the baby had been given a dummy teat
to suck in spite of all T had said to the mother when I
visited her after the birth of the child.

Having found that Glaxo is so much better than fresh
milk after recovery from Diarrheea, we are supplying it to
the mothers at a reduced rate, the Necessitous Children’s
Fund having paid for the first supply.

EmMpPLOYMENT oF MoTHERS.

Of the mothers visited after the birth of their infants
150 were found to have heen regularly employed, whilst
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50 more had casual employment, and all intended to resume
work as soon after confinement as they were able.

In visiting among the people one meets with a good
deal of destitution, and one often wonders how the poor
manage to get along at all and yet be so cheerful. They
seem to worry so little, but to have a sublime trust that,
to put it in their own words, ** something will turn up.”

The women are always pleased to see me and much
appreciate being visited.

If any mother happens to be out when I call she
invariably brings the baby to the Town Hall on my next
weighing day.

Our sale of Virol steadily increases, and it is a great
help in our work among the babies to be able to supply it
at a cheap rate to the poorer mothers, who would not
otherwise be able to afford it. Our Necessitous Children’s
Fund pays part cost. Tt is marvellous how well the babies
thrive on it and how they improve in weight, many of them
gaining as much as three-quarters of a pound to a pound
a week, and the improvement is well maintained. I feel
sure that many of the more delicate babies would not now
be alive but for Virol.

In the majority of the cases visited I find the baby 1s
heing breast-fed, and, owing to our being able (through the
Necessitous Children’s Fund) to supply the mother with
milk, she has in many cases been able to continue to breast-
feed the baby when she would otherwise have been
obliged to wean it.

I always find that the mother would very willingly

added. It seems to be the general concensus of opinion
that, from financial or other reasons, we have arrived at
a deadlock so far as Housing generally and Improvement
Areas are concerned in London.

The most important feature in connection with
Housing oceurring during recent years is, of course, the
Brady Street Area, the details of which the Members of
the Council are all too familiar with, and in respect of
which a Public Inquiry was held on the 24th October,
1913.

It seems necessary to refer to the fact that the Brady
Street Area, although so long delayed, does not by any
means represent all the areas of Housing required for
this Borough. As a matter of fact there are some four or
five smaller areas equally congested, and equally ripe for
treatment under Part 1 of the Act, but unfortunately,
although these areas were all agreed to be ripe for treat-
ment some years since, and although every effort is being
made to keep them in a reasonable state of sanitation,
there seems no immediate prospect of any one of them
being dealt with so far as it is possible to judge.

As regards the appointment of a Special Officer
under the provisions of the Housing, Town Planning, ete.,
Act, it seems, notwithstanding the excellent efforts
made by Mr. Richards in this connection, that we are
now arriving at the same position as the officers of the
local authorities were in 1892 and 1893, when similar
serious effort was being made to execute the provisions
of the Housing of the Working Classes Act of 1890. Now,
as then, the effort seems to result in the spasmodic closing
of a few houses here and there, the more or less efficient
repair of such houses, their subsequent re-occupation,
and, after a few months’ wear and tear by a not too care-
ful class of tenant, a relapse into the original condition.
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As has already been pointed out on many previous
occasions, this effort, however strenuously and seriously
followed up, only results in the displacement of a certain
number of families, and does not begin that steady and
systematic process of slum demolition recognised by all
Housing Authorities to be urgent and important at least
twenty years back. In other words, it may fairly be
stated that the present situation is one of maximum effort,
of much interference with the people, for a minimum of
improvement by means of additional housing accommo-
dation.

Whether it is possible, or the time is opportune, for
some further representation to be made to the Govern-
mental Authorities, is a matter that may perhaps be very
well considered by the Couneil.

In referring to this I wish clearly to say that I am
making no reflection whatever on the results of the
appointment of a Special Inspector to deal with this work.
On the contrary, our Special Officer has done, and is doing,
everything within his power, but the fact remains that,
until there shall be some regular and methodical system of
slam demolition to be carried on by some Authority—not
yet introduced—equipped with far more drastic and far-
reaching powers than any yet possessed by local Housing
Authorities, we are only patching, and making no suffi-
cient effort to deal with the subject as a whole. It is
“indeed debatable whether the appointment of a Special
Officer, under existing machinery, is really the best use
to make of one’s staff.

As a consequence it is probable that
the prospect of any further successful action under this Act, as at present
drawn, has become somewhat remote.
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infectious disease had been caused by children partaking
of the milk. The milk was found to be quite normal,
clean and of good quality.

The samples of rye flour and bread were brought to
the office by a man who complained that the stock of flour
held by a certain baker was bad. It was found afterwards
that the man was a discharged workman, who had a quarrel
with his former employer. The flour and bread were quite
good. Rye always has a bitter taste, particularly if
allowed to ferment with yeast.

The cream samples were taken informally for in-
formation in connection with the administration of
the Milk and Cream Regulations.

The margarines were taken in consequence of the
sale in many cases of margarine as butter, being served
in plain wrappers instead of being marked as required by
the Margarine Act, 1877, etc. In four cases this was
found to be so, in connection with samples taken in-
formally; official samples were afterwards taken, and
prosecutions resulted successfully.

The samples of Nut Margarine were taken in the
course of an enquiry into the relative nutriment values of
margarine and butter. Nut Margarine is in almost all
cases mainly composed of cocoa-nut fat.  The Local
Government Board has had an enquiry into the subject,
and 1t 1s said has come to the conclusion that there is
little difference in the nutritive values of nut and butter
fats. From the public press it appears that an
Inspector of the Local Government Board in his
report to ome of the Guardian Boards in the Kast
Riding of Yorkshire, stated his opinion that the nutritive
values of the two fats were very nearly (stated in
figures) as fifteen and sixteen.

In accordance with the provisions of the Regulations
the vendor in each case was invited to lay before the
Committee in person or in writing, any explanation he
desired to make of the sale of cream in contravention of
the provisions of the Regulations. Each of the vendors
was of the Jewish persuasion, and in each case stated that
the cream was not sold as ordinary fresh Cream, but as
Sour Cream, the consumption of which with sauer kraut,
cabbage, and in other ways, is peculiar to the Jewish
people. They all steadfastly maintained that whilst they
were aware of the Regulations, they understood that the
Regulations did not apply to Sour Cream, which in their
judgment, both in character and in use, was entirely
different from the ordinary fresh Cream of commerce.
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The wholesale dealer who supplied the retail vendors
also appeared before the Committee giving a like testi-
mony, and he stated that the Boric Acid was added to
maintain the Cream at a certain standard of sourness.

Enquiries were made, and there appearing to be no
reason to doubt the bona fides of the vendors, the Com-
mittee exercised its discretion, and the vendors were each
cautioned, as was also the wholesale man.

In addition to the warning which was given to these
dealers a notice was issued to all purveyors of milk and
cream in the Borough calling attention to the main provi-
sions of the Regulations, and to the intention of the Com-
mittee to strictly enforce the same.

2. Cream sold as preserved cream.

In four instances samples were submitted for analysis
to ascertain if the statements on the label as to preserva-
tives, were correct. In each case the correctness of the
statement was confirmed.

Four determinations were made of milk fat in eream
sold as preserved cream, and in each instance the propor-
tion of milk fat was above 35 per cent.

In no case were contraventions observed of the re-
quirements as to labelling or declaration of preserved
cream, or as to the deposit of preserved cream for sale,
or as to the dispatch or delivery, of preserved cream.

3. Thickening substances.

In no case was any evidence discovered by the Pubhe
Analyst of the addition of any thickening substances to
cream, or preserved cream.

MiLk aNp CreaM REGunaTIONS, 1912.

At a meeting of the Public Health Committee, held
on Wednesday, the 10th instant, the matter of the Milk
and Cream Regulations, dated August 1st, 1912, was con-
sidered by the Authority.

As you are probably aware, these Regulations prohibit
any preservative whatever in cream containing less than
35 per cent. of fat, and in cream containing a higher
percentage of fat, restrict the quantity of Borie Acid,
or other similar preservative, which may be added to
cream, and require that cream containing such boron,
or other similar preservative, shall only be sold or exposed
for sale with labels attached, and with notice to the pur-
chaser; and makes various requirements respecting the
sale of preserved cream.

The Committee wish all members of the trade in this
Borough to be aware of the fact that these Regulations are
now in force, and T am directed to add for the information
of all such members of the trade, and others concerned,
that in their own interest the Committee trust that the
Regulations referred to will be strictly observed.

This notice is given for the protection of Dairymen
and others, as it is intended that the Regulations above
referred to shall be strictly enforced.

The inspection of the homes of these children now
forms a large item in the work of the inspectors, and the
increase in clerical labour involved in the keeping of
records and the returns which are required by the County
Couneil 1s considerable. ~ Whilst there is no doubt that
good may be done by the moral pressure alone of the visits
of the inspectors, in addition to notices served upon
owners requiring the carrying out of necessary repairs,
there is no effective scheme which touches the real inward-
ness of this question, viz., the lack in many cases of suffi-
cient means, and the lack in training of the poorest of our
folk in ** mother-craft > and domestic hygiene, for which
the best measures which we can take as a Public Authority
are a very poor substitute.

Forty-nine casks of Sanitas Powder, making up into
3,430 packets, have been distributed from the Public
Health Department.

One thousand and forty pint bottles of Sanitas Flud,
and six hundred and eight pint tins of Izal Fluid have also
been distributed. These figures show an increase over the
previous year, and this is without doubt due to persons
notified and advised under the provisions of the Public
Health (Tuberculosis) Regulations, 1912, under which all
forms of Tuberculosis are now notifiable, taking advantage
of the facilities provided for them.

Half-a-ton of Sulphur Candles have been used in the
disinfection of rooms throughout the year. One gallon of
Formaldehyde Solution (40 per cent.) has been used in
spraying the walls of rooms, and three pounds of Formalin
Tablets have been used for fumigating articles in the
Formalin Chamber.

Ten gallons of Creocide have also been used for dis-
infecting purposes.
