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INTRODUCTION.

HOMAS CRESWICK, R.A., was

7 born at Sheffield, Yorkshire, February

203 s5th, 1811, and died December 28th,

L

1869, at his residence, Linden Grove, Notting
Hill, London. He was educated at Hazelwood,
near Birmingham, where his talent for drawing
developed 1tself. He also studied for a time under
J. V. Barber, a landscape painter of some distinc-
tion. In 1828, he went to London to pursue his
studies, and the same year he exhibited for the
first time at the Royal Academy two landscapes.

From this date he was a constant contributor.

He also exhibited at the British Institution,
and the Suffolk Street Gallery. When only
seventeen he painted his own portrait, a work
of so much promise as to leave little doubt of
his success, had he made that branch of art
his study. His earlier works were principally
painted in Wales. The ever-varying aspect of
that mountainous country possibly suggested
such subjects for his pencil as ““Rain on the
Hills,” *“ The Windings of a Rocky Stream,”
«“ A Shady Glen,” and “ Passing Showers.” The
scenery of Wales, Yorkshire, and Cornwall occu-
pied his time until 1837, when he visited Ireland,
and painted a number of beautiful small vignette
pictures, several of which were engraved for
various publications. A change was visible in
his style at this period; it became much bolder
under new impressions. Generally his practice
was to paint direct from nature. IHence the

freshness in most of his works.

He exhibited in 1842, “ The Course of Greta
through Brignal Woods,” and was that year
elected an Associate of the Royal Academy. In
1847, *“ The London Road a Hundred Years ago”
and “ England” were his contributions to the Aca-
demy Exhibition. These two fine works estab-
lished his reputation. In 1848, he made another
change in his subjects—* Home by the Sands” and
“A Squally Day ;" and in 1850, he continued these
seaside pictures, exhibiting *“ The First Glimpse
of the Sea,” “The Wind on Shore,” as well as
“0Old Trees,” and * The Forest Farm,”—all most
happy examples of his art. His pictures were
often varied by the introduction of figures and
cattle, painted by Ansdell, Bottomley, Cooper,
Elmore, Frith, and Phillip, who, as his friends,
united their talents with his, producing many
charming combinations. We have examples of
these joint works in ““The Nearest Way in

Summer Time,” * The Wood-cutters—the Happy

Spring Time,” *“ Dorothy Vernon’s Doorway,” *“ St.

Michael’s Mount,” and * Across the Beck.”
Creswick was one of the first members of the

“ Etching Club,” and he executed very many

beautiful etchings for the following and other works

g
issued by this Society :—** The Deserted Village,”
“The Songs of Shakspere,” * Gray's Elegy,”
“ Etched Thoughts.” He also produced numerous
book illustrations on wood. All his works were
characterized by great delicacy of feeling, and a
refined taste. There was always a charm, too, in
the selection of his subjects from nature. The
titles of his pictures also arrested the attention
and won for them the sympathy of those who,
like himself, were admirers of babbling brooks,
and the “nooks and corners™ of the beautiful
sylvan scenery with which England abounds.
He had a modest appreciation of his own works;
his prices for his pictures were never large. Being

always successful in his profession, and having
