S IR,

OUR love for Botany, and your great know-

ledge in that fcience, will, I hope, be a fuf-
ficient apology for laying before you fome obferva-
tions which have occurred to me on that fubjeé. And
I flatter myfelf that the following anecdotes will not
be altogether unacceptable to you.

The iciences, we know, are {ubjeét to revolutions.
But is it not a very extraordinary one that Botany, fo
ufeful to mankind, and fo well known to the an-
cients, fhould, for fome ages, abandon Europe, and
remain almoft unknown there till the fixteenth cen-
tury ; when it is fuppofed to have fuddenly revived ;
and has fince, by the induftry ef the moderns, been
brought to the higheft perfection ?
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The truth, however, is, that Botany retusned into
England long before this ®ra. It was brought back
here by the Saxons; fince whofe time, I thall en-
deavour to fhew, that it hath always flourithed, more
or lefs, in this kingdom.

I found my opinion upon the authority of the four
following Saxon manufcripts.

From this time I have met with no MS. concern-

Gou h (in his Britith Topography, p. 61.) informs

H libraries of the curious). But Gerrard had a famous
' cotemporary, who greatly advanced that valuabie
fcience, and of whom but little hath hitherto been

_ faid by the modern biographers.
I John Tradefcant is the perfon meant. And I
! hope, Sir, that an attempt to revive the memory of
this once eminent botanift and virtuofo will not be
difpleafing.

Jobn Tradefcant was, according to Anthony
Wood, a Fleming, or a Dutchman. We are informed
by Parkinfon, that he had travelled into moit parts
of Lurope, and into Barbary; and, from fome em-
blems remaining upon his monument in Lambeth
church-yard, it plainly appears that he had: vifited:
Greece, Egypt, and other Eaftern countries.

In his travels, he is fuppofed to have colleSted:
not only plants and feeds, but moit of thofe curio-
fities of every fort, which, after his death, were fold:
by his fon to the famous Elias ﬂ.ThmGIL, and depo-
fited in his Mufeum. at. Qxfcrd

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When he firft fettled in this kingdom, canriot; at
this diftance of time, be afcertained; perhaps it was
towards the latter end of the reign of Queen Eliza-
beth, or the beginning of that of King James the
Firft. His print, engraven by Hollar before the
year 1656, which reprefents him-as a perfon very far
advanced in years, feemis to countenance this opi=
nion.

He lived in a great houfe at South Lz mbeth,
where there is reafon to think his mufeum was fre-
quently vifited by perfons of rank, who became be-
nefaltors thereto: among thefe were King Charles
the Firft (to whom bhe was gardener), Henrietta
Maria his Queen, Archbifhop Laud, George Duke
of Buckingham, Robert and William Cecil, Earls
of Salifbury, and many other perfons of diltinc-
tion (/).

John T'radefcant may therefore be juftly confidered
as the earlieft collector (in this kingdom) of every
thing that was curious in Natural Hiftory, viz. mi-
nerals, birds, fithes, infects, &c. &c. He had alfo a
good collection of coins and medals of all forts, be-
fides a great variety of uncommon rarities. (g) A
catalogue of thefe, publifhed by his fon, contains
an enumeration of the many plants, fhrubs, trees,
dec. growing in his garden, which was pretty exten-
five. Some of thefe plants are (as I am informed), if
not totally extinét, at leaft become very uncommon,
even at this time. A lift of fome remarkable ones

When his houfe at South Lambeth (then called:
Tradefcant’s Ark) came into Athmole’s. pofietfion,.
he added a noble room to it,. and. adorned the chim-
ney with his arms, impaling thofe of Sir William:
Dugdale (whofe daughter was his third wife), where
they remain to this day.

"This houfe belongs at prefent to John Small, Efg;;
who, about twelve years ago, purchafed it of fome of
Ahmole’s defcendants; and my houfe, once a part
of Tradefcant’s, is adjoining thereto.

It were much to be withed, that the Iovers of
Botany had vifited this once famous garden, before,
or at leaft in, the beginning of the prefent century..
But this feems to have been totally neglected till the
year 1749, when yourfelf, and the late Dr. Mitchel,

favoured the Royal Society (7) with the only account
now extant, of the remains of Tradefcant’s garden.
In it, Sir,. you feem to confine the extent thereof to

Thus far Parkinfon ; but whether or mo thele plants bear his
name at this period, I can no more pretend to affert, than that
all the fpecies therein mentioned are cven now exifting in our

rardens.

‘was otherwife ; and, on the account of the great num-
ber of plants, trees, &c. am inclined to think that
T'radefcant’s garden extended much farther. Bounded
on the Welt by the road, on the Eaft by a deep
ditch (ftill extant) it certainly extended a good way
itowards the North, and toelk in not only my orchard
and garden, but allo thofe of two or three of my
next neighbours ; and fome ancient mulberry trees,
planted in a line towards the North, feem to confirm
'this conjeéture.

When the death of John Tradefcant happened, 1
have not been able to difcover, no mention being
made thereof in the Regifter Book of Lambeth
Church.

A fingular monument, of which I herewith fend you
adrawing (lee the annexed Plates), was ereted, in the
South-Eaft part of Lambeth church-yard, in 1662,
by Hefter, the relict of John Tradefcant the fon, for
himfelf, and the reft of this family, which is long
fince extinét (£).

This once beautiful monument hath fuffered fo
much by the weather, that no juft idea can now, on
infpe&ion, be formed of the North and South fides,
But this defec is happily fupplied from two fine
drawings, preferved in Mr. Pepys's Library at Cam-
bridge. We fee
