The bandage is put on the first thing in the morning, while the patient is still
in bed. ft should be applied wilh just snugness enough not to slip dowon. The
moment the foot is put on the ground, the bandage becomes of precisely the
proper degree of tightness, and, no matter how active the exercise or labour of
the patient, it will remain in position all day. The bandage is applied by
winding one turn just above the ankle, then one round the instep and sole,
then up the leg, spirally, round and round, to the knee, each turn overlapping
that below it, from one-half to three-quarters of an inch.
