TD investicate and expose imposition, to refute many
medical errors, and to establish demonstrative truths in the
theory and practice of the art, have occupied the attention
of the author through a long life incessantly dedicated to
the study and practice of physic. L

The subsequent tract has been undertaken with the great-
est diffidence and reluctance, because it militates against the
opinions of many of the author’s esteemed friends, some
few of whom are of the first professional respectability both
for learning and integrity ; but there is an imperious, con-
scientious, and religious duty, that a man may owe to so-
ciety, which no friendship should impede, nor no earthly
estimation prevent.

The rapid sale and universal approbation with which the
former two editions of this work have been received, induces
the author to produce a Third Edition, from a clear convic-
tion that all mankind may benefit by attending to the truths
and reasonings here promulgated.

The merits of well-intentioned novel vaccination, com-
pared with successful long-experivnced Small-Pox Inocula-
tion, is considered ; on this; all useful conclusions depend.
This is a solemn appeal, not to the passions of mankind,
but to the reason and judgment of all who are capable of
deep reflection; and, it is- hoped, the well-authenticated
irrefutable facts produeed; will recive a cool dispassionate
consideration, and the medical profession, and the world in

general,
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general, if satisfied with the validity of above 500 truths of
Small Pox happening after supposed secarity from vaccina-
tion, and beastly Cow-Pox mange, evil, and ulcers, they
will be less violent and more ecautious in inculcating so stre-
nuously the necessity of universal vaccination, under the
fallacious pretence of Small-Pox exfermination; for exter-
mination will be proved to be impossible, unless the vaccina-
tors be mightier than the Almighty God himself. Theidea
is of itself chimerical.

In this third edition will be found many more dreadful in-
stances of Cow-Pox failure, &c. and they are daily pouring
in from all quarters. Indeed, the ill success of this irra-
tional practice is ruining itself daily: complaints and serious
Instances are constantly coming to light. A few light-
headed adherents may attempt its support by sophistry, a
dependance on the ignorance and folly of mankind, or eva-
sion and subterfuge; but these criminal proceedings never
are durable, and they must terminate in the abolition of
cow-pox deformities and destructive errors.

In a work, where fair discussion should be admitted, and
in which strict truth should be the object of free inquiry, it
is absolutely necessary to establish facts to prevent contro-
versy, and what has been so often urged, that many vacci-
nate, who are not masters of vaccination mysteries. *

*® The monapoly of vaccipation, and the circumstances of pretended difficulty
in comprehending vaccination, fenders the art useless, except for the emolument
of a few who pretend to be in the secret,  What cannot be universally practised,
cannot be universally uscful, 1f, however, it could be clearly proved, that the
great and conspicuous celebrated leaders are out in their judgment, and that the
Eulwood's-rents, the Orange-court, the Fitzroy-market, and the Swallow-street
cases cum multis aliis—bring conviction honte, of the dchiciency and fallibility
af the first institutors of Cow-pox inoculation, and its failure by Small Pox
pening after; what is to be expected from the rest of the faculty, whom
grand leaders pretend are not deeply initiated into the profound vaccinating
arcana?

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hope to meet them as friends, notwithstanding the condemn~
ing facts which he has produced, and shall continue to
bring forth unremittingly, to prove the destructive tendency
of the brutal beastly practice. Professional discussions can
never offend liberal scientific minds, The well-intentioned.
endeavours to prevent and exferminate Small Pox, are, in
the nature of things, impossible; and, with all due respect,
the authors of such a supposition can only be pronounced
more credulous and enthusiastic; than deliberate and cau-
tious. Disappointment in other human affairs, as well as
Cow-Pox Inoculation, frequently follows inordinate credu-
lity and unreasonable expectations: this should humble va-

nity, banish obstinacy, and produce future eircumspection.
Though it may be absolutely necessary to produce public
testimony of many shocking facts, yet, in many families,
medicine is often bound to observe strict secrecy, there-
fore the names of suffering parties, unless in public well-
known instances, are generally concealed.

The cre-
dulous faculty themselves have been imposed on, until truth hath opened their
eyes to conviction, and many wish to get out of the dilemma in which they
are involved; but pride, it secms, whispers perseverance even in a bad cause.
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cination alone let them be attributed, not to those who sen~
sibly foresaw, warned mankind, and communicated the fatal
and other consequences of the unnatural project.

It is a degrading circumstance to vaccination, that the
prineipal promoters of the vile fallacy hide themselves be-
hind the curtain, and foree out raw, undiécipﬁﬂed, simple,
unlettered recruits; or eccentric, wild-headed, versatile, su-
perficial characters, to defend their detected Cow-Pox de-
ceptions, to put a good face on a desperate bad cause. They
do honour to'their back-ground, hidden employers, by their
miserable abusive productions, which prove nothing but the
~annihilation of the scheme in which unfortunately they are
embarked. Unskilful artists! Why do not the former re-
‘spectable supporters of divine Jennerian vaccination come
~out collectively, and declare, they are as much convinced
as ever of its utility, its infallibility, in securing mankind
against Small Pox; that 75 Cow Pox or other dreadful
evident evils have not proved fatal, that none have had the
Small Pox who have been vaccinated?

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in the constitution, like the foul disease, or lues venerea, for
months, nay years, and then suddenly makes its dreadfully
disfiguring havoc, covering the whole body as already de-
scribed, with filthy stinking appearances.

The late melancholy instance of WoorLey’s child, the
last mentioned in this present third edition, was a case re-
plete with terror: it was publicly shewn in October 1805 to
a great number of auditors attending my lectures ; at which
time, though all the feelings of humanity were racked and
tortured at the view of this other instance of a cow-poxed,
ox-faced boy, covered likewise all over the face with running
sores, filthy mange, &ec. and matter issuing from his ear,
his horrid fate was not then foreseen. In the beginning of
January, the Small Pox being in the neighbourhood, the
boy, in addition to all his other dreadful calamities, in addi-
tion to all his former miseries, caught the Small Pox, which
was of a most malignant nature, interspersed with purple,
mortified, or blackish spots, and other symptoms of the
highest putridity. I visited him on Sunday evening, Jan. 5,
1800, accompanied by my worthy and honourable friend,
Mr. Hyde, sen. of Old Burlington-street, partuer to the
worthy Mr. Wood, both apothecarias of the highest emi-
aence. In this visit I met Dr. THorNTON in the apartment,
the gentleman who, as can be proved, boldly asserted, before
he made inquiry, as his letters in my possession testify, that
he eould refute all Dr. Moseley’s, Mr. Lipscomb’s, Mr. Gold-
son’s, Mr. Birch’s, Mr. Edwards’s, Mr. Bush’s, Mr. Bris-
tow’s, Mr. Braine’s, Mr. Rogers’s, and, in short, all my cases;
but now that lively gentleman has 500 to refute. What may
be expected from an imagination that declares it can refute
before it inquires, let the world judge—but success attend
such visionary labours! Dr. Thornton then was present at

Under the influence of furious
vaccinating passion, no human being scems to conceive
clearly, reason justly, mor to judge with candour or im-
partiality. Vaccination fury must cool, before some vacci-
nators return to justice, truth, or reason ! :

The specious arguments the gentlemen vaccinators have
produced in defence of their i/l success, or various mis-
carriages, whilst they exhibit proofs and conviction of error
and defect in the vaccinating project, the partizans aHﬂltl
unintentionally, a complete triumph of certain and long-
experienced Small-pox inoculation, over the uncerfain and
unfounded preservative claims of novel and injurious vac-
cination.

The plan for prosecuting future inquiries and preventing
loss of time is introduced ; and it is most sincerely declared,
that nothing but the warmest attachment to truth, and a
serious discharge of professional duty to the world, could
have induced the author to write so freely on the present
interesting ard important subject.

It is sincerely wished, that the most severe investigations
on Cow and Small-pox inoculation, may be liberally insti-
tuted by all those, who are disinterested, not by the ex
parte accounts of vaccinators, and all idle disputation or
altercatipn be suspended; for no arguments nor con-
troversy, however artfully contrived, however ingeniously
constructed, can overturn wvisible and indubitable facts.
Tampering with, abusing, or bribing the unfortunate victims
to vaccination, dre beneath the dignity of gentlemen, and
degrading to the profession ; they ought to be exposed, and
may be, at some future period, not much to the honour of
some vehement advocates of Cow-pox inoculation.

| IAS to temporary security by Cow-pox inoculation agaimﬂat
Small-pox infection, there exist so many opposing facts to this
chimerical idea, from children having bad Small-pox from
-two months to siz years, after passing regular vaccination,
with the scars in both arms, that this, like the other vae-
cination extravagancies, is perfectly refuted by racrs. It
must appear, therefore, that as the supposed security is not
definable, and, as the vaccinated cannot tell that Small Pox
shall not infect, when they come where the natural Small Pox
may exist, or if it be epidemic in the ai7, every temporary
expectation from Cow-poxing in preventing Small Pox is
vain, idle, irrational, and inconclusive, except in the cre-
dulous minds of vaccinating disappointed zealots, shifting
their ground from one absurdity to another, until they have
no ground to stand on whatever.*

Is it not the most despotic, inhuman tyranny ever suggest-
ed by haughty insolence, barbarity, or furious zeal, to cajole
or enforce mankind to receive beastly diseases, whether they

will or not; or to entail on innocent infants, frequently

without the consent of parents ; who have certainl y power

over their own children, what may deprive them of life, or
render their future days miserable? How does the luw
stand inthis case? If parents request Small-pox inocula-
tion, and the presuming artist should vaccinate in violation

Mr. Reid’s unfortunate event in
Park-street, and many others, illustrate the necessity of
these humane questions. Small Pox is a disease conveyed
by inoculation from man toman, successfully; Cow pox the
filthy diseases of beasts, therefore dissimilar, both in cause
and effect.

But the most daring, futile, and ridiculous violations of
truth and reason are, the pretended calculations of Cow-
pox failure, or fatality, which some have calculated to be
one in a thousand. Cow-pox mange, evil, or ulcers, &ec.
are kept in the back ground, covered with impenetrable
obscurity, or darkness, But, who can tell for sixty or
eighty years fo come, what numbers may fall'vietims to
Small pox, after suppositious security from Cow-pox ?
Every month brings forth numerous instances. Numbers,
for years, in every part of the world, never have the
Small-pox, until chance throws them into contact with va-
riolous air, or Small-pox iffection ; therefore, of all de-
ceptive absurdities, calcul ation is the most absurd, and
the most impossible to be proved for nearly a century to
come, . VWhat cannot be proved, should never be asserted.
Louis XV. the French King, caught the Small-pox natu-
rally, between the age of 60 and 70, -and died of that
putrid malignant disorder. 'Who, perhaps, might have
been saved, had the French physicians adopted the anti-

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* Truth is the object of this inquiry ; to sacred frut/ alone
should contending parties make their appeal, and submis-
sively abide by her decision.® The gentlemen vaccinators,
however, should not suddenly console themselves, that no
‘more proofs of Cow-pox delusion can be produced; for
every day, every part of London furnishes continued sup-

But who are these vacinators? Have they distinguished
themselves by deep medical erndition ?

Are they man-
midwives and apothecaries, that are so vehement in this
vaccine warfare ! Can it be supposed, for a moment, that
such persons are to take the lead in pressing on society a
~destructive practice ! Are persons interested impartial
judges? Can any rational being suppose, that those who
‘have been convicted of not knowing Small Pox when they
see it judges? Can it be believed that men could be so
hardy as to pronounce Small Pox as Chicken Pox, before
' I experi-

* Mankind may be always pronounced ignorant in proportion as they may be
'tl'Eduluu;. To form the justest estimation of wisdom or folly, it is necessary,
it is always necessary to know, whether a man be a man of imagination, orof -~
strict demonstration ; a man ot epinions, and slave to conjectures ; or a matter of
fact man, a strict adlierer to nothing but truth, To those who cumprehand the
actual limits of human understanding, it is not difficult to discover the stiength
ar weakness of human intellects.  Propositions are true, demonstiable, and
evident—or suppositious, conjectural, and unproved assertions. The most sensi-
ble men adhere only to the former; but weak-minded men, whom the world
should never trust in sickness, as unfit for the profession of physic, assent to
the latter. In my lectures on the art of physic, both theoretical and practical,
1 have fully proved, that there is no necessity for that bane of the profession,
conjecture or hypothesis ; and if 1 weremsked whether, if T myself were dan-
E'-'ﬂ-'ll{l.l}l' ill, 1 would suffer any hypothetical, however plausible physician, to
prescribe for my malady, my answer would be No, assuredly No, unless I
wished to risk the loss of life, 1 could give a remarkable instance of this. Spe-
culation :I-lld_ hypothesis are always at variance with sonnd experience and suc-

cesshul practice. It is lamentable forisociety to sed a concourse of sagacious-
vaccinators sitting in partial judgment, raising questions, perplexities, and
doubts, and making inquiries into abstruse hidden points, which can never be
solved ; and, if solyed, could be of no utility whatever to society, and, at the

same time, daringly coutroverting and evading the most decided and evident
truths, militating against vaccination,
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experienced physicians ? Yet these things have happened,
and novices in the art of medicine have dared to cavil with
veterans in science, with those who had long experience,
before any of the furious vaccinators were born! O TeM-
rorA! O morEes!—Have not the vaccinators come down
before judges of Small Pox, and have they not denied the
evidence of the senses? Have not many daringly asserted,
that Small Pox was Chicken Pox ?. Have they not distin=
guished themselves for ignorance, or something worse,
until inoculation from the pustules produced Small Pox in
other subjects ?

But it is the duty of honourable men in the medical pro-
fession, to alarm mankind of the impending danger of vac-
cination ; to warn society of the multifarious evils that await

them in the form of a mild Catholicon, of a sweetened po=
tion ;
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tin:m\, that carries fatal poison in all its destructive particles !
If the most daring violation of truth and reason had not
presented itself in the form of vaf:cinatiun'.‘ If the ﬂn'ck
had pursued their vaccinating project with diffidence, thh
modesty, with that decorum which distinguishes sagacity
from obdurate folly, they might have formed a superficial
vaccinating sect, like the transfusers of beastly bleod into
human constitutions, without much observation ; they might
have preached salvation to the faithful in their elaborate
sermons, however trhe_',r had deluded the unwary, and all
those who are prompt, who are ready to be deceived by a
novelty, however irrational in theory and practice.

Another disingenvous device has been sensibly mentioned
by the distinguished Dr. Moseley, when he relates the well-
known cases of Mr. Hodges, Fulwood’s-rents, which both
myself and many of the faculty saw. These cases were
called surPosED SmaLL Pox by a learned committee,
though every man of experience in the profession, on
viewing the facts, pronounced them instantaneously REAL
SmaLL Pox. There have happened, ‘however, so many
hundreds of instances since, that these suPPOSED SataLr-
Pox cases are of no consequence whatever to the question
before the public, which now 1s, whether Cow-poxing
should not be banished from the face of the earth, and
Small-Pox Inoculation, well tried, experienced, successful

Small Pox, be again embraced, as the only antidote against
natural Small-Pox Infection ?* '

VISIGNﬂRY conceits, irrational projects, and an ob-.
stinate perseverance in error, united to uncontroled arro-

gance, are frequently the cause of great evils in the political,
moral, and physical world.

It is not to the present purpose, to shew the destructive
effects of human passions, prejudices, or the artifices ex-
ercised on unsuspicious credulity in every age. How great
nations have been depressed, annihilated, from pride, am-
bition, angry infatuated passions, and unnecessary warfare ;
how arts and sciences have been elevated by virtue, indus-
ry, and strict moral discipline; nor how they have been
ruined by inordinate avarice, wealth, luxury, dissipation,
and a total disregard of every thing praise-worthy and
strictly honourable. These belong to the historian, to the
politician, to the contemplative philosopher and divine to
narrate, to investigate, and, if possible, to correct.—It is
from a knowledge and abhorrence of former errors, that
man should studiously prevent similar future evils. In the
art dedicated, however, to preserve the health of man, or
cure diseases, prejudices should beavoided as much as pdssi-
ble, ““‘_i passions should be extingt; for they have often
Proved injurions, dangerous, or destructive,

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The divine salutary art should be replete with profound!
science, acute penetration, circumspection, and superlative:
wisdom; it should never permit a warm imagination to:|
outrun reason, well-founded experience, and correct judg--
ment. Successful practice should never be altered on slight
conjectural grounds.

When infatuation, intemperate zeal, or wild enthusiasm
seize the human mind, clear perceptions, true reasoming,
and solid judgment vanish, or are suspended, and the wild
effusions of an unbridled fancy, when men least think it,
often reign with imperial sway. Man is little short of in-
sanity, whilst the raging fury may continue. Cow-Pox i in-
fatuation isa lively instance. Most of the striking errors,
most of the actual misfortunes in life, that man brings,
either on himself or others, arise in general from the ante-
cedent causes. All the imaginary vain conceits engendered
from age to agein hum;m“s-.:':nj]s, that give vigour to folly, or
permanency to falsehood, originate in those hostile invaders
of the intellectual faculties.

Science, sagacitjr,' and long practical experience, always
formed the minds of the most excellent physicians; they
seriously reﬂected and cautiously determined ; were modest,
candid, apd unassuming ; whilst the inexperienced are fre-
quently self-opinionated, assuming, versatile, violent; they
run after chimerical novelties with juvenile rashness, and
sometimes produce irreparable evils to society. Credulity
and infatuation, not caution, reason, candour, and solid
Judgment, then reign triumphant !

Whoever, therefore, considers the actual nature and state
of man, and who has read, studied, and reflected judici-
ously on the ancient and modern history of philosophical
and medieal projects and projectors, with the violence of
the various sects, systems, and sectarists in often defending
error by false arguments, hypothesis, and falsehood, will
have no great reason to be surprised at any extravagant

or
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or irrational vain conceit that may be engendered in the
human brain, Were the visionary conceptions and errone-
ous doctrines of physic, both ancient and modern, brought
into one view, it would contain a complete satire on the art
and artists.®* As to human and medical credulity, it sur-
passes all description ; it contains the history of artful de-
sign, imposition, and thoughtless assenting folly through
every age. The most extravagant impossibilities or false-
hoods, have allured and deluded the most numerous in-
cautious and unsuspicious part of both lettered and unlet-
tered mankind, who have frequently falled victims to their
own vicious credulity, or promulgated errors of which they
heartily repented on mature reflection.

Within these few years, medicine has superabounded
with a host of infatuated visionists and daring projectors,
who bid defiance to truth, or successful practice. They
have been mildly censured by the discerning and most ex-
perienced in the profession; but to little purpose ;—for no
sooner had one scheme been abndoned with disgrace, than
another is started, and rears up its head, the offspring ge-
nerally of inexperience, or deep design.—Medicine, how-
ever, should never admit of change unless to improve.

These reflections and observations have arisen from con-
sidering the rise, progress, and present state of Cow-Pox
Inoculation. This new and ywell-intentioned invention was
liberally introduced to prevent and exterminate the Small
Pox from the face of the whole earth. How far it has, or
probably will answer these important purposes, the follow-
ing Essay may illustrate, which is most respectfully sub-
mitted to the serious consideration of the learned faculty
and all mankind. But.it should be observed , that many re-
spectable practitioners in medicine, who, with the most hu-
mane intentions supported vaccination, are now, from con-

WHEN the inoculation for the Small Pox had arrived at
the utmost degree of perfection ; when it had been proved
by the SurroNs, Dimspaves, Jony, Dr. ArRcuer, and
many others, next to impossible to lose an inoculated pa-
tient out of many thousands ; when the utility of the prac-
tice had been firmly established by gradual improvement
for nearly one hundred years; when the certainty of safely
and securely preventing the infectious Small Pox had been
infallibly proved by millions, nay, milliards of instances,
far beyond the possibility of doubt, cavilling, or disputa-
tion, then is ushered into the world, precipitately and vehe-
mently, a new disease, from the brute creation, namely,
the Cow Pox.* Small-pox inoculation was a well-known,
proved, and absolute prevention from receiving the natural
Small-pox Infection, as millions of people now living can
testify : it was safe, mild, and certain ; therefore Cow-Pox
Inoculation, as a substitute, was absolutely unnecessary.
Why leave a certainty for an uncertainty ?

Vehement conduct of Cow-Pox Inoculators.

THE Cow-Pox Inoculation was forced into the world with
the utmost vehemence, pomp, and ostentation. +. To tho-
roughly propagate any project, it is only necessary to in-
spire a few self-opiniated sincere enthusiasts to take the

lead ; these are sure to attract all the credulous, all those
who

~ The Cow-Pox enthusiastic, but probably well-intentioned
leaders, with the rapidity of lightning, flattered, fastened,
and seized on others, and, like a reverberating furnace,
equally heated all that major race of mankind, who are ever
ready to run wild after any specious probability. Thus they
raised a numerous host of proselytes to the new faith, and
they .exceeded in zeal even the chimerieal illuminati, with
all their fanciful and extravagant celestial visions.®*. There
was no time given for cool, candid reflection, lest they
might discover error, and not court shame. All was vio-
lence, blaze, uproar, and tumult. Parliament, with the
purest intentions of national benefit, as in Mrs. Stevens's
stone medicine, Harrison’s' time-piece longitude projects,
cum multis aliis, sanctioned the experiment, and rewarded
the liberal inventor with ten thousand poundsof the national
money for his generous, free communication of vaceination.
Missionaries, faithful emissaries were sent off to all parts of
the world to decry old, experienced Smarr-Pox INocura-
TION, and on its ruins to erect a sacred altar to novel and
doubtful vacciNnaTion. Parents, affectionate, unsuspi-
cious parents, from the plausible pretensions and indefati-
gable activity, rash over-heated boastings, and extravagant
promises of the vaccinators, were induced credulously to
sacrifice their innocent infants to this new shrine, this new

Many of the faculty of the greatest respectability were
induced, from principles of humanity, on seeing the mild-
ness of Cow Pox, and listening perhaps too eagerly to the
favourable reports of the respectable vaccinators, to coun-
tenance the novel project. Thus Cow-Pox Inoculation ra-
pidly spread its wonderful influence through the whole face
of the earth. If any disastrous or evil consequences from
the practice were in its infancy produced; if proofs of
Smari-Pox happening after Cow:Pox INocuraTiON,
were exhibited to ocular demonstration, to the evidence of
the senses, these facts were either totally disregarded, con-
tradicted with a menacing aspect, and the suffering parties
have been abused for Cow-Pox blunders, Cow-Pox mistakes,
Cow-Pox uncertainty ; or'the facts have been evaded by art-
ful stratagem, cavilling, misrepresentation, noisy alterca-
tion, and sometimes by absolute falsehood. If any thing,
above all other things, could have excited suspicion cen-
cerning vaccination, it was the positive, overbearing man-
ner in which many of its violent adherents expressed them-
selves on the subject, even when it first appeared, even
before it was possible they could know from actnal ExPE-
RIENCE any thing of the matter. Truth, mild truth!
