1L better to trace difeafes from their original caufes, we {hall

tuke a view of the common treatment of mankind in a ftate
of infancy. In this period of our lives, the foundations of a guod
or i bad conftitution are geverally laid ; itis therefore of 1mport=
ance that parents be well acquainted with the varions caufes which
may injure the healtir of their offspring.

It apppears from the annual regifters of the dead. that almoft one
half of the children born in Greal Britain die under twelve years of
age. To many, indeed, this may appear a natural evil; but, on due
examination, it will be found to be obue of our own creating. Were
the death ol infants a vnatural evil, other animals would be as liable
Lo die young as man ; bul this we find is by no means the cale.

It may feem ftrange that man, notwithftanding his fuperiorrea-
fon, {hould fall {o far thort of other animals in the management of
bis young; bat our furprife will foon ceafe, if we confider that
brutes, gwided by infiinét, vever err in this refpect; while man,
trofiing folely to art, is feldom right. Were a catalogue of thofe
infants who perifh anoually by art alone exhibited to publie view,
it would aflonifh moft people. : L

If parents are above tuking care of their children, others muft be
employed for that purpofe: thefe will always endeayour to recom-
mend themfelves by the appearance of exiraordinary {kill and ad-
drels. . By this means {uch a number of unnecefary and defiru@ive
articles have been introduced into the diet, ciut"tiing, &c, of in-
fants, that it is no wonder fo many of them perith.

Nothing can be more prepofierous than a mother who thinks it
below her to take care of her own child, or who is fo ignorant as
not to know what is proper to be done for it. If we fearch Nature
throughout, we cannot find a parallel to IHiS. Every other animal
1s the nurfe of its own offspring, aud they thrive accordingly. Were
the brotes to bring up their young by proxy, they would thare the
fame fate with thofe of the human fpecies. ~

We meun not, however, to impole itas a tafk upon every mother
to iu{_'kif-: her own ¢hild. This, whalever fpeculative writers may
allege, isin fome cafes impraéticable, and would inevitably prove
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defiruélive both' to the mother and child. Women of delicate con-
flitutions, fubjeét to hyfteric fits, or other nervous affeétions, muke
very bad nurfes ; and thefe complaints are now {o common, that it
1s rare to find a woman of fafhion free from them: fuch Wolnen,
therefore, {uppofing them willing, are often unable to fuckie their
own children.

Almoii every mother would: be in a condition to give fuck, did
mankiod live agreeable to Nature; but whoever confiders how far
many mothers deviate from her dictates, will not be {ureifed to
find fome of them unable to perform’that neceflary office. Alothers
who do not eat a {ufficient quantity of folid food, nor enjoy the be-
nefit of free, air and exercife, can neither have wholelome juices
themf{elves, nor afford proper nourithment to an infant. Hepce

~children who are {uckled by delicate women, either die young, or
continue weak and (ickly all their lives.”

When we fay that mothers are not always in a condition to
fuckle their own children, we would not be underficod as difeon-
raging that praétice. Every mother who can, nught'cerlaiulf to
perform fo tender and agreeable an office.  But {uppofing it to be
ont of her power, the may, nevertheiefs, be of great fervice to her
child. The bufinels of nurfing is by no means confined to giving
fuck. To a woman who abounds with milk, this is the eafieff part
of it. Numberlefs other offices are neceflary for a child, which the
molher ought at leaft to fee done. :

Many advantages would arife to {ociety, as well as to individuals,
from mothers fuckling their own children. A mother who abandons
the fruit of her womb, as foon as itis born, to the fole care of" an
hireling, hardly deferves that name. A child, by being brought up
under the mother’s eye, not only fecures her affection, but may rea
all the advantages ot a parenl’s care, though it be fuckled by ano-
ther.. How can a mother be better employed than in {uperintending
the nurfery? This is at once the moft delightful and important office;
yet the molt trivial bufine(s or infipid amulements are often prefer-
red to it!—a firong proof both of the bad tafte and wrong ednca-
tion of modern lemales. . . 3

It is, indeed, to be regretted that more careis not beftowed in

_teaching the-proper managementof children to thofe whom Nature
has defigned for mothers" this, inftead ot being made the principal,
is feldom confidered as'any part of female education. Isitany won-
der, when females {fo educated come to be mothers, that they (hould
be quite ignorant of the duties belonging to that charaéter? Howe-
ver firange it may appear, it is certainly true, that many mothers,
and thofe of fafhion too «are as ignorant, when they have brought a
child into the world, of what is-to be done for it, as the infant wtfelf.
Indeed, the moit ignorant of the fex are generally reckoned moft
knowing in the bufinefs of nurling. Hence, fenfible people become
the dupes of ignorance and luperftition; and the nurfing of children,
inflead of being conduéted by realon, is the refult of whim and caprice.

Tacitus, the celebrated Roman hiftorian, complains greatly of the
