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BIOGRAPHICAL PREFACE.

WH EN a richly-stored and well-selected Library 1s
offered for public Sale, it is natural to ask, who was
the Collector ?—what were his talents 7—and his op-
portunities of acquiring so rich a harvest of literary
treasures ! — In the present instance, it is sufficient to
mention the name of Mr. GOUGH ; and to subjoin
some Memoirs, formed on the basis of long and un-
reserved” habits of intimacy, and from materials fur-
nished by himself.

Ricaarp Gouer was born Oct. 21, 17335, in a large
house in Winchester-street, London, on the site of
the Monastery of the Austin Friars, founded by Hum-
fry de Bohun, Earl of Hereford and Essex, 1253.

He was the only son of Harry Gough, Esq. (sixth son
of Sir Harry Gough, of Perry-hall, co. Stafford *) many
vears in the East India Company’s service, afterwards
Director and Chairman, and M. P. for the Borough of
Bramber, by Elizabeth his wife, daughter of Morgan
Hynde 4, Esq. of London; who, with two brothers,
raised a fortune by the breweries in Long Acre and
Portpool-lane ; originating from some village in Dor-
setshire, which themselves forgot; and, being Dis-
senters, were not registered.

Mr. Gough received the firstrudiments of Latin under
the tuition of Barnewitz, a Courlander, who taught
at the same time the sons of Noah Titner, Pinkney
Wilkinson, and Edmund Boehm, merchants of London.
On his death, he was committed to the care of the Rev,

Roger Pickering, one of the most learned, most inde-

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pendent, and most ill-treated, of the Dissenting Mi-
nisters of his time; having received his education at
‘T'rinity-college, Cambridge; but, by an injudicious
early marriage, he forewent many advantages, and,
quitting the Establishment, did not improve his situa-
tion. On hisdeath, May 18,1755, Mr. Gough finished
his Greek studies under Mr. Samuel Dyer, the friend
of Johnson and contemporary Literati.

On the death of his father*, Mr. Gough wasadmitted,
i July 1752, fellow-commoner of Bene't-college,
Cambridge, where his relations Sir Henry Gough and
his brother John had before studied under Dr. Mawson,
afterwards suceessively Bishop of Chichester and Ely.
The Cﬁllf:%? tutor, 1752, was. Dr. John Barnardiston,
afterwards Master, who married Mrs. Powell, niece of the
widow of the celebrated Dr. Conyers Middleton, and died
i 1778, leaving an only daughter, since married to the
Rev. Mr. Yates, son of Dr. Yates, Rector of Solihull, co.
Warwick, where the son 1s now the Resident Curate.

His private tutor was the Rev. John Cott, fellow of
the College, son of the Town-clerk of Lynne, and
afterwards Rector of Braxted in Essex, where he died
in 1781, having married a niece of the late Dr. Keene,
Bishop of Chester.

Under the immediate tuition of the three excellent
Scholars before mentioned, Mr. Gough early imbibed
a taste for Classical Literature and Antiquities; and it
15 not to be wondered that his connexion with a Col-
lege eminent for producing a succession of British
Antiquaries inspired him with a strong propensity to
the study of our National Autiquities. Here was tirst
planned the Britisin Torocrarny, published in 1768
in one 4tovolume, improved intwo of the same size 1780,
and since angmented to a third volume, and left ready
for a third edition, with many considerable MS additions. '

From Cambridge Mr. Gough made his first excur-
sion to Croyland and Peterborough; and continued
these pursuits every year to various parts of the king-
dom, taking notes, which, on his return, were digested

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into a form which furnished materials for the new edi-
tion of CaMpeN’s Brrrannia, the result of twenty
years excursions.

In his History of Croyland he thus adopts the words
of Dr. Stukeley * :

“ When 1 was a youth, and began to haye an incli-
nation to tiie studies of Antiquities, I visited Crowland
Abbey ; and now, once at least in the year, my affairs
calling me that wav, I visit it with as much pleasure
us Petrus Blesensis formerly looked upon it: Ante-
quam solidam terram terrerem, in medio marisco sep-
ties aut sepius frena reflectens, vestrum sanctissimum
monasterium respiciens, & intimo corde benedicens,”

“ I make no apology,” adds Mr. Gough, * for be-
“ ginning the preface to this work with the words of a
great Master in Antiquity, though 1 have not had so
frequent opportunities of re-visiting a spot whence my
career of Antiquarian pursuits literally began 17506,
and which T reviewed with equal 'if not greater plea-
sure last summer, having directed my pilgrimage thi-
ther once during the intervening 26 years,

“ The same desire to do justice to those almost Gre-
clan figures that decorate its splendid front, which
made me wish to have sent Mr. P. S. Lamborn from
Cambridge in 1759, after my first visit, to make draw-
ings and engravings of them, when I had not interest
to procure pecuniary encouragement for such an under-
taking, suggested the idea of prompting Mr. John
Carter to make a sketch of it w]hfrn he was in those
parts the summer before the last. This industrious
young man, nto whom I thought the spirit of Vertue
was passed by a metempsychosis not unfamiliar to Pro-
fessors of Antiquity, executed his commission, and pro-
duced what at the distance of near twenty years seemed
a very faithful drawing, and deserving to he engraven as
the surest mode of preserving these elegant morc eauz-4-.
Fhe choice of the draughtsman pointedt to the burin of

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Mr. Watts #, with whom a treaty was formed ; and a
subscription was set on foot, which succeeded beyond
my warmest wishes.”

In 1767, he was elected Fellow of the Souety of -
Antiquaries of London ; and, by the partiality of the
late worthy President, Dr. MlllEs, Dean of Exeter,
was, on the death of. Dr. Gregory Sharpe, Master of
the Tem le, nominated Director of the same Society,
1771 ; which office he held till Dec. 12, 1797, when
he quitted the Society altogether.

He was chosen Feilow of the R toyal Society of Lon-
don 1775 ; but quitted that Society 1 1795.

[At the very early age of cleven, he atchieved a task
that would have reflected credit on any period cf
life ; whlch,bv the indulzence of his Mother, appeared
n print, under the title of < The Hlstmynf the Bible,”
translated from the French -y, by R. G. Junior, 1746.
London, printed in the year 1747.” Of tlus curious
Volume, consisting of 160 sheets in folio, no morve
than 25 copies were printed, as presents to a few par-
ticular Friends{ ; and, when completed at the press,
it is marked, by way of colophon, ¢ Done at twelve
years and a half old.”

His first regular pubhcatmn was, without his naime,
“ The History of Carausius; or an Examination of
what has been advanced on that subject by Genebrier
and Dr. Stukeley, 1762.” 4to.

He openedacorrespondence with Mr. Urnaxin17 6]’,
with an account of the village of Aldfriston in Sussex
(vol. XXXVIL p. 443.) under the signature of D. H.
which signature he retained to the last, but not altoge-
ther uniformly ; nor is another signature in some later

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volumes with the same letters to be mistaken for his.
And on the death of his fellow-collegian Mr. Dun-
combe, 1786, the department of the Review in that
- valuable Miscellany was, for the most part, com-
mitted to him. If he criticised with warmth and seve-
rity certain attempted innovations in Chureh and State,
he wrote his sentiments with sincerity and imparti-
ality —in the fulness of a heart deeply impressed with
a sense of the excellence and happiness of the English
Constitution both in Church and State.

In 1773, he formed the design of a new edition of
CampEN's Briranyta; which he was seven years trans-
lating, and nine printing, and which was publishéd *
in three volumes, folio, 1789.

Being on a visit to the late Rev. Mr. Howel, then
Dissenting Minister at Pool, and hearing of the diffi-
culties under which Mr. Hutchins laboured respecti ng
his History of Dorsetshire, he set on foot a subseription,
and was the means of bringing into light a most valu-
able County History, which he superintended through
the press, whence it issued in 2 vols folio, 1774. fts
Author did not live-to see it completed ; but his daugh-
ter having been enabled to proceed to Bombay, and
form a happy connexion with a gentleman to whom
she had long been engaged: Major Bellasis (after-
wards advanced to the rank of General of Artillery, and
since deceased), in grateful return to the memE:-r_v,r of
his father-in-law, at his own expence set on foot a
new edition of the History of Dorsetshire +; and Mr.
Gough contributed his assistance to this second edition
twenty years after the first. Except Dr. Thomas's
revision and continuation of Dugdale’s Warwickshire,
and the paltry re-publications of Burton’s Leicester-
shire and Philpot’s Kent by Whittingham of Lynne,
and Thoroton’s Nottinghamshire by Throsby, not
much superior, this is the first instance of a County
History attaining a second edition.
¥ He superintended the first volume of a new edition published
an 1507 ; but publicly disclaimed all connexion with the succeeding
volumes, of which his corrected copy has since been sent to Oxford.

snowy season of 1778.

Having also purchased the plates of the Medals,
Coins, and Great Seals, executed by the celebrated
Simon, and first published by Vertue 1753, he gavea
new and enlarged edition of them in 1780.

He assisted Mr. Nichols in the « Collection of Royal
~and Noble Wills *, 1780;” to which he wrote the Pre-
face, and compiled the Glossary.

{e superintended the printing of Dr. Nash's ¢ Col-

lections for-a History of Worcestershire,” in £ vols.
folio, 17813 a short Supplement to which was printed
in 1799. '
. In 1786, he published the first volume of the
SEPULCHRAL MoxumenTs oF GreEaT BriTamy, in a
splendid folio; in 1796 the second ; and in 1799,
the Introduction, which completes the work.

In 1794, he published an Account of the beautiful
Missal presented to Henry VI. by the Duchess of
Pedford, which Mr. Edwards, bookseller in Pall Mall,
purchased at the Duchess of Portland’s sale, and still
possesses.

He drew up the History of the Society of Antiqua-
ries of London, prefixed to the First Volume of their
Archezologia, 1770; and in the Eleven succeeding -
Volumes of that Colléction, whose publication he su-
perintended, are the following articles drawn up, or
communtcated, by him.

He assisted in the copious, well-digested, and ac-
curate “ History of Leicestershire;” undertaken and
conducted with a perseverance which would baffle
common County Historians, by the same Friend; to
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whose benevolence, impartiality, and integrity, he is
proud to bear this pubhic testimony. :

Pleshy in Essex, the seat of the High Constables
of England, and particularly of Thomas of Woodstock,
the unfortunate uncle of Richard the Second, having
been an early attachment of Mr. Gough, he was at no
small pains and expence to draw up a full account of
it, from the Records of the Duchy of Lancaster; in
which he was most kindly assisted by Mr. Harper, the
keeper of them. This he illustrated with a variety of

«  plates of views, seals, &ec.; and published it in 4to. 1803.

Having‘ purchased, at the sale of the late Matthew
Duave, Esq. the Plates of the Coins of the Seleucide,
Kings of Syria, in his Collection, engraved by Barto-
lozzi, he drew up an account of the several reigns un-
der which they are arranged ; with the Inscriptions re-
maining in honour of soine of the Sovereigns, and par-
ticularly that discovered (in the late possession of
Egypt by his Majesty’s troops) in honour of Ptolemy
Epiphanes, King of E#ypt, connected with this period
through Antiochus IV. or Epiphanes, King of Syria.
This work was published in 4to. 1803.

In the same year he was called upon by the ex-
press desire of his friend Mr. Marning, to assist in the
publication of his “ History of Surrey,” 1n which Wil-
liam Bray, Esq. of Shere was a principal coadjutor,
and of which the first volume appeared in 1804 ; [and
a second 1810 has just been completed.]

He counted some of the first Antiquaries of the
Three Kingdoms among his Correspondents * ; but,

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having once incorporated their observations in his va-
vious publications, he guarded their correspondence
from the impertinence of modern Editors.

Of his own Notes, written in Printed Books, he
had made the Bririsu Museum the depositary *;
though, hke others of his friends, he never attained to
the honour of being one of the Trustees; which, he
has heard it observed, should be the blue ribband of
literary men, and is now become an object of success-
ful canvass. - '

So unambitious was he of public honours, that, as
he took no degree at Cambridge, and that University
confers no honorary ones, he resisted the solicitations
of many members of the Sister University, and of his
old and valuable friend Dr. Pegge, to share his honours
with him in 1791 ; though he felt real satisfaction in
assisting at them, and retaived to the last a grateful
sense of the good wishes of that learned Seminary,

In Politicks, he was, as his Father had been be-
fore him, a firn friend to the House of Brunswick,
and a stranger to the mutability of his contemporaries.
That independence which he gloried in possessing as
his inheritance, and which he. maintained by a due
attention to his income, discovered itself in his opi-
nions and his attachments. As he could not hastil
form connexions, he may seem to have indulged stron
aversions. But he could not accommodate himself to
modern manners and opintons; and he had resources
within himself, to muake it less needful to seek them

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from witheut. And perhaps the greatest inconveni-
enece arising from ‘this disposition was the want of
~opportunities to serve his friends. But he saw enongh
of the general temper of mankind, to convince him
. that favours should not be too often asked; and that
as to be too much under obligation is the worst of
Bondage, so to confer obligations is the truest Liberty.

The aceount thus far given of Mr. Goucn, almost
literally from his own pen, unmixed with extraneous
observations, it may now be allowable to enlarge,

One of the most prominent features in his character
was an insatiable thirst for Literature; and particu-
larly that branch of it in which he so eminently exs
celled; the study of our National Antiquities. Young
as he was at the time of his Father's death, m 1751
not having then attained his 16th year; an enly sen,
with the certainty of inheriting a plentiful fortune ; his
attention was principally turned to the unprovement
of his mind, and the foundation of a noeble Library.
Hence the pleasurable diversions of the age to him had
little charms. The well-stored shop of honest Tonm
Payne at the Mews Gate, or the auction-rooms of the
two Sams, Baker and Paterson, had beauties far tran-
scending the alluring scenes of fashionable dissipatien.

At Cambridge his studies were regular and severe ;
diverted only by occasional visits to the Metropolis;
or by the {le{ightful excursions which for twentv years
he miade to various parts of the kingdom, one of which,
and that not the least pleasant to himself, was to
Pleshy in Essex in 1762; and of which, after an in-
terval of more than 40 years, he published an excel-
lent History, in the Preface to which he says,

““ Having collected the history of this renowned lit-
tle spot from all the materials within my reach, I leave
the farther investigation of 1its antient glory to these
whom a nearer residence to it gives an epportunity of
more frequently examining. It T have failed in any
essential part of my description, when I flatter myselt
1 have done more towards bringing Pleshy inte view
than any before me have done, or are disinterested
enough to atiempt in future — | |
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, T have my praise,

And let the rest the burthen bear. ,
Yet, ere I quit this favourite sceve, let mé pay it the
tribute of a verse, which, if it did not recall its former
lustre, would teach me to recollect sotiie of ty carliest
feelings in the rounds of Antiquarianism, which I have
ever since been running, and which I can with pleasure
re-commence with my Poetical Friend from Plechy.”

The Poetical Friend, whose tiervous lines ave ah
ornatient to the  History of Pleshy,” nieeds not the
additional merit of having written good verses, to en-
hance that gehuine worth by which he has long been
distingtiished, as one of the most eminent of that ho-
nourable and useful body of men of whom Britain
justly boasts — whose Merchants are Princes.

Mr. Gough’s attentions, meanwhile, were not so en-
tirely devoted to Literature, as to exclude him from thé
social duties and the rational pleasures of life. _

Aug. 18, 1774, soon after the death of his Mother ¥,
an event by which he came into fall possession of the
house at Enfield 4, with the large estate bequeathed to
him by his Father, he added considerably to his other
comforts, by marrying Anne, fourth daughter of Tho-
mas Hall, ¥sq. of Goldings, Herts; a lady of distin-
guished merit; whose family was equally respectable
with his own ; and who, after a long and happy union,
has to lament the loss of him whose object through life
was to inerease her happiness. .

Those only whe have had the satisfaction of seeing
Mr. Gough in his domestic and familiar cirele can pro-
perly appreciate his merits. . Though highly and de-
servedly distinguished as a scholar, the pleasantry and
the easy condescension of his convivial hours still more
efideared i, not only to his intimates, but even to

those with whom. the forms and customs of the world
rendered it necessary that he should assoeiate.

There was, however, another class of society to
which, if ﬂfnssib!e, he was still more dear—the poor
and the afflicted, to whom he was at all times a father,
a protector, and a benefactor. |

To the Compiler of this brief Memoir, he was the
kind, disinterested friend; the prudent, judicious ad-
viser; the firm, unshaken patron. To hun every ma-
terial event in life was confidentially imparted. In those
that were prosperous, no man more heartily rejoiced ;
n such as were less propitious, no man more sincerely
condoled; or more readily endeavoured to alleviate.
"This was more particularly the case in two calamities of
the most trying mature. heF Lo

_Of his literary labours it may not be superfluous to
observe, that he translated Campex’s Britaxsia from
the original, and supplied his additions, with so little
interruption of the ordinary intercourse of hife, that
none of his family were aware that he was at any time
En%‘:iged in so laborious an undertaking *.

- His Sepurcurar MoxumesTs wasa work of not less

labour. ‘I'hese volumes, indeed, would alone have been
sufficient to perpetuate*his fame, and the credit of the
Arts in.EngIandP;, where few works of superior splen-
dour have before or since appeared. The independent
master of an ample fortune, hie was in all respects pre-
eminently qualified for the labours of an Antiquary; the
pain of whose researches can but rarely meet an ade-
quate remuneration. T'his magnificent work must long
ago have convinced the world, that he possessed not
only the most indefatigable perseverance, butan ardour
which no expence could possibly deter; and one great
object of the latter part of his life was, to prepare the
“ Sepulchral Monuments” for a new Edition. With
this coustantly in view, he spared neither trouble nor
expence in obtaining an ample store of new and ac-
curate drawings by the rirst Artists; all which, with
. % The Eﬂg}r—ﬂght of this valuable work he gave, without any pecu-
niary consideration, to his old and worthy friend Mr. Thomas
Payne ; who defrayed the expence of engraving the copper-plates ;
and afterwards disposed of the whole to Messrs. Robinson, R
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the numerous and beautiful plates already engraved,
principally by the Basires; form part of his noble
bequest #to the University or Oxrorn; who will
doubtless have great pleasure in fultilling the wishes of
their generous Benefactor, by an improved lﬂl.litl(}_tl}.';' )
To bave ve-published also his < Anecdotes of British
To raphff’ would have been to Inm an event of the
highest gratification. A Tirp Edition, begun at the
press in 1806, was rapidly advancing, when the de-
structive fire of Feb. 8, 1808, and the then declining
state of Mr. Gough’s health, which for more then two
years had been gradually impaired by repeated fits of
epilepsy, interrupted an undertaking, which neither
the Author nor his Printer had sutlicient spirits to
resume. T'he deep concern, indeed, which Mr. Gough
felt at the dreadfut event which ternmnated his labours
at the press was shewx in a series of the kindest con-
solatory letters, In one of these, near the end of Sep-
tember 1808, he requests Mr. Nichols to execute a con-
fidential commission ; ““which,” he emphatically adds,
“may be the last office you will have to do for your sin-
cere Friend.” This was nearly prophietic ; for there was
little now to be done, that could contribute to his comn-
forts, beyond the unremitting attentions ‘of a few of
his most intimate friends. . |
The bright gem of intellect, though frequently
clouded, had intervals of its, former splendour; and
the frequent emanations of benevolence displayed
through a long and painful illness, whilst- they com-
forted and delighted those around him, added poig-
nancy to the regret which they experienced for his
bitter sufferings; from which he was mercifully re-
leased, without an apparent struggle at the last, on
the 20th of February 1809; and was buried on the
28th," in the church-yard of Wormley, Herts, in a
vault built for that purpose, on the South side of the
chancel, not far from the altar which for several years
he had devoutly frequented. .

M‘Culloch (whose
feelings scarcely permitted him to pay the last sad
office of reading the church service); Mr. Kirkby,
Mr. James Hall, and Mr. Clarke; who were followed
from Enfield to Wormley by crowds, whose lamenta-
tions and regrets were unequivncallﬁ shewn.

He gave considerable help to Dr. \ippis, in the se-
cond edition of the “ Biographia Britannica " and

repared the Lives of Sir John Fastolf, and the Farrars
of Little Gedding, for the sixth volume.

To Mr. Carter, he was frequently assistant in com-
piling and revising the descriptians of his admirable
Arelitectural Plates. And “ The Antiquaries Mnu-
seum,” by Mr. Schnebbelie, was begun at his sugges-
tion; and the literary part of it was principally his.

He assisted in collecting the Progresses of Queen
Eligabeth,” and wrete the Prefage to the first Volume.
