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REGULATIONS

OF

THE COUNCIL

RESPECTING THE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION OF CANDIDATES FOR THE
DIPLOMA OF MEMBER.

I. Candidates will be required, in addition to a certificate of being not less
than twenty-one years of age, to bring proof

1. Of having been engaged in the acquirement of professional knowledge
for not less than four years; during which period they must have studied
Practical Pharmaey for six months, and have attended one year on the
Practice of Physic, and three years on the Practice of Surgery, at a recog-
nised Hospital or Hospitals in the United Kingdom *:—three months being
allowed for a vacation in each year.

* By a Resolution of the Council, on the Tth of November, 1859, no Pro-
vincial Hospital will be in future recognised by this College which contains
Sfewer than 100 Patients, and no Metropolitan Hospital which contains fewer
than 150 Patients.

2. Of having studied Anatomy and Physiology, by attendance on Lec-
tures and Demonstrations, and by Dissections, during three Winter Sessions,
of not less than six months each.

3. Of having attended at least two courses of Lectures, on the Principles
and Practice of Surgery, delivered in two distinet periods or Seasons;
and one course on each of the following subjects, viz. the Practice of Phy-
sic—Chemistry—Materia Medica—and Midwifery, with Practical Instruc-

tion.

II. Members and Licentiates in Surgery of any legally constituted College
of Surgeons in the United Kingdom, and Graduates in Surgery of any
University requiring residence to obtain Degrees, will be admitted for
examination on producing their Diploma, Licence, or Degree, together
with proofs of being twenty-one years of age, and of having been occupied
at least four years in the acquirement of professional knowledge.

S
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III. Graduates in Medicine of any legally constituted College or University,
requiring residence to obtain Degrees, will be admitted for examination
on adducing, together with their Diploma or Degree, proof of having
completed the anatomical and surgical Education required by the fore-
going Regulations, either at the School of the University where they shall

have graduated, or at a recognised School or Schools in the United
Kingdom.

IV. Certificates will not be recognised from any Hospital unless the Sur-
geons thereto be members of one of the legally constituted Colleges of
Surgeons in the United Kingdom; nor from any School of Anatomy,
Physiology, or Midwifery, unless the respective teachers be members of
some legally constituted College of Physicians or Surgeons in the United
Kingdom ; nor from any School of Surgery, unless the respective teachers

be members of some legally constituted College of Surgeons in the United
Kingdom.

V. Certificates will not be received on more than one branch of Science
from one and the same Lecturer; but Anatomy and Physioclogy—De-

monstrations and Dissections—will be respectively considered as one
branch of Science.

VI. Certificates will not be received from Candidates for the Diploma who
have studied in London, unless they shall have registered their Tickets at
the College, as required by the Regulations, during the last ten days of
January, March and Oectober in each year; nor from Candidates who
have studied elsewhere unless their names regularly appear in the Regi-
sters transmitted from their respective Schools.

N.B. In the Certificates of attendance on Hospital Practice and on
Lectures, it s required that the dates of commencement and termination
be clearly expressed : and no interlineation, erasure, or alteration will be
allowed.

Blank forms of the required Certificates may be obtained on applica-
tion to the Secretary, to whom they must be delivered, properly filled up,
ten days before the Candidate can be admitted to examination ; and all such
Certificates are retained at the College.
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BYE-LAWS RELATING TO THE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION
AND EXAMINATION OF CANDIDATES FOR THE FELLOW-

SHIP.

1. TuaT, except in the cases and instances hereinafter provided for to
the contrary, every Candidate for the Fellowship, whether a Member of the
College or not, shall produce Certificates satisfactory to the Court of Ex-
aminers,—

That he is twenty-five years of age.

That he is (if found qualified upon his examination) a fit and proper per-
son to be admitted to the Fellowship, and the Certificate of which shall be
signed by three Fellows.

That he has attained a competent knowledge of the Greek, Latin and
French Languages, and of the Elements of Mathematics.

That he has been engaged for six years in the acquirement of professional
knowledge in recognised Hospitals or Schools of Surgery and Medicine
within the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, or in Foreign
Countries ; and that three of such years at least have been passed in one or
more of such recognised Hospitals or Schools in London.

That he has attended the Surgical Practice of a recognised Hospital or
Hospitals during four years, and the Medical Practice of a recognised Hos-
pital or Hospitals for one year.

That he has studied Anatomy and Physiology by attendance on Lectures
and Demonstrations, and by Dissections, during three Winter Sessions of
not less than six months each, at one or more recognised School or Schools.

That he has attended Lectures on the Theory and Practice of Medicine
and on Clinical Mediecine, and also on the Theory and Practice of Surgery
and on Clinical Surgery, during two Sessions of six months each, at one or
more recognised School or Schools.

That he has attended one course of Lectures on each of the following
subjects, viz. Chemistry, Materia Medica, Midwifery, Medical Jurispru-
dence, and Comparative Anatomy, at one or more recognised School or
Schools. And that he has served the office of House Surgeon or Dresser
in a recognised Hospital in the United Kingdom. Every such Candidate
(except in the cases and instances hereinafter provided for to the contrary)
shall also present for examination Clinical Reports, with observations, of six
or more Surgical Cases taken by himself at a recognised Hospital or recog-
nised Hospitals within the United Kingdom, with sufficient Certificates of

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their authenticity and genuineness, and shall leave such Reports at the
College.

2. That the Council of the College shall annually, on some day in the
month of July, publish in the London Gazette a List of all such Hospitals
and Schools of Surgery and Medicine within the United Kingdom and in
Foreign Countries, as for the year commencing from the first day of Au-
gust then next ensuing will be considered as having been recognised Hos-
pitals and Schools, from which Certificates of the professional education of
Candidates for the Fellowship will be received, and that such Hospitals and
Schools, and no others, shall be, and be considered to have been during such
year, recognised Hospitals or Schools within the meaning of these Bye-Laws
and Ordinances accordingly.

8. That as to any Candidate, who shall have taken the Degree of Bachelor
of Arts in an English University, and shall produce satisfactory evidence
thereof, it shall, instead of the Certificate or Certificates that he has been
engaged for six years in the acquirement of the professional knowledge as
before mentioned, be sufficient for him to produce a satisfactory Certificate
or Certificates that he has been engaged for five years in the acquirement of
professional knowledge in recognised Hospitals and Schools of Surgery and
Medicine within the United Kingdom, or in Foreign Countries, and that
three of such years at least have been passed in one or more of the recog-
nised Hospitals and Schools of London: and that it shall not be necessary
for any Candidate having so taken the Degree of Bachelor of Arts to pro-
duce any Certificate of his having acquired a competent knowledge of the
Greek, Latin and French Languages, and of the Elements of Mathematies.

4. That upon the first day of January, one thousand eight hundred and
fifty, or at any earlier period which may be thought proper, the Couneil
shall, under such regulations and for such time or period as to them shall
seem proper (but always subject to removal at the pleasure of the Couneil),
appoint three persons, and being, or not being, and either all, or in part,
Members of the College, as the Council shall think proper, for the purpose
of examining persons intending to become Candidates for the Fellowship,
and required to be examined in the Greek, Latin and French Languages,
and in the Elements of Mathematics: and the said Council, from time to
time after the first appointment of such persons for such purpose as afore-
said, and as often as shall be necessary, or to the said Council shall seem
proper in that behalf, shall appoint such other person and persons as to them
shall seem fit and proper to succeed or supply the place or places of any per-
son or persons previously appointed for such purpose, and that from and
after the first appointment of any such persons for the purpose of making
such examination as aforesaid, no Certificate of a Candidate having com-
petent knowledge of the Greek, Latin and French Languages, and of the
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Elements of Mathematies, shall be received or allowed by the Court of
Examiners, except the Certificate or Certificates of the persons for the time
being so appointed as aforesaid.

5. That all Members of the College, future as well as present, shall be
entitled to be admitted to the examination for the Fellowship according to
the foregoing Bye-Laws and Ordinances.

6. That any person who shall have been a Member of the College on the
fourteenth day of September, one thousand eight hundred and forty-four,
shall, after the expiration of eight years from the date of his Diploma, also
be entitled to be admitted to the examination for the Fellowship upon the
production of a Certificate signed by three Fellows that he has been eight
years in the practice of the Profession of Surgery, and that he is a fit and
proper person to be admitted a Fellow, if upon examination he shall be
found qualified.

7. That any person who shall have become a Member of the College after
the said fourteenth day of September, one thousand eight hundred and forty-
four, shall, after the expiration of twelve years from the date of the Diploma,
also be entitled to be admitted to the examination for the Fellowship upon
the production of a Certificate signed by three Fellows that he has been for
twelve years in the practice of the Profession of Surgery, and that he is a fit
and proper person to be admitted a Fellow, if upon examination he shall be
found qualified ; and also, if he have not taken the Degree of Bachelor of
Arts in an English University, of a Certificate or Certificates that he has a
competent knowledge of the Greek, Latin and French Languages, and of
the Elements of Mathematies.

1. The Examination for the Fellowship shall be held three times in
the year, at or within such periods as the Council shall from time to time
determine.

2. Each Candidate shall be examined on two days, either successive or at
such an interval as the Court of Examiners may appoint.

8. The subject of the first day’s examination shall be Anatomy and Phy-
siology, those of the second, Pathology, Therapeutics and Surgery.

4. The time allowed for examination each day shall be from ten o'clock
in the forenoon until five o'clock in the afternoon.

5. The Examinations shall be conducted in the following manner :—Each
Candidate shall, upon going in for examination, have delivered to him a
written or printed copy of such questions as shall have been previously de-
termined upon by the Court of Examiners, and to which questions lmqshall
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give written answers, and which answers shall be considered by the Court of
Examiners.

The Court may, however, if they should think fit, interrogate any
Candidate on any matters connected with the questions or answers, In the
Anatomical Examination the Candidate shall also perform dissections and
operations on the dead body in the presence of the Court of Examiners, or
of such Members thereof as may be deputed by the Court to superintend the
same. Candidates whose qualifications shall be found insufficient, shall not
be allowed to present themselves a second time until after the expiration of
one year from their first Examination. The Court of Examiners shall report
in writing to the Council the names of such persons as they shall have found
upon examination to be qualified for the Fellowship.

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STUDENTSHIPS IN ANATOMY.

The College has established three Studentships in Human and Com-
parative Anatomy, to be held by each Student for the term of three years,
at a Salary of One Hundred Pounds per annum.

Candidates must be Members of the College, under twenty-six years of
age.

The Appointment is made in the month of June, or as soon after as
possible.

The Students are subject to such Duties and Restrictions as the Coun-
cil shall from time to time direct ; and in case of Misconduct are liable to
dismissal.

Candidates for the appointment must transmit their Applications to the
Secretary on or before the 1st of May, together with Certificates of general
good character and of fair acquirements in general learning, signed by two

qualified Members of the Medical Profession.

The President and Council have great pleasure in announcing that (at
the instance of the Director-General of the Medical Department of the
Army, the Physician-General of the Royal Navy, and the Chairman of the
Honourable East India Company) the General commanding the Army in
Chief, the Lords Commissioners of the Admiralty, and the Court of Direc-
tors, have, with the view of promoting the objects of the College, been pleased
to place at the disposal of the President and Council an Assistant-Surgeoncy
in each Service, once in three years, for such of the said Students as mav be
considered worthy of these honourable distinctions. ‘

MUSEUM.

The Museum is open to the Members of the College and to the Trus-
tees of the Hunterian Collection, and to Visitors introduced by them per-
sonally or by written orders stating their names (which orders are not trans-
fembie}, on the public days, which are Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays,
and Thursdays, from Twelve to Four o'clock; except during the month of
September, when the Museum is closed.

The Museum is open on the public days to all Fellows and Licentiates
of the Royal College of Physicians in London, to Peers and Members of
Parliament, to the Great Officers of State and of the Royal Household and
their immediate Deputies ; to all the Dignitaries of the Church and of the
Law, to all General and Flag Officers, to the Members of all the Learned
and Scientific bodies in the United Kingdom, to the Members of all the
Public Boards, and to persons introduced personally by them respectively.
Also to all Learned and Scientfic Foreigners and to the Articled Students
of the College, on entering their Names and Ranks or Stations in the book
provided for that purpose.

Lastly, the Secretary and Conservators will exercise their judgment in
giving Admission to any Person who may apply for it.

Any one desirous of devoting especial study to particular departments
of the Museum, may have access for that purpose on Fridays, from Twelve
to Four in Winter, and from Twelve to Five in Summer, on making a writ-
ten application to the President.

“ 4th GeorGe THE IVTH, cap. 64 [10th July 1823 ]."

“ XXXIII. And be it further enacted,—That the Justices in Ge-
neral or Quarter Sessions assembled, shall and they are hereby re-
quired from time to time to appoint a Surgeon, being a Member of
one of the Royal Colleges of Surgeons, to each of the Prisons within
their Jurisdiction to which this Act shall extend ; and every such
Surgeon shall and is hereby required to visit every Prison to which
he shall be so appointed twice at least in every Week, and oftener if
necessary, and to see every Prisoner confined therein, whether Cri-
minal or Debtor, and to report to every General or Quarter Sessions
the Condition of the Prison, and the state of Health of the Prisoners
under his care ; and he shall further keep a "Journal, in which he
shall enter the date of every attendance on the Performance of the
Duty, with any observations which may occur to him in the execu-
tion thereof, and shall sign the same with his name; and such
Journal shall be kept in the Prison, but shall regularly be laid before
the Justices for their inspection at every Quarter Sessions, and shall
be signed by the Chairman of the Sessions in proof of the same
having been there produced ; and it shall and may be lawful for the
Justices, at every Quarter Sessions after such Appointment, to direct
a reasonable Sum to be paid as Salary to such Surgeon, and also such
sums of Money as shall be due for Medicines and other Articles for
the Sick.”

EXTRACT OF A CLAUSE
Of the Act of 6th GeorGE THE IVTH, cap. 50,
Exempting persons from serving on Juries or Inquests.

“ Provided always, and be it further enacted,—That all Surgeons
being Members of one of the Royal Colleges of Surgeons in London,
Edinburgh or Dublin, AND ACTUALLY PRACTISING, shall be and
are hereby absolutely freed and exempted from serving upon any

Juries or Inquests whatsoever, and shall not be inserted in the Lists
to be prepared by virtue of this Act, as hereinafter mentioned.”
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
