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Despite many people’s reluctance to visit a
dentist, regular dental care 1s 1mportant
especially for those with HIV and AIDS.

REGULAR DENTAL CARE HELPS YOU:-

B maintain a healthy and functional
dentition (teeth and gums)

B avoid pain and infection

B prevent dental decay and periodontal
(gum) disease

B feel and look good

Detection and diagnosis of dental problems at
an early stage allows us to conserve teeth.
People with AIDS may have problems with
wound healing and therefore extractions should
be avoided if possible.

People with HIV and AIDS are more likely to
develop oral and periodontal (gum) problems.
Regular check-ups are therefore very important
and allow:-




M early detection, treatment and monitoring
of oral conditions

B advice on prevention of dental and
periodontal disease

B regular cleaning by a dentist

So where can you go?

A specialised clinic has been set up to provide
dental care for people with HIV or AIDS, who
are resident within the Lewisham and North
Southwark Health Authority boundary. At
present the clinic is open two days a week:-
Thursday and Friday between the hours of
9.00am and 5.00pm.
