9. There 1sa wonderful ftory recorded of a young
Man, who perfuaded his Mother, being very rich, |
to make over all her Eftate to him, to the end that
he may thereby marry a rich Wife; which fhe did
Herform. Her Son marries richly, but prefently
ighted his aged Mother, and thruft her out of doors,
{o that fhe was forced to beg from door to door.
‘The young Man and his Wife, and fome other friends
with them made a fumptuous dinner, and about the
midft of dinner, his ‘Mother, being almeoft ftarved,
knocked to come into the houfe; the door being
opened, and the young Man hearing his Mother’s
voice, demanded the fervants to cover the difhes of
meat, and carry them away, that his Mother might
not fee them. She entered, and her Son talked a
good while with her but at laft defired her to depart
out of his houfe, which fhe did; and then he com-
~manded his fervants to bring the difhes of meat
again upon the table; the fervants opening the difhes,
in three or four of them, wherein chicken and a capon
were laid dreft before, were now ugly forked Ser-
pents.
