N order to facilitate to myfelf the acquifition of fuch Afiatic languages zs
I my duty required me to be acquainted with, I began by forming a Voca-
bulary, confifting of fuch words as are of moft frequent occurrence in the
Perfian, Bengally and Hindoflany tongues.

My Vocabulary fwelled imperceptibly to a large fize, and experiencing great
benefit from it in tranfa&ing bufinefs with the Natives, I was at the pains to
collate the Perfian column with the beft Diftionaries extant ; and the affift-
ance of fome learned Natives, enabled me to correét the other parts.

A Specimen of this compilation was prefented to the Honorable the Gover-
nor General and Council of Forr WiLLiam, who were pleafed to approve
of it fo far as to think, that a Publication of the work might be of utility to
thofe concerned in Indian affairs; and therefore recommended it to the notice
of the Hon’ble the Court of Direftors. Thofe gentlemen, in anfwer to the Boards
Recommendation, fignified their approval of the plan, and determination to

encourage a publication of the work in fuch manner as would fecure me from

incurring any lofs by fo expenflive and hazardous an undertaking.

Thus encouraged, Iagain revifed the whole, correfted many errors, and
made fome confiderable additions ; of which number are the Tables of the Suc-
ceflions of the Khaliffs &c. and the articles of the Maleria Medica.

The firt part, printed under the direftion of Mr. Wilkins, is now prefented
to the Public ; on whom alfo the Publication of the other parts muft depend.

There are gentlemen in India able to have given a more perfet performance,
and I fincerely wilh for mine own fake, as well as for my fellow fervants, that
they had fuperfeded the neceffity of this publication. From thofe, to whom the
intricacies of the oriental languages are known, I aflure myfelf of the greateft
indulgence, as thofe who are the moft capable of difcovering imperfetions, are
ever the readicft to make allowances for defedls.
