Informal nobtlces werc issuod roguosting rovalrs to 8 dwollings,
and thoy wore complicd with in rospoet to 5 of thoszo, Tho

ovnors of 4 housos in Mill Road woroc alac rogucstod to convort
pail elosots to W.Ce's arrangod to drain into a cosspool but this

has not yot bocn carriod out,

Wator Supply.

Tho mains supply was maintalnod satisfactorily during tho yoar
despito ma jor broakdowns to machinory. 9 samplos of wator produccd
woro examined bactoriologically, 7 of which woro of a high standard,
whilat 2 woro slightly below thoe normml standard for a public supply.
An oxtonsion of 334 linoal yards of 2 inch main was laild to Manpgapps
Chaso, Tho hard winter causcd the burst of 3 mains and many houso
sorvicus,

S5 cases of Trichinosis were notified, the couse of which was

suagected to be dus to the econsumpbion of sausage meat derived fron
a plg slaughtered locally under pormlit,

I obtalned samples from one side of a pig which had boen plscod
in brine for bacon, and sent tham to tho Laboratory for examination,
but no evidonce of Trichinoais waa discovorod.

A minor outbrealk of food poisoning also occurrod on l4th and 15th
May, porsons affocted having consumed portiona of liver haggls to
vhich the trouble was traced. 8 cascs of poisoning in all woio

notifliod, Tho romains of tho Haggis was withdrawn from tho shops,
and tho firm who suppliod it doa similarly with all thelr
