Shortly before the arrival of the
procession the deputation will enter their carriages, and the Shenffs
will mount and hold themselves in readiness to take up their position
in the procession under the guidance of the Stalf officer. The Lord
Mayor, on foot, will post himself at the City boundary. On the
arrival of their Majesties the Lord Mayor (having previously received
the pearl sword from the Sword Bearer) will advance with the Mace
Bearer, bearing his mace reversed and, lowering the point of the
sword, congratulate His Majesty upon coming into his most loyal City
of London and present the sword to His Majesty. l-|:|;|| the sword
being returned by His Majesty, the Lord Mayor will mount his horse
and take up his position in front of the Sovereign's personal escort,
where he will carry the City sword before His Majesty. On the
arrival of the Lord Mayor and the Sheriffs at the Guildhall they will
dismount, and the Lord Mayor will receive their Majesties at the

entrance and carry the sword before them into Guildhall,

On the arrival of the principal guests at Guildhall, before the King
and Oueen arrive, the Lady Mayoress and the Senior Alderman (Sir
Whittaker Ellis) will receive them in the Library. There will be
music in the Art Galleries, the Oriel Room, and the Councail Chamber,
which will be thrown open as a promenade, All the guests will take
their seats at the luncheon tables before the arrival in the hall of their
Majesties, when the Lady Mayoress will present the Queen with a
bougquet. The members of the Royal Family will await the arrival
of their Majesties in the vestibule, and be formed in a procession.
When the King and Queen have alighted, the procession will go into
the great hall to the dais in front of the Royal table, where, at a
special meeting of the Corporation, the City's address will be de

livered and the presentations made, after which their Majesties and

the Royal Family will take their seats at the Royal table. The fol-
lowing toasts will be called during the luncheon by the Common
