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About one thousand thiee hundred volumes, colleeted by Doclos
I ilticin Loga_u, of Bristol, England, a younger brother of James
Logan; and by Willimn Logan of Philadelphia, son of the founder, were
afterwards bequeathed to the institution, by the latter gentleman, who
acted for some time as librarian. After his death, in 1776, the hbrary
remained unopened during several years.

To insure its perpetuity, the legislature of Pennsylvania, in 1792, at
the request of Jumes Lozan, the only surviving trustee, passed an act
annexing the Loganian library to that belonging to the Library Company
of Philadelphia, under certain restrictions; this act constitutes the di-
rectors of that prosperous company for the time heing, trustecs, together
with the eldest male descendant of the founder, and two other gentlemen
to be by him appointed.®

To assist hereafter in designating the individual entitled to the trustee-
ship and the appointing power, and to enable the descendants of Jamgs
Locay, to trace their relationship to him, the trustees have caused to
be prepared a brief genealogical table of the family for reference in
future; see page xii.

Since the two libraries were thus connected, the books of the
Loganian institution have been kept in a room appropriated to the pur-
pose, owned by the Libravy Company of Philadelplia, in which they
were first opened for the benefit of the citizens in 1794, in accordance
with the original intentions of James Locax, and the act of Assembly.

Very considerable additions have continued to be made to the collec-
tion by means of the funds arising out of the sale of the lot and building
in Sixth street, and from the rents of the kds in Bucks County, Penn-
sylvania, settled originally on the institution by the Logans; and by do-
nations, particularly of that from the late William Mackenzie, Esq., a
native of Philadelphia, who bequeathed by his last will, in 1828, “all his
books primted before the beginning of the eighteenth century, and eight
hundred volumes more, to be chosen by the trustees, lrom his French
books, and Latin hooks, printed since the beginning of the eighteenth
century.”  This valuable bequest consists of 1319 volumes of great

vavity and value, and subsequently 3566 voluines, were purchased from

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his executors.® They had been accumulated by My, Mackenzie, during
a life extended beyond seventy years, which had been almost exclusively
devoted to literary pursuits; during this period, one of his few intimate
friends says, “ he believes he never had an enemy, at least, from the

purity of his principles, and the correctness of his conduct, I am sure he
never deserved one.”

AN ACT

For annering the Loganian Library to the Library belonging to the Library

Company of Philedelphia, and for other purposes therein mentioned.

Wieneas James Logan, formerly of Stenton, in the county of Freambie
Philadelphia, Esquire, influenced by the patriotic desire of extend-
ing the benefits of learning among his fellow citizens, by deed,
bearing date the 8th day of Mareh, one thousand seven hundred
and forty-five, conveyed to certain trustees, therein named, a lot of
ground, situate on the west side of Sixth street, in the city of Phi-
ladelphia, between Chestnut and Walnut streets, with the building
thereon erected, and a large and valuable collection of books, for
the use of the inhabitants of the city of Philadelphia ; and for the
support of the said institution, by the same deed, he vested in the
sald trustees certain rents charge therein deseribed, and reserved
to himself the right of altering or cancelling the said deed; and
afterwards proposing to settle other rents charge, and appoint other
trustees for the same purposes, he cancelled the said deed, and
partly prepared another, which he did not live to complete ; and by
his last will and testament, bearing date the twenty-filth day of
November, one thousand seven hundred and forty-nine, the said
James Logan reserved from his residuary estate, and devised the
two rents charge thereafter mentioned, declaring them to be intend-
ed for the use of the said institution ; and since his death, William
Logan and James Logan, sons of James Logan aforesaid, John
Smith and Hannah his wife, the said Hannah Smith being the sur-
viving daughter of James Logan, the elder, and the said William
Logan, James Logan and John Smith, being the surviving execu-
tors of his last will and testament, induced by the same laudable
motives, and desirous of carrying the intention of their father into

liam Allen, Richard Peters, and Benjamin Franklin, their heirs and
assigns, to the use of the said William Logan, James Logan, John
Smith, Israel Pemberton, junior, Wiliam Allen, Richard Peters,
and Benjamin Franklin, their heirs and assigns for ever, in trust for
the purposes hereafter mentioned, the messnage and lot of ground
before mentioned, situate on the west side of Sixth street, between
Chestnut and Walnut streets, in the city of Philadelphia, in the

RULES

REGULATING THE MANNER OF

OPENING AND CONDUCTING THE LOGANIAN LIBRARY.

[. The Library shall be open daily (Sundays excepted) at the
same hours as those of the Library Company of Philadelphia.

Il. The Librarvian shall deliver books to sueh persons as shall
come to the Library in order to read them, and receive them again,
previous to shutting up the room, first examining whether they are
damaged. At the time of delivering a book to the person desirous
of reading at the Library, he shall require his name, and enter it in
a book to be kept for that purpose, together with the name of the
book so delivered to him, which entry shall be cancelled when the
book is returned. No person shall be permitted to take a book out
of the room, belore he has signed a promissory note to return the
same, undefaced, within the time limited, viz. five weeks for a Fo-
lio, three weeks for a Quarto, and fwoe weeks for those of smaller
size, and shall, also, deposit double the value of the book with the
Librarian until the same is returned. The borrower may, on pro-
ducing the book to the Librarian, renew his note for the like time.

1. Any person keeping a book beyond the limited time shall pay
to the Librarian, for the use of the institution, ficenty-five cents, per
week for a Folio, eizhteen cents and three-quarters per week for a
Quarto, and fwelve cends and a half per week for any book of
smaller size, to be deducted out of his deposit; and il the book
shall be kept out so long, as that the fines shall amount to more
than the sum deposited, then the signer of the note, shall be liable
to the payment of the surplus; which terms shall be expressed in
the form of the note.

IV. Any person injuring a book, and refusing to make compen-
sation for it, or otherwise infringing the rules, shall be excluded
from future aceess to the books, until the next meeting of the trus-
tees, when it shall be the duty of the Librarian to report, and of the
trustees to take order, thereon.

V. All persons residing out of the city of Philadelphia who wish
to take any book out of the Library, must first obtain permission in
writing, from at least one of the trustees; il they reside more than
geven miles from the city, they may retain a book double the time
allowed an inhabitant witkin the city, without incurring a fine,

VI. The trustees shall, from time to time, determine what books
shall not be permitted to be taken out of the Library.

Byl of the Loganian Library adopted February 14, 1833.—
The members of the Library Company of Philadelphia shall be per-
mitted to take out books from the Loganian Library upon signing
a promissory note to return the same undefaced within the time
limited by the existing by-law, and upon pledging at the same time
their respective shares in the Company as security for such return
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in the manner and form hereafier presented. Provided that no such
pledge shall be received, if at the time of applying for a book in the
Loganian Library he shall have a book out of the other institution
or that the books so applied for shall in the opinion of the Librarian
exceed the value of forty dollars.
