GENTLEMEN,

In presenting the Third Annual Report, as your Medical
Officer of Health, three points stand out prominently in the Sanitary
state of the Town in the past year.

Firstly.-—ﬁs prophesied in last year's Report, the billeting of
soldiers in the Town and the proximity of Bramshott Camp have,
without doubt, unfortunately led to a great increase in Infectious
Disease. The beginning of 1915 was marked by a very severe
outbreak of Measles. There have been more cases of Scarlet
Fever than usual, and spread, traceable in two instances at least, to

soldiers. The end of 1915 again was marked by a severe outbreak
of German Measles.

Secondly.—The establishment of a most useful and excellent
Sanitary Convenience adjoining the Town Hall.

Thirdly.—The commencement of the alterations, under your
Surveyor’s, Mr. Snook’s, direction, to the Town Drainage Works,

which it is hoped will bring our sanitation up to a high and satisfac-
tory standard.

The year has been a trying one to the Sanitary machine of the
Town, the difficulties, as they have arisen, have I think been satis-
factorily met. The adoption of the Measles Notification Act, and of

the Child Welfare Act, have thrown not a little extra work on your
Medical Officer.

RAINFALL. The Rainfall for 1915 was 45.54 inches, nearly
an inch more than in 1914, which then had not been exceeded since
1875. Rain fell on 170 days. The average for 27 years is 36.33.

Water Supply.

It has been found necessary, owing to the presence of the Troops
and other circumstances, causing exceptional strain on the Blackdown

Supply, to at times connect with that of the Wey Valley Water
Company.

Our headings at Blackdown have been CDHSId&Ial]]} extended,
