I beg to 1eport on the Health of the Town during the
year 1946 as follows :—

General Description.
The town stands at a level varying from 60 to 200 feet
above sea-level.

It comprises an area of 2,075 acres, exclusive of that
covered by water.

The Registrar-General’'s estimate of the resident popu-
lation (mid-1946) is 2,383. This figure, I think, does not
include the Oundle School boys, who live in the town for

approximately nine months in the year and number over
600.

There are 656 inhabited houses at the end of the year,
according to the Rate Books.

The rateable value is £18,406.
A penny rate produces £73 9s. 7d.
The chief industries are a brewery and general shops.

There is an important public school and two elementary
schools.

Quarterly  examinations have all been excellent.
Water is softened from 29 to approximately 10 to 14
degrees of hardness.

DRAINAGE AND SEWERAGE.—Drains and sewers are
well kept.

The sewage works are old, but effective.
House refuse is collected twice a week.

Pusric Lavarories.—There is a public lavatory for
Women in the Market Place.

SWIMMING BaTHs.—There is a bathing place in the
river under the Council’s direction and Oundle School
has a large open-air swimming bath.

The town is clean and healthy, food, water and drainage

are good and roads are well kept.

DEAR SIR,

[ herewith submit my Report of work carried out for
the year ended 31st December, 1946.

Public Water Supply.

A pure and constant Water Supply has been maintained
throughout the year in spite of the record floods.

The consumption is above normal,
The water is softened from 29 to 12 to 14 degrees of
hardness.

Quarterly Bacteriological Analyses have been excellent,
no harmful organisms of any description were found in any
of the samples and the Chemical Analysis- was also
excellent.

Number of population supplied direct to the houses,
2,649. Supplied by standpipes, 136.

Main Sewers.

The main sewers have been regularly inspected and
flushed and are in order,

Sewage Outfall Works.
The Sewage Outfall Works have been well maintained.

Sewer Rodent Control.

As directed by the Ministry of Food, 75°%, of the man-
holes were pre-baited. Total takes only 5. Poison baits
were then laid—only 2 complete baits were taken :; no
bodies were found.

The Rat Campaign.

A large amount of poison was given to the public on
application. The Council’s refuse tip was pre-baited ;
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result, complete take. 4 days later 50 poison baits were
laid ; result, 759%, taken and 21 rats were found dead.
Food Inspection.

On request the wundermentioned commodities were
condemned as unfit for human consumption.

Extensive improvements have been carried out at both
farms.
