There has been a decided inerease in the number of cases
of notfiable infectious diseases. In the veur 1904 there were 103,
last vear I87.  But this increase was largely made up of 58 cases
of ['ilii‘-iu*llﬂ'rnx. mstend of 19 asin the }uw.'iull.-. Ve, Searlet Fever
showed an inerease of 17 : i.e., there wer- 89 such eases auainst 72
in 1904, The most remarkable feature of the vear was the great
inerease of Diphtheria ; in 1904 only 3 were notified, last yenr there
were 20, with 7 deaths.  Measles hroke out in several parts of the

district, but there were no deaths from i,

It appears very likely that several Sewage schemes that
have been under consideration during the past few vears will he
carvied ont during the present vear—1906.  Repton, Linton,
Seropton, Coton-in-the-Elms, Findern, Etwall, Mickleover, and
Castle Gresley have all either complete or partial sehemes, or exten-

stons of present ones, waiting to he earried out.

To the Tsolation Hospital at Etwall there were removed
76 cases of Scarlet Fever and 5 eases of Diphtheria belonging to this
distriet.  We also had 2 cases of Diphtheria from the Ashbourne

Istriet, and one of Searlet Fever from Derby,



The HIIi]qlingg Committes had under consideration a 1m*gu
number of plans of new dwelling-houses and other buildings.

Several analyses ol well-water were made,

Leaflets on the © Care and Feeding of Infants,” * Summer
Diarrheea,” ¢ Measles,” and hanging cards on the * Prevention of
Consumption,” have been distributed in the district.

Upon the outhreak of infectious disease the whole of the

children in several schools were carefully examined.

Inspections were made under the Factory and Workshops
Act.

Appended to this Report will be seen that of the Sanitary
Inspeetor. This will show the large amount of necessary and useful

work he has done during the year.

Eight Statistical Tables will be found at the end of this
Report.  Another was added by the Local Government Board this
year dealing with Infantile Mortality.

The Death-rate for the whole Distriet was 19-1. The nett
Death-rate, or deaths of persons belonging to this Distriet only, was
12-4, It should he noted that more than one-third of the total

deaths ocenrred in the County Asylum.

Infantile Death-rate-—-130 4.,

The Loenl Government DBoard now }'r-.qr:irr an Infantile
Mortality Table (Table V) to be made out. This table shows the
number and eanses of deaths of infants under one year. Tt will he
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seen from it that out of the 52 deaths, 10 were due to Bronehitis,
10 to Marasmus, 8 to Premature Birth, 3 to Suffocation, and 2 deaths
to each of the following diseases : —Searlet Fever, Whooping Cough,
and Enteritis.  The rate of 130-4 is mueh higher than usual in our
District, but as 16 of the deaths were not due to disease of any kind,

the apparently high rate is somewhat misleading,

Notification of Infectious Diseases.

No less than 185 eases of notifiable infeetions disense were
reported during the year. There were (as will be seen in Table 111)
87 of Searlet Fever, 38 of Chicken-pox, 29 of Diphtheria, 8 of
Brysipelas, 2 of Puerperal Fever, and 1 of Typhoid Fever.  As Small-
pox had almost unli:l'u-.l_‘}' ﬂ'h-'.:l,l}lh-n.l‘u:-l from the :-;lll']'nllnﬂin;_{ districts,
| ﬂtl,'._'!;.:f:ﬂl.l.:{l EEH.I'|}' 1 the Yl that [:hii:lurri-pnx should gease to be a
notifiable disease.  The Couneil decided to still keep it a compulsorily
notifiable disease.  There was a very large inerease in the number
of cases of Diphtheria and Membranous Croup, and some inerease

in Scarlet Fever.

Compared with the previous year there was an increase of
17 cases of this fever. One third oceurred in Repton, a quarter in
Newton Solney, and the remainder were in the parishes of Willington,
Hatton, Seropton, Walton-on-Trent, Foston, Drakelow, I ilton. Etwall,
and Dalbury-Lees. Two cases oceurred in the County Asylum. In
all 89 cases were notified.  The months of greatest prevalence were
January, February, and August. 76 of the cases were removed to
the Isolation Hospital at Etwall. Three cases were fatal, two af
home and one at the Isolation H:}Hpil,ul. The {:h'mtmtzl.l'_'_.-' schools at
Repton, Newton Solney, and Scropton were closed on aceount of
this fever,

Diplitheria and Membranous Croup.

Last year Diphtheria was far more prevalent and more
fatal than in any vear since the Notifieation Aet came into r'PIH!I':I.LiI.III.
There were 16 eases in Mickleover, 3 in Lullingion, 2 in Coton-in-
the-Elms, 2 in Hatton, 2 in Bretby, and one each at Linton, Hoon,
and Hilton. Out of the 29 cases reported, T proved fatal, Five wers
removed to the Isolation Hospital, but of these only one died. Diph-
theria Antitoxin was used in most of the cases reported | certainly
in all those vemoved to the Hospital. I may here state that for
several years we have supplied the Antitoxin to medical praciitioners
for their poor patients.  We also supply all practitioners in this
District with outfits for the bacteriological examination of the seeretion
or growth from the throats of their patients, where there may be soine

doubt as to iis being true Diphtheria.

Typhoid or Enleric Fever,

Enteric Fever was stated as one of the eauses of death of
a person who had lived in Mickleover, but was not reported as such

during the person’s life,
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Diarviieea.

Three fatal cases of Diarcheea ocenvred, but only one of
Infantile Diarchaea.  Last August, and the three corvesponding
months of the three previous vears, were all  particularly wet
months, Much rain in summer is beneficial from a health point of
view, in that it allays dust, washes away germs from the surface of
the earth, and flushes the deains.  In these ways mueh disease 18
prevented, especially summer Diavchoen, which is so froquently

caused by germ-infected milk.

.Ut’-‘ﬂ.‘ii"t’s.

At the beginning of the vear, Measles broke out wmongst

the children attending the schools in the parishes of Egginton, Roslis-
ton, Linton, and Willington. The schools were elosed for four weeks.

No deaths oceurred.

Whooping Couglh.

There were three deaths from Whooping Cough, Two were
= |
under one year of age, and one was six years old. This disease was

not so prevalent as in the previous year.

Philisis or Consumption of the Lungs.

Nearly one-seventh of the total deaths were due to Phihisis,
There were 43 altogether @ 28 died of Consumption of the Lunes in
the County Asvium, and 15 in other parts of the district.  There
were also 3 deaths from tuberenlar disenses of other oreans of the

I'lt]ll:'l}".

[n September last, a conference of representatives of the
Health Authorities within the administrative County of Derby, was
held at the County Offices, in Derby, in connection with the proposed
Sanatorinm for Consumptives.  The meeting was addressed by the
Chairman of the County Couneil, and D, Barwise. [t was stated :

Tt “1!I1.-’.ll[|]!'l[ii}l1 Wils Fl'q-q[u-nlh' curadsle, and it 1t l“'i'l thie
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community to support such institutions independently of the actual
benefit to the patients.” It was also stated that the proposed
Sanatorium would have 40 beds, but that the County Couneil proposed
subsidising 10 heds only ; the others heing partly supported by paying
patients, benevolent persons, the Borough of Derby, and working-
men’s societies.  The County Couneil's share in the erection would
be not more than £2.500, and £400 a yvear for the maintenance of
those ten beds. It was thought that the ten beds would permit each
year of 120 patients being under treatment, and that one quarter,
or 30 of them, being practically cured. €400 a year would mean a
rate of - of a penny in the £ It was also shown that one-tenth
of all the deaths were due to Phthisis—in our Dhistriet, as before
stated, one-seventh ; that it is more deadly than all the other
infectious diseases put together ; that it accounted for one-tenth of
the money spent by Poor-Law Authovities ; that in this way it was
costing the nation a million a year; that the loss in wages in
Derbyshive only was eomputed to be £175,000 through persons
dying of this disease.

The proposal to support the seheme of the County Couneil
when brought before a subsequent meeting of the Distriet Couneil,

was rejected,

Lpidemic Influenza.

Only two deaths were attributed to Influenza. The type
of this disease appears to be constantly changing ; but it is, on the
whole, neither so severe in its symptoms nor so fatal as a few Vears
ago.

Cancer,

Twelve fatul cases of Cancer were registered. There has
heen very little variation in the number in this district during the
Past few Venrs.



Bronchitis and Dnewmonia.

The number of fatal cases of Pneumonia was exactly the
same as last vear—29.  Of these 24 oceurred in the County Asylunm.
There were 31 deaths from Bronehitis, 10 of which were infants

under one vear of age.
Heart Discases.

There woere 29 deaths from Hearvt Diseases, Mo of these

were of young people,

Alcoholism and Cirvhosis of the Liver.

In 1904 there were eight deaths under the above heading ;
in 1903 seven, but in 1905 there were only three, Whether this
improvement is due to diminished drinking habits through the
spread of temperance, or to a lessened consumption of aleohol

oceasioned by bad trade, is a debatable question.

Puerperal Fever.

Two cases were notified—a fatal case at the County
.-3.:-1:..'|lm|, and another which oceurred at H::i‘n}ll,c:.n. [ visited the
latter, and sent a detailed report of it to the Eullht}' Medieal Offieer

of Health.
Anthrax.

A case of Anthrax ocewmrred at Rosliston, The cow was
creinated.

W ater Analysis and 1V ater Szrﬁph}*&

| made seven analyses of well-water during the year. Five
were so polluted as to be unfit for drinking, one was suspicions, and
one a good drinking water.

Trusley, Bretby, and parts of Repton, Linton, and the
Burton Sewave Farm, have a eonstant serviee of water. In all other

parts of the district the wnter supply is derived from wells,
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The Isolation H ospital.

As before stated, 89 cases of Searlet Fever were notified
during the year. Of these, 76 were removed to the Tsolation
Hospital. Of the 29 cases of Diphtheria, 5 were admitted to the
hospital.  Besides the eases belonging to our own district we had a
case of Searlet Fever from the Borough of Derby, and two cases of
Diphtheria from the Ashbourne district,  One death from Searlel
Fever (that of an infant ten months old), and one death from Diph-
theria cceurved during the yvear.  The remaining 82 cases were
discharged perfectly recovered.  Several of the cases of Searlet Fever
appeared to be “return™ cases; but I believe if our instructions
given to the custodians of the discharged cases were carvied out in
their entivety, there would be no “ return”™ cases.  Sometimes it
happens that owing to limited aceommodation the partial isolation
which we recommend after discharge from the hospital eannot be
carvied out. It has been our custom till quite recently to give the
patient we are about to discharge a disinfecting bath the same day. As
Iiw}' ane ;_{i.’:llf,‘f'il”"‘_f taken home in an Open conveyance, summer and
winter, the exposure to cold immediately after the bath oceasionally
gives the patient ““ecold,” and 1t is just possible that the nasal
discharge which accompanies it may contain germs of the disease.
To avoid this we now give the final bath the evening bhefore the
case 15 sent oLk, ii(:!'!}'illg_: the 1IILEFt'Hr in the interval free from infected
ale and surroundings.

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Distnfection, ée.

All infected honses are fumigated by the Sanitary Inspector,
For lavge buildings, such as schools, sulphur is generally used ; and
for the disinfection of smaller places, formaling Disinfectants are
stpphied to those in charge of cases of infectious disease, and for nse
in houses from which we have removed patients.  The Sanitary
Inspector always enquires into the sanitary condition of infected
houses,  All elothes worn h}' ||::Ii|*||l:-i in the Isolation ”--H[Iit:l]. and
other articles believed to be infected, ave placed in our steam disinfee-
vor, and arve subjected to high pressure for double the time usually
considered suflicient. Last year we began using an extra precautionary
measure : subjected the elothes to sulphur fumigation after the steam
disinfection.

Five showed want of
cleanliness, all of which were remedied.  The workshops on the
register number 42, consisting of 11 bakers, 22 blacksmiths and
wheelwrights, 6 builders and eontractors, 2 saddlers, and 1 dress-
maker.

The Samitary Inspector’s Report.
(M. F. W. Bunrnock).

His rvepore shows that he disinfected 89 houses  and
3 schools ; that he made 371 inspections of dwelling-houses, 185 of
dairies and cowsheds, 16 of bakehouses, 17 of slaughter-houses, and
24 of workshops,  In many of these, deleets were found, most of
which have been remedied.  He had also to deal with a good
number of defective drains, insanitary elosets and ashpits, offensive
accumulations, ete.  There 1s a great improvement in the sanitary
conditions of cowsheds. '
