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Te the Chairman and Members of the
Repton Rural District Counecil,

MR. CHAIRMAN, IADIES AND GENTLEMEN,

I have the honour to present the Anmual Report for the year 1972,

We are now appreaching the end of an era. After 3 st March, 1974
the Repton Rural District Council will cease to function and the District
will become part of a new and larger Authority - the SouthwSsml Derbyshire
District Council. This fact has a special relevance from the point of
view of the current Annual Report. It means that unless special arrange-
ments are made there will be no opportunity to present Reports for the
year 1975, and the firat quarter of 197L. This is because the Vital
3tatistics for these years will not be available before the Council
ceases to exiat next April,

In effect then, I have now the privilege of submittingthe last full
Report on the health and sanitary circumstances of the District. This
being the case, may I be permitted to thank you Madam Chairman as well as
all Members of the Health and Public Works Committee for the kindness and
courtesy which you have shown to me and to all members of my Department
over the years, Public health work is not always easy and without the
wize direction and sympathetic understanding which have contimually flowed
from the Health and Public Works Committee, our task might well be

impesaible.

It is right also that I should record here my special thanks for
the kindness and co-operation shown me by all Chief Officers and their
ataffs. The smooth running of this Department owes much to the sense
of camaraderie which pervades the Rural District Council offices.

Finally I need hardly mention the great debt I owe to the expertise
and loyalty of all in the Public Health Department itself, From Mr. Evans,
Chief Public Health Inspecteor, downwards they have, at all times, been a
tower of strength and a source of help. This too has been a tradition
over the years.

But noew may I revert to the normal purposes of this introductionl
The year 1972 has been a good one from the point of view of the health and
sanitary circumstances of the area. Much work has been carried out in the
field of housing, sewerage and water services., Refuse disposal is satisz-
factory and much effort has been expended in trying to sclve the few
refractory environmental problems. The animal health in the Rurael District
has been good.

To sum up, 1972 has been & year of solid progress in all areas,
Statistics

The Registrar-General's estimated mid-year pepulation for 1972 is
32,480, this compares with 32,300 for 1971 = an increase of 180 persons.
This is satisfactory.

During the year there were 439 live births (487 in 1971) and 450
deaths (380 in 1971). This means that deaths outnumbered births by 11.
A trend to be avoided if possible, However, the fact that the population
actually inereased this year means that more people took up residence in
the area than lef't it. From the population point of wview, this i3 a
satisfactory outcome,

Birth Rate

The adjusted Birth Rate flor 1972 is 1L.5, significantly less than
for 1971 (16,0) and roughly equal to that for England and Wales (14.8).

Death Rate

The adjusted Death Rate for 1972 was 12.6, This compares with 12.1
for England and Wales. Last year's figure was 10,6,

Infant Mortality

There were 5 deaths under L weeks, of which 2 took place in infants
under 1 week.

The infant mortality rate for 1972 is 11,0. This compares with 17.0
for England end Wales, and 18.5 for the District in 1971.

Maternal Mortality

There were no maternal deaths during the year,

Causes of Death

There were 450 deaths notified during the year as compared with 380
death in 1971. In other words, there were 70 more deaths in 1972 than in
the previous year, If this became an established trend it would be
unacoceptable. However, & glance at the graphs showing causes of death
will ipndicate that there was a sharp rise in mortaslities from Bronchitis
and Emphysema and from Pneumonia, These deaths take place mainly in
advanced age groups and may represent an unuaual occurrence due to the
presence in the community of & group of highly vulnersble elderly persons.

According to the Intermational Classification, the most prominent
causes of death notified during 1972 were as follows:-

(4) Malignant Neoplasms (including Cencer '
of the Lung and Bronchus 14) 86 £

*Deaths occurring aged 65 and over
N.B. Deaths from Cancer of the Lung were plainly lower this year than
last. However, deaths from malignancy (all sites) were considerably
increased this year as compared with 1971,

Other Causes of Death

Motor vehicle accidents accounted for 8 deaths during the year, 3
less than in the previous year, This is a matter of special interest to
the Roaf Safety Committee,

All Other Accidents

There were also 8 deaths under this heading during 1972. This was
an increase of 5 over the number for 1971, This is a matter of special
concern to these interested in Home Safety.



Infectious Diseases

There were 113 cases of infectious disease notified during the year.
Meagles still form the bulk of these notifications. There were 103 casea
during the year, mostly in children around aged 5 years. It is hoped that
the new vaccine will gradually eliminate this troublesome diseasea.

Three cases of Scarlet Fever were notified in children aged 5 years.
Scarlet Fever is nowadeys a mild illnessz consisting of a sore throat and
a rash, It is interesting from the public health standpoint in that the
streptococcus causing the disease can be transmitted to food and thereby
cause a form of Food Poisoning., That is why all such cases are wisited
and enquiries made as to the possibllity of there being cases, or contacts,
of the disease whe handle food, If food handlers are invelved, investiga-
tions are made to find whether they harbour the organisms and, should this
be so, they are kept excluded from work involving food handling until they
are no longer infectious.

Two adults were notified as suffering from Infectious Jaundice. Such
cases are visited too in order to exclude the possibility of "hypodermioc
jaundice™ and on general epidemiolagical grounds, since this is a fairly
serious illness,

During the year there were 5 notifications of Pulmenary Tuberculosis
(respiratory), all in adults, Unfortunately one notified case died of the
disease,

It is satisfactory to note that no cases of Dysentery, or Salmonella
Food Poisoning. were notified during the year.

Animal Infectious Diseases
Transmissible to Wan

During the year the Department was notified of cases of Salmonellosis
and Brucellosis affecting cattle. Appropriate action was taken to protect
the farmers invelved, and the public,

Hational Assistance Acts 1948 and 1991

No action under the above Acts was taken during 1972.

Departmental Changes
There were no staff changes during 1972.

BERUCELLA ABORTUS - SAMPLING

At the commencement of 1972 five producer/retailers
were still on the Council's Register as purveyors of untresated
milk from non-accredited herds.

During the year, one of these qualified for registration
under the accredited scheme, two farmers ceased to retail milk
after samples taken from their supply proved positive, a further
farmer ceased retail sales for personal reasons.

The remaining farmer's production was sampled at quarterly
intervals with negative results,

Following receipt of a notification by the Divisional
Veterinary Officer of a positive reaction from the milk of a
cow in an accredited herd, a series of three samples were
taken of untreated cream produced on the farm. These proved
to be negative.

The maintenance of satisfactory hygiene atanderds in food
purveying vehicles is irksom and never-ending and unlesa operators are
ponscientious and scrupuleusly clean in ecarrying out their duties,
stapndards gquickly fall and immediately create conditions of health
hazard.

- - Routine inspections were carried out of the wvarious types of food
vehicle operating within the Diatriet, As a result, Tnformal Notices

were sent to omers in respect of seventy-zeven comtraventionz in
nineteen vehicles,

Although there is no room for complacency, these figures represent
a reduction in this section of approximately 25% an 1971. It was not
found necessary to recommend Statutory action in any case.

The largest single item, the provision of a wash-hand basin
was very difficult to overcome due to lack of spuce in the vehicles,
but after representations from your Health Department to a firm
panufacturing this type of equipment, a suitable unit was developed
that we were able to recommend to the trade.

The real enswer is the purpose-built vehicle and these are
increasing in numbers.

FOOD HYGIENE (GENERAL) REGUIATTONS, 1970

Inspections of the various premises falling within this category
such as food shops, cafes, restaurants, public houses, ete. continued
throughout the year,

These visits resulted in the sending of Informal Notices in respect
of matters requiring attention at 53 premises, a 25% increase over 1971.
The number of contraventions alsoc rose from 166 to 204, a 2% increase.

A disturbing feature was the number of licensed premises, 18, which
were found to be unsatisfactory and, in this connection, it would be of
real value if Licensing Magistrates would call for & report from the loecal
Health Department when considering applications for change of temancy in
licensed premises.

In & mmber of instances within this catepory some reluctance has
been evident in the preparation of schemes to eliminate unsatisfactory
matters, and it may be necessary to resort to statutory action to secure
acceptable standards if normal persuasion fails,

Such proceedings were only taken in one instance during 1972
resulting in fines totalling £115, plus £25 coats.

All slaughterhouses were visited during the year by a Distriet
Veterinary Officer of the Ministry of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food,
together with a Public Healih Inspector. Items of structural repair, or
redecoration, found necessary during these visits were made satisfactory.

Generally, the standard of the licensed premises remains good.

SLAUGHTER OF ANIMALS ACT, 1958

Licences to slaughter animels at slaughterhouses in this District
have been issued toc seventeen applicants, the same number as in the
‘previous year.

MEAT INSFECTIN

 The reduction in numbers of animals slaughtered within the District
noted in 1970 and 1971 continued into 1972, This less affected all classes
of animals slaughtered for human consumption, and is difficult to under-
stand unless it is that the housewif'e generally is buying less., Certainly
the overall quality of the meat produced at alsoghterhouses within the
Diatrict was maintained at the high standard set in previous years,

One hundred per cent inspection of all carcases and of'fal was
again carried out, The total amount of meat and offal condemned rose by
approximately one ton. Although the figure quoted appears to be high, it
representas only 1.2% of the total weight of meat inspected, based on
Bverage carcase weights.

A comparison of statistics for meat and offal condemned during the
year as against 1971 shows an upward trend.

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UNFIT HOUSES

The clearance of unfit houses becomes increasingly dif'ficult with
each succeeding year. In the "good old days" an unfit dwelling had such
a low value that it was virtually impossible to restore it at "ressonable
cost";

Today, however, in this affluent society "reasonable cost" is very
saldoem considered. A house can he a derelict shell of a building and
still attract buyers who are prepared to go to any lengths financially
to restore and presarve it as a dwelling.

Tt would seem that in most caaes the chief consideration is how
desirable is the site, and would the Planning Authority permit redevelop-
ment of the site if the existing dwelling was demolished?

There have been three such cases within the District during 1972.
In two of these Demolition Orders have been extended and improvement
schemes accepted. The third had net been determined at the end of tha
year,

Progress in clearing properties with long-standing Orders was
again disappointing, scme seven families being still in occupation of
homes within this category at the eand of 1972.

THE CARAVAN STTES AND CONTROL OF DEVELOPMENT ACT, 1960

Licensed sites within the district numbering seventeen operate at
a4 reasconable level, with few complaints. The one large site which has
& total of fifty-eight pitches has not been fully occupied at any time
during the year.

Mains services of water, sewerage and electricity are available
on this site.

CARAVAN SITES ACT, 1968

The "resident" itinerant population varied widely week by week
during 1972. It reached a peak of twenty-seven during the month of
May and dropped to a low of twoe or three caravans in the early Lutumn.

_ The atrocious social behaviour of a small number of these caravan
dwellers generated the usual complaints alleging abuse, interference in
the free use of the highway, dumping of rubbish and the use of hedgerows
and ditches as lavatories.

Twe or three families within this categery were particularly bad
and the nuisance provisions of the Public Health Aet were used with
soma@ Success by the service of Twenty-four Hour Notilces to clear the
site and provide sanitary accommodation.

Negotiations continued throughout the year with a view to the
establishment of a permanent site within the Distriet, and T am sure
that if these people are to be integrated into our own, then the
provision of such sites on a "national" basis is esaential. It would
also seem desirable to reduce the inflow of new families until the
present situation is resoclwved.

Routine control of the Council's refuse tips and sewage works once
egain paid adequate dividends throughout the year in restricting the use
of these sites for breeding purpecses for the rat population.

No evidence was found of any major infestation, and prompt attention
to individual complaeints meant that the overall picture was fairly satis-
factory without being complacent.

Some evidence was found of Warfarin resistance in mice, chiefly in
dwelling-houses, Alternative poisons and trapping were used succesafully
to ¢lear these pockets,

The anmual test baiting of sewers within the District was carried
out during the month of August, Twenty-four parishes were visited and
it is pleasing to record that at only three peints, one in each of three
parishes, was there evidence of rat infestation. Subseguent treatment
cleared these.

CLEAN ATR ACTS 1956-1958

Applications in respect of three premises were received during the
year seeldng:-

Analysis of
the results showed a marginal increase in both deposited matter and 3.0.2
for Drakelow House gauges, as compared with 1971 and, in this respect,
it had been acknowledged by the Electricity Authority that trouble had
been experienced during the year at the adjacent Power Statiom.

THE DEPOSIT OF POISONQUS WASTE {HUI‘IF;@TIW OF REMOVAL

OR DEPOSIT) REGUIATIONS, 1972

This Aet, which became operative on the 30th April, 1972, was the
first real attempt to control thoughtless and selfish dumping of many
kinds of hazardous and poisonous waste which were not only harmful, but
detrimental to our whole way of life.

The Regulations which gquickly followed were the tools in the hands
of Local Authorities to enforce the principles of the Act.

Shortly before the coperative date, notification had been received
of & known dumping of scdium cyanide waste on a tip within this Rural
District. Tipping, which had been spread over a number of years, had
already ceased, Expert advice was sought from the Department of the
Environment and, as a result, it wes decided not to disturb the westes.
As B pafetvy measure the wetercourse bordering the tip i=s checked by
your Public Health Department and the Trent River Authority at regular
intervals for evidence of cyanide.

Regarding the main provisions of the Act, there is no known
deposit of* waste taking place within the Rural Distriet.

Various sludgeand liguid wastes are being preduced in this area
and transported, under Licence, to authorised tipping sites in other

parts of the country.

ANNUAL REPCRT OF CLEANSING SUFERINTENDENT

FOR YEAR ENDED 315T DECEMEER, 1972

To the Chairman and Membera of the
Repton Rural District Council,

MR. CHAIRMAN, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN,

I have pleasure in submitting my Annual Report for the year

ended 31st December, 1972, as follows:-

Refuse Collection

I am pleased to report that weekly collections were main-
tained to 96.9% of properties throughout the year. This is
somewhat lower than the figure for previous years, but does not
mean that we hawve lowered the standard of the service. In the
case of Bank Holiday weeks extra sacks are issued on the previous
week and no attempt is made to collect the properties normally
dealt with on the holiday days. No inconvenience is caused, and
all households are visited on the same day each week - ususlly
within half-an-hour of the same time.

An extra 303 properties were added to the rounds during
the year and absorbed without difficulty.

In February all premises were finally converted to the
plastic sack system of refuse storage. Partly due to the
inereased consumption of sacks, but mainly due to the high com-
petition in the plastic sack industry, it has been possible to
obtain a reduction in price of 50p per thousand, To facilitate
the handling of the substantial number of sacks involved a
roller conveyor has been installed in your stores area.

All your employees now enjoy three weeks holiday each year.
Obviously the employment of spare labour to cover holiday abszence
would be a costly business. It has been decided to experiment in
the next holiday year by cloasing down the collection service for
three separate weeks. Double sacks will be issued the previous
weel,

Special Collections

The free service for the collection of any unwanted bulky
item continues to be widely used and 879 visits were mads during
the year. I know that this service has meant a reduction in the
amount of dumped articles which disfigure the countryside and,
therefore, the high costs of cleaning up such rubbish. It is
perhaps significant that where it has been possible to trace the
culprits in such cases they have always resided outside your
District.

Civie Amenities Act, 1967

Eighteen "wrecks" of abandoned vehicles were removed by the
Council's contractors during the year. Eleven were removed after
informal action.

In addition, there was one "runner" removed and subsequently
sold.

In two cases offenders were able to be traced and were
prosecuted. Both were found guilty and fined £50 and £30
respectively.

Refuse Dispozal

Disposal has continued at the Bretby tip - the long awaited
incinerator is expected to be commissioned and operational during
the first few weeka of the New Year,

After a long period of uncertainty, it has now been decided
that refuse disposal will become the responsibility of the first
tier authority on re-crganisation. It may be that, in time, this
will be found to have some advantage.

(5) ©Pail Collection

The continued reduction in this service is moat welcome and
it is hoped that your policy to concentrate on the conversion of
the remainder will be successful,

(6) Cesspool Emptying

This service continues to operate satisfactorily with' the

usual problem of disposal of contents.
(7)  Vehicles

All your wehicles are being submitted for testing in advance
of the deadline of September 1973 when all municipal wehicles have
to be tested.

Two new refuse wvehicles wers put into service in April 1972,
the replaced wehicles being sold for scrap. At the end of the year
it was decided to seek quotations for the replacement of one refuse
wvehicle, one cesspocl emptier and the vehicle used for special
collections.

(8) Labour

No alterations were made in your labour force during the year.
It has long been accepted that the labour force in cleansing had a
high turncver rate, but in your case the last new employee was takan
on three-and-s-half years ago. From my point of view & most aatis-
factory situation.

(1) BSEWERAGE AND SEWAGE DISPOSAL

Farish of Burnaston
Sewerage Scheme

This scheme was satisfactorily completed and commissioned in
September 1972. The permanent restoration to road surfaces has also
now been completed.

Parish of Egginton
Sewerage Scheme

This scheme was satisfactorily completed and commissicned in
August 1972, It is anticipated that the permanent restoration of
road surfaces will be carried cut in April, 1973.

Parish of Hatton
Sewerage Scheme

Work commenced on this scheme in October 1972 and is progressing
satisfactorily. Completion is expected by January 1974,

Parish of Hilton
Emﬁgg Scheme

This scheme was satisfactorily completed and commisaioned in
November 1972.

Parish of Lullington
EE‘IEI'&EB Scheme

Work is progressing satisfactorily on this scheme and substantial
completion is expected in Jarmary 1973.

Parish of Overseal
Green Lane Sewerage Schems

Tender decuments have been prepared for this scheme and grant
under the Rural Water Supplies and Sewerage Acts 194L-1965(a) applied
for. It is anticipated that tenders will be invited in May 1975 with
a view to starting work in July 1973.

Parish of Smisby
Annwell Place Sewerage Scheme

Relief works will be carried out in 1973 pending a final decision
on the route of the M.L2 Motorway which may affect the irrigation site
and the full sewerage scheme which was originally proposed for this
area.

Parish of Sutton-on-the-Hill
Sewerage Scheme

Investigations are being carried out to ascertain the possibility
of a pumping scheme for this village, the sewage to be treated at either
Hatton or Hilton. It is hoped that work will start in September 1373.
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
