DISEASES.— The extent to which they prevailed in Pauper, Charitable, and Public
Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

The disease returns are high and unsatisfactory. In the week ending on Saturday,
the 4th instant, 1619 new cases of disease and injuries occasioned by accidents were
observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford ; the deaths at the same time
among patients of the pauper and hospital class were numerous, amounting to 70, being ;
in the proportion of 1 death to every 23 cases. :

The returns of the more important diseases are considerably higher than those of t.ha
previous week. BSeizures from diseases of the respiratory organs for example exhibit a
marked increase, 339 instead of 234 new cases being returned.

Continued Fever also proved considerably more general than it was a week ago; of
8] new cases 27 are assigned to true Typhus; 11 of these patients were admitted into the
Manchester Workhouse, 4 into the Royal Infirmary, and 4 into the Chorlton Workhouse.

In many parts of the town Whooping-Cough is still very general and appears to be
gaining ground, 12 new cases being received at the Manchester Workhouse, while 8 more
were treated at the Salford Hospital, and 6 at the Clinical Hospital.

The attacks of Scarlet Fever in the course of the week amounted to 22, and those of

Measles to 7.
No other disease oceurred to any unusual extent.

DEATHS.—The Number Registered in Manchester and Salford, and their Causes.

Last week 322 deaths were registered in the eleven districts which supply returns to
the Sanitary Association. In the two previous weeks the numbers were 200 and 259.

Diseases of the Lungs proved fatal to 106 persons, Whooping-Cough to 29, and Fever
to 19. _
At the Royal Observatory, Greenwich, the mean temperature of the air in the week
was 80-1° or 7:0° below the average; at the Royal Infirmary it was 84-1°; at the
Salford Observatory 84'5° ; and at Eccles 33-0°.

Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

The disease returns continue unfavourable. In the week ending on Saturday,
the 11th instant, 1777 new eases of disease and injuries occasioned by accidents were
observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford ; in the two previous weeks
the numbers were 1401 and 1619 ; the deaths at the same time among patients of the
poorer class amounted to 59, being in the proportion of 1 death to every 30 cases.

In the course of the week 87 seizures from Continued Fever were recorded, ‘80 of
these cases are ascribed to true Typhus, of which 15 were admitted into the Manchester

Waorkhouse. |
Whooping-Cough still continues very general—47 new cases were returned—in the

corresponding week of last year there were only 7.
The attacks of Scarlet Fever declined from 22 to 18; 4 of these cases were

attended by the medical staff of the Ardwiek and Ancoats Dispensary.

Dizeases connected with the respiratory organs are very prevalent, no fewer than 38%
cases are entered in the returns,—a fortnight ago the number did not exceed 254.

In the course of the three last weeks not a single case of Small Pox has been seen

in the public practice of the town.
In respect to other diseases nothing unusual was observed.

DEATHS.—The Number Registered in Manchester and Salford, and their Causes.

Last week 285 deaths wera registered in the eleven districts which supply returns to
the Sanitary Association. Eighty-five of these deaths are ascribed to Diseases of the
Lungs, 24 to Scarlet Fever, and 21 to Whooping-Cough. The deaths from Scarlet Fever
were particularly numerous in the Chorlton and Ancoats Districts.

At the Royal Observatory, Greenwich, the mean temperature of the air in the week

was 30-6° or 5:3° below the average; at the Salford Observatory it was 359°; at
Old Trafford 85-8°; and at Eccles 34:9°.

The disease returns continue very unsatisfactory. In the week ending on Saturday,
the 18th instant, 1723 new cases of disease and injuries occasioned by accidents were
observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford ; in the two previous weeks
the numbers were 1619 and 1777; the deaths also among patients of the poorer class
were very numerous, amounting to 82, being at the rate of 1 death to every 21 cases.

In the course of the week the seizures from Continued Fever rose from 87 to 109,
82 of these cases ave aseribed to Typhus, 12 of these being admitted into the Manchester

Workhouse, and 6 as in-patients of the Royal Infirmary.
Under Whooping-Cough also there is a considerable inerease—Ilast week 47 attacks

were recorded, in this return 59,

Bronchitis and kindred affections of the respiratory organs are very prevalent, no
foewer than 563 new cases were seen during the week. These disorders are doubtless to
be aseribed to the singularly changeable aud generally unfavourable state of the weather.

The Scarlet Fever returns exhibit a slight improvement—16 instead of 18 new cases

being recorded.
During the four last weeks not a single case of Small Pox has been seen in the

public practice of the town.
In respect to other diseases nothing unusual was observed.

DEATHS.—The Number Registered in Manchester and Salford, and their Causes.

Last week 270 deaths were registered in the eleven districts of the Sanitary Asso-
ciation. In the two previous weeks the returns were still heavier—76 of these deaths
are ascribed to diseases of the lungs, 19 to Whooping-Cough, and 17 to Scarlet Fever.

At the Royal Observatory, Greenwich, the mean temperature of the air in the week
was 44°9° or 85° above the average; at the Royal Infirmary it was 46-0°; at Old
Trafford 45:0° ; at Salford Observatory 46:1°; and at at Eccles 4547,

DISEASES.—Theextent to which they prevailed in Pauper, Charitable, and Public
Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

The last returns of disease and death are of a highly unsatisfactory character. In
the week ending on Saturday, the 25th instant, 1942 new cases of disease and injuries
occasioned by accidents were observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford.
In the two preceding weeks the numbers, though high, were considerably lower, The
deaths at the same time among patients of the poorer class amounted to 71, being at the
rate of | death to every 27 cases.

The most unfavourable feature in the present return is the marked increase under
Continued Fever. A fortnight ago the new cases did not exceed 87, last week they rose
to 123,—47 of these cases were ascribed to Typhus Fever, 18 of the latter being admitted
into the Manchester Workhouse, and eight into the Chorlton.

Diseases connected with the respiratory organs (Bronchitis, Pleurisy, Poeumonia, &c.,)
appear to be gaining ground, the new cases rising from 363 to 400.

The improvement under Searlet Fever, to which reference was made in our last
return, is not maintained in this, 25 instead of 16 new cases being recorded.

Whooping-Cough is still very geueral in certain quarters of the town,—9 new cases
being seen at the Manchester Workhouse, and 9 at the Clinical Hospital.

In the case of other diseases nothing unusual was observed.

DEATHS.—The Number Registered in Manchester and Salford, and their Causes.

Last week 901 deaths were registered in the eleven districts which supply returns
to the Sanitary Association. In the two previous weeks the numbers were 285 and 270,
101 of the deaths, one-third of the whole number, are ascribed to diseases of the lungs,
28 to Whooping-Cough, and 16 to Scarlet Fever,

At the Royal Observatory, Greenwich, the mean temperature of the air in the week
was 97-4°: at the Salford Observatory it was 380°; at Eceles 87-3° ; and at Old

Trafford 37°5°.

Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

The disease returns continue high. In the week ending on Saturday, the lst
instant, 1761 new cases of disease and injuries occasioned by accidents were observed
in the public practice of Manchester and Salford. In the two previous weeks the
numbers were 1723 and 19442, The deaths at the same time among patients of the
poorer class were very numerous, amounting to 70, being at the rate of 1 death to every 24
cases.

It is satisfactory to find a considerable improvement under Continued Fever. In our
previous returns 123 new cases of this diseaso were entered; last week the numbers did
not exceed 84 ; 28 of these cases are ascribed to T:i'PhI.IH Fever.

Searlet Fever still continues prevalent in many quarters of the town, 6 new patients
being attended by the medical staff’ of the Ardwick and Ancoats dispensary, and 4 applying

for relief at the Salford Hospital.
A large number of the younger portion of the population is still suffering from

Whooping-Cough which has now for a considerable time assumed that degree of intensity
which we are accustomed to associate with the term “ epidemic.” It does not as yet show
any signs of abatement.

The attacks of Bronchitis and kindred aflfections of the chest fell from 400 to 369,
an improvement it is true, though not to the extent that could be desired.

In so far as other diseases are concerned nothing unusual was observed.

DEATHS.—The Number Registored in Manchester and Salford, and their Causes.

Last week 255 deaths were registered in the eleven districts which supply returns
to the Sanitary Association, 67 of ;these deaths are ascribed to diseases of the lungs, 26 to

Searlet Fever, and 22 to Whooping-Cough
The mortality from the two last affections is lamentably high, and sufficiently testifies

how urgent is the need for an Officer of Health.
At the Royal Observatory, Greenwich, the mean temperature of the air in the week

‘was 42-7°, or 45 above the average ; at the Salford Observatory it was 44:3°; at Eccles
44-0° ; and at O1d Trafford 43:7°. In the suburbian stations generally the quantity of

pzone was unusually large.

Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

In the week ending on Saturday, the 8th instant, 1033 new cases of disease
were observed in the pullic practice of Manchester and Salford. The deaths for
the same period among patients of the poorer class amounted to 84, being at the rate of
1 death to every 25 cases.

The returns contrast favourably with those of the preceding week, There is & marked
decrease in all the diseases tabulated, with the exceptions of Scarlatina, Diarrhcea, and
Acute Rheunmatism. The increase in cases of Scarlatina and Acute Rheumatism is slight,
but that of Diarrhea i1s more marked. _

Tha most striking chanwa is notic2able under Diseases of tha Lungs; a fortnight ago
there were 400 new cases, last week they fell to 277.

Typhus Fever continues to subside, 16 eases are returned against %8 in the previous
week, and 47 in the week ending on January the 25th.

Diphtheria figures in the present return after a long absence. Two cases are reported,
one was treated in the Royal Infirmary, the other occurred in the Chorlton district.

There is a considerable decline in the cases of Whooping-Cough. The number has
fallen to 27 from 45 in each of the two previous weeks.

DEATHS.—The Number Registered in Manchester and Salford, and their Causes.

Last week 244 deaths were registered in the eleven distriets which supply retumns
to the Sanitary Association, 64 of the deaths were caused by diseases of the lungs, 16 by
Fever, and 19 eaah by Scarlativa and Whooping-Cough.

The deaths for
the same period among these patients amounted to 79, being at the rate of 1 death to
every 21 cases.

The present return does not materially differ from that of the preceding week, the
number of new cases is a little less but the mortality is greater.

The cases of continued fever have risen, from 73 in the previous return, to 120; 26
proved to be cases of L'yphus, the remainder consisting of the milder forms of fever and
febricula.

Owing to the continued fine weather the improvement in diseases of the Respiratory
Organs, reported last week, is still maintained.

Rheumatic Fever is slowly but steadily becoming more prevalent, and has now reached
the highest point for the present winter. It has hitherto prevailed much less than in the
corresponding season of last year.

Secarlet Fever is very generally distributed through the several distriets, and seems to
be gaining ground.

Whooping-Cough remains about the same as in the previous return.

DEATHS.—The Number Registered in Manchester and Salford, and their Causes.

Last week 260 deaths were registered in the eleven districts which supply returns
to the Sanitary Association, 74 of the deaths were caused by diseases of the lungs, 26 by
Scarlatina, 7 by Fever, and 12 by Whooping-Cough.

At the Royal Observatory, Greenwich, the mean temperature of the air in the week
was 40-9%; at the Salford Observatory 42:8°; at Eceles 41-8° ; and at Old Trafford 41-8°.

In the week ending on Saturday, the 22nd instant, 1554 new cases of disease
were observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford. Inthe preceding
week the number was 1633. The deaths among these patients amounted to 63, being
at the rate of 1 death to every 24 cases. This shows an improvement upon the previous
return, both in respect to the number of sick cases and the rate of mortality.

It is satisfactory to report a decrease in all the diseases tabulated.

The seizures from Continued Fever have fallen from 120 in the preceding week to
100, 42 of these are returned as cases of Typhus.

There is a marked improvement in the diseases principally affecting the younger por-
tion of the community; under Measles we have 1'case only, Scarlatina numbers 15 against
29 in the return of last week, and the cases of Whooping-Cough have fallen from 28 to 24,

Acute Rheumatism has declined, 87 cases being returned instead of 57.

DEATHS.—The Number Registered in Manchester and Salford, and their Causes.

Last week 244 deaths were registered in the eleven districts which supply. returns
to the Sanitary Association, 66 of these deaths were caused by diseases of the lungs, 23
by Scarlatina, and 22 by Fever.

In the return of the Registrar General for last week it is stated that a person died in
London of Choleraic Diarrheea.

At the Royal Observatory, Greenwich, the mean temperature of the air in the week
was 42°4%; at the Salford Observatory it was 41'4°; at Eecles 40°3°; and at Old
Trafford 59-9°.

Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

In the week ending on Saturday, the 29th February, 1520 new cases of disease
were observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford. In the previous
two weeks the numbers were 1554 and 1633. There is also an improvement in the rate
of mortality, the deaths among these patients this week amounting to €0, being in the
proportion of 1 death to every 23 cases.

It is pleasing to find a considerable diminution in the cases of Continued Fever; a
fortnight ago they amounted to 120, last week they fell to 100, and in this return to 75:
27 of these were cases of Typhus.

The improvement in the other diseases of the zymotic class, reported last week, has '
not been maintained. Measles, Scarlatina and Whooping-Cough prevail almost to the

extent figured a fortnight back.

There is an increase in the attacks of Diarrhea and Dysentery ; in the previous return
they numbered 37, this week they amount to 51.

The cases of Acote Rheumatism have risen from 37 in the preceding week to 43.

"The seizures from diseases of the respiratory organs have reached the low number of
998—the minimum of attacks from these diseases since the first week in October. The
mean temperature of these two weeks being nearly the same.

The present return indicates a slight improvement in the public health.

Scarlatina is on the decrease, 10 cases are reported instead of 27. It is also less
generally distributed, having occurred in only 4 of the 28 public institutions contributing
to the weekly return.

There is a slight decrease under Whooping-Cough, the seizures amounting to 21.

The cases of Continued Fever have risen from 75 to B4; 28 of these are entered
as Typhus.

DISEASES.—Theextent to which they prevailed in Pauper, Charitable, and Public
Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

In the week ending on Saturday, the 14th instant, 1664 new cases of disease
were observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford. In the preceding
two weeks the numbers were 1520 and 1473. The deaths for the same period among
these patients amounted to 49, being in the proportion of 1 death to every 34 cases.
This rate of mortality is considerably below the average.

Continued Fever remains much the same as last week, 86 cases being returned,
99 of which were assigned to Typhus.

The decrease in Scarlatina, referred to last week, has not been maintained, the cases
having risen from 10 to 21.

Measles is not at all prevalent; for several weeks past it has been on the point of
disappearing from our list. This week the cases have risen from 1 to 4.
The seizures from Whooping-Cough have fallen from 21 to 18.

There has not been a single case of Small-Pox in the public practice of Manchester
and Salford during the last fortnight.

DEATHS.—The Number Registered in Manchester and Salford, and their Causes.

Last week 229 deaths were registered in the cleven districts supplying returns
to the Sanitary Association.

Seventy-two of the deaths occurred from diseases of the lungs, 12 each from Fever
and Secarlativa, and 3 from Whooping-Cough.

According to the Registrar-General, 2 children died last week in London of
Choleraic Diarrheea.

At the Royal Observatory, Greenwich, the mean temperature of the air in the week
was 44-7% at the Salford Observatory it was 45-0°; at Eecles 44:4%; and at Old
Trafford 446°.

DISEASES.—Theextent to which they prevailed in Pauper, Charitable, and Public
Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

In the week ending on Saturday, the 21st instant, 1462 new cases of disease
were observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford. In the corresponding
week of last year the number was 1525. The deaths for the same period among these
patients amounted to 80, being at the rate of 1 death to every 24 cases.

The most unsatisfactory feature in the present return is the continued prevalency of
Fever; 87 cases are returned, 33 of which were regarded as Typhus—an inerease of 4 upon
the return of the previous week.

There is an increase also in the cases of Measles, 7 being reported instead of 4, in
the corresponding week of last year the number was 16.

Scarlatina shows very little tendency to subside ; there is an increase of 1 case upon
the number of the previous week, but taking the last four wecks together an improvement
is apparent upon the preceding month.

Whooping-Cough has been decreasing slightly in prevalency during the last three
weels.

The remarkably constant and high mean temperature of the last eight weeks explain
the low number of seizures from Bronchitis and closely related chest diseases; 232 cases
oceurred last week against 332 in the corresponding week of last year.

In the preceding week there was an im-
provement in all the principal diseases; in the week under notice, on the contrary, thers
is an increase in the number of cases of Measles, Scarlatina, Fever, Diarrheea, and acute
Chest Affections.

The cases of Measlas have risen from 11 to 18; 6 of these were treated at the
Clinieal Hospital, and 5 at the Salford Dispensary.

With regard to Scarlatina, the ground gained last week has been lost, the cases having
risen from 27 to 36. Ardwick is the only Township whose public practice was free from
this disease during the week.

The cases of Continued Fever have risen from 63 to 74,—23 of these were assigned
to Typhus and 3 to Typhoid Fever. Six of the Typhus cases were treated at the Chorlton
Union Workhouse, 7 at the Manchester Workhouse, 1 as an in-patient and 4 as home-
patients of the Royal Infirmary.

Whooping-Cough is not so prevalent as it has been,—35 cases only have been returned
for the two last weeks respectively. Three out of the 5 in the present return occurred in
Salford.

Diarrhea and Dysentery have increased in prevalency since the last return, the cases
having risen from 83 to 64. In the corresponding week of last year the number was 30,

Bronchitis and other acute Chest Affections have risen from 158 to 179,

The mean temperature of the week, as observed at Salford, was 0-50° and at Eccles

- Diarrhcea is increasing in prevalency week by week; in the last return 267 were
recorded, in the present they have risen to 367. One case of Cholera (which proved fatal)
was received at the Infirmary ; 2 other cases occurred in private practice, one in Pendleton
and the other in Cherlton.

There is a slight improvement under the column assigned to Continued Fever, the cases
having fallen from 103 to 96; 28 were returned as cases of Typhus and 9 as Typhoid
Fever.

Diarrhaea is more prevalent than is usual at this time of the year; Bronchitis and

other chest affections are increasing in frequency.

In the cor-
responding week of last year the number was 1403. The deaths during the week
amounted to 80, being at the rate of one death to every 20 cases.

There is this week an improvement in the disease return.

Measles remains much the same as it has been these many weeks; 7 cases are
returned for the present week, being 3 less than in the one preceding.

There is an increase in the cases of Scarlatina, the number being 50 instead of 38;
in the corresponding week of last year the number was 30. Eighteen cases occurred in
Manchester, 25 in Salford, 2 in Hulme, 3 in Chorlton, and 2 in Ardwick.

Whooping-Cough has been absent from the public practice of Manchester and Salford
during the last three weels.

There is a marked change for the better under Fever, 150 cases being returned in-
stead of 204 ; 50 are attributed to Continued Fever, 32 to Typhus, and 23 to Typhoid
Fever. Fourteen of the Typhus Fever cases were treated at the Manchester Workhouse,
and 12 at the Chorlton Union Workhouse A

Bronchitis and other acute chest diseases remain much the same asin the last report ;
310 cases are returned.

DISEASES.—The extent to which they prevailed in Pauper, Charitable, and Public
Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

In the week ending on Saturday, the 28th day of November, 1671 new cases of
disease were observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford. In the pre-
ceding two weeks the numbers were 1657 and 1599.

There is an improvement in the present return.

Small-Pox continues to appear in the public practice of Manchester and Salford, 4
cases are returned for this week.

There is a slight inerease in the number of cases of Measles, 9 being returned instead
of 7.

The cases of Searlatina have fallen from 50 to 40. Ten oceurred in Manchester, 22
in Salford, 4 in Hulme, 2 in Chorlton, and 2 in Ardwick; 17 of the 22 cases that oceurred
in SBalford were treated at the Dispensary.

There has been a slight increase the last fortnight in the cases of Diarrhcea and
Dysentery, the numbers for the last three weeks being 32, 34, 36.

The most important feature in this return is the improvement under Fever; three
weeks ago the number of cases of Fever was 204, this week 128 are returned. Thirty-
three of the cases were attributed to Continued Fever, 32 to Typhus, and 18 to Typhoid
Fever.

The cases of Bronchitis and other acute chest diseases have risen from 319 to 369.

DEATHS.—The Number Registered in Manchester and Salford, and their Causes.

Last week 293 deaths were registered in the eleven registration distriets which supply
returns to the Sanitary Association.

Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

In the week ending on Saturday, the Gth instant, 1638 new cases of disease were
observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford. In the corresponding week
of last year the number was 1445. The deaths during the week amounted to 66, being at
the rate of 1 death to every 26 cases.

The present return is more unfavourable than the one for the preceding week.

Searlatina has risen in frequency, the number of cases for the week being 50 instead
of 40. Twenty cases occurred in Manchester, 18 in Salford, 7 in Hulme, 4 in Chorlton,
and 1 in Ardwick.

The cases of Measles have declined from 9 in the previous week to 4 in the one under
notice. Two of these ocenrred in Manchester, 1 in Salford, and 1 in Chorlton.

This week shows an increase in the number of Fever cases; 34 cases of Continued
Fever, 45 of Typhus, and 18 of Typhoeid Fever are returned. Twenty-three of the Typhus
Fever cases were treated at the DManchester Workhouse, and 10 at the Cherlton Union
Workhouse.

The cases of Bronchitis and other acute chest affections remain much the same as in
the preceding week,—358 cases are returned.

DISEASES.—T'he extent to which they prevailed in Pauper, Charitable, and Public
Institutions of Manchester and Salford.

In the week ending on Saturday, the 19th instant, 1402 new cases of disease were
observed in the public practice of Manchester and Salford. In the preceding week the
number was 1502, and in the corresponding week of last year it was 1592. The deaths
during the week amounted to 68, being at the rate of 1 death to every 21 cases.

The improvement in the return of Scarlatina referred to in the previous report has
been continuous, the numbers for the last three weeks are 50, 44, and 34,—the number
for the corresponding week of last year is also 34. Eleven of the cases occurred in Man-
chester, 18 in Salford, 4 in Hulme, 2 in Chorlton, and 1 in Ardwick.

There is also a decline in the number of the cases of Measles,—1 only being returned
for this week against 9 in the preceding week. This case ocenrred in Ardwick.

Small-Pox is on the increase, in the two previous weeks the number was 5 respectively,
in the one"under notice it has risen to 8.

Not a single case of Whooping-Cough occurred in the public practice of Manchester
and Salford during the week.

The return of Fever cases is very similar to that of the preceding week ; the numbers
for the two weeks being 91 and 93. Thirty-six cases are attributed to Continued Fever,
45 to Typhus, and 12 to Typhoid Fever,—23 of the Typhus cases were treated in the
Manchester Workhouse, 6 in the Royal Infirmary, and 5 in the Chorlton Workhouse.

Though the mean temperature of this week was nearly the same as that of the pre-
vious week the cases of Bronchitis and other acute chest diseases were much less numerous
than in the preceding week. The numbers for the two weeks are 338 and 262,

There is a marked decrease in the cases of Diarrhea and Dysentery, the number

Diarrheea and Dysentery continue to decline,—15 cases are returned ; in the pre-

ceding two weeks the numbers were 42 and 25 ; in the corresponding week of last year
the number was 37.
There is this week a considerable improvement in the Fever return,—590 cases are
(flreturned against 93 in the preceding week. Eighteen cases are assigned to Continued
Fever, 28 to Typhus, and 13 to Typhoid Fever,—12 of the Typhus cases were treated
at the Manchester Workhouse, 6 at the Chorlton Union Workbouse, and 2 at the Royal
Infirmary. .

Bronehitis and other acute chest diseases have decreased considerably during the last
fortnight.
