The quantity of water pumped into the main during the
yvear ending 31st December, 1937, was 124,217,000 gallons.

The Piccadilly Well vielded 58,606,000 gallons, and the
Wortley Avenue Well 59,835,000 gallons. The Council again had
to draw water from the Wath mains, and has taken 5,776,000
gallons during the year.

The above consumption equals 22.7 gallons per head per day.

It will be seen that 28 additional closets have been provided
to existing buildings, thus ensuring gradually that each house
throughout the district shall have its own sanitary convenience,
and providing more hygienic conditions. There is now 99%, of
the houses in the district provided with its own sanitary con.
venience excluding of course, those houses condemned and
included in clearance areas and for individual demolition.

Yards Paving.

The paving of yards is also being gradually completed,
chiefly by means of informal action, and during the year it will
be seen that 15 yards in respect of 70 houses have been paved.

i



Scavenging of Ashpits and Bins.

This work has again been carried out, as previously, efficiently
and satisfactorily without complaint. Collection takv:-; place
more or less bi-weekly, and the two freighters are working satis-
factorily. The collection of refuse from the additional semi-
detached type of houses, being erected throughout the district,
has been done without any additional staff or transport. It “11]
be recognised that as the older houses, usually many in one vard,
are demolished, the work of scavenging these newer type of houses
will be more difficult than the old type.

T ransporl, now employed full time is two 8. & D. freighters,
one with a 7 cube yard body and the other with a 9 cube vard
body. It was decided at the latter end of the year that a 30-cwt.
general purposes lorry be purchased to be used chiefly for tip
works.

Labour employed is :—One chargehand, two drivers and eight
fillers for collection, and two full time men solely on tips.

The Emptying of Ashpits and Privies is as heretofore, always
on Sunday night every three or four weeks. The staff of one
fl*mghtn {("ﬂ-{_‘h Itemafah ) does this work and stand off from bin
emptying on the following day, thus one day binning is missed
in that particular week that ashpits are emptied. Ashpits and
privies will gradually disappear as the property to which they
belong is demolished.

Disposal is carried out by means of controlled tipping only,
on the Queen Street and Kilnhurst tips. The work has been
carried out most satisfactorily and efficiently, and the work of
reclaiming and levelling out the field in Queen Street is making a
real good job. The Kilnhurst tip is now almost filled up, and it
will be necessary in the very near future to find another site for
tipping for that end of the distriet.

In 47 instances, drains of private properties were cleared by
this dr-p;trtment umier the scheme the Council lTl<1IlL1lI"&h"d for
removing simple stoppages from drains, thus ensuring prompt
attention when found, and preventing a recurring nuisance for
several days under the usual routine system. The charge was
fixed at 3s. 6d., and many owners and agents still avail themselves
of the usefulness of the scheme.
