And
firftthe woman mulft be laide along vpright, the middle
pirtof herbody lying hyer then all the reft, companied
ofwomenaffifting her about,to comfort her,& tokepeher
downe, thatwhen the birth is plucked out, fhe ryle not
withall.  Then let the Midwite annoynt her left hande
with the oyle of whyte Lillyes, or other that may make it
fuppleand imoth, and holding outher fingers,thutting to.
gether her hand, let her puticinto the Matrix, to feele and
perceiue after what fafhion the dead birth lyeth inthe
Mothers wombe, {0 that {he may the better put in hookes,
and {uch other inftruments to plucke it out withall.

It fobethatitlye the head torward,then faften ahooke

either vpon one of the eies of it, or the roofe of the mouth,

orvnder the chin, or on one of the thoulders, which of
thefe partes fhall feeme moft commodious and handome
to take 1t out by, and the hooke faftened, to draw it outve-
ry tenderly for hurting of the woman.

Butifit lyethe feete forward, then faften the hooke on
thebone aboue the priuie partes or by fome 1ib, or fome
of the backbones,or breft bones: & whé this hooke isthus
faltned, the midwife may not by &by draw & pluck atit,
butholdingitin herlefthand, let her with her right hand
falten another in fomeother part of the birth, rightagainft
the firft,& then tenderly let her draw both toget erfig that
the birth may proceede and come forthonboth fydes e-
qually, mouing it from one fyde to another, till ye haue
gotten out altogether, and now and then to helpe it in the
comming forth with theforefinger well annoynted, if it
chaunce toftick, orto beletany where: audasit cometh

forth
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forth, alway toremouc thehookes farther and farther on

the dead birth..

Againe, ifit chauncethat onc of the handes onely of
the byrth doappeare, and that it can not conueninetly be
reduced and returned vpward agayne,by reafon of the na-
rownefle of the place, then byndeit with a linnen cloth
thatit {lip not vp againe, and then to plucke it outwarde
vntill fuch time that the wholearme be out, and then with
afharpe knife cut itof from the body : and euen fo doe if
b oth handes appeare firft at once, or onc legge, or both, if
they cannot be returned backe to be othewife taken out

conueniently. Asye cutthearmes fromthe fhoulders, (o -

likewife cutting the legges fromthe thighes,for the which
purpofe the Chirurgians have meete inftrumentes made
for the nonce, with thewhich fuch leggesand armes may
{oone be cut from thebody. Thefe partes being once re-
fectand cutfrom thebody, then turne the reft, fo that it
may eafily proceede, with aslittle payneto the mother as
may be.

{fitbefo that the childeshead be fo fwollen by inflati-
on, fivelling, or refort of humours, thatit will not conuc-
niently iffuc outat that narowe place:: Thenlet the Mid-
wife with afharpe penknife cut open the heade, that the
humours contaynedin it may iffue and runne forth, and
fothe head to waxe lefle, able to be plucked out : Butif it
be fo, that (notby any fuch cafualtie) the head be big but
ofanaturall growtly, then muft the head be broken in pee-
ces,and the partes euermroe taken forth with fuch inftru-
mentesasthe Chirurgians haue ready and neceflary for
fuch purpofes.

Againe, if thatafter the head were come foorth,yet the
brefte parte would not follow for greanefle; Then malt
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144 The fecondbooke.

ye breakeand cut likewife that pere, vnto fuch time thar it
may be had forth, And euenfolikewyf(eifall the refte of
thebody fhould be fo{wollenthatit would not proceede
necomeforth : then muftitlikewilebebrokenin peeces,
and {o had forth.

Furthermore, ifby chaunceordifeale it cometo paffe,
that the mouth of the Matrix be exulcerate or apoftumate,
{o thatthe paffagebe made the narower, by that meanes,
the dryer, and the more contract : then muftye firft ftudy
and endeuour you to fupple and eafe the placesby oyles
and other greaces, fuchas I fpake of fufficiently before in
the fourth Chapter, with biltll:;(.'s and fumigations, .

Alfoifthe dead byrth come fydelonge, then muft ye
do what maybe done to coruert & turneit to fuch fafhi-
on, that it may moft eafily be brought forth. The Matrix
and other fecretes muft be annoynted, perfumed, and va-
poured with {uch thinges the which may make it more
ampleand large. Ifit can not be thus had forth whole,
then letit be cut outby peece meale, as is before fpokenof.
And ifafter this deliuerance the flowres iffue ouer vehe-
mently, then viefuch thinges as haue vertue to reftrayne
them,of the which I haue (poken in the vi.Chapterbefore,

But contrary toall this; if it chauncethat the woman in
her labour fhould dye, and the child hauing lifein itz then
fhallitbe meete to keepe open the womans mouth,and al-

{o the neather places, {o that the chikd may by that meanes
both receiue and al(o expell ayre and breath, which other-
wife might be ftopped, to the deftruction of the child.
Andthen to turne heron the left fyde, and there to cut her
open,and o to take outthe child. Theythatbeborne after
this fathion are called Cefars, for becaufe they be cut out
of their mothers belly : Wherevpon alfo the noble Ro-
maine
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mayne Cecfar the firft tooke his name.

Inthe laft Chapter of i this booke be bri efly recited cevtaine expers
medicines, which bee muoft requifite tothe cheefe pur.
pofé entended in this prefent booke.

Chapt. X.

Orfomuchas the principall entent and
end of this booke is, to {hew the meanes
and medicines whercby the womans la-
bour may bemademore eafic:therefore
3 | here Iwillcompendioufly fet forth cer-
e taine medicines, oyntmentes and em-
plafters, fuch asfhalbe {ufficientand moft requifice to th:
purpofe, and fuch as hath bene well experimented <
practifed : Thewhichalfo itfhalbe conuenient (forthes
that may) alwayesto haue ina redinefle againft their
. ofneede. For although that Nature be the cheefe aid
head doerin all this bufinefle (as in conception, bearing,
and the byrth : ) yet notwithftanding, medicines many
tymes doe helpe, ayde,and fortfie Nature , being fome-
tyme impediteand let, yea, impotentand notabletodoo
her office as fhould appertaine.

When the time then of the womanslabouris come, if
the labour longand paynetully, and yet thebirth do not
proceede : then for the more expediteand quicke deliue-
raunce, ecuce her ofthis mdicine following.

Take of the fineft Cinamome that may be chofen. iiij.
drammes, and with a fharpeknife firft {hred it in verye
fiall pecces,and thenbeate itto very fine powder. -

Item, of Saffron dryed by the fyerillit be blackifh, of
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Cafsialignes, fine R eubarbe,Sanine dried,Myrrhe,of each
of thefe feauen {cruples, of pure Muske xvj. graines, cuery
of thefe fimples exquifitely by themfelues powdred; and
thenperfeétly mixed in one, with vj. orvij. droppes of
Maluefe,temper the whole mafe into little roundels or tro-
chiskes, cach waying a dramme. And intime of neede at
the womans labour, geuc her hardly the waight of vj.d. of
theletrochiskes beaten into fine powder, with iiyj. {poone-
fulles of Hyfope water, and other iiij.of good Wine{ecke,

This medicine is not onely profitable at this timeto
proyoke the birth, butalfo is notably good to expellthe
after birth, orany other fuch like matter in that place, ha-
uing need of expulfion.

Item, if neededoe fo require, it thallbe very expedient
to haue this emplafter following in a readinefle,the which
{preadabroad vponalinnén cloth either elsvponleather,
and {o applied to the bottome of the belly inaslarge man-
ner as may be,dilateth and openeth the pores of that parts,
amplifiéth, enlargeth, and diffolueth them, whereby that .
that is contayned in the belly findeth the freer iffue, to the
lefle grecuance of the mother. -

Take of Emplaftrum de < Meliiloto, of Diachilon, of 0xy-
¢rocenm; of each two ounces, of the rootes of dfarum, of
wild Nepp dryed, the leaues of Bemioim, of tofted Cums
min, of each two drammes, of good Cafforism. iij. drams,
ofthe oyle of Dyll one or two fpoonefulles : fuch of thefe
as are to be powdred, beate them fine,an&then ouerafoft
fire temper them altogether perfeétly.

Item, the fame emplafter may feructo belaide ouer 2t
the bottome of the belly & the priuy paiﬁ%ﬂ, to prouoke
and draw foorth thelatter or hinderbirth it neede be : But
i thatbe not ftrong inough, then lay too this plafter follo-

wing,
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wing, which is of much more efficacie, force, & firength.

T ake of Galbansum, Ammoniacum, Seraphinum,Myrthe,
of eachan ounce, of Collequintida, Heleborus niger, of each
two drammes,of Caflorium, Perethrum, and Storax liquida,
of each three drams, of Trupentyneand Petrolesm, of ech
fouredrammes. Firft ouer afoft fyer temper the Turpen-
tine, Petroleum, and Storax liguida, togsther, then thereto
adde Colloquintida, Heleborus,C aftoriums and Perethrum,be-
ing firft well and finely beaten to powder : after putto the
Galbanum, Ammoniacums, Serapinum and Mytrhe, beinge
firft diffolued ingood Malucfzy, and {o take it from thefi-
er, and labour it with your handes. This plafteris of great
effect to proucke the after birth.

Item, vnfet Leckes ftamped and fryed with butter, and
o laid plafterwife to the belly ferueth well for the fame.

Ttem, the leaues or flowers of Marigoldes drunke with
white Wine ,expell the after birth. Alfothe fayd leanes
and flowers dryed, and at tyme of neede, kindled witha
waxecandle, and the fume thereof receined vnderneath
into the priuie patte, proucketh out merueyloufly the af-
ter birth.

Item acomsfortable potion, to be taken afier the
delinerannce of che childe,

Take of the fiveetelt garden Mintes, greene or dry, of
the leaues of Baume, greene alfo or dry, of the leaues of
Maioram, the rootes of Fennell, the pitgtakcn out, the flo-
wers of Buglos,of Rofemarie, of Ruds,of Borage, and of-
dried red R ofelcaues, of each of thefe halfe a hadful, more
orlefleasit pleafeth you, of Cloues & Mafebrufedalittle,
the waight of two pence, of Cinamone fhredd in fmall

portions the waight of fix grotes, knitall thefe together in
aclout orlitde linnen bagge, and hang thefamebaggeina
quart of Borage water the fpace of adayand anight: then
take out the faide bagge, and referue the water, of the
which take onehalfe, and the other halfe of pure wine
Secke, orcls Mulcadell : and beeing mixtetogether, putt
thereto a litde of the conferue of Barberics, conferue of
Borage flowers, conferue of Rofemary flowers, and drink
hercof euery day the fpace of foure or fiue dayes, at once
foure fpoonefulles of the water, and other foure ofthe
forefaid Wine, Andthis potion fhall both comfort the
womd, 8zal{o help greatly to the expulfion ofall noyfome
thinges to be expelled.

And hereitis woorthy tobe noted, that whereas itis
acommonviageto geuc often to women in their child-
bed caudells of Otemeale,thinking and faying thereby the
woman to be {coured, whereas in deed the faid Otemeale
isa notablebinderand dryer: Thereforeye fhall vndet-
ftande, thatthe right vie thereof is, to geeue ittofiichas
haue already bene wel & fufficiently (coured and cleanfed
from their after birth,& other thinges to bee looked for in
thistimeand cafe : butifthe woman be notfufficientlye
purged allready, thengiue her no Otemeale cawdels, ne
other thinges that may binde.

And thus I makean ende, praying the women readers
hercof;to accept and fuffife themfelues with thefe few me-
dicines heere inthis Chapter mentioned, and often by me
and other pradtifed. Thewhich thing ifthey fhaldo [0, it
fhall “no doubt) be occafion to me the foner toretake this
matter in hande againe,and torefrefh and furnifh the fame
withnew &much more excellent experiences then hath

beeneyet hicherto read or feenc inany booke C“"CCT:
ac
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fuch matters.

And as touching theaboiie Trochisks & emplafters de-
fcribed Liere n this place,yefhal find them alwayes readdy
madein Bucklersberiein London.

And furthecmore fome fap, that of vobat length the
veftof the sRauell 18 left, of the fame length MHail the
chtdes tonguebe, thitbeamanchild. Ftem, Auvicen-
na faith, that Dyucrs thinges map be knowen by mar=
king of the childes Nauell: For (as he fapth) when
the woman tg Delinered of her Gt child, then behold
the fRauel of the child; vobich if in that pact of it which
tg nept buto the body it haue neuer a woutncleit proten:
Deth and doth fignify peepetuall from thenceforth Gey-
tilitic o barenefle: anb if it haue anp vorincles in it,
then fomanie boxincles, fomany chiidren ihall the Loo:
manbaue intpmetocome. Jifofome ad to thig, and
fay,that if theve be little fpace betwoeene thele mrincles
tn the MNauell, then hall there be aifo little fpace be-
the bearing of the childeen: iEmuch, it Ggnifpeth long
tymebetoeene the beaving of them :but thefefayings
be nepther in the Gofpell of the Day, ne of the night,

Now to returne to our purpofe, when that the nauellis
cutof,and the reftknitvp : annoyntallthe childes body
with the oile of Acorns, tor that isfingularly good to con-
firme, ftedfaft, and to defend the body from noyfome
thinges which may chance from without,as fmoke, colde
and fuch other thinges : which if the Infant be greened
withall ftraight after the birth, being yet very tender, it
thould hurtitgreatly.

After thisannoynting, wafh the Infant with warme water,
and with your finger (the nayle being pared) nl::i]::! :Ih:
€s
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childes nofethrils, and purge themof the filthineffe. And
that the Nurfe handle {o the childes fitting place, that it
may be prouoked 1o purge the belly. And cheefely it
muft be defended from ouermuch colde, or ouermuch
hcate.
After that the part extant or the knot of the Nauell is
. fallen (the which commonly chaunceth after the third or
fourth day) then on the reft remayning, ftrew the powder
orafhes of a calues hoofe burnt, or ot Snayle fhelles, or of
the powder of lead, called red lead, tempered with wine.
Furthermore, when the Infant is (waddcled and laid in
Cradell, the Nurfe muft geueall diligenceand heede thae
fhe bind suery parte aright, and in his due place and order,
and that withal tendernefle and gentle entreating,and not
crookedly and confufely, the which alfo muft be done of-
tentimes in the daye, for inthisisit,asit1sinyoungand
tender impes, plantes, and twigges : thewhichcuenasye
bowe them in their youth, fo will they euermore remaine
vntoage. - And euen fo the infint, ifitbe bound & fwad-
led,the members lying right and firaight,then fhal it grow
ftraightand vpright.

grow likewyle. Andtothe il negligence of many Nurfes, nuies mau

And whenitproceedeth by defectand lacke of meate
oremptinefle of the ftomacke , thengeuetothe childto
feede vpon milke , andother good holefome thinges to
fuppe , neither paflenot greatly though the child reicét
and vomite vp agayne that thewhichit receiueth, for {o
much euerwill remainein the ftomacke that fhalbe fuff-
cientto fuftaine it,and meanely to nourith it.

of nature, whereforeneceflarily it putrifieth and corrup-
teth: thenoyfomeand hidious vapours whereof, ing
vpitothe headin time offleepe, caufe thefe terrible phan.

Firft
take heed thatyelay notthe childto fleepe ftraight after
ithath fed; and alfo letit licke a litle honey, fwalowing
itdowne, f{othatby it,fuch thinges the which be fome.

Here isnothing vinder heauen, which (o
mantfeft & plainly doth declare & fhew
the magnificent mightynefle of the om-
nipotent living GOD, as dooth the
perpetuall and contynuall generation &
conception of lining thinges here in

carth,
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earth, by thewhich is faued, proroged, and augmented
thekindeofall things. And where that this Almighty
Lord and Creatour hath fo inftitute and ordayned , that

no {ingular thing in'it felfe (here vpon earth) fhould con-

tynually remayne and abide: yet hath he giuen fr6 the be-
ginning & inftincted fuch a power and vertue vnto thefe
mortall creatures , that they may ingender and produce
other like things vnto them(elfe, & vnto their owne fimi-
litude,in the which alway is faued the feed of pofteritie.

Likewile ifit bee fowen in fucha Countrey or place
where s ouergreat heat,not tempered with water & raine,
orifthe yeare be fo dry, that there come no rayneat all to
alay the extreame and feruent heat ofthe Sunne: then
fhallthe f¢ede fowen,wither and dry away, and the power
ofitbe confumed and burat.

And ifitbe fowen in dry-places,where neuer commeth
raync,or onthe fand & grauclly places, infuchaplacethe |

come to any fruite or profite. '
thrcérc,if the Matrix be diftempered,by the exceffe
of any of thefe foure qualities , thenmuft yereduce ita.

you hereafter. Likewifle may therebe defectand lacke in
theman: asif the feedebe ouer hot,the which the woman
fhall feele as it were burning hot, ortoocold , thewhich
fhe fhall fecle as it were in manner cold asyfe , orto fluye
or thinne. &c.

Ifitbeengendred in the
mouth onely, then moft commonly it commeth offome
rotten & corrupted hollow tecth, whichin this cafe muft
be plucked cut, and the gummes well {coured & waflicd
with Vineger whereinhath bene fodden Cloues & Nut-
megges. Thecleanlickeeping of theteeth doth conferre
much tothe fauernefle of the mouth.

Of the yanke fanonr of the aymeholes,

Hisvice in many perfons!is very tedious andiloth-
T fome: the remedic whereof is; to purge firft the

chollericke and egre humours; originall caufers of
thefaine; and afterwardes to wafh the armeholes often-
times with the water wherein Wormewood: hath bene
fodden togeather with Camomell,and alittlequantity of!
Alome.

Tremn; Aucthors do write,that therootes of Artichaughes
(the pith picked out )fodden inwhite Wine & {o'drunke;
doth caufethe ftench of the armeholes, and. other partes
ofthe body by thevrine. For(as Gallen alfo doth teftify)
he pronocketh copicand plenty of ftinkinge and vnia-

uerie vrine fromall partes of the body, the which
prépertie it hath by {pecial gift, and not
onelyeby his hor quality. . And thus
here I.make an end of this:
