citherinward griefes, or ourward fores, they troubled not
themf{elves about the invention of miedicaments to cure
thefe; fothat by the right of time the treating of wounds
oughe to precede the handling of ulcers. Nevertheleffe, in.
our times my opinion is, that the diftour e ofulcers,for fun-
dry reafons, ought to goe befare. For fitlt of all, an ulcer

Icis not unknowne to your felves how many fawcie and
malepert Empiricksthere are here in'London, whobafcly
and irreverently fpeak of thofe who are skilfullindeed, and
deferve well of the Art of Chirargerie, (purchafling untoic
credit, and to their owne felves profic and renowne , by
their methodicall and fucceffefull practice ) -and fo impu-
dently boatt of their fecrets, andexale themielyes asif they
had noforehéad. Bur furely it isto be thought, that there
is too great adiftance berweene it and theirtongue 5 thae
the forehead cannot ftop the tongue from mttering Thrafo-
nicall {peeches of themfelves: iris great pit{ fach arefo
countenanced as they ares The Magiftrates let them pro-
ceed in their extravagantcourfes, thinking it not fic foran
Fagle to ftoope to a gnat, The ruder and ignorant fort, ra-

ther confider the promifé, than the performance, thinking

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But you may aske, how fhall we know when a finewous
ulceris fufficiently mundified ?

When thefe fignes of fufficient mundification appeare,then
you mult goe about the incarnating of theulcer. And al-
though incarnation be the effe& of nature principally, that
i8; of the temperarure of the part, from whence the faculey
of the parr, the caufe of  all the ordinate ations of the part
do flow: yetitis requifite that the Phyfician & Chirurgeon
fhould help nature now, being weakened by the griefe, by
removing-the impediments and lets which hinder the na-
turall conftitution of the part. Nature when fhee isin her
vigour cannot totally convert the aliments into the {ub-
ftance of the folid parts, butafter [he hath had-a care of the
prefervation of them, hath arask toexpell both a watexifh
or thin, and a thick excrementby the pores of the skinto
thi¢ outward fuperficies of ir, (asis manifcltin the mor-
phew, ) when fhe is difabled by a folution of unitie, much
lefle can (he effe her purpofe,where of the thin excrement
a humid ulcer is procured,but of the thick a fordid. Where-
fore if you will goe about to cure an ulcer, you muft labour
to dry the humid ulcers by deficcarives, and the fordid by

mundificatives : and becanfe in all folution of unity, nature -

s ever vigilantand bufie; andin ulcers to regenerate fefh,
in perfetting of which work, thefe two excrements muit
be feparated ; itis manifeft thar there cannot be one mo-
ment defigned. in the curing of ulcers where drying and
mundifying medicaments are required.

ty of the ulcer it felfe, Soif the party be of a tender, and

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foft conftitution , milder dricrs are required to ingender
foft fleth : burif a party bee offered to you to be cured
who hath a firme and dry flcfh, more firong deficcatives are
to be applied.

Of skinming medicaments,

Theulcer being filled with good and laudable fleth, now
are you to skinthe part ulcerare,- Nature in the wombe
doth frame firltche skin, but it being afterward loft by any
accident, {he cannot repaire it any more lacking feminall
matter : wherefore here,thereis need of the help of Arcto
fupply thisdefet. This isdone by hardening and thicken-
ing the upper part of the Hefh regenerate, untill ic be able t
fiapply the office of the skin.

The Epuloticall medicaments which bring this to pafle,
muft'be, I. Cooling, for fo the thin parts are wrung our,

Asfor the ufe of Spring or River-water, it muft bee ap-
plicd loke warme, not very hot 5 forif it be very hot, it dif-
cuffeth ; becaufe the humors having beene attenuate by it
they are turned into vapours, and forefolved : butif it be
temperately hor, and the part fomented by it it moi-

encth,

The fecond medicament compofed of Water and Oyle,
by the Ancients is called odpénauor. The ulcerate part im-
moderately dry, is ro be fomented wich this medicament
warme: Take cither two paresof Water, and one of Oyle,
orequall ; warme themin 2 fingle Viall-glaffe, then thake
them welltogether, that they may be mingled, and apply
themedicament, Thisis conveaient Topick in the win-
ter, for although warme water warmeth the part during

A Fiftulathen is a finuous ulcer, narrow and long with The definition,
callofitie. Here you are to obferve, that a Fiftula befides fi-
nuofitie, mult have callofitic and narrowneffe. Ithappe= The caufe
neth moft commonly, when apoftemes having been o pened, mareriall,
the inner Superficies of the parts kepr afinder by a tharp ho-
mour, become inprogreflc of time callous. The humour
which cauferh this callofitie muft bee more aﬂringcnt than
fharp 5 foric rather tanneth the part by reafon of ics acer-
bitic, than erodeth by reafon of its acrimonie : befides this,
Fiftula's are for the moft part indolent, unleffe theyendin
parts veric fenfible, as nerves, tendons, membranes and

joynts, Wherefore the Chymifts will have this humour to
gn:rthalp:rer of the little werld, or man, feparate from
the natutall fale of chic Ballame, or radicall moyfture of the
body : thac this falcis cooling ]aud anodine, the Fm&iccr!sr
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of Phyfick doe beare witnefle : for in bnrnin_g feversitis

alfo, by reafon of its ftipricicic unice the {pirits, and ftay the
immoderare exbalation of them,

The fignes are taken cither from the eflence of a Fiftula,
or from the accidents. ‘Callofitie then with a Fijtula, or
whiftle.like figure, is the pathognomonicall figne of aFi.
ftula, The fignes raken from the accidents are two-fold ;
for they are taken cicher from the quittour, ‘orthe manner
of paine. InaFiftulache quittour is ever virulent,ugly and
flinking ; as for the ‘manner of paine iris bur fmall; unleffe
it beby reafon of the fenfiblenefle of the parts named by
me before.

Asforthe differences, or divers kindes of Fiftula's, I will
onely fer' downe thofe, which further either curation, or
prediftion. Detthischen beethe firft difference : Fiftula’s
either goe [hallowly alongft under the skin, or they paffe
deeper to the fubjacent parts. Secondly, Fiftula’s end ei-
ther in the flicfhy parts, or they pafl¢ ro the bones, or to the
cavities themfelves. Thirdly, fome are ftraight, Tome croo-~
ked. Fourthly, fome are fingle, fome manyfold, yet pro-
ceeding from one orifice. Thefe are the materiall; or pro-
firable differences of Fiftuala’s,

Now followeth that I fpeake of the fignes of thefe difs
ferences. ‘1. Whether there be more callous finuofities than
one, you may conjecture by the quantitie of the quittour;
for if more copious quittour flow from aFiftula chan can
be expeted from one Sinms; it not paffing to any remarka-
ble cavitie, it is likely thar there are more thanone. The
changing alfo of the pofition of the body, and compreffion
ef the part will (hewthis; for the flowing of the marrer
having ceafed, if afterthe changing of the pofition of the
whole body, or one memberyit run our againe, ir is proba.
ble that there are more finuofities. Morcover, if varietie
of quittour flow; it is an argument that fundry parts are

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affe&ed, and more finuofities liketobe. Bat to what parts
the Filtula paffeth, receive thefe fignes: If it paffe to the
ﬂc{hr parts,the quittour appearcth white, {inooth & plen.
tifull ; befidesthis, the part wherconthe end of the probe
ftayeth feemeth foft. If it paflé to a nerve,a fartie & oleous
matter doth iffue out, the motion which is caufed by that
finew is impaired, and the Fiftula is more painfull thano-
thersare ; hefides, the proke touching the finew, caufetha
pricking paine, with a cerraine numneffe, If the Filtula
palle to the veines and arteries, yet fo that the coats of them
be not eroded, then thematter which it yeeldethis like un-
tothe leesof Claret wine; for bloud fweating thorow the,
coats of porofities of the veflels mingled with the'quittour,
caufeth fuch a fubftance.

Ifthe coat of aveine bee corroded, bloud iffueththick,
of adark colour, and without quavering and leaping ; but
ifthe tunicles of an arteric bee pierced, then the bloud is
redder, of a more bright colour, and commeth forth with
cjaculation. If aFiftularcachro the bone, that whichthe
end of the probe toucheth appeareth hard,and yeeldeth not
to the probe, neitheris any paine felt.-Ifthe probe being
preffed {lip, no cariofiric hath feifed upon the bone 5 fora
found bone is fmooth and flipperie : If the probe ftay upon
it appearing fmeoth, itis difpofed ro cariofitie ; burifthe
bone appeare unequall and rough, then'itis undoubtedly
carious. Befidesthis; the quitreur which floweth from a
corrupt boneis thin, yellow, and ill-fmelling. So much

No Fiftulaisof eafie curation. Firft, byreafon of the
unaptneffe of the part to admit the convenient application
of medicaments : for unlefle they reach tothe verie extee-

- mitie
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mitie of the Fiftola, whichisnot {o cafic a matter, as yoy
(hall finde by practice no good can be done. Secondly, by
reafon of the qualitie of the medicaments, which are ahje
to remove the callofitie ; for thefe muft be tharp and biting,
and (o canfe painc : from whence come fymptomaticall fe.

Receive this as the fourth : If the extremitie of aFiftula
end inthe tunicles of veines or arteries,or both, (the fignes
w‘hc_rtuF T have delivered, when 1{pake of the differences
ot Fiftula's) thenyou are to meet with the fymprome of
hemorrage, the coats being eroded: for if you labour ci-
ther to enlarge the orifice, or to take away the callofitie by
Tharp medicaments, the flux will bee encreafed. . This accie
dent happeneth moft commonly in Bubo's of the groyne
Pk fi}FfdﬂF cured, and Parotides under the earé,and Phleg-
monsin the arme-pits : Thefe parts being emun&orous,and
nere to the divarication of the great veflels,to wit,the Pena
eaw4, and the'e Aora defending and afcending.

- more than requifite nourithment, without the which con-
folidation cannot be effetted.

Fiftula'sin remarkablecavities, as the throat, breft, belly,
are hard to be cured,becaufe the end is more dependant than
the orifice, which hindreth exceedingly confolidarion,

IfinFiftola’s of the back the Spina be carious, (hun the
care; for thefc ar the lengeh bring an extenuation of the
body, the animal fpirirs not being with requifite plentic
communicate to the extremiries of the body.

Filtula'’s in the joynts are dangerous ; for if great wounds
- of the joynts, even inbodies of a good habic, bee pronoun-
ced by Hippocrates to be morrall: what fhall wee deemeof
Fiftula’s in thefe pares, wherebefides the enorme dilatation
that mult be procuted in curation, there is ofa neceffitic an
ill complexion of thebody. Secondly, fecing the joyntsare
framed of parts verie fénfible, as tendons, nerves,membranes
and ligaments, exceeding great paine muft be caufed by the
application of corrofive medicaments, without the which a
Filtula cannot be cured, and {o the partie exceedingly bee
troubled and perplexed. Thirdly, fecing the joyntsare fea-
ted in depending parts, and are not flefhy ¢ and {o as they
areapt to receive humours attralted by paine, they areleffe
able to difcufle the humours received, parrly by reafon of
the thicknefle of the membranes, partly by reafon of the
weaknefle of the narurallhear: who may not eafily perceive
“the difficultic of curing of Fiftula’s in thefe parts?

Now it is time ro haften to the fecting downe of the i«
ration of Fiftula's in generall. In the fixth Se&ion of the
Treatifcs afcribed to Hippecrates, there isone of Fiftula's:
Inic he doth{peake fomewhar particularly of a Fiftulain
axe,and of the curing ofic by ligation, Whatfoever isdeli-
vered inchat Treatife feemeth tobe arf ex(Cription of notes
out of his Adverfaria or Note-booke, rather than adelibe.
rate or methodicall difcourfe of the fubject. Howfoeverit
is to be embraced ratheras a pledge and figne of his willing
minde to pleafure his pofteritie, than a patrimonie to en-
rich the knowledge, and further the praftice of any ore,
who fhall goe about to cure any meane Fiftula.  Perufe the
Treatife, and you fhall finde me to fpeake a truch, if you
thew your flves impartiall cenfurers. Scing I have delive-
reduntoyouiin the prefages of Fiftula’s, that fometimes ic
is moft expedient to leave fome Fiftula's uncured, I muit
make mention -of a two-fold manner of curing of them:

Two kindes of The one thall bé called palliative or cloaked ; the othererue

curation,

and reall. The firft affordeth fome confolation and e4fe to
the patient ; but the fecond procurcth perfetteft health, A
palliative cure,l would have you to underftand, to be when
finuofitie isinwardly dryed foratime, and the orifice fee=

- imeth to be Thue up by a thin skin, untill freth and new hu-

miditie bedew the inward finuofitie, and open the orifice

againc,
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againe. This kinde of curation is moft fit tobee ufed to-
wards thofe,inwhof¢ bodies a Fiftula fupplyeth the place of
a fontancll, todifcharge fuperfluous humours, which nature
turnceh out from the principall parts, for the prefervation
of the health of the body. .

Y ou fhall know this manner of curing to be ufed, if the
partie immediately before the opening of the orifice finde
fome diftemperarure, andafterward the orifice being ope-
ned,eafe. To compalfe thismanner of cure three intentions
are required,

Firft,a convenient diet muft be obferved : Thisis perfor-
med by feeding upon fuch mears as are of eafie concotion,
and afford good juyce, and in fuch meafire as Leovardus
Leffias in his“ryacnsy prefcribeth, and{Ludovicus Cornarsu
obferved from his conftant to hisdecrepit age. They advife
moderation both in meat and drinke. Patients now adayes
would thinke themfelves hardly dealc with, if they fhould
be ftinted everic day to eat no more bread and meat than a
pound,and to drinke no more drink than fourteene ounces,
Ieis an eafter matcer to fatisfic nature, than the apperire.

Secondly, the body is to bee purged not by any eradica-
tive medicament, wherein Scammonie, Ellebore, or Colc-
cynthentrethe; bucapurging dier, or a purging Ale; I will
deliver unto gou a patrerne of both, Letyour purging dict
be thus difpenfed : K Sarf.

ved,and at laft evercome by the naturall hear of our bodies.
