Phraotes having thus returned -that
Calumny, which Apollonius bestowed on
he Indians, to the Bofom of this conceired
Greek, gives him now an Accompt of his
wn Colledg,1 mean the Brachmans, with
the Excellent and wholefom Severity of
their Difcipline.  And here I cannot but
gbferve the Infolence of Tyancus, who be-
g 4 meer {trangerin the Indies, notwith-
(tanding runs into a_pofitive Abfurdity,
and &eﬁrc hehad converied with the Inha-
ditants, concludes them no Philofophers.
Thefe bad Manners of his I conld (and per-
baps not unjuftly) derive from the Cufto-
mary Arrogance of 4 Country-men ,
whofe kindnefls to their own Iflue diftin-
guiflb’d not the Grecks and the Sages : but
the reft of the world they difcriminated
with a certain Shecp-mark of their own,
and branded them with the name of Bar-
barians.

This done,
the next confideration is, whether he
