Augaft the 14. about fix a clockat night I went a-
bf.tardgthr: dngel-Ketchin Yarmouth Road , a Veffel of a-
bout 5 Tuns , and we immediately fet fayl for Rotter-
dam ; we left St. Nicholas-Sand on the Larboard, and
after thar the Nowles, a new Sand , not taken notice of
to be raifed above twelve years before.  We kept our
courfeallnight , Ealt and by Southand Eaft Souch-Eaft.,
The Sea burned at the head of the Shipat the beginning
of the night,but the Moon rifing there appeared nothing
butfroth. In the morning we difcovered Gravefands
Steeple. It is the coftom vpon all this coaft to fend out
Pylot-boats continually to meet all Ships at Sea, and
turnifh them with Pylots to bring them through the fands,
and no Ship is to refufe one: Having taken in our Pylor,
we foon difcovered Goréé Steeple, and then the Briel We
entred the River Mofs, or Maes, aLarge and noble
Stream, which arifing in the Mountaines of Vauge , ot
Vigefus, pafling by Verduny Dinant, Namur , Liege,
Macfiricot , Kuremond, Venlo, and many confiderable
Places , doth here fall intothe Ocean, we hada very
pleafant paffage up the River, fayling by many neat Vil-
Lages , as Maefe-fluys, Schedam, Delfshaven, and hand-
fome rowes of Trees upon the thore, and arrived at Roz-
terdam about fixat night.  This is one of the three chicf
paflages by Sea into Holland, the other being by
Flufhing and the Texell. The nearelt cuc out of Eng-
land inco Holland is from Laifloffe Point to Greve-
Jandt, which is 28 [eagues, and the deepeft part
of the Seaisabout 28 Fathoms. There lay two of the grea-
telt Ships in Holland at that time near Kotterdam , the
Crane and the Waffenaer 5 this lateer built in lien of that
in which Admiral Opdam was blown up, fighting again(t
his Royal Highnefs the Duke of Torke.  The Heads or
Keyes between which we entred the towneby water are
handfome
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handfome , and Ships of great burden are received into
themiddle of divers ftreets without difficuley, ( their
Channels being deep and large ) the houfes are we!l built,
and the town Populous, they have an Exchange or place
for Merchants to meet at, the ftreets are fo clean that the
Women goe about in white Slippers, they being paved
with Bricks laid edgwife. The Lawndthuife hath a fair
front. Inthe great Church the Organs , the Tower and
the Monument of De wit , upon the Bridge the Statue of
Erafmus , asalfo the'houfe where he was born, and the
Pleafure boats of the Statesare worth the feeing, [t be-
ing then the time of their Kermis or Faire, there were
playesadted and many rarities thewn,as Lions, Leopards,
&c, and a great noife was made about atall Woman to be
fhewn offeven foot high ; but the Boor of Leckerkir'k,
not far from this town, was higher. Parfons and Evans,
porters to King Charles the firft,did alfo exceed ber , but
I have (eldom heard of any that was taller than e Martin
Wierw(ki a Polander, whoat the age of forty two years
was prefented to the Emperour e Maximilian the fecond,
as a rarity of nature,and was full eight foot high, whofe
pidture as big as the life,] faw,near to the Framcifcans Con-
ventat Vienwain Auftria.

From Rotterdam | pafled by Owerfchee to Delft, by
the Powderhoufe , which is a handfome one , built now
at fome diftance from the tcowne to prevent the like acci-
dent whichbefell when the former took fire and blew up
part ofthe town,  The Piszza or market-place isa very
fairone, having rhe front of the town houfe at one end
of it, and the high fteep'e of the new Church at the o-
ther.

In the middle Ifle of the new Church there isanoble

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monument, the Tombe of William of Naffaw Prince
of Orange , together with his Wife and Son, Prince
Masnrices his Statwaisinarmour with hisDog at his feet,
and four Obelisksare fupported by ten Marble pillars.
Ina houfe of this Town there were fhewn me in aWall
the marks of the bullets fhot at Prince William ,
who 'was thereby murthered 1584. and in another
Church which was broad and fpacious I faw a handfome
Tomb for Sr. Charles Morgans Lady, and the Monument
of Peter Heinthe Admiral, who took the Spanifb Silver-
ficer.

The Hague, Haga Comitis, the ancient place of Refi-
dence of the Counts of Holland , and now of the States ge.
werals is about an hours-going diftant from Delft; in
which paffage,at fome diftance,we had a fight of two of the
Prince ufu"jrmgc’s houfes. This placeis well built; the
Prince’s Court handfome ; The Prazzaby it full of green
trees 3 wany fair Houfes. The Courfe where the Coach-
esmeer, the Pall-mall, the Wood , the Park, domuch

eautifie it, and the way from hence to Scheveling , from
whence his Maje(ty returned into England,isvery remark-
able , itbeing a ftreight way cut through the Sand-hills,
and paved with Brick for three miles, bhaving on each
hand four or five rows of Trees, and Scheveling Steeple
at the end of it,

The Hagne and Mad rid in Spain are accounted the
greateft Villages,or open unwalled places, in Ewrope,and
the Hollanders have thought it more honour to be Mafters
of the greateft Village , thanofa place which, if it were
walled, would come fhort of many Cities; but this may
prove a dangerous refolution, for formerly upon this ad-
vantage, Martin van Roffems, Captain to the Duke of
Gueldres, facked the Hagwe 5 and it waslately in the like
danger when the French Forces lay at #trecht and Wor-

by the Normans,and afterwards neg f_{‘r_u,&ux rwhelm-

ed by the Sea. But in ﬁ}rm}rms , and mmt retire of
the Sea , the ruines have been difcovered , and many no-
ble Antiquities brought fromir, fome huving this in-
fcription Ex. Ger. Inf. ex Germania inferiori.  The
'S‘rm:fm_;f hath a fair front towards the ftreet. Inthe
Anatomy Schoolsare a very great number of Skeletons.

Near the garden are the Schools built of Brick with the
Officina Elzevirians on the top. In the Churches [
faw the Monuments of many famous men, There 152
Picture in the Chamber for the Burgermafters, reprefent-
ing the day of Judgment, drawn by Lucas v Leyden,
fomuch efteemed chat, it is faid, the Emperour Ry-
dolphus would have given for it asmany Ducarts of Gold as
would have covered it. The Table alfo upon which Fohsn
of Leyden wroughe whilft he was 3 Taylor, is a Curiofity,
becaufe he proved afterwards {o confiderable a difturber
of Germany , and came to be King of the Anabaptifls.

This City endured a hard ficge by the Spanifb forces,
and they were reduced unto great extremity , but they
faved themfe]ves by overflowing the Country, and b
forcing the Enemies to make away with great lof: ; and
afterwards coyned a memorial. Medal] with this Infcrip-
tion.

Op theo-
ther fide there is a Pi@lure of 3 Ship with Saws, in memo-
ry ofthe manner how Damiasain Egypt was formerly ra-
kenby thofe of this Town, who,as they reporeaccom-
panied Frederick Emédrgfﬁ: in an expeditien againft the
Saracens, and when the wen of Lelufum or Damiatahad
chained up their Port, by this invention of failning
ftrong Saws to the keels of their Ships, they cut the
chains in funder, and fotook the Town. In the rooms
are very good Paintings by Hemskerk , and Golszius , 28
his FPromethens and other Peeces; bug Cornelins van
Haerlemmolt delighred me, in his Peeces of Herods kil-
ling the Innocent Children ; his fealt of the Gods, In
which Fauleans foot is efteemed ac a great rare; and ano-
ther PiCture of a Frierand a Nunata Collation, notinfe-
riour to theveft,

Theold Mens houfe, or an Hofpital for (ixty aged
perfons , islarge and handfome ; having a good Qua-
drangle andaGardeninit. The Hofpital alfo for the
fick is very cleanly kept,

Here 1 firft faw the manner of punifhing Malefa&t-
oursby whipping them with rods s Which is more fe-
vere than I imagined ; they lead them to 2 Poft upon a
feaffold, their hands tyed and by pully drawnup as
high as they can be extended,and then an [ron faftned a-

bouot their wait to keep them fteady; in which firetched-

out pofturethey receive fometimes fifty or fixty firipes
or more , according to themerit of their offence,

Not far from this place there is a great Water, or no.
ted Lake called Haerlems Meere about twenty miles in
length, which is frozen over in hard Winters, and men
fwiftly travel overit by fliding,orin fleds, When Faer-
dem was belieged there was a Naval fight upon jt; The
Duteh having about an hundred and fifty Vellels, and the

Spaniards not many fewer. The Town was afterwards
taken by Compofition, but fuch cruelty was ufed by the
Spaniards that they have not yet forgot it.

From Haerlem 1 wentto Amflerdam , a City at pre-
fent for Riches, Trade, Shipping, fair Streets, and
pleafant habitations, fcarce yielding to any other of the
World.It is frared upon the River Ye, and hath its name,
as ’tis reported, from a Caftle appertaining long fince to
the Lords of dmflel, to whomthis place alfo belonged:
At the L fﬂhu;mg;, the feat of afew fithermen ; but afcer-
wards increafing , it received many priviledges from the
Counts of Helland, and wasmade a Town or City by the
favour of their Grants and Charters. Inthe year 1470.
it was walled abour with a Brick-wall 4 to defend it a-
gainft the Citizens of H#recht , theyhaving been in great
danger to have fallen into their hands , if thofe of #ereche
had purfued their vi@tories, ~In few Months afier alfo,
the whole Town was almoft reduced to Afhes by fire,buc
by the increale of their Traffick they eafily overcame
thefe loffes, waded through all difficulties, and rendred
oood fervices to their Counts, and received the honour
afterwards from Maximilian the Emperour to° have the
Imperiall Crown over their Armes,which are three Grof-
fes ona Pale _

About the year 1525, Gelen,fent from the new King
of Munfter,pafied through Friefland and cawe to thisCity;
where having made a party, and communicated his de-
fign , herefolved to furprize the Town by night, atthe
time of the founding of the Bell ; to which intent they
werealready entred the Market place , had fet upon the
Town-houfe : and cut in pieces thofe who refilted them.
When by great providence the rope to the great Bell was
takenaway ; the Magiftrates had notice of it, and caufed
al the ftrects and Avenues leading to theMarket-place to
be
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‘be flopped up with Woelfacks and Hopfacks, whereby
they were hindred intheir defign of taking the Town by

-night,and the next morning their number being difcover-
ed to be inconfiderable, they were fet upon, driven into
the Stadthuis,and defeated.

Of late yearsthis City is mightily encreafed and en-
compafftd with a new Wall,and fortified after the modern
way, Thenew Streetsare large and uniform: and the
whole Town being in a low Marthy ground, the water is
let in throvgh all the confiderable Streets. The River
Amflel paffeth through the City, being let in under a
handfome well-contrived Bridge of Eleven Arches, which
is fo built as to make part of the Wall and Rawpart,
and is 26 paces broad, The whole Town is built upon
Piles, or high Firr-trees, drivendown perpendicularly
into the Earth fo thick together, that nothing mcre can
be forced in betweenthem : And by this means they build
Houfes in the Sea, and lay Foundations ftrong enoughto
fupport the greateft Buildings whatfoever, in places
where no folid bottom isto be found. Eut they muft
needs be at a greatexpence and labour before they can
lay the firft'Stone = - And the number of Trees required
to each Foundation is confiderable 5 fince for the Foun-
dation of one Tower or Steeple alone, over againft the
Church of St. Katherine, Mr, F. de Parivall,who wrote
Les Delices de la Hollande, reckoneth that there was ram-
med into theground a Forreff, as he callsir, of Six thou.
fand three hundred and thirty four great Trees, About
this manner of work, for the fixing their Foundartions,
I faw them employed in divers places, particularly at
the Eaff-India-howfe , and at a place where a Lutheran
Church was thendefigned to be built, Sothat it was not
improbably faid, That if a mam conld [ee all npder this
City, be conld hardly behold s greaser Forrefl,

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'The Stadthuisor Town-boufe, is the noblefr Building
in all thefe Countries, A Pileof Freeftone of an hundred
and ten paces in Front, being larger than the Magnified
Front of Li‘.& Church of St. Peter’s at Rome , and eighty
one }"acv:% deep, or on the fides, The Chambers in it,
the Pidures and Statues, are w&ri‘tw to be feen and admi-
red.

Divers of the:r Churchesare fair: Inthe new Church,
the partition with Ballifters of Brafs, and the carved Puls
pityare noble.  In the old Church the Tomb of Van
Hulfe and Heemskerk are vremarkable, - Heemskerk dld
his Country great Services in their firft attemptsupon In-
dia s
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dia: for the King of Spain having confifcated [owme of ehe
Hollanders Ships, who traded to his Dominions , which
were then the Staple for the Indis Trade. It wasrefolved
by the permiflion of Prince Munrice and the States, to fet
out a Flectof eightthipsfor the adies; four of which
were (0 pafs by the way of the _4t/antick Ocean,and th
Cape ol Geod-hspe: And the other four were to fearcha
paflage towards the Kingdoms of Gathsy and €hins by
the Novth-eaft, whereby the paffage aifo into thofe part
might be expefted much fhoreer chan that which wes
known to the Spaniards.

Tothisintent thefe four laft vefTels failed out of the
Texel, funes. 1594. and returaed in Seprember, not be-
ing able to proceed by reafon of the Jce, But upon the
relation of the Voyage by William Barenfon, there were
two other Expeditions afierwards to Nova Zemble; in
the laftof whichthey wintered there, and Baresfon loft
hislife. ~Heemskerk was the chief of the twelve which
returned from thar cold habitation,where none but Bears
and Foxes could well endure the Winter, where he had
been twice, and afterwards made two rich Voyages into
India, Upon whofe happy returns the Holland Eaft-India
Company was firflt eftablifhed, and a prohibition made
for any otherof that Country to trade thither for the
fpace of One and twenty years,

But to proceed to other publick Buildings in thisCi-
ty. The Tuchthuss or Rafpelbuis, or Houfe of Corredtion
fordebauched young men, fuchasare incorrigible and dif:
obedient to Parents or Laws, 'hath at the entrance of the
Gate two Lions bridled, a “proper Embleme, with this
Infcription, Virtutiseft domare que cunlti pavent. This
was formerly a Monaftery belonging to the Nuns of the
Qrder of St, Glare, and converted tothis ufe 1595, They
who are putin, sareforced to work arE! gain their Bread

with hard labour. I faw thofe who rafped Brazi/, having
a certain task fecthem every day, work fohard, that be-
ing naked and ina feat,and the duft of the Brazil wood
flying upor them, they were all over painted of a beau-
tiful red colour.  Which odd fight made me call to mind
the Phanfie of my Lady Marchionefs of Neweaflle, of a
Nation wherein the People were of Orange-tawny colour,
and the King of Purple,

They told nsthat fome that were committed to theie
charge, and not to be brought to work by blows,
they placed ina large CiQern, and let the water in upon
them, placing only a Pump by them for their relief,
whereby they are forced tolabour for their lives, andto
free themfelves from drowning. . One we faw put into 2
warrow Dungeon, and kept frommeat, Someare put into
this Houfe for a longer time, fome fora fhorter. It hath
been a punithment for fuchas have drawn their Daggers,
or offered to ftabany one.. And fome Citizens , though:
able and rich enough, contrive it fo, that when their Sons
are extravagant and mafterlefs, the Officers feize upon
them, and carry them into this Houfe,where they are not
forced to any hard labour, but kept in till they fee fuf
ficient figns of amending their life.

This way of Corre&tion may feem fevere to many, yet
is not comparable to that which is faid to have been for-
merlyuled in Germany.  Particularly at Colen, in the
white Tower,. atthe North end of the Town, near the
Rhine ; where it is reported, that fuch Youths who'
were not otherwife to be reclaimed, were in a barbarous
wanner fhut up in the white Tower. The height and
thicknefs of the walls fecured them from efcaping, or
irom their complaints being heard. Near ‘the top was’
Piaced out of their reacha loaf of bread; the laft remedy
‘gaindt-Rarying, which while their bold.neceflity forced’

them :
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thiem to-reach at, theyexecuted their laft fentenes npon
themfelves, and milerably brake their own necks.

Somewhat like the Rajpelbuss is the Spinhuis, or Houfe
of Correltion, forthe young women who live loolely,
are taken in the night, -or can give no account of theik
living., They are put in {or a certaintime, according as
their faultmeriteth, and are bound to make lace, few, or
employ their time perpervally in fome* honeft labour.

Thofeof the betterfort are permitted to have Cham-
bers apart,  Inenelarge Room I fawabout an hupdred
of them, and fome very well dreffed and fine, which
was an unexpedted fight to me, and would fure be moré
ftrange to behold in Franceand Englena.

The Weefbuis, or Hofpital for Children, where theré
are Six hundred:Orphans carefully looked after,and well
educated,

The Dolbuis, or a Houfe for {uch as are Delirious, Ma:
niacal, or Melancholical of both Sexes,

Thie Gafthuis, or Hofpital for the Sick,being large,and
hath a great Revenue,

The Mannenhuis, or Hofpital for old Men ; and fuch
as-are no longer able to Jabour towards their own fups
port.

Befides all which , thereare great Sums of mony col-
ledted for the poor, fothatthere is not a Begger to be
feen in the Streets, and upon all affignations or appoint=
ments of meetingat the Tavern, or elfewhere, and upor
many other occafions, whofoever faileth to come at the
exalt time , forfeiteth more or lefs to the ufe of thé
Poor.

The Eaft-India-boufes-are remarkable, and the preat
Stores of their Commodities, Cinamen; Greem-ginger
Gampkire, Pepper,Galeents, Indico, evc.” The fhips are of
a great burden ;. their Houfe was then enlargingalthongh
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it Was great before ; anda perfe& Town for all Trades
within it felf;

The ddmiralteyt, or Admiralty where their Stores for
War and Shipping are laid up, is encompafled with wa-
ter; near toit there lay then 72 Men of War, In the Houfe
we faw their Cables, Grapling-irons, Pullies, Cars,Char-
ges for Powder, Lanthorns for (hips, &c. At the en-
trance of the Gate hangethup a Gamve with 2 man in it
dryed up, 1o as tobe preferved from:cotfruption, and a
Paddle in his hand : he was enclofed up to the wafte in
the Game, infuch forr, as the Fifh-skins, which were the
coverroir, beingfo fewed together that no water could
get 1n, he might keep the Sea in the greatelt Storms wich-
out-danger.

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Mountains, which are half a League high, andthe topsof
them covered with perpetual Snow, which never dif-
folves, And of this I can givea pofitive teltimony, ha-
ving beenmy (e!f in that Streight under thofe Mountains
in the Dog-days, which is the hottelt time of the
year. o
From the Steeple of the Old Church of dmjferdam, |
had a good profpe& of the Town, and the great number
of fhips lying upon one fideof it, likea Wood ; and all
the Towns about it. The Roofs of the Houfes being
fharp , it is a moft uneven Town to be looked upon
downward, as it isa handfome oneto be looked on up-
ward ; and is not fo divertifing or pleafing to the fighe,
as fome Towns in, Framce and Italy, which have flacrer
Roofs, or elfe are covered with a fine black Slat or Ar-
doife. Upon this, and all other Towers of the Town,
a Trumpet is founded at Midnight, and in other parts of
the City at fix a Clock night and .morning, At eleven a
clock, the time of goingonto the Exchange , there is
good Mufick at the Stadthuis, given by the Earl of Les-
¢¢fler.  They make good Harmony alfo every hour in
playing upon their Chimes and Bells in moft Steeples,
And there isa Mufick-houfe or Entertaining-houfe,wkere
any one is admitted for a Stiver, hears moft forts of Mu-
fick, feethmany good Water-works, and diversmotions
by Clock-work, Pi&ures, and other Divertfements,
During wy ftay at Amfterdam, I had the opportunity
of feeing divers Learned Men, and Perfons of Note.
Dr. Ruifh fhewed us many Curiofities In Anatomy , as
the Skeletons of young Children, and Fefus's of all A-
ges, neatly fet together, and very white; the Lympha-
tick ve[fels fo preferved, asto fee thewalves Inthem. A -
Liver excarnated, fhowingthe Minute veffels, all Thining
and clear. The Mufcles of Childrendiffected and ijepn
rom
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from corruption : entire Bodies preferved; the face of
one was very remarkable,without the leaft fpot or change
of colour or alteration of the lineaments, from what
might be expedted immediately after death: he had then
kept it two years, and hoped it would fo continue. Dr,
Fwammerdsm fhewed us divers of his Experiments which
‘he hath fet down in bis Treatife De Refpiratione; and 2
wery fair Colle@ion of Infeéts broughe from feveral
Countries 3 a Stagg-fly of a very great bignef’ ; andndi-
an Scolopendria, or Forty-foot 5 a fly called Ephemeron, and
many other Curiofities. Old Glawber the Chymilt fhew-
ed us his Laboratory: And we received much civility
from Blafiss the Phyfick Profeflour who hath wrote a
Comment uponVeflingius,

The Jews live more handfomly and fplendidly here,
than in any other place: Their chief Synagogue is large,
adorned with Lamps of Brafs and Silver, We happen-
ed.to be there at the Feaft of their New-year ; fo thac
their blowing of Horns, thowting and f{inging was not
omicted : Some of them underftand divers Languages.
I faw one Mofes di Pas, a Learned young Man,and Orobis
a Phyfician of Note, And I was forry to fee divers here
to profefs themfelves publickly Jews, who had lived at
leaft reputed Chriftians, for along time in other places:
One who'had been a Francifean Frier thirty years ; and
another whohad been Profeflour fome years at Tholouze ,
and before that Phyfician to the King of Spain. Fuds

Léaving Amflerdam , | paffed by a peculiar Burial-
place of the Jews, who are not permitted ro interr their
dead within the Walls , by Owverskerk, Bamburg, and in
fix or {even hours arrived at Hiereteht |, ina Boat drawn
with Horfes through artificial Cors of Water,which is the
way of Travelling in Holland, Utretcht, and divers other
Provinces of the Low-Countries.

Urretcht is anancient, large, handfome City, and chief
of the Provinceof .the fame name, . called formerly dnto-
nina, and afterwards Wltrajedtum.  Long famous for its
Epifcopal See founded by Dagobert King of Framece, who
endowed it richly with Lands and PofTeflions: Willebald,
or Willebrode an Englifhman, was their firft Bifhop, who
converted  thefe Countries unto Chriftianity ; and the
following Bifhopsgrew fo pewerful, that they were able
to bring many thoufand men into the field, and ro wage
great Wars againft the Counts of Holland : Their Suc-
ceflion alfo continued for above Nine hundred years, It
is now an Univerfiey, founded by the States in the Year
1636, Flhall nottrouble you with the Names of the Pro-
feffors'y the Learned Mr, Ray, whom I had the honour
%0 meet in divers places abroad, having already caufed
to be printed the Se¢ries Ledionum of this and many other
Univerfities in the Low- Countries, Germany, and lsaly ,
in bis' Qbfervations Topsgraphical , Moral, P»bﬁnkg#:{;

From #srecht, in:two hours, 1 came to. Frijwick, and
pafled over the River Leck to Fianew, where there is lis-
tle - remarkable befidesthe Houfeand Gardens of Count

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Brederode, oneof the Ancient Nobility of Hoslland, or,
according to common efteem,of the moft Noble Family
of all ; the Fainily of the Egmonds beéing formerly efteem-
ed the Richeft; the Ixi"hﬂ}mrr’s the moft ancient, and the
Brederodes the Nobleft. ' The Mount in this Garden fer-
veth for the Rampart to the Town, and on a round Bw/i-
wark are divers {inall brafs Guns planted.  The Sratua’s
of thetwelve Gefrs, of driffotle, the Pyramidsand Par:

The more remarkable becaufe it made good its Inferip-
tionin the year 1672. when Losis the Fourteenth, King
of Frawce, came down with'fo' powerful’ an  Army into
the Low-Gowntrits, that in that Sumhmers 'Expedition he
took thirty walled Towns and Cities’;’ this' Water-gate
being the Limit tohis Conquefts this ivay, beyofid which
his Forees were not dbleto artempt any thing.

Leaving
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Leaving Gorcum , T'paffed'by Woreum , on the orter
fide of the River, and thenby the Caftle of Levefleyn,
ftrongly feated and well fortified 5 and thercfore hath
been often made ufe of to fecure Perfons of Nore, St
George Afene of late yearsfuflered his Imprifonment here-
in, and fornierly Barmewelt ; upon which occafion this
Caftle hath been much fpokenof, and hath given the name
to that whole party who (ided with him, weil knowaatpre-
fent by the name of the ngﬂffﬁ Fa&tion. Pafling on fur-
ther up the Muaes,I'left Froye on the left hand, and Huefden
on the right,and the next day morning arrivedatthe Befch.

Hertogen Bofeh , Sylva Dwcis, Bofewm Ducis, Botfle-
duc, Bolduc, takes its name from a Wood belonging
to the Dukes of Brabant: It is a flrong pleafant City,
feated upon the River Difaor Deefe, which entreth the
Maes, about two Leagues below it 3 one of the greateft
Cities in Brabant 5 and for its [trength, for w hich ’tis be-
holden both to Nature and to Are, theSrares of the #ui-
ted Provinces pollefs not any one more confiderable, and
is a very good Frontier againft all Enemies on this fide:
It is encowpafled on all ides with Fenns and Marfhy
Grounds. The Avennes to it are by narrow Caufies,
made turning and winding, to be éommanded in all pla-
ces by one or otherof the {ix Seonces or Forts built ae
fome diftance without the Town for its greater Security.
Befides which, the Hollanders having fome reafon to be
jealous of the Inhabitants, whoft affe&tions might incline
them towards the geighbouring Princes, of whofe Reli-
gion molt of themare, they have builta Citadel within
the Town, a Briel or pair of Spe@iacles to look more ‘ac-
curately into their Affairs. It is ahandfom regular Fort

of five Baftions,each Curtain is 84 ordinary paces long ;.

the Faces of each Baftion 6335 and- the Flank or Neck
24.  There is a handfome Houfe of ‘Stone for the Centry
at
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at the point of each Baftion, and the middle of each Cur-
tain, every one of which coft Seven hundred Guldens.
Here isalfoa Field Canon of an extraordinary length,
faid to be able to fling a Bulletalmoft as far as Bomwsel.
The Piazza in this Town is Triangular.

This City was made an Epifcopal See,1589. The Ca-
thedral is Dedicated to St. fohn. Inthe Quireare paint-
ed the Arms of many of the Knights of the Golden Fleece,
And over the upper Stalls or Seats, an Infcription in
French, which contains the Hiftory of the firft Inftituci-
on, and Model of this Order , by the moft High and
mighty Prince Philip the Good, Duke of Bwrgundy, Lo-
74in, and Brabant : Befides divers Statua’s and Pillars.
There arealfo feveral Monuments of the Bifhops of Bofche
and others.

This Town was taken from the King of Spain by the
Forces of the Confederate Eftates, in the year 1628, af-
ter a long and chargeable Siege 5 in which the*lictle
bconce, one of the Forts towards the South, .did excel-
lent Service.

Divers of the Nuns were ftill alive in this Town, but
at Ueretcht they werealldead.

From the Bofche we travelled through a plain Country,
fomewhat Sandy, to Breds upon the River Merck: A
place very confiderable, pleafantly feated, and well-
fortified, It hath formerly had more Queworks than at
prefenc: Forthey have taken away the Crown-works;
and left only the Half-moons .and Horn: works; and Con:
ferves or Contregards about the Half:moons.. There is
a large Ditchof Water round the Counterfcarp, and a
fnall Ravelinbetween each Baftion, joyned to the Rame
part withinfide of the Ditch.  There is alfo a double
Haye or Quickfet. hedge almoft quite round the Town;bes
fides Palifados. The Paraper is very thick, and ﬂrfngthnpg
wit
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witha rowof Elms. and feconded with ‘another row ‘et
three or four yards diftance, round the Town; the ba-
dies of the Baffions are funk down or hollowed away,
and filled with a thicket of Elms, The Half Moons are
the like without the Town, and after all, a breft-work
between the Town and the Baffions 5 and Cavaliers upan
feveral places of the Rampart. T

This Town belongeth unco the Prince of Orange, un-
to whom it hath defcended by the right of the houfe of
Naffaw , by the Marriage of Engelbert the feventh Earle
of that houfe, with eMary daughter and Heir of Philig
the laft Lord thereof, about the year 400, It was taken
by the Spaniards in the beginning of the Low Country
Wars , and was afterwards Surprifed by the Dutch , by
3 [tratagem performed by eighty men hid in a Boat
covered over with Turf, and folet into the Caftle. In
the year 1625, the Spamiards took it again, asby In-
feriptions and Chromegrams are to be leen in divers
places, as that over the doorofthe Church,

The Church is fairand hath many good Monuwents, as
Rene[f's Tombe ; a Monument for Sir Thomas Alefbury
fetup by the Lord Chancellor Hide ; an old Tombe e-
reCted 1349. for Jobm Lord of Lech and Breda; the
Tombe of Grave Eugleberg Van Naffawand his family
on the fide of the Wall ; rhe Here Van Horne and his
three Wives ; but the Principal Monument is that of
Grave Hendrick Van Na(Jaw , whole Armour is fupport-
ed by four Warriers upon their Knees ; he builr the Ca-
{tleof Breda , which is at prefentboth firopg and beau-
tiful : 1 obferved the place where the Turfe-Boat came
in , and where the Prince came over iuto the Town. The
Gallery, the Garden, the Wa'ks, and Dials are worth
the feeing, the Town is handfomely built, populous, and
generally hath a great Garrifon in it.

Leaving Breds we focn came by Land to St .Gertrayden-
berg the lalt Town onthe North ot Brabane , where it
joyneth to the Province of Holland , a fiall place, but a
good Town for fifhing , lying upon a Hill near the great
broad Water called de Waert, madeby the falling of
the Maes and mdny other Rivers intoit.  This Town is
fortified and Garrifoned. The Church and Steeple
have been Large and fair, and the ruines of the latter are
obfervable,in regardthat this Steeple was fhot down by a
Stratagem of the Prince of Orange , while the Governour
and chief of the Town wereupon it, toobfervea falfe a-
larmin the Prince’s Camp, and fo loft themfelves and
the Town. We Paffed from hence over a large Water
which hathoverflow’d a great part of the Country upon
one fideof it, molefs than feventy two Parifhes being
drowned
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drowned at once, the Village of Ramfdus onely efcaping,
and fo by an old Tower called the houfe of Murwey, to
the e Maides Town of Dort , or Dordrecht.

Dordracum , {o called h}e fome from Dwrior Durets
forum 4 at prei‘ent Dore , being feated 'in the Waves of
thofe great Lakes made by the Maes and Waal, is no
unaptly from its {iruation compared co a Swans neft, it ';
reckoned the firlt and chief Town of South Helland,
refpec of its antiquity , as having ferved to fecure Uas:
cer in his retreat almoft eight hundred years {ince , and
alfo in refpedt of its Priviledges,in having the Mint here,
and being the Staple for Rhenith wine and Englifh
Cloath.

Middleburg is the chief Town in the Ifland Walazhria,
feated almoft in the middleofl it, being wellbuile, large,
rich, and Populous, it isthe fourth Portfor the Eaf-
Indiatrade : hatha large,broad Water within the Town,
and a ftreight cut through the Land to carry Veflels eut to
Sea, the whole is very well Fortified , the Officers here
are chofen by Strangers or Foreigners, the Churchesare
many and remarkable, the new Church is of aneight-
{quare figure witha Cupole, the Tower of theold great
Church very high,the Stadthuife with the old fratuas, a-
bout it , the round Piazza, and many private buildings
are Confiderable, and the whole Country about it is
fruicful 5 either divided into Gardens and Orchards , or
Planted with Madder, Pompions,or Grainand Fruits. The
Zeslanders ave generally addi&ed to the interelt of the-
Prince of Oramge , and great Lovers-of his Perfon, I
found them net a little delighted that the Prince had been -
with«
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with them fome days before, and was made Premier
Noble, or chief of the S:aces of Zrm’mﬂ'; which was
chiefly broughtabout, as [ wasinlormed , by Penfiner
Hubers, Le Sage, Duvelaer and Vritbergen, formeriy no

frnf his Kinfinan with me to Flafine. Fii inga Or Vigf-
fing, hath Stone-Wals towards the Sea, and Mudworks
Duﬂrd) the Land ; a very good Port , and a firong
Town; the waves of the Sea wafhing its walls; it was
oneof che firlt Towas which the Low Country men took
from the Sp::m‘drd,f in the year 1572, and was made
Cautionary to Queen Elizabeth cogether with Rammakins
and the Briel 1585. The renowned Sr. Philip Sidney be-
ing the firlt Governour of ir, and furrendredby King
Fames to the United (tates, 1616, The Sea fhoar here a=
bouts is not only faced with rufhes, flaggsand reeds
ftiked down as high as the Tide ufvally arifeth, butitis
alfo ftrongly bound over with Ofiers and hurdles and
great Pofts driven in te break the force of the Water, and
fecure the Piles which make the Harbour or Havens
mouth. The Town-houfe is hand{omely built, ftanding
in the Piazzs , having three rowes of Pillars in the Front
one above another : the Lower Dorick., the fecond fos
nick, and the highelt €orinthian ; and onthe top there
is a Gallery or Balcony to Difcover fhips at Sea. This
is the third Port for the Ealt-1ndis trade ; Amflerdam and
Rosterdam being the firft and fecond: here: lay many
great fhips in the middle of the Town, and confiderable

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men of War , as the St. Patrick , and the Admiral of
Ziealand : we faw them allo building of divers fhips, and
when the Prince washere, they Lanched one to divers

Returning to Middleburs by Land I obferved there
was a row of Trees round the Town between the moar
and ramparc, where ordinarily there is only a breaft-
worke or a hedge, and embarked at Midd/eburg again,
and paffed down the River by the fort Rammakins , and
fo for the Schelde,Sayling up that noble River till we
had paffed the Forc Frederick Henrick and came to Lilly;
where we ftayd till the Veffell was fearched.  Over a=
gainft Lillo, lyeth another Fortification, called Lifgers
boek ; the Fort de la ¢roix is the lalt that belongeth to the
Hollanders , and lieth on the North fide of the River;the
Banksarecutnigh to it, andthe Country drowned for
its preater fecurity. The Spawif Forts hereabouts to

The nextday worning we went op our Voyage fhillup
the Scaldis or Schelde, and arrived at dmewerp, Where
1 had the good fortune to fee Mr. Harteps one very wel
knownin all thofe partsand of high efteem for-his perfo-
nal ftrengthand valour. A Gentlemanalfofo courteous
that he makes it his bufine(s ro oblige (irangers; he thew’d
e many curiofities in this City, carrying me with bim in
his Coach.

The Walls of dmtwerp avevery large, faced with Brick
and freeftone , having divrs rowsof Trees upon them,
broad walks, and conveniences for the Coaches, to
make their tour upon. The Baffions are not fo
large as generally they buildnow a dayes, yetafter the
modern way. The Ditch is very broad and deep,the
Country about it,all Gardens,  The (irtadel isa rega-
Jar fortification of five Baftions , wherein lies alwayesa
Garrifon of Spanifb Soldiers: upon every cartain there

are two mounts or Cavaliers; and between them below, .

a row of building or lodgings for the Soldiers 3 the ecars
of the Baffions are cutdown, and Cafamates made, and
palifados fet round upon the Efplanade; the Walls are
lined with excellent Brick and flone, noris there any
where a more regular beautifull Fortification of - five Ba-
ftions that is finifhed : itcommands the City, the Ri-
ver and the Country : befides this Gittadel thereis ano-
ther Fort withinthe Townnear the Seéheld, to command

the
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the River , having eight Gunsinit, called St. Lasrense

Fort.

The Exchange is handfome,fupported by 36 Pillars e-
very one of a different carving , four fireets lead unto ir,
fo that flanding in the middle we fee through every one
of them, The Meer or Largeft {treet isconfiderable for the
water running under i, and for the meeting of Coaches
pponit every evening to make their tour through the
fireets of the City, which are clean and beautiful; atone
end ofit ftands a large Brafs Crucifix upon a Pedeftall of
Marble. The FefuitesChurch goeth far beyond any of that
bignefs that I have feen out of Iraly.  The Front is noble,
with the Statua of lgmatius Loeyolaon the top, A great
partof the infideof the Roof was painted by Raubens ,
and fome of it by Van Dyke : there be many Excellent
peecesof flowers done by Segers a lefuite 5 the Carving
and gilding of all the works 1s exquifite; The Library
of the Colledge is great, & the Books difpofed handfome-
ly into four Chambers ; the Founder hereof was God-

fridus Hourappel, whofe Monument, together with his

Wife and Children are worth the feeing, in a Chappel on
the South fide of this Church. In the Church of the
Garmelites is a large Silver Statua of our Lady, and
models of Cityes in ftone, Onfer Lieven Frowen Kerck,
or the Church of ewr ble(Jed Lady isthe greatelt in the
City ; and the Steeple one of the faireft inthe World,
five hundred foot high: one of their feet is eleven of ous
inches; foasitis 459 of our feet, In this Church there
is much Carving , and a great number of Pictures highly
efteemed , among which one piece is much taken notice
of, drawnby Suintin , a firlt a Smith , who madethe
neat Tron work of the Well before the Weft door 3 and
sfeerwards to obtain his Miftrefs, he proved a famous
Painter; his headis fet up in Stoneat the entrance gef
t
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the Church , with an infeription and this verf,

Connubialis amor de Mulcibre fecit Apellem.

I was at the famous Abby of St. Michael , pleafantly
feated upon the Scheld; where among other curiofities,
I fawa glals, which FE}’AE"':I ted the Pictures of our Se-
wionr and the Virgin Mary, colle&ed from the Pucing
together of divers other heads: Ope was reprefented
from a PiGture wherein were thirteen faces, and another
from one of twelve; over the bleffed ‘Hm n wasthis lo-
fcription.

The Countefs of Brabants Tombe,who was drowned, and
her Statue, as alfo the Monument of Ortelins, are bere
fhewn. Macarius Simoneus was chen ﬂb!}ﬂt,thf’.‘ Monks
63. Nearunto the Wharf-pate is the Church of St. [Val-
burgis an Englifh Saint, who contributed much towards
the converfion of thefe Countries.

The Town-houfe is fair, the Houfe built for the Eaft-
country Merchants is very {tately and large, but runneth
now to roine,in this I faw among other curiofities,divers
ftrange Mufical inftruments, which at prefent are not
underftood, or at leaft not made ufe of: The Heffen
houfe hath been alfo formerly confiderable. The wate
whichthey make ufe of in Brewing, is brought by an
Aquedué&t from Herentall about thirty milesdiftant from
hence ; and is conveyed into the Town bya large Chan-
nel , pecuhari}r walled in by it felf where ic pafeth the
Ditchs 3 in this City are many good Cuiltﬂj..ns of Pift-
ures both' Ancient and Modern, and excellent Mini-
atore or Limning by Geafel, one fine piece, whiu;hf
aw
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{faw was peculiarly remarkable, it being the work of
35 feveral Mafters, :

From nmtwerp , 1 pafled to Bruffels by water,chang-
ing Boats five times , and going through divers locks,by
reafon that the Country is fo much higher about Braffels,
and the water above two hundred foor lower at dntwerp,
At Fontaine a league and half from Braffels, three Rivers
crofs one anather: one of them being carried over a
bridg.  The Piazza of Bralfelsis fair. and oblongin fi-
gure; upon one of the longeft fides ftands the Town-
houfe, and overagainit it the Kings-houfe, where upon
a Scafiold bhanged with Velver, Count, Fgmond and
Horue were beheaded , the whole Piszza being hanged
with B'ackCloth, Upon tke top of the Town-houfe, fands
St Michael the Patron of the City in Brafs,Count Marfins
houfe formerly belonging to the Prince of Orange 3 hath
a fair Court,, and overlooks a good partof che City , bue
aquarter of it is ruined by Lighrning. The Thunder bole
or Stone w bich they affirm to have effedled ir, is bigger
than two Mers heads, and bangs up upon thedoor at the
eatrance. The lefuites Church is baftifome ,. and in it
the fair white Tower is beantifully gilded at the top.
The Carmelites Churchhath a noble Alrar , and near unto
the Church is the Status of a piffing boy , whichisa con-
tioual Conduir.  The Armory was well furnithed, as we
were informed, before the Governours of the low Coun-
tries fold the Arms 5 and Caffel Roderigo the Governour
lefe it very bare.  There remains the Armour of Charle
the fifth, of Duke Albert, of the Prince of Parma, Er-
neftus , and of the Duke 4’ .4/va and of the Duke 4lberts
horfe who being fhot faved his Mafter, and died the fame
day twelve month ; Spears for the hunting the wild Boar,
one with two Piftols ; The Armour of Cardinal Infan-
#e, and of an IndianKing 5 A Pelifh musket which carri-
eth
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eth (ix hundred paces ; Gharles the Fifth’s Sword for the
making the Knights of the Golden Fleece, and Henry the
Fourth’s Sword fent to declare war; Good Bucklers for
Dgfence, and fome well wrought; efpecially one with
the Battel of Pyrrbhusand his Elephants ; and Banners ta-
ken with Framcss King of Framce, at the Battel of Pae
vid.

The Pﬂ?"l{ is I_}'.{-aran:} wirh
Trees fet in order, and adorned with Grorto’s, Foun-
tains, and Water-works, which come very near the [lea:
{tan ; one picce fomewhat imitating Frafeass, in which
all Mufical Inftruments ave imitated, and a perpetual mo-
tion attempted ; and on the Front of (he Buildings ftand
the Cefarsheads, But the Eccho is moft remarkable ;
which may perfe@ly be diltinguithed to ten or twelve
Replies. . Thegreateft Church is that of St. Guduls y in
which is her Statua, the Devil ftriving to blow out the
Light of her Lanthorn. - Two Chappels thercin are re-
markable ; the one built by Leopoldus, very fair on the
outfide : the other towards the Northy hath been vifited
by five Kings ; in which is the Hoft which bled being
ftabbed by the Jews. In the Dominican Church is the
Monument of the Duke of Cleve and his Datchefs, in Gs-
rinthiambrafs. But for a New Church thar of the Bee
gemnes, or Pious Maids, is very confiderable ; there be-
ing Eight hundred of them in thisCity, who havea par-
ticular placeallotted to shem, where they have buile this
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milk white Church. The Plague was muchinthis place
at that time, three hundred Houfes being fhut up, and a
Garland placed on the doors, in the middle of which

was written I HS. I faw'the Englifb Nunnery , and o-
ther confiderable Buildings. ~And after] had refrefhed
my felf at the Fifh-Tavern, which is worth the fecing,
efpecially for two Rooms in it , furnifhed from top to
bottom with very good Piflures, I returned ro Aat-
werp.

O&ob. 4. 1 rravelled through anopen Country, and
lodged at Molin bruflé, The Spanifb Souldiers met us
upon the Road this day, fome of them well mounted and
armed, and begged of us, and were well fansfied with a
finall Benevolence. The next day we entred the Country
of Liege, and paffed greac Heaths, and on the Sixth, in
the morning, arrived at Maeflreicht,

Trajectumad Mofam, or Maeflreicht,is a ftrong Town,
feated upon the Maes, four Leagues below Lisege. The
Out-works are very confiderables the Wall is old. To-
wards the South-eaft Ivetha Hill, which arifeth gently,
and overlooks part of the Town. Under this Hill isone
of the nobleft Quarries of Stonein the World.  To fe-
curethe Town from the difadvantage it might receive
from this Hill, there was formerly a Fortbuilc upon it
but it hathbeen long fince flighted ; and they bave made
out an Horn-work within Musket-fhot of it, and the Ba-
ition anfwering to it is made very high, to cover the
Town. On the other fide of the River {tandeth Hicke,
very well fortifiedalfo, and rather ftronger than Mae-
freicht, into which they might retire if the Town fhould
be taken by Storm, itbeing united to Maeftreicht by a
handfome Bridge over the Maes, confifting of Nine Ar-
cbes.  All about Wicke the Country is flat : there are
many
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many Iohabitantsin it, and abandfome Glafs houte.,

The private Houfes of Maeflreiche are generally ecove-
red with ablack Slat, or Ardoife, otherwife not vers
beautiful, The Town-houfe is fair, feared inoneof the
Piazza’s, built of white Stone; it hath Nige large
Windowes in a row on each fide, and withip is very
well painted by Theodorus van der Schuer , who was
Painter to the Queen of Sweden.  In anocher Pjiaze
z4 is a Fountain, rows of Trees, and the great
Church. This Town was befieged and taken from the
King of Spain by the Confederate States, in the year
1632.

October the Seventh I dined at Gallup, a finall place ,
and came that night to dken, ix la Chapelle, or Aqaif-
grane, an anclent noble City, the Inhabitants Courteous,
and much frequented by reafon of its hot Baths, of
which I fhall fpeak more particularly ip my Journey
from Colen to Lomdon. Leaving Aken 1 travelled ro-
wards Fuliers or Gulick , but it being laie before we
arrived , the Gates were fhut up, fo as we went op-
ly under the Walls, leaving it on our right hand.
Near unto Gwlick runveth a fhallow fwiic River,
called the Roer, At the Mouth of it, where it fal-
leth into the Maes, is feated a confiderable Town,
called Roermonde, through which [ paffed in the yeax
1 673, when 8ir Lione! Jenkins and Sir Fofeph Wil-
ltamfon were fent Plenipotentiaries to Cologme , inour
Journey from Amfwerp to that City. We then paf-
fed the Country of Brabase, by the way of Thornhaus,
IWeert, Roermonde, and the next Night pailing by Erke-
tens , lodged at Caftro, or Cafler, in Gulickland, where
there are ftill the remains of an old Caftle, formerly
built for the Defence of that part of the Country
Roermonde is feated vpon a rifing Hill, near the River

-
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Roer , hath a Colledge of Jefuits in it, a handfome $j-
azzs, and anold Abby with divers Monuments very
ancient , founded by Gerard Earl of Gwelderland. From
this Town their Excellencies were faluted with the
Guns from their Walls, charged with Bullets, The
Spaniards in moft places firiving to exprels the higheft
of their refpedts,

From Gulick | twravelled to €ologne , where 1 arrived
O¢fober the 10th, 1%63;

RS Olen, Coln, or Colomia Agrippina , was
&/ anciently the Capital City of the #bis,

a people who were at firft poffeffed of
the Countries. now called Berg and
L84l March, but being over run by the Ger-
== ::.:'-"u mans next to them, dgrippa, Licutenant
of Gallia, received them into prote&i-

on, and placed them upon this fide of the Roman fhoar
of the Réaine, wherethey buile this place, and called it
Oppidum Ubioywm., and the Romans feating themfelves
here for the defence of the Country, in Honour of -
grippina, daughter to Germanicus, and wife to Glaudius ,
whofe Birth-place it was, gave it afterwards the Name of
Colonia Agrigping; - It isat prefent ong of the largeft, if
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not the greatelt, of any City in Germaeny, fecured to-
wards the Land by a high Wall, and two deep Trenches,
and rowards the Water by a Wall of Stone. - The Rbine
renders it delightf.l uponone fide, and divers rows of
Trees enclofe the Town towards the Land, They have
fome Que-works, asHalf-moons and Ravelins, but their
be(t fecurity is in the great number of men which they are
able to raife within themfelves. Many of the Streetsare
broad, and paved with broad flones.

It received the Chriftian Faith very early, and Ms-
#ermus was their Bifhop above 1350 years fince, who
fubferibed, amongftothers, to the Council of Arles. They
havea great number of Churches, and well endowed,
which take up a great part of the Towns The Prebends
and Canons Houfes having in many places Vineyards, and
large Gardensadjoyning. Towards the North™¢énd 6f
the Town, the Church of St, Kunibald is confiderable,
Ahe Convent of the Dominicans isfair, and newly buile,
with a Garden in the Court,and all the Chambers uniform.
The Jefuites Church is well built and ftored with rich
Copes, Altar-pieces, and other Orpaments. In the
Churchof Sr. Geresw, a Saint of great name here, marty=
red about Golen in the time -of Maximianus ,. are about a
thoufand Saints heads; and on each fide of the Altar a
large Statua, whereof one isof a Moor 5 and-uader the
Quire another Church, The Convent of the Carmslites
isalfo confiderable, wherein the Treaty of Peace was
beld with good accommodation in it, thovgh with no
fuccefs, in the year 1673.  Inthe ‘Churchof St. Urfuls
is her Tomb, and the Tombs of ‘divers of the Eleven
thoufand Virgins, martyred by the Hups. Upon the
Monument of St.#rfule is this Infeription ;

Sepnicrum Sanét e Urfiile indicio Columbe. detec ium,
Upon
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Upon many of the Tombs which are old are Croffes and
Lamps. Many Bones and Heads of the Martyrs are alfo
keptinthisChurch. The Cathedral is dedicated ¢o St.
Peter, and is very large, but not finifhed. The Body
of the Church hath four rows of Pillars within it. The
Quire is handfome and very high: behind it are believed
tobe the Tombs of thethree Wile men which cawe from
the Eaft to worfhip our Saviour, or the Kings of Arabis,
of whom it was prophefied that they fhould bring Gifis,
commonly called the three Kings of Colen : Melhior
who offered Gold , Gafper Frankincenfe, and Balthafar
Myrrhe. Their Bodies, asthe account goeth, were firft
removed to Conflantimople by Helenathe Mother of Con-
flantine the Great; then to Milan by Ewflorfins Bifhog
thereof 5 and they have now refted at Golen for above five
hundred years, being tranflated from Milan hither by
Rainoldus Bifhop of Golen, inthe year r164. Thereare
alfo divers other Monuments of Bifhops, and Nobie
Perfons in Brafs and Stone, and one in che fhape of 2
Caftle with (ix Towers.  The Canons of thisChurchare
all Noblemen; among whom the Duke of Newbnrg, who
ordinarily relides at Duffeldorff, about twenty Enplifl
milesbelowthis City, vpon the Rébime, hath two Sons.
In a Church dedicated to all the Apoftles, they fhew a
Tomb, which being opened by Thieves, intending to
plunder it, the woman buried in it arofe up and went
home, and lived with her Husband divers years after. In

one of the Streets is 2 Tower, ot rather one Tower upon

another, which feems to be ancient, now made a Prifon.
Uponanother Ruine al(o in the Streets lies a Tombemade
out of one Stone; of which fort of Tombs there are ma-
oy inthis City and other places ; but the greateft number

of them I ever faw was at Arles in Provence,
The Senate Houleis Noble, having a fair Tower upon
G if,
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it, from whence there isa good profped over the City.
Upon the Front of the Senate Houfeisa Man in Baff re-
lievo, fightingwithaLyon, who, as it was related to
me, was formerly one of the Confuls, who ‘having had a
contelt with fome Clergy-men about the Government of
the City, onafuddain they caufed a Lyon tobe let in up-
on him : upon which occalion he behaved himfelf fo well
as he delivered himfelf, and flew the Lyon,

The EleCtor or Archbifhopof Celen hath two Palaces
in the Ciry,but by agreement between him and the Town,
he 1s not to ftay here abovethree days together. Only this
prefent Archbifhop, upon the coming down of the .
perial Forces, and his lofs of Bewna, took San&uary
here in the Convent of St, Pamtalesn, where he continued
a great while. : :

The City 1s Imperial and Free, and yet it doth Ho-
mage to the Ele¢or, muchafier this Form: W free Ci-
tizens of Colen promife to the Archbifbopy tobe faithful and

favonrable unto him as long as he preferves us in Right and

Honour, apdin our ancient Priviledges, Us, our Wives,
our Children, and our €ity of Colen. Moft of the City
are of the Koman Church , and the whole Town fo fullof
Convents, Churches, Church-menand Reliques, thatit
15 not undefervedly (tyled the Rome af' Germany, The
Lutherans have alfo a Church within the Walls , and the
Calvinifls at Mulheim, half a League down the Stream on
the ocher fide of the Rhine.

Over againft Golen lieth Dz, afmall Village, inhabi-
ted chiefly by Jews.  The Veffels which come out of the
Low-Countries bither are long, round bellied, and of great
burden. Near to the Wall of the Town, upon the Quay
or Key,is a kind of Harbour made for them, into which
they may be drawn, ‘and efcape the Injuries they. would
otherwife fuffer by the Ice in Winter,

Befides the rich Clergy, thereare many wealthy Citis
zens and Merchants here, and they maintain a Traffick
and Correfpondence with divers Countries, efpecialty
by the convenience of the Rbine, They (peak not the
belt High-dutch 5 but Latin and Fremch are uvnderftood
by many : Divers Holfts in [nns fpeak Latin, and the Ser-
vants French ; whieh proves a good help unto Travellers.
It was made an Univer(ity about the year 1388, Eefides
the General Hofpirals for youngand old perfons,there are
two for the Sick, and well accommodated, They have
a Pharmacopes Colonienfis, ora Difpenfatory proper to the
place, whereby Apothecaries compound their Medicines.
I wasacquainted with one of the beft, Mr. Elburg, a
knowing and obliging perfon, who was his Majelties A-
pothecary while he refided at Colen, and whom my
honoured Friend Sir Alexander Frafer | his Majefties chicf
Phyfician, made ufe of, who lived in great reputation in
this City.

Two hundred years fince e/Eneas Sylvius left an high
expreflion concerning this place, Colonii que de conjuge
Claudii matre Neronis, Agrippina difta eff, & trium
Magorum offibus thuflrara, nibil magnificentinsy nibil orna-
tius 5 tota Europd reperias: which though, if frictlv
conltrued, will hardly be admitted by any who hath be-
held Paris, Naples, Venice, &c.yet doth it declare the no-
blenefsof this City, evenin former times,

‘We left Colen about four a Clock inthe Afternoon, be-
ingdrawn up the Stream with Horfes, they being made
faft by d very long Rope to the ‘Maft; we lodged in a
fmall Village, 'having had a good profpe& of Golen all
this Evening from off the water. * Near to this Place Fs-
Jsas Ceefar made his Bridge over the Rbine, The next
day we came to Bon, the Seat of the prefent Archbifhop
and Ele&or-of Colen, | Maximiliapus Hewricus, Duke of
73: ) G2 Bavaria,
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Bawaria, Bifhop of Hild fbeim and Liege, and Arch-
Chancellor of the Empire througho ot iraly. This place
was formerly called Bonna, or Caftra Bonnenfia, the win-
tering place, in the time of Tasitas, of the fixth Legion,
It was not long fince very well fortified by the order of
the prefent Archbifhop, and the dire&ion of Colonel Bé-
fer, a blind man, having Gararaéfs in both his eyes. The
Archbifhops Palace is very Noble ; and thereis a Cham-
ber feated a good way into the Rbine, 1o which they pafs
chorow a Gallery.  This Night we lodged at the foot of
the highelt of the feven Hills by the Rbfne , which are
feen at a great diftance; and upon divers of them ftand
old ruined Caftles. On the 1g2h we paffed by a pleafant
ifland witha Convent init: at Remagen is allo a Cone
vent upona Rock, fortified wich round Towers.  Inthe
Evening we lodged near to a Caftle, ruined four years’
before by the Ele&orsof Triers and €olen, it belongingat
that time to the Dukeof Lerrais. Onthe 16¢p early in
the Morning we came (0 dndernach, where the plague
was very muchat that timey and they kept a great many
of their fick in Boats upon the Rbise.

Andernach, of old Amtenacnm, was one of the Romarn
Forereffes.  Upon this River, fome think that Galiguls
was born, and that Valentinian was buried hereabouts,
Near unto this place are alfo Mineral Springs , well fre-
quented,and much made ufe of. The Town is encompafied
with an old Wall; and the Gates were thutup by reafon
of the Plague = Notwithftanding,there being divers Fri-
ers in our company, feveral of the Towns-men fent aut
difhes of Meat to them, which wee€at in the Field upon
Trees which were Jaid along near the Towns « This day
the paffage by water feeming tedious to us,Mr, Mwiffrosh,
aworthy German Gentleman, with whom 1 travelled as
far as 8pire, was willing we dhould hite a Coach toE:-

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ther, which wedid, and invited the Friers with whom

- we had breakfafted, to go along withus in it to Coblent=,

We pafled through a very pleafunt Country, berween

rows of Walnut-trees, in fight of two of the Eleélor of

Triers Houfes,and near to a Houfe belon

de Wert.

We paffed the Mofels over a handfome Stone-bridge of P
thirteen Arches, buile by Archbifhop Baldws, or Baldus-
##s, inthe year 1344, and coming into the Town, we
went to the Dominican Convent , which is pleafantly
feated near the Banks of che River Mofells ; but the Pri-
or of the Convent, ‘whom we had brought with us , was
foobliging, that he would not part with us that night 3
and we were very civilly entertained by him in his Lodg-
ings : He invited alfo fome of the Convent to bear us
company ; andafter a handfome Supper, with plenty of
excellent Mofelle wine, we went to bed between two
Feather-beds,

Goblentz, or Confluentis, is a Town of a Triangular
Figure, feated at the meeting of two great Rivers, the
Rbine and the Mofells, which make two fides thereof,
and the third is made by a Line drawn from one River to
theother ; which is now well fortified after the moft re-
gular Modern way., The Wall within thefe Works had
many old high Towers ; and formerly there was another
ftili nearer to the uniting of the Rivers,and confequent-
ly containing a lefs fpace of ground,  This Town is un-
der the EleCtor and Archbifthop of Triers, Carolus Cafpar, ahl
of the Noble Family of the Leyew, Arch-Chancellour il
for the Empire in Gallis Belgica, and the Kingdom of i
Arles, It was giventothe Church of Triers when Me-
doaldus was Archbifhop above a thoufand years fince, in
the timeof King Dagebert. The Situation is pleafant IR
and convenient, andlieth over againft the Caftle of Hes- 8

manfein, '

ging to (ke Colnt
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ma;ﬁf:'ﬂ, or Ebrenf:rei{{hfn, that is, The Stone qf far
extended Honowr 5 at the foot of which Caftle, upon the
fhoar of the Rhine, under a great Rock, flands a very
Noble Palace of the Eleftors, two large Wings and the
Frone with five Pavilions ftanding towards the River,and
from it a long Bridge of Boats over the Rhine to GCob-
lemtz: whenany great Veflel pafleth by, they let flip
three Boats, whercby the paffage lieth open, and make
them faft again afterwards. Inthe German wars the Spa-
siards thruft ina Garrifoninio this Town ; which was af-
terwards beaten out by the Rhinegrave for the King of
Sweden; and the firong Caftle of Ethrentreitfleinbeing
put into the hands of the Fresch, the Emperours For=
ces feized vpon the Archbifhop of Triers, who then
» was Philippus Chriftophorns 3 and carried him ‘away to
Vienna,

In plaees where theRbine runneth througha low Couns
try anda fat Soyl, it wafhethaway the Banks: to fecure
which, indivers places they have made great Works of
Wood , and alfo to fecure Veflels from the danger of the
Ice. AndIremember, ridingnear the Banks of the Ri-
ver Loire in France, 1obferved them in fome places to
be handfomly defended for a long way together with Free-
ftone.

Near unto Coblentz, upona Hill, isa Conventof Car-
thufians. OdFober the 17th we wentup the Rhbimeto Bop-
part, awalled Town, upon the weftern bank, where Van
Trump was at that time : Itis avery old Town, one of
the Koman Fortrefles againft, the Germans, called anci-
ently Bodobriga; fome would have it called Boppors from
Beanport , Fair-kaven, or Bompert, a good conveniént
place for Veflels to retire into, or to ride in.

On the 1825 we dined at St. Guer, a pleafant Town
belonging to the Landtgrave of Hefle, who hith a Caftle
here,
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here. Coming on'fhoar we met with an odd cuffome :
for upon the Wall fide thereisfafined a Collar of Brafs
at prefent, butr was formerly of Lead, and given by
Charles the Fifth ; into chis moft Strangers that come put
their Necks, at which time they ask them, Whether they
will be (prinkled with water, or drink wine? and if they
choofe the latter, they givean entertainment of wine to
the Company, The Queen of Sweden pafling by this
place, gave a great Silver Cup, outof which they now
drink at this Ceremony. Welodged this nighr at Wefe!,
a Town fituated between a high Hill and the River,
belonging to the Archbithop of Triers. Here in the
Market-place they fhew us the print of St, Huberts Hor-
fes foot in a Free-{tone.

On the 19£h we came 10 Baccharach, ov ad Bacchi aras
belonging:to the Ele&or Palatine;a place famous fcr- EX-
cellent Wines, We pafitd by an old Caftle feated upon
a Rock in the middle of the Rhize, being of anirregular
figure, called Pfalts , where formerly the Prince Pals-
tines of the Rhine were born, the Princefles being fent
hither to be brought to Bed, We came this night to
" Dreickfbanfen 5 the next day we went by a dangerous Paf-
fage, there being many Rocks under water, which caufe
the River to run very rapid and vpequally. A little a-
bove this we came to a round Tower, on a Rock in the
Rbine, called the Mosfe-tower, built by Hatto Archbi-
fhop of Mentz,inthe year 9co. who,asthe Story goeth,
in atime of great Scarcity,pretending to relieve the poor
who wanted bread, invited them together into a Barn,
where he burnt them all, faying, They were like the Rass
and e Mice which wonld devonr the Corn.  After which he
was fo perfecuted with Rats and Mice, that to avoid them
he caufed this Tower to be built in the middle of the
Rhkine, whichdid net avail him, for they followed him
thither
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thither alfo, and at laft devoured him. A little above
this lieth Bing upon the Weltern thoar; a confiderable
Town, belonging to the Ele&or of Mentz: here our
Boat ftayed to pay Cuftome, as it had done alfo at Bonna,
Liutz, Hammer(tein, dndernech, Coblentz, Lodefbeim.,
Bopport, St. Gower, Guby and Baccharach.  For the trade
of the Rhinebeinggreat, Princes and Lords, who have
Towns upon it, make ufe of thar advantage,which,though
it abateth the gains of the Merchant, bringsconfiderable
profit to themfelves.

Bing, or Bingium, was an old Reman Fortre(s upon
the Rbine, where the River Nawvws or Naw entreth into
it; over which latter there is a handfome Stone-bridge :
In this Town were many of the Duke of Lorrain’'s Army
fick and wounded, who three weeks before had main-
tained a fight againft the Forces of the Ele&or Palatine,
near this place.  From Bimg we continued our Journey
to Mentz: at Rudefbeimin Rhbinegaw, a place noted for
good Wine, they (bewed usa Boy, whofe hair was thick
and woolly, like to the 4frican Moors, but of a fine
white colour, which being fomewhar an odd fight,l rook
away fome of his bair withme.

eMentz, Moguntia, Moguntiacum, and by the Fremch
Mayence, is feated over again(t the Confluence of the Ri-
ver Main, with the Rbime, or rather a little below it; in
a fertile Country, abounding in all Provifions and good
Wine; itliethat length, and is moft extended towards
the Rivers and that partexcelleth the other towards the
Land, which is not fo populous or well-buile: It is a
ftrong place, and well guarded ; it hath many Churches
and Monalteries, and fome fair Buildings, efpecially thofe
of publick concern, as the Palace of thie Eleftor, ard o-
thers : Bue the narrownefs of the Streers, and many old
Houles, take away much from the beauty of the. City.
It
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It is an Univerfity, begun about the year 1436, or as o-
thers will have it r461.  This place alfo challengeth the
Invention of Printing, or atleaft che firft promorion or
perfe@ion thereof: And rhe Territory about it is famous
for the deftruction of the Romsan Legions under Varas, by
the Germsans, Guftaphus Adolphus, King of Sweden, was
wondecfully pleafed upon che taking of this City, 163r.
entring 1nto it in State upon the 1 42h of December. it be

ing his Birth-day, which began the 382k year of his life,
and kept his Court and Chriffmas here; where at one
time there were with him (ix chief Princes of the Empire,
twelve Ambalfadours of Kings, States, Ele@ors, and
Princes ; befides Dukesand Lords, and the Martial men
of hisown Army. At the taking of the Town,they found
great ftore of Ordnanceand Powder ; and the City. re-
deemed it {elf from Pillage by giving the Hinga Ranlome
of Eighty thoufand Dollars ; and the Clergy and Jews
gave Two and twenty thoufand more , of which the Jews
paid Eighteen thoufand; Archbithop Wambold faving
himfelF upon the Rhbine,and retiring to €olen.  The Hing
caufed alfo two great Bridges to be made, one over the
Main, founded up'mﬁﬁteng eat flac bottom’d Boars,
the reft being buile upon great Piles of Wood : - Another
over the Rhime fupported by fixey one grear flat Boats ,
eachlying the diftance of an Arch from one another 3 and
many Families of people living fometimes in the Boats un-
der the Bridge. The Bridge over the Muin is taken a-
way ; butthatover the Rbine is fil] continued : Upon
which [ faw the prefent Eletor pafling .in his Coach;
a Perfon of great Gravity, of a middle Stature, havipg
long grey Hair, and iwas. very Princely attended s his
Name Foannes Philippus of the Noble Family of Schoen-
burg,Ele@torand Archbifhop of Mentz, Bifhop of Wurtz-
burg, and Bithop of Worms , Arch-Chancellour of the

H Empiie
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Emplre for all Germany; the firlt of the Eleéforal €olledges
in all publick Conventions he fitsat the right hand of the
Emperour, and isa Succeflovr of the famous E,ﬁﬂfﬁ#;f,
an Englifp wan, Bithop of Mentz, who fo much promo-
ted the Chriltian Religfon in thefe parte.  But thongh his
Dignity and Place excelleth the two other Ecclefialtical
Ele&ors of Colemand Triers, yet his Territories come
fhort 5 and they lye not together, but fcattering'y with
thole of the Palatinate, Spier, Franckfort, and divers
p'acesin Franconia. But of late he hath much encrealed
his Power, by feizing the great City of Erfards in
Turingia,which he hath (ince much beaurified and {trength-
ned by a Citadel builc upon St. Peters hill,

From Mentz | pafled by water up the River Main, to
Franckfort, a free City of the Empire,. called TrajeiZums
Franconum, a Paffage or Ford of the Framks, as ferving
them for a Retreat, when they entred or returned from
Gaul; at prefent Franckford upon the Main | to differ-
enceit from Franckford upon the River Oder, whichisan
Univerfity r It isalarge Town, divided into two parts
by the River; the leffer called Saxonbaufen , or Saxon-
honfes, united to the other by a Stone-bridge over the
eMain, of twelveor thirteen Arches. It is a place of
good Trade, and well feated for it, as baving the ad-
vantage of the River Main, which paffeth by Bamberg,
Schweinfurt, Wartzburg , Guemund, or Gaudia mundi s
and alfo the Tauber, and other Rivers running into i, af-
fordeth conveniency for Commerce with the remoter
parts of Francomia;and the Main running intothe Rbine,
makes a large communication both up and down that
Stream.

Bue this placeis moft remarkable for. the Ele&ion of
the Emperour, which, by the Laws of the Golden Bull,,
fhould be in this City, as alfe for two great Marts or

Fairs
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Fairs keptin March and September; at which times there
15 an extraordinary concourfe of people from remote
parts, inordertobuyingand felling of feveral Commo-
dities, efpecially for Books, as well printed bere as in
ether parts, whereof they afford two Catalogues every
year, and have no finall dealings that way, by the Fa-
Qorsof the Germansy, Hollanders, ltalians, French, and
Eunglifb : although at other times their trading in Books
feems not great ; for when I was there out of the time of
the Mart, the Stationers Shops being thutup, made but a
dull thow, Herearealfoagreac number of good Horfes
bought and fold : and on the North-fide of the City there
is a (pacious place fora Horfe-Fair, The City is {trong
and wel] fortified ; and moft parc of the Town are Lwthe-
rans. Inthe German wars, the King of Sweden baving
taken Hanaw, fent a Meflenger to Franckfort “to know
whether the City would peaceably and fpeedily fetopen
their Gates unto him, and accept fairly of a Garrifon, or
ftand to rhe hazard of a Siege : And although they were
unwilling to yield, yet for fear of the worft, they con-
fented, That the King fhould have free paflfage for his
Army through the City ; and that for the berter affurance
of it, fix hundred of his men fhould be received for a
Garrifon into Saxonbaufen ; and alfo that the Magiftrates
and People fhould take an Qath unto his Majefty. So that
upon the 1 7¢h of November, 1631. the King's Army pal-
fed throvgh Saxonhasfen over the Bridge , quite through
the Town. Colonel Vitzthumb was left Governour in
Saxonbaufen ; and the King himfelf rode bare-headed
through the Streets : and by his obliging behaviour did
generally win the affe&ions of the beholders ; and three
days after returned thither again with the Landsgrave of
He[Jen-caffell, and the Landtgrave of He[len- Darmflads
where they wet the Seventeen Earls of the Wetzeraw, }I?‘E‘
' H 2 €=
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Vetersvia, and were feafted inthe fame vYoom where the
Emperours at their Coronation ufe to be entertaip-
ed.

In Saxonbanufen there is a Houfe anciently belonging
unto the Knights of the Tewtonick Order, whichhath the
priviledge of a San&uary for Man-flayers and Bankrupts ;
but it 1s a {ecurity but for fourteendays. Upon this fide
there is the largeit portion of Land belonging to Framck-
fort 5 onthe other fide very little. y

This being a trading place, it 1sno wonder that there
are fo many Jews in it ; for a diftin@tion they wear great
Rufs, their Sons Bonnets, and cheir Wives a peculiar
drefs of their Head.

The Collegiate Church of St, Bartholomew , where ma-
ny of the Emperours have been crowned, is large, hath
a high Steeple, andis built of a red flone.. There are
divers handfome Fountains inthe Town, and good Hou-
fes; inone of the beft of which liveth- Monfieur Pierre
WNeufville, a great Merchapt, anda civil worthy pexfon,
well known in moft places of Commerce ; who obliged
me with Letters to Fenice, and other places. :

Exom Franckfort 1 continued my Journey through the
Bergftraes, pafling by Darmpfladz, which belongs to one
of the Brothers of the Houfeof He([Jen,commonly known
by the name of the Lendtgrave of He[len Darmfladt 5 and
afterwards throvgh a fruitful plain Country, in the fight
of Hills, and fometimes near them : the whole Count
planted with Wallnut-trees, Vines, Corn, and in fome
places with Tobacco; till I arrived at Heidelberg.

Fhere being wars at that tine w hen I was in this Coun-
try, between the Ele@Gor Palatineand the Duke of Lo-
rain: The Ele@or refided for the moit part at Franker-
dale, to be near his Forces,

Heidelberg 1s {eated om the South-fide of the River
Necear, between it anda ridge of high Hills, fo as it
cannot well admit of amodern Fortification, or hope to
be extraordipary firong, asbeing over-looked by the ad-
jacent Mountains: It lieth molt ar length from Eaft to
Weft: Ithath beenan Univerfity fince the year 1346.
at which time it was begun by Rupertus, Count Palatine,
and at prefent is much frequented.  In the great Church

“was kept the famous Library, which, after that the Spa-
miards had 1aken this Town 1620. was carried to Rome g
and added 1o the Vatican , where | faw it inthe year 1664.
being placed uponone fide of a very lorg Gallery -be-
longing to the Vatican Library 5 and the Duke of #rbin’s
Library placed on the otherfide, over-againft it: both

which made a notable addition tothe Papal Library. In-

this Church and the Church alfcof St, Peter, are divers

Monuments of Princes of the Palezine. Family, and of

Learned and Fawous Men.  The French bave a Church
here, and the prefent Eleflor isof the Order of the Holy
Ghoft ; and his Scn a Marefchal of Framee: and good
Freuschand High-dsteh ave both generally fpoken bere.
Th e Lutherans have alfo a Church in this Town , by the
favous
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favour of the prefent Ele&or ; although he himfelf be a
Calvinifl :and to exprefs his generous kindnefs the higher
inthis point , the firlt Srone waslaid by himfelf and his
Son; and it is called the Gharch of Providence, according
tothe Ele&or’'sMotto, Dominus Providebit.

Upon the Town-houfe is a Clock wirh divers Moti-
ons, and when the Clock firikes, the figure of an Old
man pulls off his har, a Cock crows, and fhakes his
wings , Souldiers fight with one another ; and the like.
The Prince's Stables for above a hundred Horfes are feat-
ed upon the River very convenicotly, but were fairer
f{}rn*.t'r.'}r, above half thereof baving been ruined by the
Imperialifts; asalfo divers of the Statues on the our-
fide of the Caftle,' which is feated high above the
Town, -

The prefent Ele®or is Carolus Ludovicus ; Son to the
King of Bohemia, Frederick the Fifth; he was born in
the year 1617, and paffed his Youth an Exile from his
Fathers Kingdom and Electorate : and at the pacification
at Prague 1635. he wasexcluded from any reftitution to
be made to him.  Bur atlength, in the Treaty of Mus-

While [ was at Hesdelbergy two Englifb men came kind-
ly tome, Mr. Viéllers, and Timothy Middleton, "belonging
to Lobensfelds Cloifter, a Conventformerly of the Jefu-
its, but {incelet our to about an hundred Esgiifh, who
left their Country 1661. came up the Rhine, and by the
permiffion of the Eledtor, fetled themfelves a few miles
from hence, living altogether, men, women, and chil-
dren, in one Houfe; and having a community of many
things: They are of a peculiar Religion, calling them-
felves Chriftian Jews 35 and one Mr. Poole , formerly li-
ving at Norwich, is their Head. © They cut not their
Beards, and obferve many other Ceremonies and Daties,
which they either think themfelves obliged to from fome
Expreflions in the Old Teftament,or from fome New Ex-

ofirion of their Leaders,

From Heidelbers | madean excurfion, and had a fight
of Spire, feated ina Plain, on the Weft:fide of the Rbine;
a place of Antiquity, conceived to be #rbs Nemetum of
old ; alarge placeand populous. © The King of Sweden
in the German wars demolifhed the Works abonuit, not
willing to fpare fo great a number of his Souldiers as
was required to Garrifon it, and make it good.  Iris an
Epifcopal See under the Archbifhop of Menez : there
are many fair Houfes init, divers Churches, and a fair
Gathedral, wich four large Towers, — The Komsanills, the
Lutherans, and Calvinifs preachinit at deveral hours.
Tt is the more popalous, and filled with people of good
quality, byreafonof the concourleof perfans from o=
ther parts of Germany, for ‘the decifion of Law Suits:

For here the Imperial Ghamber is held,” and many differs
ences
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ences which arife in the Empire are determined, and the
Ele&orsand other Princes, in fonse tryalsat Law, may
be called hither. It is a fettled Court, which Maximsi-
lran the Firft, for the better eafe of a]l perfons, placed
firlt at Worms, and not longafter it was fixed 2t § ire |
from whence it cannot be now removed, but by the con-
fenc of all the Eftates.  Things Cognoftible in this Court
are determined by an Imperial Judge, and fealed with the
Emperours Arms, fo chat there lieth no appeal uato the
Emperour,

Another day I went to Manbeim, formerly a Village,
feated at the Confluence of the Rbine and Neccar : but
walledabout by the Ele®or Frederick the Fourth , and
fince is much encrealed 3 all the Screets being large and
wniform, and a Noble Citadel built ; within which,over-
againft the Gate, the Ele&or defigns a Palace, the Model
of whichIfaw : and at prefent, onthe right hand, there
are three Pavilions of Lodgings: in one of which lodgeth
the Ele&or Palatine; in another the Prince his Son; and
in the third the Princefs his Daughter : behind thele there
is a handf{ome Garden and Lodgings for Degen Felderen,
the (}Emrfnrﬂ: Miftrefs, Here are fome goed Piltures,
as a Head of Hans Holben, and a Landskip with the Sto-
ry of the Union of the Swiffers. The Bridge over the
Moat of the Citadel into the Town, isalfp remarkable, as
having fix Draw-bridges upon it, three oreat ones, and
three fmall ones on thefide.  There are Palifado’s all a-
long the bottom, in the middle of the Ditch, and with-
out upon the Efplanade,

FromHeidelberg 1 travelled to Nurmberg in the Compa-
ny of Captain Wiagesfeyl, who had been in the Polifh and
Hungarian wars, and was employed a little before in
blowing up the Caftle of Lawnfleys, belonging to the E-
leGor Pulatine, 1o prevent its furprifal by the Duke of

[

Lorrain.
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Lorrain. He was then employed to raiféea Company at
Nurnberg, for the Service of the Ele&or Palatine. 1 had
a good advantage inmy Journey by his Company ; for he
travelled with Authority, and was a generous, knowing,
and courteous perfon.

The firft day we travelled near to the Necear, in ftony
androcky way ; and it being dark before we came to
Mofpach, the Peafants conduéied us from Village to Vil-
lage with bundles of lighted Straw.

The next day we came to Poxberg , where there is an
oid Caltle, and inthe afternoon rcached Morkenthal, ox
Mergetheim, the Seatof the Grand Mafter of the Herrbs
Deutchern, or the Testonick Order. The Town is well-
built, hath a fair Piszza, witha large Fountain in it, and
a Statue of one of the Grand Mafters,witha long Corridere
from bis Palace.  This Order hath been of great Fame,
and hath had large Pofltflions, as may be feen in the exaét
Account of the Teutonick Knights of Praffia, made out
from the beft Authers, by my worthy - honoured Friend
Mr. Afbmiole, in his Noble Defeription of the Order of
the Garter ; andas Lews du May , Counfellor unto the
Duke of Wirtenberg, hath {etic down, For the Knights
Templars and of St. John, having fought profperonfly againft
the Infidels,raifed an Emulation in fome German Gentlemen,
who waited wpon the Emperowr Frederick the Firfh, in his
Expeditionto the Holy Land, #o take the Croifado, And
becanfe they were inflalled in the Church and Hofpitalof $t.
Mary a2 Jerufalem, they were called Marianites. Their
Order differed nothing from thofe above-meutioned, but in
t0¢ form and colowr of their Croff, andwasapproved by Pope
Celeltin the Third. Afterwards when Jerufalem was 14
ken by Saladin, thofe Knights betook themfelues to Prole-
mais, from whence the Emperour Frederick the Second fent
shem back into Germany, and employed them d.g.tfq;/;ﬁ:
Pruffians
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Pruflians and Livonians, who at that time were fill Pa-
gans.  But by the Valowr and Picty of thofe Knights , their
Sonls were brought into fubjection to Chrift, and their Bo-
dies to the Order which began that war in the year 122c¢,
a little while after thefe Knights found themfelves « Ma-
Sersof aCountry of very large Extent, which obeyed the
Order, till the year 1222, at which time Sigifond, King
of Poland, gave the inveftitureof Piufliawnto A beit May-
guif§ of Brandenburg. Inthe year 1563. the Grear e a-
fber became Secular again, and took a part of the Lands [ub-
jeck to-the Order, with the mame of Duke of Curland, And
Livonia having been the Subje@ and Theatre of many wars
between the Polanders, Mufcovites, and Swedes 3 thefe laff
did at length become Maflers of it, and have it in poffeffion
flill.  Sothat there is no more remaining of the Teutonick
Order, but fome Commanderies fcattered beve andthere in
Germany. dwdthe Great Mafler hath his Seat and Refi-
dence at Mergenthal.

They wear ona white Mantlea plainblack Crofs. The
Dignity of Grand Mafter is generally held by fome Great
and Honorable Perfony and in the Greae Affembly he (a-
keth place of all Bithops. The prefent is the Baron of Ams-
7ing ; and the Grand Malier before him was Leopold Wil-
liam, only Brother to the Ewperor Ferdinand the
Third.

From hence we travelled to Leuterbachnear which we
paffed through a Wood, and founda Noble Church vp-
on the top of a high Hill, which being wuch frequented
by Pilgrims, they have made handfome f{tone Stairs from
the bottom to the top : thento Rotenburg, and lodged at
Burgperner, and the next day by Schantzbach we came
to Nurenberg. Rotenbwrg is an Imperial City, which
fome have likened unto Ferufalem for its Situation upon

hilly places,and many Turrets in }t. Itis Sitvated near
: 2 the
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the head of the River Tauber, which may be accounted
the lecond River of Franconia,pafling by Rettingen, Lap.
den, and Werthaim, where it runneth into the Main,
Nurenberg is the fairet City that I faw in Germany ;
the Houfes moft of them of Free-ftone, very high s and
divers of them painted on the outfide, and adorned with
gilded Balls on the top ; many are of fix or feven Stories
high.  Der Herr Peller bhath one of the faireft. The
City is very populous and full of Trade, although it
ftands in a barren Country, and wants a Navigable River,
The three beft Churches are the Hofpital Church, lately
built very fair ; St, Laurence, which is very large, with
two high Steeplesin the Front ; and St. Sebald the belt of
the three.  The Body of St. Sebald being laid upon a
Cart drawn with Oxen, in that p'ace where the Ogen
ftood ftill,they buried the Body, and ereéted this Church
i his memory.  Inthis Church isa Crucifix of Wood ,
very well carved, and efteemed at a highrate, The Crue
cifix without the Church is very great, and of a black
colour : and fome fancy that the Rabs Herrm , or Magi-
ftrates of the Town, haverepofited a Treafure within ir,
The Pulpit is well carved and gilded, and the whole
Church fo flacely, that it may pafs in the firft rank of
Lutheran Churches; that Religion being here pra&ifed
i itsfplendour,  The Prieft every morning reads the
Scripture to the people for half anhour, or preacheth a
Sermon. The Town-houfe is well worth the feeing : In
it the Hall is fpacious, asa!fo the Chambers, and furnifh.
ed with good Pictures, and Stones well gilded and pain-
ted with white and gold, greenand gold, dark coloured
and gold,and the like, There isone Pidure of moft of
the Great Perfons in Germany entertained in the Gredt
Hall; another of the three Brothers ‘of Suxvay: one
of an'Elephant as big as the life; ' a piece of St, Fohmand
St.
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St. Mark, and another of St. Peterand St, Paul, both by
Albert Durer : but the molt rare piece is that of _ddam
and Evey by the fame Malter, with this Infeription .

Albertus Durer Almang facicbat poff Virginis'partum,15c7.

Another excellent one is that of St. Luke drawing the
Pifture of our Saviour and the bleffed Virgin,  Over
the Gateat theentrance of the Shambles is a large Oxe
carved in Wood, and painted over, with this Infcrips
tion:

Ominia habent ortus [nague tncrementa, [ed ecce
Quem cernis, nwnquam Bos fuit bic, Vitulus.

The Caftle ftandeth upen a high Hill, from whence the
Townmakes a handfome fhow : In it are obfervable a
very deep well, the Emperors Chappel, his Picture, and
the Pi&tures of the Ele&ors ; good Night pieces 5 and one
of a man behind a white Curtain tran{parent, very well
exprefled. The Armour of Hebbele van Gailinghen the
great Sorcererisherefhown ; and in the Wall of che Ca-
ftle themarks of his Horfes feer, ‘when he leaped from
thence over the Town-dstch,

The new Fountain was not then finifhed 5 but the Sta-
tua’s in Braf's made for it were excellent 5 the Sea-Horfes
large, the Sea-Nymphs much bigger than the life ;3 and
Neptune, who was to ftand on the top, is above three
yardsand a half high. 'When I came firft into this place,
I was not a little furprized to behold the fairnefs of the
Hcufes, handfome Sreets, different Habits, induftrious
People, and peatnefs in all things, more than 1 had ob-
ferved in Germian Cities before ; and no place hath grea s
ter number of curious Artificers in Steel, Brals, Ivory,
Wood,
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Wood, wherein they work at an extraordinary cheap
rate ; and there are Officers to infpec and enquire into
the works of Artificers, that they be true, perfe&, and
without fraud : they make ftrong and handfome Clock-
work. The King of Poland prefented the Grand Signi-
or witha very noble Cleck, who took fo much delighe
in it, that when it required {fome mending (the Turks bes
1ng ignorant in Clock-work) he fent it from Adriamople as
far as Nurenburg, 1o be fet in order again,

Gaflavus Adolphus, King of Sweden, was more magnifi-
cently received and enterrained in this City, than in
any other of Germany; which (o incenfed Ii'hfﬁfﬂﬂ:}#,that
he afierwards encamped before their Town, and did great
fpoil upon their Tevritories: But the King of Swedes
marched thicher towards their Relief, and from thence
towards Lutzen, where in a bloody Battel he loft bis
life.

The River Pegnitz runneth through Nurnberg, and
hath divers Stone Bridgesoveric; and below the Town,
joyning with the River Rednitz, runneth into the River
eMain at Bamberg 5 and the Main runs at laft into the
Rhine, The Reduitz arifech ac Weiffenberg, and is pot
far from the River 4ltmul, which runne:h into the Da-
wube, towards Regenfburg, Upon this eonvenience,
Charles the Great defigned to make a Communication of
paffage between the Danwbe and the Rhine ; and wade a
Camale thirty paces broad between the Rednitz and the
Altmul, 1o joyn thofe Streams for the commodity of Paf-
fage by Boat ; butafter he had proceeded two German
miles inthis work, Boggs, Rains, and his warlike Di=
verfions made him give over that noble Defign , whereby
there might have beena Commerce by water , from the
Low-Countries. 1o Vienna, and even unto the Euxine
Sea.

The
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The Romasn Lieutenantin [Vero’s time, had a defire t&
unite the River Soame and the Mofella; and to make 3-

paffage between the Mediterraneanand the German Oce-
an 3 having beenat the mouth of the Mofella by Coblentz,
and paffed from' Chaslon vpon the folt and nob'e River
Avraris or Seane unto Lyon, I cannot but chink thefe ve-
ry goodly Streams, and fit for fuch a purpoft, The
prefent King of France hath a defign to unite the River
Aude withthe Garonne, and fo to bave a paffage by Boat
from the Mediterranean Sea by Tholoufe and Bowrdeanx
into the Ocean. When [ travelled inthofe parts, view-
ing the Country well, I thought it would be a difficuls
work, and fo it proveth : but the King hath proceeded
already very far therein.

About four Leagues from Nurnberg lyeth 4ltdorff, be-
longing unto it, made an Univerfity in the year 1623,con=
taining, when I was there, about 150 Scholars. The
Phyfick Garden is handfome, and well Rocked with
Plants, to the numberof two thoufand.  Dr. Hoffiman

the Botanick and dnatomick Profeffosr , thew’d me many

of the moft rareof them; and prefented me with divers,
The Amatomy School is notlarge;yet the only one in thofe
parts of Germany : And they have divers Curiofities pre

ferved in it, as the Skeleton of a Hart, of a Horfe, of @

Man, of a Bear bigger thana Horfe: And fome Pi&ures,.
a5 one ofa Nfﬂj‘ufﬂ,and another of ﬂ,{pﬁ_‘! which 'Ehf‘_'f
take to be Ancient. Dr. Wagenfeyl, Profeflfour of Law
and Hiftory, brother to Caprain Wagenfeyl, who travel-
led with me from Heidelberg, invited us to lodge at his
Houfe, and fhew’d me his Library , and all his Rarities
and Coyns, whereof he hatha good Colle&ion, having
fived in moft places of Enrgpe, and fpeaks many Lan-
guages well ; he gave mea piece of the firlt mony that
wvascoined in 'Germany, In the Univer(icy Library L
faw
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faw a fair Hortus Egfletenfis, and Youngerman's Colle-
&ion of Plants by his own hand.

At Nwrnbers I met with the Sonand the Secretary to
the Holland Ambaflador in Turky, who had travelled hi-
ther over-land from Gonflantinople , in their return into
the Low-Countries, travelling in Greek Habits,

From hence 1 went to Newmarke, a good Town in the
upper Palatinate belonging to the Duke of Bavaria, and
the next day through Heinmaw, fubjeé to the Duke of
Newburg,to Regensburg.

Ratifbona, Regenfourg, dugnfta Tiberii,Colonia Quarta-
norum, the chief place of the Koman Forces in this limit
of the Empire, where the fourth Itelick Legion had a
conftant ftation ; was made a Colony by Tiberisns in the
year, as fome conceive, of the Paflion of our Saviour.
It was much augmented and adorned by the Emperour
Arnulphus, who had a great affection for this place, fo
pleafantly feated, and in a good Country. Here the
River Regentruns into the Danube 5 from whence it was
called Regenfburg. - There are two.Bridges, one of wood
below the Town, and another Bridge of f{tone of
about fifreen Arches ; which is the fairelt ftone Bridge o-
ver the Danube. It is an Imperial City, but not with,
out fome acknowledgment;to.the Duke of Bavaria: And
although itbe ftrongly fortified, yet it was takenby the
Swedes inthe German wars.  There are many fair build-
ings in it, both privateand publick; and though 1 am
not able to confirm what fome report, that there as many
Churchesand Chappels in this City, as there are dayes in
the yearsyet are there many fair Churchesand Convents +
As the Cathedral of St. Peser, intheSouth-fide of which
is the Pi&ure of St.Peter ina fhip; and on the North a-
other of the Apoftles ficft, Miflion. Ip the Piazza ftands
a neat little Church, the: Convent.of St Paul,, founded

by
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by St. Polfgangus Bifhop of this place, the Convent of
St. Emerammus Bifhop of Ratifbone, aSaint of great Ve-
neration here, though but of little mention or name in o-
ther parts.  The name of Albertus Magnus,Bifhop of this
place, hathalfo added unto the Fame of Regenfburg.

Buc that which chiefly promoteth its luftre, is the
General Diet or Parliamenr, whichis often held in this
City, and isnot to be called inany part out of Germany;
and the place isnot unfit for the accommodation of fuch
anoble Convention, as arethe Eftates of Germany. The
Vice-Marfhal taketh care to provide Lodgings refpe-
Gively to their perfons, and feeth that all things be
brought hither, and ar a juft price; that the Hall or
Place of Affembly be furnifhed and adorped futably to
the dignity of the Perfons convened, and hath an efpeci-
al eyeand regard towards the Publick fafery. By this
Convention the great Concerns of Germany are much
fecured, and their peace and quiet Eftablithed, Wherein
Germany feems to have a better advantage than lraly ; For
ftaly being likewife divided into many Dominions and
Principalities, hath no Common Diet or Grear Council ,
whereby to proceed for their Publick fafery: Which
makes them oftenfo divided in their common Concerns
in times of Danger, and when they moft need a joynt
Combination.

I entred the notable River Danwbigs at this place,
which hath already runa good courfe, and paffed by ma-
ny fair Towns or Cities ; as the large City of #/me in
Swabenland, where it beginneth to be Navigable ; asalfo
Donawert, Newbwrg, and Ingolftads, and hath already
received the confiderable River of Licws or Leck, where-
by the Commodities of that great Trading City of Auz -
burg are brought intoit.  When I firft embarked at ﬁ--
genfburg, I thought I might have taken leave of the Da-

ot K nule
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nubenot far below Viewna, butan opportunity made me
fee this great Stream beyond Belgrade , as| have declared
in another Account of my Travels.

The firlt day we paffed by Themawfleyn, where there
1sa Caltle feated upon a high Rock, and came to Pfeter
or Fetera Gaftra of old, now but an ordipary place. The
Boats upon the Dannbe are generally painted black and
white, are flac bottow'd, and broad ac the Head and
Stern ; there isa Chamber built in the middle; and the
Rudder is very large, tobe able 10 command the Boat
where the River is rapid, and of a fwift Courfe,

Thenextday we came to Strawbing,a handfowe walled
Town, belongingto the Duke of Bavaria, the Streets
are ftreight; andthere isa Towerin the Market-place,
painted all over with green and gold-colour :  There is
alfoa Bridge of wood overthe Danabe,  We pafled by
Swartz in the Afternoon, where the Church is feated up-
na Hill; and is frequenced by Pilgrims, and lodged at
j.?*e:;i'f,a-:."-,:-f;{f, where there is another Bridge. Near this
Town comes into the Dapube that confiderable River Ifer,
o Ifara,baving paffed by divers confiderable Towns 5 as
Landfbut, Frifing, and Miinchen, the Seat of Ferdinan.
aws Maria, EleGtor of Bavaria, Great Steward of the
Empire, and at prefent che firft of the Secular Eleors,
and he is to take place immediately after the King of Be-
hemia, it being fo concluded.on at the Treaty of Munfler,
where Maxtmilian Duke of Bavaris was allowed to
hold the Ele@torfhip, which was confirmed upon‘him by
the Ewperour Ferdinand the Second, when he excluded
Frederick the Fifth, Count Palatine, and in lien hereof
theve was an'eighth Ele@orfhip ere@ted for the Paletinate
Family, “Wwho alfo, if the Bavarian branch doth fail, are
to're-enter into their ancient Ele@orfhip, and the other
newly eredted is to be abolifhed. 4

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Thwr[day, November the fifteenth, we came by #l(b-

ven to Pallaw, Patavis, or Boiodurum, a long and no-

ble City in thelowér Bavaria, or Bayern, wade up of

three Towns, liffads, Paffaw, and Innflads, at the con-
currence of ‘the River lone, the Danube, and the lizz.
+As Townsare commonly of great Antiquity which are
buile at the Confluence of great Rivers, forthe Strength
of the Sitvation and convenience of Commerce ; fo
1s this accounted ancient , as being a Roman Co-
lony, ‘and the place of the Caftra Batava in old time-,
The Church of St. Stephen is ftately, befides o:her
fair Churches. - The Bifhop, whois Lord of the Cicy,
hath ‘a ftrong Palace upon a Hill; his Revenues are
large, and " befides what he poffefieth hereabouts, he
hath the tenth part of the notable great Lead-Mine ar
Bleyberg in Carinthis, This place had lacel y fuffered
much by fire; Buc a good part was rebuilt, and very
fairly after the ltalian manner : So that thismay well be
reckoned as one of the ten confiderable Cities , which
are upon the Dansbe, accounting from #/me unto Bel-
grade, as Wime , Ingolftadt, Ratifbone Paffaw, Lintz,
Vienna, Prefbury , Strigonium 5 Buda, Belprade ; all
which' from Ratzfbone 1 had the opportunity to fee be-
fore the end of my Journey, Near to a Wall over a
gainft the great Church at Paffaw, which was then re-
pairing, I faw avaft Head cur in'ftone, the Mouth
whereof was two (pans wide, and the reft proportion-
able. . The River lltzy ‘which runneth in here fromthe
North, isconfiderable for the Pearls which are found
in“it ; and ‘the noble River lmwe or Oenus, from the
"Sotrth, is the preateft ‘River which hath yet entred
“the Danube; having pafled by Infbrug,. and raken in
the River Salrz, upon which ftands Saltzbuyp 5 and a-
vifing in‘the ‘Udlpes in fuch a high Cotintry as Tirelis,
K2 it
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i¢ runneth in here with a. great force, and’ addeth much
unto the fwiftnels of the Davube.

Upon the Sixteenth we came to Lém#z, the chief
City in the higher duffria, not very great, but as neat
and handfome a City-as moft in Germany. There is
in it a very great Market-place, with never a bad
Houfe in it, the whole Town built of a very white
Free-ftone; and the Caftle upon the Hill is of Modern
Building, and very large. There is alfo a Bridge o-
ver the Danube. The Imperial Forces rendezvoufed
here when Selyman cawe to Pienna, This was alfo
befieged by the Peafants of _duffria in the time of Fer-
dinand the Second ; they having got a Body together
of Forty thoufand men, and many pieces of Ordnance ,
bur were ftoutly repulfed after many Affaults, and at
laft overcome by Papenbeim. Not far below Lintz
the River Draws enters the Danube 5 shis cometh’ from
the Gemundner Sea y or Lacus Felicie, paflingby Lam-
pack, Weltz,and other Towns, and hath a noted Cararaft
or Fall of Warers,

The next day we pafled by Ewns, 4mifis, upon the
River Anifius , or Onafus, which taking its original
in the Borders of Seltzburgland , runs into the  Da-
wabe, and divides the higher from the lower Asflria,
baving received into it felf the River Saltzs, upon
which ftandeth Gell, or Maria Celly, a place of the
preatelt Pilgriglage in _Aufiris. Near this Town are
many Roman Cognsand Antiduigies found , and Lawrie-
cym: {tood of old , a Roman Garrifon, and-afterwards
a Bithop's. See t we came to a_ Villapg_on the North
thoar of the Damube , called Greim, where the Graff.
wou. Leichtenfleyn hath a Houfe. A lictle below this
are two dangerous pafiages in the River; the one cal-
ted the Strudes, where the: River rumningamon v;&;

: 5?
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Rocks , fome under water, and fome above, the waves
are broken with. great force, and the Current is rva-
pid, foaming, and troublefome ; and fome skill is re-
quired to pafs berween the Ledges of Rocks which
are under water, and when the water is low the pal-
fage is very difficult.  The other is the Wurbel , ora
kind of a Whirlpool, where the water turneth about
with great force , being hindred in its direét Courle
by a great Rock. Upon the top of a high craggy
Rock ftands a large Crofs, and at the foor a liule
Church , dedicated to St. Nicholzs, who is Patron of
this dangerous place, and is believed to take peculiar
care of fuch as pals this way, and therefore a little
Boat comes to you as foon as you are out of danger,
and receives what Acknowledgment you pleafle, or
what perhaps you may have promifed to give, when
you were in fome fear. This night we lodged at Ips;
Ipfinm, or I6ifJs, a Town on the South-fide of the Da-
aube : over again(t it lieth Befenbeug, or Ufbinm Ptolo-
mei. Two German wiles below Ips ftands Pechiarn ,
conceived to be Arilape in former times; and here the
River Erlaph entreth the Dannbe: A wmile and a half
below this lies Melcke , Nomale, or Mea dilecfa, in
former days the Seat of the Marquefles of Aufiria,
until St. Leopold removed to Kalesburg , and his Suc-
ceffours to Fiemms. The Town lieth ac length upon
the South-fide of the River 3 but the noble Cloifter
of Benedittines, which taketh place of any other in
Auftria, ftands upon a Hill which over-looks the Town,
the River, and the Country about; isrichly endowed,
and remarkable for the Monuments of many great Per-
fons, and the Tomb of St. Golman, much honoured in
thefe parts. We dined at Sseyw,where thereisa Bridge
over the Damwbe. Near to this lieth Grembs, another
¢ walled
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walled Town: and over the water Mautern: and noe
far from it the rich Convent of Keswein; After this
the River Traifs, or Tragifama, cometh'in from the
South. Having paffed by the noted Town St. 'Pold, of
St. Hippolitus, we lodged this Night at St. EMdorff, and
the next day paflfed by Thwin , Steckeran; and Gloifter
Neuburg, to Vienna.
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DESCRIPTION

OF

lENN A4, or Wien, which the
Turks call Bereh, is ihe chief City of
Auffria, in the Latiiude of rL;rr}-
eight Degrees, twenty Minutes, not
much diflering from the Latitude of
Paris. The old Seat of the Dukes
of Auflria, and for a long time of
the  Emperours: of Germany. Ac-
cording to ancient account it ftandeth in Pamnonia Jupe-
riory the Bounds of Pammonia extendingunto Kalemburg,
or Mons Cetius, five or ix miles Weltward of Vienna s
beyond which ftill Weltward all that lieth between that
Hill and the great River Oenws, or lnme, which runneth
into the Danube at Paffaw, or Caffra Batava , was anci-
ently called Noricum.

It wasan ancient place of Habitation in the time of thg.
Romapsy and called Vindobons, as the Learned Petrus
Lambecins hath at large declared , where the Claffis Iffrica

fome-
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fometimes lay, and the tenth German Legion had its fta-
tion ;s all this fhoar or fide of the Dansbe being famous
for the a&ions of Reman Emperours againft the Marco-
manniand Quadiy who poffeffed the Country on the o-
ther fide of che River, and efpecially for the wars of
Marens Aurelins Amsorinus Philofophus, who notably de-
feated thofe Natione, and who, as Awrelins Vidlor (who
was Governour of Sizmium in Pannonia inferior, n the
time of Cenflantins) affirmeth, fell fick at Carnuntum ,
now Petronel, and died at Viundobona, now Vienna, And
to confirm the Antiquity hereof, befides what Wolfgangus
Lazius hathdelivered, not many years {ince fome Anui-
quides were found.  For 4n'the year 1 662. when a wall
was digged up near the old Palace, the workmen digging
ftill on below the Foundation, found a Stone Trough or
Coffin, containinghard Earth and Bones, with a fmall
Gold Coyn, aGlafs Urn enclofed ina Brafs one, an Iron
Knife like a sicefpita , or Knife ufed about Sacrifices, a
little Roll or Scroll of pure Gold, fhut up with a Gol-
den coverat both ends, wherein was an Infcription in
ftrange Charaters : Not far from the Sepulchral Monu-
ment were found a Head in Brafs,a Brazen Pafera, Lamps,
Lachrymatories, and other Veflels , and a Copper Coyn
of Antoninus Caracalls, The writingin the Golden Scroll,
which no man could read, was conceived by theLearned
Lambecins to be the old Pannonian Charaéter, and that
this might be the Monument of fome Pannontan Prieft in
the days of Caracalls, who, as .good Authors deliver,
{pent fome time.about thefe parts.
[t isfeated on the South-fide of the Duwube, on the
ripa Romana, that fide neareft to Rome, and many Roman
«Colonies, according to the ufual pofition of Roman Sta-
tions, both upon this Riverand the Rhbiwe, asmay be ex-
.emplified in Colen, Bouna, Andsrnach, Goblentzy eMents,
Wormes,
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Wormes, Spier, and Strafburg.  And in like manner in
the old Romau Stations , 'onthe South or Romas fide of
the Danube, which were inno finall number Inor near
the Anufirian fhoar, as Carnuntum,or Petronel, Vifchmund,
or Aquinoitinm, Eberfdorffy or Ala Novs, Melck, or Np-
maley Arlape,or Pechlarne, Lentia, or Linta ; for heree
by they better fecured their Conquefts, and hindred the
incurfions of the Barbarians before them,

Itisnot feated upon the main ftream of 'the Dansnbe,
butby a branch thereof; forthe River running through
a low Country ; it is divided into feveral Streams, and
maketh many llands, A fall River named Wien. rur-
neth by the Eaft part of this City, and entrech the Da-
nube below it, whichuponfloods doth often much hure,
yet fometimes low and very fhallow, foas [ have ftepped
overit; fome will have it to give the Name unto this Cie
ty: it divideth parc of the Suburbs from it, and hath
divers Bridgesover it.  For that wemay have a diftinét
apprehenfion of Vienna, we muft confider the City and
Suburbs thereof 5 the Suburbs are very grear, and not
without fair Houfes, Gardens, Wa'ks, and all Accomme-
dationsat'large. '

The City it {elf is that walled and fortified part , de-
figned not only for convenience of Habitation, bur alfo
to fuftaina Siege, or any Attack from the Turk, and is
now {eparated from the Suburbs bya fair E(planade , or
open Ground, abovea Musket fhot over. "The Houfes
near the wall were pulled down fince'the laft Fortificari-
on.in the Turkifb wars when they were in fome fear that
the Turkifl Forces about Granand New-beufel, would
move towards them. It is fortified 4 /s mioderna, with
ten Baftions towards the Land, anda very deep Ditch,
into which they can let the Damwbe: and with two other
Baftions towardsthe water, on that part of the River

afl L which
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which lieth on the North-fide of the Town. The Baftions
are large ; upon one of them Ifaw Count Sosches mufter
a good parc of the Militia of the City. The Ditch is
large and very deep, intowhich although they canlet in
the River, yer it is commonly kept dry, leftthey mighe
incommode their deep Cellars. There are two walls,
the one old and inward, little confiderable at prefent ,
buile at firft with the ranfome of eur King Richard the
Ficlt, whoin hisreturnfrom the Holy War, was detained
Prifoner by the Duke of 4uffria upon the 208h of Decems-
ber,1192, The Auflrians pretending they had received
fome affront from the King at Fopps, and that he had raken
down the Enfignand Banner of Duke Lespeld in a con-
temptuous way, The other outward of a great breadteh,
made of Earth, and faced with Brick, edged with Free-
ftone, fo well built, as to render this City ope -of the
molt confiderable fortified places in Ewrope,  The Efpla-
wade gently defcendeth from the Town for three hundred
Paces; thereare very few Out-works.: . | =

[t is very uacertain who was the firft Builder of Fiez-
#4, and after it had been long buile, it ran to decay a-
gain for Four hundred years together, till Henry the
Firlt,Duke of Auffria, in the year 1148, did much re-
pairit ; and the ranfome afterwards of King Richard
beautified it.

The whole compals, taking in the Suburbs , makes a
very large Circuit, buetheCity it felf, which is walled
10, may be about three miles in Circumference, and is
exceeding populous, as full of People, for the bignefs of
the place; asmoft of the great Cities. And1 could noe
but take delight to behald fo many Nations init, as Tarks;

21ans, Croatians, Spaniards, Italians, French, Germans;
FYolanaers,cre. all in their proper Habits,

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The chief Gatesarefix: 1. Stubmthor, or the Stubesn
Gatetowards theEalt. 2. Karwterthor, or the Gate of
Garinthia towards the South., 3, Burgthor ; the Town
Gate, or Caftle Gate. 4. Schottenthor, or the Seotch
Gate, 5. Newthor, or the Newgate ;3 thefe twolaft to-
wards the Welk: And 6. the Gate of 1he red Tower to-
wards the North, which leadeth unto the Bridge over the
Danube : and towards the water-fide, thereisalfoa Port
by the Emperours palace, and a Cleyfter or Nunnery in
the Town hath the Name of a Portcalled Himmel pore, or
the Gate of Heaven, The five firft of thefe Gartes are
vaulted and arched with long paffages through the Town-
wall, and have good Bridges of Wood , with Draw-
bridges to pafs over the Town ditch: The fixth is up-
dera Tower, andleads to the Bridges of the Damube :
For that River running here in a flac Jow Country, divi-
deth its ftreams, fo that to pafs it quite over, there are
at prefent feven long Bridges made up of many thoufand
Trees laid one by another, after their way of making
Bridges. Thereis alfo a Bridge within the City of Fi-
enna, called the Hochbrag , or H@Fh.{aridge, which is
made by the crofling of two Streets at equal Angles ; the
ground of one [treet being as high as the tops of the Hou-
fes of the other, {o that to continue it, they were for-
ced to build a Bridge or Arch in the Lower-frees, to let
the upper pafs over it.

The City is fairly built of ftone, and well paved : ma-
ny Houfes are of fix ftorieshigh; they are fomewhat flat
roofed after the Italian way ; the Streetsare not narrow,
bup the compafs of ground will not admit them to be very
broad; and their Buildings are remarkable both above
and below ground ; theirCellarsare very deep. To fa-
tisfie my curiofity, [ went into fome of them, and found
four Cellars one under anuthei ; they were arched, -;ng

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had two pair of Stairs to defcend into them, Some have
an open fpace in the middle of each roof, to'let the Air
out of one Cellar into another, and from the loweft an
adit or tube unto the top, tolet the Air in and our from
the fireet, fomewhat after the manner of the Mines.

eAnews Sylvins, about two hundred years fince, com-
mending the City of Nurwbarg, among other expreflions
lets fall this: Cuperent Scotorum Reges tam egregie quams
mediscres Cives Norinbergenfes habitare,  The Kings of
Scers would be: content to dwell fo well as the middle
fort of Citizens of Nurnburg. I muft confefs, when I
firlt entred Nurnburg, 1 was much furprifed to fee fuch
a noble, large, fpruce, rich, and well buile City : Bue #4-
exna doth alfo deferve the commendation which he af-
fordeth it : #bi Palatia digna Regibus ¢ Te empla que mi-
rari Italia poffit. Where thereare Palaces fit for Kingsand
Churches, which ltaly may admire. And this being fpo-
ken {0 long ago, is now better verified of ir.

The Imperial Palace is very Naoble, Subftantial, and
Princely furnithed , confifting chiefly of two Courts ; the
one very large; theother lefler, wherein the Emperour
lodgeth. At the Entrance over the Gate, are fet in Ca-
pital Letters the five Vowels, 4, E, L O, #; whereof
the Phancies of men make various Interpretations.” That
which was told me was'this , .dffrie eft imperare Orbi
Univerfos or,Alles Erdreich I} Ofterreich Unterthan; i.e,
All the World is fubje& to Auffria, Although I could
hardly believe this was the firft intended meaning. Be-
fides thefe two Courts isanother fimall one, where fi ome'
of the Pages lodge, | I tooknotice of a large rough Fafpis
ftone lying upon theground, little regarded or obferved:
it 1s about nine foot Diameter; it was prefented unto the
Emperour by the Archbifhop of Saltzburg,whofe Coun-
try affordeth notable Quarries; and ffones of many forts;
bid - : a
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a'little piece of it polithed, affordeth fine yellow, red,
black, and white Veins, The Palace of the Count de
Draun, and that'which Count Rerhs/ hath lately built
and nobly furnifhed, are very confiderable ; with many
others.

There are alfo wany fair Churches , rich Convents,
and Conventual Churches ; as that of the Carmefites, of
the Francifeans, of the Benediitines, of St, Nicholas ; In
this Church I'could not but take notice of the lare Sépul-
chral Monuments of Counc Strezzs and Cardinal Ha-
rach. The Dominican Convent is very fair. The _4u-
guftines have a large Church, in the middle whereof they
have built a Chappel after the manner of the Holy Houfe
at Loretto; uponthe top of which hang the Colours ta-
ken from the Turks and ZTartars, wany of which Enfigns are
not fquare like ours, but made Efcucheon: wife, fome fil-
led withCircles,wherein are exprefled half Moons, The
Jefuites Colledges are large, who feldome fail of noble
Convents, efpecially in places where they have fo good
footingasinthis,  The Front of one of their Colledges
openeth into a fair Prazza, in the middle whereof ftands
a large and high compofite Column of Copper upon a Pe-
deftal of white ftone, with four Angels with Efcucheons,
and on the top the blefled Virgin; Inferiptions alfo,
in which the Emperour dedicates duffria upto her Patro-
nage and Tuition. In another Market-place, where the
Town-houfe is, there is a handfome Statwa of Jultice in
Copper.

I could'not but obferve the Scotch Church and Cloy-
ftery which gave alfo the name unto the §corch Gace of the
City, becaufe I fomewhat wondered how the Seors in
old time Thould be fo confiderable in this place, bue I
found by Information , and the Account of Lazivs and
Masthaws Merianin High-dutch, that this Convent was in
! former
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former timesa great Receptacle for the Seots in their lon
Pilgrimage unto Fersfalem, founded and endowed by
Duke Henry the Firlt, in memory of St. Gregory : and it
may feem lefs {trange that the Seots thould have a Convent
here, and be numerous inthefe parts in former Ages, if
we confider thac St, Colman, one of the Saints of the
greate(t Veneration in this Conntry wasa Secotchman, and
faid to be of the Royal Blood of Seotlamd , who, in his
paflage to Fersfalem was murdered by the Bawrs or Coun-
try people at Stockeran, four Germanmiles from Viewna,
and hanged ona Tree, where, as the Story goes, his Body
remained uncorrupted fora yearand a half, and. divers
Miracles being affirmed of it, it was taken down, and
honourably interred near Stockeran 5 ‘but by Meginbard
Bithop of 4ichfladt it was tranflated unto Melk, and af-
terwards fent into Hungary, and his Head kept.a long
cimeat Stulweiflenburg, or Albe Regalis, according to
the Account which is here given of this Saint,

The Church of St. Perer is alfo confiderable , not for
its Splendour but Antiquity , as being accounted the ol-
deft in the City, ftandingin a place where in old time
there {tood an Altar in honour of Domitian, called 4ra
Flavians. In this Church lieth the Body of that famous
and learned Perfon Wolfgangus Lazius, with this Epitaph
or Infcription : .

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In the Church of the Capucines Convent, are interred
the Emperour e Matthias and his Emprefs, and the Em-
prefs Maria, wifeto Ferdinand the Third, who out of
their Devotion and Humility, chofe to be buried in 2
Church of this poor Order.  And the Capmesnes ot ad-
mitting of Magpificent Monumentsin their Churches, as
in the Churches of other Orders, no Tombs are eredted
worthy fo great an Emperour, and fuch mpreffes.

But the Cathedral Church of St. §#¢phen, containeth
divers Monuments of many Princes and Great Perfons,
and is a large ftately Building, but fomewhat dark by
veafon of the thick painted Glafs: not covered with
Lead, but with Tiles of wood,whichis the only blemith
chereof, yet makesa good fhow.  The Steeple and Spire’
are very remarkable, as being high, large, firong, and
handfome. Cn the top or Weathercock-place of the Spire
ftandsa Crofs under a Star and half Moon; according to’
the Figure I haveelfewhere fet down, which the People.
think to be of Gold, orat leaft very well gilded: and in
thetime of Thunder and Lightning it looked pale and

whitifh.

. They have this Account how thefe came firft to be fet” -

upin this place: That when Solyman the Magnificent be-
fieged Vienna, perceiving the Forces in the City to be
obftinate, he had an intent to batter down the Steeple a-
bout their ears : But fome of the Baffa's and great Coma
manders, advertifing him how unprofitable a bufinefs it
would prove, and withal when he took the City, what
an honour it would be unto him to have fuch a Noble Py~
ramid in his Dominions: He fent word into the Town,

That he was willing to fpare the Steeple, upon condition
that they would fet up the half Moon and Star (the Twr-

kif Arms) upon thetop thereof. They returned An-
(ier that they would, if he would fend the fame

unto
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unto them, whichhedid , and they placed it where it
ftandeth, | ,

This Spire hath the largeft Crockets I have obferved
in any, they being abovea yard long, and adorned with
foltage work. - The Spire of Landfbute in Bavaria, is
accounted the higheft in Germamy ; that of S:mﬂmrgthe
neateft and fairelt; and this of Fiewss the largelt and
ftrongeft.  And therefore it is no wonder that when the
Ambaffadours of Bofra former!y came unto Vienna, they
fo often viewed and admired this Fabrick, and plainly
faid that all the mony in their Country wasnot fufficient
to have built it. :

This Steeple is accounted about four hundred fixty and
five foot high, beingabout half way up three hundred
and thirty eight fteps,  Befides other Hills, I could fee
Haimburger Hill within two miles of Prefburg,  and a
great part of _4uffria, whichthe long Courfe of the Da-
nwbe rendred very pleafant and. delightful unto the eye,
In theChamber or Room from whence Ihad this prof] pect,
there is a Clock, whofe Cafe being of wood, was in pare
burnt down by Lightning , and therefore there is water
always kepr in this placeto extinguifh the fire, and a
man continually watcheth in the place where.the Bells
hand.  There 1salfoan Inftrument of wood, or wooden
Bells or Hammers, which they make ufe of from Good-
friday til] Eafler-funday, all the time that our Saviour was
in the Grave, during which time they permit no Bells to
ring. Wy
At one of the doors of the Church there is a flone pla-
ced in the wall,: which is generally conceived ta be ope
of the ftones wherewith St.Srephen was ftoned, It feem-
ed to me fome kind of pebble,:and is worn and polifhed
by the hands of the people , who when they enter at that.
door, datouch)it:with their fingers: , I was alfo fhewed
one
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one of the ftones which killed St, Steven at St, Sernine,
or St. Satwrmine’s Church in Theloufe in France, whichis
a Church abounding with Relique-Rarities, and where
they alfo think they have the Bodies of feven ol the A-
poltles, of St. George, of our King St. Edmund, and
of forty Saints.

In this Church of St. Stephen, befides many Monu-
ments of great Princes and famous Perfons, divers learn-
ed men have Sepulchral Inferiptions; as Fohannes Faber
Bifbop of Vienna ; Johanves Cufpinianus, and Sebafiianus
Tengnagelins , formerly Library-keeper, Hiltoriogra-
pher, and Counfellor to the Emperour , anextraordina-
ry léarned man, andskilful in fifieen Languages, as the
Infcription delivers ; as Hebrew, Syriack o Chaldee,
Perfian, Arabick, Turki(by eAthicpick , Greek Latin |
Italian, Fremch, Spanih , German , Belgick , and Eng-
lifb. |
The Univerfity of Fienna is allo remarkable, if we
confider the Antiquity thereof, the number of Schclars,
their courfe of Studies, their accommodations, privis
ledges and advancements.  This is faid to have been be-
gun by Albertns the Third, above three hundred years
palt 5 and their Rules, Orders, and Statutes to have been
borrowed from the Univerfity of Pari, and the Students
were diftinguifhed into four Divifions or Nations ; who,
befides the General, have their particular Rules and
Officers, and were comprehended under the Claflis
of Auftrians , Nations of the Rhine , Hungarians, and
Saxons.

In the A4ffrian Divifion were contained the Friulians,
allof the Diocef® of Trent, all Italy, with the other Pro-
vinces beyond the Mountans.
wisy the Gleffis of the Rhine were comprehended Sue-

%, difatians | Franconians, Hsans, 1 all the Pro-
M vinces
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vinces to the South-weft; as Framce, Spainy Navarre,
Holland, Brabans.

In the third Claffis, or Natio Hungarie, were contain-
ed Hungariansy Bobemians, Poloians, Moravians, Scla-
vontaps, all thatfpeak the Sclavomian T ongue, and alfo
Germans, }

o the Claffis, or Natio Saxomum, were reduced Sasx-
ons, Weflphalians, Friflanders Turingians , Mifwians ,
Brandenburgers, Pruffians, Livonians, Lufatians, Ponse-
ramians, With the Witramarine Kingdoms of England ,
Scotland, lreland, Sweden Norway | and Denmark.

Thefe Divifions take up all the Nations of Europe ;
and indeed there are Students here of many Nations: and
upon Contentions and Differences the feveral Claffes will
hold unto their own, and take Farts, and bandy againft
cach ocher, but will all unite and hold together in differ-
ences with Towns-men or Jews, which happen fometimes
unto an high degree.

They follow here the old beaten way of Knowledge -
and [ met with few who had any goodinfight in new Phi-
‘ofophy ; but there are many good Philologers, and are well
verfed in Langunages, Hiftory and _ﬁmtiquity: and there
are many Learned Men either educated here,or come from
other parts.Some who had taken notice of the Royal Socie-
#yin London, were very inquifitive after its and when I
had fatisfied them in all particulars, were very much
pleafed therewith. If they fhould fall into the way of
Experimental P&z'faﬁpér, being very induftrious, ’tis ve-
ry probable they may do much therein, and they were

fure to have the countenance of the Emperour, [ found
them alfo much affeded with the Englsfh Society in other
parts of Germany. At the Univerfity of Altorff ¥ was
much enquired of concerning it: and a Magiftrate of

In fine, the Univerfity is noble, their Advancements
confiderable , their Priviledges great, and they havethe
power of life and dearl, fromancientand latter Concef-
fions of their Dukes and Eunrperours.

. But the greateft luftre unto Fienna is the Refidence of
the prefent Emperour Leopoldus; he was born in the
year 1638. he was Son unto the Emperour Ferdipand the
Third ; he was baptized by the Names of Leospoldus, lg-
natiwi, Francifcusy Balthazar, Jofephus, Felicianus. His
eldeft Brother Ferdinand, King of the Romans, died of
the Small Pox in his Farhers time. His Brother Carolus
Fofephms, Mafter of the Teuntonick Order, dyed 1662. He
married Margareta Infanta of Spain, daughter unto King
Philip the Fourth, whofe Children died Infants; a ver-
tuous, affable, grave, and worthy Prince, and feemed to
me to live very happily here,in the love and honour of his
People, Souldiers, and Clergy.

His Perfonis grave and graceful 5 he bath the Auffrian

onate unto his Emprefs, who, though but young, was a
modeft,grave Princefs, bada gopd afpe&t, was zealousin
her Religion, andan Enemy unto the Jews. He fhewed
alfo great refped and obfervance unto the Emprefs Dow-
ager Eleowora, who was a {obee and prudent Princefs .
well skilled inall kind of curious Warks, -and- delighted.
e 75 il {fometimes
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fometimes to fhoot at Deer from a Stand, or at other
Game, out of her Coach. - He was alfo very loving unto
his Sifters, beautiful and good Ladies ; whereof one, the
eldeft, wasfince married unto that Noble Prince Michael
Wifuowitzski, King of Poland,

He {peaks four Laoguages, German , ltalian, Spanifh
and Latin, Hels a great countenancer of Learned Men,
and delighteth o read , and when occafion permitteth,
will pafs fome hoursatir. The worthy Petras Lambe-
cins his Library Keeper, and whoisin great efteem with
him, will ufually find out fome Books for him which he
conceiveth may be acceptable.  While [ was there he re-
commended a Tranflation of Religio e Medici unto him,
wherewith-the Emperour was exceedingly pleafed, and
fpake very much of it unto Lambecims, infomuch that
Lambecins asked me whether I knew the Author, he be-
ing of my ownname, and whether he were living: And
when he underftood my near Relation to him, he became
more kind and courteous than ever, and defired me to
fend him that Book inithe Original Emglifh, which he
would put into the Emperours Library & and prefented
me witha neat little Latin Book, called Princepsin Con-

pendio, written by the Emperours. Father , Ferdinandus -

Heis alfoskilfalin Mufick, compofeth well ;' and de-
lighted much init, both at his Palace and the Church,
whichmakes{omany Mulicians in F7esna; for no place
abounds more with them ; and inthe Evening we feldom
failed of Mufick in the Streets, and at our Windows :

For his Recreations abroad, he delighteth much in
Hunting, efpecially of the wi!d Boar in due feafons ; I
have known him bring home (ix Boarsina morning. Some
ftout perfons, particularly Counc Nicholas Serini, would
encounter a wild Boar alone, butat laft he unfortunately
perithed by one, which bath made others more wary
fince 5 and therefore when the Boar is ata Bay, the Huntf:
men {0 ftand - about him, that the Emperour, or-other
great perfons, may more fafely make ufe of their- Boars
fpears upon him,

The Emperour being forgood a Huntfinan, it is the lefs -
wonder that he is efteemedagood Horfidan. . Certain it
isy that he hatba-very noble Stable of Horfesy: prb'c;:redg

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fromall parts, Twrkifl, Tartarian, Polowian, Tranfylvanian,
Saxon,Bobhemian, Hwngarian, Naples,cc. and they are well
managed ; andhey ride them to the farisfattion of the
Echolders. :

Having feenthe Ay fenal at Vemice |, the Stores at Chate-
ham, and the Naval Provifions at Amflerdam , I am not
like to admire any other, efpeeially fo far from the Sea,
and looked formothing of ' thar nature in this place. Not-
withftanding I found an Arfenal; and place for Naval
Vefiels to be fet out upon occafion, and fome thereof
were employed in the laft Twrkifb war, when they at-
tempted to deftroy the Bridge of Boats which the Turks
bad made over the Danube, a littleabove Gran and Bare-
an. They are built fomewhat like Galleys, carry great
Guns, and agood number of Souldiers, and will make
a fight upon the broad deep fiream of the  Danwbe, and
may be handfomely brought into the Town behind one of
the Baftions, when the Riveris high ; and hereof there are
fome at Rab and Komora, as 1 bave declared elfewhere,

The Emperour hath many Counfellors, great Souldiers
and Courtiers about him; among which thefe feemed of

Eufebins Wenceflans Duke de Sapan', Prince Lobko-
witz , Pirme Counfellor , Hoffemeifter , of the Or-
der of the Golden Fleece, a perfonof a grave and fober
Afpe&t, fomewhat blunt inconverfation, but of a gener-
ous temper, and free from all covetoufnefs, who fpent
his Revenues nobly, and unto his preat reputation : He
was, chief Favorite unto the Emperour ; apd though fome
had no great opinionof his Abilities, yet he was the firlt
that difcovered the laft Hungarian defe&ion and revolt,
whereby thofe Noble Perfons, Count Pefer Serini and
Nadafti (whom I faw at Vienns) were brought unto their
ends.

the Confinesabout it, and of the Order of the Goldes
Fieece ; a rall Perfon, fomewhat lean, but hatha fpirit in
his leck : he is one of the oldeft Commanders in Enrope
and performed good Serviece in Poland, Hungary, Ger-
many In many places,and is efteemed a prudent, valiant,and
fuceefsful Commander.

The Count de Souches was alfo a Commander of great
Fame, and in high efteem wich the Emperour. He was
a Native of Rochelle » he firft fcrved che Swedes in the
German wars, and was a Colonel, but upon fome difgufe
he forfook the Swedes, and ferved the Imperialifts , and
was made Governour of Bria, the fecond Town in M=
ravia. After the takingof Crembsin Aufiria, General
Torflenfon belieged Brin, and fene word unto the Governe
our de Souches, That if he refufed to deliverup the Town
he wauld give him no quarter. Who anfwered him, That
he would not ask any, and alfo give none : and defended
the place with fuch refolution, that after many Affaules,
Underminings, and Attempts by Gramado's, Torflenfon
was forced to rife, after a Siege of four months,which
was {0 advantagious unto Awftria and the Imperial affairs,
that the Emperour took efpecial notice of him, made him
a Baronyandof his Privy Gouncil, He commanded alfo
all the Forces in ¥ienna, and did notable Service in the
laft Turkifb wars. | He took the Cicy of Nitra,or Nitria,
not far from Strigonium or Gran ; and took and flew fix
thoufand Turks which were fent by the Fizier of Buds a-
gainft him: a worthy Perfon, and of a good Afped.
Couat Seuches the younger his Son, an Heroick Com-
mander, is Govermour of the ftrong fortified place Legpoid-
Raatby Freiftadt, a Perfonof great Civility, unto whom
I was much obliged.

The Courts of the Emprefs, and of the Emprefs Dow-
ager; are filled with Perfons of Note: and there area
grear number of Souldiers in this place of great Fame,
as the Marquifs Pie, Spork, Cops, and many more, - Many
of the Clergy and Meén of Learning, are inigood efteem
with the Emperour ; but the Fefuites eSMilner and Bocca-
bellaave his near Favorites,  Many Strangers, -both Soul-
diers and Scholars, have built their Fortunes here,  And
furely Srrangers of parts and induftry, fothey be'of the
Roman Church, are not like to raife their Fortunes any
where better t’:.an in thefe pars. -

Though the mer_‘m!.u goeth not to war in Ptrl'bn yet
hath he been fuccelsful in his wars, efpecially in the laft
Batcel with the Twrks at St Gedare, where the bufinefs was
handfomly and a&ively managed,  to fer upon’ the Body
of the Turks, which had paffed the River Rab,before the
whole F[JI‘CES of the Vizier could come over; to thé great
flavghter of thé Fantfaries and Turks, who fought fiont-
ly, and were firfl put toa Retreat by the Fremch Caval-
evie (Eorat fiefb the Tarks feemed to prevail,: and had
flain;a grear part of two Regiments of the duxiliaries
which'came out of Frameconia,and afier theircuftonie, had
cut off their Heads.

Among the many notable thingsin Frenna; the Imperi-
al'Library 1s very remarkable. .

There Was
a place defigned for the building'of a fic receptacle for
them; bLET, I know not how, a Theatre for Comedies is
now built in that place, :

It is divided into eight Chambers or Rooms . which
are {o well filled, that many Books are fainta lye \pon
the Floor 5 andthe Shelves fand o clofe, that there is
but juft room to pafs between them. The Manuferipes
ftand diftiné from the printed Books, according to their
Languages, bring dltfi;‘.’;;{i into fix L}I".s:ﬂ'nr, Tﬁ.ﬂfagis.ff,
Furidical, Medical, Philofiphical, Hifforical , Philolooi-
cal.  There can fcarcebe a more admirable Calle&ion
than the Manufcripts in part of rhe firft Chamber. of  He-
brew, Syriack, Arabick, Turkifb, f}:mfm'.-m,c,zﬁ-;;{;f.arp.é.;,{}
and Chinefe Books.

It was begun, at leaft the Books began to be placed in
this recepracle,by e Maximilian the Firlt, buc hath been
much encreafed by fucceeding Empcnmrs, moft of them,
fince Rodolphns the Firlt, being much addited unto
Learning, there having been large acceflions from many
noble Libraries, and moft upon the colt of the Empers
ours. . The choicelt Books inthe famous Library of Bu-
da, of King eMatthias Corvinus ; Son unto Huniades .
arenowinit. The notable Library of Wolfzangus La-
aius, who was Library-Keeper, was brought hither,and
Three thoufand Books of Johannes sambucns are now in
this Repofitory.

Augerins Bufbeguins, {ometime Library-Keeper hereof,
added muchunto it ; andinhis two Turkifb Embaflies
procured great number of noble Greek Manufcripts at
Gonflantinopley which are infcribed with his own hand,
: N2 Atig.
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Aug. de Bufbeck.emit Gonflantimapoli. ~ Algreat many wepe
added [rom the Library of the Learned Fobannes Cufpini-
anus, Library Keeper, and Counfellor unto the Emper-
our. The notable Libraries and Mathematical Inftrus
ments of Tycho Brahe, Kepler, and Gaffendus ,were pur-
chafed forit,  But the largeft acceflion was made by the
noble Library of Count Fugger, which confifting of fix-
teen thoufand Volumes , was purchafed by Ferdimand the
Third. Many were brought, fome few years paft, from
the  dmbrafian Library by Infprask, by the Learned Pe-
trus Lambecius, Library Kecper, Hiftoriographer, and
Counfellor unto the prefent Emperour 5 who hath alfo
an exceilent Library which is like to be added unto the
Imperial, He then reckoned the Volumes in this great
Library toamount ar lealt to Fourfeore thoufand ; and
Ly this time that number way: be increafed, for be ad-
deth fome yearly,  And the number might almoft be
endlefs, if they would make ufeof cheir priviledge, for
the Emperour batharight to have two Books of all that
are printed in Germany.

They have alfo a great advantage at Fienna, toacquire
good Manuferipts from the Turkifh Dowinions, for the
Ewmperour is obliged to have a Refident with: the Grand
Signor wherefoever he moverh or ordereth him to beseven
at the laft fight of St.. Gedarz , the Emperour’s Refident
was. in the Turkifb Camp. -And whenI'was at Laxiffain
The(Jaly, the Relident Signor di€afa Nova, was inquifi-
tive after Books to be found among the Greeks in Mona-
fteries and other places. - And this Emperour , like his
Father, will fpare no coft toward fuch Acquiries.

By the efpecial favour of my noble Friend Lanrbecius,
I went many times into this Library, and hewas fo cour-
teous as to ler me have what Books I defired unto my pri-
vate Lodging s He would fhew me divers-Books:apon
what
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what Subje&t I required, and'offered'me a fight ‘of what
Books he thought rare and eftimable ; and amongft others
I could not but take notice of thefe following.

Unto which magnificent Rarities there is one more
added, the noble Ghain of Pearlof eight yards long, ta-
ken from the Graff” Tekaly in the late Humgarian war, as [
underftand (ince my Recurn.

[ went unto diversnoted Places about Vienna ; [ walk-
ed unto the Hill of Vienna, two Englifb miles diftant from
the Town, goingup all the way by an eafie Afcent 3 from
whence [ had a profpe& of the City,and the Campagnia
about ir, together with the high Mountains in Stefrmark
covered with Snow : and in my return faw the Palace of
the Ewprefs Dowager without the Town, called /s Fawe-
rita, and paffed by the Convent of the Pawlin:,

About two Englifbmiles Ealtward from Fienma, there
is a very noble Garden-place belonging to the Emperour,
built by Redslphns the Second,which hath been formerly
well
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well furnithed, and provided with Plants, but now feems

to be neglefted, andfomewhat ruinous, It confifteth of

an inward and an outward fquave Garden : The inward is
two hundred ordinary paces fquare, aboutthe fame big-
nefs with the Place Royal at Parés: It hath a Porticoor
Cloyfter, fupported by Forty Pillars of white Stone on
each fide, and is covered wirh Copper 3 as are alfo the
Pavilions which the common people think to be Gold.
Befides this, thereis anhand(ome row of Buildings well
feated, called Néw-gabasi , in whichat prefent are many
wild Beafts kept. Lions and Tigres breed here , and
have youngones, Some {ay this was the place of So/ymin
the Magnificents Tent when he befieged Vienna,

There 1sallo, about two or three miles from Vienna,

a noted place of Devotion, called Armols, much frequen-
ted, efpecially in Lent, divers carrying Croffes very
heavy all the way upon their fhoulders. * There is here a
lieele Houle built exad@ly after that of the Sepulchre at
Ferufalem s and allo a handfome Copy of the Pi&ure of
our Saviour and the Virgin Mary,with their exaé heights,
That of our Saviour is about two yards high ; that of the
bleffed Virgin three or four fingers breadch lower : Thefe
are taleen from the Original in St,70k#s de Lateran at Rome.
Hicher the Emprefs defired to go one worning from her
own Palace on foot, out of Devotion, which fhe perform-
ed, though witha great deal of difficuity, fhe being not
ufed to walk , and the way wasdufty. The Emperour
accompanied her, and all the Court followed on foot,
which made a handfome fhew,

Nearer unto Viemna there isalfo a remarkable place for
Devotion, called Itzing: and in the way from Viewna
unto it, the twelve Staiionsof the €rofsare marked out
in imitation of what is obferved near Ferwfalems, in the
¥ia Gracis, or Dolorofa, inour Saviours proceeding from
the

the City unto Mount Calvary; the Figures thereof are
printed,and the {everal paces betweenevery Station fet
down. The Emperour hath a handfome Park near Fien-
#a, called the Brater, wherein [ beheld the effeds of the
great Lightning and Thunder which happened three
days before, upon many great Trees which were torn,
fplic, or twifted. There is a Houfe of Pleafure in it
where among other things, Icould not burtake notice of
a Mufical Inftrument which I had not feen before, a Seat
or Gheft-drum ; ithath a Cord like that of a S‘:m:ramper,
but foundeth like a Kettle-drum. .

[ went alfo unto Laxambourg, whither the Emperour
ofcen retireth ; he hatha Houfe in this place, but it is
old, and notlarge. There isalfoa Houfeof Pleafure in
the Mote,inro which there is no other paffage but through
a high Gerridore. The Caftle is commodioufly feated for
the Emperours recreation ; and there is an eight-fquare
Houfeinthe Marfb, from which the Nobility and the
Emprels Dowager fometimes ufed to fhoot,fhe being very
expert therein. Over the Gate of the Emperours Houfe
hangs a great Rib and Jaw-bone, whereof I could get no
beiter account, then they were the Riband Jaw-bone of a
heathen-maid. They feemed to me to be Bones of anElephant
Bur many things that areold or obfcure, they call, in this
Country,Heathen:as RomanCoyns, they call Heathen mony,
And the Peafants brought me, in a place which had been
formerly anold Roman Station,part of the bit of a Bridle
digged up, which they concluded to be a Heathen Key.

_ Fromhence I went unto Mauwer[dorffy feated not far
from the River Leyts, where there isa natural bes Bath,
called the #ildebath; it avifechunder a Church,the Church
being built over the Spring-head, ~ The water of it is
but Lukewarm, .and therefore when they defive it hotter,
they boyl ir, and f{o bathe in Tubs:in a largesroom.
From
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From that Subflance which fticketh to the fides of the
Coppers in the boyling of ir, they judge it to be impreg-
nated with Sulphur, Salt-peter , and Chalk, P et
colours the ftones, and makes them ook, when wee. like
fine Turguetfes. ~ And the vapour of the Bath Jz.;:r.;:f-nfz up
on the Mofs'on the fides, givesit an Amber or Gold co-
lour. . The Phyficians of F7enna have given a good ac.
count concerning the ufe of thefe Baths in fs'g.-ﬂ--;z’;;r;b_
Not far from hence is a noted Quarry of Stone, ‘out of
whicha great partof Viesnaisbuilt,  The Stopes heino
Iarge the*_-; cut and fquarf them at the Q_Earr 3
From hence [ proceeded o the M’nj}'dﬂ‘fr. fea or Lake,

fo called from Newfidle, which.is a Town feated upon.the
Northern part of it, confifting of one fireec and fome
back:houfés,and a fimall, fquare, old Caftle upon a Hill,
from whence [ had a good profpe& over the Lake. It is
about three German wiles broad, and feveg miles long.
The faireft Lake in thefe parts,afiording plenty of Fifh ;
encompafled and thickly fet about with fmall Towns and
Villages ; and hath noRiver, at leaft not confiderable.,
running into or outof it. A lictle way from the Gate of
Newfidle they dig out a black carth, out of which they
wake Salt peter. In this Journey,not far from Himburg,
we pafled by a place called Rauckward, which, though i¢
feems not high, looksovera great part of Awftria, and
as far as Brin, the fecond City of Moravia, a part alfo
of the Kingdom of Bohemia,and a part of the Kingdom of
Hungaria. 1 went afterwards four Englifb miles up the
Stream of the Dannbe, to fee a noted Quarry of Stone in
a Hill called Altenburg, = The beds, rows, or cafes of
the Stones Iye oot harizontally . bur rather elevated
Northward, about the Height of the Angle forty, yet are
not always {0 regularly placed, but rather follow ghe
fhape of the Hill, and according to that are differently

fituated,
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fituated. Here I alfo obferved a Subftance between a
Clay anda Stone called Leberflein, or Liverflone ; and
upon many of thefe Stones I found the figures of Trees
and Leaves,though not fo deep or neat as upon the Stones
by Florence; yetvery prettily marked, and often with
broader Leaves than I had elfewhereobferved, 1 paffed
forward to Cloffer- Neuburg, a Town moft of itbelonging
to that notable rich Monaftery {eated here, founded by
St, Leopsldus Marquefs of Auff ia,and {ince much enriched
by fucceeding Donations.

Mattheus Merian hath a goodcut of the Profpe& of the
Danube here abouts, and in what manner it paffetk down-
wards between the two great Hills of Kalenburg and Bifs-
burg. Upon one Peak of Kalemburg live divers Camal-
dulenfes, of an Order the moft fevere of any,living moft
upon Roots and Herbs, in the manner of Hermites. Near
their Cells they had paved the ground with thofe Stones
I mentioned, which were naturally marked with the fhapes
of Treesand Plants.

After an open Autumn there followed a fharp Winter
at Vienna, in the months of December and Fanuary. The
branches of the Danube were foon frozen over, The wialn
Stream, by reafon of itsfiift Current;held out longer,but
was afterwards alfo frozen,  Some have thoughe that this
River is more apt to freez than others. And we read of
Battels which have been fought upon this River frozen ;
but I could not make any regular Obfervation thereof.
This hard weather the ground being covered with Snow,
afforded handfome Recreations untomen, and fome unto
the Ladies, in running Courfes in handfome Sleds and
Devicesupon the Snow, Theit Sleds were well contrived
inthe fhape of Gryphins, Tigers , ‘Swans, Seallop Shells,
Dolphins, Peacocks,and the like Curiofities, carved, paint-
ed, and gilded. The Lady fits in one of thefe,richly hE

| bite
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bited in Velvet, lined with rich Furrs, fet off with Lace
and Jewels, ina Velvet Cap lined withSables, The Sled
is drawn by a Horfe, drefifed up with Feathers of all co-
lours, and Bells hanging about him, a pair of Stags horns
behind his head, Ribbons and other Ornaments : ope or
more Pages ride by on Horfe-back with Torches in their
hands. And afeer this manner they perform their Courfe
upon the frozen Snow about the ftreets of Viennas in the
night, with good fpeed one after another. * A Gentleman
fits behind the Ladyand guidesche Horfe. But the Froft
breaking up putanend to thefe Recreations.  The Froft
beganand ended here the fame day that it began and end-
edin England.

The Feftivity of Chriftmas was obferved much after the
fame Manner, Ceremonies, and Solemnities as in 1taly,
On Chrifimas-day the Emperour dined publickly, attend-
ed with many Nobles and great Perfons, and three re-
markable low Dwarfs.  Upon St. Stephens-day he went
to the Cathedral of St, Stephen, and went up to the Alrar,
kneeled, and kiffed the Plate whereon the Hoffiz had lain.
At the Epiphany or Twelfth-tide, the old cuftome of choo-
fing King and Queen was obferved ac Court. Count Lefley
happened to be King, the Emperour laid the Cloath,
and the Emprefs filled out Wine, together with other old
Coftomes. ] -

Before Clrifimas there was extraordinary mirth and
jollity at the Court upon occafion of a Marriage: For
Count Serss, Governour of Gratz in Styris, warrfeda
natural Daughter of Philip the Fourth , King of Spain |
which was obferved with many noble Solemnities and
Bravery.  And the Nobility and Ladies were fo fub-
flantially fplendid, that I was much furprifed there-
at,

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This was followed by a Funeral Solemnity for the
Count of Draun 4 who was Colonel of the Forces in
Viemnas, and who had one of the nobleft Houfes in the
City ; his Corps was brought out of Italy, and interred
in the Dominican Church, where he formerly buile a
very fair Alrar; there was raifed for him a Caffrsm Do-
loris, handfomely contrived and fec round with white
Wax Torchesand Candles.

While| was in Vienna , the Emprefs Margarita was
delivered of a Daughter , which was Chriftned by the
Name of Maria, dntomins, Fofepha, Benediita, Rofalia,
Petronella, bucfhe lived not many months. = When the
Emprefs came abroad, fhe brought the Child to the As-
g#ftines Church, where Cardinal Carlo Caraffs, the Pope’s
Nuncio, received it, bleffed ir, and laid it upen the
Ahar, |

During my ftay here, the Ele&tion was in readinefs for
a Kingof Poland, after the voluntary refignation of that
Crown by King Cafimir 3 and Couriers often paffed bes
tween that Country and this.  There were Competitors
the Czar of Mufeovy’s Son, the Duke of Nembarg , and
the Prince of Lorraim. The French moved a@ively for the
Duke of Newkbarg, the Emperour for the Prince of
Lorrain, who wasthen at Vienna, in great favour. with
the Emperour, who greatly promoted his intereft s a
Perfon of great efteem,. and who, if General Ludomirski
had beenliving, who was his intimate Friend, in all pro-
bability might have obtained the Crowns and therenpon
it was conceived that he; thould bavemarried the Emper-
our’sSifter, ' Bat the [Polesmade choice of one of their
own Couatry, whowas no Competitor, Michael Wsfus
witski, lately deceafed, who alfo married the Sifter, of
the Emperonr.

When
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When I was here, there were many Ambaffadours of
Note, Don Balthafar dela Caeva, Marquifs of Malsgos,
and brother to the Viceroy of Naples |, was' Ambaadour
for Spain. ' Cardinal carly rf:.mg/‘j‘é was the Pope’s'Nuncio,
The Venetian Ambafladour Exrraordina‘y, fhlicited for
affiltance for Candia, and he obtained the Regiment of
Lorea under Marquifs Pir.  Count Souches the younger,
who was Governour of Lf‘ﬂpafﬂﬁﬂdh and many noble and
valiant Souldiers were preparing for that Expedition,
The Twrks gave aflurance of the Grand Signor’s incention
to maintain the Peace iviolably 5 and requefted the Em-
perournot o affilt the Fenetians or Tranfilvanians , nor
to promote, but rather hinder, rthe Eledtion of the Em-
perour of Mufeovy'sSon th the Crowhn of Poland,! The
Eifhop of Beziers, {ent by theKing of, France 1o the &
lection of the King of Piland, came not hither, but pal-
fed through Narenburg, where 1lodged at the fame Inn :
They were generally here againft the Fremch Intereft, and
fo werea great part of the Polifb Nobility, An Ambaila-
dour camealfo from the Cham of Tartary, to confirm 2
Peace, and afford mutual Aflilfance uponoccafion. Cha
Gagi Ags was the Ambaffadour, who brought a Prefent
of the belt Tartarian Horfes, which are of high ‘efteem
for fwiftnefs, hardinefs, boldnefs in paffing frozen Ri-
vers, and taking and fwimming over great Streams, He
was difmiffed with noble Prefents of Platy,  The Em-
perour prefented the Cham 0f Tartary with a fair Silver
Bafop and Ewer, and a curioisWarch; and fent Prefents
unto the Chamminé his ' Wite. . ot al(s 'to’ his Siller and
foyr Brothers. ' Hjs Folliivers Werk ftout men, of good
ftatiire,’ courfe Complexions, wearing long furr'd Veits
and Calpack’s, or fur’d Caps,  Some of them had filver
Rings 'With the fame Signarir=: oF the. Turkifh Seales.
They (56K mitfeh Tobacco in 744 £ Pipes. ' Their
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Tobacco is not in Rolls, but in Leaves, -and dry. They
went about wandring and gazing at moft things, as Chur-
ches, Houfes, Shops: And took muchdelight to be in
the Fair, where they would take much notice of fmall
trifles.  Yet thefe are the men that make fuch fad Incur-
fions into the Eallern parts of Ewrepe, and carrying away
{o wany thoufands, fell them to the Twrks , and fo repair
the defed of Peoplein Twrky. And now after the Con-
fumption of men in Conffantinople,and the Country abour
by the Plague, are like to be aflive in that Trade, bo-
ping to find better Markets for their Plagiaries and De-
predations. !

There are divers Greeks who trade toViewns, and ma-
ny live in the Town, among which I met with three con-
fiderable perfons. One a grave Abbot, who was forced
from his Convent by the Tark,upon (ufpicion that he cor-
refponded with thofe of Candia. Another who went by
the name of Comffantinus Catacuzemos , and was of the
Blood Roya! of the Catacuzeni, The third was Ferem:-
s 2 Greek Prieft, who had travelled throogh J#«/y and
France nto England, and from thence through the Lom-
Cowntries and Germany to Vienna, and intended for Coms
[fastineple. He came into Emgland to enquire after a
young man who.was in a Ship which was firlt taken by an
Algerine, and afterwards by an Englifb man of war in the
Levant.He was very kindly ufed in Englend, and particu-
larly at Cambridge. Hedid a great deal of honour at
Vienna unto the Enplifb Nation, declaring that they were
the moftcivil, generous, and learned people he had mee
with in all his Travels, and that he no where found fo
many who could fpeak or underftand Greek, or wha
gave him {6 good fatisfafiion inall parts of Knowledge :
And as a.teftimony of his re[pe& and gratitude,, requefted
me ro.enclofe a Greeh Letter unto Dr, Pierfon, now Lord
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Bifhop of Chefler, and Dr. Barrow , now Mafter of Tr:i-
wity Colledge inCambridge. '

Moft men live here plentifully, there being abundance
of all provifion. They have great quantity of Corn,
which upon Scarcity , by the help of the Danube, might
be brought unto them from remoter parts, The Country
affordeth fuch plenty of wine, that they fend a confide-
rable quantity up the River. They have alfo rich wines
out of Hungaryand Italy, and fuch variety, that there are
more than thirty feveral fores of Wine ro be fold in Vien-
wa. They arenor alfo without good Beer, Halffadt in
Auffriaaffordeththem Salt, where they makeic by letting
in water into the hollow parts of a Mountain, where it
drinketh in the Saltof the Earth, and is afterwards let
outand boiled up.  This affordeth great profic to the
Emperor,and therefore the Humgarian Saltisnot permit
ted to be brought higher than Prefbsrg.  They havealfa
plentv of Sheepand Oxen s but for Oxen at prefent they
are alfo fupplied from Hungary, nor only from the Coun«
eries in the Emperours Domintons, but from the Turkifls
parts, by permiffion of the Grand Sigmor 5 and they are
brought hither by the Eaftern Company of Vienna. They
cat much wild Boar, whereof the Fat is delicious, like
that of Venifon with us, They want not Hares, Rab-
bets,Partridges,Pheafants. A Fowl called Hafenbendai,
or Gallina Corylorum, is much efleemed by them, which
made me the more wonder to meet with fome odde difhes
at their Tables; as Guiny-pigs, divers fores of Swails,
and Tortoifes.

"The Danwbe, and many Rivers which ron into ir,afford
them plenty of Fifh, extraordinary Carps, Trowts, Ten:
¢hes, Pikes, Eels, feveral forts of }.mpriﬂ, and many
Fifhes finely coloured ; the white Fith, Crewifes very
large ; the beftcome out of the River Sweshes , not-far
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from Viesna. ~They bave alfo that fubftantial large fifh,
called a Scheiden, or Silurus Gefperi, larger than Pike :
Salmom, or any of our River Fifhes; but the great Fifhes
called Haufoms, ox Hufones, in Fohnflonms, for largenefs ex-
ceed all others ; fome being twenty foot long, Some
think this to be the fame Fith which elian nameth -
#acetus, and peaketh largely of the fifhing for them in
Iffer, Iwasatche fithing places for Haufons in Schii
lland, between Prefbwrg and Komara, for they come
not ufually higher, efpecially in (hoals; and it is much
that they come {0 high, for they are conceived to come
out of the Euxine-fea, and fo up the ftream. They eat
them both frefh and falted ; they tafte moft like Sturgeon.
It isa Cartilagineous Fifh confifting of griftles, and
they have a hollow nervous chord all down the back,
which being dried ferveth for a whip. When they fith
for them they blow a Horn or Trumpet,and know where
they goby the moving of the water. From Penmice they
are {upplied with Oyfters, with falt Sturgeon, and fome-
times with red Herrings,and grear variety of other Fifhes
pickled up: asalfo with Ovranges, Limows, and other
Fruits, Obferving much freedom, mufick, and jollicy in
the City, I wondered how they could content them-
felves without Plays, for there were few while I was
there, till the Players came hither out of Saxony, and a+
tted here fora time,. The Jefuites would: fometities ens
tertain the Emperourand Emprefs witha Comedy at their
Colledge ; and I'had once the favour to be at. onewhen
they were prefene, v\ wiwT by

care of fuch Perfons, and are not of any Religious Order,
but Lay men , among whom alfo in this Place there are
many Fraternities and Orders 3 asof (he Holy Firgin , of
the Holy Crofi and orhers,  Another peifon alfo executed
after the fame manner; as foon as his Head fell to the
ground, while the Body was in the Chair, a wan ran
fpeedily with a Pot in his hand , and filling it with the
Blood yet fpouting out of his Nec k, he prefent'y drank
it off, and ranaway ; and this he did 25 3 Remedy againft
the Falling Sicknefs. I have read of fome who have ap-
proved the fame Medicine; and heard of others who have
done the likein Germany.  And Gelfies takes notice , rhat
in his time fome Epileptical perfons did drink the Blood
of the Gladiatonrs.  But many Phyficians have, in " all
times, abominated that Medicine. ~ Nor did | ftay after-

ght Hand
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Though the Winter was fharp , yet the advantage of
Stoves, and lying between two Feather-beds, made it
tolerable: For they ufe Stoves here as in other parts of
Germany, where they lodge and eat in Stoves; and great
Perfons have Stoves in the Church, or fuch as look into
the Church., There are Stoves alfo in the publick
Schools where Lelures areread.  And this way of ly-
ing between two Feather-beds, with a neat laced fheet
fpread over, is more convenient ina cold Country, than
moft others they makeufeof.  For in the common Inos in
Germany they generally fleep upon Straw, and alfo in
Hungary almoft every where; and more Eafterly upon
the ground, (preading a Carpet or Saddle-gloath under
them : and more Northerly they content themfelves with
the Skinsof Bealts, Bears, Elks, or the like ; upon which
they (leep in the night. Thofe that fleep loweft are cooleft
in a Stove ; thofe that lye upon Tables, Benches, or
higher, are more expofed to the heat. . The Citizens of
Viennpaare well actired 4 and vfe Furs very much. +The
Women wear a high Velvet Bonner, lined or faced there-
with. The Place feemed to be healthful 5 bue they fpeak
much of the Colica Aufiriacs, asan Endemial and Local
Difeale, very hardly yielding unto good Medicines. They
fpeak good German at the Court and in the Cicy 3 but the
Common and Country people feemed to fpeak grumb-
lingly , and befides their accent, have divers. words
different from other parts.

They have a Cuftome upon St..Nieholas-day to put fome
finall Gift into the Childrens fhoes ; among other :things
they put in Medals and Dollars made of papér and flower
gilded and filvered over, yet fcarce wortha penny. They
fell Trochies or Tabless in the Markets , made of the pulpe
of the Fruit of Hip-briar, madefharp with Spirit of Swl.
phnr,very refrefhing. Some carry about them a Thawder-

fone,
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ftome as a defence againft Thunder;and they rub their Chil-
drens Gums with a We/fs toothinftead of Coral,

When I was at Vewice in the time of the Carnival, 1 ob-
ferved many Recreationsand Shews, as Rope-dancing ,
flying down the Rope, cuatting off Bulls-necks with
Swords, and many other.  Bur at Fiemmaa norable trick
which I faw there pleafed me much: A man of a midd'e
Starure laid down upon hisback, anda heavy Anvil was
placed upon his Brealt, asmuch as two men could well
lift, thentwo other men with great Hammers la:d on, ln-
til they had given almolt an hundred blows,and cut in fun-

- dera great Horlhoe of iron, about ha)fan inch thick.

Here is no Chriftian Religion publickly permitted but
the Roman, and therefore thofe of che Lrotcftant and Re-
formed Religion are fain to refore un o Prefburg, Forty
miles off, for which they have fowe convenience by the
Danubeyand a Coach which goeth every day,  In the time
of Maximilian the Second, they were permitied the Ex-
ercife of their Religion in the Church of the Holy Crofs,
in the City of Vienna. Bur afterwards were prohibited
by Rodolphus the Second.  The Emperour Marthias gave
them permiffion to meer at Hernals, alittle more than an
Englifh wile from Vienna 5 and gave leave to their Mini-
Jbers to comeinto the City, and there to chriffen, marry,
baptize, and wifit the fick,  From which time they encrea-
fed very much, till Ferdinand ihe Second,returning from
the Batcel of Prapwe, banifhed their Minifter from Vi-
ennaand Arnols 5 {entthe Freyberr Jorger, to whom the
Caftle of Armolds belonged , Prifoner unto Listz ; and
never gave over till be had takenaway their Priviledges
and Freedom of meeting publickly inany part: of kwer
Auftria,

But hereare no fmall number of Fews, who have a di-
{tintt Habitarion afligned them over the Water, They have

Q alfe
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alfo a Street allowed them in the City for the day time,
but they muft alldepart at night beyond the River into
the Suburbs.

They are much diftafted by the Citizens and Tradef-
men, and the Scholars agreebut i]l withthem. While I
was at Vienna there was a quarre] berween them to an
high degree,  For the Scholars affauleed the Fews Town,
bear, wounded, and threw divers of them into the Ri-
ver. Divers Scholars were wounded, fume killed, and
alfo fome Souldiers who were commanded out to com:
pofe the Fray : and the Jews Town was guarded many
days by the Souldiersof the City. This begot fuch ill -
Blood and Complaintss that a good number of the Fews
were to be banifhed ata certainday, The Fews, to in-
oratiate with the Emprefs, then with Child, prefented her
with a noble Silver Cradle, but fhe would not receive it,
And there was great danger of the general banithment of
them when 1 Jefe that City , which was afterwards effe-
fted, they being feverely prohibited from living, notop-
ly at Vienna, but in any part of duffria, where there
were formerly whole Villages of them, fo as they were
forced to betake themlelves into the Dominions of the
Turk, unto Venice, into Poland and Bobemis. They be-
ing not permitted to dwell inthe Neighbour Countries of
Hungary fubjeét to the Emperour, $tyria, or Carinthia,

I'muft confefs they feemed ufeful unto che place for rea-
dy accommodation of any thing, either by fale or ex-
change, but the people looked with an evil eye upon
them, as takingaway much of their Trade and Employ-
ment. They alfo looked upon themas ufelefs in war for
defence of the place ; and were not without fome jealou-
fie that they held correfpondence with the Tur&s,and gave
Intelligence of their Affairs unto them; Yet the Souldier
slealt muchwith them , and Captains for the fuddain ha-

biting,
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biting, furnifhing, and accommodating of their Cotiy

nies.  And dining one day witha Commander at a Fens
Houfe, amongft other Difcourfe I asked the Few con
cerning the fes Tribes, and where they were 7 He faid
tney were far off in Afia, beyonda great Lake which was
continually flormy, and [carce paable, but tupen their Salb-
path-day, upon which ddys the Jews do not willingly travel,

I bave feen their Circameifion at Rome, Padwa, and o-
ther parts. - Their Phyfictans ordinarily profefs greac
skill in #rines; and the common people refore unto chem
rather than unto Ghriffians, and are fo credulous, and
have fuch an opinion of them, that they might be made to
believe they have fome old Receipts of King Solomon.

Thereare many Fewsin lraly, yet they feem to me to
be in greater numbers in Germany, In dAmfierdam they
are alfo grown very numerous. At Eranck{uwre they told
me there were feventhouland of them, which feemed fearce
credible. At Coles they are in preat numbers : ac Ham-
bwrg not a few.  But the greateft number furely is in
Pragune.

Thoughthey be permitted in many Countries, yet di-
vers Chriftian Princes and States have affigned them fome
mark in their Habits, to diftinguifh them. - In dvignon
their Hats ave yellow.  In ltaly their Hats ave covered os
ver with Taffate. InGermany they wear Ruffs and Gowns
with great Capes.  In Holland | obferved no diftin@ion.
But the Fewsthere, moft of them having come out of
Lortugal, there may be fome fufpicion of them from their
Complexion,

% Laftly, when I confider the old firength of Fienna
confifting in an old walland a deep ditch , I cannot much
wonder that eMatthias Corvinus, King of Hungary,took
this City. And I'muft afcribe it , under God, unto the
fingular valour and refolution of the Defendants, that

Q.2 Solyman
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Solyman the Magnificent,with two hundred thoufand men,
was not ableto take it, and though he made large brea-
ches, conld never enter 1t, butloft {fume thoufands at an
Afault, anddeparted at laft with the lofs of a great pare
of his Aimy. Butthis placeis nowina far better con-
dition, ftrongly fortified, and able to refift the greateft
Forces of Turky.  The houfes are cleared from the wall ;
and yet for better fecurity, when I was there, Count
Souches advifed the Emperour to pull down part of the
Suburbs uponthe other fide of the nearelt branch of the
Danube, left the Turks might take advantage to play up-
on the two Baftions on that (ide.

It would be a fad lofs for Chriflendome if this place
were in the hands of the Tarks and no man knows where
he would reft.  If he thould begin with this place , and
take it, the ftrong holds of Rab, Komara, and Leopold-
fadt would want their fupport,and foon fall into bis pof-
fefTion ; and if he were Lord of 4uffria , a great part of
Germany would lye bare unto him:and probably it would
not be long before he vifited ltaly, into which Country he
would then find other ways than by Palma nova.

R\ went over the great Bridge of Vies-
M »a, vpon the large Stream of the

Danunbe, pafling by the Ghappel of
St. Bridges, of ancight-l‘quarc Figuve. . This Brydgeisa
very
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very great and mafly work, fupported by many high
Trees, and Témber, and hath between twoand three thou-
fand 7reeslaid uponit crofs, or fide by fide, from one
fide of the Bridge to the other, for the paffage over it, af-
ter the German manner of making Bridgess At Ratifbone
there isa handfome Stome-bridze over the Dannbe o and
between that place and Vienna, diversof Woed ; but from
Vienwa to Belgrade 1 obferved none but what were made
with Boats,

Having pafled the River, I entred into the Tran/-
Danubian Aufiria , or that part of Auffria which lieth
between the Danwbe and the River Theya , and came unto
Corneuburg, apretty Town, about which place the Em-
perour often hunteth ; it isnear cthe Hill Bifneberg, which
is oppofite unto Kalenberg, ~ The Swedes advanced far
when they took this place in the' lalt wars, and held it fo
well, that they were not ealily forced out of it. From
thence | came to Steckeran, near the mouth of the River
Mida, where it runneth intothe Damnbe. A place much
noted for the death of St. Golman a Scotch Saint, highl
honoured in thefe parts. From thenceto G#ﬂl‘ﬂﬁa[ﬁ{
foto Colnedorffl or Koldorff, whichalthoughit be on the
South of the River Theya, is accounted the firfk Village
of Meravia, and then came unto Znatm.

In all this part of Auftria, which extendeth a great
length on the North-fide of the Danube, conceived to
have been anciently inhabited by the Marcomanni and
Buadi, there are few or no Towns of antiquity, large-
zeff, oradte ; for the Romans, made their Stations and
Colonies upon the South-fide af, the Dannbe 3 but the
Country is full of Villages, -and populous, *One of the
chiefef Towns is Crembs, which fome call Gremonas Au-
firie; which] faw askicame downthe Dansbe, A great
part of this Country wasaosably basrafied %ﬂ%‘g_l&h@ﬁ’%&
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ed by the Swedes.  The Sopl is light ; and eafie to Le
plonghed.

Znaim 18 a handfome place, withmany painted Houfes
init, and accounted the fourth chief Town in Mabres,
or eMoravia; Olmiitz, Bran,and lglaw being the other
three, famous for the death of the Emperour Sigift
miund. 1t 1sleatedby the River T.Ifl.-:'}';;, which divideth
Moravia from Awflria, and runningac laft into the River
Marg, affordethaccommodation of paffage into the Da.
nwbe,

From thence we paffed by #lverskirken, Paulitz, and
Moravian Budweiffe to Zimmaw , and by Byrzitz came
to {g/a, or fg!ﬂ#, upon the River Igf.-:, whichat laft run-
neth intothe great River Marck , a very pleafant place,
feated upona Hill, on the Frontiers of Bobemia. It is
well fortified 4 /a moderna, upon one fide, and hath one
of ‘the largeft Piazza’s that | have ften.

Moravia, is a pleafant and fruitful Country affording
plenty of neceffaries for life; the people are plain-dealing,
(tour, and make good Souldiers. It is commodioufly
furnifhed with Rivers, the greateft whereof is the More
or e Marck, which arifing in the Northern part thereof,
runneth quite through the Country, and entreth the De-
maw not far from Prefburg. The other confiderable
Streams are the Theya or Thaifa, the Swarta, the Schwitta,
which runinto the Merck, In the laft Turkifb wars the
Tartars having paffed the Wag in Hungaria, made incurfi
ons into Moravia , and carriedaway fome thoufands of
the Inhabirants.

Leaving lgls, we foon came into Bobemia, firlt coming
into Stecken, then to Tentchin Broda by the River Sac

zua, formerly a firong place, taken by Zifza the famous
Bokemian General, who then forced the Emperour Sigif
mundto fly out of Bolemia by the way of lpls, From
| | thence
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thence we cameto Haberne, and (o to Famikaw : At this

place, uponthe 24¢bof February,1643. was fought that

memorable Battel between the Swedes , commanded by

Leonard Torftenfon , and the fmprri#fyfs under Count

Hatzfield, Goetz, and other Gommanders. The lmpers-

alifts had the better at firlt ; but fallingupon the Enemies
Baggage, and being too greedy of Booty, they were de-

feated, three thoufand flain, four thoufand taken prifon-
ners, with their General Harzfield, and fix or feven Colo-
pels. The fuccefs hereof gave the Swedes advantage to
proceed furcher , and into Silefis and Aufiria, In this
Town meeting witha Gentleman who came from Sehaclitz,

which is pot far from the Rifgeburg, or Meuntain of G-
ants, about the Head of the River Elbey | enquired of
him concerning the fpirit Ribenfal, whichis faid to infelt

that Country, buthe could fay nothing therein of his
own knowledge ; and though he was confident that there
was {uch a Spiric, yet he confeffed that for twelve years
it bad done no hurr, In Hills, Mountains, and places
of Mines fuch reports are ordinary, It is reported that
a Spirit haunts the Silver Mines of Brun[wick : And ano-
ther to be in the Tinn Mine of Slackemwalde in this Coun-
try of Bohemia, and to walk inthe fhapeofa Monk,who
{trikes the eMiners, fings and playson the Bag-pipes, and
doth many fuch Tricks, And Agricolsin the latter end of
his Sixch Book Dere Metallica, gives this for one reafon
why Mines, or paffagesin Mines, are givenover.

From Fanikaw | travelied 10 Ceaflaw , a good Town ,
and the chiefelt in the Czaflawer Circle: In this place
they fuy that Zifea was buried, that famous Bobemian Ge-
neral 53 he loft one Eye by an 4rrew, and was at length
blind of both, yet gavepot over the war, and proved
fuccefsful inir.  He wifhed his Friemnds to makea Dyum
of his Skin, which fhould ferve (o fright away their E-
nemies,
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newtes, . And though he cared not for any Sepulchral
Monument, yet he had one in this place.

Erom Czaflaw we came to Gutrenberg, or Cottenberg o
about eight Bohemsian miles from Prague, every mile be-
ing Give or {ix Englifb miles. A large Town, and much
frequented, not far from the River Alb# or Elbe, of e-
fpecal note for the Silver e Mines abour it: The Hills
near itare not high , and confequently che Mines are not
fo deepas thofe of Hungary, and fome others in Germ-
7y ; yetfomeare above feventy or eighty Fathoms, They
have wrought at thefe Mimes feven hundred years, and
thereare about thircy of them. I went down into thae
which was firlt digged , but afterwards left for a long
time, butthey work therenow again, it iscalled the Got-
way or Auf der Cotten, upon the Cotten, or Coat-bill 3 and
as the Story goeth, a Monk walking over this Hill found
a kind of aSilver Tree fticking 1o his Garment, which
was the occalion that they afterwards digged and buile
thefe Mines, and the place retains the name of Gottex-
berg,

The Mise into which I defcended near the Town yis
but nineteen Fathoms deep ; the chief Fein of the Qye
rupneth South, and isabout a foot in breadth: the Ore
holdeth or containeth in it S#lverand Gopper, (o that out
of an hundred pound weight of Ore, they ordinarily gec
an Ounce of S#lver,and eight, nine, or ten ounces or more
of Copper, even to pounds, but it isnot well known, for
the Gopper-works are the Emperours, The Undertakers
gee out what Silverthey can, and afterwards fel] the Ore
unto,the Emperours Officers 5 buc fome Oreis forich as
to contain eight or nine ounces of Silver, A blew Earth
which they meet within digging, affords the beft hopes
of Ore. | Two menlately perifhedin this Mine having
made a fire in it, ticing either choaked with'the fmoak,or,
R as
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as they thought, by the poyifunous exhalationsforced out
of the Minerals by the fire. I have read that Lébuffa the
Princefs, and repuigd Sorcerels of Bokemia, foretold
many things concerning thefe Mines ; but certain it is ,
that for the advantage and profit thefe bring, the Town
hath fuffered much inmany wars. The Emperour Sigif
mund made hafte out of it upon the approach of Zifcs, and
feeing he could not hold ir, burnt the Town; but it
was foon rebuile and pofleffed by Zifea, whofe party
called it the Purfe of Amtichrift.

[eaving Cottenburg , 1 came to Colline and to Bobemi-
an Brods, fonamed ro diftinguifh it from Dezch or Tes-
tonick Broda before mentioned, aconfiderable good Town,
and from thence came to FPrag, or Pragwe, the Capital
and Royal City of the Kingdom of Bobemis. The Walls
of this City feem to enclofe the greateft Citcuit of ground
of apy I have feen in Germany, but the Hills and void
fpaces withinir take upalarge Track, and ctherein it is
like the City of Lysn in Franmce;it is feated uponthe River
Muldan, by the Bobemians named Ultane, a large rapid
River, arifipg in the South part of Bobemis, and before
warriveth at Pragwe, veceiveth the River Sarfua and the
Wasta into iv; and Northward of Pragwe the River Egra,
and joyneth with the Elbe. '

This great place confifteth of three Towns, named'the
Old, the| New , and the Kleine Seitten,or leffer Town.
The old Town liethupon the Ealt of the River Muldan,
is.very populous, full of Buildings, private and pub-
lick. Very confiderable in this part isalfo che ' Univerfi-
ty , whereinare great numbers of Students and Scholars,
there being but one Univerfity in Bohemsa ; many perfons
alfo veforting thither from other Countries. It isfearce
eredible what is reported of the number of Scholars in
Pregue in former Ages, as'bathbeendelivered by’ divers

' Authors,
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Authors. And Lewss du May,Counfellor unto the Duke
of Wirtenbarg, affweth, That there are ar prefent fearce
fo many Students in all Germany, as there wereat Prague
in the year 1409. whén they reckoned above Forty
thouland under the Reforfbip of Fohn Hus.  Charles the
Fourth, Emperour, and King of Bohemia, founded the
Univerfity of Prague, giving equal priviledges 1o the
BobemiansyPolanders and Germans:and when he would re-
trench his favourstowardsStrangers, there went out of the
Townina weeks time twenty four choufand Scholars,and
a lictle after, fixteen thoufand, whereby we may judge
there were more Scholars in Pragse than other perfons
in fome great Cities. Therearealfd in this old Town di-
vers Golledges and Cloyflers,  The Fefuites have a fair,
handfome Colledge, near unto the Bridge, but the Build-
ings of the o/d Town are inferiour to thofe of the leffer
Town,

The new Town is large, and together with the River,
encompafleth che o/d, and is divided from it by a large
Tremch or Ditch, into which they can let in the River. The
Irifb have a Gloyfter of Francifeans near unto an old Tower
in the Wall of the old Town. The Fefwites have alfo be-
gun a large Clyyfler, which, if finithed according to its
beginning and defign, will be very fpacious and noble.
They are now making Baffions about the Town at oneend
thereof 5 there is allo a Citaded, but not finifhed, ac Wiffe-
rabs, oc Wiffegrade, formerly the Seat of the Princes of
Bobemia, and alfo of the famous Princefs LibufJa, the
Daughter of Groczes, and Wife unto Primiflaus.

The Kleine Seitten, or leffer Prague, far exceedeth the
other for pleafantnefs and beauty of Buildings and fair
Palaces. This part lieth Weftward of the River Myl
daw, which between this and the o/d Town, is paffable by
afteong Stone-bridge, confifting of fifticen great Arches,
Rz being
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being about Seventeen hundred foot long, and" Thirty
five foot broad , and two open Gates under two high
Towers of Stone at each end, A great part of this
Town lieth high, and upon the Hill flandeth Hragfehin ,
or Upper Pragwe, and a Summer Houle of the Emperours,
befides a Magnificent Palace of the Emperours, as King
of Bohemia; and by it a fair Cathedral Church dedicated
to St, Veit , firlt built by Sc. Wenceflaus,Duke of Bobemia,
923. from whencethe Town and River is belt viewed,
In this Church are divers o/d Monuments for great Per-
fons 3 as for Pogiebrachiusa Bohemian King, Wenceflaus ,
Rodolphus the Second, Charles the Fourth, Ladiflans ,
Maximilian the Second, and other drch-Dukes and Em-

eronrs. Therearealfo many Houfes of the Nobility in
this part of the City. The Palace and Garden of Colare-
do is exceeding neat, though fmal’,  But I wasmoft plea-
fed with the Palace of Count Wall:nfleyn,Duke of Fried-
land. General upto the Emperour Ferdimand the Second,
who being fulpe&ed to Ulurp that Kingdom , was after-
wards killed at Egrea, This Palace was buile upon rhe
Ruins of an hundred Houfes, purpolely plucked down
tomake roown for it 5 wherein the Hall is large, the Gar-
den handfome 3 upon one fide whereof there is a place to
manage Horfes, and nearunto it a Fifh-pond: in ano-
ther part there isa noble 4viary witha Gardenand Trees
init, after the manner of the dwiary of Prince Dorda at
Genos, which is eighty paces long, and eighteen broad:
The Stableis large, and worth the feeing, wherein- there
is a Murble Pillar between cach Horfe, and for every
Horfe there is placed in a nich of the: Wall a Rack of
Steel, and Manger of Marble, and over his Head hangeth
a Pi&ure of the Horfe, as bigas the Life; with bis Name
under it.  Among thereft, | obferved that a Bay-horfe
had for his Name Mpwre d'Orey aMare, Belladpnna, ano
s ther.
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ther Epagnolesta, and his moft beloved Horfe was named:
Mas Duerids,

Some have thought that the bef} bigh German is fpoken
in this part of Pragwe ; and thereliving fo many of the
Nobility and great Perfons , itis not to be wondred ar,
that their Language is better than ordinary. But the
common Language of Bokemiaisa Dialet of the Sclamonis
an, thoughvery many fpeakalfo High dutch, as we found
in all our paffage through that Country. Koning (mar &
being with his Forces on the Frontiers of Bobemia. a
difcontented Colonel of the Imperialiffs came unto him,
making it probable that he mi ght furprize Hratfchin, and
the leffer fide of Pragwe, which he fuddainly attempred ,
and fo fuccel:fully, thac he fidrprized many Officers, and
old Golaredo in his Bed, getting (o great a Booty, that he
could fcarce carry it away.

A partof Pragueisinhabited by Jews, and called the
Fews Town ; there are nofinall number of them, and ma-
ny rich, astrading in all Commodities, and have good
skill in Jewels, and feveral forts of Stones digged out of
the Minesin Bobemia: 1 bought fome Bobemian Tovazcs
of them, neatly cut and well-figured, and fome which
were very large and clear, were at the rate of feven or
eight Dollars.  Duringmy ftay here, I had a great defire
to have faluted Fobannes Marcus Marei, a famous Phyficie
an and Philofopher of Prague , and alfo to have induced
him to aCorrefpondence with the Royal Societys but 1
underftood that he had left this World, to the great grief
of Learned Men in thefe and other parts,

Many here do fpeak ftill of Fohn Hus and “Ferome of
Prague,and | have feen Silver Medals of them. Thiey were
furely very notable men; and I fhall only fec down what
eAnens Sylvim,or Pope Pius the Second faid of them, Fer
hannes asase major & amboritase; Aosirini G facupdié [

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perior Hieronymus, pertulerant ambo conftanti anims necem,
& quafi ad Epulum tnvitati ad incendium properarunt,nul-
lam emittentes vocems que miferi awimi P‘ﬂﬂ- et ferre indicium:

I Hift, Bobemica, Fohn was o1 greater years and autho=
rity, Ferome of more Eloquence and Learning: both of
them endured their Death with great conltancy, and went
unto the fire as though invited to a Banquet : when they
began to burn, they fungan Hymn, which the flame and
fire could fcarce intercept.None of the old Philofophers
endured their death with fucha courageous mind as thefe
the fire.

The fame Author compareth Prague unto the City of
Florence in Tufcany, wherefore having feen both places;
I cannot omit to fay fomething. 1 had a view of the Ci-
ty of Florence from the top of the Domo, or Cathedral,
and of Pragwe from the Church of St. Vedt, upon the Hill
in the lefler Town : Pragwe feemed to my eye to contain
a far greater Circuit than Florence 5 1t feemed alfo more
populous, and to exceed it very much in the number of
People, the Streets larger, and the Windows of Palaces
and fair Houfes being of Glafs, looked not fo tatterdly
as the ragped Paper Windows of Floresce, The River
Arno, which runs through Florence, is not to be compa-
red with the Muldan ac Prague, having run about:an hun-
dred miles from 1ts Head.  The large, maffy, long Stone-
Bridge exceedeth any of,if not all,the four Bridges of Fis-
remge, . The Emperours Palace alfo upon the Hill is very
ftately: Butas for the well-paved Streets of Flrewse,
the Domsor Cathedral with black and white Marble, with
a (:upafa, fecond only to that of St. Peters of Rome , for
the incomparable Ghapped of St. Lunremcey and the Dukes
Gallery
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Galleryand Rarities, Tmuft confefs I faw not any thing in
Prague whichanfwered them. At Weiffenberg , or the
white Hillnear Prague, that deciding Battel was fought

Novemb. 8. 1620, between Frederick Prince Palatine of
the Rhine, ele@ted Kingof Bohemia, and the Forces of

the Emperour Ferdimand the Second, which gave ficha

deep blow unto the Proteffant Party, wherein (o many of

Frederick’s Forces were {lain and drowned in the River
in their flight, wherein alfo that famous Commander Pa-
penbeim was found lying among the dead , who norwith-
ftanding died not of his wounds , but was referved to
end his days with the King of Sweden in the memorable
Battel of Lutzen.

From Pragwe 1 defigned to pafs by water down the
Muldaw, which uniteth with the Elbe about Melwick, and
fo down the E/be unto Hamburg. But the Winter advan-
cing, and the Weather proving cold, the Boats did not
g0 as in Summer , and therefore I took my Journey by
Land, and leaving Pragwue and the Mrldaw on the right
hand, I pafled the firft day to Zagethal, the nextto We-
Inerne, and fo to Budin and Labafitz upon the Elbe. Ha-
ving paffed over the Egra, a confiderable River , arifing
not far from the City of Egra , and at laft running into
the Elbe ; thenext day by the Caftle of Kriegflein, or
Warreflone, feated upon a high fteep Rock, I came to
Anufig, afmall City not far from the Elbe, having little
remar kable in it, like many other fimall Cities of Bovemia,
and fo forward to Nolwdorff, where we lodged upon
Mount Kninfberg, theday after we entred into Mifnia ,
pafling by Peterfwald, and Hellendorff the firft Village in
Mifnia, and Ksfibel, where are Iron Mines about eigh-
teen Fathoms deep, and Ironm works.

We now under(tood that Bohemis was a larger Country

than we exped&ted ; itlieth round, and fome fay it is three
days
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days poltage overs others that the Diameter extendeth
two hundred miles.  From Igls upon the Confines unto
Hellendorjf, ittook me nine days Journey in November
by Coach, not reckoning the time I ftaid at Pragwe. In
many places-there are very ill Paffages, and fo rudely
mended with great Trees, laid fide by fide, that theyare
often very troublefome to pafs.

We travelled afterwards towards Drefdes,in a fruitiul
Country, wherein were many LDeer in moft-parts of the
way,in fight of the Caftle of Pil#titz,a firong place , and
feated high. I could not but cat an eye on the Rocks
behind us in the Foreft of Bokemia, which loaked like
the Ruines of a Wall which formerly enclofed Bobemia,
which Country is defcribed with a Foreft or Woods
round aboutit, But I confefs I did not really perceive
that there was fucha Wood round about it asis common-
ly {et forch in Mapps; only both within, and alfo in many
parts of the Borders, there are great Woods which are
conceived to have been part of the Hercinian Forefft.

The Boliemians are a ftrong, ftout, and hardy People ,
make good Souldiers, and have made great wars both at
liomeand abroad ; and Hifferies are full of their warlike
Exploits,  The chief Magazine of the King is at Egra,
a {trong City, accounted the Second of Bokemis. The
Country affordeth alfo Iufty and firong Horfes. The
common fore of People are boy(terous,rough,and quarrels
fome, efpecially indrink, whereto they are too much
addifted. The Nobilityand Gentry are civil and kind
unto Strangers. - There are many great Families of the
Nobility, among which that of Roefenberg and Popel is an-
cient, and of highefteem. Sincetheunhappy accepting
of the Crown by Frederigk Count Palatine., and the ill
fuccefsupon it, therehathbeen a great alteration ip this
Country, both as to Peopleand their Manners ; for there-
upon
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upon many thoufands lef: the Kingdom, and many who res
mained, turned their Religion. And the Emperours have
ufed the like feverity upon others in their Hereditary
Dominions,

The next confliderable place we came unto was Dref-
aen in Mifnia, as well worth the feeing, as almoft apy
Town in Germany.  Drefdenis the Seat and Refidence of
the Eleftor of Saxomy, feated upon the River Elfe, over
which there isa very noble Stone-bridge of Seventeen
Arches. TheCity is very well fortified afier the Mo-
dernway, the Baffions Reveftues, and in cach Baftion a
Cavallter : It hathalfo alarge Trench or Ditch about it ,
in fome places double 5 and the River Elbe addeth unto
its ftrength,  The Walls are very ftrong: and they fay,
that when the ficlt Stone was laid to build chen, there was
placed in the Earth a Silver Cup gilded, a Book of the
Laws, and anotherof Copns,and thiee Glaffes filled with
Wine. It hathalfo three Gates. The places moft worth
the feeing are thefe : The lralian Garden in the Suburbs ;
the Hunters Heufe in the old Town beyond the River ;
the Eledors Palace ; his Houfe for wild Beafls; his Stable-
houfe and Arfenal, of which I fhall fec down fome things
obfervable in their kind. In the Eleiors Palace,the Hall
is very large, and bandfomely painted with Cities, Gy-
ants, and the Habits of feveral Nations, and ftt out with
feven large branched Candlefticks: But thar which af-
fordeth the greateft delight is his Kunfikammer , Art-
Chamber, or Gollecion of Rarities, bothof Art and Na-
ture. Inthe firft Partition are ¢to be feen all manner of
well-made Inflruments belonging to moft Trades, as
Feyners, Turners, Barbers, Smiths, Chirurgeons, and o-
ther dreificers . Inftruments to force open Deors, Ghefls ,
& ¢. Inthe other Chambenrs thefe and the like are obfer-
vable,

befides a bandfome Window with a Curtain before him,
There are obfervable a very fair Fountain and pond fet a-
bout with handfome B::Hsj@f:-'.r, where the Horfes arve wa-
tered.

They bave
Fountains and Pouds to wafhthemfelves in, wherein they
much delight: And near to the Pewd are high rapged Foffs
or Trees (et up for the Bears to climb up; and Scaffolds
made at the top tofun and dry themfelvess where they
will alfo [leep,and come and go as the Keeper calls them.
The Horn Gallery is alfo remarkablein thisplace, out of
which there are three Chambers ; one painted with feve-
ral rts of Hunting; ano‘her withall forts of Fowl; and
athird with great variety of Beafls,

In
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Inthe :':'.;mﬁ' for wild Emr’h rook notice of a Muarian,
which isa four-footed Bealt, that hangeth upon Trees by
the Taél. Alfoa wild or 1!{*.*;2.!;:::: Cat of a large fize. Five
young Bears. Five old bleck Bears, A white Bear very
large ; the feer,the head and the meck are longer than thofe
of the black, but not fo thick, Two Lyons. Ten Luekfes;

Drefden is but a late City, and was formerly a Village,
The Charfurft, or Eleflor, wasnot in the Town ; but the
Chur-prince his Sonwas there : A Perfun rather of low
than middie Stature, hbis Hair longand vellow, bis Face
ruddy, his Body well ferand aéive, and he 15 VEr W .:"1
bflmtt'f The prefent EleGor of Saxoeny is Febn {!fni
the Second, Grand Marfbal of the Empire, a gre.t al .d
}JU‘.‘I-'U [ul Prince,who keepsa qu;rs:f Cowrt and dttendance,
having his Guards and Officers after the manner of Kings.
His Dominions lye in Mifnia, Thuringia, Voytland and
partof Lufatia, His Revenses vtlargc from Impofits-
oms upon Gommodities, His Profits grear, from the Tax
upon Beer, which arifeth to no fmall fum, efpecially in
Wittenberg, Torga, and Leipfick. And his Silver Mines
are confiderable.  And the Fumeral of the laft Ele@our
Foannes Georgins the Firft, was very magnificent 1657
at which there were twenty four Horfes of State covered
with black, and the Ele®oral Efemechesn embroydered
there-
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thereon, and every one led by two Gentlemen,and three
thoufand five hundred perfons in mourning.

Dr, Luthers Holiday was kept when [ was there, The
chief Church is very fair: They preach every morning
at fevena Clock. The Lutheras women mournin white,
as others do in Black : and the woman of the Houfe doth
ordinarily fay Grace inftead of the man.  The beft High-
dwtch is {poken in this place , and other parts of Mifwia,
which isa very pleafant fruitful Country,and full of good
Towns and Villages.

Leaving this noble place, I took not theneareft Road,
but turned out of the way unto Freiberg, a place noted
for Silver e Mines ; whereof I had read fomething in _4-
gricola, and heard very much in thefe parts. About an
Englifb wile or two from Freiberg, there are many remar-
kable Mines. I tooknotice of three of them: One called
Auff den hoben berg, or uponthe high Hill, which is the
deepelt in thefe parts, as being feventy feven of their
Fathoms deep ; each of their Fathom: contains twelve of
their Elis, and threeof their Elfs makes one of our Fa-
thoms.  So that thedepth of this e Mine exceedeth any
of thofe wherein | was in Hungary, There is another
Mine called Himmelfurft,or the Prince of Heaven,where:
in not long {ince there was Ore found fo rich, as in an
hundred pounds weight to contain an hundred and thirty
Marks of Szlver, or(ixty five pounds in the bundred
but there was not much of it : And where the Veyns are
richeft, they are obferved tobe thineft, about two fin-
gers broad s but theordinary Ore is but poor, holding
an ounce, or anounce andahalf, in an hundred pounds
welghe ; and if it holdeth but half an ounce they work it.
Nor is this much to be wondered at , forinthe vaft rich
Minesof Perwand Ghils, they will work the Silver Ovre
which containeth four or five ounces in 2.bundred pound

¥ weight,
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weight, and tenor twelve ounces is the ordinary rate of
the common Ore of that rich Mountain of Potofi, out of
which Hill alone, if we believe 4lbero Alonfs Barba, Cu-
rate of the Parifh of St. Bermard in that City, there hath
been more Silver taken than would coverall e Mifmiz o-
ver and over : For thus he faith, Potofi bath already
yielded between four and five bundred e Millions of pieces of
Eight. A quantity fufficient to make fuch another Hill
of Silver : It is hard to form a conception equal vnto o
exorbitant a heap of Riches; but the better £o he ip out
imagination herein, know,that if the Ground were cove-
red with fo many pieces of Eight , laid as clofe to one
anotheras is poffible,they would takeup the fpace of fix-
ty Leagues fquare,

Here at Fresberg they have many waysto open the Ore
whereby it may be melted ; as by Lead and a fort of sil-
wer Ore which holds Lead init, They havealfo sufphur
Ore found here, whichafteritisburned,doth help much
towards the fufion of Metals: And belides thefe, Slich,
or pounded and wafhed Ore ; and Slacken, which is the
Drofs or Cake, or Skum taken out of the Vortiegel, or
Pan which receiveth the melted Mimerals let our ac the
bottom of the meltimg Farmace. Their Treibfbearth, o
driving Furnace, where the Litharge is driven off, agreceh
better with the Figure of it in Agricols, than thofe of
Hungarys fomeof the Lithargeis green: Their Buck-
work and their Engines which pound the Ore , the Coal,
and Clay , are allo very neat. Much of their Ore is
wafhed, efpecially the pooreft, and that which is mixed
with flones, quarts, ox [parrs,

This is peculiarin their working, that they burn the
pounded and wafhed Ore in the Roafthearth, before they
mele it in the Smeltzoven, or meliing Farnace.
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At thele Mines of Hungary where I was, they ufed not
the Virgnla divina, ot forked Hazel , to find out Sifver
Ore, or hidden Treafure inthe Earth ; and I fhould liccle
depend thereon : but here they bave an efteem of ir. And
I obferved the ufe thereof, and the manner how they did
it. Butlfhall omit the Deferiptionof it , becaufe it is
(et down indivers Books, and it cannot be o well de-
fcribed as fhown to the Eye,

I faw alfo another e Mine, called duff der Halfbrucker,
about eighty of cur Fathoms deep, and much worked :
They have divers forrs of Ores but they contain either
Silver and Copper, Silver and Lead, or all three; but
they work them only for Stlver. They have divers damsps
in thefe e Mimes, whereitisdeep. The Mines are cold
where the cutward Air comes in; but where not,, warm.
The greateft trouble they have is by dult, which fpoileth
r.-'{-'r'L;.;.ng‘u and Stomachs , and freis their Skims.  But
they are not fo much troubled with water ; and have ve-
ry good Engins to draw the water out,

The Sulphur, or Brimftone Ore whichis found here, is
alforich; it is hard and ftony, as other Ores are; that
which hath red fpots is accounted the beft. They ufe a
peculiar Furamace to melt the Brimfloné\from the Ore 3
fome whereof yieldeth three pounds of Swipbur out of an
hundred weight of Ore, which as it melteth runneth out
of the Furmace into water , or the Exhalations from the
Ore near or in the Fire, are condenfed into Brimflone by
the Surface of the Water placed to receive it; this is once
again melted and purified, Some of the Brimftone Ore
containeth Silver, fome Copper, and fome both in a fiall
;.‘:rﬂ-p:hrt'nn.

After the Suiphsr is melted from the Ore, the remain-
der ferveth for twoufess. thatis, either for the melting of
Silver, or for the making of Virrsol : To the former only
thus;




Iwo Miners in thar habite
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thus; A proportion is caft into the melting Furnace of
the Silwer, tothisend, to ufethe Miners expreflion, to
make the 87/ver which is hard,fluid.

The other ufe, and which is more confiderable, is for
themaking of Virriol, or Coppersfe in this manner: They
take the Ore out of which the Brimjfone hath been already
melted, and burn it once again, or let it ftill burn in the
open Awr; then puteing it intoa large Fate, they pour
water upon it, ‘foas to imbibe and drink in the Vétris! 5
this Water is afierwards boyled to a fufficienc height, and
let out into the:Coolers, where fticks arefet inic, as in
the making of Sugar Candy: The puret Chryfallized
Vitriol [ticks unto the wood, the relt to the fides and bot-
tom. Thusthe Sulphar Ore, afier the Sulphur is takenout
of it, {till worketh vpon the Silver Ore, and openeth
the Body of irinthe Fire; but when this Ore is alfy dee
prived of its Firriol, it worketh no more upon Me-
tals.

Friberg 1s a round well-walled City 5 hath handfome
Streets, a Piazza, the Ele&or’s Caltle, and five Gates.
the Church of St. Perer is fair, where many of the Dukes
and Ducal Family have been buried, and have fair Monu-
ments ; efpecially Duke Mawritins, EleGor of Saxony
whofe Monument in black Marble is vaifed three piles high,
adorned with many fair Statwe’s in Alabafler and white
Marble, and efteemed one of the nobleft, if not the beft,
in Germany. And when this Town was furrendred unto
Holck and Gallas ; Olfob.s. 1632. the Duke of Ssxony
paid 8ooco Dollars to fave the Monuments of his Prede-
ceffours from being ranfacked and defaced, it being the
fafhion of divers German Princes to be buried in their
Robes, with their Enfigns of Howmoury Rings, Fewels,and
the like, which would have been booty, and probably
have run the fame fortune as the Gloiffer of Haibrom,within
T

twelve
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swelve Englifh wiles of Nurenberg, where fome of the

Marquiffes of Onfpach, who are of the EleGoral Houfe of

Brandenburg 5 |ye entombed , where Tillie's Souldiers

brake open the Vasit, and robbed the dead Corpfes of the

Marquiffes, George Frederick, and Foachim Erneftyof the

Fewels,Ringsand other rich Ornaments with which they

were entombed.

There are fome Vaults and Subterrancous Cavities in
the City, by whichthere are paffages into the Mines.
This place was formerly fireightly befieged by the Em-
perour Adolphus, for the fpace of ayearand a month ,
and at laft betrayed by a Fugitive, who let in a party of
the Emperours into the Town by a Subterraneous Paf-
fage near St. Domats Gate, and upon the continual Batte-
ries made at the Town, and concuffion of the Earth a.
bout it, the Earth funk down inmany places, and fwal-
lowed great numbers of the Emperours Army.

Thefe Mines afford great benefit unto the City, and
alfo unto the Eleftor 5 They are faid to have been found
out in the year 1180, But there have been other Silver
Mines difcovered fince ; as at Schueeberg, at Anneberg ,
and at Foachims Dale, 1526

Having paffed fome time at Friberg , 1 ordered my
Journey for Leipfick, and travelling by Waltheim and Col-
dick, came unto it-

Leipfickis feated upon the River E/ffer, whicharifing
in Voytland, or Terra Adwocatorsms, paffeth by it, and
afterwards runneth into the River Salse. It is a rich
and great trading City ; haththree ! Mar#s in the year,
and great refort unto it from many: parts : It is well-built,
and divers Houfes are feven ftories bigh. The Caftle is

" ftri&ly guarded, and hath in it a firong white Town: But

the Works about the Town are notvery confiderable, als
chough they might be made ftrong. 7.
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The Church of St. Nicholaes is well adorned, and hath
the nameto be the faire within Gde of any Lutheran
Churchin Germany ; they have alfoa remarkab'e Burial-
place ox Godtfaker, walled about , and cloyftered pear
the Wall, wherein the better fort are buried , as the reft
in the middleand openpart.  Which put me in mind of
that noble Burial-place which I faw [at Pifa in Tufeany ,
called I/ campo Santo, becaufe the Earth which the T
perour Erederick Barbaroffa brought from the Holy Land,
for the Ballaft of his Ships, was laidupon that Grouad.

Leipfick is famous for two great Battels fought near
unto it in the laft Swedifb wars; one between Guftavu
Adolphus, King of sweden, and Count Tilly, General of
the Imperialifts, 1631, wherein the Swedes obrained a
great Vitory,  Tilly was wounded, fled, and lived not
longafter, Another fome years after in the fame place,
wherein Leonard Torflenfon the Swede , overcame Arch-
duke Leopoldus Guliclmus,and Otavio Piccolomini, Gene-
rals of the Imperial 4rmy. And about a wile and a half
from hence, at Lurzes, another great Battel was fought,
1632. between the King of Sweden and the Imperial Are
my, commanded by Albert Wallenfteyn Duke of Friedland,
wherein the Swedes obtained the Victory, but the King of
Sweden was flain ; and on the Imperial fide that famous
Commander , Godfrey Count of Pappenheim,

Thercisalfoan Univerfity at Leipfick, firft occafioned
by the German Scholars of Prague; who in the troubles
of the Hu/fites came hicher, to the number of Two thou.
fandinone day ; and is ftill one of the Three Univerfities
in the EleGtor’s Dominions ; the other being Fens by the
River Sals, and Wittenberg upon the Elbe.  In this #ni-
verfity they are much addidted o the ftudy of theLaw, but
there arealfo Learned men inother Faculties,

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The Magiftrates of Leipfick ate alfo confiderable. Der
berrvon Adler[belme was the Burgomafler, a courteous
Learned Perfon, and great Virtwofo, who had collected
and obferved many things: He hath had five fair Daugh-
ters brought up inall commendable ways of working ,
Drawingy Painting, Inlaying with Flowersy with Mothesr
of Pearl, Stowes, and other pretty Works, = And they
fpeak divers Languages, which they learned at a School
in Holland : So that his Houfe hatha great deal of excel-
lent Furniture of his Childrens work , and is one of the
moft confiderable Curiofities to be ften in Leipfick.  His
Summer-honfe is handfome, painted both within and withs
out: And in the Water about, are Mufcovy Dasks, Indian
Geefe, and divers rare Fowls.  In his Chamber of Rari-
ties there are manyithings confiderable: But I have feen
divers of them in cther places, and lately fet down
fome Varieties of the Ele&tor of Saxomy, 1 fhall mention
but a few, :

An Elephants Head with the dentes molares:in it,  An
Animallike an drmadsilo, but the Scales are much larger,
and the Tail broader. Very large flysng Fifbes. A Sea-
borfe.

And [mult not omitthe Garzer of an Fap-
lifh Bride, with the ftory of ic; 3 of the Fathion in England
for the Bridemen to take it of ff, and wear it in their “Har,
which feemed fo ftrange to the Germans, that | was obli-
ged to confirm it to them, by affuring them that 1 had di-
vers times wort fuch a Garter my felf,
Leaving this bufie and trading City of Lefpfick , 1 di-
reCted my Journey unto Magdeburg,and travelled through
a plain Country, betweenthe River Sals and the Elbe, by
Landfberg, nigh to Pufrja'prﬁ: where there is a fmall Hill
which overlocks all the Country, foto Kiksen, the Refi-
dence of the Princeof Aubalt, thento Calm, and over the
River Sala, before it runneth into the Elbe, whicharifing
at Mount Fichtelberg , now haftneth towards it, Fich-
telberg is a confiderable Mountaip, near which are divers
Mines, Bathes, and Mineral-waters , of which Gafpar
Brufclins hath written a Defeription. © And frourit arife
four Rivers, running to the four quarters of the World,
The Maiwe or Menus, towards the Weft; the Nab'or
INibms, towards the South ; the eflger towards the Eaft;
and the forementioned Sals towards the North, Thele
four afterwards fall into the three greateft Rivers of Ger-
many, the Danube, the Rbhine,and the Elbe.  Then to Sals

or Saltz, a placed noted for Sale-fprings, andthat night’

to Magdeonrg.

Parthenopolis; or Magaeburg', is feated by the River
Eibe, formerly the Metropolitan City of Germany , now
under the Marquifs of Brandenbarg, of very greac Circuit,
but little more than half builcagain, fince it was facked

and burnt by Tilly, and Thirty fix -thoufand perfons put
tothe Sword and deftroved. I could not bur obferve

the ruinous and deftruétive effe@s of the late wars inmany
parts
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parts of Germany, but notinany {o great and flourifhe
inga place as this : And a manmight think, that afeer this
great deftcuftion of Houfes and People,this place fhould
not be able to ftand a Siege ; yet a few years after it was
befieged by General Hazzfield, unto whom (Basmicr the
Swede not being able to relieve it) it wasyielded. The
Cathedral Church is very fair , and built like an Englifp
one, by the Emperour Otho the Firft , and his Emprefs
Editha, an Engliflb woman, Daughter unto King Ldmund,
whofe Fffigies inStone I faw in the Church, with nipe-
teen Tups of Gold by her which fhe gave thereto, And
to fay the truth, Emglifb mony hath done great things in
Germany, forhereby, or with agood part thereof, this
Church was built or endowed. Leopoldus, Duke of Au-
Stria, buile the old Walls of Vienna with the ranfome of
King Richard the Firft, whom he detained in his return
through duftriafrom the Holy Land, King Edward the
Firft fent a great Sum of Mony unto the Emperour 4dol-
phus, for the raifing of Souldiers in Germany, which the
Emperour employed in purchaling a great part of Mifuis
for himfelf.

The Lutheran Churchesare handfome, and their Pgl.
pitsare extraordinary noble, and richly fec off, as T ob-
ferved , through all Saxony , Norimberg. And where
they are Maftersof the Places, and have not. their Chur-
ches only by permiffion ; here they fhewed me in the
Gathedral Church of St. Masrice, the Statua’s of the five
wife Virgins (miling, and of the five foolifb Virgins lament-
ing, which are very well expreffed : They fhewed me al-
fotwo odd Reliques, which they fill kept as Ruaritses s
that is, the Bafom wherein Pélate wathed his-hands, when
he declared himfelf free from the blood- of our Savivur 3
and the Ladder whereon the Cack ftood when he crowed
after St, Peser’s denying of Chrift.

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In the Rusnes of the Cloifter of the Anguflines, there

is ftill to be feen Luther's Chamber, his Bedftead, and

Table, andupon the Door are thefe German Verfes,

I lodged at eMagdeburg, inanold man’s Houfe, who
would rell me many ftories of the burming of the Town,the
ernelties and bloody ufage of the pesple, who were deftroy-
ed without exception: The Nums, many of them being
drowned in the River Elbe. Afcer which fome obferved
that Count T#//y never profpered in his wars. He rold
me alfo that Daress lodged with him, who was employed
by King Charles the Firft, toendeavour a reconciliation
between the Lutheransand Calvinifs in Germapny , and
to upitethem if poflible.  We were now in the Territory
of the EleGor of Brandenbwrg, Fridericus Wilbelmses
Great Chamberlain of the Empire, who isin effe@® pof-
fefled of Magdeburg , and next unto the Auftrian Family,
1s the moft potent Princein Germany, beipgable to ra":Fe
great Armies, and his Dominions {0 large, that they are
reckoned toextend two hundred German milesin length,
from the further part of Praffis unto Gleve, but they lay
not together, but inerfperfed with wany other Pri nces
Countyies:

Countries : Howfoever, aHorfe-man may-fo order his
Journey. , asto lye every night inone of the Ele&our’s
Towns, in travelling from one end of his Territories to
another.

I had now left the pure German Language behind me,
for at Magdeburg comes in another kind of German,called
Plat-Deutch, Broad-Dutch , Nider[achfifche,orthe Lan-
guage of lower Saxony 5 a great Language, {poken in the
North part of Germany : They fpeak it at Hamburg ,
Lubeck, and many great Cities; But they can converfe
with the other High-dutch, and with fome difficulty alfo
with the Netherlanders;the one fpeaking in his Language,
and the other replying in his.

At this City of Magdeburg was performed the firft
Turuwament that was in Germany, which was opened in the
year 635. by the Emperour Henry, Surnamed the Fow-
der, who coming from the war of Hungary, exceedingly
fatisfied with the Nobslity, would oblige them to exercife
themfelves in handling their drms, and mapaging their
Horfes, and therefore inftituted thefe Spores,whereby the
Nobility was powerfully attracted to Falowr and Gallan-
2ry, and induced to perfe& and accomplifh themfelves in
all kind of Chevalry. Nonew Nobility, no Baftard, no
Ufwrper, none guilty of High Treafon, no Oppreffor of
Widows and Orphans, nonebornof Parents whereof one
was of bafe Extractionand lgmoble, no Heretiquey Mur-
derer, Traytor, no Goward that bad run away from the
Battel, norindifsreet Perfom that had given offemce to La-
dies by word or deed, were admitted to this Homewr, nor
above Owe of the fame Family at.a time,,  Princes came
into the Lifls with four Squires a piece, Ge#ts and, Be-

yons with three, a Kntght with two,and a Gentleman with
oue,

The
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The hour ard place for the Turmament beiag appoint-
ed, he that hada defire to break a Lawmce there, came to
the Prefidents Lodgings to have his Name written down,
which wasdone in the prefence of three Heralds, to
whom the Champion delivered his Helmer and Sword, and
after he had been at Confeflion, prefented himfelf in the
Lifts with one or more Sgwires,according to his quality.
The Horfes of the Gomsbatants were to be without faule
or exception s the Gaparifons and Furmiture fuchas gave
no offence ; their Saddles without any extraordinary ri-
{ing before and behind, and all things equal. Afier which
they performedall kind of Exercifes on Horfe-back: and
after the Joufts were ended, every man repaired to the
Prefident of his Nation, to wait for the Semtence of the
Fwdges ; and hethat beft deferved the Prize, received it
either from the band of fome Lady, or from the Prince
that gave it,

Thefle Paflimes were afterwardsdifufed , upon the E-
mulation it caufed between the Princes and Nobility, who
ftrove to outvie one another ; or upon wars,in which there
was no leifure for fuch Exercifes ; or perhaps uponcons
fiderationthatdivers bravemen loft their lives in thefe
Encounters: Andno lefsa Prince than Henry the Second,
King of France, negleing to wear his Beaver down,was
flain in a Turnament. And at Darmfladt allo, in the year
1403. at the Threeand twentieth Turmament which was
held in Germany, the Gentlemen of Framcomis and thofe
of Hefle, drew fomuch blood upon one another, that
there remained dead upon the place feventeen of the for-
mer, and nine of the latter.

The Winter growing on called me to make hafte to
Hambarg, from whenceI intended to pafs by Sea into
England and therefore I took the advantage of the Stage-
Coacloes at Magdeourg , and in four days came to Ham-

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burg 5 1 travelled through.a Country for the moft pare
barren, of little accommodation, or {carce any thing ve=
ry remarkable, through part of the EleGour of Brandes-
burg, and then throvgh the Duke of .[.m.rfmfrﬂrg‘n Coun-
-'_r'-,-T pafling by the City of Lunenburg, a handfome wal-
led City, beautified with divers fair Churches, with high

he Town, very beneficial to the place, and fupplying
the neighbour Conntries, 'The Town is commanded by a
Hill near to it, called Kalkberg , which lieth on the
North-fide.

In this Road through lower Saxony, I could not but
take notice of many Barrows or Mounts of Earth , the
burial e Monuments of greatand famous Mem, tobeoften
obferved allo in open Countriesin Emglend, and fome-
times rows of great Stomes, like thofe in Wormins his Das.
will Antiguities : And in one place I took more particu-
lar notice of them, where three mafly Stomes in the mid-
dle, were encompafied inalarge fquare by other large
Stomes fecup anend.

Hambwrg is a fair Csty, andone of the greatones in Gep-
wanys it is featedina Plaim, being populous, rich, and
remarkably ftrong » It is fortified - ls Moderne, much
after the way of Holland, with worksof earth; but inno
place yet Reweflues, ot faced with brick or fome : The
Territory belonging to it is but fmall ; it is divided into
the mew and the o/d Towm, There are five Gater: The
Stene gate o leading towards Labeck; the Dome-gates
the diten-gate, or whichleadeth-unto Altesaw, a place
near the Tows, belonging to the King of Denmark,where
the Komapifts and Calvinifls have their Churches 3 the
Bridge-gate ; and the Dike-gste. The Butldings of this
Gity are handfome, and commonly have a fair entrance
nte
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into them. The Semate-boufe is noble. adorned with
carved Statua’s of the Nine Worthies. The Exchauge or

Iwm: on the Baltick Sea, and being feated upnn the
long River Elbe, the third great River of Germany,
whereby it may have Commerce wit ha great part of that
Country, andas far as Bobemia.

This place hath the happinefs to be quiet when the
great Princes of Ewrope areat war ; for it defives to hold
a (tri& Amity with Princes,and declines all Diffention with
them,

[ found a Ship at Hamburg bound for London,and while
it was fitting for Sail, I made a fhort excurfion into part
of the King of Denmarks Country ; and returning ‘to
Hamburg again, I ordered wy affairs for Emglind upon
the firft wind, and hoped the next Tide to get over the
Altenaw fand, and to pals the Blanckneff, but a crofs
wind prevented, fothatl left not .H;:m.‘}!;fg till the tenth
of December, and then I bad the good Company of Mr:
Hoyle, who came from Narva , and fet Sail in a new
Eh“ipi but the days being at the {horteft , and the nights
dark in the New Moon, the Tide falling alfo in the day
time, we were able to get no further the firft day than
Stadt, or Stoade, upon the River Zwingh a {trong Town,
belonging to the King of Sweden,; where the Ships that
come up the River pay Cuftome, and where the Englifb
Merchants had formerly their Refidence, whea they left
Humburg upon a Difcontent,

December the 11th, we came by Gluckfladt ; belonging
tothe King of Denmark , where the Caftle, the King's
Palace, and the Charch are handfome, and Anchored that
night before the Mouth of the' River Oaff, which arifeth
in Bremerland,and falleth into the E/bea mile from Branf-
buttel, on the other Holfatian thoar.

December the 12th, we loft fight of the Northern fhoar,
and paffed Cook’s Haven,; infull hopesto putout to Sea
that night ; but about Three in the Afternoon we were
becalmed a League and a half below is , where we were

fgrced
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forced to come toan Anchoragain, lef} the firong ‘Elbe
fhould fet us on ground among the Sands : So we lay that
night between Thickfand on the North, and Newark on the
South, right over again(t a Light-honfe.

December the 1324, the wind turaing Welternly, and
blowing bard, we returned to Cook’s Haven, and came
to Anchor. Herel came a fhoar, and went up the Land
to the:Fort in this place btic.:r:giﬂg to the Ciry of Ham-
burg : lt1sa high*fquare Work, with a double Ditch 5
and fome Veffels comeupto the Fort; but the Dirch or
Chanel which comes thither out of the Elbe, is dry at low
water, The Townis called Reurftiittel, not far from the
Landsend. Two or three days after,with a cold North-
Eaft-wind, we fet Sail for England. Coming out of the
Elbe, we wereall the Afternoonin fight of ap 1{lind, cal-
led Heilige-landt, or Holy-land, belonging to the Duke
of Holfein, which being very high Land, is to be ften
at a good diftance, and is of excellent ufe to dire& and
guide Ships into the Mouth of the Efbe, without which
they wouldbe ata great lofs, the Country about that
Rivers Mouth béing all'very low Land.

Heiligeland is a finall Ifland, having about two thou-
fand Inhabitants, and fix or feven fivall Veffels belonging
to it, which are imployed a great part of the year in bring-
ing Lobfiers and other Fifb to London or Quinberongh,
the Inhabitants living moft upon Fifb. We bore out to
Sea all night , and the next day wade towards the Land
again, and failed in fight of  Schiemoniekeoghe, Amelandt,
and Schelling : in the Evening we faw the Lights at the
Vly and Texel ; when we were near the Land, we were
much troubled with the Froftand cold Weather , and lefs
whenwe were off at Sea.  The nexc day we had a fair
wind, and made fiich way, that inthe Evening we took
down our Sails, and let the Feffel drive, not being -?*'114
ing
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ling to deal withthe fhoar in thenight.  The next morn®
ing we foon difcovered the Northforeland covered with
Snow, and came toan Anchor in Margeret-Road, where
the wind growing very h-,gh, we rode 1t out for two days
and tivo nights, and came fafe on fhoar (praifed be God)
Upon Goriftm.s day morning,

Now having made fo long a walk in Germany, 1 muft
confefs I returmed with a better opinion of the
Country, than I had before of it; and cannot but think
it very confiderable in many things. The Rivers there-
of are noble, and feem to exceed thofe of Framece and |-
taly, Of the Riversof Italy, the Padus ox Po, is the
moft confiderable, which notwithftanding, hath no very
long courfe,before it runneth into the Adréatick Ses, And
Italy being divided by the prrr;;;.ér.zﬁ'-ﬁ:ﬂj, running from
Welt to Eaft, the Rivers which arife from either fide,
cannot be long, neither on the South-fide, before they
run into the Mediterranean , as the Arno, Garigliano,and
ethers: Nor on the North fide ; before they runinto the
Adriatick, or the Po.

The chief Rivers of France, as the Loyre, the Seine,
the Rbofne, and the Garonme, 1 cannot but highly com-
mend, having paffed uponthem for divers days. There
are alfo four great Rivers in Germany; the Dannbe, the
Rbine, the Elbe, and the Oder, but none of-Framee feem
comparable unto the Rbhineand Danube.  Frameehaving
the Sea upon the North, the Weft, and the two large Pro-
vinces of Languedoe, and Province upon the Medsterra-
nean Sea, hath the opportunity of Noble Cities and Sea-
ports : Butfome doubt may be made, W hether any there-
of do exceed Humburg, Lubeckyand Dantzick.

The great number of populous, Jarge, and handfome
Cities, doth afford great content untoa Traveller in Ger-
many 5 for befides about Sixry fix free Imperial Cities,
there
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are many more of good note bélonging to particular
Princes, and divers highly priviledged, And furely a
true Eltimation of the Cities and Towns of thefe days,
cannot be duly made from the Accounts and Defcripiia
ons thereof left an hundred yearsfince or more, for finc
thofe times, Buildings have been better modelled and ov-
dered ; Fortifications and Out-werks more vepularly
contrived ; Convents and Publick Houfes more neat.y
and commodioufly built ; and the fair Colledges and
Churches of the Fefuites, whicharenow to be {een in
moft, domuch fet off the Beauty of great Flaces. Every
where we meet with great and populous Tewas, Fillages,
Caftles, Seatsof the Nobility, Plains, Forefls, and plea-
fant Weeds. And befides the fatisfa®tion we may have
from Objeéts above ground, we may find no fnall con-
tent in the wonders thereof underit, in Mrnes, Minerals
almoft of all forts, of Geld, Silver, Copper, Iron, Tinm,
Lead, @uickfilver, Antimony, Coaly Salt, Sulphur, Cad-
smia, and others , where there are al{o fingular drtificers
and Workmen 4 in the feveral Artifices thereof, Cone
verfation with the People iseafie , they behaving theme
felves without much Formality , and are plain-dealing
and trufty, fo that a Traveller needs not to be fo fo-
licitous and heedful of what he hath, as in fome other
Countries, which are efteemed of greater Cuvilicy,
The Women are generally well-complexioned, fober,
and grave, and they have not yet lcarned the cultome
of their Neighbours of France and Holland , to admit of
being faluted by Men : faithful to theixr Husbands, and
careful in the affairs of their Houfes.

They make good provifion againft the cold of theis
Country , by fleeping between two Feather-beds and
Stoves.

0
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The common Stewes in Inns , wherein there are for
the moft part feveral Companies eating, drinking, and
in the night fleeping, are convenient, confidering the
great cold, orat lealt tolerable; but they being rooms
clofe fhutup, the fmellof themeat, and efpecially of
Cabbage, an ufual Difh amonglt them, makes them un-
pleafant, fo that fometimes 1 preferred the courfe of
hot Countries, while I called to mind, that in Pre-
vince and ltaly we drank frozen Fulebs, which we dif-
folved with the heat of our hands ; flept upon a fheet :
on the outfide of the Bed, withall the Windows of the
Chamber open ; and as we fate at dinner, there was a
Fann in the middle of the Room, hanging over our Heads,
about two yards broad, which witha ftring was pulled
backward and forward to cool us, and divers had Pans
filled with Snow,. to cool the fheets when they went inte
their Beds.

Germany isa great Hive of men, and the mighty de-
ftruétion of men made by the laft German wars, and by
the Plague is fo repaired , that it is fcarce difcernible.
They are fruitful , and full of Children: They are not
exhaufted by Ses, Colonies fent forth, orby peopling 4-
merican Gountries 5 but they have fome confumption by
wars abroad, when they beat peace at home: few wars
being made in other parts of Evrope, wherein there are
not fome Regiments of Germans ; the People being na-
turally Martial, and perfons well defcended,very averfe
Irom a Trading courfe of Life,

While I read in Tacitme of the old barbarous and rude
State of Germany, how poorly they lived, that they had
their Houfesat a diftance from one another3 how igno-
fantthey were in Arts; and it was doubted whether their
Country afforded Miues ; that they lived by exchange
of things, making little orno ufe of mony, and thelike,
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I may jultly wonder to behold the prefent advance and
improvement in all commendable Arts, Learning, Civili-
ty, fplendid and handfome Cities and Habirations , and
the general face of things incredibly altered fince thofe
ancient times; and'cannot but approve the expreffion of
a Learned Man, though long fince , That if Arioviftus,
Civilis, and thofe old famons men of Germany, [bowld re-
wive in their Gountry again, and loock up to Heaven, behold-
ing the Gonflellations of the Bears and other Stars,they might
probably acknowledge that thefe were the [ame S$pars which
they were wont to bebold s bus if they [bould look downward,
and well view the face of all things , they would imagine
themfelues tobe in & new world, and mever acknowledpe thic
to have been their Gonntry.

Drf_ﬂ}:'dprp, at the Dukeof f‘-.'mﬁ#rg*s Courr, and went
afterwards into Faly to Modenas, and brought over her
Highnefs the prefent Dutchefsof Yk, We dined at a
fmall walled Town, called Berckem, which fome think
to'be a name corrupted from Tiberiacum, where we | tay-

-ed a/great part of the Afternoon, to accommodate an un-
lucky Accident which happened: A Servant of one of
the Englifs Gentlemen having cafually fhot a Horfe,which
belonged to a Gommander under the Duke of Newburg ,
lyingat chat time with a party of Horfe at this Town , {0
that wetravelled in the Evening through the Woods , and
came Jate to a place called Steinftraffe, and the next day
morning we went to Falfers. .

Gulick, or Juliers, is a finall Town by the River Roer,
but very ancient, and called by the Romaps, Juliscum
conceived to have been founded by Fulius Cefar ; the
Seat {fometimes of the Dukes of Gulick, before the uni-
ting hereof with Gleve 5 and fince thediffolution of that
Eftate, poffefled by the #mited Provimees; and then a-
gain by the Spaniards; burt at prefent in the hands of the
Duke of Newbwrg. It being apreed ar the conclufion of
Peace between the Spaniards-and the Hollanders, That the
Marquefs of Brandewburg fhould have e Marck and Clewe,
and the Dake of Newbnrg, Gulick and Berg. This is a
hand(ome well fortified Town, the Streets ftreight | and
theHoufes of Brick. TheiGradel confils of four Baflions,
n2 of
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of ‘a regular Fortification ; within which is the Primces
Palsce. The Piazzainthe Town is handfome; and the
whole confiderable for its beanty and frength.

Fuly the seh, we came to Aken, or ﬂ;w}@mm, five
Leagues diftant from Gulick 3 the French call it Aix la
Chapelley from a Chappel in the great Chureh, much vifited
by Pilprims from many parts 5 and famous for the great
number of Religues preferved therein, When the Ro-
mans made war upon the Germans, they poflefied them-
felves of divers places between the Rhine and Maes.
And Granus, anoble Roman, being fent into thefe parts
of Gallia Belgica,about the year of our Lord Fifty three,
difcovered among the Woods and Hills thefe hot Sprimgs ,
which to this day are fo much celebrated in many parts
of Esropes who afterwards made ufe of them, and a-
dorned them after the manner of the Roman Baths, and
builta noble Habitation near them; part of which the
A nbabitapts would have ftill to be ftanding, retaining the
name of Turrés Grawi, an old Tower at the Eafi-end of
the Town-houfe ; anoble dntiguity: Butthe manner of its
buslding gives fufpicion it cannot be fo old. Hence thefe
Therma from their Difcoverer have been named Agne
Granie, and came to be frequented ; and the Town of
Aguiforape built and flourifhed, till 4etils, the King of
the Hunsy or Hungarians, deltroyed it,

About four hundred years after, Charlesthe Great ri-
ding out a hunting in thefe parts , as be paffed through
the Woeds, his Horfes Foot {trook into one of thefe Hoz-
fprings 3 near which' he alfo-took notice of the Ruins of
anciemt Palaces and Buildings long before forfaken; and
being ftill moreand moredelighted with:the pleafant Si-
tuation of the place, and conveniency of thefe hot Rs-
wolers, he renewed and adorned the Baths, built his
Rayal Palaceneax them : and appointed that the King of
the
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the Romans (hould be crowned with an Irem Crown here.
as with a Silver one at Milan , anda Gold one at Rome.
He alfo builtanoble Collegiate Church, dedicated to the
bleffed¥irgin, in the prefence of many Princes and Bi-
fbeps, in the year 8o4, and endowed it with Revenwes
for the maintainance of Canons, wholived togetherin a
Colledge atfirlt , burar prefent feparately in che wanner
of Prebends. Hebuilealfo the o/d or imward Wall of the
City, fo that it flourifhed till the year 882. at which
time it wasagain ruined by the Fury of the Normans,
and the Emperours Palace burnt to the ground, Ttis Ci-
#y , befides thefe Devaltations from the Irruptions of the
Huns and Normans, hath been divers times fince de-
ftroyed by Fire 5 as in the year r146. which lofs it
avercame in fuchmanner , that Twenty fix years afcer,
it recovered not only its former greatnefs, but was {o
much increafed , that the large owtward Wall was buile
by the command of the Emperowr Frederick .the
Firft,

In the year 1224. happened another great Fire , in
which,; not only the Buildings, but many of the Isha-
bitants perifhed. And the Roof of the Church wasburrt -
in another Fire 1236. And now of late, for it is
not long fince it hath recovered its loffes by the Fire in
the year 1656. when twenty Churchesand Chappels , .and
about five thoufand private Hosfes were deftroyed.

The Town-boufe, or Semate-houfe , was built 1353
being all of Free-flone, handfomely adorned with the
Statues of the Emperours. The firft and fecond Story of
this Building is divided intc Chambers 3 buc the higheft
is all one entire Rooms or Hall, 162 Foot long, and 6o
Foot broad. Itiswell painted indivers partsby  dmi-
faga: Two Pieces of whofe drawing are much efteemed
here; one of the Refurreition, and another of Charles
the
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the Great , giving the Gharter to the Gity of dken. Here
the Emperowrs , at the time of their €oromation , ufed to
keep their Feaffs , together with the ElecFoursand other
Princes. The Roof is fupporced by four Pitlars ; through
the middle of which, the fmoak of all the Chimmeys of
this Bwilding , is by a handfome contrivance conveyed
AWay. |

Over again(t this Houfe, in the middle of the Pidzza,
is a Founmtain , conliderable both for larpemefs and neat
flrudlure 3 contrived by a great dreiff , Gerard Coris;
where four Sprimgs perpetually empty themfelves from
aboveintoa large Bafonof Copper , of thirty Foot Dia-
mieter 5 from whence againit defcendsby fix Pipes into

a Ciffernof Stome, handfomely engraved, and pafieth to
many other Fowntains in the Town. On the top of this
Fountain (tands a large Statue of Charles the GreatyPatron
of this Gity, made of érafs, and gilded over, He is in
Armonr, and looketh towards Germany. About the edges
of the great brafs Bafon is this Infeription :

The Gharch of our Lady, builtby Charles the:Great.,
is of an odd Figure, At the Weft-end s a Sresple adorned
with divers Pyramids; and onthetop allarge Globe and
Crofs.  From hence, higher muchithan the Cai ch, pafleth
a Guallery, fupported by a lange #réh to'a Gdpola near the

middle
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middle of the Church, Ar the Eaflt-end is alfo 2 fmall
Twrret or Lanthorn. The infide of the whole is adorned
with Marble Pillars of divers lorts, with Piilars of brafs,
gilded Sratues, brafs Doors and Partitions . and much
Mo [aick work.

In the middle of the Chureh, where Charles the Great
was buried, hangeth a very large Crowm , given to this
Church by the Emperour Frederick the Firlt. This Crows
is made of filver and prafs gilt, adorned with fixreen
lictle Towers , and eightand forty Stazues of filver, of
abouta Foor high, and thirty two which are leffer. Be-
tween thefe ftand eight and forty Candleflicks to receive
the Laghts burnt here upon Feflivals,

Of thefe large Growns 1 have feen at Ciles , and other
parts 3 and it hath been anancient Ornament in Churches.
The Greeks havea Crown , or large Girclemuch like this ,
in the middle of mott of their beft Churchess on which
they hang many Offeich Eggs, and the Pii#ures of the A-
poftles and Saints, The Tarks do likewife imitate it in
their eMofgues, butinftead of Piitures place Lamps.

Frederick the Firft took vp the Bedy of Charles the
Great out of its Sepulchre in the middle of the Charch,
and afterwards buried it again; partly ina (llvers Coffins
under the dlrar of the Quire, and partly near the W al
of theold Building, coveringitwith the fame Tomb-flone ,
as before ; which is here reported o have been firlt ta-
ken from the Tomb of Fulins Cefar. 1t isof white May-
ble ;i andhaththe Figure of Proferpima upon it. Out of
this Tomb of Charles the Great, were taken up a great

number of Keliguesand confiderable Rarities, which he
had' got together in his lifetimes fome of chem given him
by Aaron King of Perfis, by the Patriarch of Conflanti-
#mople, ‘and otherss divers of which ate ftill preferved
here : and thefe following we had the'opportunity to fee.

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Some of the bleffed Virgins hair.  One ring or link of the
chain with which St, Peter was chained in Prifon. The
Head of (harles the Great, The bones of his 4rm. His
Sword which the Emperours wear at che time of their Co-
ronation. ‘The Piéfure of the Virgin Mary, withour Sa-
wionr in her Arms, embofled upon a Fafpss, done by St.
Lake, hanged about the Neck of Charles the Great, and
fo found in his Tomb, A Noble Manufecript of the Gofpels
found in the fame Tomb, Charles the Great’s Hors which he
ufed when he went a hunting. - His (rucifix made out of
the weod of the Grofs.Our Saviowr’s Girdle of Leather,with
the Seal of Conftantine the Greatat eachend, A piece of
the true Mawma. Some of the Bones and Blood of St,
Stephen, richly enchafed , upoa which the Emperours
are fworn at their Inasguration. A piece of one of the
Nails of the Crofs. An dgnus Dei ent from the Pope to
Charles the Great ; and many other Keligues. Here isal-
{0 the Tombof the Emperour Otho the Third , in black
Marble, who in the year 1000, firft conftituted the Ele-
Gorsof Germany.

Near to this City are many forts of Minerals found ; as
Lead ore, the Sulpbur, and Vitriol flone , Irom, Coal, and
Cadmiayor Lapis Calaminaris : With this latter we faw
them make Brafs, or multiply Copper, in this manner.
They take calcined Cadmia, or Calmey, as they call it,
Copper from Sweden, and the melted drofs of both; to
twenfy eight pounds of Copper they put anhundred pound
of Calmey : They put firlt into very large Crucibles , fome
old piecesof brafs and flacken , or the drofs, and after-
wards the Calmey and Copper, and let them fiand in the
Furnace twelve hours 5 after which, they put eight Grs:
gibles full into ope, anddet what will run over, the beft
finking always to the bottom s and then caft' it into a
Frame made of ftone, bordered with bars of Iron 3 and

: o
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fo run it into brafs Plates,which are afterwards cut in pie.
ces with large Ciffars.

The ot Bathes are very much frequented at prefent.
Within the inward Walls are three convenient ones: Tl
Emperours Bath, the Little Bath, and the Barh of St, O
rinus,  The Emperours Barkis inthe fame place, and fed
with the fame Springs with that in which formerly
Char/es the Great took fo much delight, that he frequently

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ufed to fwim therein;in which Exercife few wer e more ex-
pert than himfelf; and fpent the Jacter end of his days
here, and would often invite to ¢he Bath, not only his
Sons, but his Nobles, his Friend; and Guards ; fo as it
was cultomary to Bathe a hundred together in thofe days.
But now they are divided into leffer Partitions. The
Emperours Bath having five Bathing Rooms ; and the Li-
tle Bath which cometh out of it three. Theft are reckoned
to be Nitro-Sulphuress ; and arife o hor, that they let
them cool twelve hours before they ufe them. From un.
der a great round Stone which covered a Well, in which
there were fome of thefe Hot Springs, 1 faw Brimflone
hard, abovean inch thick,, and Salr-peter, and a petri-
fied Subftance finely variegated, taken our,

Befides thefe, near unto the inward Wall of the City,
there are Baths whichare not fo hot as the former, efteem-
ed to be Swiphureo-nitroms : The fmell of them is fome-
what offenfive,, and the water in the Ciflerns not tranfpa-
rent. ' The firftis che Bath of St. Cormeline , which hath
two Receptacles. The fecond, the Rofe Bath, fo cal-
led from Mr. Rofe,a Citizen of 4ken, whobuilcit, The
third, Compus Badt, or the Poor man’s Bath. Of this fort
of warm Water there is alfo a Fowntain, much reforted to,
and drank of ‘every morning in the Swmmer for many €hro-
nical Difeafes, About a Furlong out of the South-gate
of Aken, isaVillage called Porcetum, or Borfes, from the

great number of wild Hyggs, which formerly frequented
chat place ; in which are many Ho# Sprimgs npon both
fides of a little Riwolet, and let into Houfes, where they
ave diftributed into feveral Baths of Stome. There arc
fourteen of thefe Houfes, and twenty eight Baths ; the
Baths holding ordinarily about fifty Tuns of Water, each
of them: the Water is clear and pleafant, without any
offenfive finell ; exceflive hot when it cometh firlt out of
the Ground , hotter than the hotteft of dkex, and s lefe
to cool about eighteen hours before they ufe it. They ufe
alfo an Inftrument of Wood, pierced with many boles,
to help to cool them fooner, or to ftir the Water when
any onegoethin, whereby he is not fo fenfible of the
heat. Thereare many cold Sprimgs rife near thefe hot
ones, whereby they might be tempered;and furely the
quanciy of the hot Water being fo great, no place mighe
be made more delightful,, ner no Bafhsmore noble. The
Turks in our times, domoft of any Nation beautifie their
Baths, and render them ferviceable to their health and
pleafure,

In Auflria at Baden, the Sawer Bath is built after the
Turkifb wanner, with a Cupela over it: and if any one
hereafter fhall build or beautifie thefe , they will yield to
very few in Ewrepe, At prefent moft of them are of a
fquare Figure, of about fiveor fix yards over ; and the
Houfes in which they are, very near one another. The
firlt Houfe hath the name of the Ladies Bath ; the fecond
is the Swake 5 the third and fourth the Sword ; the fifth
the Golden Mill ; the fixth the Feol ; the feventh the
Cock ; the eighththe Great Bath 3 the ninth the Fountaing
the tenth the Crab 3 the eleventh the World Inverted ; the
twelfth the Giafs; the thirreenth the Angel ; and the
fourteenth the Rofe, Thereis alfo another in the open
Air, called the Poor man’s Bath. Inthe Streetis a Well

Well or Fountain of thefe Hot-fprimgs , of as great a heat
as any | have feen; pegpetually boyling or bubling. But
of all thefe Baths Dr, Blondel and Dr. Didier have wric-
ten (O particularly, as I need not toadd any thing more ,
and particularly of their Ufes,

Within two Leagues of Aken,in the Country of Lim-
bowrg , 1sa Mine of Lapés Calaminaris, which we went
tofee, havinga Corperal and eight Mufquetiers for our
Security to pafs the Wwd. This e Mine lieth over a-
gaint the Caltle of Einenberg.  Asfoonas] had delive.
reda Letter to Mr. Fobsn Franck, Comptroller of the
Mine for bis Gatholick Majefly , he went along with us ,
to fhew us the manner how the Gadmis groweth in the
Earth, and other Curiofities, This Mine having been
wrought Three hundred years, and being one of the moit
remarkable of that kind , it may not be impertinent o
fetdown fome particulars concerning it, It is about
cighteen or nineteen Farhoms deep, lying all open like 3
Chalk Mine, of an Oval Figure ; they digg at prefent in
feveral places, and the belt Calmey lieth between the
Rocks, in the deepeft partof the Mine: They have now
found anexcellent Feyn fo placed, of eleven or twelve
Foot thick, which they digg out with Pickaxes, with
fomedifficulty , by reafon that the Lapis Caleminaris is
fo very hard.  The colour of this Steme is of a dark yellow
and red, and hath Peyws of watural Erimflone mixed thin-
lyinit. The Veyus of the Lapis Calaminaris being fo
large, they follow them not only in one place, but digg
over one anothers heads, and frame their work into the
fhape of large Szayrs, and one throws up what another
diggs, and fo upward till they lade the Garts with ic.
Some of the Csdmia is blackifh and dark brown; and
there are Flusres between the Cavities of the Sfome hand-
fomely figured, \but moft of a blackifb colowr.  Theworks
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about the Mine themoft remarkable, are thefe: 1. An
Uurrﬁ?ﬂr wheelin the Earth, which ux he I’#mp: to
pum p out the water ; and thisnot placed in the Mine,
but onone fide of it, and apaffage cut out uf the Mine
to the bottom of it, L} which the Mineis drained ; and
another ;.,:ﬂ'fgarmrsm‘.:mm out of the place where the
wheel is turned which lets out the water which turns the
wheel, and a.{h the water which cometh out of the Mipe
into the Neighbouring Valley. - 2.The wafbing of the Ore
or Stene, which they perform, as at other works , by
letting the water overit, and [tirringit ; and this they
do wherefocver they begin to work near che Superficies of
the Earth, for there the Calmey is lefs, and more mixed
with 'fz; and Earth: but the moft remarkable work is
the calsining of the Ore (forall our Lapis Calaminarss of
the Shops is the calcined Calmey) and it is worth the fee-
ing; for chey place Faggors in a handfome order firlt,
anel cover a large round Ares with them, of abount Fnr-
ty or Fifty yards Diameter,upon which they p'ace Char-
gealinas good an order, till all be covered and filled
ap ayard from the ground ; then they place ranks of the
mg*’{ Stonesof Calmey, and after them fmaller, till they
have laidall ons and then by fcmrg fire to the bottom,
the fire comes to each ffome, and all is handfomely ealei-
med,  From hence we went to Limburg, meeting with di-
vers Senldiers upon the Road, who defired mony of us,but
did gotattempt any thing againft us, we being many of us
topether in Company.

Limburg is feated upon a high Reck , which overlooks
ail the Country, and a little Réver runneth almoft round
it at the bottom. - The Avenue to the Town on theé North-
fide isdifficult all along upon the edge of the Rocks and
the Gate of the Towm, over which is the Govermonr's
Howfe; fpreadsitfelf from one fide of ‘the Rock to the
other,
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other, and lockethup the paffare.” Here we fhew oux
Pafports from the Spanifp Plenipotentiarics ; and in the
Afternoon had a pleafant Journey to the Spas. In the way
we {aw where the Frensh Army bad pafled the Country
towards Metz, having lain about a Fortnight at 7cker ,
after the taking of Maeffreichs, ;
Spa is a neat Villedge inthe Foreft of drdenna, feated
in a bottom, encompafled onall fides with Hills, and on
the North with fteep Moswantasns. Sothat it happening
to rain while we were there, the place was,in fowe hours
time, filled with water, the Hay walhed out of the Mea-
diws, the fals in the River wade even, and Pobunt', one
of the Mineral Fouwntains, was drowned. There' was
not much Company when we were theré, although it were
in the hotteft time of the year 4 whichis moft feafonable
for drinking the waters ; by reafon of the wars, and the
danger of coming through the Country to them.  Eut in
Spa it felf all peopleare free from danger, all the'Neigh-
bouring Princes prote&ing it, and would count it very
difhonourableto difturb a place, which by the wirtue of
its Mineral Springs , is [o beneficial to Mankind, Thele
Wiaters are not only drunk upon the place , but are alfc
fealed up in Bostles, and fent into many parts of Ewrgpe,
And Mr. Coquelet , at whofe Houfe we lodged, told me
that he fent it as far as Saragoffa in Spain: and that he had
at that time Thirey thoufand Bostles empty, and waited
for a good feafonto fill them , which is the hottef}, dry-
eft time of the Summer, and the hardeft Froftin Winter ;
at which times the water is firongeft , (parkling ; and brisk.
The chiefeit of thefe e Mineral Fountainsare thefe,Geroz-
fer, Saviniere, Tonnelet, and Pobunt,
Geronfler is in the middle of a' thick #7od, about an
Englifh mile anda half Southward of the Spa; it is the

ftrongeft of any, and the beft adorned , being buile up

with ffone, and a Pavilion over it, fupported with four
handfome fone Pillars. Thereisa green place cleared in
the Wood near roit, and a little Houfe for the Patients to
warm themfelves in early, inthe moraing, or in cold wea-
ther,  The Arms of S* Conrad Bowrgfdorff, who adorp-
ed this Fountain , are placed overy on two fides ;3 and
On the other two this Infcription in French and High-dutch,
1n a handflome Owval.

This Fountain fmelleth very ftrong of Brimflome , and
caufeth vomiting ina great many, yet pafleth chiefly by
Urine , as they do all; and ftrikes a pwrple with Nut-
galls more inclining to red, than the waters of Tunbridge.
The Sediment is of alight blew in the Fowntain , buc of a
dark dirty redevery where elfe.  Not far fromthis is a-
nother Jarge Spring in the Wood much like it, but not as
yet builtand beautified. ki

Sawviniere is another Fosntain , alnoft as far from the
spi Eaftward,and built after the manner of a Tower : the
Acidule ave not fo ftrong as the former.  There isanother
Fountain hard by this, almoft the fame, held to be par-
ticularly good for the Stene and Gravel

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The third is Tomnelet, arifing in the Meadow, and builg
up with ffone : But being there are no Trees nor Shades a-
bout it, it is not {o delightful as the others. Apd Hene
récaws ab Heers in his Spadacrene, faith that this is more 54
trows than the relt, and caufeth fich a coldne (5 in the
month and flomach, that few can drink of it.

The fourthis Pobust , in the midd]e of the Tows, from
whence moft of thewater is drawn which is fent abroad :
if no particular ene be fent for. This was beautified with
handfome Stome-work , by the Bifhop of Liege, to whom
this place belongeth, and this Infeription fet over i, Sa-
metari Sacrum. 1t isalfo called the Fountain of St. Remacius )
to whom it was dedicated ; and thefe Ferfes are likewife
epgravenupon it:

Being at the Spa, we vifited Franchimons one Afters -
noon , paffing througha thick Weed , there isan old Ca-
ftle, and good Brimfne and Fitriol-works , the fame
Stone afiording both ; and I prefume may alfo make the
Spa-water under ground, orat leat be a principal In-
gredient in it.  We faw the manner here how they mel-
ted, and caft their Brimflome firft into great Pails, the
florid and clear parts remaining at the top andmiddle,the
thick and more obfcure fubfiding and adhering to the
bottom
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bottom and fides, and is that which is fold for Swlphur
Viown, We faw allo the manner of calting the Brim-
fione into Rolls, or Magdaleons : And near onto this
place a finoaking, burning, little Hill, which is thus
caufed: They throw out the burnt Pyrites, out of which
Brimflone hath beendiftilled, and the Vériol drawn out
by infufion, upon this H#ll, which confifts all of the fame
matter, which ferments intime, grows hot, finoaks, and
surns perpetually, ard withal, drinks in a new Virriol
into ics felf.

From the Spa we croffed over to Frapont, a Village
feated upon the pleafant River #ze, or Owrte, where
we took Boat aud went down arapid Stream, yet one of
the pleafanteft I ever faw, windingand turning between
fo many green Hills , in part of the E'br{ﬂ of Ardwenna,
We defcended afterwards thirty or forty finall Falls in a
long Boat made onpurpofe. The Oar or Paddle being
only a fquare piece of Beard fixed tothe end of a2 Pole,
the Pole ftanding perpendicularly in the middle bf ir.
The delightful River Vefa , or the Wefdret, foonmet us,
and joyning together, we fell down with them into the
Maes near Liege. Upog the Banks of theft Rivers
all the Arans, Guns, and other Inffruments are made, for
which the Country of Liege 1s remarkable.

Learned Men think thisCity to be feated near that Val-
ley , wherein two Legions of Fulius Cefar , under Sabi-
nus and Cotta, were deftroyed by Ambiorix , chief Com-
manderof the Ebarones. 1t is feated vpon the River
Mofa, which entring with two Streams, ' makes fome
pretty 1flands, ‘Three other finall Rivers arifing in the
Foreft of Ardenmna, are #alfo here received Into™ the
Maes, whereby they have plenty of Fifh dnd other
‘Conveniencies. The (‘;{y is very populous, and rl:u i;!:

at
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hath been in former Ages, when as Charles Duke of Fur.
gunay, facked it, and deftroyed an hundred thoufard of
the people.

It aboundeth with fair Churches ftately Convents,
and Religions Foundations , richly endowed, o that it
hath been called the Paradife of Priefls , and is in that
kind the moft notable in all thefe parcs, The Palace of
the Bifhop isa noble Fabrick,built by Cardinal Erardus,
Bithopof Liege. The Cathedral beareththe Name of St
Lambert, who being Bithop of Maeffreichs was murder-
ed by Dodo and others,about the year 622.  The See was
afterwards tranflated unio Liege by Hubertus, as it had
been formerly from Tomgres to Maeftreichs , and the Bo-
dy of St. Lambert removed unto this Church, which is
at prefent very noble, being built of a reddith Stone,
very much carved without, and handfomely adorned
within.  Between the Quire and Saerifly, is this Inferip-
t#om in very large Lesters :

Speutus the Eifhop oi Liege, bouvght the Principality of
Licge of Godfrey of Bonillon, when be went to the Ha{'y
Land: Andinthe Treaty of Cambray , 1555, the pof-
feflion of Bows/lon , and precedency of Title, was gran-
ted to the Bifhop of Liege, although at thistime allo the
Houfes of L& Tesr and Mark do bear the fame, ]

Of the Parifh Churches that of St. Febn, and of S,

Scrvafuss ave fair.  Of the Abbies that of St Facob withs
in the Town, and of St. Lawrence, built by Bifhop Ra-
givardus upon an Hill out of the Town,are noble. There
1s alfo a Colledge of Englifb Jefuites; well-featedupon a
Hill, where theGarden is handfome, and the Dyals macle
by Lrancifeus Linws, are woreh the lecing: Andan Exg-
lifb Nunnery handfomely built. In the Church of the G-
lielmites, outof the Town, lieth the Body of our famous
Country-man Sir Jobn Mandeville, who , after he had
travelled through (o many parts, reck anaffe@ion vnto
this place, and here paffed the remaidderof his life, and
whole Epitaph, and fome Rarities of his, are ftill tobe
feen. _

Bifhop Notger , who was confecrated by St. Gevesn,
Arch-bifhop ot Colen , and died inthe year joo7. built
the walls of this City , and being Tutor to Orbo the third,
he found means very much (o beautifie it, to repair and
build divers Churches, and endow them with rich Re-
venues, and let.the River Maes into the Town; whichbe:
fore ran upon one fide of it. As
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As their Churches are fairand numerons, b are their

Bells and Chimes remarkable.  In the Cathedral of S¢
Lambert there are eight ‘large Bells, and twelve [efler
and there is one fo great, asitisfaid to require Twenty
tour men toring ir. ' IntheChurch of St. Pas/ the Be [s
and Chimes are confidera ble s as alfy at St. Lawrenre and
thecroffed Friers. lItis dlfo an Univerfity, and ‘was {0
famous in former Ages , thatthey ftill rake norice thar at
one time there have been Nine Sons of Kings, Twentv
four Pukes Sons, Twenty nine of Counts, befides ._-,;.._!;—}e
of great Barons Students therein,

Their Speechhere, as alfo at Spaw, is called Roman |
and is a kind of old Freach, or Diale& of thar Lang:iage,
a great part of which is wade vp of Latiz, or Romas
words: and they call the Neighbouring Languageof che
Datch, Twifcon, But many fpeak very good French,
They have fome Vineyards affording a finall Wine, The
Hills about furnifh them with Quarries of good Stone ,
and of feveral kinds. They have alfo divers Mines and
Minerals, and great quantity of Pit-coal for Fire, in {cine
places fetched deep out of the Earth, in others pearer
the Surface : and in one place I faw them beginning todig
where they immediacely found Coal. Their Pumps and
Engines todraw out the water, are very confiderable at
thefe Mines; in fome places moved by Wheels, at above
a Furlongs diftance, to which they are continued by
ftrong Wood-work, which moves backwards and for-
wards continually.

The Citadel ftandeth upon a Hill,and is of great Strength;
Iewas builcto keepithe City of Liegeunder Subje@ion,
For 1649. there being fome difturbances in the Ciry,
Ferdinand , the Ele&or of Colen, offering to come into
the Townitoappeafe it, was oppofed by the Conful, 7s-
Z 2 cobws
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¢obws Hennet, who was foon after furprifed and behead-
ed, together with Bartholomaus Rolandus 3 the Conful ha-
ving {worn the Eleftor fhould never come in whillt he
were alive.  And the Cizadel{oon afier was ordered to be
buile. The Bridges are handfome : that over the great
Stream of the Maes is very broad and fair, and hath lar
Arches. From hence we could read the EleGtor’s pame
uponthe Citadel, Maximilianus, although it were at a
very great diftance, the Letters were fo large.

From Liege we had a pleafant paflage down the Water
to Macftreicht, pafling by drgentan, a Caftle feated up-
on a high Rock on theright fide of the River , belonging
then to the King of Spais., afterwards by Frcher in the
half way, and thenby Nawvagse, a ftrong Forc in the
Maes , which commands the River , and at that timedid
the Spaniard fervice ; thenby pleafant Rockson our lefe
hand, whereinmany Cuts and Paffages have been digged,
till we came in fight of Maeflreiche.

This Town having been a little before taken from the
United States by a fharp Siege , was full of Fresch, and
bad a Garrifon in itof about Ten thoufand men; and in
the Marker-place flood about Two hundred large Field-
picces. We faw the places where they had their Batte-
ries and their Mines, and the Half-moon which the Duke
of Monmosth took : the Out-works were very nume-
rous, and many of them undermined.. Colonel Stor
fhewd vs a_handfome Draught of all the Works, Ap-
proaches and Manner of taking of the Town.

About a quarter of a Mile out of the Town we went
into the great Quarry of Stone, which is one of the no-
blelt fure inthe World, Between Pados and Vicenza 1
had formerly feen the famous Cave of Cuffoza, orCubols,
faid to be above Five hundred Fathoms in breadth, and

Seven -
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Seven hundred in length, bur this doth far furpafs it
the Roof is very highand ftarely in moft places, the Pil.
Jars not to be numbred, all very large ; we paffed two
miles under ground among(t them : No Labyrinth can be
contrived more intricate, and yer all pares are uniforny,
The Floorallina level, and the

, Roof in moft places: of
the fame height, and fo much hath thar uniform rule,

which 1 fuppofe was fet to thofe who firft digged, and {0
bath fucceflively been obferved, added o the beay y of
this place, thacthere is fearce any thing morenoble, [t
put meinmind of the bundred Chambers of Nero, which
he caufed tobe madeunder Ground in the Rocks ar Baie.
And the Water which we wet within oge place, made me
think of Nero's adwirable Fifb-pond , buile in' the like
manner within the Earth,  We came out again near to a
Gonvent upon the Banks of the River , and recurped by
water (0 Maeflreiche.

Thenextday we parted Company, Mr. Newton, M-,
Ettricky Mr..Grove, Mr. Carlton, and Mr. Newcomb went
for dkemand Colem s Mr. Batesand My, Daflon went up
the Riveragainto Liege, at which place, ftaying a day
or two to find a convenience to pafs to Braffels; we were
nobly entertained at a Dinner with Venifon, Wild-boar,
and other Difbes, by that worthy Perfon and Learned
Mathematician Francifesu Slufius, one of the great Canons
of Liege, who alfo continued his high Giwilities to usto
the laft eMimnte we ftayed in Town.

Leaving Liege we foon came “in fight of Tongres 4 ox
Twngrorum oppidwms , the moft ancient place in-all thefe
Countries:  Ortelins would have it to be called of o'd
Atuatuca: It was a ftrong hold before the coming of
Fuline Cefar-into Ganl, and wasafterwards made - Ro-
mAn Statien, and iniprocefs. of time became fo. great,

that A¢tila the Hun deftroyed an hundred ﬂ;{fﬂl‘n{'ﬂ invie,
it being at that time a Bifbops See, which in the year 4938
St. Servatius removed unto ﬂlafﬂrﬂnﬁr Many old Coins
and dntiguities are ftill fonnd here 3 and part of an old
Chappel, {aid ro be built by St. Maternus y Difciple to
St, Peter, is ftill remaining. When the King of France
wade his great inroad into the Low.Countries , 1672. he
borrowed this Town of the Elector of Celogne 4 and then
pafled on to Mafeick, where.croflingthe Country: toithe
Rbine, by the fides of thefe grear Rivers; Kbine and
Maes , he made that notable Incurflen , and quitted not
Tongres till he had taken Maefirescit the year following,
We dined this day at Berchloe, and lodged at St. Traam,
or St. Truden, ahandfomelittle Town, fo called from a
Chureh and ff&éf herein dedicated to [hal' Saint,

The next day we dined at Tienen, or Tilmont, on the
little River Geet, once one of the chief Towns in Bra-
bant, but Inng ﬁnctdfta}*ed In thefe Plain Countries,
in many places we faw fmall Hills, ior; _’\“T;;.r.rfcf:mf Eminesn-
ces of the Grouwd : And near unto the Walls of Tienen ,
are three very remarkable ones, faid to be the Tomébs of
great Commanders.~ In the Evening we came to Lp-
vain. “

Lovain is the -::hu:f “G:;;f of that 'quarcen c:f Brabane
which comprehendeth ﬂfﬁkﬂ!, Halen, and f#’a'og#r, an
ancient and Jarge City, pleafantly feated upon the River
Dele ; i1t is of great Girewit, and the compaff of the wall
.!C‘C.‘Cllmff_'d above. four miles abuucﬁ but there are many
void Spaces, Hills; Fields, and Gardens) within it,
which makes - it verv pleafanc and. delightful; There
are herein divers good Buildings 5 Convents, and Chup-
¢hes: the chief whereof is the ftately Charch “of 8t
Peter , \he Gonvent of the Carthufians, the' Hofpital.
The
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The publick ~Palate “or Senmate-bonfe are dlfo No-
ble.

It is the great Umiverfiry of thefe parts, faid to Have
had its beginning about 926. But endowed by Foba the
Fourth; Dukeof Brabant, and confivmed by Pope Mar-
tin the Bifchi'r428.  Thereare Farty three Colledges in
ie 5 whereof the four chief ave Lilium , Falco, Caftrum,
Porcus.  'Goropins Becanws , a Learned Man, and N ative
of E;—-ujlff!; , attirmeth, Thatno Hﬁiwf{ﬁ;) in Maly, France,
Germany, ot Spaim, is 10 be conipared’ unto it for 'its ¢-
fegantand pleafant Sitwation. The #niverfity 1s vnder
the Government of Kedfor , who is in great ¢fteem and
honour ameng them.  This Wnivérfisy bath produced
many Learned Men: -But neitherche Bvilaing's of the (ol-
ledges , nox their Eadowments do equal thofe of our Hus-
verfities and the Situation thereof feems not €0 exceed
that of Oxfora.

We travelled fromhence to Braffels, being molt part
of the way in the fight of the very high Toweér of the
Church of 'St. Rombatd at Machlis,

Count Monterei was then Governour of the Low-
Gountries , and refided at Bruffels, the ordinary Seat of
the Governours of the-Spanifb Netherlands 5 which City
he had taken care to fortifie, and tomake it more tena-
ble, if it fhould be attempted by the Freach.

From Bruffels we paffed to Antwerp, where we were
handfomely treated by Mr. Pauters and Mr. Hartop, and
having vifited fome of our Friends, the next day we
paffed the River Schelde, and took Coach'in the moraing,
travelling through-a fruitful; plain, flac Country , fet
with vows of Trees inmoft places, and arrived in the e-
vening at Ghent.

Ganwt,
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Gannt, Gandavum, or Ghent, isefteemed to be the

greateft Gity, not only of Flanders, but of all the Low-
Countrées , and challengetha place amongft the greateft
in Ewrope 5 but ar prefent it decreafeth and decays ra
ther than encreafeth.  And if Charles the Fifth were now
alive , he could not put Paris into his Gant, a greater
Glove would not fic that City , which isfo much increa-
fed fince his time. - In Ghens are wany noble Convents,
among which the Fefuites is one of the faireft : There is
a Gloifler alfo of Englifh Nuns. The Gathedral is ftately,
and the Tower belonging to it being very high, gives a
profpeét of a pleafant and fruicful Country round a-
boutit, Therearedivers Piszzda’s, largeand fair; in
one of which ftandsalarge gilded Status of Charles the
Fifch, Emperourand Kingof Spain, who was born in
this City. The whole Tows is generally well-built,and
the Streets are faivand clean. The Inhabitants hereof
have been taken notice of to be extreamly given to Se-
Aition, and for their fakes a great many other Gitées in
Eurgpe are punifthed, and havein a manner totally loft
their Liberties: For the Spaniards, to curb the Sediti-
ous humour of the Peopleof Ghent, were put upon the
Invention of building Gitadels in Cities , wheveby a few
Souldiers are able to fupprels any Commotion , or beat
down the Tows , fo that heve I faw the fick Giradel that
was built in Awrepe by Gharles the Fifch : It is not large,
and the Baftions little,, and thoughof a Regular Figure,
yetnot fo convenient as thafe of latter days, fince that
Arc hath been improved,

From Géent we pafied by water about Twenty Eng-
Viflh wiles to Brages , a very elegant large City, and for-
merlya place of very grear Trads, being within three
Leagues of the Sea; fo that fromthe tops of their high-
eft
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elt Buildings 4 the Ships under Sail are vifible, and at
the fame timea Fleet of Ships, andalarge Territory of
a fruitful, pleafant Country , cometh under your eye.
It is fortified with Works of Earth and deep Ditches.
The Convents are numerous: The artificial Cuts of Va-
ter from this Town to all places, maketh it of eafie ac-
cefs 3 and though'it hath no Pore, the Paffage from hence
to Offendby water isfhort: And chey ave at prefent up-
ona Defign of bringing Ships up to this Gy,

Offend is about Ten Englifb miles from Bruges, feated
upon the waves of the German Ocean, which wafh it
continuilly onope fide » Andthey have now contrived it
fo, as toletthe Seainalmolt round the Town foragreat
fpace, whereby it is become much more ftrong and de-
fenfible than before.  For when I looked uponit, and
confidered what it was when it was befieged by Arch-
duke Albertus , and raken by Marquils Ambrofius Spino-
la, 1604, with an honourable Surrender afier three
years Siege, ['«cannot but aferibe very much unto theirSup-
plies from England, and thecob(linate Valour of the De-
fendants, efpecially the Eaglifb under Sir Framcis Vere,
Sluys being/iathe handsof the States of the United Pro-
winces 5 and Dwnkirk under the French. The Spaniards
poffefs noother Porein I'landers but thisand Newport ;
and/this being the mofl confiderable, they are now ma-.
king the Haven large, and are upon a confiderable Work
in order tothe carryingof their Ships over into that Cut
which goeth from Offend to Bruges, out of their Har-
bour, by theincansof a very great Lock or Receptacle of
Wager,which s to communicate with bothy which, when
it is:finifhed; may be very advantageous to the Traffick,
of -the Spanifb: Netherlands. This Town ftands very
low', butcthe Streers are fireight, large, and upiform
Aa From
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From bence I went all along ‘wpon the Sea-thoar to
Newpore, a handlome Towan, with large fair Streers, but
ow bwit, - There iwere then a great number. of fmall
Shipsinihe Harbonwr.. This placess famous foriche! Bar-
tel of i Nempore, foughe: here by Albertus, and Count
etanrice, wherein the Spanifb Forces loft the day, and
much of the honour of the Field was due unto the Eng-
liflr vader Six Erancis Vere ; (ince which time, although
there bath beea much blood fhed in thefe Quarters , yet
there hath not been fo confiderable a Bartel ever fince , al-
though the Engliflb bad alfo the fortune to do great Ser-
vice hereabout at a fight called the Battel of the Sandbils,
whena pare of the Army of Frensch and E:{gf{ﬂv, which
belicged Dunkirkfought with the Spanifl Forces by New-
pert, andoverthrew then.

From Nemport we put toSea, failing out of the Har-
bour, and intending for England ; but the wind being ve-
ry high and contrary, after having been at Sea all the nighr,
and had leifure to take notice of the great number of Sands
upon that Coaft, in the morning we put into Mardike
whereat prefent there is only a Fort of Wood juft above
the High-water mark, with fome few Guns mounted, The
other Fort, more into the Land, being demolifhed.

Dunkirk is much increafed of late, and the King of
France hath not {pared mony to render it confiderabl
{trong. He hath very near finithed a noble Citadel,begun
by the Englifb while this Town was in their poffeflion .
which hath the Sea on one fide ofit;the Hawven on another,
and the Sandbills towards che Land, which when the wind
isat South-weft, doth fomewhat annoy it: To prevent
which, the French have made divers Cuts and Chanels
through the Sasds, into which the Sea entring, doth moi-
ften and fix the Sand, foas theyare notfoapttofly. And
every
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every Baftionis fprucely kept and covered within wich
green Turf, Beyond the old Wall of the Town, there
arenow great Worksdrawn, which encompafs fo large
a fpace of Ground, that the Town is made bigger by
half: And in this part ftands the Englifb Nunnery 4 and
many handfome Buildings. The new Fortifications are
very large ; and the Baftion towards the North the molt
ftately , upon which the King of France entertained the
Duke of Monmouth. The Portis large, and capable of
receiving a great number of Ships, but at low water it is
almoft dry 5 and there are fo many Sands before it, that at
that time the Sea comes not inany depth within a mile of
it,

From Dunkirk we travelled by Land to Graveling,
where the Works are of Earth, largeand high,the Church
{tately, the Streets broad, but the Houfes low, and at
prefent not populous.

From Graveling I came to Calais, from whence fetting
Sail inthe morning , we came to Dewver, and the fame day

to Lendon.
