TRUE NARRATIVE axp JOURNAL
OF

JOHN WRIGHT, CarrENTER,

JWho was ordered by the operation of the
H O k¥ S 3.B 3 F O X 60D,

Firft from LEEDS in Yorkfhire, to LONDON, and from thence
to AVIGNON, in FRANCE.

N the month of April, so called, 1788, at which

time I lived in Leeds, Yorkshire, the HOLY SPI-
RIT told me, I mustgo to London, without mention-
ing thereason, or saying any thing more to me. I ac-
cordingly set off, and as I thought, to find out a sef7 of
people that belong to the New Ferusalem Church, to which
Salmon and Mather belonged, who came to Leeds as
Preachers, whocried it up for some great aud wonder-
ful light, such as never appeared before, and of which
Baron Swedenburg was the forerunner, as obn the
Baptist was of CHRIST.

It was in the month of July, 1788, before I could
effect this Journey, having a large family, and nothing
to support them with, but what [ laboured for. It was
. with great difficulty that I could procure momey to
bear my expences to London, but having an opportunity
of working over hours in summer, I saved a little
every week. I carried with me a few tools, in order
to work as soon as possible when I arrived in London,
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which 1 did in a few days with a person named Job
Hoare, Tottenham-Court-Road, that I had formerly
known, until the remainder of my tools came.

As soon as I perceived it to be the LORD’s will
that I should not stop many weeks after my tools came,
I left my said master, and went to work with another,
named Nafh, in Tottenham-Court-Road, at which
place a2 young man named Bicknell came also to work,
who one day as we were conversing together about re-
ligion, asked me if I had ever heard of the new reli-
gious seft, who called themselves the new Ferusalem
Church. 1 told him I had heard of it, and asked him
where it was; he said it was in Great Eastcheap. The Sun-
day following, socalled, I went to the place, where I saw
nothing but old forms_of worship established by man’s
will, and not according to the will of GOD, although
called by that blessed name eof New Ferusalem, in which
these old forms have neither part nor lot, I saw no one
there, ex cept the preacher, whom I knew ; he had been
a preacher among jobn IWefley's people.

During the time of fervice, the HOLY SPIRIT bid
me speak to a man who was sitting at some little dis-
tance from me ; I staid until the servive was over, and
then I spoke to him, when I found him to be a con-
verted Jew, whose name was Samuel.  He at first con-
tended very warmly for this New Ferusalem Church,
so called, but I told him by the HOLY SPIRIT, that
when the new Ferusalem Church was established, it
would be established by the Spirit and power of Elias,
and that all the ministers thereof weuld be sent forth
with the mighty power of GOD, in signs and wonders,
and miraculous works, as were the Apostles in the day
of Pentecost.

After we had a little more conversation about his
ewn people returning to their own lind, which 1 told
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him I believed would soon come to pass; he said, 1
will tell you of a man that is just like yourself, whose
name is William Bryan; he lives at No. g1, Upper
Mary-le- Bone-Street.

I went on a week day and found himat home, so
very busy at his work, that he could not leave it;
but said, I might come at any time when I found my
mind free. My answer was, fbat isit. By these words
we each of us knew, thatthe other was acquainted with
what it is to be spiritually bound, and spiritually free.

The Apostle Paul experienced the same thing when
he said, ¢ I am bound in the Spirit to JFerusalem, not
‘¢ knowing what shall befall me there.”

The next Sunday, so called, I felt my mind free to go
again, but when I came within about one hundred yards
of the house, I was dire@ted by the HOLY SPIRIT
to stand still, and it would not suffer me to go any fur-
ther for the space of half an hour, and then it told me
togo on. When I came there, I knocked at the door,
and Brother Bryan opened it. I immediately asked him
what had been the matter, and told him how I had
been prevented from coming sooner, He then inform-
ed me that a circumstance had happened in his family,
which would have prevented my seeing him, if the
LORD had not retarded my coming, that the affair
was but just settled, and if I had come sooner my pre-
sence would have been very disagreeable.

We had a very satisfatory meeting together, for our
experience operated with each other, as face answers
face in a glass.

Amongst other things he told me of the society of
Avignon. This was towards the latter end of Ocfober,
so called, in the same year 1788. _

During our acquaintance in London, seme of the
New Ferusalem people before mentioned, asked Brower
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Bryan and his wife, and a person that lived in his house
whose name was Noble, to go and drink tea with them.
Mprs. Bryan and Mr. Noble wold my Brother Bryan that
he ought to have had me with him, he then said, if he
had need of me, the HOLY SPIRIT would inferm me
thereof, and I sheuld accordingly come, and so it really
happened, for as I was sitting at home, the HOLY
SPIRIT said unto me, Thou must go to Bryan’s, so I
went direétly, when I came there, they were coming
out of the door. I immediately asked Brother Bryan
what he wanted with me, Mrs. Bryan and Mr. Noble
began to smile, then my Brother Bryan related to me
the circumstance before mentioned. On the 15th day
of January, so called, 1789, as I was at work in the
shop, the power of the HOLY SPIRIT came upon me
in such a manner as to deprive me of my usual natural
strength and prevent me going on with my work. As
I stood still the SPIRIT said to me, Thou must go to
Avignon, but go immediately to Bryan, this was rather
an unseasonable hour to leave work, but well knowing
the voice, I hesitated not, but went.

When 1 came there, I asked him, if he knew any
thing about going to .Avignon, he said yes, and that he
must go soon, for the power of the Spirit had been so
great upon bim, that he had becn obliged to lie down
upon the floor. Ithen went away, and came again the
next day, when he told me that he believed he must go
- that night, I told him I thought he would not go with-
.out me, he replied he should, Itock no further notice
of it, and went away knowing that the LORD had
joined us together in the journey.

Before this, my wife and children were come to Lo,
don, and at this time she was nursing brother Bryan’s
wife, who was lying in; we then acquainted them with
our intended journey, and immediately prepared to set

off,
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Although being commanded to go this journey, I
had no money to go with, having a wife and four
children, and had no other subsistence than what I
daily lcahnured for. Brother Bryan having no mouey
by him, went to several places where he had money
owing, but all in vain, being unable to procure any.
He then went to a friend’s house where having sat
some time, his friend suid to him, WFilliam, < I have
¢ had it in my mind to ask if thou was not in want of
“ mouney some times, Bryen answered, that was the
reason he came there then, and said, if he would lend
him some, .he would do him a kindness; his friend
then lent him four guineas, one of which he gave to his
wife, and when he came away, he said to his friead, [
have ofien carried a burthen for thee, but now thou -
must carry oue for me.

A young man with whom I was in intimate friend-
ship bought me several things for my Journey, and
also gave me a guinea, whichI gave to my wife., "He
also encouraged us to go our Journey, and behaved
very kindly to my wife after I was gone, for which the'
LORD will not forget him.

My companion Bryen came that mght and asked if I
was ready and said he was ccimmanded to go that aight,
and if the wind was fair, he should go over direétly to
Calais, and not wait for me, which was a circumstance
that [ did not expeét, for the LORD had hid it from
me, and I was gone out, neither did I see him when 1
came home,

Having provided things necessary for my journey as
well as 1 was able, I went home, wbere 1 found my
wife ready to take her leave of me, and also to pre-
vent my going to my companion Bryan’s house, for
his wife was so very angry and offended with me, that
she could not bear the sight of me, I then took leave
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of my wife, who encouraged me to go, and gave me
half a guinea thit my companion left for my journey
to Dover. I immediately went to bed but slept very
little, I arose at threc o’clock in the morning, my
wiie’s son, being at home, got up also and prepared
my breakfast, he eat some with me, and we gave the
poor watchman some, for it was a very cold morning.
As I was sitting at breakfast, the HOLY SPIRIT
said, thou must go and see Belly Bryan, {or she has
forgot all she had against thee, and wants very much
10 see tbec.

I then turned to my children, who were all fast
asleep, and kissed them, and interceeded with the
great and meiciful GO relating to him their situation,
in which for his sake they were going to be left without
any outward dependence, and at that time some of
them were lying on a bed of shavings that I used to
bring from my shop, at the same Time imploring him
that he would be pleased to bless them, and if one
¥riend failed, another might be raised up, asI did not
know whether I ever should see them any more; for
altho our first Journey was to Avignon, We did not
know it would end there. I took leave of my wife’s
son who was very good to her as far as his power lay,
I then went to see my companion’s wife, who was
awake listening to hear me knock at the door, she
sent my wife down to let me in, saying, that it was
me that knocked, but my wife could hardly believe
her, when I got up stairs as soen as my companion’s
wife saw me, she burst into a flood of tears, saying,
she was glad I was come; she then ordered my wile
to give me a glass of something to keep the cold out
of my stomach, ssluted me in the fearand love of
GOD, in which she desired to be remembered to her
husband, so we parted and I went to the coach at

Charing-Cross, which wasin a very little time ready.
When
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When we had got about twenty miles from London
it began to rain, and it continued both to rain and snow
all the way to Dover, so that I was wet through by the
time ] had got half way. In this situation such reason-
. 1ngs as these attacked me, if the LORD had sent me,
He would certainly have caused it to be fuir weather,
and besides I did not know but what my companion was
gone forward without me, and I should havé no money
to go over to Irance with, therefore I had better go
back :as I knew I had been very subjett to catch cold,
and as I had then upon me a very bad cough, 1 thought
this would be produétive of very bad consequences.

But the Testimony of God’s power ia my heart being
far greater than all these, I continued my Journey,
keeping all those things to myself.

When I arrived at Dover about eight o’clock that
evening, Ifound brother Bryan there ready to receive
me, having been stopped by a contrary wind, we then
eat our supper and went to bed. The next morning the
wind being fuir, my companion spoke to a French cap-
tain, who said he would take us for five shillings each,
I wanted my companion to go to the harbour for fear
the captain would not come and let us know, but he
said he would certainly come, but he didnot, and
when we went down the French ship had sailed, and
the English captaim would not take us under haifa
guinea each, we went on board and landed at Caluss
after a very quick passage of two hours and a half.
The officers took some small notice of our bundles,
and then we went to the Inn where we got some bread
and cheese, a bottle of wine, and our money changed.
We enquired the names of bread, wine, and sleeping,
in the language of the country, and which way we were
to go, and then immediately set ofF on our journey.

1 must here make mention of the kind and tender
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mercy of the LORD my GOD in not only preserving
me from catching cold, but also in totally taking away
my cough, so that I felt it no more until after I had
returned to ENGLAND above a year, although I had
been every winter afflited in the night with it, inso-
much that they that knew me wondered hew I used to
stand my work. But thanks be to his HOLYNAME he
prepared my back to bear its burthen, for even at the
worst of times, I have felt myself as fresh in the morn-
ing, and as able te do my work, asif I had had my pro-
per night’s rest,

We travelled all that day as far as Boulogne, where
we slept. 'When we went into the public-house, the
people perceiving us to be foreigners, asked of what
nation, they were made to understand that we were
Englifh, so they desired an Englishman, that was danc-
ing up stairs, to come down and speak to us, when he
came, he said ina very angry tone, Fbat do you wani 2
Wetold him we wanted only something to eat and drink,.
and a bed, he said no more but left us. The people of
the house behaved with a great deal of kindness to us,
as did all the natives of the country in general, which
was contrary to what we expeéted. |

After we had walked a day or two my feet began to-
fail me and blister, but there was no stopping, for my
mind was bound in the SPIRIT to travel on, and al-
though I have had a very weak bedy, and walked thres
or four days together with blisters on my feet as large
as half-a-crown, yet I was not inclined to stopping, only
at nights,

We carried our burthen by turns when we were both.
Ingood Health, but when otherwise, he that was most
able, carried all, so the burthen generally fell on my
compznion, as I was very often found to be the weakest
mau aad he most chearfully complied.

When
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When we came within about two days journey of Pa-
ris, and having just passed acity, it being night, we
called at a public house to sce if we could have a bed,
but they told us we could not. We came away, and
stood on the road, not knowing whether to go backinto
the city or not, when an eldeily man, that fooked like
a traveller, and spoke broken Dutch, made us under-
stand there was a public house a little further on, at
which he intended to stop, and that we might go with
him, rwhich we did. _

He behaved very kindly to us indeed, and went with
us within about twelve or fourteen miles of Paris,
when we lost him in a very extraordinary manner; for
it appeared to us, as if he went into a quarry. We
waited a long time for him, but neither seeii g or hear-
ing any thing of him, we judged by that he was gone
some bye way, and would meet us again, but he
did net. |

As we were sitting by a spring of water, where we
had been drinking, there came by a cart that was going
to Paris, the driver of which we asked if he wculd carry
us; he said he would, stating what he would have for it,
which was as we understood, more than we had by us.
My companion then shewed him all we had, except a
few sous, which wes a piece of foreign silver, which was
given him for a keep sake, for which he tock us, and
my companion pdrted with it, though the last, very
freely. :

When we were arrived at the house where we were
to go to in Paris, we found that a letter had reached
there before us, stating what bad men we must be, and
me 1In particular, desiring also my companion’s ac-
quaintance, to whose house we went, to send me back.
He met us as soon as we went into the yard, and told
us what a letter he had received, by which I perceived
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he had conceived some smallde gree of prejudice against
me ; however, he ordered his servant to make a fire in
a separate room, to prepare water and every thing ne-
ces:ary for washing and cleaning ourselves, then took
cur linen and stockings that were dirty to wash and
mend. As soon as we had cleaned ourselves, we were
_. desired to go down to supper, but I tcld my companion
Bryan that I must not go down to supper, the Spirit not
permitting, because the man 'did not receive me with
kindness, with which my companion was satisfied. So
he went down to supper, but the same Holv influence
which:would not permit me to go down, would not per-
mit him to eat, until he had brought up my supper first,
which he faithfully communicated to the mian, and
then brought up my supper, but this was unexpeéted by
me, for the Lord hadconcealed it from me.

The next day the man was fully sitisfied of our jour-
ney, and behaved with the greatest civility and kindness
to us both, so did all the family. We stayed there three
days, and then intormed him we must pass forward on
our journey. He then asked us if we had any money;
my companion told him we had only a few sous, I do
not know the number exaétly, it was very few. He
then asked us how we meant to go, having no money;
we told him that was no concern, for He that sent us,
would provide for us. He then gave my companion
five Louis d’ Ors, and provided a knapsack to carry our
linen and stockings in. He also asked us what we
should do for an interpreter. My companion Bryan
told him, if we had nced of one, there would be one
there.  He then said, that it would be best for us to go
by water in the boat to Auzerre, and then ordered some
victuals and wine to be put into a basket, and also went
with us a little way in the boat. We took our leave
of his family, and went on board, When we had got
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up the river a little way, the loat stopped to take in
some passengers, amongst whom was one' that had
been an officer in the French army, and taken prisoner
by the English, so that he could speak a little English,
to whose care our PPajis friend recommended us, but he
had notlong been on board before we were well satis-
fied that he was a loose trifling man.

When we were come within about a day and a half’s
walk of Auzerre, many of the passengers leit the boat,
and walked over land, of which we were acquainted,
and I was made sensible by the HOLY SPIRIT, that
we had better stop in the boat, and if the person to
whose care we had been recommended would go out, to
take no notice. I mentioned this to my companion
Bryan, who was of the same mind; but through the
hurry and bustle of the people getting out of the boat,
and I not sitting still, I lost sight of my Inward guide,
and got out of the boat with the other people, and
went with our exiernal guide to an inn\ with several
others, where we had some supper, it being late at
night we went to bed. The next day we travelied on
foot within a few miles of Auzerre, where we slept all
night, and our guide, with several others, ordered a
grand supper, far superior to our situation. Hezre the
LORD made me smart for my folly in not followins my
internal Guide, which He in his infinite mercy and love
gave to me, not only as a Guide, but as a supporter and
comforter thrﬂugh all all my troubles, and wbo, also
when I did amiss, became my reprover,

This grand supper, which was sweet to others, pruv-
ed buter to me. Tre next morning we set off for
Auzerre, and arrived there early in the day: when we
had dined, our Guide wanted to stop there all day and
night, but I told my companion Bryan that we must not
stay with him, for we must go on andnot be stopped

: on
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en our journey, unto which he agreed; so we being
determined to go on, our Guide went with us, but
much against his will : he went with us as far as -
nay le duc.

After we had walked four or_five leagues from this
place, nothing would serve him but a Po t-chaise to
travel in. When we were come within about a league
of the place, I wus bound in the SPIRIT of the LORD
to leave him, and the direftion given to me was, not
to say any thing about it, but when I arrived at the
place, not to stop at the Inn, but to go :trait forwards
by which my companion Bryan would see that it was
the wi/l of GOD, and would settle with him and go
with me, although it was almost dark, which all came
to pass.

As soon as we had left him we were litke men that
had been heavily laden, and had now lost our burden,
‘We walked about three leagues that night, although in
the dark, with very great comfort and satisfaction of
mind, and we were always best when we were alone,
both in fpiriiuel and temporal things.

The next day we came to a place where we dined,
about six leagues from Challons, and as either one or
both of us wanted shoes, we got them there. Whilst
we were sitting at dinner, I was inwardly leosed from
the very strong binding that I always had, of going for.
ward, andit wassaid to me by the spirst that we might
stop thereall night, at the same time assigning no rea.
son for it. I mentioned this to my companion, who
was willing to stay; but on enquiring when the boats
went from Challons to Lyons, 1 found that no one could
give us a positive account. A reasoner then started
up, and said, you had better make sure; to which I
gave way,and so we went to Challons that night, We

had not gone above a mile befere it began to rain, and
SIOW
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snow very heavily, the wind beating very strong in our
faces; so it centinued until we got into the town, -

The great and ever blessed GOD in his infinite mer.
¢y to my soul, in order to make me take better care,
caused me to severely smart for this inattention, by
taking away the support of his HOLY SPIRIT, which
he abundantly bestowed upon us both, leaving me alone
to myself; to feel and bear the fatigues of a weary body,
and at the same time reproaching me with my folly,
and not suffering me to feel any degree of gratitude or
repentance, but the dreadful effeéts of a hard heart,
Neither was my companion suffered to speak any thing
of comfort to me, whilst he enjoyed all the b"’f.ﬁmgs I
I have before mentioned.

When we got into the town it was with difficulty we
could procure a lodging, and when we bad, the people
would hardly let us have any fire to warm ourselves
and dry our cloaths, although we scarcely had a dry
thread upon us.

It was some time in the night before I felt any thing
of the LORD’s kindness, when I very sensibly felt the
HOLY SPIRIT removing the hardness from my beart,
and restoring to my soul all its former blessings, for
which I was very thankful, and my sou/ humbled in the
dust,

We got up in the morning and went to the water-
side,. where we found the boat did not go until the next
day, which was the first after the hard frost, by which
the river had been frozen up. We went down to the
water-side again the next morning, where we uncxpedt.
edly met our external Guide, who told us he was in
distress, and had been obliged to pawn some of his
things. He asked my companien Brvan if he would
lend him a Louis d’ Or, which is about twenty shillings
Enghish meaey; my companion consulted me, as we

WIIC
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were one, the LORD havihig united us tngether, SO We
let him have it as it was a time of need, he promised
to give it us again when we got to Lyons; then we went
together in the boat to Lyons. I do notrecolle® that
any thing in particular happened to us during our
passage. |

When we arrived at Lyons, our Guide took us to an
Inn, where he said he should get some money for us;
but after waiting two days we were none the better, so
‘then we pursued our journey.

One morning, when we got about half way to Avig-
non, as we were walking dlong, it being the 14th day
of February so called, I had a particular knowledge
given me of the very near approach of the death of
cne of my children, whose name was Jobn, which caus-
ed me to burst out into a flood of tears, neither could I
help it, for it appeared to me as if it could not be:
avoided. We soon after stopped to get some break-
fast ; I tried to eat but could not, neither could I con-
ceal my weeping, although I tried very much whilst we
were in the house. Aftcr we had left the house aboug
half an hour, the HOLY SPIRIT favoured me with a

farther degiee of knowledge that he was not yet dead.
I then said to the LORD, if his life can be spared ac.
cording to thy divine will, I should be glad, if not, thy
will be done, so I gave him freely up, and then my
mind began to be calm and screne. I soon after had
for answer his life should be spared. My eompanion
was not eager in asking what was the matter, for he be-
ibg acquainted with the ditates of the HOLY SPIRIT
knew when the proper time and seasons were, when
to speak and when to hold his tongue. Besides he had
known me break out into floods of tears before then;
ence when I thought my wife and children were likely

' te
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to be in want. But thanks be to Him who knoweth alt
things, and who hath all men’s hearts in his own hands;
ind who answered my prayer, for he did not suffer
them to want; for as one friend failed, another was
raised up, whose names I would here msert if [ thought
they would not be offended.

Soon after this we overtook a waggon that was going
to' Avignon, in which there was a Swiss seldier, when
he saw us, he invited us to ride, giving us to under-
stand that we mightride for a trifle, so we consented,
and rode within a few leagues of Avignon, where we
slept that night:

Next morning we sat off before the waggon, and the
soldier told us, that he would go a cross-country-road
with us, which was a great deal nearer, and that we
should meet the waggon again beforz we got into the
city. But however, by some means he missed his way .
and the waggon got into the city before us, but he went
with us until we came within sight of the city, although
it was a great deal out of his way: he behaved with a
great deal of civility, so then we parted, and my coms
panion Bryan put his hand into his pocket, and offered
him what money came first to his hand, wbhich the man
objeéted taking, intimating, that what he had done
was merely out of pure friendship, but we insisted upon
his accepting it, and then we parted.,

We then went down a hill which took us te the river
that went to Avignon, where we washed some of our
linen, and sat down under the bushes until it was dry,
when it was, we put it on, and went into the city. As
#oon as we had got a little way within the gates we saw
the wagonner with whom we came, and he went with us
tothe bouse where we paid him forcarrying us : we now
found we had the same sum of money remaining as

when we get to Paris, _ | .
& We
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We were received at the door by one of thé bres
thren, and a person who could speak English; he had
arrived there a day or two before from another part of
the world. They then took us up into a réom where
we washed and shaved ourselves, after that we were
taken across the sireet to another house, and shewn
into a large room where there was a table spread
nearly the whole length, when we got in, one of the
biethren told the man that could speak English to tell
us, that that table was provided by the LORD, and
when we wanted any thing to eat or drink we muft
come there, where we should find a servant ready to
wait upon us, They also provided every thing of
wearing apparel, and every thing else we stood in need
of, and some money to give to any poor person
we thought proper, saying they had orders from the
LORD so to do. A few days after I sent a letter to
my wife, and therein mentioned the circumstance re-
lative tomy child Fobn, as before mentiened, desiring
to know what had been the matter with him, she sent
me word that Febn was the best in health of all the
children. When I shewed the letter that my wife had
sent, to my companion Bryan, he said I had been de.
ceived in the operation, 1 replied if I had been deceived
in thaf, 1 had likewise been deceived in all the others.
But when we returned to England, we enquired again;
and then my wife told me, that on the same day I had
had the Revelation, ¥obn met with an accident that
had very nearly cost him his life, The reason that my
wife gave me for not sending me word, was, that she
was afraid it would have given me a great deal of
uneasiness,
- After we had been there two or thret weeks, our
FPuaris friend unexpeétedly came to Avigron, who was
admitted into the sociely before ‘us, in order that he
s " might
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might be our interpreter, and he translated all our
questions and answers that came from the WORD of
the LORD, After we were admitted into the society,
many extraordinary things were communicated unto
us, anaccount of several of which are published in this
book. _

We met every evening at seven o’clock to comme-
morate the death of oqur LORD and SAVIOUR JESUS
CHRIST, by eating bread and drinking wine. Very
often when we have bcen sitting together, the furni-
ture in the room has been shook, as though it was all
coming to pieces, and upon enquiring what was the
cause, we were told that it announced the presence
of angels, and when these were not heard the brethren
were always afraid that something was amiss, and so
enguired at the word of the LORD.

I must here take notice of a particular circumstince
that happened whilst we were there; one day all the
Brethren received an order from the HOLY WORD to
go unto a small mountain a little distance from the
city on a rel'gious duty, and being ordered, until the
appointed time, to keep the sociefy secret, we every
one loocked to see if any one saw us, and we could see
no one, but after we had done, we saw within about
sixty yards of the place a man as we thougbi sittin 1 under
a tree, the sight of whom, rather surprised the breth.
ren, he was apparently eating bread, the brethren
asked him who he was, he said a traveller that had come
out of ITALY to see his relations at 4vignen who
were all poor, so he was going back. The biethren
gave him some money and left him, but one of the
brethren having some thoughts, that he was some-
thing more than MAN, enquired at the word of the
LORD, and the answer was, that it was the ARCH-
ANGEL RAPHAEL, |

e Ca ; When
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‘When we had stayed six months, I enquired at the
word ofthe LORD, if I might return to my family, as
also did my Brother Bryan, the answers are in the Re-
velations in this Book, which were yes. We were
well supplied with money so that we had no need to
walk all the way, and we had a very handsome sum left
when we landed in England, which was in the month
called 8eptember. There happened nothing particular
in our journey home. When we arrived there I found
my family as well as could be expeéted, and in a few
daysI went to work again at my business which I have
continued ever since,

The 12th. day of the month called April the Spiris
said, thou must go on the North Road, and thou must
go to morrow, and ¢ saying no more, Ithought if was
to go into Yorkshire. Iobeyed, and wentonmy Jours
ney, without saying any thing to any one, and ‘having
my eye fixed on the guidance of the Spirif, who went
before me. When I came to Barnet I wanted some
refreshment, and I had a desire to go inte several
Houses, but the Spirit was not willing until I came to
the last House but one, where I got something to re-
fresh myself, and having sat a little while, I went out
expeting to go forward, but when I had got into the
high-road, the Spirit said stand still, so I stood still
for the space of ten minutes, not knowing which way
I should go next, during which time, a man on foot
came by me, assoon as he had passed me, the Spirit
said, join thyself with that man, so I followed the man,
who turning himself round and seeing me coming,
stopped and asked me how far I was going the North
Road, 1 said for any thing I knew, I was going as far
as Yorkshire. ‘The man was very glad, and I walked
with him two days, and slept with him one night. He

“#old me that he had come out of Scotland by Sea, in
order
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order to Trade, andthat he had intended to have gone
back the same way, but the impress breaking ouat, he
was afraid, and so was returning by land. He also
told me, that he travelled all over Scotland selling his
merchandize. '

To this manI communicated my journey to Frauc,
and what we met with there, and of the fall of the faith
of Mabomet in the IHoly. Land, the conversion ot the
Fews to the Christian faith, their return to their own
Land, all which the man believed without any hesi.
tation, '

As we were walking the second day in the afternoon,
the Spirit said that my wife had got into a reasoning
state, and that she would not be satisfied without my
return, but saying no more, I went on until we came
to a town on the other side of Alconbury-Hill where
we went into a Public-House to get  some refresh-
ment, whilst we were sitting there, the Spirif said that
I had spoke what was necessary to the man, I must
now return for my wife’s sake, whom the LORD at
this time bore with, and that I must go into Yorksbhire
another time, when in reality she would want me more
at home, which certainly was the case, for I was in
. Yorkshire when she was delivered of her last child,
which happened on the goth. day of the month called
July, in the same year.

Se then I parted with the man, who was very sorry,
and wondered that I should meet with him in such
~a manner, go with him so far, and then so suddenly

return back.

On the 1gth of the month called fugust 1791, as I
was going along Park-sireet to my work before five
o’clock in the mornina to Mr. Fishers in Green Street,
I saw a man coming on the other side of the street,

~without a hat, shoes, stockings, or neckcloth, his
shirt
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ghirt collar open, and a book in his hand readingy
with a great coat wrapped loose round him: the Spirit-
bid me stand and look atthe man, so I did, and assoon

as he had passed me, the Spirit said, join thyself to

him, but an evil reasoner said, thou cannot, without
losing a quarter of a days work, I immediately felt a
cloud of darkness come over my mind, so I went after
him, but was obliged to run, the cloud being then taken

away. Thanks be to the ever blessed LORD GOD

whose tender mercy is ever over all h's works, and in

particul:r them that fear him, and began to speak such
things as the Iloly Spirit gave me, which I soon felt
the man received, and who afterwards told me that he

at that time was reading a supposed famous writer,
whose name was Locke, and that what [ had said to him
was exaétly in opposition to what he was then read-
ing, and that it was so clear that his ideas and under-
standing were changed to things of greater impor-
tance. I communicited to him our journey to Avige
non, and the same things I had told the other man,
who afterwards himself travelled to IRELAND and
spoke of these things to many people there. His name
is JOHN BARROW, is a jeweller, and works for a
jeweller in Crown Street, Oxford-Road.

~ On the 14th day of the month called July, 1794,
was the first time I ever saw or heard of RICHARD
BROTHERS, which was by the divine Providence of
GOD, for which I sincerely thank him, and is as fol-
loweth,

The foreman’s son of the shop where I work wag
saying, that he had been reading a book of a Prophet
that was then in London, 1 immediately asked him
if he knew where he lived, he said, if I desired he
would bring me a direction, I thanked him and told

him
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him I should be glad of it, and he was as good as his
word, for he brought me the second book of the Pro-
phecies in which the direction was. I read a page or
two and I was well satisfied, for the language was suf-
ficient for any one who has any spiritual diseernment.
I went at night to see him, and as soon as he had
spoke two or three words, I said, I have seen many,
but never saw any, that I was so well satisfied with
before, and the testimony of the HOLY SPIRIT was
to me, this is bim, of whom MOSES and the Propbets,
and Fobn in the Revelations spoke of as the true repre
sentative of JESUS CHRIST, the for of DAVID
the KING of the JEWS, the rod that comes ott of
the stem of JESSE, Ajrod signifies somethingto scourge
or smite with, this is the Lion of the tribe of JUDAH,
which many people think to mean CHRIST, but the
testimony ef the Prophets concerning CHRIST, i,
that he was led as a sheep to the slaughter, and as a
lamb that is damb, so he opened not his mouth, which
any one that will lay aside his acquired wisdom, know-
ledge, and prejudice, can never make the LION, and
the ROD agree with the prophecy, the life, dispensa-
tion, and whole charaéter of our LORD JESUS
CHRIST upon EARTH.

The brethren at Avignon, told us, that the prophecy
of Cbhristopber Love was true, and that such a person

therein described would mest certainly arise in
England,

N the month of May, 1789, at Lyons in France,

where it generally is as hot as the hottest day in
summer in England, there was Snow four inches
deep. .

In the month of June, 1789, we received a letter
from the Union at ROME, which informed us that
the weather was as cold then, as it is in England in
the month of January ; and the ARCH-ANGEL RA-
PHAEL asked the brethren and sisters if the cold
made them uneasy, and said, have a little patience, and
the weather will be warm enough.

The 17th of June, 1789, received a Jetter from the
Union at Rome, in which they informed us of a sister
that isa daughter of a Turk, whom Brother Brimmore
baptized at Silefia in the Dominions of the King of Prus-
sia, between ten and fifteen years age; after having
lived sometime in the énjoyment of the Christian fuith,
was taken all of a sudden by her father, and carried te

Fa Alexans
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Alexandria in Egypt, which is in the dominions of the
TURK, wherz she lived with her father in much sorrow
and trouble. .After her father was dead, she was or-
dered by the Archangel Raphael to dress herself in a
soldier’s dress, and fly into the Christian country, which
she did, and got aboard a Spanish ship, and from this
date has been between two and thiee months at sea.

Concerning the knowledge of [pirils and the [piritual
world, as it was cpened lo me one day, as I was fet in my
room at Avignon, in the month of June, 178¢, and I wag
moved to write as followeth.

Now this World of Earth and Air in which we live, is
both the spiritual and natural world, as man is both

- spiritual and natural, or infernal and external; now
when the natural or exfernal is put ofl, or the internal
and external is separated one from the other, by the
death of the exfernal, which is made corruption by the
fall, and must _turn to dust, the internal still exists in
the same world, and if not purged from every spot of
impurity, so that it can jascend immediately into hea-
ven, it still remains there until it is, only it is invi-
sible, and cannot be seen by natural or external eyes,
but if our isternal eyes were opened, then we could see
them whilst we live in these bodies ; sothen if any of
our friends? die, they may still be in the room with us,
who are lamenting and weeping over them. Yes, it
is most certainly true, and if our spiiitual eyes were
opened, we should see them no doubt.

But although we sce them not yet, ‘they ofien speak
to us, as also other spirits of different orders, both an.
gels, men, and devils ; for we are continually surreund-
ed with spirits, good and bad, and they are almost
continually in conversation with men, for this is the
_ bléu:e of war and of trial for man; and as he gives him-

self
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self up to the divine and heavenly influence of spirits,
80 he becomes a recipient of it, or them ; for the di-
“vine spirits are many, but their influence one, and
God reveals the knowledge of himself to them, and
his will concerning them, and they become more and
more acquainted with the spirits that speak, and if
they continue to give attention to their different ope-
rations, greater degrees of knowledge and discernment
are given to them, so that they can clearly discern
betwixt spirit and spirit when they speak, and
thereby may know how to walk aecording to the
will of GOD in things that no outward law or lcfa
ter can divide or determine, and the lofs of the
knowledge and attention to this divine influence, and
how to discern betwixt the good and bad, who both
speak in man, has been the mischief in all ages. For
ever fince man had a command given him, these have
been at war together to gain the consent of his will,
and it has been so in all ages to all men, whether they
had an outward law given them or not, for if we have
an outward law given, what better are we, if we have:
not this discernment—although it is very certain be-

that they were in the state of babes, but because they
had not attended to the two different influences that
spoke in them, upon what the Apostle had testified to
them, one in confirmation of what he said, and the
other in opposition to what he said, and ne doubt both
gpoke scripture. But the Apostle speaks of some that
had come to this discernment, for they may be known
by the different effe¢t they have upen our minds, for
the operation of GOD balances the mind, and brings
all the inward powers into quietness, and in that quiet-

we not being under the same influence, and not being
moved by the same to speak them, we had bette: hold
our tongue and be silent ; for as it is clear to all men
of%i ue understanding in spiritual things, t'ere are but
two- influences that rule all mankind, one from Heaven,
and the other from Hell; therefore if we do not speak
from Heaven! we must speak from Hell, and if we do
not know how to discern betwixt them, how shall we
know how to speak at all aright; so then without doubt,
Jor them that will speak of the things of GOD, it is ne-
cessary first of all to have this krnowledge, and discerna
ment, that they may not only know the different influ-
ences, but that they may know by the hght and voice
of GOD speaking in them, when it is a time to speak,
and what tp speak, whenitis a time to pray and what
words to use in prayer, and when it is a time to sing
and what words to use in singing, and when it is 3
time to say nothing at all, that all things may be done
by Order of the SPIRIT of GOD, and not ot DEVILS,
