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what they call never-failing Remedies for all
the Difeafes, both of Soul, and Body. = The
fpiritual Quacks, who pretend to be new
Lights of the Gofpel, make their Followers, or:
Profelytes, two-fold more the Children of
Darknefs, than they were before: And the
phyfical Quacks encourage Debauchees, and
fend them headlong into the bottomlefs Pit;
before they have time to confider of their lat~
ter End, and repent. ¢

W n E N you, Gentlemen, were nominated
to the Peerage of Hell, the Motion had
pafled Nemine Contradicente, had not Bac-
cus ftood up, and fpoke againft it: And T
affure you, he being the Patron of Drunken-
nefs, a Vice! which you are more zealous to
propagate, than Papifts are their Faith, or
Proteftants to propagate the Gofpel; all the
infernal Powers liftned to him with profound
Attention.

HE began with fome Sentences in Latin,
not as Flourithes of Learning, but becaufe it
was, I find, his Mother Tongue.

The real Nature of all they prepare, and
fell, is hurtful, if frequently ufed ; and un-
lefs it be too frequently ufed, the Diftillers
would ftarve, What can I fay of the arti-
ficial Natnre of all, or moft of their Liquors?
An Inundation of their mifchievous Compo-
fitions, would be as dreadful in Hell, as
Neab's Flood was on Earth. How wonder-
fully mifchievous are fpirituous Liquors !

The
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The Wife behold it, the Drunken feel it ;
though, like Indian Poifon, none know fo
well as they who prepare it. Thus far,
Brother Baccus, you are right. Yet have
thefe Liquors captivated more Perfons than
Wine? The Fury of the Spirit is lowered,
ecundum Artem ; then it becomes a flower,
though no lefs {ure Poifon : Variety of Fla-
vours are infufed therein, to delude- the
Tafte and render it agreeable ; and it is ufed
to give and remove the Diforders of the
Head and Stomach: Add to this, it was
very cheap for a confiderable Time; and for
a Trifle, Men and Women might be intoxi-
cated, and poifoned. Whilft the good-
patured Diftillers diftributed Plagues, by
Wholefale and Retail ; and profperouily
{pread around them, Poverty, Diftempers,
Suicide, Murders, Robberies, firing Houfes,
Indecencies, and Madnefs : Such are the
Fruits of their Spirit! Such- the Operations
of Gin! And I dare venture, in Behalf of
thefe our valuable Friends, to affert, that
almoft every Rectifier who has got any
Wealth by his Bufinefs, has been acceffary
to more Crimes, and been more injurious to
his Country and Mankind, than all the Per-
fons that fuffer’d at Tyburn during the Term
he carry’d on that Trade.

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I umorgE, the Gentlemen to whom we
have been, and ftill are fo much indebted ;
who have been fo ufeful to all our other

even Baccus did not attempt to rejoin ; but,
thrugging his Shoulders, faid, He thought
Mankind madder now than ever; for, he
and his Companions chofe a fhort Life .and

a merry one : But now, Men and Woimen
choofe a fhort Life and a wretched one;

and lived (if a Devotee to Drams, and other
aduiterated Liquors, could be @id to live)
as if one Hell was not Punithment enough.
He further confeffed, that his long Confine-
-ment in the glﬂomy Manfions belnw; had
not quite altered his chearful Temper ; but
that he ftill loved to fee and make Men and
Women jovial and eafy, as he thought it

foon enough to be miferable, when they
came 1o the'Regions of Defpair.

Then -
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Then the following Decrec was made and
EW. regiftered,

SATH AN, Sovereign in Pan-

 daemonium, by the Advice and
Confent of his infernal Council,
decrees and ordains, That out
of every Hundred of Diftillers
that arrive from Great Britain,
one fhall be chofen by Lot, who
thall have exercifed the Trade of
a Diftiller, at leaft five Years
before his Arrival in the Re-
gions of Darknefs, to be one
of the Lords of his Court, and
of his Privy-Council, until the
Number of one Thoufand, at
leaft, fhall be fo ennobled from
that Profeflion ; fo refpetable
amongft the fallen Angels, and
thofe of the Children of Men,
that love Darknefs rather than
]J_'.;ight.

HUS, withou Flattery, I have de-
clared the Greatnefs of our Refpect to-
wards the Brizzf/b Diftillery. Go on, wor-
thieft of Men, to deferve not only thefe, but
greater Favours; and be affured, that your
Diligenge, and Perfeverance in my Works,
thall
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fhall not lofe its Reward, when your Souls
come into my Territories.

ConsiDER the Greatnels of the Ho-
nour now conferred upon you! It makes
you equal to us, who were created much
fuperior to you in Nature. Once we were
glorious Spirits ; Princes of yon envied, yon
never to be recovered, World ; brighter than
Morning Stars. Though now our Light is
eclipfed, or rather deftroyed, and everlaft-
ing Darknefs is our Portion. Comfortlefs
we thould be, did not each of us conclude,
as, I hope, you alfo refpectively do, that
we had better reign in Hell, than ferve in
Heaven : To be equal to us, who have born
the Heat and Burthen of the Day below.
For, as foon as you arrive on the Banks of
Phlegeton, you will bave the perpetual Plea-
fure of torturing and defpifing thofe, who
famned themfelves to enrich you when on
Earth; and of knowing how much the
Mifchief every one of you did, exceeded
that of twenty, nay a hundred poor Rogues,
who expired on the Gallows, or 1a Bride-
well.

Secondly, Consiper the Condefcenfion of
our fupreme Head, in appointing you, ra-
ther than the great and brave, to Honours,

like thofe decreed to you. Not many wife
: Men,

Men, not maoy mighty, not many noble,
are called to partake of them; but he raifeth
you from the Duft, to Wealth and Great-
nefs : He {eeth not as Man feeth ; but exa-
mines the Heart, knows each Man’s real
Importance, and rewards accordingly. How
great will be your Triumph! when you
fhall fee fome of thofe, who opprefled you,
as you were pleafed to call it, on Earth ; as
much below you in Hell, as they were for-
merly above you; and on whom you, by
Virtue of our Lex Talionis, may inflict fuch
Pains and Penalties, in our fpiritual Court,
as will compenfate your Lofles, Sufferings,
and Labours, on their Account above.

Acain, confider how liberal our Prince
is to you, He grants you Affluence and
Efteem here, and Honours hereafter. You
are at prefent the only fuccefsful Alchymifts,
who turn all you touch into Gold ; and by
Ingredients more hurtful to others, than the
poor deluded Hermetic’s were to themfelves.
You have changed Rags into Robes ; mean
Cottages into Palaces ; and fome of the
meaneft of Mankind into Gentlemen. So
advantageous Is that {pirituous Calling, which

hath our Promife of Poffeflions upon Earth,
and Honours in Hell.

AND
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Anp now, honoured Friends! permit
me, like an honeft Leader (having congra-
tulated you on the Honour your Trade en<
titles you to expect with us below) to afk
each, and every one, of you, what you
think of the Matter ? Are fuch Rewards to
be defpifed ? Are fuch Honours worth no
Toil, and Zeal, and Gratitude? Are you
able to partake of my Enjoyments? Are not
you ambitious to be great where you may be
fo? Ambitious you muft be or you are unfit
for Earth, or Hell, or Heaven ; ambitious!
to be as Princes for ever in the infernal Em-
pire : An Empire {o extenfive, and {o popu-
lous, that all the Dominions upon Earth, are
but as one petty Province compared there-
with.

L e T nothing miflead you ; let nothing
deprive you of the Glory, to which you are
invited. Remember, you muft either re-
main loyal Subjetts to my immortal Lord;
or fink from the Dignity of Diftillers.

CAN you be pardoned, and retain the
Offence? If you become Foes to us, you
muft not encreafe your Wealth and Impot-
tance, by Means really unlawful, as yout-
Trade unqueftionably is: For, if you don’t
fincerely obey my Enemy, he will not accept

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youj if you wilfully difobey one of his
Commands, you are gullty -::nf all : Whate-
ver you may dream of Election, and Grace,
and Mercy, all which Terms have been as
ferviceable.to our Caufe, as if we had them
in our Creed ; though thofe Terms are not
to be found in our Articles of Faith. Nei-
ther muft you keep what you have unlaw-
fully gotten, or any Part thereof ; for, if you
do, you’ll become Partners with dnanias
and Saphira hereafter, whatever you, or o-
thers may think here.

T u e plaufible accounts of Heaven, and
the Qualms of Confcience therefore muft
not, if you love Eafe, Wealth, and Repu-
tation, delude you. For the sdmoft Chits
tian, the Hypocrite, and the Enemy to
Mankind, muft fink to Hell, if they live
and die fo: And I would have you enquire
ferioufly, how you can live and die other-
wife, if you are Diflillers? Any thing you
can do, or fay, or hope for, to the contrary
notwithftanding,

As you may now, and muft hereafter be
convinced, that the Bufinefs of a Diftiller
cannot be carried on with any prelent Ad-
vantage ; but by fuch Means, as deftroy all
rational and well-gmunded Hopes of Salva-
tion : Let me intreat you to go on bravely,

with-
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without thmkmg of it, or Foping for it ; it
is very unfathiopable to hope  for Rewards
unfeen. It will be great pity, if your Pu~
fillanimity ihould deprive you of your prf:ﬁ:nt
Gain, and render you unworthy ef our in-
fernal Henours; which if you go on coura-
geoufly, you will undoubtedly deferve. Be
zealoufly affected to this noble caufe, and
be affured that you fhall reap, if you faint
not.

IT may not be amifs, or unacceptable, to
give you a few Directions before I take my
]eave how you may deferve the honour de-
ﬁjbl'lﬂd you, and of which, unlefs it is your
own Fault, you cannot be dlfappomtcd

Firft, EXDEAYOUR as ‘much as poflible,
to make your Bufinefs, in its firft Stage, an
Oppreffion to the Poor. Ingrofs the beft
Wheat to make inflammatory {pirits, and the
beft Sorts of inferior Grain to feed Swine, a
Fleth in which I much delight, ‘ef] tmail}r’
when fed by you: What ? Though Huﬂ{S
and Trath .were theu' antient and proper
Food, the other will feed them better, “And
what is it to you, if you can feed a Thoufand’
‘Hogs, and get Money thereby ; if a hundred’
Familles are ftarved fnr want of that Grain,
you {o plentifully convert into Pork and
Poifon. Gin, alas! is_at prefent very dear,

dﬂd the Poor can’t hurt their Bodies and
Suuls
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Souls therewith fo much as formerly ; let
them then; by your Means, be driven to
Want and Mifery ; and they will be, firft
uneafy ; then defperate ; and finally, Curfe
God and die. _ :

Secondly, W o R k continually when you
may, make Hay whillt the Sun fthines,
thould it ever fhine on you again ; for which
our whole infernal Conclave do moft heartily
pray. Work Day and Night, and let no
Regard be paid to the Sabbath, hereby your
Servants will be made real Heathens; though
nominal Chriftians ; and run as faft towards

our Dominions, as their Maflers.

Thirdly, T o you that are called Re&tifi~
ers, or; as I cannot help calling you, Adul-
terators, I now fpeak: You are the Men
that muft crown, what the Deftroyers, or,
as commonly called, Diftillers of Corn, be-
gan. You muft adapt the fiery Liquor to
injure Mankind ; to injure them as much by
receiving it; as the others did, by depriving
them of good, wholefome, {fubftantial Food ;
of good Things, which were given by the
Author of Nature (would you and I could
quite forget him) for the Support, and not
the Deftruction of Mankind. Let all Arts

Eaving, fince my Arrival upon Earth, ob-
ferved the varions and important Imprové-
ments, of feveral ingenuous Adepts in your
Semi infernal Myfteries ; I forbear to fay any
more to you, left T fhould have the pleafing,
dreadful  News, to carry Home: That I
found both Encouragement and Advice un-
neceffary, amongft the prefent Mafters of
your Profeffion ; each of them being more
cunning, more covetous, and more mifchie-
yous than the Devil himfelf.

Bu T, I muft leave 'the myfterious, in-
toxicating Fumes of a Diftil-houfe here col=
lected, to perfume this Temple, facred to
your Goddels, Geneva ; for one, to me
more agreeable, becaufe natural ; Ufe being
to us, as well as you, a fecond Nature ; and
hope I have faid enough to fix your Refolu-
tions, to direct your Hopes, to animate your
Minds, to engage each of you to do more,

fas
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for my Mafter and yours, than Perfons of
any other Bufinefs can, or dare to do.

Ir you -_cannot be happy in the Paradice
above, refolve to be Heroes, and Princes, in

the Abyfs below. Set your Affections on
prefent Gain, and future Honour. Honour !
which none fhall enjoy, unlefs they deferve ;
and which none can deferve, unlefs their
Atchievements are fuperior to moft of thofe,
who are by Men efteemed wicked.

For little Villains muft fubmit to Fate,

That great ones may enjoy the World in State,
And the Deceit may in this World prevail,
The Saint, and Hero, may be found in Hell.

And all who are to Heav'n, and Mankind,
Foes 4

Tho profp'rous bere, muft fink to endlefs Woes.

Rejoice in your Succefs always; and
again, 1 fay, rejoice. Let your Profperity
be known unto all Men. Your Reward is
at Hand.

BEe careful for nathing, but encreafe of
Trade, and for that you muft daily firive,
