The Lord faid to me, look again, and thou fhall fee
what thy eyes have long defired to behold : and imme-
diately 1 difcovered the Prince that made profeflion of the
Golpel of Chrilt; meaning the Revealed Prince of the He-
brews at this time)) in whom his Progenitors (‘meaning David,
Solomon, Zerubabel, &¢.) did feem to be alive again ; at which
fight I was affefted with much joy, and faid, Thou art the
Olive tree flourifhing in the fight of God And the Lord faid
to him, come forth out of dult and darknefs, meaning, Rife up
from poverty, and come forth from concealment) for 1 have
beheld the humiliation of my people ; (‘meaning the Hebrews)
I haveoblerved their fighs, I have heard their prayers, and
the bending of their knees have been acceptable tome.
But the Prince falling proftrate on his face {aid, O Lord
Jehovaly, Great and Righteous, from thee praceeds all
honour, and wifdom, and Glory; I am thy f{ervant, bleflfed
be the Lord God of Ifrael.

AND after a long filence, the Lord faid to me again, all

A VISION OF JOHN LACEY, with some of his Prophetical
Warnings, relative to the prefent time of the World, the

even Thunder, in a very litile time. They know not what
e make of the words, fwtle time, [peedily, fhovily, fuddenly,
‘son. They would have me define the day always, It may
he feen I did not always; far fram that, define the time,
uy the I'rophecies of my ancient Servants. Yet thofe Pre-
diétions carried in them my Authority, and were fulfilled

t 8th.  This will be further evident that there remains,
a Prophet, who fhall fill up and antwer thc other charaliter
of Blizr the ancient rophet ; that is to Ejy;, the power of
attefting to the Gu-f of Uracl—by Fire—by Death. His
Powers will correlpond to his meilage. _

And what was the peculiar charaéter of Elias, from other
Prophets? Why veu don’t find among all the Prophets,
one that had his words—-his meflage, backed with the dire-
ful {trokes of heavenio much as his were. :

thy Trial. 1 muft difcover thy fhame, and thou muft
fuffer punifhment for thy wickednels.

Page 12. But, woe unto thee Badel, and thy Kings, I will
calt them dewn, favs the LORD GOD, into the dult with
thee, thou {*nta‘nglcd canfuundcdﬂﬂé}'fan, that fhelters thy-
{elf in the Clifts of the Rocks, and hidesthy{elfin the Earth
fram my great and high Meéfeﬂ.v for thﬂu fhall eat Earth
as an Otter, and lick the duft as a '%e:pent . for 1 have
broken thy th:il uponmy Earth, and quite beaten down thy

ower and violence to the gmuud in the world. But SION

Page 46. And Iheard a great voice in the night feafon
upon my bed, {peaking to me, which faid, There fhall
a Hen, fpread forth her wings far, and cover an Egg and
Hatch it; and thence fhall arife to me King Charles:
and he fhall witer that firong joytul Thunder Voice, and fhall
be my firlt fruitful 'Thuntfcr voice on the whole carth.
When I had heard that, I was exceeding joyful, and praif-
ed the great King and Creator of Heaven and Earth with pow.

by adreadful Judgment. She is fallen, and trod dewn by
the mighty God : her violence and pride is humbled, and
calt down to the ground ; her blood is caft to the Dogs, and
the great Jezebel is devoured; her Land is become an Ever-
lafting Wildernefs, a heritage for all wild beafts, and hate-

refufe tohear him now while he calls on you. Therefore to
day take it to heart! For to day, while he yet calls onyou,
and while the door of his grace ftandsopen, if that you will
hear his voice, and receive it, your hearts fhall not be
hardened ! But if you will not take it to heart, and put off
to degr, till to-morrow, and the day after; and fo from
one day to another, then you fhall find that you fhall be
thut out, and the Judgment of God will overtake you
temporally — and eternally in the torments of Hell.
