THE MEDICAL AND SCIENTIFIC PERIODICALS OF THE
17TH AND 183TH CENTURIES

With A REvVISED CATALOGUE AND CHECK-LIST

Study of the medical periodicals centers properly around the name
of Haller, who first indexed their contents and utilized them for historic
exposition, in his remarkable bibliographies and his monumental
eight-volume treatise on physiology. At Goéttingen, Haller found to
his hand the best organized university-library in Europe; and not the
least of his many titles to fame is that he deliberately mobilized the
library, the medical society, the medical periodical and medical bib-
liography as agencies in medical teaching and the advancement of
medical science. His name is very justly carved on the facade of
the Harvard Medical School as one of the ten essential prime-movers
of modern medicine. The work of cataloguing medical literature
and indexing medical periodicals was continued by two army surgeons,
Callisen and Billings. Adolph Carl Peter Callisen (1786-1866), a
native of Denmark, was the nephew of Heinrich Callisen (1740-1824),
of Holstein, who rose from the comparatively humble status of a
barber-surgeon’s apprentice to be Chief Surgeon of the Danish Navy
(1772), professor of surgery in the University of Copenhagen (1773),
director of the Danish Academy of Surgery (1794) and author of a

system of surgery (1777), which passed through many editions and
translations and was the authoritative text book in the continental
universities for many years. His career was duplicated in almost
every particular by his nephew; but after thirty vears of military and
public service, the younger Callisen retired to Altona (1842) to com-
plete the great compilation by which he is best remembered. His
Medicinisches Schriftsteller-Lexikon (1830-45) is an author-catalogue,
in thirty-three volumes, of the medical literature of 1780-1824 (—44).
Coming, as it did, close upon the heels of Haller’s four bibliographies
of botany, anatomy, surgery and internal medicine (1771-78), it not
only supplements them but even surpasses them in method and re-
liability of detail. Of well-nigh infallible accuracy as to names,
dates, numerical data and cross-references, Callisen gives a complete
bibliographer’s description of each separate item, wherever possible,
abounds, too, in collateral biographic and historic data and even men-
tions the current prices of the 99,001 items listed by him. Volumes
23-25 of Callisen’s work contain a definitive catalogue, not only of the
medical periodicals of 1780-1833, but also of secular and scientific
journals of the period containing matter of medical interest. He even
indexes the contents of the more important medical periodicals by
volumes. The solitary drawback to Callisen’s list of periodicals,
otherwise so handy for ready reference, is his scheme of alphabetiza-
tion (by noun-substantives alone), which is chaotic to an exasperating
degree. It seems almost providential that, in the last year of Calli-
sen's lifetime, John Shaw Billings was assigned to the Surgeon Gen-
eral’s Office (Washington) from the battlefields of the Civil War, and
there began to build up what is virtually our national medical library.
The work of Billings and Fletcher on the Index Catalogue and Index
Medicus covers the entire medical literature of the world, as far as
purchaseable at the time. Any check upon its content, say by the
British Museum entries or the Callisen entries, will go to show that
Billings allowed no really worthwhile items to escape him. Here, for
the first time, the entire periodical literature of medicine was indexed
by subjects in alphabetical order. This dictionary arrangement of
authors and subjects in one alphabet was subsequently adopted by the
American Medical Association in its Cumulative Quarterly Index
(1916-34) and by the Index Medicus during 1917-27. The Index
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Catalogue is thus the handiest, most exhaustive and most reliable of
all medical indexes for ready reference. In 1879, Billings published
a bibliography of American medical periodicals, which had been pre-
ceded by similar reviews of the Irish medical perodicals by Sir William
Wilde (1846) and of the French by Achille Chéreau (1867). It was
followed by historical surveys of the German medical periodicals by
Sudhoff (1903), of the Italian by Castiglioni (1923), of the American by
Victor Robinson (1925), of the Russian by Kugan (1925), of the Irish by
Kirkpatrick (1932). Definitive lists (none of them complete) have been
attempted for France by Wickersheimer (1908), for Germany by von
Brunn (1925), for Holland by Delprat (1927) and for Switzerland by
Lustenberger (1927). In hisinteresting survey of the German medical
periodicals, Sudhoff points out that those of the 18th century, in par-
ticular, afford better sidelights on the actual status of medicine in the
period than any other sources available. For many years, Billings
bound up the advertising pages of the British Medical Journal and
The Lancet in separate volumes, for similar reasons.

The genesis of the medical and scientific periodical is out of the
scientific society by the newspaper. The scientific society, as part of
this pedigree, came out of the medimzval guilds; the newspaper, derived,
by way of news-letters, from the so-called intelligence offices. In the
face of much futile speculation as to the origin of guilds, they were, in
the last analysis, but a natural expression of the herding instinct of
mankind, the tendency of people of similar type to flock together, on
occasion, for codperative or self-protective purposes. This associative
spirit, common to all warm-blooded animals, probably goes back to
prehistoric times and was doubtless a going concern in ancient Egypt
or Babylon. In medizval Europe, the guild is first mentioned in the
capitularies of Carolingian France (779, 789); but such organizations
did not assume prominence until during the 11th-14th Centuries. In
the reign of Edward II (1507-27) every citizen of London had to be a
member of some craft or “mystery.” Under Edward III (1327-77),
these craft-guilds became corporate bodies, merging eventually into
the so-called Livery Companies or City Companies of London. The
only medical guilds in France, England and Germany were those of
the barber-surgeons, out of whose never-ending squabbles with the
surgeons proper came the Collegium medico-chirurgicum of Prussia
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(1724), the French Academy of Surgery (1731) and the Royal College
of Surgeons of England (1800). These titles are survivals of the
earliest type of medical society in Europe, the Collegium medicum or
Academia. Toward the end of the 16th century, Collegia medicorum
began to flourish in the Italian and German towns and were, in effect,
official corporations, regulating the practice of medicine and surgery
and supervising the publication of local and national pharmacopeeias.
This went on thoughout the 17th century, and beyond it. In 18th
century Mexico, there were even “Colleges’” of advocates and scrive-
ners. The modern medical society, devoted mainly to the discussion
and publication of scientific papers, was yet to appear. The most
important, influential and powerful of all the mediz®val medical guilds
was the Craft of Doctors and Apothecaries of the city of Florence,
which was organized early in the 12th century. It eventually con-
trolled some thirty-four separate crafts, of presumable use to medicine,
notably the glass-blowers, paper-makers, stationers, book-sellers, cut-
lers, linen-drapers, silk-mercers, perfumers, plasterers, painters, and
potters. Among the painters were the great Florentine artists of
the Cinquecento, who acquired the habit of dissection by association
with the physicians in the bofega or apothecary shop. For two cen-
turies, the doctors, apothecaries and artists of Florence marched
under the same guild-banner. A roster of this guild, of date 1297,
and still extant, bears the name of Dante degli Alighieri, poeta fioren-
tine. On June 15, 1300, the poet, who had probably studied medicine
at Bologna and Padua, was elected Prior of the city of Florence,
in virtue of his membership in the Craft of Doctors and Apothecaries.
A colored miniature drawing in the Laurentian Library (Florence)
represents him in the red gown and fur-tipped bonnet, noted by
Boccaccio and Sacchetti as the ordinary garb of the Florentine phy-
sician (Corsini; Castiglioni).

The decadence and demise of the medizeval guilds was due to the
usual experience that, as they grew rich and powerful, they became
grasping, arrogant and overbearing. The fine old spirit of confrater-
nity and solidarity, of honest pride in substantial output, disappeared
as the wealthier members of these corporations usurped power and
glory as a kind of exclusive or hereditary right. The pomp and cir-
cumstance attaching to the guild spirit in Renaissance Germany is
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conveyed in the Overture to the Meistersinger and in the lively pro-
cessional of craftsmen which opens the third act of the opera. The
London guilds even engrossed political and municipal power to the
extent of taking over many actual functions of government. DBut
about 1765, the invention of the spinning jenny and other mechanical
contrivances brought in a new order of things, a newer complex of
economic and social forces. A great manufacturing class arose, with
a gigantic industrial proletariat of unskilled laborers as its vassals.
The skilled handicraft of the guilds was superseded by the machine,
and after the French Revolution, the regulation of industry became a
function of organized government.

One of the most important and influential of the English Guilds was,
and is the Scrivener's Company of London. In the earlier centuries,
scriveners had been active as copyists and as the only means avail-
able for the poor and ignorant to get letters and business documents
written out and conveyed to their proper destination. From the
enterprise of conducting the sentimental and business correspondence
of the illiterate, the scriveners branched out into doing all the paper
work for lawyers. For this, they were paid by the word, whence the
exuberant verbosity of legal documents to date, as also the expensive
character of lawyers’ briefs and legal procedure. A further extension
of scrivener’s activities was to supply people of wealth and station
with the news of the day. These “news-letters” came to be valued
as permanent records of current happenings and were eventually
printed on broadsides. The business of inditing them came to be
organized and centered in “intelligence-offices,” whence it was but a
step to the newspaper, the editorial sanctum and the periodical.
Intelligence offices were the creation of a French physician, Théo-
phraste Rénaudot (1584-1623), who, in the natural course of events,
issued the first important French newspaper, the Gaszelte (de France),
on May 30, 1631. The haphazard beginnings of modern journalism,
vig the intelligence office, are wittily satirized in Ben Jonson's masque,
“News from the New World in the Moon” (1620) and constitute the
centric theme of his last great comedy, ‘“The Staple of News” (1625).
Here, we have, in Swinburne’s view, ““the narrow little nest, in which
was laid the modest little egg of modern journalism—that bird of many
notes and many feathers, now so like an eagle and now so like a vulture;
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now soaring as a falcon or sailing as a pigeon over continents and
battlefields, now grovelling and groping as a dunghill kite, with its
beak in a very middenstead of falsehood and of filth.”

Enter Cymbal and Fitton, introducing Pennyboy, jun.

Jonson’s satire on the smooth adaptability of news-gatherers and the
general gullibility of their public is a realistic transcript from 17th
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century news-letters, yet has lost none of its edge in the light of more
recent experience. The breadcasting of “news” was of the scare-
headed species later ridiculed in Sheridan’s farce (*I cannot but surmise
the state some danger apprehends”).

Long before the advent of news-letters and newspapers came the
Acta Diurna or Daily Doings of ancient Rome, a bulletin of battles,
elections, athletic contests and other local happenings, which was
largely drawn upon by Livy and the other Roman historians and re-
mained current down to the fall of the Western Empire (476 A.D.).
A Chinese newspaper, the Peking Gazette, originated in the 7th
Century A.D., and, by all accounts, may be still current. The coranti,
gazelti or foglietti, mentioned by Ben Jonson, were official leaflets or
bulletins of current events, issued by the Venetian Republic during
the 16-17th Centuries. The Spanish equivalent was, and still is, the
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aviso. Castiglioni states that nearly all the Italian cities had fogli
d’avisi, from the Cinquecento onward. The favorite title was, how-
ever, the “Mercury,” which swarmed in all European countries from
the end of the 16th century to the present time. The earliest known
periodical newspaper of definite continuity, as distinguished from the
fugitive, ephemeral news-letter sheets, was the Mercurius Gallo-
Belgicus. It started in Cologne (1594), covering European news from
1588 to 1394, but was subsequently transferred to Frankfort on the
Main, where it was distributed by means of the annual book-fair, and
remained current until 1630. There were scores, it may be hundreds,
of such Mercuries, of every description and denomination. Such
alluring titles as the Mercurius medicus (London, 1647) or the Mer-
curius insanus tnsanissimus (London, 1648) were, like the Hyp-doctor
of 173041, mere stalking-horses for political acrimony. The earliest
known English newspaper was a ““Corrant out of Italy, Germany, etc.,”
printed at Amsterdam, in black-letter in 1620-21. The only surviving
copies are in the British Museum. The Niewwe Tijdingen, or New
Tidings, of Antwerp, was started by Abraham Verhoeven in 1605,
but there are no specimens extant prior to 1616. The Frankfurter
Journal was founded by Egenolph Emmel in 1615. The solitary
existing number of the Publick Occurrences, of Boston, was issued by
Benjamin Harris on September 25, 1690. Analogues of the Roman
Acta Diurna were such purely official or governmental archives as the
Scotch Diurnal of Occurrents (1513-73), The English Diurnals of
Parliament (1642) or Marchamont Nedham’s Mercurius Britannicus
(1643-46), mentioned in Jonson's play. Remote ancestors of these
archival collections were the picture-writings of prehistoric and primi-
tive man, the hieroglyphic, cuneiform and runic records, the votive
tablets in the Asculapian temples and all phases of epigraphy.
Thus, the components of medical and scientific journalism, as we
now know it, existed, all of them, in the 17th century. Before 1516,
there had been no postal service of any kind in Europe. Political news
or scientific information, as we gather from Jonson’s play, was dis-
seminated by a grape-vine telegraphy as tardy and casual as that
available to remote islands of the Pacific before the days of radio.
Academies (usually universities) and collegia medicorum published
little beyond rules, regulations and pharmacopeeias. By the end of
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the 17th century, the universities, like the medi@val guilds, had be-
come strongholds of conservatism and outworn tradition and the abler
scientific men had begun to turn to associative gatherings, at stated
intervals, as ways and means of fostering research and of communicat-
ing its results to one another and to the world at large. The first
Medical Congress was held by 46 physicians of Rome, meeting every
Monday between March 10, 1681 and June 8, 1682. The plan of a
scientific society or academy as a haven of research, or what Sir Rich-
ard Burton called “an asylum for destitute truth,” was adumbrated in
such shadowy organizations as Della Porta’s Secret Academy at
Naples (1560). Curiosity and secrecy (“invisibility”) were the leading
motives; secrecy in particular; no doubt with a single eye to such
danger signals as the burning of Servetus (1553) and Giordano Bruno
(1600), the destruction of the Vesalian, Malpighian and Harveian
MSS. or the mirror-writing on Leonardo’s anatomical drawings. The
greed for new knowledge was that of old Pepys, whose Diary is replete
with semi-scientific curiosity and who declared himself “with child
to see any new or strange thing.” The need for a radical change of
front and attack was early sensed by Lord Bacon, who takes a very
proper pride in that it was he who first “rang the bell that called the
wits together.” His Novum Organum teems with such luminous per-
ceptions of the coming order of things as these:

Truth is rightly called the daughter of Time, and not of authority.
It is easier to evolve the truth from error than from confusion.
It is not fruit-bringing, but light bringing experiments that should be sought.

In his House of Solomon, Bacon not only predicts the modern re-
search institute, but even blocks out its organization on a grand scale.

It was to comprize laboratories of all kinds, manned by a quaint personnel, con-
sisting of twelve Merchants of Light, who collect scientific news from abroad; three
Depredators, who ransack books for scientific facts; three Mystery Men, who
collect information about experiments already made; three ioneers who trv new
experiments; three Compilers, who tabulate results; three Dowery men, who apply
experimental findings to practical use; three Lamps, who plan experiments along
untried paths; three Interpreters of Nature, who extend the possibilities of earlier
discoveries by further experimentation; and a miscellaneous personnel of novices,
apprentices, servants and attendants of both sexes.
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It is plain that Bacon was the sort of activator in pesse who might
have obtained large grants or doles for research purposes today. As
it stands, his magnificent project did not get a start for centuries, yet
seems prophetic of such an organization as the Rockefeller Institute.
The earlier scientific societies, such as the Neapolitan Secret Academy
(1560), the Roman Academy of the Lynxes (1603), the ‘“‘Invisible
College” (1645), which became the Royal Society (1660) and the
Roman Academy of Experiment (1657), all these, at the start, ex-
hibited a slight tendency toward mutual admiration and playboy
amusements. But as dilettante curiosity about freaks of nature and
scientific toys wore itself out, there was a more substantial output of
serious experimental findings, sufficient to justify publication in ex-
fenso. And so we find the worthy Journal Book of the Royal Society,
(started in 1660), merging into its famous Philosophical Transactions
(1664-5). The oldest scientific society in Europe, the famous Leopol-
dine Academy (1677), was started by a group of physicians, who met
at Schweinfurt on New Year's Day, 1652, to investigate natural
phenomena (Gesellschaft naturforschender Aerste). Its transactions
(Miscellanea curiosa, 1677), stress, at the start, the initial curiosity
about freaks of nature characteristic of all these learned bodies. The
experiments of the Collegium curiosum of Altdorf were published in
167683, the Leipzig Acta eruditorum in 1682-1745. The Journal
des scavans of Paris, the first independent scientific periodical (Janu-
ary 5, 1665), was antedated by the Copenhagen Acta medica (1671-9)
of Thomas Bartholinus and imitated in the Giornale dei Lelleraii
(Rome, 1668-76). The scientific society was thus the matrix, the
newspaper “the only true begetter” of the medical periodical; as if,
in Ben Jonson's view, “Wit had married Order.” The first authentic
medical periodical in the vernacular was the Nouvelles Découvertes sur
loutes les parties de la médecine, edited by Nicolas de Blegny and pub-
lished at intervals during 1679-81. Its title has a distinct historic
flavor and it was not unnaturally translated into German (Menatliche
neue Anmerckungen, Hamburg, 1680) as also into Latin. It was con-
tinued in Latin by the Swiss pathologist, Théophile Bonet, as Zodia-
cus medico gallicus, published at Geneva during 1680-85. The abor-
tive Journal de médecine of the abbé de la Roque (1681-85), was
continued by Claude Brunet (1686), who also edited a monthly
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Progrés de la médecine (1695-1709). The first English medical periodi-
cal was the short-lived Medicina curiosa, of which the only two
numbers extant appeared on June 17 and October 23, 1684. This
small group comprises all the important medical periodicals of the
17th century.

The scientific society of the 17th century was patronized by royalty
or the nobility, very much as the medizval universities were chartered
by Pope and Emperor. The Roman Academy of Lynxes (1603)
was backed by Prince Federigo Cesi; the Florentine Academy of
Experimentation (1657) by the Medici; the Royal Society of London
(1665) by Charles IT; the French Academy of Sciences (1666) by Louis
XIV. The general trend was that of an intellectual aristocracy,
virtually an enlightened despotism, centering in the king. Toward the
end of the century, Fontenelle, in his Dialogues of the Dead (1683)
and Conversations on the Plurality of Worlds (1686), began to popularize
science as a kind of predigested pap for the delectation of people of
fashion. This was the beginning of the period of “enlightment” or
Aufklirung, the aim of which was to diffuse scientific and general
culture by the deliberate creation of a receptive audience for it. This
program comprised the perfectibility of the human species by glorihi-
cation of rational and utilitarian aims, by appeal to the enlightened
public opinion thus engendered and by a novel view of history as a
steady, step-wise progression to the summit of perfection thus far
attained. The success of the venture is evidenced by the large fortune
which Fontenelle acquired from rovalties on the few books he wrote
and, later on, by the spontaneous appreciation and steady support of
Beethoven’s music by the élife of Vienna. So far, then, the program of
the Aufklirung was limited and confined to an intellectual or fashion-
able aristocracy. But with the rise of industrialism in England and
of the middle classes in Germany, new elements came into play.
Early in the 18th century, Addison and Steele had already produced
The Tatler (1709-11), The Spectator (1711-12) and The Guardian
(1713), breakfast table leaflets issued daily for the enlightenment of
cultivated people, without reference to rank or station; and conveying
no small amount of scientific and medical information in an elegant,
and even amusing manner. In the short space of five years, the old
17th century news-letter had been transformed into an unique cul-
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tural medium, half newspaper, hali-periodical, the popularity of which
is evidenced by the innumerable editions of Tatler, Spectator and
Guardian to the present time. The model (in Steele’s case, at least)
was Fontenelle's exposition of astronomy during a flirtation with a
marquise in an 18th century park; but the appeal was to the general
mass of educated or cultivated people in England, an appeal that was
continuous and successful from the days of the Speclator to Faraday
on The Candle or Huxley on A Piece of Chalk. On the continent,
meanwhile, universities, such as those at Leipzig, Halle, Wittenberg
and Leyden, were expressions of growing middle-class power; and at
Géttingen, a creation of the house of Hannover, the aim was practical
efficiency vs. idle-minded conservatism. In the Medical Faculty, the
execution of this plan was largely the work of Haller, a kind of intellec-
tual superman in relation to the period. In indexing the contents of
medical periodicals for his four bibliographies, he is said to have
utilized the women of his family and their friends, who did this work
for pin-money. The same plan was followed by Billings and Fletcher
in assembling material for the Index Medicus, which had to be copied
from the S. G. O. library cards during extra-official hours. The de-
velopment of interest in the content of medical periodicals and their
utilization as repositories and reference-sources for research work are
largely due to Haller’s initiative. In the 18th century, medical socie-
ties increased apace; hospitals swarmed and began to publish worth-
while records; medical libraries, which formerly were “rows’ of books
or were buried in such great collections as the British Museum, came
into being as an entirely new aid in research work, and the increase in
number of medical periodicals was 28 (—48) fold. In Group III,
there are 82 in the last decade of the 18th century, as against 3 in
1701-20.

In 1915, a tentative list of the medical periodicals of the 18th
century, comprising 102 items, was published for the first time by the
present compiler (Ref. Handb. Med. Se. (Stedman), 3. ed., N. Y.,
1915, V, 707-709). The subjoined catalogue of the medical and
scientific periodicals of the 17th and 18th centuries, comprises 432 med-
ical and 349 scientific items, exclusive of translations, abridgments, re-
prints and the many separate publications catalogued under the name
of a given medical or scientific society. They have been assembled,

The medical items in sections ITI-X have been arranged in chronologic
order, to illustrate the growth of interest in medical journalism and
the increase in number of medical periodicals by decades. Following
the excellent plan of the British Museum Catalogue of Periodicals,
these items are then alphabetized in one terminal check-list (XXI),
for the convenience of medical librarians and prospective collectors.
The remaining items in sections XI-XVI are listed in alphabetical
order for ready reference and cross-reference. As many of the titles
are too lengthy to print in full and are otherwise fully described by
Callisen and elsewhere, bracketed tag-references to the Callisen numer-
als, the British Museum, Index Catalogue and other entries, have been
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appended to each item for identification, as in the case of the incuna-
bula. The abbreviations employed are:

The extraordinary preponderance of Germanic items is easily ex-
plicable by the Teutonic traits of patient industry, methodic per-
sistence and purposeful organization. The bulk of those 401 items
seem designed mainly for home consumption; since few of them were
ever translated, as against 65 German translations of foreign periodi-
cals. Medical historians will find their account in the study of groups
NI, XII and XVIII; for these bridge over the gap between the Graco-
Roman summaries of medicine (Celsus, Galen), their mediaeval
equivalents (Summa medicinalia), and the modern year-books, systems
and serial collections. What was once conveyed in a single ponderous
tome, such as the Canon of Avicenna or the Confinent of Rhazes, is now
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an affair of many volumes or a series of monographs extended over an
indefinite period of time. The casual relation of group XI to the
translations, compilations and commentaries of the medizval aggre-
gators, concorders and conciliators is also self-evident. There are
items in group III which properly belong in XI, but have been re-
tained in III, as concerning not so much the substance as the ultimate
form of the modern medical periodical, with its editorials, reviews and
abstracts of foreign literature. The bracketing of anthropology and
psychology in Group IX turns upon the simple fact that in 18th cen-
tury Germany, the twain were synonymous. Prior to the advent of
Prichard, Darwin, Broca and Virchow, physical anthropology, as we
now understand the term, was virtually non-existent. Even the An-
thropologie of Kant (1798) is largely metaphysical in content. It im-
provises, for instance, a semeiology of insanity and maintains that
medico-legal expertise of mental disorders is more the province of
philosophers than of physicians.

Counting in all the continuations, translations, abridgments and
separate publications of scientific societies in groups I-XVIII, the
subjoined lists comprise no less than 107 items of the 17th century and
1092 of the period 1701-1800.

Apart from the interests of librarians, bibliographers and collectors,
what is the significance or value of this bewildering array of titles?
First of all, it may be said that while the protracted survey of 15th
century medical books (incunabula) is approaching finality in the
definitive catalogue of Dr. Arnold Klebs, an intensive study of the
medical literature of the 16th, 17th and 18th centuries has hardly just
begun. To date, we have only the tentative and fragmentary cata-
loguing of 16th century books by Mattaire, Panzer and Proctor, in
which the medical items are buried. Of the medical literature be-
tween Benivieni and Bichat, we really know very little; for none of it
has been catalogued apart, in chronologic or even alphabetic sequence.
The medical literature of the 18th century deserves especial study,
since it anticipated the directives and expansion of modern medicine
in nearly every particular.
comprehensive vista of the peculiar activities of the period of “enlight-
ment”’ than might be available from a given arrangement of the medi-
cal authors alone. Here we may trace, step by step, the sluggish
evolution of the scientific society and its literary organ, the medical
and scientific periodical, out of all sorts of inchoate, experimental
forms. The vague 17th century appetite for new knowledge, mani-
festing itself as idle curiosity about signs, portents, marvels, mon-
strosities and freaks of nature, transforms itself into a widespread

The above lists afford, in fact, a more .
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intellectual “uplift,” aiming at no less than complete control of the
best knowledge available. The lengthy list of repositories of extracts,
reprints and translations (XI) connotes not only a definite demand
but even an automatic relation between demand and supply. In 18th
century Germany, where such repertories abounded, the Aufklirung
seems a purposeful, methodic mobilization of an idea by means of
periodicals, as suggested by items 98a, 725, 730, 751; or such extra
titles as:

The amazing proliferation of periodicals which sustained this “‘up-
lift” implies an enormous reading public as well as unusual financial
resources on the part of public, publisher, and patron. Medical and
scientific publishers flourished in such small towns as Altenburg,
Dessau, Landau, Lemgo, Lissa, Offenbach, Osnabriick, Stendal, Ulm
and Zittau, the very names of which seem strange to us, in this
connection, today. Not a few medical periodicals were issued by
Schwann of Mannheim, the printer of Schiller’s Robbers and of
Frank's great treatise of public hygiene. How was all this possible
in a century of almost centinuous warfare on the continent, from the
War of the Spanish Succession (1701-13) to the French Revolution?
Away from the limited theatres of war, the period between the Peace
of Westphalia (1648) and the French Revolution was, nevertheless, a
relatively quiescent period. The bloody religious wars, preceding and
following the Reformation, were over. The 18th century wars were
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localized political contests, waged by standing armies rather than by
nations, according to fixed, well-nigh academic rules of a classic “art
of war,” which was smashed and scrapped by the headlong horde-
tactics of a Revolutionary “nation in arms,” at Valmy, Jemappes,
Wattignies (1792); to be further standardized in the pas de charge of
an organized army at Waterloo (1815). At Fontenoy (1743), the
formal conventions of attack and retreat were even polite, as in a
game of cards (Messieurs les Anglais, lirez les premiers). Under such
conditions, the great mass of continental Europeans were but inter-
ested spectators, at a safe remove from the restricted theatres of war.
In the zone of the interior, commercial and cultural activities could go
on relatively unmolested, even when the zone of the advance might be
momentarily anywhere. Moneys were somehow available for the
publication of scores of medical periodicals, but few were successful
and most of them, like the innumerable Mercuries and scientific
Ephemerides of the 17th century, were mercifully short-lived (Einlags-
fliegen). Go-getting dodges and bids for continued patronage were
rampant, then as now. A favorite device was to reissue a moribund
journal under a new name or as “Neues” or (at the last gasp) “Nen-
estes.” Even the poet Schiller published, in succession, Die Rhein-
ische Thalia (1785), Thalia (1786-91) and Die nexe Thalia (1792).
The same purposeful persistency is noticeable in Baldinger, Eyerel,
Gruner, Hecker, Hufeland, Kiihn, Metzger, J. V. Miiller, Osiander,
Pyl, Rahn, Rémer, Tode, Uden, Usteri and Weiz, who were the most
active and prolific medical journalists of the period. The Danish
editor, Tode, kept a popular medical journal going for twenty-two
years (1778-1800) by dint of thirteen successive changes of title.
Even such remarkakble medical scholars as C. G. Gruner, C. G. Kiihn
and Wittwer were not above editing medical journals of popular or
semi-popular character. Popular interest in medicine was, in fact,
a special creation of the Aufkldrung, as witness the enormous success
and sale of the Avis au peuple of Tissot (1760) and of Hufeland’s
Makrobiotik (1796). In the last three decades of the 18th century,
some 31 journals were devoted to personal hygiene and popular medi-
cine alone. At the same time, nearly all the worthwhile periodicals
in the above lists were translated into different languages and the
best of them passed through several editions. Apart from such sur-
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vivals as the Spanish edition of the Journal of the American Medical
Association or the facsimile reprint of Henschel's Janus (1931), such
reduplication would be financially unthinkable today. Popular
science, started by Fontenelle, acquired the wide impetus of a tidal
wave through the multifarious periodical literature of the Aufklirung.
The scientific contributions of permanent value exist either in pam-
phlet form or are to be found in the transactions of societies. One has
only to think of Haller on irritability and sensibility (1751-2) in 473;
Daviel on cataract (1753) in 9; Heberden on varicella (1767), angina
pectoris (1768) and night-blindness (1785) in 26; Lettsom on the drug
habit and alcoholic neuritis (1736) in 78; or Dalton on color blindness
(1794), atomic weights and the atomic theory in 480. Item II, 4
contains Cheselden on artificial pupil (1728), Watson on scleroderma
(1754), Priestley on oxygen (1772), Cavendish on hydrogen (1784),
Young on vision (1793); and Wollaston on gout (1797); item II, 17
Réaumur on digestion (1752) and Lavoisier on oxygen (1775-89); item
11 William Hunter on retroversion of the uterus (1768) and Dobson
on diabetes (1776). The medical journal of the period, compounded
mainly of unusual clinical cases and modes of treatment, had not yet
attained its stride and the race was to the literary organ of the scien-
tific society. No less than 31 medical and scientific societies were
founded in small towns of 18th century France alone, which seems
prophetic of our own time, when nearly every department and every
arrondissement of Paris boasts a medical society all its own. The
tendency did not escape the notice of the medical satirists who fol-
lowed Moliére. As early as 1747, La Mettrie, the bad boy of French
medicine, had poked fun at the Paris Medical Faculty in his comedy
La Faculté vengée. Two volumes of Mémeires of an alleged Académie
des sciences, inscriptions, belles-lettres, beaux arts (etc.) at Troyes
(Champagne), published in 1756, are naught but a solemn bit of
humbuggery. In like manner, Levacher de La Feutrie burlesqued a
séance of the Société royale de médecine (Paris) in his three-act
comedy Lassene. Another farce, Les docleurs modernes, was performed
at the Théitre italien on November 16, 1784. These are, of course,
healthy signs of growing pains; for real science, such as that of Laen-
nec or Charcot, Pasteur or Claude Bernard, can weather the buffet
of ridicule and actually thrives upon opposition. To realize the im-
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mense accomplishment of the 18th century enlightment, one has only
to glance through the huge periodical lists of the British Museum or
the Surgeon General's Library or the various Union Lists. Today,
there are periodical publications on every subject under the sun and
on every conceivable phase of medicine. The 18th century reposi-
tories and serial anthologies, of year-book type, gave place to such
things as the Sammlung klinischer Voririge, the Centralblitter, Jahres-
berichte und Ergebnisse, the Ostwald series of scientific classics or to
such informing periodicals as Nature (London), Die Umschau (Frank-
furt a.M.) or Science (New York). Even here, it is obvious that the
Aufklirung was a valid cultural uplift of lasting import and that its
scientific foundations were well and truly laid.

CORRIGENDA

Items 584 and 698 turn out to be cross-references, in other words, duplications;
nevertheless the serial numbers attaching to those have been retained, to avoid the
hazards of expensive and extensive re-setting. But these items are easily replace-
able by others from the overwhelming mass of Germanic material. Dr. A, A.
Moll, of the Pan-American Union (Washington), kindly calls my attention to two
Latin-American periodicals omitted from Group I, viz., the Gazelte de médecine
et d'hippiatrique, issued by Duchemin de 'Etang in Haiti (1777) and the Journal
des officiers de sanié de SI, Domingue, published under the direction of the four
health-officers of the island about 1789. Secular periodicals of the southern
hemisphere, notably the Mercurio Peruwano (1791) and La Gazela of Guatemala
(1791), contain medical contributions. Omission of the Tatler, Spectator and
Guardian (1709-13) from Group XVIII is due to the simple fact that these were
evolutionary phases of the household magazine, under the format of the 17th
century newsletter. Their medical and scientific content will be set forth at length
in the October number of the Bulletin. Any additions or corrections to the above
lists will be gratefully welcomed by the compiler.
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SCIENTIFIC PERIODICALS OF THE 17TH AND
18TH CENTURIES; ADDENDA ET
CORRIGENDA

When Garrison published his valuable checklist of 17th and 18th
century medical and scientific periodicals in the pages of this journal (19),
it represented a considerable expansion of the list he published in 1915 in
Stedman’s Reference Handbook of the Medical Sciences.* The first list
contained a modest 102 items, while the final list which appeared some
twenty years later, included 781 titles, or, including abridgements, transla-
tions and reprints, almost 1200 items. This fact illustrates that the
method of compilation as Garrison himself describes it, “ bit by bit, from
all manner of available sources,” is a lengthy one, but only those who
have worked with the kind of publication with which Garrison concerns
himself know that it is also a reflection of the elusive nature of many of
these short-lived and obscure titles in the infancy of scientific periodical
publication.

The list of additions and corrections to the Garrison list here appended,
was compiled in the course of a study of the early history of the scientific
periodical (29), and represents a belated answer to the request for such
corrections and additions which Garrison made at the end of his essay.
It is at the same time a small act of appreciation for the important pioneer
work which Garrison did in this field, and which has provided such an
important reference source for historians of medicine and science. The
early periodicals of science and medicine represent in a sense the published
conversations and laboratory notebooks of working scientists. Once their
observations and ideas had been superseded, or incorporated into the
body of verified scientific knowledge, the periodicals which represent the
day to day development of their disciplines, become a part of the dusty
archive which is rarely consulted. This characteristic, however, makes
them of even greater importance to the historian, for in these old periodi-
cals he can sometimes obtain his most intimate views of the contemporary
scientist at work at his intellectual endeavours. Prutz (33), the historian

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of periodical journalism, uttered the following words in a different con-
text, but they can also be applied to the early scientific periodical:

When we bury ourselves in the yellowed volumes of old newspapers, it is like
entering a ghost town, another Pompeii, in which, as if turning back the wheel
of time, we suddenly surprise a people, long disappeared in the midst of their
daily existence, in their most intimate daily tasks.

Nowhere, in the prefatory remarks to his list, does Garrison attempt to
establish his criteria for selecting titles for inclusion. He was, perhaps,
wise to avoid this onerous question, because it is often difficult in this early
period in the history of the scientific periodical, to distinguish the periodi-
cal from other forms of publication. Even Kirchner (27), a compiler who
covers roughly the same period, and who set up an elaborate series of
criteria for his bibliography, found it difficult to apply them in the case
of all the titles he cited. While he rejects some of the titles which Garrison
cites, he includes several titles which other compilers would seriously
question. This is almost inevitable from the very nature of the task. In
the first place both Garrison and Kirchner found it necessary to obtain
their information from other published bibliographies, rather than from
an examination of the publication itself, for many of the titles they cite.
Perhaps half of the titles in the Garrison list cannot be located in this
country through the Union List of Sertals, and those that can be located
here are scattered over a wide geographic area.

Many of the titles, however, in the Garrison list do not qualify as
scientific or medical periodicals no matter how broadly the term is
defined, e. g. encyclopedias, collected case histories, or collected papers of
an individual author. He has quite correctly included many non-scientific
titles in the list, since with his usual insight, he recognized the importance
of the 17th and 18th century literary and critical journal both in the dis-
semination of scientific information in that period, and in reflecting the
scientific activities of the time. However, the titles included in this cate-
gory represent only a small portion of the extant literary and critical
periodicals published in this period. Titles of this genre omitted by Gar-
rison have not been added here, because they are available from other
published lists, Graham (21) for English periodicals, Kirchner (27) for
German, and Dressler (4) for Italian, for example. Serial collections of
dissertations and other similar texts have likewise been omitted, especially
when they can be considered anthologies issued in parts, for under these
terms of reference even some incunabula could be included. Discrepancies
between Garrison’s descriptions and citations found in other bibliogra-
phies and in discussions in the literature, are noted in the appended list,
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but this does not necessarily mean that Garrison’s description is less
accurate or less complete than the one cited. The list of additions is
arranged in accordance with Garrison’s classification, and the * correc-
tions " are keyed to the numbers which he uses in his list.

The date of publication is 1862 and not 1682. It was apparently in ms. until
published by Durand, and is a journal only in the generic sense of a daily
record and 15 not a periedical publication.

The Collegium privatum Amstelodami published a second volume, also in
Amsterdam, in 1673, Contains the writings of Blaes and Swammerdam and
some of the pioneer work in comparative anatomy, See Cole (9) p. 330,
who located copies at the Bodleian, BM and the University of Glasgow.
Bartholin’s Acta medica et philosophica (1671-1679) cannot be connected,
except geographically, with the Societas medica Havniensis which was not
founded until 1772, after an interval of almost a hundred years.

The note should read: Title of 4 (v. 4). The Mercure sgavant was pub-
lished in Amsterdam in 1684 after Blegny's license was revoked. Most of
the writers say that * Gauthier, médecin de Niort” under whose name it
appeared was a pseudonym adopted by Blegny [e. g. Chereau (7)]. It was of
quite a different character than the previous volumes, containing verse, music
and short medical pieces.

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Unzer's journal was a popular journal in other ways than in its appeal;
there were editions in Hamburg both in 1760 and l?ﬁg by another publisher,
and in the 1769 edition which came out under his own auspices, Unzer
states that there was a Swedish translation (1763) under the title: Stock-
holms Wekoblad with a preface by Roseen von Rosensteen, as well as a
Dutch translation and a translation intoe Danish at Copenhagen.
