VITAL STATISTICS.

1. Population.—The population of the Bengal Presidency excluding the
Chittagong Hill Traets, Cooch Behar and Tripura States according to the
1931 census was 49,901,080. The estimated mid year population since 193]
and the percentage of increase of population over that of the previous year
are given bhelow—

The trend of the estimated mid year population during the past decen-
nium in this province showed clearly that the population of the provinee was
growing. The vital index of the province for 1941 was 134 -5 against 151 -4
in the previous vear. This showed that the population was biologically
healthy.

Owing fo the non-receipt of 1941 census figures, 1931 census figures were
used in caleulating the vital statistical rates given in this report unless
otherwise stated.

2. Registration of births and deaths.—The number of unregistered births
and deaths detected during 1941 were 7,610 and 3,147 as against 8,471 and
3,179, respectively, in the previous year.

Four hundred and twenty-one defaulters under the Bengal Births and
Deaths Registration Act were prosecuted during 1941, of whom 367 were
convicted, 29 acquitted and 25 were pending trial.

() Births.—There were 1,594,201 births registered in the year under
report as against 1,681,846 in 1940. The birth rate was 31:9 per mille
being 5-3 per cent. lower than that in 1940. Appendix I would show that
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the highest birth rate of 41:4 per mille was recorded in the district of
Murshidabad while the lowest (20:4 per mille) in the Malda  distriet,
Excluding ‘““Other classes’’, highest birth rate of 32-1 was recorded among
the Muslim community while the lowest (26-:1) was among the Buddhists.
The number of male hirths per 100 female births was 108 as in the previous
year,

(1) Deaths.—1,184,850 deaths were registered in the province during
1941 yielding a death rate of 23-7 per mille, as compared with 1,111,082
deaths in 1940 with a rate of 20-3 per mille. The mortality rate, therefore,
inecreased by € -6 per cenf. over that of the previous year. The highest death
-rate of 33:5 per mille was returned by the Darjeeling district while Malda
recorded the lowest death rate (13-8 per mille). Excluding “Other classes’,
the Muslims were responsible for the highest death rate of 24-6 per mille
while the lowest (15:6 per mille) occurred among the Christians.

(227) Still-births,—The number of still-births in the province was 61,904
returning a rate of 3:9 per 100 live-births as against 69,844 in 1940 with a
rate of 4-2. The still-birth rate decreased by 12:9 per cent. compared with
the previous year. In the urban areas the still-birth rate was 4:6 per 100
live-births, while in the rural areas, the corresponding rate was 5-8. The
rate was highest among the Muslims and lowest among the Christians.

(tv) Infant deaths.—Total deaths under one year numbered 248,226
(urban 14,159 and rural 234,067) during 1941 giving an infantile death rate
of 1557 per mille of live-births against 159-3 in the previou vear. Com-
pared with the previous vear the infantile mortality rate decreased by
2-3 per cent.

The highest infantile mortality rate of 163-3 was recorded among the
Muslims and the lowest (107-9) among the Christians.

(v) Maternal deaths.—14,803 mothers died as a result of child birth during
1941 giving a death rate of 8:9 per 1,000 births (live and still) as against
9-2 in 1940, Of these maternal deaths 14,080 occurred in the rural and
723 in the urban areas, and the respective mortality rates were 9:0 and 8-0
per 1,000 births against 9-1 and 7-3 in the previous vear.

HISTORY OF CHIEF DISEASES.

4. Ceneral remarks on health of the province.—The statement below

Compared with the previous year, the death rates from the prineipal
diseases, viz., Malaria, cholera and small-pox were higher.

5. Cholera.—During the year under report, 61,879 deaths from cholera
were registered, of whom urban areas accounted for 4,061 deaths and, rural
areas 57,818 with a death rate of 1-1 and 1-2 per mille as against (-5 and
04 per mille respectively in the previous year. The death rate for the
province as a whole was 1-2 per mille as against the quinquennial average
rate of ‘9 per mille and the previous year's rate of -4 per mille.

Statistical analyses revealed that cholera moved in a cyelic course of six
years and as the previous year’s cholera incidence was the lowest on record,
it could be reasonably apprehended that the disease for the year under report
would take an upward trend.
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6.  Preventive measures.—3,482,398 anti-cholera inoculations were per-
formed during 1941 as against 1,353,793 in 1940. Other anti-epidemic
measures consisted of disinfection of 1,273 river ghats, 12,544 houses, 239,103
wells and 39,693 tanks. Ninety-seven epidemic doctors, 32 sanitary inspec-
tors and one health assistant were employed to assist the various local bodies
in anti-cholera work in the province during the year under report.

7. Small-pox.—13,250 deaths were registered under this head, of which
6,366 occeurred in the towns and 6,884 in rural areas giving a death rate of
1:8 and -1 per mille as against ‘68 and :06 per mille, respectively, in the
previous year. The mortality rate from small-pox for the whole province
was ‘3 per mille as compared with -4 per mille during the previous
quingquennium and the preceding vear’s rate of -1 per mille.

The small-pox mortality by districts and sex are shown in the statement
VIII, appendix I. Out of 13,250 deaths from small-pox, 1,264 occurred
among infants under ome year, 2,094 among children between one and
ten years. g

8. Anti-small-pox measures.—FPlease see the chapter on vaccination.

9. Plague.—Two deaths from plague imported from Jaunpore and
United Provinces were recorded in Caleutta during the year under report as
against a similar one in the Burdwan district in the previous vear.

10. Fevers.—732,884 persons died of fevers in 1941 as against 717,516 in
1940 showing an icrease of 2-1 per cent. over the previous year. The follow-

The above table indicates that malaria alone claimed 52-99 and ‘‘other
fevers’” 4193 per cent. of the total mortality under fever.

The mortality rates for fever in urban and rural areas were 3:9 and 155
per mille, respectively, as against 3-9 and 15:2 per mille in the previous
year.
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11. Malaria.—There were 388,381 deaths from malaria during 1941 as
compared with 369,448 during the previous year showing an increase of
51 per cent. The mortality rate was 7;8 per mille as against 74 in the
previous vear. Malaria was responsible for 32 -8 per cent. of the total deaths
recorded in the province in 1941. The number of deaths from malaria in
urban and rural areas were 2,077 and 386,304, respectively, and the respective
mortality rates were (-59 and &-3 per mille. The highest death rate of
19-77 per mille was recorded in the Jessore distriet, while the lowest rate
of 0-48 was recorded 1n Caleutta.

12. Kala-azar.—16,349 persons died of kala-azar during the year givin
a mortality rate of 0-33 per mille as against 15,453 with a death rate o
0-31 per mille in the previous year. There was thus an increase of 64 per
cent. over 1940, The death rates in the urban and rural areas were 0-17
and 0:33 per mille, as against 0:16 and 0-32, respectively, in the previous
vear.

14. Dysentery and diarrhoea.—Dyszentery and diarrhoea were together
responsible for 51,029 deaths in 1941 as against 45,422 in 1940, with the
mortality rates of 1:03 and G-91 per mille, respectively. The increase
in mortality rate over that of the previous year was 13-2 per cent.

15. Respiratory diseases.—This cause accounted for 84,647 deaths in 1941
as against 85,203 in 1940, the respective mortality rates being 1:70 and
1-71 per mille. The decrease as compared with the previous year, was very
slight. As usual the highest death rate of 7:86 per mille was recorded in -
Caleutta and Malda district continued to return the lowest death rate (viz..
0-29 per mille) from this cause.

16. Pneumonia.—44,801 deaths were registered under pneumonia with a
mortality rate of ¢+9 per mille as against 44,967 deaths with a rate of (-9
per mille in 1940. Pneumonia was responsible for 529 per cent. of the total
deaths from respiratory diseases. 4,352 deaths were registered in the urban
areas and 40,449 in the rural areas with death rates of 1:2 and 6-9 per mille,
respectively.
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17. Pulmonary tuberculosis.—12,867 persons died of pulmonary tuber-
culosis duding 1941 as against 12,363 in 1940, the mortality rdtes being 026
and 0:25 per mille in 1941 and 1940, respectively. Compared with the pre-
vious year the death rate increased by 4 per cent. in the year under report.
The deaths from the disease in the rural and urban areas were 8,322 and
4,545, respectively, yielding a death rate of ¢-20 and 1:29 per mille, as
against 0:17 and 1:26 in the previous year. Calcutta with a death rate of
2 64 per mille was alone responsible for 66 -2 per cent. of the deaths recorded
in the urban areas.

18. Preventive measureés.—In accordance with the approved scheme tor
prevention and control of tuberculosis in Bengal the Civil Surgeons of
10 districts were addressed by the Bengal Public Health Department for
opening chest clinies at district headquarters. The resulis will be dizcussed
in the next year’s report.

19. Activities of the Bengal Tuberculosis Association.—A grant of
Rs. 10,000 was sanctioned to this Association from the provincial revenues
for carryving out in 1941 an anti-tubereulosis campaign which consisted
mainly of the following measures: — :

(1) Maintenance of six dispensaries in Calcutta and one in Howrah and
three tuberculosis clinies at three mofussil towns;

(2) training of health visitors and medical men in anti-tuberculosis
work ;
(3) opening of a tuberculosis clinie at Comilla; and

(4) anti-tuberculosis' propaganda through lantern lectures, cinema shows
and radio falks,

20. Tuberculosis survey at Barisal and Serampur.—Boih the surveys
at Barisal and Serampur were continued during the year under report and
statistics of a very revealing nature have been collected for future publi-
cation and use.

21. Aectivities of the Jadavpur tuberculosis hospital and the Kurseong
sanatorium.—The table below will show the number of patients treated in
and discharged from these two medical institutions during the year under
report :—

22. Whooping cough.,—2,921 deaths with a death rate of :06 per mille
were recorded during 1941 as against 1,837 deaths with a death rate of 0:04
per mille in 1940,

23. Other respiratory diseases.—24,058 deaths were recorded under
“Other respiratory diseases’ in 1941 as against 26,036 in 1940, the mortality
rate being 0-48 and 0:52 per mille, respectively.

24. Injuries.—21,476 deaths were recorded under injuries with a rate of
0 -43 per mille as against 20,254 deaths giving a death rate of 0-41 per mille,
in 1940 showing an increase of 4 -8 per cent. over that of the previous year.
Out of the total deaths, 13,956 were due to wounds and accidents, 3,693 to
anake-bites, 2,834 to suicides, 474 to rabies, 358 to homicides, and 261 were
killed by wild animals. -
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25. Leprosy.—During the year under report 1,596 deaths from leprosy
were recorded of which 1,556 oceurred in rural areas and 40 in the urban
areas, the mortality rates being 0:03 and 0-:01 per mille respectively as
against 1,304 deaths (1,273 in rural and 31 in urban areas) in 1940 with the
death rate of (-03 per mille (0:03 and 0-01 per mille in rural and urban
areas respectively). The percentage of leper deaths in rural and urban
areas were 97:49 and 2-51, respectively. Calcutta did not record any death
from leprosy. Seventy-five leprosy clinies in six districts were working.
During 1941 leprosy clinics were working in six municipalities. The number
of lepers treated were 216 as against 173 in the previous year. The following
schemes were sanctioned by (Government during 1941 :— E

(1) Bogra district board leprosy scheme for 1 centre.

(2) Bankura district hoard leprosy scheme for 33 centres.
(3) Hooghly district board leprosy scheme for 1 centre.
(4) Rajshahi municipal leprosy scheme for 1 centre.

26,  All other causes.—The deaths under this head numbered 219,183

in 1941 yielding a death rate of 4-4 per mille as against 215,335 in 1940, with
a death rate of 43 per mille.

Chapter III.

FAIRS AND FESTIVALS,

27. The provision of protected water-supply, efficient conservancy, mass
inoculation and arrangement for wholesome food-stuff and proper accommo-
dation of the pilgrims were the main items of the preventive measures taken
by the Public Health Depariment with the co-operation of the loeal bodies
in the case of major melas which were, viz., (1? (Ganga Sagar mela, (2)
Langalband mela, (3) Sitakunda mela. (4) Allowakhowa mela and (5)
Tarakeswar mela during the year under report. About 90,000 pilgrims
assembled at the Ganga Sagar mela where only four deaths from cholera were
recorded. No death was reported from any of the other melas.

Chapger IV.

URBAN SANITATION AND WATER-SUPPLY,

28. Sanitary administration.—The public health duties in the municipah-
ties were carried out mainly by health officers, sanitary inspectors, assistant
ganitary inspectors and wvaccinators. For 118 municipalities excludin
Calcutta, 33 health officers and 110 sanitary inspectors and one assistant sani-
tary inspector were employed during 1941 as against 25 health officers, and
122 sanitary inspectors in the previous year. Twenty-five municipﬁiﬁe&
did not employ either a health officer or a sanitary inspector as against 29
municipalities in the previous vear. The public health duties in these muni-
cipalities were carried out by the sanitary inspectors of the district boards
or of the neighbouring municipalities.

+9. Registration of vital events,—Separate registrars were not employed
by any municipality for the registration work alone. In Ranaghat muni-
cipality, the sanitary inspector was in charge of this work. Two munieipali-
ties employed sub-registrars while other municipalities took recourse to
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various agencies such as ghat priest, fuel contractor, dome, etc., to report
deaths from burial ground or burning ghats.

~ 31. Drainage.—The total length of pucea drains constructed in 92 muni-
cipalities during 1941 was 658 miles, 973 vards and 46 feet approximately.

32. Disposal of refuse and night-soil.—Out of 118 municipalities exclud-

ing Caleutta, only 3 had efficieni method of disposal of night-soil either by
septic tank or sewerage system. .

33. Wholesomeness of food.—The total number of samples of food-stuffa

seized was 3,704 in T2 municipalities and 1,145 prosecutions were made in
61 municipalities during the year under report.

34. Malaria.—FEighty-seven municipalities were provided with
hospitals. Number of new cases of malaria admitted during 1941 was 211,350
and old cases were reported to be T08,888. A sum of Rs. 20,039 was spent
on anti-malarial measures as against Rs. 43,986 in the previous year.

45. Income and expenditure of municipalities.—The receipts and expen-
diture of the municipalities with reference to public health administration
detailed below were extracted from the Divisional Commissioners’ reports on
the work of the municipalities in Bengal during 1940-41.

During the year 1940-41, the number of ratepayers in the 118 muniei-
palities of the province excluding Calcutta was 407,078 or about 17-2 per
cent. of the total population of the muniecipal areas as compared with
392,705 or 16-8 per cent. in the previous year. The total receipts including
the opening balance of Rs. 17,68,993 amounted {0 Rs. 1,24,82,942 durin
1940-41, the corresponding figures for 1939-40 being Rs. 24,63,520 anﬁ
Rs. 1,38,36,717. The total receipts therefore decreased by Rs. 13,563,775
or 10-8 per cent. The amount of average receipts in each municipality was
Rs. 1,00,788. The average incidence of taxation per head of population was
Rs. 3-9-3 in 1940-41 against Rs. 3-6-1 in 1939-40,

The total expenditure excluding extraordinary items and debts was

Rs. 1,02,75,460 in 1940-41 against Rs. 1,03,12,030 in 1939-40 showing a
decrease of Rs. 36,570 or -4 per cent.

Compared with the previous year, the expenditure per head of population
in respect of conservancy, hospitals and dispensaries and epidemic charges
increased while that on water-supply, drainage and disposal of dead bodies
and burial and burning ghat charges decreased. The expenditures under
other heads practically remained the same as in the previous year.

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Chapter V.

RURAL SANITATION.

36. Rural sanitation.—The following main difficulties stood in the way of
rural public health organisation :—

1) scattered nature of the population,
2) problem of safe water-supply,

(3 problem of satisfactory disposal of night-soil, and
(4) conservative nature of the people.

The statement A in the Appendix III will show the number of the health
staff employed in the rural districts of Bengal. Sixteen districts did not
employ female vaccinators at all. (reater susceptibility of females to small-
pox infection may be aseribed to the system of purdah and pauecity of female
vaccinators, The new system of transmission of vital statistics through
sanitary inspector was extended to the distriet of 24-Parganas.

The following statement indicates the eomparative public health activities
in the rural areas of Bengal during the vears 115?!;140[} and 1941 :—

Malaria still remained the main problem in the rural areas. The deaths
from malaria increased from 367,481 in 1940 to 386,304 in 1941. The
mortality rates in rural areas due to kala-azar and fevers were also greater
than those in the urban areas.

The Assistant Directors of Public Health inspected 98 health circles
during the year in addition fo other special inspections. The rural sanitary
inspectors visited 5,203 schools and examined 184,317 students against
207,988 in the previous year.

37. District boards’ income and expenditure.—The total receipts in the
26 district boards including an opening balance of Rs. 39,00,164 aggregated
to Rs. 1,80,89,472 during 1940-41 against the opening balance of Rs. 47,753,244
and the total receipts of Rs. 2,13,27,743 in 1939-40. The total receipts
decreased by Rs. 32,38,271 or 15-2 per cent. as compared with the previous
year.

The total expenditure excluding debts amounted to Rs. 1,48,51,204
against Rs. 1,54,28,899 in the previous year showing a reduction of
Rs. 5,77,605 or 3-7 per cent. The following table shows the expenditure
under some of the main heads and its percentage to total receipts during the
year under report:—

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Compared with the previous year, the expenditure on water-supply,
drainage, sanitation and vaccination decreased. The total expenditure on
these items formed 13-8 per cent. of total receipts. The expenditure on
water-supply, drainage, sanitation, vaceination and epidemic charges was
one anna per capita. :

43. Village Self-Covernment (Union Boards).—The total number of
union boards in the province increased from 5,126 in 1939-40 to 5,140 in 1940-
41, Exeluding the opening balance, the income of union boards amounted to
Rs. 1,01,94.348 in 1940-41 against Rs. 1,04,99,026 in the previous year.
The expenditure of union boards decreased from Rs. 1,03,47,113 in 19:39-40 to
Rs. 99,68,700 in 1940-41 leaving a closing balance of Rs. 12,73,532 and

Rs. 12,335,106 respectively. The expenditure on the important public
health and other items as compared with the previous year is shown below : —

The figures given above show that in 1940-41 the expenditure on roads,
drainage and dispensaries increased as compared with the previous year.

Chapter VI.

Malaria and Kala-azar.

39. Provincial quinine grant.—Government sanctioned a grant of
Rs. 600,000 for free distribution of quinine throughout the provinee durin
the year under report. Same policy as in the previous year was followe
in making detailed allotments of this grant. '

40. District anti-malaria schemes.—In 1941 there was no further expan-
sion in this sphere of the provineial public health activities. But the Assist-
ant Director of Public Heulth, Malaria Research and the Malaria Engineer
took necessary preliminary action by way of preparation of several such
schemes and their adoption in the near future.

41. Municipal anti-malaria schemes.—Ten municipalities carried out
anti-malaria measures out of their own funds supplemented by grants from
the provincial revenues. The anti-malaria scheme in the Burdwan ecivil
station area was continued in 1941 at Government cost while anti-mosquito
measures in the Dacca-Ramna area was partly financed by Government.

42. Special investigations.—I"ield malaria research laboratories at Netro-
kona in the Mymensingh distriet and at Kalimpong in the Darjeeling distriet
detected malaria infected mosquitoes of the species of A. philippinensis and
A minimus at Netrakona and A. minimus in the montane and submontane
areas of the Darjeeling distriect. Anti-malarial schemes at Jessore and Singur
were also continued throughout the wvear. Special malarial surveys were
carried out at Digha, Rangamati, Government Agricultural Farm in Krish-
nagar, and at some villages in the distriet of Bakarganj, %-Paifanas and
in the villages along the Iswardi Abdulpur section of the Chapai Nawabganj .
Branch of the Bengal and Assam Railway.
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43. Malaria Research Lahoratory.—3,573 blood smears were examined.
Out of which 1,197 were positive for malaria parasites. Of these 510 showed
IB.T,, 2041 M.T., 131 Q.T. and 15 mixed infections of B.T., M.T. or M.T.,
@.T. parasites. 2,783 specimens of mosquito larvae and adults were identi-
fied. OQut of 2,438 anopheles mosquitoes which were dissected for malarial
infection, only two species, viz., A. philippinensis and A. sundaicus showed
positive results.

. 44. Ludlowii menace to Calcutta.—Inside the city of Calcutta the inten-

sity of ludlowii breeding was low whereas widespread distribution of
A. ludlowii was revealed in the neighbourhood of Calcutta. In the Salt Lake
area, ludlowii breeding was low owing to the vigorous control measures
undertaken by the Bengal Public Health Department. In the river side
Eriastaldﬂng Kalighat-Falta Railway extensive breeding of A. ludlowii was
etected.

Control operations at Salt Sake area, Budge Budge and Calcutta were
continued during the year on the same line as in the previous year. There
had been no epidemic outbreak of malaria in the areas under control.

45. Provincial anti-kala-azar grant.—The Government grant for anti-
kala-azar campaign in Bengal was Rs. 1,20,000 during the year 1941. Out
of this amount Rs. 17,000 was allotted to the Darjeeling district board,
Rs. 1,000 to the Central Co-operative Anti-malaria Society, Rs. 74,000 to
the various districts boards excluding Birbhum, Bankura, and Darjeeling,
and Rs. 28,000 were spent on kala-azar specifics for the distribution amongst
the district boards.

46. Special kala-azar scheme in the Darjeeling district.—The special
anti-kala-azar scheme was carried out during the year 1941. The number of
new and old kala-azar cases treated were 2,637 and 22,024 as against 2,837
and 22,611 in the previous vear.

47. - Sale of quinine.—The total quantity of quinine sold through post
offices was 89,229 lbs. as against 120,319 lbs. in 1940. This decrease from
the last yvear's figure might be responsible for rise in the provincial malarial
deaths in 1941. 3

Chapter VIIL

MATERNITY AND CHILD WELFARE.

48. Maternity and child welfare.—During 1941, 25 centres functioned.
Of these, five centres, viz., Budge-Budge, Sriniketan, Baranagar, Berugram
and Faridpur were started during the year under review as against three
in the preceding year.

The maternity and child welfare centres in the Singur Model Health
Unit area gave good facilities for institutional midwifery and domiciliary
works. All the centres were run on the approved lines. Altogether 4,949

renatal cases were on cards, of whom 2,244 attended the centres; 58 per
cent. of the prenatal cases under care, were confined by the personnel of
different health centres. All the centres rendered domiciliary midwifery
services through trained dais and most of the cases were confined at home
and certain percentages were also confined in the attached maternity homes.
Because of the fact that the Births and Deaths Registration Act was not
strictly observed and also for the apathy of the local bodies towards fimely
reporting of vital occurrences to the health visitors, it was extremely diffi-
eult for the health visitor to offer help to the neonatal cases within the

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first few days which could have saved lot of infants from premature death.
Out of 4,812 infants on cards, 3,047 infants were attended by the various
centres.

Chapter VIII.

Medical inspection of school children and school hygiene work.

49.  Introduction.—The medical inspection work for the Government
and Government-aided secondary schools for boys in Caleutta, which was
being carried out under the Education Department till March 1941 was
transferred to the School Hygiene Division of this department in April 1941.
The results of the medical inspection work under different heads were as
follows.

50. Medical inspection of school children in Calcutta.—Out of 9,185 boys
examined 3,682 were found defective for which notitication cards were issued
to the parents or guardians for treatment. 1,200 boys were found ill-
nourished. 303 boys were shabbily eclad. 144 boys were suffering from
skin disease. 347 boys had enlarged glands. 1,148 boys had enlarged
tonsils and adenoids. 1,497 boyvs suffered from defective eye-sight. Only
45 boys had enlarged spleen. 62 boys were found unvacecinated.

5,009 boys were examined in 33 Government and (Government-aided
secondary schools for boys in Calcutta by the four School Medieal Officers
maintained by the Bengal Public Health Department during the year 1941.
Thirty-seven pairs of spectacles were distribuled free of charge to the poor
boys suffering from defective eye-sight after necessary examination by this
department.

51. Medical inspection of schools in municipalities.—During the year
1941, 8,945 students were examined in 22 municipalities by the health officers
of those municipalities. 28:5 per cent. of these students were found well-
nourished, 4,880 or 545 per cent. fairly nourished, 1,538 or 17 per cent.
ill-nourished. 3,776 or 37 per cent. of the studenis were fairly clad and
1,391 or 15:5 per cent. shabbily clad. 715 students had eniarged tonsils
for which their parents or guardians were notified for trealment. TOT
students or 8 per cent. of the students had enlarged lymph glands. 337
or 3-7 per cent. students had defective eye-sight and they were referred
mtl.léeir guardians for necessary action. Unly 191 students were unvacei-
nated.

52. Medical inspection of students in rural areas.—2,565 students were
medically examined in schools in rural areas during the year 1941. 817
or 32 per cent. of the students were found well-nourished, 1,080 or 42 per
cent. fairly nourished and 803 or 26 per cent. poorly nourished. 33 per
cent. of the students were found decently clad in schools. 3G per cent.
had fairly good clothing and 31 per cent. were shabbily clad. 10 per cent.
of the students had bad teeth. Seven per cent. students had enlarged
tonsils. 2:5 per cent. students had enlarged lymph glands. 3-3 per cent.
students had defective eye-sight. 15 per cent. students had nasal troubles.
2-1 per cent. students were unvacecinated.

93. Leprosy in schools.—The officers of the Bengal Branch of the British
Empire Leprosy Relief Association visited and examined the students of
10 teachers’ training schools numbering 864 and 41 other schools with 9,102
students including the staff. Forty-fourgcases of Leprosy were detected
giving an incidence of (-44 per cent. ap#oximately. Lectures on leprosy
were delivered in 23 schools of Bengal visited by the officers of the Associa-
tiom.

54. Health education in schools and colleges in Bengal in 1941.—Physical
training.—In almost all the schools, physical training during school hours
is compulsory for two periods weekly.

5o. Hyglaﬂu teaching.—The University has recently introduced hygiene
as a subject for matriculation examination.

Health education through Girl Guides and Bratachari movement was
continued during the year under report.

H6. School Hygiene work in rural areas by circle samtaryr inspectors.—
5,203 schools were visited in 1941 by the rural sanitary inspectors of 26
districts and 184 ,317 pupils were examined by them.

Chapter IX.

HEALTH PROPACANDA.

57. Health mla.—HeaIﬂl propaganda has so far been mostly
carried out in rural areas where the people are comparatively hn.ckw's.rd
About 164 sets of educational posters and charts and 159 sets of pamphlets
on various public health subjects were supplied to 52 exhibitions held during
the vear. Sixty-four health models were displayed in six exhibitions. In
big fairs and festivals health propaganda by means of lectures and magic
lantern shows was carried out.
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Chapter X.

VYACCINATION.

08. Staff.—The total number of vaccinators employed in the province
during the year under report was 2,510 (2,256 in rural and 255 in urban
areas) as against 3,061 (2,766 in rural and 295 in urban areas) during the
previous year. The total number of Vacecination Inspectors and sub-inspec-
tors were 65 during the year against 56 in 1940. Two special inspectors of
vaccination were retained by the Bengal Public Health Department to-help
the district boards and municipalities to organise vaecination. campaign
against small-pox epidemics as in the previous year.

The total number of wvacecination operations performed in the province
was 8,369,442 consisting of 2,944,669 primary anReE),&Q-’I-,TTB revaccinations.
The total number of successful vaccinations performed was 4,334,810, of
which 2,686,350 were primary and 1,745,460 revaccinations. The ratio of
successful vaccinations per mille of population was 865, that is to say 86:5
per mille was rendered 1mmune against small-pox. Out of 8,362,256 persons
vaccinated 648 per cent. was male and only 352 per cent. female indicating
that females were less protected than males.

59. Vaccination in rural areas.—6,819,324 vaccinations (2,781,963
primary and 4,037,361 revaccinations) were Hmerfnrmed in the rural areas
during 1941. The total number of successful vaccinations performed was
3,887,426 of which 2,435,915 and 1,451,610 were successful primary and
revaccinations respectively.

60. Vaccination in municipalities.—The number of vaccinations done
in the municipal towns and in Calcutta during 1941 are given below:—

The percentages of successful primary vaccinations were 97:2 and 96-0
in the urban and the rural areas respectively during 1941. The ratio of
successful vaccinations per mille of population was 86:5 in the urban and
834 in the rural areas.

1. Wastage of vaccine lymph.—During the year under report 4,483,505
erains of vaccine lymph were issued from the Bengal Vaccine Institute.
The total wastage of lymph amounted to 1,654,977 grains during 1941, As
the cost of manufacture of half a grain of lymph was 14 pies in 1941, the
totnl wastage amounted to Rs. 12,067-8-9.

62. Degree of protection afforded against small-pox.—On an aver
8:56 per cent. of the people were successtully vaccinated every year. The
percentage of persons successfully vaccinated to total population was 8-7
during 1941.

3. Degree of protection afforded to infants.—The proportions of
children under one year successfully vaccinated per mille of available infant
population in the rural and the urban areas are given in statement IV,
appendix II. The infants protected against small-pox was 347-4 per mille
(324 -1 per mille in rural and 665-3 per mille in urban areas).

No complaint of post vaccinal complications was received during the
year under report. '
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64. Bengal Vaccine Institute.—The total number of calves vaccinated
during 1941-42 was 2,247 against 2,028, 2,057 and 2,194 of the three pre-
vious years.

The average yield of pulp per calf was 299 grains against 398 and 3885
grains of the past two years.

4,070,518 grains of vaccine lymph were manufactured during the year
against 7,312,965 and 4,377,860 grains of the two preceding years.

4,483,505 grains of vaccine lymph were issued during the year against
4,692,842 and 4,601,303 grains of the two previous years.

The cost of manufacture of vaccine lymph was 0-7 pies only per dose
of half a grain of vaccine Iymph or 14 pies per grain.

Bacteriological eramination of vaecine lymph.—Seventy-four samples of
vaccine lymph were tested at the Institute Laboratory by tﬂ'u Superintendent
himself. The Director of Public Health Laboratory, Bengal, carried out the
final tests of vaceine lymph as usual.

Storage of vaccine lymph at Krishnagar Depot as an A.R.P. measure.—
EKrishnagar Storage Depot for anti-small-pox vacecine lymph was started from
June 1941, Some stock of vaccine lymp{l was stored there in two refrigera-
tors at a standard temperature.

Lectures and demonstrations.—Lectures and practical demonstrations
were delivered to the studemnts of the D.P.H. class, M.B. students and to
the students of the Calcutta Campbell Medical School on the method of
Breparatinn of lymph (anti-small-pox vaccine) by the Superintendent.

ractical lectures and demonstrations on the public health administration
were also given to the students of the D.P.H. class on vaccination.

With a view to disabuse the minds of lay public regarding misconception
about the efficacy of vaccination—a brochure ‘“Vaccination and Revaccina-
tiou—A Sure Preventive against Small-pox’’ was compiled and published by

the Bengal Public Health Department.
Chapter XI.
OTHER PUBLIC HEALTH ACTIVITIES.

Industrial Hygiene.

65. (a) Septic tank latrines.—Plans of septic tank latrine, activaled
gludge plants and bored-hole latrines in industrial areas, police-station,
school and residential houses were approved by the Bengal Public Health
Department in the year 1941.

(b) Number of inspections, samples of efluents and action taken.—1wo
hundred and eighty-two inspections were made during 1941 as against 308
in 1940. Sam ?Es of effluents could not be examined, as there was no staff
for sewage analysis.

(¢) Health Provaganda.—Health postars and lecflets were supplied as
usual for distribution and display in the mill areas.

1) Nuisance.— Several factories were inspected on receipt of complairis
of nuisances and remedial measures suggested. The proposal of the Publie
Health Department for constructing a series of septic tank latrines on both
the banks of the Hooghly river for use by the floating population has been
engaging the attention of the Port Authority.

(e) Industrial elzygrene.—A proposal for creation of an industrial seclion
with definite legal powers was submitted for the local Government’s orders.
Such a section is a crying need in view of the rapidly increasing labour

population in this province.

(t12) Leprosy.—b,81T leprosy cases were detected of whom 1,248 were
infectious. ﬁ&ﬂ patients attended the 14 leprosy clinics during 1941 of
whom 93 were discharged, 169 became symptom free, 86 infectious cases
Ib-ecame hacteriologically negative and 66 cases were admitted to the leper
tospital.
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(iw) Maternity and infant welfare.—One new maternity and infant
welfare centre was opened during the year under report.

(v) Health propaganda.—Propaganda was carried out by a whole-time
propaganda officer. The annual health and baby week show was also held
during the year under report.

Four hundred and seventy-five deaths from cholera were reported during
1941. An epidemic of cholera in the State was controlled by giving 15,135
anti-cholera inoculations and disinfection of suspected sources. alaria
and other fevers were responsible for 83 per cent. of total deaths. Distri-
bution of quinine and cinchona febrifuge, treatment of malaria patients at
hospitals were carried out. 63,682 vaccinations (21,051 primary and 42,631
revaccinations) were performed. :

{lb) Chittagong Hill Tracts.—During the year under report malaria was
ly prevalent from June to August. Quinine was freely distributed and
er anti-malarial measures were taken. Two hundred and thirty-seven
deaths from cholera were reported during 1941. Anti-cholera inoculations
were given in those areas which were provided with public health staff.
Thare were only 3 cases of small-pox but no deaths. A number of tanks
and wells were constructed and also a number of bored hole latrines was
provided in the bazar and thana areas.

(8. (a) Bengal Public Health Laboratory.—Analysis of water.—In 1941,
1,744 samples of water weré examined chemically and 3,645 bacteriologically
as against 1,742 and 3,666 respectively in the previous year. Of these,
1,084 chemical and 938 bacteriological related to jute mills. As in the j)_re-
vious year, regular monthly examination of water from 63 mills under Indian
Jute Mills water-supply analvsis scheme, 19 municipal waterworks and the

waterworks of the Bengal Engineering College, Shibpur, was carried out.
Samples from Government an(zi private parties were also analysed.

Analysis of food-stuffs.—Total number of samples of food-stuffs received
during the year from all sources was 8:6806 against 9,178 in 1940 and the
total number of samples analysed was 9,442 as compared with 8,314 in 1940.
1,127 samples of food-stuffs were also received for analysis from the
Carmichael Hospital of Tropical Medicine and Medical College Hospitals
a;;d of these 1,008 were of milk, 13 of butter and ghee each and 3 of mustard

Clinical examination.—3,702 specimens of blood, urine, etc., were
examined during the year as against 3,505 in the previous year.

(d) District Public Health Laboratories and the Municipal Public Health
Laboratory at Dacca.—Analysis of water.—Two hundred and ninety-seven
samples of water were analysed chemically and 732 bacteriologically at these
laboratories during the year under report.

Analysis of food-stuffs.—Altogether 10,827 samples of food-stuffs were
anal;,rse-:f( and 2,429 specimens of clinical samples examined at these labora-
tories during 1941.

(e) Bengal Vaccine Laboratory.—During the year under report 3,685,100
¢.¢c. of anti-cholera vaccine was prepared. This together with the
balance of 73,955 c.c. of the previous year amounted to 3,759,655 c.c. The
total production in 1940 was 1,424,995 c.c. In 1941 the output exceeded all
previous year's records. The quantity of vaccine issued, free of cost, during
1941 was 3,642,345 c.c. and the quantity sold was 63,035 c.c. making up a
total issue of 3,705,380, c.c. and the balance at hand at the end of the vear
under report was 53,675 c.c.

69. 8. N. Mallik Maternity Home and Model Health Unit, Singur.—
The Model Health Unit at Singur ushered its third vear of existence in
1941.

During the year under report, there were 1,919 live births within the
unit area as against 1,835 in 1940. The birth rates based on census popu-
lation of 1931 worked out to 48:0 per mille as compared with 45:9 in the
previous year and 32-5 per mille in the rural areas of the province. The
recorded number of deat]:rn.s increased from 724 in 1940 to 839 in 1941 giving
death rales of 18-1 and 21 -0 per mille, respectively, while the death rate in
rural areas of the province during 1941 was 238 per mille.
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Two hundred and sixty infants under one yvear died during 1941 giving
an infant mortality rate of 135:5 per 1,000 live birth as against 125-9 in
the previous year. As in the previous year, 16 mothers died during child

birth in 1941, the maternal mortality rate being 8:2 per 1,000 births (live
and still).

The record of maternity and child welfare activities of the unit was one
of steady progress. The number of maternity and child welfare centres
increased from 6 in 1940 to T in 1941. The number of pregnant women,
who were brought under the care of the centres also increased from
1,331 in the previous year to 1,430 in 1941. The percentage of cases which
received skilled aid at birth was 27:4 in 1941 against 26-1 in 1940.

2,252 anti-cholera inoculations were performed and 137 houses and 72
tanks were disinfected.

During the year under report, 3,070 primary and 3,424 revaccinations
were performed against 2,062 and 2,216 respectively in the previous year.

_ Anti-malaria work was done in Singur, Apurbapur and Jalaghata villages
in the Singur union and Madhubati village, in the Balarambati union.

During the year under report 33 bored-hole latrines were constructed
by way of experiment to see if this system would be suitable for the area.

With a view to educating the masses in health matters, 1,378 health
talks, 20 lantern lectures, 265 lectures and 2 cinema shows were conducted.

70. Nutrition and diet survey.—The survey was completed in seven
districts and partially done in three other. 4,009 scholars were examined
in 19 schools 1n nine districts (vide Table 1, Appendix IV). Of these 2,697
were boys and 1,412 were girls. DBesides the scholars, 599 persons and 266
children below 6 years of age, were examined during the course of house to
house visits in eight districts of Bengal. The total number examined there-
fore amounted to 4,874, The heads of the institutions were informed about
the hygienic defects detected amongst the students and they in their turn
requested the guardians concerned to take necessary curative measures.
Details are shown in Appendix IV.

71. The Bengal Public Health Assotiation.—A voluntary organisation
under the name and style ““The Bengal Public Health Association’ has heen
formed in this province with branches in all distriets throughout the pro-
vince. It is mainly composed of the public health workers under Govern-
ment, loeal bodies and utﬁer authorities in the province and other members
of the public interested in public health. The object of the Assoeciation is
of comprehensive nature and practically touches all aspects for the develop-
ment of the public health organisation, and perhaps this is the only body of
its kind throughout India. Iminent sanitarians of the province are asso-
ciated with it and this body co-operates with the public health organisation
of the province in a most intimate and useful way. It was duly registered
under Act XXI of 1860 and the local Government have decided to consult
it relating to important public health matters. The Government have
further allowed their officers to join the Association. The resolutions passed
by this Association were found to be useful and at the instance of this Asso-
ciation, the Government have taken sumitable steps in different administra-
tive branches of public health, —

The Association has published a Journal of its own, viz., “The Bengal
Public Health Journal’’. The distinctive features of the Journal are that
besides original articles by experts it contains extracts from important
public health articles published in other countries, public health notes and

news of the province and important public health law cases. Apart from
its value as a medium for health propaganda, it helps the public health
workers to keep themselves abreast with the latest public health activities.

The Association is further advancing the cause of public health by
organising public health conferences with sections dealing with different
public health problems. In these conferences experts take part in delibera-
tions and these help to focus the aitention of the public as well as the
administration towards the various intricacies of public health problems.

Above all these this Association is now serving as the information hureau
for all public health matters.

Chapter XII.

CENERAL REMARKS.

72. Personal proceedings.—I.t.-Col. A. C. Chatterji, 1.».s., held the
st of the Director of Pubhic Health till the 19th day of August 1941, when
e reverted to temporary military duties and from that date Dr. B. Mookher-
Jee acted as Director of Public Health throughout the remaining
part of the lyeur. He was the Assistant Director of Public Health, Pre-
sidency Circle, up to the 19th August and from that date to the 18th Sep-
tember he held the charge of the Circle in addition to his duties as Director
of Public Health. From the later date Dr. Md. Fahimuddin held the post
of the Assistant Director of Public Health, Presidency Circle. In addition
to his duties as Assistant Director of Public Health of that Circle he held
the charge of his former Sust of the Assistant Director of Public Health,
Rajshahi Circle, till 6th October, when Dr. Md. Nasiruddin, temporarily
appointed as Assistant Director of Public Health, took the charge of the
Rajshahi Circle. Dr. S. N. Miira held the post of the Assistant Director
of Public Health, Burdwan Circle, till the 20th day of February when he
proceeded on leave for three months and Dr. Md. Jabbar was appointed to
act in his place and on return from leave Dr. Mitra was temporarily appoint-
ed as Assistant Director of Public Health, School Hygiene, with effect
from 20th May and Dr. Jabbar continued to act as Assistant Director of
Public Health, Burdwan Circle, for the rest of the year. Dr. S. N. Sur and
Captain J. D. Sinha held the posts of Assistant Director of Public Health,
Daceca Cirele and Assistant IDirector of Public Health, Malaria Research,
Bengal, respectively, throughout the year. There was no change in -the
Pnatﬂ of the Director of Public Health Laboratory and Inspector of Septic
Tank Installations which were held by Dr. A. K. Sen and Dr. A. C. Roy
Chaudhuri respectively. Dr. (Miss) 8. Pandit acted as the Superintendent
of Maternity and Child Welfare Works, Bengal, till the expiry of the term
of her service on the 17th July when Dr. (Mrs.) S. Mitra took the charge of
the office. Dr. S. N. Chatterjee continued to hold the charge of post of
Nutrition Survey. Mr. H. N. Worth and Mr. V. K. Parthasarathy continued
to act as the Malaria Engineer and the Superintendent of Vital Statistics and
Vaccination, respectively, throughout the year. Mr. Anwarul Hugq, B.c.5.,
held the post of the Personal Assistant to the Director of Public Health.
The entire departmental establishment worked satisfactorily.
