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INTRODUCTORY LETTTER.

YOUR WORSHIP THE MAYOR
AND MEMBERS OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF PRETORIA.

I have the honour to present the 68th Annual Health Report
of the City of Pretoria.

Once again several members of the staff of this Deparctment
availed themselves of the opportunities offered to undertake
part-time studies to further their knowledge in connection with
their work. One Senior Medical Officer obtained the Diploma
in Industrial Health, five Health Inspectors the National Diploma
in Tropical Hygiene, eight the National Diploma in Health
Education whilst four received both the National Diploma in
Tropical Hygienme and Health Education.

* Twelve White Learner Health Visitors received in-service
training with the so-called "sandwich course", in which periods
of theoretical and practical training alternate, at the College
for Advanced Technical Education. One of them had to abandon
her studies for health reasons. 0Of the remaining eleven, eight
obtained both the Diploma in Public Health and the Diploma in
Health Education, whilst three succeeded in obtaining the
Diploma in Health Education only. Two of the last-mentioned
three candidates will write supplementary examinations during
June, 1972.

One of our Bantu Nurses was granted one yEar's study leave
after having obtained a bursary from the State Health Department.
She was successful in obtainimg the National Diploma for Health
Visitors at the training college at Ga-Rankuwa.

Up to the present, immunization against German measles
is still a procedure which does not qualify for refunds from
State resources. However, the aftercare of one single child
borm with complications attributable to an attack of German
measles in its mother during the early months of her pregnancy,
can be very expensive. As a matter of fact, we believe that it
may well amount to a sum equal to, if not more, than that required
to purchase the necessary material to immunize all girls in
Standard V in all the provincial, private and special schools in
Pretoria in any one year.

When the case for immunization of young girls round about

the age of puberty against this disease was put to Counecil,
consent to "go ahead" was granted without any hesitation.

Furthermore, when it was reported to Council towards the
end of the year that 2 620 girls in 77 schools had been
immunized without any noteworthy complication, permission was
granted to make this an annual procedure. In this way, in a
few years' time the population at risk will have been protected.

I would be failing in my duty if I do not place on record
here my thanks not only to all the parents of young girls who
so readily co-operated in this campaign, but in particular to
all the Principals and Teachers of schools who so kindly assisted
in distributing the letter of information to the parents and
then collected the consent forms for us. Without their kind
assistance it would not have been possible to carry out the
scheduled programme so smoothly.

One very pleasing, but not unexpected result of this
campaign appears to have been that far more girls and young
women, than our figures would reflect, were immunized as a
result of the publicity which it received. Although we shall
never know the exact figure, judging from the number of enquiries
made by parents from whom we subsequently received the assurance
that they did act on our advice and had their other daughters
immunized by private medical practitioners, we believe that this
figure is much higher than that reflected in our records.

Any comprehensive preventive health service should ideally
also make provision for psychiatric treatment. Even if such
treatment is not always preventive in the strict sense of the
word, then at least it should be of such a nature as to keep
sufferers out of hospital and if possible, usefully employed.

Unfortunately, in the past, training of personnel at all
levels engaged in Preventive and Community Medicine, has not
adequately equipped them to undertake such work.

An opportunity to make a start in this field of public
health arose when in June this year Dr H.A. Luiz, Superintendent
of the Weskoppies Hospital, made an approach to us to make
available consulting facilities for his medical and nursing staff
at the clinics in the two Bantu townships of Pretoria =
Atteridgeville and Mamelodi. These facilities were readily
granted.

As Dr Luiz, in his letter, put the problem in a nutshell,
the first paragraph thereof is quoted with his permission:

"Due to the ever increasing demands for psychiatric
beds it has become imperative to apply modern psychiatric

techniques in the management of patients, At least 907
of patients admitted to hospital can be stabilized on
psychotropic drugs and maintained in the community. The

majority of these can still function adequately and care
for their families, provided adequate follow=-up services
are provided. A follow-up service of the type envisaged
has obvious advantages to the hospital and it will also
benefit the urban Bantu of Pretoria by making potential
psychiatric invalids economically active and providing
relief to the demands on your health and welfare depart=
ments. During 1970 over six hundred Bantu patients were
admitted to Weskoppies Hospital from Pretoria alone. As
this figure is regarded as only 10Z of those in need of
Psychiatric care the need for this service is adequately
justified."

This project, which has now been functioning since September
of this year, has in the four months since its inception, already
shown how great the need for it was.

The number of attendances registered was 277 for the
Mamelodi clinic and 368 for Atteridgeville. In addition
to this 646 domiciliary visits were made in the two townships
by Community Nurses attached to Weskoppies Hospital,

- These figures which speak for themselves, make it
imperative that in-service training, in the field of preventive
psychiatric medicine be given to members of our own staff inm
the near future.

Three new clinics were started during the course of the

year. In the suburbs which are furthest removed from existing
clinics the greatest need is usually for a conveniently situated
clinic where children may be immunized. In order te have her

children properly protected against diseases where this is
possible by immunization, a mother usually has to pay repeated
visits to such a centre with either an infant in arms or toddlers,
or both. This makes it essential that such centres be situated
where they can be easily reached by public tramsport or where
parking is readily available. Bearing these facts in mind, an
approach was made to the principals of the Valhalla and Sinoville
Primary Schools that, subject to the approval of the Transvaal
Department of Education, accommodation be made available to us
for an immunizatiom clinic, once weekly, in their buildings. I
am grateful to be able to report that consent was readily granted
with the result that since March such clinics are now functioning
in Valhalla and Sinoville.
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The other clinic which came into being during April, is one
for Venereal Diseases in the township for Coloureds at Eersterust.
Coloureds are still at liberty to attend the Central Clinic for
Venereal Diseases, but the one in the township itself will be more
conveniently situated for them.

It was reported last year that the medical insnectiaq of all
children at nursery schools and créches, private or otherwise,
is now undertaken by a part-time medical officer and a nursing
gsister of this Department. In addition to all the other tests
and examinations conducted, special liaison has now been brought
about between the Prinshof School for the Partially Sighted and
Nursery School for the Blind and this Department. Proper sight-
screening tests are now carried out and any doubtful cases are
referred to the abovementioned school for final assessment.

In common with certain other areas in the Republic, Pretoria
experienced a sudden upsurge in the occurrence of Poliomyelitis

this year. This, after eleven years of extremely low incidence
following immunization with the live attenuated polio wvirus
vaccine. Further details of this outbreak are given under the

section dealing with "Infectious and Other Notifiable Diseases".

That we can never afford to relax our vigilance by 4
immunization or otherwise against this, or for that matter any
other infectious or communicable disease 1s repeatedly brought
home to us by episodes such as this.

Fortunately both the Press and the South African Broadcasting
Corporation (S.A.B.C.) gave much publicity to this outbreak and
the fact that there is no room for complacency after a few years
of low incidence of any particular infectious disease and urged
parents to have their children immunized. Not only was this
done in both official languages, but the S.A.B.C. also put the
message across in several other indigenous tongues. For this,
as well as the many other occasions during the year on which
the Press and the 5.A.B.C. assisted us in matters of Health
Education, as and when the need therefore arose, I thank them
very much.

To you, Mr Mayor, the Chairman and Members of the
Management Committee and all City Councillors, I wish to express
my appreciation of the manner in which you have accorded me your
whole-hearted support and co-operation during the year under
review.

In an introductory letter such as this attention can
only be drawn to matters of policy or of general interest. The
way in which it was achieved to maintain the sanitary circumstances
of this city and the general health of its inhabitants, by and
large, at a high level is reflected in the body of this report.
Such results can only be attained when each and every member of
the staff gives of his best. Hence I thank them all very much
for their loyalty as well as devotion to duty.

Excluding tuberculosis, 364 cases of infectious or other

notifiable diseases were reported to the Department. This
figure represents a slight increase over that (288) for last
year. It is accounted for mainly by an outbreak of polio=

myelitis amongst Bantu pre-school childrem in the city, as well
as an increase in notifications of infectious hepatitis and
staphylococcal infection.

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There were 2 secondary infections. Both these cases
occurred in dwellings from which a recent previous case had been
reported.

Three of the patients, all Bantu, aged 48, 22 and 16
years, died.

Two of the cases had a common source of infection. The
history 1s as follows:

Patient A - a White male of 4 years, who resided in a private
hotel, sickened on 22nd November, 1971. He was admitted to the
H.F. Verwoerd Hospital en 25th November for investigatiom. On
28th November he was diagnosed to be suffering from typhoid fever.
His blood showed a Widal titre of 0 1:400 and Salmonella typhosa
organisms (Phage type Fl) were isolated on culture, He was
thereupon transferred to the Isolation Hospital for treatment.

On investigation of this case, suspicion fell on a Bantu
maid who was employed to look after and feed the patient and his
brother of two years, while the mother and father were at work.
She had only been employed for cone month. Blood, stool and
urine specimens from this maid as well as those from the rest of
the family taken on lst December and repeated on 7th December,
gave negative results for the typhoid carrier state.

Patient B - On Bth December 1971, a close friend of the above
family, a White female of 19 years, also a residemt in this
private hotel was, unknown to this Department, admitted to the
H.F, Verwoerd Hospital for observation. On l4th December she

was found to be suffering from typhoid fever, her blood examina=
tion giving a Widal agglutination titre of 0 1:3200 H 1:1600.

She was then also transferred to the Isolation Hospital for treats=
ment. A stool specimen taken from her on 17th December showed
Salmonella typhosa (Phage type Fl) to be present.

As tests on members of the family and the maid of Patient A
had proved negative, it was decided to examine all persons in
any way connected with the handling of food in the hotel, for the
typhoid carrier state. On l4th December, blood, stool and urine
specimens from 16 persons from the hotel were examined with the
following results: Three gave weakly positive results for the
Vi-agglutination test. Their stools and urine were, however,
negative. One, the cook, a Bantu male of 44 vears, gave a nega=
tive 'Vi-test, but Salmonella typhosa were recovered from his
stool (Phage type F1). This person, who gave no history of
recent illness or a history of having had typhoid fever previously,
had been employed at this hotel for the past seven years. On
2lst December he was admitted to the Isolation Hospital for treat=
ment of his carrier state. Tests carried out after his admission

tﬂf.‘*
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to hospital suggested that he was suffering from cholecystitis,
but he refused the offer of a cholecystectomy.

As no further cases of the disease occurred on these
premises subsequent to his removal and in view of the fact that
the phage types of the organisms isolated were all of the same
uncommon type Fl, it is presumed that this carrier was the
source of the infection in patients A and B.

Typhoid carriers:

Apart from the abovementioned carrier, two other carriers
of the disease were discovered. One was a sister of a patient
who resided under the same roof and the other was a prospective
food handler in a Government Institution, who was discovered on
pre-employment testing. Both were treated for the carrier
state and are being kept under observation.

Tests carried out for the Typhoid Carrier State:

The Department regularly examines dairy employees,
employees at the municipal waterworks and other Non-Whites
employed in the handling of foodstuffs as well as persons
connected with a case of typhoid fever, for the carrier state.

In common with certain other areas in the Republice,
Pretoria experienced a sudden outbreak of the disease after
1l years of extremely low incidence following immunization
with the live attenuated polio virus vaccine.

Only one White, a male of 5 years, was affected. The
rest were 3 Coloureds and 32 Bantu. All, except 2 of the
cases who were 7 years old, were children of 5 years or
younger. Only one of the cases was a scholar,.

A disturbing factor of the outbreak is, that of the
38 cases, 11 (29%) had had 3 doses of oral polio vaccine at
approximately the prescribed intervals and one had had two
doses. In six of these cases, Type | polio virus was isolated
from their stool specimens,. The rest were diagnosed on
clinical findings.

Apart from the above, a few questions with regard to this
outbreak remain unanswered. One is why, for all practical
purposes, only children of 5 years or younger were affected?
Another is, why only one White child was affected?

Immunization against Poliomyelitis:

The Department conducts regular immunization cliniecs for
the administration of oral poliomyelitis vaccine at various
centres in the city, for both Whites and Non-Whites. The
vaccine is also issued to private practitioners, who are
making increased use of this service for administration to
their patients.

Both cases occurred in dwellings from which a recent previous
case had been reported. Two of the cases had previously
been immunized and had the disease in a mild form only. The
rest, however, had never been immunized previously.

Diphtheria Carriers:

The Department carries out routine swabbing of the
nose and throat of contacts in a dwelling where a case of

diphtheria has occurred. During the year 68(22) contacts
were swabbed but only 4 of these were found to be carriers
of the disease. All of them were admitted to the Isolation

Hospital for treatment and cured of their carrier state.

Immunization:

Frequent appeals are made to the public, both White and
Non-White, through the Press and also the "News Letter" of
the City Council, as well as orally at clinics and on visits
to the public, urging them to have their children immunized
against the disease.

During the year 17 residents of Pretoria, 14 Whites and
3 Bantu, contracted the disease during visits to malarious
areas, No local cases were reported.

Ten of the cases were admitted to various hospitals
and the rest were treated at home.

Two of the patients, a White male of 68 years and a
White female of 42 years, died as a result of the infection.
The rest recovered.

In twelve of the cases Plasmodium falciparum and in one
case Plasmodium vivax, was identified in the blood smears.
In the rest of the cases, (4), although the blood smears were
negative for malaria, the clinical findings and response to
malaria treatment indicated that they were suffering from
the disease.

In only two of the cases had anti-malaria prophylactic

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TUBERCULOSIS

Although tuberculosis still remains our most important
infectious disease, we seem to be slowly but surely winning
our fight against it. The number of notifications of all
forms of this disease has dropped from 1 125 in 1969 to
1 064 in 1970 and now to 774 in 1971.

As far as the incidence of pulmonary tuberculosis is
concerned, the downward trend since 1966 has been maintained
and it is now the lowest it has been for the past thirteen
years. This is illustrated in the graph which appears below.
The probable reasons for the rise and fall in the incidence
of pulmonary tuberculosis, as shown in the graph, were given
in the Annual Report for the year 1969.

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HOSPITALISATION:

The increase is due to the following factors:

(a) The realistic policy of treating cases at their work.

(b) Retracing of old cases at Influx Control and at businesses
by means of miniature X-ray plates,

(c) Referring of cases from clinics outside the urban area of
Pretoria (e.g. Ga-Rankuwa, etc.)

Excellent co-operation is obtained from local authorities
around Pretoria and cases are referred to and fro in order not
te interrupt thelr treatment.

C. INFLUX/...
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C. INFLUX CONTROL CLINWIC:

At Influx Control, all Bantu looking for work are
subjected to an X-ray examination of the thorax. The Influx
Control Clinic copes further with all the cases and suspected
cases of pulmonary tuberculosis discovered in this way:

Cases are referred directly to clinics for treatment or
admission to a hospital. In the same way suspected cases

are referred, as may be necessary, for further examination and
treatment. The Clinic also carries out an important task in
the tracing of cases and suspected cases who cannot be traced
at their known residential address or employer: A filing
system is used, based on the identity number of all cases and
suspected cases under the control of our wvarious clinics. The
Department is assisted by the local authorities around Pretoria
who furnish us with the names and further particulars of all
cases of adults with tuberculosis discovered by them. The
purpose is to ensure that, should the cases come to work in

the city, they will receive proper further follow-up and treats=
ment.

This Department is, therefore, now able, where, for
example, a fibrotic lesion is observed on X-rays, to ascertain
whether the person is in fact a case of tuberculosis and if so,
to continue treatment.

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C. H.F. VERWOERD HOSPITAL: LARGE PLATES:

0f the 759 new casegs of pulmonary tuberculosis reported
during the year, 714 were discovered by means of X-rays of
the chest and this is equal to 0,6% (1970: 0,8Z) of a total
of 105 591 X-rays which were taken with the purpose of
discovering cases of tuberculosis,. This figure of 105 59]
does not include routine X-rays of known cases.

I1II. HEAF TESTS:

A total of 80 880 Heaf tests were done during the year.
Of this number only 52 82l persons returned after a week for
the reading of the tests. The 28 059 persons who did not
return are therefore not taken into account for the purposes
of the statistics.

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It must be pointed out that the children wheo were
subjected to the Heaf test do not represent an average of
the population since they are partly a selected group because
contacts of cases of tuberculosis are also included. The
constitution of this group, however, remains nearly the same
every year and consequently the figures of each year are
comparable. The decrease in positive reactors since 1966
indicates without any doubt a decrease in the incidence of
infectious cases in the community and this is most encouraging.

The work of the messengers is mainly to deliver letters, by
which patients are summoned to the Clinic, at the homes of
tuberculotics.

At the Asian and Coloured Cliniecs the Sister, accompanied
by the Murse, pays home visits with the purpose of doing a survey
of each family, immunizing children and conducting Heaf tests
and also to summon persons for X-rays.

A total of 974 organizations were visited this year.

All the information obtained in this way, is recorded
with the purpose of later on making copies thereof available
to all the ecliniecs to enable the doetor to arrange the most
suitable treatment for every patient.

The visits to businesses and factories have already led
to better co-operation with employers and more and more
patients are being treated at work. Tuberculosis will only
be effectively combatted when health education can be done on
a larger scale to reach the family itself and in particular,
with our large number of Non-White tuberculotics, the employers.

IX. TSHEPONG - SOUTH AFRICAN NATIONAL TUBERCULOSIS
ASSOCIATION SETTLEMENT AT PRETORIA.

DEATHS/...
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INFECTIOUS DISEASES HOSPITAL.

This hospital, an institution with 90 beds, is the
property of the City Council of Pretoria and is situated in
the grounds of the H.F, Verwoerd Hospital.

The pavilions for Whites which are entirely separate from
the Non-White section, can accommodate 50 patients, while the
Non-White pavilions have 40 beds. There is no separate
accommodation for Asian or Coloured patients, but when possible
they are nursed in private, single or two-bed wards.

The Non-White Section is staffed entirely by Bantu nurses,
with an occasional Indian or Coloured nurse who is taking her
training at the H.F. Verwoerd Hospital.

FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS:

The H.F. Verwoerd Hospital supplies all nursimg staff,
dispensing requirements, X-ray facilities, rations, linen and
laundering, steam, light and water, and also bears certain
specified costs of maintenance of buildings and equipment.

The City Council in return pays a fixed sum per patient
per day for those patients for which it accepts financial
responsibility. This sum is revised at intervals by
arrangements when rising costs warrant it.

In addition, by mutual agreement, the Specialist Staff
of the H.F. Verwoerd Hospital is available for consultaticn
at the Infectious Diseases Hospital, while the City Council's
Medical Officers provide a twenty-four hour infectious diseases
consultation service which is used and appreciated particularly
by the staff of the Casualty and Admissions Sections of the
H.F. Verwoerd Hospital.

AREAS SERVED:

These include the Pretoria municipal area, its peri-urban
areas and the Northern and North-western Tramsvaal, but
patients are accepted from any other area which happens to be
having difficulty in accommodating its own patients during,
for example, an epidemic.

AMBULANCE ARRANGEMENTS:

The Pretoria City Council provides 1its own infectious
diseases ambulance service, while other local authorities send
their patients im by rail, taxi or ambulance as the occasion

SERVICES FOR WHITES:

Four sessions a week are held for males and females,
including a session in the late afternoon after working hours.

The staff who also carry out other duties, consist of
a Mediecal Officer, Sister and a Male Cliniec Clerk. All
sessions for Whites are conducted by the Medical Officer in
charge of the Isolation Hospital.

SERVICES/...
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SERVICES FOR NON-WHITES:

The clinics for Non-Whites are held at various centres.
The main clinies, by far the largest, are conducted as
previously explained, at the Special Diseases Clinic in the
H.F. Verwoerd Hospital grounds. Sessions are also held atc
Atteridgeville and Mamelodi Polyclinie. During April, a
clinic was also started in the township for Coloureds at
Eersterust.

The staff at the Central Clinic is the same as for
Whites with the addition of two part-time Non-White orderlies
and a Non-White nurse.

The Medical Officer in charge of the Isolation Hospital
conducts all four sessions at the Central Clinic, while
the sessions at the other centres are conducted by other
Medical Officers of the Department. There is thus a total
of seven sessions a week for Non-Whites inm Pretoria, and
three centres in the Non-White residential areas, at which
patients may present themselves daily for treatment (excluding
Saturdays and Sundays). Sessions last approximately an
hour and a half but the early evening sessions at the Central
Clinmic last two hours.

Tracing of contacts of Non-Whites attending the Central
Clinic which caters to a large extent for domestic servants
removed from their normal family circle, is often impossible
because of the casual nature of the association, the number
of exposures with different partners, and the difficulty of
obtaining any sort of an address. An appreciable number of
patients however, respond to our request to advise their
contacts themselves to attend the clinics.

At the Polyclinics in the Bantu residential areas we
have been more successful, primarily because some of the
factors mentioned in the preceeding paragraph do not operate
to the same extent in these areas.

Absenteeism or interruption of a course of treatment is
not a great problem, as the Bantu, once he has started the
treatment, is only too willing to report umntil cured. When
he does become an absentee, it is often by force of circum=
stances, not by choice.

CYTOLOGICAL EXAMINATION OF CERVICAL SMEARS:

Cytological examinations of cervical smears of women
of a3 certain age group form am important link in preventive
medicine. Not only 1is it possible to diagnose various
infectious conditions, but malignancy can be discovered at
gsuch an early stage, that it can be cured by a small surgical
operation with the result that the mother is often able to
support her family for many more years.

As is the case with the skin, the surface cells of the
mucuous membranes of the cervix and vagina are constantly
discarded and replaced by new cells formed in the basal

membrane of the mucuous membrane and pushed up. Cells that
exfoliate in this way, retain the characteristics of the sgite
from which they have exfoliated. If, for example they

exfoliate from an area which is inflamed, they will show signs
of inflammation, and if they originate from a place which is
busy undergoing malignant change, they will show the
characteristics of the malignant change. By means of a

microscopic/...
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microscopic examination, after special staining of smears
containing these cells, the pathologist is able to make a
diagnosis of the condition of the organs where these cells
have exfoliated. The study of exfoliation cytology has now
advanced to such a stage that the patholeogist is able, after
merely examining the smear, to ascertain with reasconable
certainty the degree of malignancy and whether a radical
operation or merely a smaller operation, as for example a
conus biopsy, 1s necessary.

This prediction is based on the percentage abnormal

nuclei as against the percentage malignant cells.

The following table gives a summary of the various
disease conditions which the pathologist may observe from
the cervical smears and also how this is interpreted and
what action he would recommend at the various degrees of
malignancy:

Those falling in groups 2(b) and 4 according to the
above classification, are regarded as POSITIVE. These
patients are referred to the Gynaecology Out-patients
Department of the H.F. Verwoerd Hospital as urgent cases.
To those falling in groups | to 2(a) appropriate treatmeat
is given, if necessary, and follow-up smears are taken.

The cytologist always furnishes a recommendation with
his report and it is important to follow the recommendation
because it may be urgently necessary that a hysterectomy
be performed instead of merely a conus biopsy or follow-up
smears only.

Vaginal smears, which do not enter inte the picture here,
are done mainly with the purpose of determining the hormonal
status of the patient because this may play a role in habitual
miscarriage or with the post-menopausal woman.

The Health Department of the City Council of Pretoria
commenced taking smears for cytological examination on
l4th February, 1967. Initially very few smears were taken
and examined because the laboratory at that time did not have
the necessary trained staff to examine a large number of smears.
After this problem had been solved, the number of smears taken
started increasing and during the past year the number of
examinations at various cliniecs increased considerably.

Because of the very large number of women who attend
the clinics, it is not possible to take a smear of every=
one as a routine measure, Smears are, however, taken
of all patients who report for a post-natal examination
and who are thirty years or older, as well as of younger
patients where there are any susplclious symptoms.
Attention is paid in particular to those who intimate
that they require family planning advice.

The reports of the pathologist in fact showed that
the taking of smears of this younger group with suspicious
symptoms was justified.

RESULTS OF SMEARS: (Figures for the previous year in brackets.)

During the year smears were taken of 2 888 (2 578)
women of whom 116 (136) were White patients.

The following up of cases that have to come for a
repetition of cervical smears, is a frustrating part of this
service. It requires special home visits by the nursing staf!:
and although the patients promise that they will come, they
often f£ail to keep this promise. How to overcome this
problem, remains a challenge. With more special education in
respect of the prevention of cancer it may in the future be
possible to achieve more success.

The greatest number repeated, are those who had to come
again after one year. These are cases who last year or even
the previous year, were asked to come back. Many of them
are cases attending the family planning clinic and who gape

for annual follow-up in respect of the loop which had been
fitted, the use of pills or Depo-provera injections.

Those who have to come for three- or six-monthly follow=-uj
examinations, cause the most problems.

The possibility that the nursing staff, during their
home wvisits, do not satisfactorily motivate the patients,
cannot be ignored. This aspect is at present receiving
attention and it is hoped that in future there will be more
satisfactory results.

STAPHYLOCOCCAL INFECTIONS:
The incidence of staphylococcal infection in private

maternity homes is described fully elsewhere in this report
under Notifiable Diseases.

Aol
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As in the past, the Inspectress of Midwives this year
continued with the tﬂklng of quarterly slides for bactarioclogical
examination in this regard from private maternity homes, of
which there are two for Whites and two for Non=-Whites in the
city.

The staff persevered with education in respect of strong
hygiene measures as well as the application thereof. Results
from bacteriological examinations this year again confirmed
that to date the most effective method is to control the
incidence of staphyloccocal infections.

Good co-operation was once again received from the four
institutions, particularly in regard to the application of
strong hygiene measures. The result was a distinect decrease
in the incidence of infection.

The great problem at one institution, which makes control
extremely difficult, is the large number of confinements it
has to handle. This means that there is early discharge of
its patients from the institution, resulting in a continual
change and movement in the patient population. Although it
appears to be a practically impossible task to find a solution
in respect of control of infection here, it is gratifying that
this institution nevertheless succeeded in reducing the
incidence of infection.

SUBSIDIZED MILK POWDER SCHEME:

As in the past, this scheme was in operation during the
year at the clinics in Atteridgeville, Saulsville, Mamelodi,
Laudium and Eersterust. The 4 te 5 children who last year
visited the Proes Street Clinic, did not come this year.

A mass of one pound of milk powder per week is issued
to every patient. The figures in the column showing the
number of patients per clinic per month, therefore reflect
not only the total attendance for the month concerned, but
at the same time also the quantity of milk powder in pounds
which was 1ssued.

It is gratifying to report that there was a total
increase in respect of number of attendances at four of
the said cliniecs.

The discouraging state of affairs which was reported
in the past, has therefore improved considerably. This
may possibly be attributed to the fact that motivation and
propaganda regarding the value of the milk powder proved
to be more successful this year.

At Laudium, however, the numbers remain low. These
Asian mothers are not yet convinced that skim powder milk,
at a reduced price, is a good product. They prefer
proprietary preparations and lose the value of these
preparations because they prepare it too weakly inm order to
save.

ADMINISTERING OF ORAL POLIOMYELITIS VACCINE TO PREGNANT
WOMEN :

As was reported last year, oral poliomyelitis vaccine
is administered as a routine measure to White expectant
mothers who attend the ante-natal clinics and whoe have not
yet been immunized against this disease.

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MEDICAL INSPECTION SERVICE : NURSERY SCHOOLS AND CR&CHES.

During 1970 the Council, at the request of a group of
parents of children attending nursery schools and cr&ches in
Pretoria, decided to introduce a medical inspection service
for children in these institutions.

The object of this service is regularly to examine
children in these institutions in the city and to draw the
attention of parents to any anomalies found. No treatment is
given and the parents are requested to take the children to
their private practitioner or to other existing organizations
for further examination and treatment.

The year 1971 was the first full calendar year in which
the service was in operation, and all these institutions in
Pretoria were visited at least once. Quite a large number of
them were visited for a second time during the year. Very
good co-operation was obtained from parents as well as the
institutions and in only a few instances the parents refused
permission for an examination. In two of the instances it
was contrary to the parents' religious convictions and in the
other few instances the parents refused because the child was
already being treated by a paediatrician and they therefore
regarded the examinations as unnecessary. I wish to avail
myself of this opportunity of thanking the parents as well as
the staff of the institutions for the excellent co-operation
and assistance received.

During the year a total of 3 109 children were examined
and certain abnormalities were found in 1 044 cases, In
quite a number of cases it was found that the necessary
immunizations had not been kept up, and a letter was addressed
to the parents requesting them to ensure that the necessary
immunizations were administered.

The largest single abnormality found was in respect of
the children's teeth. It was mostly caries and only a few
cases were referred for orthodontia.

X=legs were found in a fairly large number of children.
They were all referred for further examination and treatment.
The other abnormality of the feet and legs was mostly marked
defects which had already received attention.

Apart from the common conditions found, 28 children were
referred for further examination for albuminuria and 2 children
for further examinationm of glucosuria.

During/...
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During the year a start was also made with routine
eye testing of the children and aparct from a number of children
referred for conditions such as strabismus, the testing of the
visual acuity of the children was started during September.
Five children have already been referred for further examination

as & result of poor wvision. A total of 2 123 letters were
addressed to parents during the year to draw their attention
to certain abnormalities, of which 1 747 reminded the parents

to ensure that the children receive the necessary booster
injections. '

On the return visits it was encouraging to find that
most of the children had already received treatment for
the conditions or that they had in the meantime received the
necessary booster injections. Unfortunately it is, however,
often not possible to ascertain what had in fact been found
on further examination and what treatment is being given.

It was found that parents are already aware of a large
number of the more obvious abnormalities found, but it was also
ascertained that the parents are totally unaware of a large
number of the less obvious abnormalities found. Judging from
the work done during the little more than a year the service
has now been in operation, it is felt that there was indeed
a lack in this field.



MEDICAL EXAMINATIONS OF MUNICIPAL PERSONNEL.

Medical examinations of persons entering the service of

the Fity Council are carried out daily. There are also
special éxaminations under the Workmen's Compensation Act or
for Pension Fund or other purposes. A total of 1 804 such

medical examinations were conducted during the year under review

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DENTAL SERVICES.

Although the Health Department of the City Council of
Pretoria offers no dental services, it has been closely
associated with the local dental clinic ever since its
inception.

The dental eclinic which is at present known as the
R.V. Bird Dental Clinic, was the first of its kind in the
country and in fact originated from a service started by a
group of dentists in Pretoria in a room made available by the
City Health Department. The present clinic, situated in
Prinsloo Street, is subsidized by the Hospital Services
Department of the Tranmsvaal Provincial Administration, the
City Council of Pretoria and the State Health Department.
The City Council is represented on the Board of the clinic
by one of the Councillors and the Deputy Medical Officer
of Health.

The clinic serves White school children as well as
White pre-school children and White pregnant women referred
to the clinic by the City Health Department. Dental
services are also provided for Non-Whites at the municipal
clinic in Atteridgeville and at Mamelodi.

During the year a total of 90 schools were visited
and 53 317 scholars were examined. Scholars whose parents
could afford it were referred to their private dentists,
and those who could not afford it, were treated by the
cliniec.

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HEALTH EDUCATION.

The positive concept of health embraces, not only
the absence of disease or disability, but a state of complete
physical, mental and social well-being as well. This cannot
be achieved by merely treating the sick and disabled, but
must also include the positive promotion of the health of the
community. For this reason it is imperative, in addition to
all the preventive health measures instituted by the health

department of a local authority, to obtain the co-operation
of the public as a whole.

As far as non-personal health services are concerned,
it 1s not enough that regular inspections of housing, the
environment, food manufacture and milk production as well as
the handling and distribution thereof and so forth, be done,
because it is impossible for any health department to supervise
all these activities at all times. It is therefore necessary
to get the active co-operation of the public in these matters
and this can only be achieved by means of repeated and proper
health education.

Likewise, as far as personal health services are concerned,
all the necessary baby clinics, immunization faecilities,
ante- and post-natal cliniecs and other services may be supplied
by the health department of the local authority but without
the active co-operation of the publie, all these facilities
would be worthless.

It is therefore the policy of this Department that every
member of the staff shall actively undertake health education
in his or her daily contact with the publiec. This is in
keeping with the policy of the State Health Department, in
terms of which all health personnel appointed to refundable
posts of local authorities should spend at least twenty per=
cent of their time on health education.

Because of the excellent co-operation received from the
press and the South African Broadcasting Corporation, health
education is constantly given through these media.

In addition to these methods, officials of the Department
are regularly invited to address or lecture to certain groups
on a variety of health topics.

Where it is the policy of the Department to have as many
as possible of the members of its personnel trained in health
education, the Council has decided to recognize the National
Diploma in Health Education as a qualification for seniority
purposes among the nursing staff and health inspectorate.
During the year under review, ten members of the nursing staff
and fourteen members of the health inspectorate successfully
completed this course at the Pretoria College for Advanced

Technical Education.
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PRETORIA ABATTOIR.

Apart from the abovementioned persons there are also
about 250 Whites and 150 Non-Whites from other organizations
working daily at the abattoir. These persons are connected
with the various Agencies, the 0ffal Company, the Butchers' Union,
the Meat Control Board, etce.

A constant shortage of Meat Inspectors is experienced and
it 15 necessary to call for assistance from the ranks of the
Health Inspectors. For this we are most grateful to them and
the Medical Officer of Health.

It is hoped that the introduction of a course aimed at the
training of specialized Meat Inspectors who will make abattoir
work thelr career, will be commenced with as soon as possible.

AR
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B. GENERAL:

l.. Poultry abattoir:

For various reasons (limited use, the establishment of
large poultry farms together with the barbecue chicken industry
with its own slaughter facilities, etc.), the City Council of
Pretoria decided to close down the poultry abattoir as from
lst July, 1971. Since this date the building has been used
for other purposes.

b e New Abattoir:

The need for'a new abattoir for Pretoria has existed for
many years. Gradually the demands for improved or new
slaughter facilities have increased not only in Pretoria, but
over the whole of the Republic. Eventually the Minister of
Agricultural Technical Services announced that local authorities
may erect new abattoirs at an operational profit of one per
centum (1X) and that loans for improvements to present abattoirs
would receive sympathetic consideration.

He also appealed to local authorities to operate abattoirs
as a service rendered to the community, as was done in the past.
Local authorities, however, desired a larger profit margin than
the announced 1X. No compromise could, however, be reached and
various local authorities informed the Minister that they were
no longer interested in the continued operation or in the erection
of new abattoirs.

In the meantime discussions between interested parties for
the erection of a new modern abattoir for Pretoria took place
at a high level, At first a site (Council property) at
Zandfontein - adjoining the Hercules/Magaliesburg railway line -
was selected. This was, however, not accepted and eventually
the Minister decided on a site situated between Bon Accord and
Pyramids outside the city boundaries and about 16 km from the
central city area, on the main railway line to the north.

It is, therefore, unlikely that the Council itself will
erect a new abattoir.

13 Changes and Additions:

Because the requirements of the Animal Slaughter, Meat
and Animal Products Hygiene Act (1967) have to be complied with
in the meantime and it has also become essential to increase
the output of the present abattoir, attention had to be given
to renovation and improvement. After consultations between
the City Council, the Department of Agricultural Technical
Services, the Abattoir Commission and the Meat Board, it was
decided to make the present abattoir serviceable for a further
Seven years. Consultants were appointed and the estimated

cogtaf...
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costs of the improvements amount to approximately RB00 000.

A loan at a reasonable rate of interest was obtained from the
Meat Board. Activities commenced in the second half of the
year and there has already been considerable progress.

The processes which were unacceptable, particularly from
a hygienic point of view, were mainly the pig slaughtering,
the processing of the offal and the skinning of cattle on the
floor.

In order to overcome these shortcomings, a central double
storey building is planned as a start. Here sheep and pigs
will be processed on a conveyer belt. Offal and skins will
be processed on the ground floor, while there will be a small
built-in refrigeration room for clean offal. Blood will be
pumped from this building to the factory where a new blood
drying apparatus will be installed.

In the second place the cattle slaughtering process will
be mechanized so that carcases will continuously be handled on
a conveyer belt and the offals together therewith on a table
conveyor belt. The offals will be conveyed to the 0ffal
Section in the central building.

Rejected material will in future be minced and pumped
directly into the pressure cookers in the factory. In this
way a lot of handling and theft should be eliminated.

As regards refrigeration, two of the four refrigeration
rooms have already changed over to direct output and carcases
are no longer contaminated by brine from the roof. The other
two rooms will possible be available early in 1972.

Unfortunately refrigeration of measle contaminated
carcases will not yet be available and this will still have to
be done elsewhere.

The extension of lairage has been completed and pigs and
sheep are now accommodated on the western side and cattle on
the eastern side. The abattoir now has lairage available for:

1 400 cattle

4 000 sheep
800 pigs and
40 equines.

The new central building should be available at the end
of 1972, while problems may crop up with the mechanization of
the cattle slaughtering whieh may possibly result in no cattle
being slaughtered for a while.

Quite a number of matters will still have to be considered,
for example the construction of offices, the safety fence will
have to be made higher, the regulating of traffic, ete.

Thelie .
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The policy of the Abattoir Commission in connection
with the construetion of a new abactoir will to a large

extent determine which improvements will still have to be
made to the present abattoir.

4. Financial:

The abattoir fees to cover the expense of the improvements
have not yet been increased because it is still difficult at
this stage to estimate the exact expense. Attention will,
however, shortly have to be given to this matter.

. Supply of Slaughter Stock:

The supply of slaughter stock increased considerably in
comparison with the previous year. The reasons are briefly
as follows:

Favourable weather conditions and improved methods
of stock farming in Northern Transvaal, from where most
cattle is received, caused a considerable increase in the
number of cattle slaughtered.

Poor grazing conditions in the Karroo region,
together with the Government's Stock Reduction Scheme,
resulted in large numbers of sheep being offered for
slaughter at times. This resulted in overtime slaughtering
often having to be done. These large consignments often
caused serious losses because of exhaustion and transport
disease. Many sheep arrived dead or died in the kraals.
At the end of the year the supply of sheep decreased and
sufficient sheep were not available. The supply of
cattle and pigs increased, however, and the city's meat
demands could, therefore, be met. In general the quality
of the slaughter animals was satisfactory and that of pigs
even improved. It is possible that pork will become more
important as mutton becomes scarcer.

This abattoir still receives very few goats.

C. BY-PRODUCTS:

Serious problems were experienced at the by-products
factory during the year as a result of mechanical defects in

the equipment. Consequently the legal requirements in respect
of the composition of blood- and carcase-peal could not be
complied with. Large quantities of blood could at times not

be processed and had to be discharged into the sewerage system,
while the rejected material and dead animals (particularly

sheep) had to be buried.
Although/...
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Although facilities at the by-products factory are
extremely confined, it is anticipated that by-products will
improve markedly after the necessary changes have been made

and modern equipment has been installed.

D. REJECTIONS:

Diseases encountered:

Cattle: As in the past, measles (cysticercosis) was the
reason for most of the rejections, although the percentage
contaminated carcases decreased somewhat.

A large number of carcases or parts thereof were
rejected because of pus contamination. The abscesses
are in the abdominal or pelvis cavity and break in the
slaughtering process. Many livers are also rejected
because of abscesses.

As may be expected when animals with horns are
transported over long distances, bruising still takes
place to a large extent.

An interesting condition which was first regarded
as bruising later on proved to be of parisitic origin.
Greenish or bloocdstained, gelatinous lesions appear along
the back and neck of the animal. They are caused by a
worm of the genus Parafilaria and show an eosinophilic
infiltration. The worms lie just below the skin through
which they bored causing small haemorrages. The blood
apparently contains larvae which are transmitted to
insects drinking the blood.

Onderstepoort's scientists obtained many samples
from the abattoir and are at present engaged on the
tracing of the life cycle of the worm.

Tuberculosis also again occurred to a small extent
and mostly in animals reacting positively on the tuberculin
test.

Farmers continue sending animals contaminated with
besnoitiosis in an early stage in the hope of in this way
eliminating the disease in thelr herds.

Once again no dangerous epizootic diseases were
discovered. Many livers are rejected because of parasitic
contamination, among which liver-fluke is the most prevalent.

In addition to the carcases which
had to be rejected, about 2 000 sheep either died from
this condition in the kraals during the year or had to be
destroyed. Fortunately the conditions under which
animals are transported are investigated by Veterinarians
in the hope of eliminating unsatisfactory conditions and
effecting other possible improvements.

transport toxaemia.

Caseous lymphadenitis still occurs to a large extent,
particularly in Merino sheep and causes the rejection of
many organs and carcases.

Large numbers of livers are still rejected because

of parisitic contamination with organisms such as

Stilesia hepatica and liver-fluke.

Cysticercosis (measles) is still often found in
pigse from the Bantu areas.

The rejections because of gangrene and bruising
were usually as a result of fights between pigs from
different areas or between boars.

Tuberculosis still occurs to a slight extent and
mostly as localised lesions in the jugular glands.

Equines: No diseases worth mentioning were found - only
a few cases of malignant growths.

During the year the City Council agreed to the re-instatement
of a further one (1) of the health inspector posts abolished
during 1967. This raised the establishment to forty-four (44)
which was nevertheless still two (2) short of the authorized
establishment prior to September, 1967, when it stood at
forty-six (46), the number authorized by the State Health
Department. At the close of the year there were no vacancies
for health inspectors.

During the year the establishment for Rodent and Mosquito
Eradicators was increased from five (5) to six (6) on the
authority of the City Council. The creation of the additional
post was necessary in order to provide for such an official
to be engaged full-time on insect and rodent control in the
very extensive Munitoria complex, as control on a part-time basis
could no longer be effectively carried out.

Infvea
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In my reports for the years ended 31st December, 19689,
and 1970, respectively, mention is made of progress in sewering
townships situated in the eastern sector of the City.
Considerable further progress has been made in laying the
sewer network in these townships and this aspect of the scheme
will continue, whilst concurrently, the construction of the
extension to the sewage disposal works at Rociwal proceeds.,

It is pleasing to be able to record, that by good planning
on the part of the City Engineer's Department, in collaboration
with this Department, new buildings in these areas have been
permitted to connect to the sewers when the sewer has been
available, to save owners the expense of providing septic tanks
or other means of disposal en their premises for what would have
been only a shert peried. Until such time as the whole system
is functioning in full, only the most urgent cases will be given
a connection. The existing premises which have already been
granted a connection, had created many problems in the disposal
of the liquid wastes prior to being connected to the sewers.

In line with the Department's policy, all complaints and
other matters upon which reports have been required, have
received immediate attention no matter how trivial the matter
may have seemed to be at the time of receipt. Expeditious
action was taken in regard to matters falling within the
Department's powers, whilst those affecting others were
referred to the Departments concerned.

The pages which follow cutline in some detail the work
performed by the various Sections whigh form the Health
Inspectorate, Separate chapters on infectious diseases
control and milk control will be found elsewhere in this report.

FOOD SECTION:

This Section is responsible for ensuring the hygienic
production, handling and distribution of foodstuffs throughout
the city and in the Non-White areas falling under the jurisg=
diction of the Pretoria City Council. Frequent visits to,
and inspections of, all types of premises engaged in the food
trade were made.

Samples for bacteriological analysis were taken regularly
of public water supplies both at their sources and at different
points throughout the reticulation system. In addition, the
water in all the Council's swimming-baths and paddling-pools
was regularly sampled and tested to ensure the efficient
functioning of the purification plants. For the same purpose
water samples were also taken from private swimming baths at
blocks of flats, hotels and private schools.

The tables at the end of this section of the report indicate
the types of food of which samples were taken and the results
of their bacteriological and/or chemical analysis. Samples of
perishable foodstuffs form the bulk of those taken. When any
sample of food was found to be below standard, the seller was
either warned or prosecuted.

During/...
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During the year a large quantity of foodstuffs was
either surrendered to the Department, or seized as unfit for
human consumption, and condemned and destroyed. The
excellent co-operation between the food vendors and the
Department was maintained.

A Health Inspector was in daily attendance at the early
morning market where large quantities of foodstuffs were
seized and condemned as unfit for human consumption.

The "“extra hours"-inspections at restaurants, hotels
and other food establishments during early mornings, lunch
hours and evenings were maintained. A total of B4 hours
was spent on such inspections.

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PEST CONTROL SECTION:

The activities of this Section consist of the removal
of weeds and grass on the edges of spruits, dams, irrigation
furrows, the filling in of dongas in which rainwater could
gtagnate as well as the treatment of all stagnant water with
various mosquito-larvae destroying substances. The area is
approximately 56 980 hectares in extent. Thirty-two (32)
Bantu labourers under White supervision carry out this
important task. As far as is practicable all work is done
according to a pre-planned programme and all potential breeding
places of mosquitoes are visited and sprayed at least once in
eight days.

Ten (l10) Bantu are detailed to do the spraying. They
are obliged to transport spraying apparatus and a supply of
spray on their bicycles and they move mainly through the veld
and along footpaths to reach spruits, furrows, dams and other
places where there is usually standing water.

The spraying season commenced on 2nd January, 1971 and
work was maintained until May when it was stopped for 3 months
because of the cold weather conditioms when mosquito breeding
ig limited to a minimum.

At the beginning of September spraying was resumed and
continued until December. During the 3 months when no spraying
is done, these Bantu join the other Bantu labourers engaged
on the cleaning of spruits, dams, furrows, etc.

During the first half of the year mosquitoes were not a
nuisance. After the rainy season started, more complaints
about mosquitoes were gradually received, especially from
private premises. Intensive control measures were applied
and advice was given to private persons regarding mosquito
control.

No malaria carrying mosquitoes, A. gambia or A. funestus,
were found within the Pretoria area. Adult A. maculipensis
and ABdes aegypti mosquitoes were found here and there in areas
such as Kilner Park, Silvertonm and East Lynne.

As happened in the past, most of the complaints about
mosquitoes were received from areas and suhurbs'where french
drains and septic tanks are still in use. During the December
school holiday and the period when cnnstructi?n work comes to
a temporary halt in December, the mosquito nuisance once again
reached a zenith. Numerous breeding places were found 1in
unused swimming-baths, fish-ponds, empty Fins and old motor
tyres on private properties while the residents were away on
holiday. As a result control measures even had to be applied
at private properties. Considerable mosquito breeding also

occurred/...
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occurred at uncompleted buildings in basements, lift shafts
and excavations. These places also had to be treated while
the responsible persons were away on holiday.

585 litres mosquito-larvae destroying substances
containing D.D.T. as well as 1 102,5 litres anti-malaria oil
were used for mosquito control during the first five months
of the year.

Since lst September, however, when the spraying against
mosquito breeding was resumed after the winter, there was a
change-over to the use of a substance against mosquito larvae.
which contains no D.D.T. and which must be diluted to 1 part inm
600. Of this substance 25,5 litres were used from lst Sep=
tember, 1971,to 3lst December, 1971.

Twelve small-holdings in the municipal area where vegetables
are cultivated, as well as the premises of the match factory
in Pretoria West, the water furrows of the Les Marais Irriga=
tion Board and the spruit running through the University
Experimental Farm, were visited weekly, per agreement, and control
measures carried out.

The market gardeners and other organizations concerned
gave full co-operatiom and paid the required fee for this
service to the Council.

RODERT CONTROL:

Intensive control measures are carried out on all
municipal properties, inter alia "Munitoria", the power stations
at Pretoria West and Rooiwal, at the sewage works at Pretoria
Central, Rooiwal and Baviaanspoort, at the Rietvlei Water Works,
the Fountains Valley, the Abattoir and all municipal buildings
in the Non-White areas of Saulsville, Atteridgeville, Mamelodi
and Laudium as well as at all municipal parks and recreation
grounds and the sundry properties which the Council has purchased
with a view to future development of the city.

Field work was done on Meintjeskop, Klapperkop and
Monumentkoppie. Minor rodent activity was found here. Control
measures were carried out and om investigation later on it was
found that the said areas were reasonably rodent free. 28
complaints in connection with rodents on municipal properties
were investigated during the year. 2 64] inspections were
carried out and 6 972 units of bait were set out. 536 dead
animals were found and destroyed.

Complaints/...
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Complaints about rodents on private premises are
investigated mainly by the District Health Inspectors and they
give advice to the complainants. There is, however, close
co-operation between the District Health Inspectors and the
Pest Control Section and reciprocal assistance is given.

592 complaints were investigated during the year.
2 625 inspections were carried out and the residents of the
premises were given the necessary advice and in some instances
even active assistance was given.

1 498 oral or written warnings were given to persons to
take control measures. In general the public gave their
wholehearted co-operation but in 2 instances it was necessary
to take legal steps against persons who, after repeated
warnings, failed to comply with the notices.

1 624 rodents were killed on private properties. The
actual number will, however, exceed this figure since many
dead rodents could for obvious reasons not be found.

During the year 133 existing buildings were made rodent-
proof, while 112 new buildings which comply with the rodent
regulations, were erected.

185 persons or organizations wishing to demolish buildings
and to whom a demolition permit had already been granted, made

application for the required rodent-free cercificate, After
inspection of the premises and after the buildings had been
found to be rodent-free, the certificates were issued. Where

rodents were in fact found, it was required that control measures
first be satisfactorily taken prior to demolitlion commencing.

CONTROL OF COCKROACHES, FLIES, BED-BUGS, FLEAS, FISH-MOTHS,
ANTS, CARPET-BEETLES, PAPER MITES, CRICKETS, TICKS, SPIDERS, etc.:

As a routine measure, all municipal properties were
visited at least once a month and where any signs of certain of
the abovementioned insects were found, the necessary control
measures were taken and continued until there were no further
signs of infestation.

181 municipal buildings or parts thereof were treated
with insecticides during the year.

124 complaints received from persons on privgte properties
were investigated and advice given. 359 inEPFﬂtlonE were
carried out and 190 oral or written warnings given to persons
to take effective control measures.

Laudable co-operation was obtained from the public amd no
legal steps in this regard were necessary.
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BILHARZIA:

All spruits, dams and irrigation canals within the urban
area were investigated to determine whether Bilharzia-vector
snails were present. No Bilharzia-vector snails were found,
but a sharp eye is being kept on the situation.

PEST CONTROL IN "MUNITORIA":

Since lst November, 1971, a Pest Controller has been
appointed on a full-time basis for this building. His
activities consist of the control of cockroaches, fish-moths,
rats and mice, etc. which were in the past a considerable
nuisance in kitechens, storercoms and offices. Below the " ©A
building in the basement there is considerable standing water
which infiltrates and which must constantly be pumped out. A
fair amount of mosquito breeding takes place in this water and
the water must consequently be treated regularly. At ground
level around the building there are stormwater drains with
grids. Af ter showers they often contain water in which
mosquitoes could breed. These places are also treated regularly

Bait for mice and rats is also continually set out by
the Pest Controller at places in the building and watched,

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SLUM CLEARANCE:

Pretoria is probably the most rapidly growing city in
the Republic and consequently it is to be expected that housing
conditions will not always keep pace with the rapid population
increase. This Department nevertheless succeeded in limiting
slum dwellings and other undesirable kinds of housing to a
minimum.

There is still a demand for building sites for the erection
of dwellings and in this regard a particular expansion of the
city is still also discernible. The increasing prices of
building sites and together therewith the high building costs
are disturbing because many families who cannot pay such prices
for accommodation then share dwellings already occupied with
other families or move into outbuildings or other unsatisfactory
buildings.

In its house-ownership schemes the Council has for the past
few years applied a policy which is to the benefit of families
in certain lower income groups. In this way quite a number of
houses are made available. Attention is still being given to
the further extension thereof.

Less serious slum conditionms such as overcrowding,
inadequate cooking, washing and ablution facilities and the
improper segregation of the sexes did occur and were mainly
attributable to a housing shortage. Notices were served on
owners or occupiers of premises where these contraventions of
the Slums Regulations occurred, but there was no reason for
concern because most of the transgressors complied with the
requirements. More drastic steps were necessary in only a few
exceptional cases.

Because of the increasing pressure of normal work extensive
area surveys could not be undertaken. In the carrying out of
its mormal duties, action by this Section resulted in the
demolition of a considerable number of unsatisfactory premises
and accompanying slum conditions were in this way cleared up.

The external appearance of many of the older residential
buildings is most misleading and certain of the complaints about
this kind of building were after investigation found to be
groundless because no health nuisances existed. Most of the
owners of residential units in the urban area act on their own
initiative to maintain and decorate their buildings. Occasionally,
however, it is necessary to request owners to carry out maintenance
-rork, whiech is then as a rule undertaken. The general condition
of residential buildings in the urban area varies from very good
to reasonable, with certain houses scattered in certain suburbs
with a poor appearance and a limited number which may be regarded
as major slum dwellings.
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" As a result of action by the Slums Section and also on
their own initiative, many owners wished to demolish the old
dwel}Lngs and to erect houses, flats or commercial buildings.
Applications for demolition permits were submitted, but
some of these applications were refused with the result that
the sites could not be developed. The reason for the refusal
9f such applications by the Department of Community Development
is u?ually to be found in the fact that the occupier could not
obtain other residential accommodation.

Owners of dwellings regarded as major slum dwellings
co-operated reasonably well and after action by this Section
some of the dwellings were demolished, converted for business
use or repaired to comply with the requirements.

During the year the Council instituted sixteen cases
for submissicn to a Slum Clearance Court. Only ten cases were
heard during the year and all the buildings concerned were
declared slums. The Court ordered that four buildings be
repaired and eight buildings demolished. The owners of three
of the buildings which had to be repaired made representations
to the Court, after the order was issued, to demolish the
buildings because the costs of repairing them were too high.
The Court granted this request. The owners of two properties
(one in the central urban area and one in Arcadia) made applica=
tion for the rescission of the slum declarations after they had
complied with the requirements. The application was granted
by the Slum Clearance Court.

In addition to inspections of private dwellings, other
residential buildings and the investigation of complaints about
probable slum conditions, this Section also reports om all
properties purchased or expropriated by the Council in connection
with the various projects planned by the Council. All applica=
tions to demolish dwelling units in terms of the provisions of
the Housing Act or to use them for business purposes, are
investigated by this Section and the applications together with
reports are either submitted to the Department of Community
Development or the Council for consideration. The Section must
also exercise control over nursery schools and créches and over
premises where the aged, also the weak and bed-ridden aged, are
cared for. More particulars about the Sectiomn's work appear
later on in this report.

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In addition to the above cases the Department reported
three premises in the central urban area, on whieh there were
4, 3 and 2 residential units respectively, as well as two
premises in Pretoria North and one in Wolmer, to the Council
for submission to the Slum Clearance Court. The improvements
on these sites were, however, demolished before the cases could
be submitted to the Slum Clearance Court.

Only two applications for the rescission of slum
declarations were considered and granted by the Slum Clearance
Court during the year.

No court proceedings were instituted during the year in
terms of the provisions of the local Slums Regulations.

DEMOLITION AND CONVERSION OF RESIDENTIAL UHITS&

A considerable number of applications for permission to
demolish dwellings or to convert them for business use were
handled in terms of the provisions of the Housing Act, No. & of

1966.

As a result of action by this Department the owners of
81 residential units decided to demolish the improvements on
the properties, whereupon in most cases, new buildings were
erected, During the year 240 independent residential units
were demolished as well as the following buildings:

(a) Flats:

One building consisting of ten units each with
2 livingrooms.

One building consisting of six units each with
2 livingrooms.

(b) Boarding-houses:
One building consisting of 39 livingrooms.

(c) Rooms:

One building consisting of 17 livingrooms.

One building consisting of 20 livingrooms.
One building consisting of 13 livingrooms.
One building consisting of 29 livingrooms.

Eighty-two applications were received to demolish dwellings
regarded as slum dwellings or to use them for other purposes,
but all the applications have not yet been approved by the
Department of Community Development.

This Department has no particulars of residential buildings
demolished by the Government or the Provimcial Administration
because they are not subject to the provisions of the Housing
Act as far as the obtaining of demolition permits is concerned.
This Seection did, however, negotiate with the owners and the
occupiers of a number of residential buildings situated in a
part of the central urban area, in regard to certain nuisances
on the premises before the Department of Community Development
froze that particular part, and later on it was found that 4 of
the dwellings regarded as slum dwellings and 24 other dwellings
had been demolished. These figures are not included in the
foregoing statistics.

Demolition permits are not required for business buildings,
but it is a requirement that certificates be obtained that such
buildings are rodent-free prior to the demolition thereof.

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CRECHES, NURSERY-SCHOOLS, AFTER-SCHOOL CENTRES AND
GLD PEOPLE'S HOMES:

Créches, Nursery-schools and After-school centres:

Although various new institutions of this kind were takan
into use during the year, there is still a shortage with the
result that a considerable number of enquiries were dealt with
where persons or other organizations wished to establish some
institution. Applications to convert and adapt private
dwellings or parts thereof for use as nursery-schools were
again in the majority. In this regard there is close co— .
operation with the Department of Social Welfare and Pensions
since all nursery-schools are subject to registration with the
said Department. The standards and requirements which have
to be complied with are, however, still prescribed and applied
by this Department.

Applications for the erection or conversion of buildings
for use as créches were also dealt with and although this
Department does not prescribe standards and requirements for
such institutions, the proposed use of buildings and premises
for this purpose is nevertheless commented on and recommendations
are made. This Department does still, however, issue certifi=
cates to certify that the buildings and facilities comply with
the local health requirements for registration purposes.

Various applications for the establishment of after-
school centres where school-children may be cared for after
school hours were received. All the after-schoocl centres must
comply with the requirements of this Department before a
certificate i1s issued for registration purposes.

There is no doubt that there is a great need for such
centres where children may study and relax under supervision
after school.

0ld People's Homes:

The need for the care of the aged continued to increase
during the past year. This is proven by the faect that while
various new large institutions were taken into use, they
were fully booked up even before the opening date.

Attention is to anm increasing extent given to the care of
weak aged persons in institutions, as well as to aged persons
who do not require institutional care, but who are able to
reside in groups in their own residential units and in this way
maintain their independent way of life as long as possible.
Various applications for loans for such buildings were dealt
with during the year. At the request of the Department of
Social Welfare and Pensions, this Department inspects the
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buildings and issues certificates to certify that the buildings
and facilities comply with the local health requirements for
registration purposes.

Control over the aforesaid institutions which in the past
was exercised on a part-time basis by the Inspectorate of the
Slum Section, is now exercised on a full-time basis by a
senior inspector of this Department.

NON-WHITE AREAS:

The personnel of this Section is as follows:

Coloured Health Inspector l (1 vacancy)
Indian Health Inspector 1 (1 vacancy)
Bantu Health Inspectors 10 (2 vacancies).

Since no suitable candidates for the vacancies of Indian
and Coloured Health Inspector have to date offered their
services, the posts in question could not be filled.

The City Council made a bursary available for the training
of a Coloured Health Inspector. A local Coloured made use of
this opportunity and he has completed his training at the
Coloured College for Advanced Technical Education at Kasselsvlei,
Cape, and is now awaiting the Tesults of the examination before
he can assume appointment in this Department.

As a result of the existing shortage of office accommo=
dation in the administrative buildings of the Non-European
Affairs Department in the various Bantu Townships, the office
facilities for use by Bantu Health Inspectors are at the
present stage totally inadequate. Additiconal facilities will
be available when the new offices in the Bantu townships are
completed.

The shortage of office facilities is not only in respect
of the personnel. This problem is particularly noticeable
when the public visits the offices for advice, information and
discussion of health problems. In addition groups of school
children also occasionally turn up there to obtain information
in connection with various health services.

NON-WHITE TOWNSHIPS/...
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NON-WHITE TOWNSHIPS:

ATTERIDGEVILLE/SAULSVILLE:

As is in fact the case with all new Bantu townships,
this Bantu township is regularly visited by dignitaries as
well as tourists and we are proud to state that this Bantu
community, consisting of a number of different ethnic groups,
is in all respects an exemplary community.

The co-operation in connection with health matters is
most satisfactory and westernization has reached an advanced
stage. Sporadic cases of stubbornness occur. :

Large numbers of this community are employed in the
nearby industrial areas. Use is made mainly of the convenient
train service for transport. There are three railway stops
in this area.

MAMELODT :

A large number of the residents of this Bantu township
work in the central city area and the eastern suburbs, although
the majority of them are employed by the large number of
industries in the vicinity of the Bantu township.

The shortage of housing, which was mainly the result of
natural increase of population, will in the near future be
considerably alleviated by the resettlement of Tswana residents
in Mabopane, north of Pretoria, where dwellings are completed
at a rate of 12 per day. Since the construction of these
dwellings commenced, 3 400 have already been completed.

Because the demand for accommodation for single Bantu
males is particularly large and because all the available
accommodation is at all times fully occupied, this Department
has granted permission to contractors for the erection of
temporary accommodation for their employees, subject to certain
specifications and conditions. This temporary accommodation
is erected in the immediate wvicinity of the hostel for Bantu
males. The same is done in the Atteridgeville/Saulsville
Bantu Township.

In the two Bantu Townships Mamelodi and Atteridgeville/
Saulsville, buildings are at present being erected which will
be used for wvegetable and fruit markets where the retail
trader as well as the consumer will be able to buy.

EERSTERUST/...
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EERSTERUST:

The living standard of the local Coloured community is

very high. No fault is to be found with their co-operation
with this Department.

Businesses are scattered throughout the area and are well
supported. An additional building complex, consisting of a
butcher shop, cafe, dairy and genmeral dealer shop has been
completed and will open for business early next year.
Opportunities for recreation and use of leisure are at present
still rather restricted.

LAUDIUM:

_ All the available sites for residential purposes have
already been sold in this most popular Indian township where
some of the smartest houses in the municipal area have been
erected.

A new complex of 200 flats is being constructed and will
be completed early next year.

8ites in the new extension will be available as soon as
the necessary services have been provided.

The competitive characteristics of this community,
consisting almost exclusively of business men, have also found
expression in the form of beautifully designed gardens. There
is a lack as regards parks and a swimming-bath in this area.
The sports stadium which was under comstruction has been
completed.

A considerable number of the factories in the area @ave
already reached the production stage. Employees are'malnly
Indians. There is a tendency towards a self-supporting
community.

ASTAN BAZAAR AND CAPE COLOURED LOCATION:

The replanning of this area has regched an advanced
stage and the construction of new buildings has ?lready_
commenced. All the sites in this area have business rights
with the result that at the present stage all occuplers are
occupying the sites in question illegally. Tha*shurtage of
business and residential sites elsewhere is causing a delay
in the replanning of the area.

Overcrowding is still taking place in sp?te of the fact
that many families have already moved to Laudium and
Eersterust respectively.

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CENTRAL, GOEDEHOOF AND OTHER SUBURES:

As a result of the planning of freeways and other
road construction projects, the Council has been obliged
to purchase various properties for this as well as other
purposes.

A large number of properties have already been
acquired.

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DAIRY AND VETERINARY CONTROL

A. INTRODUCTION:

The City's milk supplies are derived from a large number
of farm dairies situated mainly in rural areas and to a lesser
extent from a few farm dairies situated within the city
boundaries. The distribution of milk and certain milk products
is effected by 2 producer-distributors (licensed to sell
“"certified raw milk and cream" only), 92 distributing depots
and 421 milk shops, cafe's, restaurants, etec. All milk,
excluding "certified raw milk and cream", is pasteurized in
four modern pasteurization installations.

Seasonal overproduction, has, as in the past, presented
a surplus milk problem. The Milk Board, which came into being
in 1964 has as one of its functions, the regulatiom of the
production and marketing of milk, thereby attempting to ensure
a fair and acceptable price to the producer, distributor and
consumer with a view to the stabilization of the fresh milk
industry. To curb the ever-increasing quantity of surplus
milk delivered to the City during the peak summer production
period, the Milk Board introduced a quota-system for producers
during 1970, and which was still in force at the end of 1971.
A special payment to producers of a "winter premium" was also
introduced as a further attempt to curb the surplus problem and
at the same time to ensure an ample supply of milk during
periods of low production.

Although hand-milking is still practised by a large
number of producers, a significant number have changed over to
mechanical milking and bulk handling of milk. (Installation
of milking machines and refrigerated bulk farm tanks.) The
general tendency (especially in the case of new producers) is
towards the erection of modern milking parlours with all
ancillary amenities. Statistics reveal that no less than 213
milking machines and 249 refrigerated farm bulk milk tanks were
in operation at the end of the period under review, showing an
increase of 85 (66,4%) and 42 (20,2%) respectively, over that
for the previous period. These achievements are most gratifying
if it is borne inm mind that the total number of producers at
the end of 1971 was 378. It is also gratifying to be able teo
report that producers realize the value of mechanization in the
dairy industry and are, where necessary, financially assisted
by means of:-

(a)/...
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{a} low-interest loans from the Government;

{(b) a "hire-purchase" agreemént between producer
and supplier of farm dairy equipment (milking
machines and bulk tanks);

(c) special premiums paid by the Milk Board to those

producers who have installed refrigerated bulk
milk tanks.

B. CONTROL OF MLILK:

The control of milk from a public health point of view
is assigned to a staff consisting of two Veterinary Surgeons,
one Divisional Health Inspector, three Health Inspectors and
one Laboratory Assistant. Their main duties comprise the
inspection of all dairy premises (irrespective of whether they
are for production, processing or distribution) and exercising
the necessary gqualitative control over all milk delivered to
and distributed for consumption within the City. Particulars
in connection with the control as well as matters incidental
or ancillary thereto, are described in the succeeding paragraphs.

It 1is interesting that the majority of producers who
discontinued activities during the year, were those who only
produced a small quantity (60 - 150) litres of milk daily by
means of hand-milking, which they delivered in cans.

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The total number of dairy premises at the end of 1971
was 893, reflecting a decrease of 32 as against 39 during the
previous vyear. By far the greater number of producer-premises
are situated beyond the radius of 80 km from the city, the
figures being 257 outside this radius and 121 inside. Most
of the premises beyond an 80 km radius are situated and
concentrated in an agricultural area east and south-east of
the city. This area forms part of the Highveld of the
Transvaal and is well known on account of its high average
rainfall and intensive crop production. Approximately 35
premises are situated northwards of the city beyond the 80 km
radius in a semi-bushveld area. Although the latter area
differs markedly from the former, both geologically and
ecologically, it compares favourably with the Highveld in so

far as crop-production is concerned. Premises situated south
and west of the city constitute only a small percentage of the
total number of premises where milk is produced. They are

situated mostly within the 16 - 40 km radius and are approxis
mately halfway to other cities and towns along the Witwaters=
rand range.

3. TRANSPORTATION AND DISTRIBUTION OF MILK:

(a) Transportation:

The usual method of transportation of milk from farm
dairies to the city is:

(i) In milk cams by rail;
(ii) in milk cans by motor transport;
(iii) in bulk milk road tankers.

The transportation of milk from farm dairies has changed
considerably during the year. Where in the past, the majority
of producers were still making use of the method of transport=
ation of milk in cans, it is gratifying to be able to report
that about B85% of the milk delivered to the city during the
period under review, was transported in bulk and the remainder
in cans. Most of the latter was diverted by the Milk Board
upon arrival from the production points, to a locally situatedl
milkpowder factory or to other similar factories situated within
the milk producing areas. At least two of the four pasteuriza=
tion installations situated within the city have changed over
to the receipt of milk delivered in bulk only.

Private contractors are responsible for collecting and
delivering all bulk farm milk and mil% delivered in cans to
the pasteurization installations or, 1in tbe case of the }atter,
also to milk powder factories and creameriles. Only a minor
quantity of milk is delivered in cans d1?ect1y by producers.
Most bulk farm milk is collected and delivered on alternate
days, without any apparent problems such as souring, off-
flavour, ete. Bulk milk road tamkers are ncrupu?ously clean?ed
and disinfected at the receiving depots after delivery of their

contents/ /...
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ceontents and contractors are, in addition, regquired to maintain
the tankers in a sanitary condition whether in use or not.

(b) Distribution:

The inter-city distribution of processed milk, "certified
raw milk" and some other processed milk products, is carried
out by means of a variety of vehicles. All processed milk is
delivered to the consumer in milk cans, capped bottles or
single-service plastic or carton containers. Distribution
usually takes place from the main pasteurization and processing
installations to strategically situated milk depots from where
further distribution to and from smaller milk shops and depots
in the residential areas is undertaken. .

daily quantity of milk consumed within the city is however
difficult to estimate, as the figures also include milk
consumed in an adjoining town as well as that in industrial
areas situated outside the city's boundaries. Milk not
consumed is regarded as "surplus milk" which, according to
available statistics, amounted to a daily average of
approximately !9 100 litres. All surplus milk is rendered
into other milk products such as butter, cheese, skim-milk
powder, etc. Large quantities of other locally manufactured

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milk products such as culctured milk, ice-cream, yoghurt,
cottage cheese, skim-milk etc. are also consumed within
the city or sold for consumption further afield.

During the year 23 950 litres of milk were also imported
by the Milk Board to augment supplies during periods of
scarcity. This milk originated from producers registered
with other cities and towns within the province of Transvaal.

5. REJECTION OF MILK:

A total of 35 695 litres of milk, which quantity is
not reflected in the statistics for average daily productionm,

was rejected upon arrival on account of souring. This quantity
is very much lower than that for the previous year, when
121 940 litres were rejected for a similar reason. All milk

rejected was from producers delivering milk ia milk cans.

1 TYPHOID TESTING OF DAIRY EMPLOYEES:

The employees of the two producer-distributors (supplying
"eertified raw milk") were tested with negative results. No
other tests were performed. Milkborne outbreaks due to typhoid
have not occurred within the city for the past 30 years or more.

8. INSPECTIONS, AND OTHER DUTIES:

The staff of the Dairy Section carried out regular
inspections of all dairy premises within and outside the city.
Other members of the Health Inspectorate also assisted with
inspections of milk shops and distributing depots within the
city.

The primary aim of inspections is to emsure that only safe,
palatable and wholesome milk and milk products are available
to the consumer, as well as to assist, advise and educate
producers, producer-distributors, distributors and all persons
handling milk and milk products in regard to matters of health
and hygiene. The inspections are further aimed at the §c1ﬂnt1f1:

. () Herd inspections by Veterinarians:

These inspections are carried out mostly during actual
milking times or at times arranged specifically for that purpose.
The object of these inspections ismainly to ensure the production
of a safe and wholesome milk supply from disease-free herds.

The latter are usually examined (and where necessary tested) for
the presence of diseases and conditions which may adversely

affect the quality, quantity and safety of the milk. Attention
is alsoc directed to compliance with general hygienic requires=
ments by the producer. In addition they are advised on matters

such as treatment, prevention and control ovf animal diseases,
parasitic infestations, animal management, erection of dairy
premises, the zoonoses, etc. Special advice is given regarding
the bacteriological quality and chemical composition of milk.

During the year 470 herd inspections were carried out
revealing the presence of certain diseases, ailments and other
conditions affecting the herds. Some of the herds were inspected
more than once. Although no epizootic diseases were
encountered, some producers suffered animal losses due to
babesiosis, anaplasmosis, parasitic infestation, calf pneumonia,
plant- and chemical poisoning, etc. Mastitis im its various
forms and sequelae still constitutes a major problem both from
an economic and public health point of view.

9. LABORATORY CONTROL OF MILK:
The staff of this Section is respomsible for most of

the routine laboratory work on milk control. Chemical analysis
of milk is, however, performed by the chemical laboratory of

the/...
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the City Engineer's Department whilst certain bacteriological
examinations are performed by the Institute of Pathology of

the University of Pretoria. Other tests like the Resazurin,
Presumptive E.coli, inhibitory agents, phosphatase, visible
dirt and certain biological and serological tests are performed
in the Department's own laboratory. The results of all
laboratory tests performed during the year are tabulated below:

The tests were done on samples
of milk obtalned from "suspicious" herds and were aimed at
detecting "voiders" of tubercle bacilli in the milk.
Although no positive results were obtained, some of the
animals in these herds, proved to be positive »on appl*catlnn
of the intradermal tuberculin test, particulars of which
will be described in a succeeding paragraph.

Most of the positive reactors were disposed of to
abattoirs for slaughter whilst the rest were allowed to be
kept under strict quarantine regulations imposed by the
Department of Veterinary Field Services. All tests
performed on the 40 herds were carried out by the State
or through private veterinary practitioners on behalf
of the State.

It is gratifying to be able to report that the State
has embarked on a scheme aiming at the eradication of
bovine tuberculosis in which farmers in the Republic are to
some extent financially assisted. Although this scheme
is not yet fully appreciated by all, a significant number
of farmers throughout the Republic, made use of it
during the year under review, and, it is expected that
more will do so inm future.

Although the incidence of tuberculosis amongst the
few dairy herds tested seems to be very low (between
2% and 3% of animals),ilt cannot be assumed that similar
conditions exist in untested herds. Producers are still
very ignorant about the insidious nature of this disease
and often display a reluctance towards having their herds
tested in spite of expert advice given in this connection.

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(iv) Mastitis tests:

) Although not much laboratory work was done on this
during the year, mastitis still remains one of the major
problems in dairy herds, both from an economic and public
health point of view. Producers of fresh milk are
regularly advised about preventive and control measures,
as well as the dangers of the indiscriminate use of the
various anti-bacterial remedies which are so readily
available to the farming community.

Bowendien, toe daar teen die einde van die jaar aan die
Raad berig is dat 2 620 dogters in 77 skole geimmuniseer is
sonder enige noemenswaardige komplikasies, is toestemming
verleen om dit 'nm jaarlikse prosedure te maak. Op hierdie
wyse sal die bevolkingsgroep wat gevaar loop binne 'n paar jaar

beskerm wees.

Ek scu my plig versuim as ek nie my dank boekstaaf, nie
net teenoor die ouers van jong dogters wat so geredelik inm
hierdie veldtog saamgewerk het nie, maar in besonder teenoor
al die hoofde en onderwysers van skole wat so vriendelik behulp=
saam was met die verspreiding van die inligtingsbrief aan die
ouers en toe die toestemmingsvorms vir ons ingesamel het.
Sonder hulle hulp sou dit nie moontlik gewees het om die geskedus=
leerde program s50 glad te laat verloop nie.

Een baie aangename maar geensins onverwagte resultaat wvan
hierdie veldtog skyn te wees dat baie meer dogters en jong vroue
as wat ons syfers weerspieél, geimmuniseer is as gevolg van die
publisiteit wat aan die veldtog verleen is. Hoewel ons nooit
sal weet wat die juiste syfer is nie, glo ons, te oordeel na die
aantal navrae deur ouers van wie ons daarna die versekering
ontvang het dat hulle wel op ons raad gereageer het en hulle
ander dogters deur private mediese praktisyns laat immuniseer het,
dat die syfer veel hoer is as wat ons rekords aantoon.

Die ideale toedrag van sake sou wees dat enige omvattende
voorkomende gesondheidsdiens ook vir psigiatriese behandeling
voorsiening maak. Al 1s sodanige behandeling streng gesproke
nie altyd voorkomend nie, dan behocort dit ten minste van so 'n
aard te wees dat dit die lyer uit die hospitaal hou en, as dit
moontlik is, in nuttige diens.

In die verlede het opleiding van personeel, op alle wvlakke
wat met Voorkomende en Gemeenskapsgeneeskunde gemceid was, hulle
ongelukkig nie voldoende toegerus om sodanige werk te onderneem
nie.

'n Geleentheid om op hierdie gebied van openbare gesondheid
'n begin te maak, het hom in Junie vanjaar voorgedoen toe
dr. H.A. Luiz, Superintendent van die Weskoppieshospitaal, ons
genader het om konsultgeriewe vir sy geneeskundige en verplegings=
personeel by die klinieke in die twee Bantoedorpe van Pretoria -
Atteridgeville en Mamelodi = beskikbaar te stel, Hierdie
geriewe is geredelik beskikbaar gestel.

Aangesien dr. Luiz die probleem kort em saaklik in sy

brief stel, haal ons met sy toestemming die eerste paragraaf
daarvan aan:

"As gevolg van die immer toenemende vraag na bedde
vir psigiatriese gevalle, het dit gebiedend noodsaaklik
geword om moderne psigiatriese tegnieke met die hantering
van pasiente toe te pas. Minstens 90% van die pasiente
wat in die hospitaal opgeneem word, kan met psigotropiese
geneesmiddels gestabiliseer en in die gemeenskap gehou word,
‘Die merendeel van hierdie pasiénte kan nog bevredigend werk
en vir hulle gesinne sorg, mits voldoende opvolgingsdienste
© yoorsien word. 'n Opvolgingsdiens van die soort wat in die
vooruitsig gestel word, hou vanselfsprekend voordele vir die
hospitaal in, en dit sal ook tot voordeel van die stedelike
Bantoes van Pretoria wees deurdat potensieel psigiatriese
invalides ekonomies bedrywig gemaak kan word en deur verligting
. te bring wvir die dienste van u gesondheids— en welsynafdelings.
In 1970 is meer as seshonderd Bantoepasieénte mnet uit Pretoria
in die Weskoppieshospitaal opgeneem. Daar hierdie syfer
beskou word as slegs 10% van di& wat psigiatriese sorg vereis,
word die noodsaaklikheid wvir hierdie diens genoegsaam gereg=
wverdig."

Hierdie projek wat nou sedert September vanjaar in werking is,
hat in die vier maande sedert die instelling daarvan, reeds getoon
hoe groot die behoefte daaraan was.

Die getal aangetekende bywonings was 277 vir die Mamelodi=
kliniek en 368 wvir Atteridgeville. Daarbenewens 15 646 huis=
besoeke deur Gemeenskapsverpleegsters verbonde aan die Weskoppies=
hospitaal in die twee dorpe afgel@.

Hierdie syfers wat vanselfsprekend is, maak dit gebiedend
noodsaaklik dat indiensopleiding op die gebied van voorkomende
psigiatriese geneeskunde binne die afsienbare toekoms aan lede
van ons eie personeel gegee word.

Daar is met drie nuwe klinieke gedurende die jaar begin.
‘In die voorstede wat die verste van bestaande klinieke gelee is,
is die grootste behoefte gewoonlik aan "n gerieflike ggleﬁ kliniek
waar kinders gelmmuniseer kan word. Ten einde haar kinders
hehnorlik te beskerm teen siektes waar dit deur middel van immuni=
sering moontlik is, muet 'n moeder meesal herhaaldelik so 'n
sentrum besoek met 6f 'n baba in haar arms &6f kleuters, 6f albei.
Om hierdie rede is dit noodsaaklik dat sulke sentrums gelee moet
wees waar hulle maklik met openbare vervoer bereik kan word of
waar parkering beskikbaar is. Met hierdie feite in gedagte is
die skoolhoofde van die Valhalla- en die Sinoville-laerskool
genader om, onderworpe aan die goedkeuring van die Transvaalse
Onderwysdepartement, akkommodasie aan ons beskikbaar te stel wvir
'n immuniseringskliniek een maal per week im hulle geboue. Ek
is dankbaar om te kan berig dat toestemming geredelik verleen is
met die gevolg dat sulke klinieke sedert Maart in Valhalla en

Sinoville funksioneer.
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Die ander kliniek, wat gedurende April ingestel is, is
een vir Veneriese Siektes in die Kleurlingdorp Eersterust.
Dit staan Kleurlinge nog vry om die Sentrale Kliniek vir
Veneriese Siektes by te woon, maar die een in die dorp self sal
vir hulle geriefliker geleée wees.

Daar is verlede jaar berig dat mediese inspeksie van alle
kinders in kleuterskole en créches, privaat of andersins, nou
deur "m deeltydse geneeskundige beampte en 'n verpleegsuster van
hierdie Afdeling onderneem word. Benewens al die ander toetse
en ondersoeke wat gedoen word, is daar nou spesiale skakeling
tussen die Prinshofskool vir Swaksiendes en Kleuterskool wvir die
Blindes en hierdie Afdeling. Behoorlike cogtoetse word nou
uitgevoer en enige gevalle waaroor daar twyfel bestaan word na
die bogemelde skool vir finale vasstelling verwys.

Net soos sekere ander gebiede in die Republiek het Pretoria
vanjaar 'n skielike oplewing in die voorkoms van Poliomielitis
ondervind. Dit na elf jaar van uiters geringe voorkoms ni
immunisering met verswakte lewende poliovaksien. Verdere
besonderhede van hierdie uitbreking word onder die deel wat
handel oor "Aansteeklike en Ander Aanmeldbare Siektes" verstrek.

Dat ons nooit ons waaksaamheid deur immunisering of andersins
teen hierdie of enige ander aansteeklike of oordraagbare siekte
durf verslap nie, word herhaaldelik deur hierdie socort insidente
by ons tuisgebring.

Gelukkig het sowel die Pers as die Suid-Afrikaanse Uitsaai=
korporasie (SAUK) baie publisiteit aan hierdie uitbreking verleen
en aan die feit dat daar geen plek vir selfvoldaanheid is na 'n
paar jaar waarin die voorkoms van 'n bepaalde aansteeklike siekte
laag was nie en hulle het by ouers daarop aangedring om hulle
kinders te laat immuniseer. Dit is nie alleen in beide amptelike
tale gedoen nie, maar die SAUK het die beroep ook in etlike ander
inboorlingtale gedoen. Hiervoor, sowel as vir die talle ander
geleenthede gedurende die jaar waarby die Pers en die SAUK ons
in Gesondheidsvoorligtingaangeleenthede behulpsaam was, na gelang
en wanneer dit nodig was, dank ek hulle van ganser harte.

Aan u, meneer die Burgemeester, die Voorsitter wvan die
Bestuurskomitee en alle Stadsraadslede, wil ek my waardering
betuig vir die wyse waarop u my gedurende die onderhawige jaar
u heelhartige steun en samewerking verleen het.

Met dank wil ek ook my erkentlikheid betuig vir die bekwame
wyse waarop die personeel van die Munisipale Taalburo alles wat
vertaal moes word, behartig het. Ook is dank verskuldig aan
die volgende beamptes wat nie aan my Afdeling verbonde is nie,
nie net vir die hartlike betrekkinge wat bestaan het nie, maar
ook omdat hulle so vriendelik was om bescnderhede in verband
met die ondergemelde sake wat deel van hierdie verslag uitmaak,
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te verskaf: Die Direkteur van die Weerburo, Pretoria:
klimatiese gegewens; die Direkteur van die Buro vir Statistiek:
bevolkingsyfers (behalwe dié vir die Bantoes); die Superintendent
van die Pretoriase Tandheelkundige Kliniek: verslag oor die
werksaamhede van die Pretoriase Tandheelkundige Kliniek; die
Stadstesourier: jaarlikse waardes van belasbare eiendom; die
Stadsingenieur en die Hoofskeikundige: waterverbruik, wvuilgoeds=
verwyderingsdienste en 'n verslag oor die rioolwaterwerke; die
Direkteur, Slagplaas: verslag oor die werksaamhede by die
Slagplaas; die stad se Direkteur van Nieblankesake: behulsing
van Nieblankes en die bevolkingsyfers vir Bantoes.

In "n inleidingsbrief soos hierdie kan aandag slegs op
beleidsake of sake van algemene belang gevestig word. Die
wyse waarop die saniteitstoestande van hierdie stad en die
algemene gesondheid van sy inwoners oor die algemeen op 'n hoe
peil gehandhaaf is, word in die res van hierdie verslag weerspieel
Sulke resultate kan net bereik word as elke lid van die personeel
sy bes doen. Derhalwe s& ek aan hulle almal baie dankie vir
hulle lojaliteit en pligsgetrouheid.

SITOLOGIESE ONDERSOEKE VAN SERVIKALE SMERE:

Sitologiese ondersoeke van servikale smere van vrouens
van 'n sekere ocuderdomsgroep vorm 'n belangrike skakel in
voorkomende geneeskunde. Nie alleen kan verskillende infektiewe
toestande gediagnoseer word nie, maar maligniteit kan in so 'n
vroeé stadium ontdek word, dat die kwaadaardigheid deur middel
van 'n geringe chirurgiese ingreep genees kan word met die
gevolg dat die moeder dikwels haar gesin nog baie jare lank kan
bystaan.

Net socos in die geval van die vel, word die oppervlakkige
selle van die slymvliese van die serviks en vagina gedurig
afgestoot en vervang deur nuwes wat in die basaal-membraan van
die slymvlies gevorm en opwaarts gestoot word. Selle wat so
afskilfer, behou die eienskappe van die plek vanwaar hulle
afgeskilfer het, Indien hulle byvoorbeeld afskilfer van 'n
gebied wat ontsteek is, sal hulle die tekens van die ontsteking
toon, en indien hulle van 'n plek wat besig is om kwaadaardige
verandering te ondergaan, afkomstig is, sal hulle die kenmerke
van die kwaadaardige verandering toon. Deur middel van "n
mikroskopiese ondersoek, na spesiale kleuring, van smere wat
hierdie selle bevat, kan die patoloog 'n diagnose maak van die
gesondheidstoestand van die organe vanwaar hierdie selle afge~-
skilfer het. Die studie van afskilfer-sitologie het nou so
ver gevorder dat die patoloog na slegs 'n ondersoek van die
smeer met redelike sekerheid kan vasstel wat die graad van
maligniteit is en of daar 'n radikale operasie of slegs 'n
kleiner ingreep soos byvoorbeeld 'n konusbiopsie nodig is.

Hierdie voorspelling word op die persentasie abnormale
kerne teencor die persentasie maligne selle gegrond.

Die sitoloog verstrek altyd 'n aanbeveling tesame met sy
verslag en dit is belangrik om die aanbeveling te volg omdat
dit dringend nodig kan wees dat 'n histerektomie gedoen moet
word in plaas van slegs 'n konusbiopsie of net opvolgsmere.

Vaginale smere, wat nie hier ter sprake is nie, word
hoofsaaklik gedoen met die doel om die hormonale status van die
pasient te bepaal, omdat dit 'n rol kan speel by habituele
miskraam of by die postmenopausale vrou.

Die Gesondheidsafdeling van die Stadsraad van Pretoria
het op 14 Februarie 1967 begin met die neem van smere vir
sitologiese ondersoek, Aanvanklik is min smere geneem en
ondersoek omdat die laboratorium destyds nog nie die nodige
opgeleide personeel gehad het om "n groot massa smere te onders=
soek nie, Nadat hierdie probleem ocoorkom is, het die aantal
smere wat geneem is begin vermeerder en gedurende die afgelope
jaar het die aantal ondersceke by verskillende klinieke baie
toegeneem.

Die opvolging/...
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Die opvolging van gevalle wat vir herhaling van servikale
smere moet kom is "'n frustrerende deel van hierdie diens. Dit
verg spesiale huisbesoeke deur die verplegingspersoneel en
hoewel die pasiénte belowe dat hulle sal kom, bly hulle dikwels
in gebreke om di& belofte na te komn. Hoe om hierdie probleem
te bowe te kom bly steeds 'n uitdaging. Met meer spesiale
voorligting ten opsigte van die voorkoming van kanker kan daar
in die toekoms moontlik meer welslae behaal word.

Die grootste getal wat herhaal is, is diegene wat na een
jaar weer moes kom. Dit is gevalle wat verlede jaar of
reeds die vorige jaar al gevra is om terug te kom. Baie wvan
hulle is gevalle wat die gesinsbeplanningkliniek bywoon eén wat
gekom het vir jaarlikse opvolging ten opsigte van die lus, wat
ingeplaas is, die gebruik van pille of Depo-provera inspuitings.

Diegene wat vir drie- of sesmaandelikse opvolgondersoeke
moet kom, verskaf die meeste hoofbrekens.

Die moontlikheid dat die verplegingspersoneel, ten tyde
van hul huisbesoeke, die pasiénte nie bevredigend motiveer nie,
kan nie buite rekening gelaat word nie. Hierdie aspek geniet
tans aandag en daar word gehoop om in die toekoms meer
bevredigende resultate te sien.

Soos in die verlede het die Inspektrise van Vroedvroue
hierdie jaar voortgegaan met die neem van kwartaallikse
plaatjies vir bakteriologiese ondersoeke in hierdie verband
by private kraaminrigtings, waarvan daar twee vir Blankes
en twee vir Nieblankes in die stad is.

Resultate van
bakteriologiese ondersoeke het hierdie jaar weer eens bevestig
dat dit tot dusver die mees doeltreffende wyse is om die wvoor=
koms van stafilokokbesmetting te beheer.

Goeief...
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Goeie samewerking is weer eens van die wvier inrigtings
ontvang, veral met betrekking tot die tcocepassing van streng
higiénemaatreéls. Die gevolg daarvan was 'n duidelike afname
in die voorkoms van besmetting.

Die groot probleem by een inrigting, wat kontrole moeilik
maak, 1s dat hy groot getalle bevallings moet hanteer. Dit
beteken dat hulle pasiénte vroeg uit die inrigting moet ontslaan
en die gevolg is 'n aanhoudende en vinnige wisseling van die
pasiEntebevulking. Hoewel dit feitlik 'n onbegonne taak skyn
te wees om 'n oplossing ten opsigte van kontrole hier te vind,
is dit verblydend dat hierdie inrigting nogtans daarin gealnig
het om die voorkoms van besmetting te verminder.

GESUBSIDEERDE MELEKPOEIERSKEMA:

Soos in die verlede, was hierdie skema gedurende die jaar
in werking by die klinieke in Atteridgeville, Saulsville,
Mamelodi, Laudium en Eersterust. Die 4 tot 5 kinders wat ‘die
Proesstraatkliniek verlede jaar besoek het, het hierdie Jnar
nie gekom nie.

'n Massa van een pond melkpoeier per week word aan elke
pasilint uitgereik. Die syfers in die kolom wat die getal
pasiente by die klinieke per maand aangee, weerspieel dus nie
slegs die totale bywoning vir die betrokke maand nie, maar
ook terselfdertyd die hoeveelheid melkpoeier in ponde wat
uitgereik is.

MEDIESE- INSPEKSIEDIENS : KLEUTERSKOLE EN CRECHES.

Gedurende 1970 het die Raad op versoek van '"n groep
ouers van kinders wat kleuterskole em cré&ches in Pretoria
bywoon, besluit om 'n mediese inspeksiediens vir kinders in
hierdie inrigtings in te stel.

Die doel van hierdie diens is om kinders in hierdie
inrigtings in die stad gereeld medies te ondersoek en die
ouers se aandag op enige afwykings wat gevind word, te vestig.
Daar word geen behandeling gegee nie, en die ocuers word versoek
om die kinders na hul private geneesheer of na 'n ander
bestaande instansie te neem vir verdere ondersoek en behandeling.

Die jaar 1971 was die eerste volle kalenderjaar wat die
diens in werking was, en al hierdie inrigtings in Pretoria is
minstens een keer besoek. 'n Hele aantal van hulle is reeds
vir 'n tweede keer gedurende die jaar besoek. Baie goeie
samewerking is van ouers sowel as die inrigtings verkry en in
elegs enkele gevalle het ouers geweier om toestemming tot
ondersoek te gee. In twee van die gevalle was dit in stryd
met die ouers se geloofsoortuigings en in die ander paar
gevalle het die ouers geweier omdat die kind reeds onder
behandeling van 'n kinderarts was en hulle die ondersoeke
dus as onnodig beskou het. Ek wil graag van hierdie geleent=
heid gebruik maak om die ouers sowel as die personeel van die
inrigtings te bedank vir die uitstekende samewerking em hulp
wat ontvang is.

Gedurende die jaar is altesaam 3 109 kinders ondersoek
en by | 044 is sekere afwykings gevind. In 'n hele aantal
gevalle is daar gevind dat die nodige immuniserings nie
bygehou is nie, en is "n briefie aan die ouers gerig waarin
hulle versoek is om toe te sien dat die nodige immuniserings
toegedien word.

Die grootste enkele afwyking wat gevind is, was ten
opsigte van die kinders se tande. Dit was meesal tandkariés
en slegs enkele gevalle is vir ortodonsie verwys.

By 'n redelike groot aantal kinders is X-bene gevind.
Almal is vir verdere ondersoek en behandeling verwys. Die
ander afwyking van die voete en bene was meesal opvallende
gebreke wat reeds aandag ontvang het.

Bo en behalwe die gewone toestande wat gevind is, is

28 kinders vir verdere ondersoek vir albuminurie en 2 kinders
vir verdere ondersoek van glukosurie verwys.

Gedurende/...
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Gedurende die jaar is daar ook 'm begin gemaak met
‘roetine-oogtoetsing van die kleuters en bo en behalwe 'm
aantal kinders wat vir toestande soos strabismus verwys is,
is daar gedurende September begin om die gesigskerpte van die
kleuters te toets. Vyf kinders is reeds vir verdere ondersoek

as gevolg van swak visie verwys.

Altesaam 2 123 briewe is gedurende die jaar aan ouers
gerig om hulle aandag op sekere afwykings te vestig, waarvan
1 747 die ouers aangemaan het om toe te sien dat die kinders
die nodige versterkingsinspuitings kry.

Met die herbesoeke was dit bemoedigend om te vind dat die
meeste kinders reeds behandeling vir die toestande ontvanmg het
of dat hulle intussen die nodige versterkingsinspuitings
ontvang het. Ongelukkig is dit egter dikwels nie moontlik
om uit te vind wat wel met verdere ondersoek gevind is nie,
en wat die behandeling is wat toegedien word mie.

Daar is gevind dat die ouers reeds bewus is van 'n groot
aantal van die opvallender afwykings wat gevind is, maar
daar is ook gevind dat die ouers geheel onbewus is van 'n groot
aantal van die minder opvallende afwykings wat gevind is. Te
cordeel na die werk wat gedoen is gedurende die bietrjie meer
as 'n jaar wat die diens nou aan die gang is, word die mening
gehuldig dat daar werklik 'n leemte op hierdie gebied bestaan
het.

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TANDHEELKUNDIGE DIENSTE

Hoewel die Gesondheidsafdeling van die Stadsraad self
geen tandheelkundige dienste aanbied nie, het daar 'n noue
verband met die plaaslike tandheelkundige kliniek, sedert
die ontstaan van die kliniek, bestaan.

Die tandheelkundige kliniek wat tans as die R.V, Bird=
Tandheelkundige kliniek bekendstaand, was die eerste in sy
soort in die land, en het inderdaad ontstaan uit 'n diens
wat 'n groep tandartse van Pretoria begin het in 'n vertrek
wat deur die Gesondheidsafdeling van die Stadsraad beskikbaar
gestel was.

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GESONDHEIDSVOORLIGTING.

Die positiewe begrip van gesondheid omvat nie net die
afwesigheid van siekte of ongeskiktheid nie, maar 'n toestand
van algehele fisiese, geestelike en sosiale welsyn. Dit kan
nie bereik word deur bloot die siekes en belemmerdes te behandel
nie, maar moet ook die positiewe bevordering van die gemeenskap
se gesondheid insluic. Om hierdie rede is dit gebiedend nood=
saaklik om, benewens al die voorkomende gesondheidsmaatregls wat
die gesondheidsafdeling van 'n plaaslike owerheid instel, ook
die samewerking van die publiek as 'nm geheel te verkry.

Wat nie-persoonlike gesondheidsdienste betref, is dit nie
voldoende dat gereelde inspeksies van behuising, die omgewing,
voedselvervaardiging en melkproduksie asook van die hantering
en verspreiding daarvan, ens. uitgevoer word nie, want dit is
onmoontlik vir enige gesondheidsafdeling om te alle tye oor al
hierdie aktiwiteite toesig te hou. Dit is dus noodsaaklik dat
die aktiewe samewerking van die publiek in verband met hierdie
aangeleenthede verkry word en dit kan alleen bereik word deur
herhaalde en behoorlike gesondheidsvoorligting.

Insgelyks, wat persoonlike gesondheidsdienste betref, kan
al die nodige babaklinieke, immuniseringsgeriewe, voor= en
nabevallingsklinieke en ander dienste deur die gesondheids=
afdeling van die plaaslike owerheid verskaf word, maar sal al
hierdie geriewe sonder die aktiewe samewerking van die publiek
nutteloos wees.

Dit is dus hierdie Afdeling se beleid dat elke personeellid
gesondheidsvoorligting aktief onderneem in hy of haar daaglikse
aanraking met die publiek. Dit is ook in ocoreenstemming met
die beleid van die Staatsgesondheidsdepartement ingevolge waarvan
alle gesondheidspersoneel wat in terugbetalingsposte van plaass=
like owerhede aangestel word, minstens twintig persent van hulle
tyd aan gesondheidsvoorligting moet bestee.

As gevolg van die uitstekende samewerking wat van die pers
en die Suid-Afrikaanse Uitsaaikorporasie ontvang word, word
gesondheidsvoorligting voortdurend deur middel van hierdie
media gegee.

Benewens hierdie metodes word amptenare van die Afdeling
gereeld uitgenooi om sekere groepe toe te spreek of lesings
oor '"n verskeidenheid gesondheidsonderwerpe te gee.

Daar dit hierdie Afdeling se beleid is dat soveel moontlik
van sy personeellede in gesundheldsvunrllgtlng upgele; moet
wees, het die Raad besluit om_ die Nasionale Diploma in Gesonds=
heidsvoorligting te erken as 'n kwalifikasie wvir senioriteits=
doeleindes by die verpleg1ngspersunee1 en die gesondhe;ds-
inspektoraat. Gedurende die oorsigjaar het tienm lede van die
verplegingspersoneel en veertien lede van die gesondheids=
inspektoraat hierdie kursus met welslae aan die Pretoriase
Kollege vir Gevorderde Tegniese Oanderwys afgelé.

Om verskeie redes (beperkte gebruik, die ontstaan wvan
groot pluimveeboerderye tesame met die braaihoendernywerheid
wat sy eie slaggeriewe het, ens.), het die Stadsraad van
Pretoria besluit om die pluimveeslagplaas vanaf | Julie 1971
te sluit. Die gebou word sedert hierdie datum vir ander
doeleindes gebruik.

2. Nuwe Slagplaas:

Die behoefte aan 'n nuwe abattoir vir Pretoria bestaan
reeds baie jare lank. Geleidelik het die eise om verbeterde
of nuwe slaggeriewe nie alleen in Pretoria nie, maar oor die
hele Republiek toegeneem. Uiteindelik het die Minister wan
Landbou-tegniese Dienste bekend gemaak dat plaaslike besture
nuwe slagplase kan oprig teen 'm bedryfswins van een persent
(1Z) en dat lenings tot verbetering van huidige abattoirs
simpatieke oorweging sou geniet.

Hy het verder 'n berocep op plaaslike owerhede gedoen om,
soos in die verlede, slagplase as 'n diens aan die gemeenskap
te bedryf. Plaaslike owerhede wou egter 'n groter winsmarge
as die 12 wat aangekondig is, he. Daar kon egter tot geen
vergelyk geraak word nie en verskeie plaaslike owerhede het
die Minister in kennis gestel dat hulle nie langer in die
voortgesette bedryf, of in die oprigting van nuwe slagplase,
belang stel nie.

Intussen het samesprekings tussen belanghebbende instansies
vir die oprigting van 'm nuwe moderne slagplaas vir Pretoria,

op hoe vlak plaasgevind. Eers is 'n perseel (Raadseiendom)
by Sandfontein - grensende aan die Hercules-Magaliesburgspoors=
lyn - aangewys. Dit is egter nie aanvaar nie en uiteindelik

het die Minister besluit op "'n perseel wat tussen Bon Accord en
Pyramids buite die stadsgrens en sowat 16 km wvan die sentrale
stadsgebied af, aan die hoofspoorlyn na die noorde, gelee 1s,.

Dit is dus onwaarskynlik dat die Stadsraad self 'n nuwe
slagplaas sal oprig.

3. Veranderings en Aanbouings:

Omdat daar intussen aan die vereistes van die Wet op
Higiéne by Diereslag, Vleis- en Dierlike Produkte (1967)
voldoen moet word en dit ook noodsaaklik geword het om die
deurset van die huidige slagplaas te verhoog, moes daar aandag
aan opknapping en verbetering geskenk word. Wadat daar ocorleg
gepleeg is tussen die Stadsraad, die Departement van Landbou-

tegniese/...

tegniese Dienste, die Abattoirkommissie en die Vleisraad is
daar besluit om die huidige slagplaas diensbaar te maak vir
'n verdere sewe jaar. Konsultante is aangestel en die
beraamde koste van die verbeterings beloop ongeveer R800 000.
'n Lening is teen 'n billike rentekoers van die Vleisraad
verkry. Werksaamhede het in die tweede helfte van die jaar
begin en het reeds ver gevorder.

Die prosesse, wat veral vanuit 'n higiéniese ocogpunt
beskou, onaanvaarbaar was, was hoofsaaklik die varkslagting,
die verwerking van die afval en die afslag van beeste op die
vioer.

Om hierdie tekortkominge die hoof te bied, is eerstens 'n
sentrale tweeverdiepinggebou beplan. Hier sal skape en varke
aan '"n bewegende band:verwerk word. Afval, huide en velle
sal op die grondverdieping verwerk word terwyl daar 'n klein
koelkamer vir skoonafval ingebou sal word. Bloed sal van
dié gebou na die fabriek waar "mn nuwe bloeddroogapparaat
geinstalleer sal word, gepomp word.

Tweedens sal die beesslagproses gemeganiseer word sodat
karkasse deurlopend aan 'n bewegende band hanteer sal word en
die afvalle saam daarmee sal beweeg op 'n bewegende tafelband.
Die afvalle sal na die afvalseksie in die sentrale gebou
vervoer word,

Afgekeurde materiaal sal in die toekoms fyngemaal en
direk in die drukpotte in die fabriek ingepomp word. Hier=
deur behoort baie hantering en diefstal uitgeskakel te word.

Vir sover dit verkoeling betref, is twee van die vier
koelkamers al na direkte uitsetting oorgeskakel en word
karkasse nie meer met pekel vanaf die dak besmet nie. Die
ander twee kamers sal moontlik vroeg in 1972 beskikbaar wees.

Ongelukkig sal bevriesing vir maselbesmettekarkasse nog
nie beskikbaar wees nie en dit sal nog elders moet geskied.

Die uitbreiding van kraalgeriewe is reeds voltooi sodat
varke en skape nou aan die westekant en beeste aan die
costekant gehuisves word. Die slagplaas beskik nou oor
kraalgeriewe vir:

1 400 beeste

4 000 skape
800 varke en
50 ekwides.

Die nuwe sentrale gebou behoort teen die einde van 1972
beskikbaar te wees, terwyl die meganisasie van die beesslagting
probleme kan oplewer en moontlik kan wvercorsaak dat daar 'n
tyd lank geen beeste geslag kan word nie.

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'n Hele aantal sake sal nog oorweeg moet word, 500S
bv. die aanbou van kantore, die hoérmaak van die veilige=
heidsheining, die regulering van verkeer, ens.

Die beleid van die Abattoirkommissie in verband met
die bou van "n nuwe abatteir sal in 'n groot mate bepaal
watter verbeterings by die huidige slagplaas nog aangebring
sal moet word.

4. Finansieel:

Die Abattoirgelde om die onkoste van die verbeterings
te dek, is nog nie verhoog nie omdat dit in hierdie stadium
nog moeilik is om die presiese onkoste te beraam. Binne=
kort sal daar egter aandag hieraan geskenk moet word.

5 Toevoer van Slagvee:

Die toevoer van slagvee het aansienlik toegeneem in
vergelyking met die vorige jaar. Die redes hiervoor is
kortliks soos volg:

Gunstige weersomstandighede en verbeterde metodes
van veeboerdery in Noord-Transvaal waarvandaan die
meeste beeste ontvang word, het die aantal beeste wat
geslag is, heelwat laat toeneem.

Swak weidingstoestande in die Karroostreek, tesame
met die Regering se Veeverminderingsskema, het tot
gevolg gehad het dat daar by tye groot getalle skape vir
glagting aangebied is. Dit het aanleiding daartoe
gegee dat daar dikwels oortyd geslag moes word. Dié&
groot besendings het dikwels ernstige verlies as gevolg
van uitputting en vervoersiekte verocorsaak. Baie skape
het dood aangekom of in die krale gevrek. Teen die
einde van die jaar het die toevoer van skape weer afgeneem
sodat daar nie voldoende skape beskikbaar was nie. Die
toevoer van beeste en varke het egter toegeneem sodat
daar in die stad se vleisbehoeftes voorsien kon word.
Oor die algemeen was die gehalte van slagdiere bevredigend

en dié van varke het selfs verbeter. Moontlik sal
varkvleis belangriker word namate skaapvleis skaarser
word.

Daar word nog steeds baie min bokke by hierdie
slagplaas ontvang.

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C. NEWEPRODUKTE:

Ernstige probleme is gedurende die jaar by die newe=
produktefabriek ‘as gevolg van meganiese defekte in die

toerusting ondervind. Die gevolg hiervan was dat daar nie
aan die wetlike vereistes ten opsigte van die samestelling
van bloed- en karkasmeel voldoen kon word nie. Groot

hoeveelhede bloed kon met tye nie verwerk word nie en moes
in die rioolstelsel ingelaat word, terwyl afgekeurde
materiaal en dooie diere (veral skape) begrawe moes word.

Hoewel fasiliteite by die neweproduktefabriek uiters
beknop is, word verwag dat neweprodukte merkbaar sal

verbeter nadat die nodige veranderings aangebring en moderne
toerusting geinstalleer is.

D. AFKEURINGS:

Siektetoestande wat aangetref is:

Beeste: Soos in die verlede was masels (sistiserkose) die
rede vir die meeste afkeurings alhoewel die persentasie
besmette karkasse ietwat afgeneem het.

'n Groot aantal karkasse of dele daarvan is

afgekeur weens etterbesoedeling. Die absesse kom in
die buik=- of pelvisholtes voor en word in die slagproses
gebreek. Baie lewers moet ook weens absesse afgekeur
word.

Soos verwag kan word, as gehoringde diere oor
groot distandies vervoer word, vind kneusing neg in "n
groot mate plaas.

'n Interessante toestand wat eers as 'n kneusing
aangesien is, het later geblvyk van parasitére corsprong
te wees. Groenerige of bloedbevlekte, jellieagtige
letsels verskyn langs die rug en nek van die bees. Hulle
word veroorsaak deur 'm wurm van die genus Parafilaria en
toon 'n eosinofiliese infiltrasie. Die wurms 18 net
onder die vel waardeur hulle geboor het om sodoende kleinmn
bloedinkies te veroorsaak. Skynbaar bevat die bloed
larwes wat oorgedra word aan insekte wat die bloed kom
suip.

Onderstepoort/...
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Onderstepoort se wetenskaplikes het baie monsters

van die slagplaas gekry en werk tans aan die nasporing
van die lewenssiklus van die wurm.

Tuberkulose het ook weer in 'n klein mate voorgekom
en meesal by diere wat positief gereageer het op die
tuberkulientoets.

Boere stuur nog steeds diere wat besmet is met
olifantsvel (besnoitiose) in 'n vroeée stadium, met die
hoop om sodoende die siekte in hulle kuddes uit te roei.

Weer eens is daar geen gevaarlike episobtiese siekte
ontdek nie. Baie lewers word afgekeur vir parasité@re
besmetting, waaronder lewerslak die meeste voorkom.

Skape en Bokke: Weer eens kon die toestand wat aanleiding
tot die meeste afkeurings gegee het, onder die opskrif
“"sterwend" aangegee word. Dit was meesal diere
wat aan vervoertoksemie gely het. Bo en behalwe die
karkasse wat afgekeur moes word, is sowat 2 000 skape
gedurende die jaar aan hierdie toestand 6f dood in die
krale 6f hulle moes vankant gemaak word. Gelukkig word
die toestande waaronder diere vervoer word deur Veeartseny=
kundiges ondersoek met die hoop om wantoestande uit te
skakel en ander moontlike verbeterings aan te bring.
Kaasagtige limfadenitis kom ook nog in 'm groot mate
voor, veral in Merinoskape en vercorsaak die afkeuring
van baie organe en karkasse.

Groot getalle lewers word nog steeds afgekeur weens
parasitére besmetting met organismes soos Stilesia
hepatica en lewerslak.

Varke: Sistiserkose (masels) word nog dikwels gevind in
varke wat van die Bantoegebiede afkomstig 1s.

Die afkeurings wat gedoen moes word vir gangreen
en kneusing was gewoonlik as gevolg van gevegte wat
tussen vreemde varke of tussen bere ontstaan het.

Tuberkulose kom nog in '"n geringe mate voor en
wel as gelokaliseerde letsels in die keelkliere.

Ekwides: Geen noemenswaardige siektes is gevind nie, net
'n paar gevalle van kwaadaardige gewasse.

MUSKIETBESTRYDING:

Die werksaamhede van hierdie Seksie behels die verwydering
van onkruid en gras langs die walle van spruite, damme en
besproeiingsvore, die opvul van dongas waarin reénwater kan
staan asook die behandeling van alle staande water met verskillende
muskietlarwedodendemiddels. Die gebied strek cor 'mn oppervlak
van nagenoeg 56 980 hektaar. Twee-en-dertig (32) Bantoe-
arbeiders onder die toesig van Blankes verrig hierdie belangrike
taak. Alle werksaamhede word, sover prakties moontlik, volgens
'n voorafbeplande program uitgevoer en alle potensiéle broeiplekke
van muskiete word minstens een maal binne die bestek van agt dae
besoek en bespuit.

Tien (10) Bantoes is vir die spuitwerk afgesonder. Hulle
is genoodsaak om spuitapparaat en 'n voorraad spuitstof op hul
fietse te vervoer en beweeg hoofsaaklik deur die veld en langs
voetpaadjies om by spruite, vore, damme en ander plekke waar
water gewoonlik staan, te kan kom.

Die spuitseisoen het op 2 Januarie 1971 begin en daar is
met die werk volgehou tot einde Mei waarna dit 3 maande lank
gestaak is weens die koue weersomstandighede wanneer muskiet=
broeiery tot 'n minimum beperk is.

Aan die beginm van September is die spuitwerk hervat en
daarmee is volgehou tot 31 Desember. Gedurende die 3 maande
wanneer daar nie gespuit word nie, word hierdie Bantoes by die
ander Bantoe-arbeiders, wat gemoeid is met die skoonmaak van
spruite, damme, vore, ens., ingeskakel.

Min las is van muskiete gedurende die eerste helfte van
die jaar ondervind. Nadat die reenseisoen begin het, is
geleidelik meer klagtes oor muskiete ontvang, veral van private
persele af. Intensiewe bestrydingsmaatreiéls is toepepas en
raad is gegee aan private persone aangaande muskietbestryding.

Geen malariadraende muskiete, A. gambia of A. funestus,
is binne die Pretoriase gebied aangetref nie. Volwasse
A. maculipensis- en Aédes aegypti-muskiete is hier en daar in
gebiede soos Kilner Park, Silverton en East Lynne aangetref.

Soog in die verlede, is die meeste klagtes cor muskiete
uit gebiede en voorstede waar sypelrinule_an septiese tenks
nog in gebruik is, ontvang. Gedurende die D?semberskaol-
vakansie en die tydperk wanneer bouwerk tydelik gestaak word :
in Desember, het die muskietelas weer eens 'n hoogtepunt bereik.

Talle/...
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Talle broeiplekke is in ongebruikte swembaddens; visdammetjies,
leé blikke en ou motorbande op private siendomme aangetraf,
terwyl die bewoners met vakansie weg was. Dit het tot gevolg
gehad dat bestrydingsmaatreels selfs op private eiendomme
toegepas moes word. Daar het ook heelwat muskietbroeiery

by onvoltooide geboue in kelderverdiepings, hyserskagte en
uitgrawings voorgekom. Hierdie plekke moes ook behandel word
terwyl die verantwoordelike persone weg was met vakansie.

585 liter muskietlarwedodende middels wat D.D.T. bevat
sowel as 1 102,5 liter anti-malariaolie is gedurende die
eerste vyf maande van die jaar vir muskietbestryding gebruik.

Sedert | September egter, toe die spuitwerk teen
muskietbroeiery na die winter hervat is, is daar oorgeskakel
na die gebruik van 'n middel teen muskietlarwes wat geen
D.D.T. bevat nie en tot 1 deel op 600 verdun moet word. Van
hierdie middel is daar van | September 1971 tot 3] Desember
1971 25,5 liter gebruik.

Twaalf kleinhoewes binne die munisipale gebied waar
groente gekweek word, sowel as die terrein van die vuurhoutjie=
fabriek in Pretoria-Wes, die watervore van die Les Marais-
besproeiingsraad en die spruit wat deur die Universiteitsproef=
plaas vloei, is volgens ooreenkoms weekliks besoek en bestrydings=
maatreels is toegepas.

Die groenteboere en ander betrokke instansies het hulle
volle samewerking verleen en die vereiste geld vir hierdie
dienste aan die Raad betaal.

KNAAGDIERBESTRYDING:

Bestrydingsmaatreels word intensief toegepas op alle
munisipale eiendomme insluitende "Munitoria", die kragsentrales
te Pretoria-Wes en Rooiwal, by die rioolwerke te Pretoria-
sentraal, Rooiwal en Baviaanspoort, by die Rietvleiwaterwerke,
die Fonteinedal, die Slagplaas en alle munisipale geboue in die
Nieblankegebiede van Saulsville, Atteridgeville, Mamelodi,
Eersterust en Laudium, asook by alle munisipale parke en
ontspanningsterreine en diverse eiendomme wat deur die Raad aan=
gekoop is met die oog op toekomstige nntwikkeling van die stad.

8y werksaamhede behels die hentrjdlng
van kakkerlakke, vismotte, rotte en muise, ens. wat in die
verlede heelwat las in kombuise, pakkamers en kantore )
veroorsaak het. Onder die gebou in die kelderverdieping is
daar heelwat staande water wat insyfer en voortdurend u1tgepnmp
moet word. In hierdie water vind heelwat muskietbroeiery
plaas en gevolglik moet dit gereeld daarteen behandel word.

Op die grondoppervlak om die gebou is daar reenwaterafvnarkanala
met roosters daaroor aangebr1ng. Water waarin muskiete kan
broei, staan dikwels na reénbuie hierin. Hierdie plekke word
ook gereeld behandel.

Lokaas vir muise en rotte word ook voortdurend deur die

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SLUMOPRUIMING.

Pretoria is waarskynlik die stad in die Republiek wat
die vinnigste groei en as gevolg hiervan kan daar verwag word
dat behulslngtnestande nie deurgaans tred kan hou met die
vinnige bevolkingstoename nie. Hierdie Afdeling het egter
nogtans daarin geslaag om die aantal slumwonings en ander
onwenslike soorte huisvesting tot 'n minimum te beperk.

Daar bestaan nog steeds 'n aanvraag na boupersele vir
die uprigting van wonings en in hierdie verband is daar ook
nog steeds 'n besondere uitbreiding van die stad waar te neem,
Die stygende pryse van boupersele en die gelyktydige hoe
boukoste wek kommer want baie gesinne wat nie sulke pryse vir
huisvesting kan betaal nie,deel dan reeds geokkupeerde wonings
met ander gesinne of betrek buitegeboue of ander onbevredigende
geboue.

In sy huisbesitskemas pas die Raad reeds die afgelope
jare '"n beleid tot wvoordeel van gesinne in sekere laere
inkomstegroepe toe. Op hierdie wyse word heelwat huise
beskikbaar gestel. Daar word steeds aandag aan verdere uit=
breiding hiervan geskenk.

| Minder ernstige slumtoestande soos oorbewoning, ontoereikende
kook=, was=- en reinigingsgeriewe en die onbehoorlike skeiding

van geslagte het wel voorgekom en kon hoofsaaklik toegeskryf

word aan 'n woningtekort. Kennisgewings is bestel aan eienaars
of bewoners van persele waar hierdie oortredings van die Slums=
regulasies voorgekom het, maar daar was geen rede vir besorgd=
heid nie omdat die meeste oortreders aan die vereistes wat gestel
is, voldoen het. Meer drastiese stappe was slegs in "n paar

uitsonderlike gevalle nodig geag.

Weens die stygende druk van normale werk kon omvattende
gebiedsopnames nie onderneem word nie. In die uitvoering van
sy normale pligte het optrede deur dié Seksie tot gevolg gehad
dat heelwat onbevredigende persele gesloop is en gepaardgaande
slumtoestande is daardeur uit die weg geruim.

Die uiterlike voorkoms van baie van die ouer woongeboue
is besonder misleidend en sekere van die klagtes oor hierdie
soort geboue is na ondersoek ongegrond gevind, omdat geen
gesondheidsmisstande bestaan het nie.

Benewens inspeksies van private wonings en ander woon=
geboue en die ondersoek van klagtes oor vermoedelike slums=
toestande, rapporteer hierdie Seksie ook ocor eiendomme wat die
Raad aankoop of onteien in verband met die verskillende projekte
wat die Raad beplan.

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SUIWEL- EN VEEARTSENYKUWDEBEHEER.

A. INLEIDING:

Die Stad se melkvoorraad is afkomstig van 'n groot
aantal plaasmelkerye wat hoofsaaklik in plattelandse gebiede
gelee is, en in 'n mindere mate van 'n paar plaasmelkerye
binne die stadsgrense. Die verspreiding van melk en sekere
melkprodukte word behartig deur 2 produsent-verspreiders
(gelisensieer om net "gesertifiseerde rou melk en room" te
verkoop), 92 verspreidingsdepots en 42] melkwinkels, kafees,
restaurante, ens. Al die melk, behalwe "gesertifiseerde rou
melk en room", word in 4 moderne pasteuriseringsinstallasies
gepasteuriseer.

Seisoensoorproduksie het soos in die verlede 'm surplus=
melkprobleem geskep. Die Melkraad, wat in 1964 tot stand
gekom het, het onder andere die funksie om die produksie en
bemarking van melk te reguleer en om daardeur 'mn billike en
aanvaarbare prys vir die produsent, die verspreider em die
verbruiker te probeer verseker met die oog op die stabilisering
van die varsmelknywerheid. Om die steeds toenemende hoeveel=
heid surplus melk wat gedurende die spitsproduksietydperk in
die somer aan die stad gelewer word, te bedwing, het die
Melkraad in 1970 'n kwotastelsel vir produsente ingestel, wat
teen die einde van 1971 nog van krag was. 'n Spesiale betaling
van 'n "winterpremie" aan produsente is ook ingestel as 'm
verdere poging om die surplusprobleem te bedwing en terselfdertyd
te verseker dat daar ruim voorsiening van melk is gedurende
tydperke van lae produksie.

Hoewel baie produsente nog met die hand melk, het 'm
beduidende aantal na meganiese melkery en grootmaathantering
van melk ocorgeskakel. (Installering van melkmasjiene en
verkoelde grootmaatplaastenks.) Die algemene neiging (veral
in die geval van nuwe produsente) is na die oprigting van
moderne melklokale met al die bykomende geriewe. Statistieke
toon dat nie minder nie as 213 melkmasjiene en 249 verkoelde
grootmaatplaasmelktenks aan die einde van die ocorsigtydperk
in gebruik was, wat 'n toename van onderskeidelik 85 (66,4%)
en 42 (20,2%) bo dié wvan die vorige tydperk toon.

Hierdie gebied maak "n deel uit van die Hoeveld
van die Transvaal en is goed bekend wvanwee sy hoe gemiddelde
reenval en intensiewe oesproduksie. Ongeveer 35 persele 1@
ten noorde van die stad buite die omtrek van 80 km in 'n semi-
bosveld streek.
