In tarns of saction 23(b) of the Health Act | hava the pleasurs of sbaitting to you the seventy-sevanth annual report
of the Medical Officer of Health of the City of Pratoria.

During the latter report of 1980 an outbreak of cholera cccurred in a Black hoseland in Eastern Transvaal and subses
quantly spread up to the boundaries of Pretoria. Although thers <ere 3 fow "imported® cases among the Black population
of Pretoria, cholera, which is spread by vater, constitutes po threat to cities such as Pretoria whers purified vater
is supplied and an affective sewerage system sxists.

Tuberculosis still remains the greatsst public health problem in the community and the increase in the number of cases
_notified may, in sy opinion, be ascribed to a mors intansive campaign to trace cases. The problam as fap as tubercus
logis is concerned, is that cases now notified may have contracted the disease ten or tuenty years ago or lenger and
that certain organises may have remained dormant in lesions that vers apparently healed.

In regard to births among the Black population use is made of the figurss for births notified to the Health Departasnt
in terss of section 165 of the Local Government Ordinance, no 17 of 1939, The reason for this is that only a small
portion of the number of births of Black babiss is registersd and that difficulties have been experisncad .ith the par=
manent residential addresses of mothers of Black babies of vhom births had indsed been registersd.

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IWFECTIQUS AND OTHER MOTIFIABLE DISEASES

A naw 11st of medical conditions notifiable ihroughout the country, came into force with the publication of
Bovernment Motice RI1802 of 24 August 1979,

Excluding tuberculosis, 354 cases of infectious or other notifiable diseases wers reported to the Depariment.
This figure reprasents an decrease in comparison with that for last year when it vas 406. The cases of measles
notified, probably reflects only a very saall portion of the fncidence.

INFECT10US-DISEASES HOSPITAL

This haspital, an institution with 90 beds, was the property of the City Council of Pretoria and is situated
in the grounds of the H.F. Veruoard Hospital.

As 2 result of the decline in the incidence of cartain infectious dizeasss, especially diphtheria and pﬂ'_t‘lb-
myelitis quite a number of beds that were used for isolation purposes have become superfluous. Tuo wards of
this hospital, with a total of 62 beds, vers leased to the Transvaal Department of Hospital Services with the
rasult that 28 beds wers available for cases suffering from infectious diseases.

Ouring 1977 the buildings were expropriated by the Transvaal Provincial Adainistration, but the 28 beds
are still availabla for the treatment by the City Health Department of White patients suffering from imfactious
diseases.

Asian and Coloursd patients are adnitted to a section of the H.F. Verwoerd Hospital and Black people to the
hospital at Ga-Rankuwa,

FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

The H.F. Veruoerd Hospital supplies all nursing staff, dispensing requiresents, X-ray facilities, rations,
linen and laundering, steam, Tight and water, and also bears certain specified costs of saintanance of buildings
and equipment.

The City Coungil in return pays a fixed sum per patient per day for those patients for vhich it accepts
financial responsibility. '

In addition, by mutual agreement, the Specialist Staff of the H.F. Verwoerd Hespital is available for cone
sultation at the Infectious-diseases Hospital, while the City Council's Medical Officers provide a twenty-four
hour infectious-diseases consultation service which is used and appreciatad particularly by the staff of the
Cagualty and Adaissions Jections of the H.F. Verwoerd Hospital.

AREAS SERVED

These include the Pretoria municipal area, its peri-urban arsas and the Northern and Horth-western Transvaal ,
but patients are accepted froa any other area which happens to be hawving difficulty in acconmodating its own
patisnts during, for example, an epidemic.

AMBULANCE ARRANGEMENTS

The Pretoria City Council provides its own infectious-diseases ambulance servics, while other local authoriti
send their patients in by rail, taxi or asbulance as tha occasion demands.

The probles is, howaver, that should a woman contract the disease during the first trimester of pregnancy,
thers axists a very strong possibility of her baby being born uith congenital abnormalities. With a view
to praventing these probless, the Council resolved a fow years ago to insunize all the standard five girls

in provincial schools in Pretoria against rubella with a freeze-dried 1ive vaccine,

This fsmunization is

performed at the schools every year. During 1980 31 479 girls wers imsunized against rubella at 37 schoels

in Pretoria,

decause of the danger posed by rubella during early pregnancy, routine tests ars perforsed at the
fretoria Maternity Hospital to establish whether or not women who are admitted for their confinesent, are

imaune to ruballa.

If they are not immune, these women are then immunized so as to pravent thea froa

contracting the disease during a subsequent pregnancy. During 1980 350 women were imsunized here against

The visits which the 8lack, Asian and Coloured Hurses pay fo the homes of tubarculotics are with the al.rﬁmJ
of investigating the home circumstances of patients, to do health educational work, to persuade difficult patients
to undergo treatment, to see to it that contacts or patients take their medicinae, ate.

The work of the messengers is sainly to deliver letters at the homes of tuberculotics summoning thea to
the Clinic.

VIIT, VISITS TO EMPLOYERS

Systematic visits to businesses and factories were continued this year with the purpose of doing health
education work and at the same time to ascertain the fellowing:

Is the eaployer preparad to:

1. re-eaploy the tuberculotic? |
2. send the patient every day, or 3 tioes a week, to the clinic for injections?

3.  issue tablets, which are provided, to the patiant?

4. have injections given at work in instances whers the business or factory employs a nursal

3. at intervals and without financial loss to send the patient for doctors! or X-ray climics to the Clinic?

All the inforsation cbtained in this way is recorded. Copies thereof are available to all the clinics and
snable the doctor to arrange the most suitable treatment for every patient.



Tubarculosis will only ba affectively cosbated if health aducation can be undertaken on a larger scale to
reach the family itself and in particular, with our large number of Mon-White tuberculotics, the smpleyers. It
will only be possible to implement fully the Government Health Department's new approach to treat patients in a
reasonably good physical condition either at home or at work, if adequate health sducatfon could reach the
employer and his cooperation is ensured. In Pretoria it has definitaly been found that the reason why eaployers
did not aluays cooperate in combating tuberculosis, was not umwillingness, but in fact ignorance as to the
synptoss and treatment of tuberculosis.

The wisits to businesses and factories are invaluable. Not only are we now axperiencing esxcellent cooperation
by employers, but we are now able to hospitalize much fewer patients than we did in 1370,

IX. TSHEPONG - SOUTH AFRICAM MATIONAL TUBERCULOSIS ASSOCIATION SETTLEMENT AT PRETORIA

Thera are 135 beds available for tuberculotics in the Settlement. Complate sadical coverage is prowided
by two Medical Officers of the Health Department of the City Council.

The hospital is visited twica a week by one of the Medical Officers and during these visits all problea
cases are seen, complaints heard and assistance given with social problems. Further, all nev cases ars subaitted
to a thorough medical sxamination and the doctor decides on treatment, duration of stay, etc. Once a vesk X-ray
plates are read of patients uho reported for follow-up X-rays. Ouring the session patients are transfarred to
out-clinics.

.Ili; clinics for Mon-Ahites are held at verfous cantres. The main clinics, by far the largest, are cone
ductad at the municipal clinic in Proas 5treet. Sassions are also hald at Atteridgeville, Hamelodi and
Eersterust Polyclinics,

The staff at the Proes Street Clinic consists of a Medical Officer, a White Sister, two Non-dhita Sisters
and two Hon-White orderlies, all of vhom also assist at other climics.

The Medical Officer in charge of the Proes Street Sick Parade Clinic conducts all four sessions at the
Cantral Clinic, whila the sessions at the other canires are conductad by other Medical Officars of the De-
partment. Thers is thus a total of seven sessions a week for Non-whites in Preteria, and three centrss in
the Non-White residential areas, at which patients may present theaselves daily for treatment (excluding
Saturdays and Sundays). Sessions last approximately two hours.

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Tracing of contacts of Mon-Whites attending the Central (linic which caters to a large extent for domestic
servants resoved froa their norsal family circle, is sometines difficult because of the casual nature of the
association, the nusber of axposures with different pariners, and the difficulty of obtaining any sort of an
address. An appreciable nusber of patients however, respond fo our request to advise their contacts theas
salves fo attend clinfcs.

At the Polyclinics in the Black residantial areas we have been more successful, primarily because scas
of the factors mentioned in the preceeding paragraph do not operate to the same extent in these areas.

Absentaeisa or interruption of a course of treatment is not a great preblem, as a Black person, once he
has started the treataent, is mostly only too willing to report until cured. When he doss becoms 2n absentes,
it is often by force of circumstances, not by choice,

CYTOLOGICAL EXAMINATION OF CERVICAL SMEARS

Cytological examination of carvical smears of women of a cartain age group forms an fmportant link in pras
ventive sedicine. Mot only is it possible to diagnose various infectious conditions, but malignancy can be dis=
coverad at such an aarly staga, that it can be cured by 2 seall surgical operation with the result that the mother
is often able to ba with her faaily for sany mors yvears.

As in the case with the skin, the surface cells of the aucuous mesbranes of the cervix and vagina are constantly
discarded and replaced by new calls formed in the basal sesbrane of the sucuous membrane and pushed up. Calls
that axfoliate in this way, retain the characteristics of the site from vhich they have exfoliated. |f, for axample
they exfoliate from an area vhich is inflamed, they will show signs of inflammation, and if they originate from a
place which is busy undergoing malignant change, they will show the characteristics of the malignant change. By
seans of a microscopic examination, after special staining, of smears containing these cslls, the pathologist is
able to make a diagnosis of the condition of the organs where these cells have exfoliatad. The study of exfoliative
cytology has now advanced to such a stage that the pathelogist is able, after serelv examining the saear, to
ascertain with reasonable certainty the degras of nalignancy and whether a radical operation or mersly a smaller
operation, as for example a conus biopsy, is necessary.

This pradiction is based on the percantage abnormal nuclei as against the percentage nalignant cells.

The table on page 50 gives a summary of the various disease conditions which the pathologist may observe from
the cervical smears and also how this is intarpreted and what action he would recommend at the various degrses of

zalignancy.
Those falling in groups 2(b) to & according to the above classifications ara regarded as POSITIVE. These

patients are referred to the Gynaecology Out-patients Department of the H.F. Verwoerd Hospital as urgent cases.
To those falling in groups 1 to 2(a) appropriata trsatment is given, if necessary, and follow-up smears ars taken.

The cytologist alvays furnishes a recomsendation with his report and it is fsportant to follow the recomsens
dation because it may be urgently necessary that a hysterectomy be performed instead of mersly a conus biopsy or
follow-up smears only.

Yaginal saears, which do not enter the picturs here, are done aainly with the purpose of determining the
hormonal status of the patient because this may play a role in habitual miscarriage or with the post-senopausal
woman.

The Health Department of the City Council of Pretoria commenced taking smears for cytological examination on
1 February 1967.
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Saears are taken of the following persons:
1. Family Planning Clinics

Saears are taken of all new patients, White as vell as Non-white. Ssears are also taken of all patients who
come for follow-up examination.

2. Ante-natal Clinics
(a) White

Smears are taken of all women of thirty years or older who report here. Whers thers are any suspicious
syaptoms, smears are also taken of younger women,

(b) MNon-Whits
Bacausa of the very largs number of women who attend the clinfecs, it is not possible to take a smear of
everyone as a routine measurs. Saears are, howaver, taksn of all patients who report for a post-natal examination
and who are thirty years or older, as well as of younger patisnts whers thers are any suspicious symptoams.
Attention is paid in particular to those who intimate that they requirs family planning advice,

The reports of the pathologist in fact showed that the taking of smears of this younger group with
suspicious symptoms was justified.

RESULTS OF SMEARS »
During the year smears wers taken of 12 920 (12 583) women of whom 3 433 (3 255) wers White patients.

The following tables give a sussary of the cases vhers abnormalities were found.

A total of 1572 (2 119) Mon-¥hite cases were recommendad for follow-up sxaminations because sbnormal calls
had been found.

Although it 15 felt that the taking of cervical smears of women iz an cbvious task, thers ars two problens
in respect of Non-White women for which thers is apparently no self-evidant and satisfactory solutien.

These problems are:

1. The nuaber of women who have to come for a follow-up examination and who fail to do 30 in spite of home visits
by our nursing staff to encourage them to come. The nusbers, aspecially this year, give a good sxplanation why the
staff feel frustrated and unhappy zbout the results.

2. The large percentage of drop-out cases with a positive smear, who are referred to the hospital and in respect
of whom no report is recaived from the hospital. This probles has been discussed repeatadly with the hospital
staff. From these discussions it appears that a certain number never attend the hospital and we cannot trace
thea again.

We are nevertheless convincad that the above probleas are not sufficient reason to discontinue the
servica,

STAPHYLOCOCCAL INFECTIONS

The incidence of staphylococcal infection in private maternity homes is described fully slsewners in this
report under lNotifiable Diseases.

As in the past, the Inspectress of Midwives continued this year with the taking of quarterly slides for
bactsriological axamination in this regard froam private satarnity homes, of which thers are two for Whites and
tuo for Mon-Whitas in the city.

The staff perseverad with sducation in respect of strict hygiens measurss as well as the application thersof.
Results from bacteriological sxaminations this year again confirmed that to date this is the mast effective
pethod to control the incidence of staphylococcal infections.

Bood co-operation was onca again received from the four institutions, particularly in regard to the applica=
tion of strict hygiens seasures. The result was a distinct decrsase in the incidance of infection.

The great problem at one institution, which makes control extremely difficult, is the large number of cone
finements 1t has to handla. This seans that thers is early discharge of fts patients from the institution,
rasulting in a continual rapid charge in the patiant population. Although it appears to be a practically
iapossible task to find a solution in respect of contrel of infaction here, it iz gratifying that this in=
stitution naverthaless succesdad in reducing the incidance of infaction.

At present Non-white pregnant vomen are not immunized against policayelitis at the municipal ants-natal clinics
as a routing measurs. Any patient vho requests this, would recaive it immediately. If at any time it should appear
that this policy should be revised, this would be done at onca.

HEARING TESTS FOR POSSIBLE DEAFMESS

Since the beginning of the year 1973 efforts have been made to trace possible cases of deafmess in babies and
young children by means of rough hearing tests.

The procedurs is as follows:

(a) Every health visitor carriad out the tests on revisiting the baby at home. Because revisits take place
avery three months, if possible, the ages of these babies varied from four to six senths.

) 1f during the first visit she heard from the mother that it appears to her that the baby is not aware
of sounds, she made a point of getting the baby either to the clinic doctor or to the family's private doctor.

(c) Where, during revisits, she found children in the age group of 18 months to 2 years who did not yet show
such an extent of use of language as may be expected of that age group, these children were also referred to aither
the clinic doctor or the family's private doctor.

(d) In some instances theras is nobody at home during a hose visit. Fortunataly such mothers ceme to the
baby clinic some time or other for advics whers the health visitor then exasines the children in a similar vay
as during a home visit to ascertain vhether there is possibly defective hearing.

(e) When a possible hearing defect was discoversd, such children were by agreement referred to the Transoranje
School for the Deaf for audiometric examination.

(f) The hearing of babias of & months and younger are preferably testad by electrical responss audiometry.
Such cases are referred to tha Speech, Voice and Hearing Clinic of the University of Pretoria.

Ouring the year a total of & 207 (5 710) babies above the age of four menths as well as pra-scheol children
wara subjectad to rough hearing tasts by the health visitors.

Of these children 7 (5) wers roferred for further examination sither at the Transoranje School for the Deaf cr
at the Speech, Voice and Hearing Clinic for the University of Pretoria.

In aost cases the mother herself was worriad because the baby did net react to sounds, or she sxpressed cone
cern in respect of the child's spasch.

CHILD GUIDANCE CLINIC

For the total growth and developnent of the child, it is necessary to provide in its physical, secial,
sducational and emotional nesds.

Early discovery and treatment of smotional disturbances in the child are just as fmportant for its eventual
health, as they are in the case of physical deviations.

dith the modern concept of community health services the psychic care of the child (and this includes the
whole family) ought to be an integral part of child-care services.

Although wa have been avare of this for many years, the ngcessary service could not be provided because of
the lack of staff specially trained therefors.

Fortunataly the State Heal th Department recently commenced with the axtension of psychiatric community
sarvices by making use of staff on the staff establishment of its institutions for the care of sentally
disturbed patients,

Ganeral ly speaking, the importance of preventive psychiatry is being realized sore and mors today. Such a
service is, inter alia, concernad with the early obsarvation and treatment of emotional problems fn the baby and
young child in his faaily relationship.

Or Luiz, formerly Superintendent of Weskoppies Hospital, saw the health visitor connected with a Maternal
and Child Care Section as an jmportant link in such a service. Tha health visitor iz the person vho even as
sarly as the first fourteen days of a child's 1ife asets the family concerned in the area in which she works.
She is, thereforse, at an early stage able to chserve probleas.

Extension of preventive psychiatric services could, therefors, take place successfully in cooperation with
Maternal and Child Care Sections of local authorities.

Az a result of negotiations batween the then Superintendent of Waskoppies Hospital and the Medical Officer

of Health of the City Council of Pretoria, such a service came into being by the establishment of a child
guidanca clinic in August 1973.

The necassary offices and spaca, as well as a playrooa, provided for this purpose in Munitoria are particulariy

suitabla.

The specially trained staff rendaring the service are on the staff establishment of Weskoppies Hospital and
the other meabers of the team are sunicipal aedical officers and health visitors.




MEDICAL INSPECTION SERVICE : NURSERY SCHOOLS AND CRACHES

At the request of a group of parents, the Council in 1970 institutad a madical inspection service for
children in nursery schools and criches within the Pratoria sunicipal area.

The chject of this service is to regularly axamine children madically in nursery schools and criches
and to draw the attention of parents to any deviations vhich are found. No treatment is given and the parents
are requested to take the children to their private sedical practitioners or some other existing organization,
for any further examination or treatment uhich say ba necessary.

One Part-tise Medical Dfficer and one Part-time Health Visitor continuad this service in 1980, The
nusber of institutions increase annually, and it vas possible to visit 68 of the 79 registared institutions,
vhers a total of & 373 children were axamined, 3 072 for the first time, while 1 301 children vers re-sxamined.
One or more conspicuous deviations wera found in 2 442 childran - with a total of 3 451 deviations.

The sight of 1 682 children vas tested, of whom 20 with possible visual deviations wers referred to an
ophthalmologist for further examination.

Hearing screaming-tests wers given to 100 children, of whom 25 with possible hearing loss wers referrad
for further examination. This hearing screening-test is a tims-consuming procedure, and the hearing of
salactad children only is tested.

Children with congenital or hereditary deviations are, still being reported to the Genetics Division of
the Ospartaent of Health, Welfare and Pensions, with a view to genetic counselling, Ouring 1980, %1 children
with a varfety of deviations were reported.

Excallent cooperation is still being received from the Child Referral Cantra, to which sany childran
with various probleas could be referred.

¥e are continually on the look-out for factors that possibly may influence a child's progress at scheol,
such as perception probleas, lack of concentration ability and poor suscle coordination. These children are
then referred to remedial clinics. Very good cooperation is received from the clinics and 15 children wers
referred to thea during 1980. In all these cases reports are received from the clinic.

A total of 2 561 letters were addressed to parents - 1 617 with reminders that children had not been
fully ismunized against diphtheria and tetanus. Special attention is also given to i@munization against
measles.

This important preventive service to the pre-scheol child continues to be greatly appreciated by parents
as well ag institution staff, and numerous telephone calls and lettars of thanks are received.



THE COMBATING OF AIR POLLUTION

Law snforcement
1.  Smoke-control zone ordar

The entire area of jurisdiction of the City Council of Pratoria, sxcepting the Black residential areas, has
bean a smoke-control zone since 1 July 1979, The public's cooperation in the enforcement thereof has been good
throughout. The greatest problem stil] remains the burning of refuse in the open air. Manual laberers who burn
refusa or cook food on open fires during temporary occupation of premises, sidewaiks or road construction sites
have provoked many complaints and they also hardly ever respond to exhortations and wvarnings.

1.1 Regulations for smoke contraol

Only & applications for the installation of fuel-burning appliances wers received and approved in teras of
the Requlations. Thers wers, however, a nusber of conversions to electricity for which the approval of this De-
partment is not required. As a result of the steep rise in the ofl price, sore and more enquiries have recently
been received from businesses that wish to convert to coal. Here the policy has as far as possible been maintained
that businesses situated on industrial sites hava readfly been allowed to usae coal, while businesses not situated
an industrial sites have been encouraged rather to convert to alectricity. Coal burning {s only peraitted if the
applfance complies in all respects uith the requiresents of this Department. |t 15 also ensurad by regular
fnspections that appliances are kept in good condition at all times.

1.2 Regulations governing the control of noxious or offensive gases emitted by diesel-driven wehicles

Altogather 124 notices wers fssued to owners of dfaesel vehiclaes that exceeded the smoke smission liait. A .
further 26 notices were also served on suspected offenders after the exhaust saoke of the vehicles had been visually
astisated., With fow exceptions all the notices wers complied with. Whers prosecution i3 instituted in tarms of the
said Regulations it takes place not on account of the fact that the smoke emission 1imit is exceeded, but because
the offender has ignored a notice in terms of the Atmospheric Pollution Prevention Act, 1965.

A survey conducted during this year of diesel vehicles passing the measuring points showed the following: 87 |
vehicles of a cartain Aserican European make (AMEU) producad a mean rsading of the exhaust gas density, as measured
with the Hartridge peter, of 66,5 and a standard deviation of 37,6 £, It so happensd that the sxhaust gas density
of almost just as many vehicles, namely 88, of a certain Japanese make (JAPA] was measursd, with a mean reading '
of 54,3 and a standard deviation of 36,3 L i

If the abovementioned standard deviations are an fndication of the influenca of wear and saintenance (and
also other factors), these influences and thair affect on the engines of both the AMEU vehiclas and the JAPA

vehicles are very nsarly the same (37,6 I against 36,3 %). Consequently these two groups of makes of wehicles ars
to a large axtant coaparable.

As a result of the abovementionad assumptions it may be reasoned that as the mean exhaust gas density reading
of 66,6 of the AMEU vehicles is very close to the reading of 70 that, in terms of Act 45 of 1965, may not be

axceeded, this make of wehicle quite probably tends more to aggravata the pollution probles than the JAPA wehicles,
of which the mean reading is 54,3.

2. Staff

Changes that took place in the staff position are that the vacant post of Chief Officer (Air Pollution Control)

was Tilled again and that the post of Inspector (Air Pollution), which becase vacant on account of the death of an
official, could be filled immediataly again,
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3. Inspections

The nusber of inspections carried out by the inspectorats during the course of the year totalled about & 355,
which say be divided into the undarsentioned groups:

3.1 Coaplaints

Altogether 284 complaints were received and successfully handled, OFf these 182 dealt with the burning of refuse.
The remaining 102 were in connection with various matters such as smoke emissions froa fuel-burning 2ppliances, odours,
dust and ventilation. Seveniy-five noticas wers served on offenders in terss of the Smoke Control Regulations.

3.2 Trada licances

Altogether 447 applications for trade Ticences were referred to this Section. Only in instances whers thers
were fuel-burning appliances or kitchen ventilation systems on the premises, requirements vers sHpulated.

3.3 Building plans

Altogether 573 building plans were checked for compliance with the requirements for "exempted® appliancaes
according to the Pretoria Smoke-control Zone Order and also the Smoke Control Regulations and for compliance of
mechanical ventilation and air conditioning with Council requirements. Quite a number of spray-painting premises
for motor cars wvers established in this period and requiresents for ventilation by means of large fans to keep the
concentration of xylens within the (SHA comcentration 1imit had to be enforced,

Heasurements of xylene concentration are also taken fn existing spray-painting premiszes.
4, Confersnces, seminars, lectures, papers, mestings and fnstruction

This yesar a meeting of the smoke-control officers of the Transvaal region was held at Ermelo on 17 Apeil ‘I?ﬂD
and this was attended by the Chief (fficer.

A lacture on the measuremant of trace elesents in the atmosphers by means of tiﬁ PIXE mathod at the (IR on
12 September 1980 was attended by the Chief Officer.

The Medical Officer of Health, the Chief Officer and the Senior Inspector attended a confarsnce about the role of
chianeys in air pollution control, held at UNISA on 20 November 1980,

Enquiries from the public about Act 45 of 1965, the Regulations and the Saoke-control Zone Order were ansuerad
by telephone, letter or the news madia, and these took up considerable time.

5. Measursments of air pollution, OSHA concentration limits and effective temperaturs

The measursaent of air pollution at all pr'u'n'nuu measuring points continued as in the past. The major resulis
are sussarized in graphs 1 to 6.

A complaint about CO concentration in a large parking garage is being investigated and measurements are being
taken during peak hourz. We hope that it will be possibla to solve tha problem by means of improvesents to the
air-conditioning systea.

When the new chemical laboratory of the University of Pretoria vas designed, it vas reconmended, after ine
vestigation, that the concentration of gases and vapours where they are discharged froa the fuse chambers into
the atmosphers outside should ba at Teast 50 times smaller than the saximus permissible concentration limits
indicated by the 0SHA 1ist, in order to make it safe for the pwblic.

Xylens concantration and effective teaperaturs are measurad in spray-painting premises in order to make and
keep these premises satisfactory for vorkers.
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NOISE ABATEMENT

A. HMoving sourcas
Ouring the past year the noise abatement programme vas extended to include vehiclas.

In order to ba able to do the necessary preliminary work to combat the axcessive noise of vehicles, an advanced
instrument was purchased «ith which the exhaust noise of vehicles can be aeasured. Because there are at present no
noras with which the axhaust noise of actor vehicles must coaply, this Section made representations to the 5ABS for
the drafting of a cede of practice with standardised noras. This led to the nomination of a working committes by
the 5ABS to give attention to the matter.

The abovementionad instrument s at present used to carry out tests on vehicles at the vehicle testing grounds
at Waltloo. Through the sadiation of tha 5ABS the cooperation of motor wehicle manufacturers was obtained to carry
out tasts on new wehicles as well. Saveral manufacturers reactsd positively in this connection, and over 1 000 new
and used motor vehicles have alraady been testad.

As opposed to the devious method of testing which is at present being applied at certain places in the country
and for which specially owt-of-the-way sites are reguired, this instrument snables the officials to test wvehicles
anyvhere. In practice it vas also proved that this method of measuring was exceedingly accurate and ensurad
ropatitive results.

Two meetings of the SABS Working Committes have already been held and the draft code of practice has reached an
advanced stage. |t is irusted that the document will be finalized early in 1801. '

B. MNon-mowing sources

1. FRemedial services

The publication of the Pretoria Moise Abatesent By-laws has considarably facilitated the task of this Section.
ot only ars negotfation procedures simplified, but it is at present much sasier to solve a noise probles.

Although it has hitherto not been necessary to prosecute persons under the Noise Abatement By-laws, notices
had to be issued on two occasions during the past year requiring persons to reduce the noise on thefr premises te
a Tevel below the legal limit. In both cases the notices vers hesded and no legal action wvas, thersfors, taken,

2. Praventive sarvices
(i) Audicmstric programss

In terws of regulation 817 of the Factories, Machinery and Building Works Aet (1341), as amendad on 30 Novesber
1973, processes causing nofse in certain Council Departments, have been classified as designated activities for the
purposes of hearing-protection measures, and certain praventive seasurss have to be taken for such activities.

This Saction took noise seasurements over Tong periods in thesa noise areas and deterwined the 1imits within which
hearing-protection measures sust be applied, which link up with the audiometric prograsse of this Department.

(1) Early-hour and late-hour privileges

Experience has taught us that numerous complaints can arise from night-time activities at places in respect
of which the Council granted sarly-hour or late-hour privileges in terms of the provisions of the Shop Hours
Ordinance (1953). In terms of a Council resolution all applications for Tate-hour privileges are referred to

this Section for the necessary investigation and comments. Mumerous possible future problem cases are in this
uay identified and prevented.
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(111) Trade Ticences

Because we have also learned from experience that numerous noise probleas arising from extractor fans and
refrigeration compressors, can be preventad by timecusly pointing out to the fnstallers thersof that the noise
sade by such installations may result in cosplaints by people in the vicinity, the noise liaits with which such
installations sust comply, are determined by means of raguirements in respect of new trads licencas.

Exparience has taught that the following method, particularly in the case of discotheques and vhers new
sachinery is installad, gives excellent results: Ouring the handling of a licence application the requirement is
laid down that an applicant aust cbtain a cartificats froa an approved acoustics consultant indicating that the
sound arising from the business i question are scraenad off in such a sanner that no contravention of the Hoise
Abatement By-laws will result.

The above method has resulted in screening-off befng affacted in a professional manner, whersby unsfghtliness
and other probleas are aliminated.

{iv]) Building plans

It {2 a known fact that it is auch cheaper to take noise contro] measures during the planning stage of a
building, than to effect those measurss after the building has been srected. For this reason this Section examines
all plans for commercial buildings to prevent particular probleas timeously. It is, however, a very wide field
and it is ispossible to perfora this task fully and effectively without Tegisiation and with limited staff.
Consaquantly only conspicuous design faults concerning the surroundings of the building ars concantrated wpon.
During this stage recomsendations only can be made and no requiresents are, therefors set, axcept in the case of
squash courts.

In terms of a Council resolution all squash cowrts constructed in the urban area must be aade soundproof to
the satisfaction of the Madical Officer of Health. When such a plan is, therefors, received, an acoustics cone
soltant is required to certify such design as being suitabla so as not to constitute a contravention in terms of
the provisions of the Hoise Abatement By-laws.

(v) Consent uses

A great deal of preventive work has been done in respect of the granting of consent uses. Al1 appiications
for places of entertainment, shooting ranges, heliports and animal lodgings are referred by the Department of
Town-planning and Architecture to this Section for its comments. Such places are sach judged on merit according
io noise measursments.

(vi) Mew townships

Prior to commenting on the lay-out of a new township, the proposed site is visited with a view to ascertaining
whether known potential probleass such as shooting ranges, quarries, airports, car racing tracks, railway Tines,
ste, could influence the lay-out of the township. In thess instances the predicted noise contours around airports,
obtained from the SABS, ars utilized. A great deal of information is at present being received froa overseas
countriss, which is going to play a part in the planning of future areas.

C. Paper

Ouring the annual syaposium of the South African Acoustics Institute held in Durban, the Control Officer
(Woise Abatement) presentad a Paper entitled *The Control of Motor Vehicle Nofse: A New Approach”. A considerable
nusber of anquiries wers thersafter received from other bodies, indicating that the abatement of nofse is also
raceiving attention in other centres.
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HEALTH INSPECTORATE ACTIVITIES

In Tine with the Departaent's policy, all complaints and other matters upon which reports have besn requirad,
have received immediate attention no matter how trivial the matier may have seemed fo be at the time of recaipt.
Expeditious action was taken in regard to matters falling within the Department's powers, whilst those affecting
others vera refarred to the Departments concerned.

The pages which follow outline in some detail the work performed by the various Sactions which form the
Health Inspectorate. : :

MATTERS REFERRED TO OTHER DEPARTMENTS

During the courss of their dutias Health Inspectors frequently come acress eatters which require attantion
not only from a health peint of view but in addition, require action to be takan by socme other Department of the
Council as vell. WNote is also taken of many deficiencies or defects which concern other Depariments but which,
as such, have no bearing on public health.

Included among such deficiencies ara the following, to quote but a fau:

Unauthorized or dangerous structures, defective and dangerous electrical installations, hazardous conditions
on any Council property including pavements or strests, fire hazards, unlicensed businesses or trades, sewer or

drainage defects, leaky water mains, and many others.
During the year, %52 such deficiencies wers notified in uriting or by tslephone to other Departaments.

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FODD SECTION

This Section is responsible for ensuring the hygienic production, handling and distribution of fosdstuffs
throughout the city and in the Non-White areas falling under the jurisdiction of the Pretoria City Council.
Fraquent visits to, and inspections of, all types of premises engaged in the food trade were made.

The tables at the end of this section of the report indicata the types of food of which samples were taken
and the results of their bactariological and/or chemical amalysis. Saasples of perishable foodstuffs form the
bulk of those taken. When any saaple of food vas found to be below standard, the seller was either warned or
prosacuted.

During the year a large quantity of foodstuffs was either surrendered to the Dapartment, or seized as unfit
for human consusption, and condeaned and destroyed. The excellent co-operation betueen the food vendors and the
Department vas maintained.

Health Inspactors were in daily attendance at the Produce Market where large quantities of foodstuffs wers
seized and condeaned as unfit for human consusptien,

Since October 1973, specimens of prawns which have their origin in Nozambique and since August 1980, specimens
of prauns «hich have their origin in Australia and Taiwan have been regularly subaitted to the South African Insti
for Medical Research, Johannesburg, to be sxamined for contamination by Vibrio choleras.

MATIONAL FRESH PRODUCE MARKET

Due to the increase in volume of the produce handled on the market, it became necessary that a more detailed and
intensive inspection of the produce be carried out. To cope with this additional work and to ensure that all consigne
ments are properly inspected and that only sound produce is offered for sale, it became mecassary to allocate three
full-time Health Inspectors for duty on the market.

Two routine daily inspections of all produce ars carried out. The first inspection cosmences at C6h00 and the
sacond at 10h00.

Additional inspections of any particular consignments, if necessary, are also carried out.
The removal of all sefzed produce from the markat hall is done under the supervision of a Health Inspector.

MOSCUITO CONTROL

The activities of this Section consist of the removal of weeds and grass on the edges of spruits, dams,
irrigation furrows, the filling in of dongas in which rainwater could stagnate as well as the treatment of
all stagnant vater with various mesquito-larvacides. The area is approximately 56 980 hectares in extent.
Thirty-two Black labourers undar White supervision carry out this isportant task., As far as is practicabls
all vork is done according to a pre-planned progranme and all potential braeding places of mosquitoss ars
visited and sprayed at least once in sight cays.

Ten Black workers are detailed to do the spraying. They transport spraying apparatus and a supply of
spray on their bicycles and they move mainly through the veld and along footpaths %o reach spruits, furrows,
dams and other places whers thare i3 usually standing water.

The spraying season was continued on 2 January 1980 and work vas maintained until the end of May when it
was stopped for 3 months because of the cold weather conditions whan mosquito breeding is limited to a minmiaua.

At the beginning of September spraying was resumed and continued until Decesber. Ouring the 3 months
when no spraying is dona, these workers join the other Black labourers engaged on the cleaning of spruits,
daps, furrouws, etc.

During the first half of the year mesquitoss were not 2 nuisanca. After the rainy season startad, aors
conplaints shout mosquitoes wara gradually received, especially from private premises. Intansive contral
aeasures wers applied and advice was given to private persons regarding mosquito control.

Mo malaria carrying mosquitoes, A. gambia or A. funestus, wers found within the Protoria area. Adult
A. saculipensis and Addes asgypti mosquitoes were found here and thers in areas such as ilner Park,
$ilverton and East Lynne.

During the Decesber school holiday and the period when construction work comes to a temporary standstill
in Decesber, the mosquito nuisance once again reached a zenith. Numercus breeding places wers found in
unused svimming-baths, fish-ponds, empty tins and old amotor tyres on private properties while the residents
vers avay on holiday. As a result control measures even had to be applied on private properties. Considerable
mosquito breeding also occurred at uncompleted buildings in basements, 11ft shafts and excavations. These
places also had to be tresated vhile the responsible persons wers away on holiday.

During the first five months of the year until May 31 and again as from 1 Septesber to 31 Decesder
28,5 Titres larvacide concentrate vere used against mosquito larvae. This larvacide is diluted to a cons
centration of 1 : 600 and was found to be very economical and affactive. No ofl was used in the process of

spraying.

As a result of the use of the abovementioned larvacide it was found that the natural Tife - such as
tadpoles, which ware dastroyed by 00T compound - had now been rastored and largaly contributed to the aradicae
tion of mosquito larvas. These natural enemies of mosquito larvae contribute considerably to more affective
mosquito control,

As mors land is required by the Railways Administration naar Capital Park, some of the leases with
vegetable farmers on agricultural holdings - portions of the farm Eloff Estates No. 192 - are being terminated,
and the Adninistration is taking over all mosquite control work on these holdings.
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The spruit passing through the University Experimental Farm as well as aight irrigation dams of vegetable
farmers vers Visited bi-weekly, per agreesent, and control measurss carrisd out,

The market gardeners and other organizations concerned gave full co-operation and the work was carried out
satisfactorily.

RODENT CONTROL

Intensive control measurss are carried out on all sunicipal properties, inter alia ™unitoria”, the power
stations at Pretoria West and Rooiwal, at the sewage works Daspoort, Rooiwal and Baviaanspoort, at the Ristvlei
Water Works, the Fountains Valley and all aunicipal buildings in the Mon-White arsas of Saulsville, Atteridges
ville, Mamelodi and Laudium as well as at all municipal parks and recreation grounds and the sundry properties
which tha Council has purchased with a view to future development of the city.

Fiald work was done on Meintjeskep, Klapperkop and Monumentkoppie. Minor rodent activity was found hers.
Comtrol aeasures wers carriad out and on investigation later on it vas found that the said areas were reasonably
rodant-fres, One hundred and forty five complaints in connection with rodents on municipal properties wers
{nvestigated during the year, & 126 inspections were carried out and 5 633 units of bait vers set cut. 1745
Dead rodents wars found and destroyed.

Complaints about rodents on privats premises are mainly investigated by the District Health Inspectors
and they giva adwice to the complainants, Thers is, however, close co-operation betwesn tha District Health lne
spectors and the Pest Control Section and reciprocal assistance is given, 676 Complaints wers inwestigatad
during the year. 1 192 Inspections were carried cut and the residents of the preaises wers given the
necessary advice and in some instances aven active assistance was given. 755 Oral or written warmings were
given to persons to take control measures. |n general the public gave their wholsheartsd cooperation but in
8 instances it was necessary to take legal steps against persons who, after repeated warnings, failed to r.uq"ﬂr
with the notices. 202 Rodents were destroyed on private properties. The actual nusber will, however, sxceed -
this figers since mamy dead rodents could for obvious reasons not ba found,

Ouring the year 71 existing buildings were made rodentproof, uhile 25new buildings which comply with the
rodent reguiations, were erectad, 91 Persons or organizations wishing to deamolish buildings and to vhos a
deaclition permit had already been granted, sade application for the required rodent-free certificats. After
inspection of the premises and after the buildings had baen found to be rodent-frea, the certificates were

issued, Whers rodents were in fact found, it vas requirad that control measures first be satisfactorily taken
prior to demolition ccmmencing.

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SLUM CLEARANCE

Although there is still a considerable increase in the City's population, the Department nevertheless
succeaded in 1imiting undesirable housing conditions, which often arfse in a city groving so rapidly, to a

miniaum.

The establishment of new townships decidedly contributed towards the alleviation of the demand for houses,
but in spite thersof thers is a need for houses for the middle income group and in particular for persons in
the lower incose group, especially for those with large familiss. The high pricas at which building sites are
offered as well as the airsady high and aver incrsasing building costs are disturbing factors with the result
that it is not possibla to provide in the housing need of these familiss.

Becausa of the aforesaid shortage of houses thers wvas a notfcsable increase in the nusber of families sharing
houses with other families or residing with thes, and others who of necessity had to make use of outbuildings.
This state of affairs is mainly due to economic factors which compel familfes to seek accommodation at rentals
they can afford.

House-ownarship should, however, not ba restrictad to the mors privilsged group of the pepulation. It is,
therafore, of fsportance to ba able to state that the Council has for the past years followed a healthy policy
by introducing and snceuraging house-cwnarship schemes to the advantage of families in the lower income group.
Mlso in this regard the high building costs and the price of land l1imit a wider application of this polfcy.

Lass serfous slum conditions resulted because of overcrowding, inadequats cooking, washing and ablution
facilities and the improper segrégation of the sexes and ars also mainly attributable to the housing shortage.
Notices were served on ouners or occupiers whers contraventions of the Slums Regulations occurred. Thers was,
hovever, no reason for concern because most of the notices were cosplied vith. More drastic steps vers
nacassary in only a fow exceptional cases.

"City reneval® and the expansion of the City's industrial and commercial area have resultsd in poor
dvellings on certain sites being demolished to msake place for modern elaegant buildings.

In certain suburbs whers town-planning had been modified, thers are stil] a considerabla nusber of houses
now surrounded by commercial and industrial sites. The result is that the peaceful residential atmosphere
which previoasly existed there has now been disturbed and is gradually being replaced by noise which is part
of and connected with the industries now established in or still extending to the said areas. This increass
fn noise in arsas sti11 partially used for residential purposes, is certainly one of the most troublesome
disturbances for the residents in such a changed vicinity and contributes considerably to the detsrioration
of the residential area. Active steps should be taken in this regard to resettle such rasidents in areas
whers thers is a peaceful residential atmosphere,

Pratoria is definitely not a city with a high percentage of slum dwellings but it has, fust as any other
developing city, its problems in connection with housing and city renewal. |4 is a transitional stage wnich
cannot be rectified over-night. [t is for this rsason that no large scale "slum clearance® vas undertaken
and that a kind of amended fora of clearance vas undertaken by ensuring that residents of poor rasidential sites
nave reasonably suitable accosmodation,

: (aners n'_f duellings which need axtensive repairs and redecoration but which nevertheless cannot be cone
sidered as sajor sluas, are apparently experiencing difficulty in obtaining the nacessary funds to repair and
redecorats sueh buildings so as to conply with the requiresents of legislation,
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Seen in the 1ight of allegations often 2ade, it sust again be esphasized that the external appearance of
nsany of the buildings is particularly misleading bacause they appear dilapidated and naglectad. Most of these
buildings are, hovever, in a reasonably habitable condition and can definitely not be regarded as slums. To
clear these obsclete buildings in the cantra of the city and in the suburbs where they exist, simply asounts
to "city renewal®, which should definftaly not be confused with "slum clearance®.

The poor external appearance of buildings is a matter over which this Department can axercise no control.

As a result of action by the Sluas Section and also on their own initiative, many owners wished to demolish
old buildings and to erect houses, flats or commercial buildings. Applications for demelition permits, wers,
in fact, submitted, but scae of these applications were refused, with the result that the sites could not be
developed. The reason for the refusal of such applications by the Department of Community Devalecpaent and Stats
Auxiliary Services usually to be found in the fact that the occupiers could not cbtain ether residential accommodatior

Slum premises are usually occupfed by poorer families who find it difficult to cbtain other suitable housing.
This Departmsent, therefore, aluays takes the individual circumstances into consideration befors resorting to more
drastic steps. A considerable nusber of the properties in the various suburbs of the urban area that are rae
garded as slua duellings were acquired by the pressnt cccupiers under 2 hire-purchase agreement with ona purpose
only, namaly to provide a fora of housing for their families. Most of these purchasers do not have the funds,
and are also unable to cbtain funds in other ways, %o improve the buildings on the sites.

As in the past owners of dwellings regarded as slum dwellings cocperated reasonably well and aftar action
by the Section dealing with slum clearance, some of the dwellings wera demolished or convertad for business
use or repaired to such an extent as to comply with housing requirsments.

In addition to inspections of private duellings, other residential buildings and the favestigation of coms
plaints about slua conditions, this Section also reports on properties purchased or expropriated by the Council
in connection vith the various projects planned by the Council. Al applications to demolish dwelling units
in tarms of the provisions of the Housing Act or to use thes for other purposes, ars investigated by this
Section and the applications together with reports are either submitted to the Department of Community Develops
mant and Stats Auxiliary Services or the Council for consideration.

COURT PROCEEDINGS

As in previous years and in accordance with this Department's general policy, we continued i‘ﬂ seek the
public's cooperation rather than to resort to court proceedings.

The Department vas nevertheless compelled, after varning in writing had besn served on ouners in tarss
of the Slums Act, 1979, and no satisfactory effarts wers made to abate nuisances existing on premises, to
submit these cases to the Slum Clearance Court.
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During the year seven cases vere reffered to a Slum Clearance Court with the following results:

Four dwallings, cemprising four, six, three and four livingrooas, raspactively, had to be demelished.
it the Hae of the Court hearing, threa of these dwellings wers occupied and one was unoccupied.

Ona case in respect of a dwelling situatad in Wolaer, vas postponad and the building vas later
demo] ished.

One case in respect of a dwelling situatad in Pratoria central, was scratched from the roll on condition
that the owners ismediataly apply for a demolition perait vhich was prosptly done and the building was partly
damolished by 31 December 1980,

One case in respect of a dwelling situated in Wolmer was wvithdrawn as a result of satisfactory
structural repairs having been carried out.

The $lua Clearance Court also rescinded three previous Slua declarations, after the owners had complied
with al1 the necessary Tegal requirements.

No court procesdings in terms of the provisions of the Tocal Slums Regulations were instituted during
the year.

DEMOLITION AND CONVERSION OF RESIDENTIAL PREMISES

Thers vas an increase in the number of applications received for demolition of premises during the
year. As a result of action by this Department the ownars of six (6) residential units decided to demolish
the improvesents on their properties. In most cases, new buildings were subsequently erected.

During the year ninety four residential units as well as the following buildings vere demolished:

A hotel and annex comprising 110 Tivingrooms. A boarding house comprising 40 livingrooms. A block of
flats comprising 31 livingrooms. A building (originally a boarding house} comprising 16 Tivingrocms. A
residential building comprizing 3 livingrocas.

Seventeen applications were received to demolish dwellings regarded as slum dwellings, or to use thea
for other purposes. All these applications have besn approved by the Department of Comsunity Development
and State Auxiliary Services.

During the year many enquiries wers received from perscns desirous of establishing places in Pretoria
whers babies and children of pre-school age could be carsd for.

Despite a nusber of new creches and nursery schools having come into existence during 1980 the desand for
such places of care continues to excesd the number available. As 2 result many of the existing sstablishments
take in more children than the floor area and facilities permit and constant vigilance is therefors necessary
in ragard to this aspect of the work.

On the whole, excellent cocperation is received from the verious establishments who provide a much
neaded service to the cossunity and are usually only too willing to raise the standard of care of pre-school
children in Pretoria.

Close cooperation is still being maintained with the Depariment of Health, Welfara and Pansions as well
as the Transvaal Education Department with regard to the registration of the various institutions.

The conditions, standards and requirements which have to be complied with, are determined by the said two
Departments and this Department. The Standard Health By-laws for Crdches and Crdches-cus-nursery schools for
Whits children published under Administrator®s Notice 273 dated 1 March 1972, are applicable in the aunicipal
arsa of Pretoria.

Criches, Nursery Schools and After-School Centres:

Altogether 19 criches, 13 criches-cum-nursery scheols, 53 nursery schools and 21 after-school canires ars
situated in the municipal area of Pretoria.

Sooe of the grandest dvellings and most progressive businesses in the municipal area have baen erected here.

Additional axtansions ara still in tha planning stage and some have alreacy been complated. Claudius, which
previously was a White area, has now baen incorporated into this arsa.

finalth contrel of the City's fresh wilk supplies is carried out by the Department's Milk Control Section.
The chjective of the Section fs to achieve and saintain quality control over the City's fresh ailk supplies, thus
snsuring the successful production, presentation and marketing of a wholescae and highly esssntial food coamodi ty,

Kilk, because of fts nutritive qualities, s particularly subject to aicrebiological spoilage, and it may,
in addition, serve as a wehicle for pathogenic organisas. To aveid contamination by pathogens and spoilage, it
is firstly necessary to ensure that the cow unit fs healthy and capable of producing a wholescae product, and
secondly to ensure that, once procuced, the quality of the product is preserved. To this end the servicss of
both Veterinarians ano hygienists are needed in an integregated and coordinated programas.

All activities operate within the frameverk of specific legislation at Central and Local Governmental Tawel,
The Food, Cosmetics and Disinfectants Act, 1972, and the Pretoria Municipal Milk By-laws are of salient {aportance.

The Milk By-laws provide for the coapulsory pasteurization of ailk and for the production and distribution of
cortified nilk and crean, Milk suppiies wers drawn from 333 fara dairies, three of vhich vere certified ailk-
producer-distributors. The resaining 330 producers consigned their milk in bulk carriers to cne or anothar of the
four pasteurization plants. Of the 333 herds 319 wers aachine silked.

One of these pasteurization plants is cwned and operated by the Oepariment of Defence and is situated at
Voortrekkerhoogts and thersfors does nct fall vithin the aunicipal area of jurisdiction. The thres other pass
taurization companies have, by autual agresaent, created thres zones of distribution related to their respective
factory sites, thus facilitating the greater speed and sase of distribution and a ainimising distribution cost.
Cortified ailk distribution is alacst exclusively confined to the City®s eastern suburbs.

The Oafry Control Board maintained a quality payment scheme based on milk fat and protein content. The price
recaived by producers per kilograam of ailk fat, is the sane as that being paid by butter factories for the mass of
ailk fat present in their monthly ailk supplies. After payment in respect of ailk fat has been brought fnto
account, the remaining amount in the milk-sales fund 15 divided amongst all producers in proportion to the total
protein content of the wilk supplies by each during 2 specific menth. The price for ailk fat thersfors remains
constant, vhereas the payment for protsin fluctuatss in proportion to increases or decrsases in surplus. The
high price offered to producers for protsin served as an inducasent to pay more attention to the protsin contant
of milk. |t is generally accepted that protein is the most valusble and nutritious component of milk. In
addition, producers recaived a bonus payment of 1,25 cents per 1itre for milk with a resazurin reading of 4,5
or battar,

The staff ssatablishment of the Section comprises a Chief Veterinary Officer, 2 Principal Veterinary Officer,
a Divisional Health Inspector, a Supervising Health Inspector, 2 Health lnspectors, and a qualified Laboratory
Technologist. This task force is involved in an all-embracing health and hygiene programse, so as to render
saxioum coverage to all aspects of milk production, handling, transportation, processing, packaging, distributfon
and sale. This coverage extends to the 330 odd farm dairies - some of vhich are w to 300 km distant, vhich
entails a great deal of trawelling and frequent over-night stays.

(a) Transportation

Apart froa the direct deliveries from producer-distributors to consumers, only bulk consignments wers re=
ceived.

Private contractors are responsible for collecting and deliwering all bulk farm milk to the pasteurfzation
installations. Bulk milk road tankers are sffectively cleansed and disinfected at the receiving depots after
delivery of their contants and contractors are, in addition, required to maintain the tankers in a hygienic
condftion whether in use or not,

(b) Distribution

The distribution of processed milk, "certiftied rav ailk" and some other processed milk products within the
city, is carried out by seans of a variety of wehigles. Milk is deliversd to consumers in ailk cans, capped
sottles or single-service plastic or carton containers. Ofstribution usually take place from the main pastsuriza=
tion and processing installations to strategically situated milk depots from vhere further distribution to ssaller
ailk shops and depots in the residential areas is undertaken. Only pasteurized or sterilized ailk or milk
products (sxcept "cortified” raw wilk and creaa) may be distributed for consusption within the City.

The average daily gquantity of milk consumed increased by approximately 2 137 litres as coapared with the
pravious year. The exact daily quantity of milk consumed within the city is, however, difficult to estismate,
as the figures also include milk consumed in an adjoining town as well as that in industrial areas situated
outside the city's boundaries. Large quantities of locally manufactured milk products such as cultured ailk,
ice-cream, yoghurt, cottage cheess, skim-ailk, etc. ars also consumed within the cify and seld for consumption
further afield.

A1l employees of the producer-distributors (supplying "certified raw ailk?) were tested, with negative
results. Oetails regarding typhoid-testing of prospective employees in the dairy trade, in general, ars given
in the section of this report dealing with "Infectious and Other Notifiable Diseases®. Milkborne outhreaks
due to fyphoid have not occurred within the city for the past 30 years or mors.

9. INSPECTIONS AND OTHER DUTIES
The staff of the Dairy Section carried out regular inspections of all dairy premises within and outsids

the city. Other members of the Health Inspectorats also assisted with inspections of ailk shops and cistributing
depots within the city and Nen-Whita townships.
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The prisary aim of inspections is to ensure that only safe, palatable and wholesome ailk and milk products
are available to the consumer, as well as to assist, advise and educats producers, producer=distributors,
distributors and 1] persons handling milk and ailk products in regard to matters of health and hygiene. The
inspections are further aized at the scientific japrovenent of the dairy industry as a whole, e.g. advising
producers, producar-distributors and distributors in regard to the ersction of dairy premises, installation of
silking machines, bulk fars tanks, other squipment, stc.

In addition %o the above, various mesbers of the staff of this Section assisted with other duties, by:

(a) Serving on a tschnical cossittse appointad by the Council of the South African Ev.rlnu_uf Standards for
the purpose of preparing standard specifications for the claansing and sterilization of dairy aquipment.

(b) Giving practical training and tuition in ailk hygiens and control to Veterinary and Health Inspector
studants,

(c) Acting as external examiner to Veterinary students in the subject of Veterinary Food Hygione, as wall as
to students at the College for Advanced Tachnical Education.

Note : Ingpections wers mostly of a routine nature, but complaints concerning ailk being delivered in dirty cone
tainers, milk received in a sour or off-flavoured condition, visible dirt in milk, stacking of crates and
milk containers on sidewalks, were also investigated.

The supervision and inspection of buik wilk transportars is a sajor aspect of ailk quality control. The total
annual distance coversd by these road tankers transporting the milk from the production points to Pretoria is
calculated to be approximately 2,5 willion k.

The Municipal Milk By-laws Tay down sinimum structural and hygiene standards for these vehicles, and it is
the responsibility of the hauliers to maintain thess standards. This saintenance is axtremely onerous bscauss

of the poor condition of the farm roads, the sxcessive wear and tear stress these specialized carriers are
swjectad to and their winersbility to accidental damage.

Tha aim of these inspactions is sainly to ensure the production of a safe and vholesome milk supply froa
disease-fres herds. The latter are examined for the presence of diseases and conditions which may adwersaly
affect the quality, quantity and safety of the ailk. Attention is also directed to compliance with general
hygienic requirsments by the producer. In addition they are advised on matters such as treatment, pravention
and control of animal diseases, parasitic infestations, animal manageaent, ersction of dairy premisas, the
zoonoses, atc, Special advice is given regarding the bacteriological quality and chemical coaposition of ailk.

10. LABORATORY CONTRCL OF MILK

The staff of this Section, is responsible for most of the routine laboratory work on milk control. Cheaical
analysis of milk is, hovever, perforsed by the Cheaical Laboratory of the City Engineer’s Department whilst
certain bacteriological examinations are performed by the Institute of Pathology of the University of Pretoria.
The Resazurin, Presumptive E. coli, phosphatase and thermoresistant inhibitory substances tasts are performed
in the Department®s own lzboratory. The results of all lsboratory tasts performed during the year are tabulated
balow.

0Oie hod prys waarteen boupersele aangebied word sowel as die
alreeds hod an stesds stygenda boukoste, is faktore vat kommer wek met die gewvolg dat daar nie in die wonings
behoafta van hierdie gesinnae voorsien kan word nie.

Weans die voornoemde woningtekort was daar h merkbara toename in die aantal gesinne wat wonings met ander
gesinng deel of by hulle inwoon en ander wat nocdgedwonge van buitegeboue gebruik mces mask. Hierdis toedrag van
saka 1 hoofsaaklik ta wyta aan ekoncaiese faktore wat gesinne duing om huisvesting te soek teen huurgelde vat
hulla kan bekostig.
