The D.N.B. states that the tomh of
the man who claimed to be Mandeville was at Liege and was
destroyed in 1798, that Ortelius in his Itinerarium (1584 ed. p. 16),
gives an account of the tomb and states that the shield on the
tomb was bare when he saw it, but that he was told that upon it
was once a coat-of-arms—azure, a lion argent, with a crescent on
his breast gules with a bordure engrailed or. The D.N.B. states
that these were not the arms of any branch of the Mandeville
family. The present MS. confirms and amplifies the testimony of
Ortelius, and is probably the only record in existence of Mande-
ville’'s arms.

Generall of our Armies for the Mustering regulating and payment
of our established forces bee duely observed under the paines and
penalties therein expre/sed.”

The fourth and last signature of King Charles heads :

" An Establishment of his Majesties Garrisons of England.”

This oceupies 10 pages, giving particulars of 31 places.

At the close of the book are two pages which for money purposes
give a summary, and this happens to confirm the completeness of
the manuscript, as the summury enumerates everything except the
pages of Standing Orders, which, of course, as not being money, are
not mentioned. v LN

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of his imprisonment. The signatures are undoubtedly genuine,
and have been compared with his handwriting in the Church Books
of the Meeting House in Bedford. The History of the volumes
can be traced back to 1780, when they were purchased by Mr.
Wontner of the Minories, and from him they descended to his
daughter, Mrs. Parnell. They were subsequently sold at Evans's
in Pall Mall to Mr. Upcott, who bought them for a friend. They
next passed into the hands of James Bohn, of whom they were
bought by William White, the Bedford bookseller, and were pur-
chased from him by public subseription in 1841, passing to the
Bedford Literary Institute. There are some MS. notes in the
text, probably in the handwriting of Samuel Hanecock, whose
signature (partly erased) is on the first fly-leaf of vol. I. The
friend referred to above, for whom Upeott is said to have pur-
chased it from Evans, may have been W. H. Whithread, whom
Lowndes mentions as possessing the copy.
