Liberty for
sharks, wolves, thieves, assaszins and priests who are decidedly
the worst. No holy liberty except for honest people . .. to whatever
race they belong.  Man invented God my dear Taxil ... and
not only is God a human invention ... but he was invented
by the worst part of primitive society ... that is to say, God
was invented by base deceivers and idlers who wanted to live
luxuriously without working at the expense of the mood and
simple labourers.” etc.

The letter to Barni, entirely autograph, states:

“ The confederation of all the free democracies which you pro-
claimed vesterday will proceed slowly, but will proceed. The
orzanisation of universal and lasting association of the friends of
liberty sitting permanently at Geneva, will he a splendid achieve-
ment for International Congress for Peace. Let us finish our
democratic mission to the world by proclaiming * The Universal
religion of God,’ substituting for the priests Arbues and Torque-
mada ... the priesthood of Liebnitz, of Galileo ... of Kepler ...
of Arago ... of Newton ... of Quinet ... of Rousseau, &c. We
will have thus cleared the path which is to conduct us to the
fraternisation of the nations, and lastingly cement the compact of
Universal Peace.”
