“This book,” says Las Casas, “J had many
times in my hands, and I drew from it some things writlen in
Latin by the said Admival Chrislopher Columbus fo verify cerfain
points pertaining to his histery.” Washington Irving also saw 4
and handled the volume, preserved in the Columbine Library
at Seville. “0f 5" says he, “a most curious and interesfing
document, the only ome that remains of Columbus prior o his dis-
covery. It illustrates his researches and, in a manwner, the current
of his thoughts while as yet his great enferprise evisted in idea .

And Mr. Major says that, amongst the sources of "
information which Columbus availed himself of, the ** Imago
Mundi ¥ of Cardinal Pierre d’Ailly was the principal. The
present copy of this interesting work is very likely the only
perfect one known.
