180 A black-figured Amphora, 18§ in. high, unbroken. On the
obverse, the apotheosis of Herakles; the hero, clad in a
himation, stands in a four-horse chariot, with Athena by his
side holding the goad in her hand ; in front of the chariot
are Apollo, playing the cithara, and Hermes; behind it
Dionysos, and facing Athena, Hera and Ares. On the
reverse of the vase two warriors are leading two women
away, and a man and a youth are looking on; good Attic
work of about 550 p.c. [Pl 1V]

181 Another, 19§ én. Aigh, mended. On the obverse, a warrior and
his driver in a four-horse chariot, ready to start, attended
by two wives, a warrior, a man and a dog. On the reverse,
Ajax the son of Oileus is attacking Cassandra, represented
as a very young girl, at the statue of Athena; the scene is
completed by a warrior and a woman. This vase is pub-
lished by Gerhard in Auserlesene Vasenbilder, pl. 228, 1-2 ;
good Attic work of about 550 p.c. [Pl V]

182  Another, 18} in. high, intact and in fine preservation. On the
obverse, Herakles, naked, is wrestling with the Nemean
lion; Athena is at hand, and Iolaos stands by, wearing
corslet and sword, and earrying the hero’s club; the bow of
Herakles, his quiver, his sword, and his cloak, fill the field
above the central group. On the reverse, Dionysos, holding
a drinking-horn and branches of vine and ivy, stands in the
middle, with two satyrs dancing round him ; remarkably
excellent Attic work of about 530 no. [Pl V]

183 A black-figured Amphora of Panathenaic shape, 193 in. Aigh,
wmended, and the lower parts of three figures missing, but the
vest in fine condition. On the obverse, Athena in the usual
attitude with raised spear, 18 accompanied by Hermes
holding his eaduceus ; the device on the shield is a tripod ;
on each side of the pair is a column with a cock onit. On
the reverse of the vase a race is represented : three youths
running. This vase is published by Gerhard in Ktruskische
und eampanische Vasenbilder, pl.

A black-figured Amphora, 153 in. bigh, mended. On the obverse,

two warriors attack each other and a man rushes between
them as if to separate them. On the other side, Herakles is
in conflict with the Amazons. This vase is attributed by
Beazley (Jowrnal of Hellenic Studies, 1927, p. 84, no. 10)
to the Antimenes painter ; Aétic work of about 520 B.c.

Another, 17 in. high, mended. On the oliverse, a warrior stands

in his chariot, his driver beside him, ready to set out; his
wife and son stand at the horses’ heads. On the reverse, a
warrior is arming ; he lifts his leg to adjust his greave, 8
woman faces him holding his spear and his shield (device a
sword ) ; his helmet is on the ground ; his companion is already
armed ; Attic work of the later part of the 6th Cent. B.0.

Another, 16} in. high, mended. On the obverse, a wedded pair,

probably Pelens and Thetis, in a chariot. attended by
Apollo, who plays the cithara, Hermes and a goddess. On
the reverse, a maenad and three satyrvs; Aftic work af the
later part of the 6th Cent. v.C.

Another, 163 in. kigh, mended, with patches of the pictures

missing ; the foot is ancient but does not belong. On the
obverse, a scene from the gigantomachy : Poseidon attacks
the giant Polybotes, with his trident in his vight hand and on
his left shoulder a huge boulder representing the island of
Nisyros; two more giants complete the picture. On the
reverse, a woman stands between two warriors, perhaps
Helen between Menelaos and Agamemnon ; Attic work of
about 500 B.o.

fighting with the threebodied giant Geryon: one of the
three bodies has collapsed.
