** OF this extremely rarve and highly interesting medal only three ea-
amples are known ; one of these is preserved in the National Col-
lection at the British Musewm ; another is in that of Reginald
Huth, Esqr, ; the third—the one above deseribed—was purchased
by the late owner, some years ago. Al are from the same model
and by the same hand ; they were probably the work of a Con-
tinental ( Duteh 1) goldsmith. The process of production—casting,
and subsequent heavy chasing—aceounts for the minor differences
to be found in the three specimens by a close comparison.
