Of unuvsual interest, as this was the yvear of the famous
Stratford Jubilee in honour of Shakespeare. " Garrick was
the whole soul of the affair.” On June 18th she notes that
they set out for Stratford-on-Avon. They left Garrick’s
house at Hampton at 1 after 7, arrived at Henley 1 before
12, left Henley 10 minutes before 3, arrived at Oxford 20
minutes before 7 (stayed at the Angel Inn). On June 19th
they left Oxford at 20 minutes before 7, arrived at Chapel
House 5 minutes before 10, leaving Chapel House at  before
12, they arrived at Stratford-on-Avon at 5 o'clock. She also
gives the distances :(—

From Hampton to Egham ... 8 miles
,» Egham to Maidenhead TR
» Maidenhead to Henley ¢
» Henley to Oxford ... AR bR
49 miles

From Oxford to Chapel House, then 18 miles to Stratford.
This is almost the identical route followed by Shakespeare
on his many journeys from Stratford to London ; at Oxford,
however, Shakespeare stayed at the Crown Inn. The diary
on the 22nd and 23rd June relates the return journey by the
same route. The Garricks left again for Stratford on the
1st September, arriving (by the previous route) on the follow-
ing day. Sepé. 3rd, 46k and 5th, were spent at Stratford in
preparation for the Birthday. September Gth was ™ the great
day,” as Fitzgerald, in his * Life of Garrick,” terms it.

‘The present book is beautifully
printed on fine vellum by the scholar-printer, Josse Bade,
usually known from his native place, Assche, as Badius
Ascensius. Working first under Jean Trechoel, the printer
of Lyons, he remained there until that printer’s death in
1498, when, marrying his daughter Hostelye, he removed to
Paris. For a time he worked for others, but in 1503 started
in business for himself, continning until his death in 1535.
He was a learned man and edited many of the books which
he produced. This book is remarkable for the number and
heauty of the initial letters, and on the verso of the title is
a woodeut of St. Peter holding the keys and a book. Copies
even on paper appear to be very rare; it is not mentioned
by Brunet or other bibliographers. There are copies on
vellam in the Vatican Library and in the Bibliothéque
Nationale, but no others appear to be known. The present
beautiful copy was formerly in the library of the Convent of
S. Maria Major at Rome. The work was apparently com-
posed in or before 1497, in which year a copy was submitted
to the professors in the faculty of Theology at Paris. It
was written on ten leaves, and certified to contain nothing
opposed to sound doctrine. Maittaire, Panzer and Hain, all
gquote an edition printed at Paris in 1497, but no such
edition exists. Each simply quotes from the other, and the
original authority appears to be the Nova Bibliotheca of
Labbaeus. The mistake probably arose from a careless
serutiny of the last page with the date 1497. The binder of
the present copy has fallen into this errorand dated it 1497.
We learn that the book was approved by the doetors of
Paris, and afterwards sent " in forma libelli” (in the form of
a book), which doubtless means a printed book, to Pope
Leo X, who added an indulgence to those who should recite
it. This indulgence was dated 6th August, 1516, so that
the book sent to the Pope was the vellum copy of this
edition now in the Vatican.

Of his early life we know nothing, but by
1541 he was organist of St. George’s Chapel, Windsor. He
had early become a convert to the reformed religion, and,
when in 1543 a search for heretical books was made, the com-
missioners found in his possession, not only tracts attacking
the Six Articles, but the manuseript of a Coneordance to the
Bible on which Marbecke had worked for years. On July 286,
1544, he was tried, and sentenced along with three com-
panions, to be burnt. His three friends were executed, but
Marbecke on account of his great musieal skill received,
through Gardiner, a royal pardon. Marbecke sent Foxe an
account of his trial, but the latter while inserting it in his
Book of Martyrs, alse described the burning of the writer !
After the acceszsion of Edward VI, Marbecke persevered with
his labours, and in 1350 published the Concordance. This
book is one of the rarest of the reformed service-books, and
though copies are to be found in the great English Libraries,
the British Museum, Bodleian, Cambridge and Lambeth, ex-
ceedingly few eopies remain in private hands. The present
copy is a fine and sound one in the original binding of brown
calf, the sides ornamented with the stamp J. A., a blind
tooled border. It contains the book-plate dated 1736, of
the Rev. Francis Blomefield, the author of the History of
Norfolk.

Librarian of the Signet Library, Edinburgh, who died in
1878, and whose splendid library was sold in these rooms in
1879-80. In the frontispiece to Laing’s Life (printed in
1878) he is shown holding this volume in his hand. The
present copy is remarkable for its extremely ornamental
and elaborate hinding, a very curious and unecommon speci-
men of Scottish work of the period. The whole side is
minutely worked with small tools, hardly any use having
been made of the roll. The elaborate centre ornament is
arranged in the form of a circle, usual in Scottish work, in
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place of a diamond or lozenge more common in England,
while each corner of the panel is filled with a quarter-cirele.
The whole field is semé with gold rosettes and quatrefoils,
while the whole ground is heightened with gilt dotting. The
diamond-shaped spaces throughout the ornament appear to
have been eoloured. It seems most probable that this bind-
ing was specially prepared for presentation to King James
himself, in the printer’s office, for the paper used for the
lining and end-papers is the same as that on which the book
is printed.

This recently discovered portrait, which is in perfect condition,
was painted by L. Poyet (signed), an artist of note and a
friend of Thackeray's during his residence in Paris about
1840. It is beautifully painted and highly finished, and is
a most pleasing portrait, showing Thackeray in his early
manhood, with a healthy colour in his face, the dark hair
just beginning to be streaked with grey. The spectacles are
identical with those in the Lawrence portrait; the broken
nose is apparent, but without being at all obtrusive. The
size of the canvas is 24in. by 20 in. and is life-size of the
head and shoulders. This is an important * find 7 amongst
Thackeray relics, and, apart from the Thackeray interest, is
a most excellent portrait of the great novelist. It fills up
an important gap in the none too rich gallery of Thackeray
portraits. It has been engraved (but very much reduced) in
Dent's edition of Thackeray’s collected works. It was ex-
hibited at the Charterhouse Thackeray Exhibition.
