the margin. Ninety-one of the Arms have the holders’
Badges annexed in the left-hand margin, which greatly
inereases the heraldie interest of the volume. Against
each Arms is neatly written in the right-hand margin, the
name of the Knight, followed in the majority of eases with
a note on his family, some main ineidents in his career, or
the place of his burial. In many instances these notes are
of considerable extent, several in fact comprising upwards
of one hundred and fifty words.

The Manuseript was evidently not all executed at quite
the same date, but appears to have been in progress for
perhaps twenty-five years, say approximately from 1490
to 1515. The bulk of it, judging from its arrangement was
done from about 1490 to 1500, for the majority of the
entries of Knights elected after the latter date, are erowded
into the margin, because in many places no room had been
left for subsequent entries in the usual position down the
centre of each page. The handwriting of the notes iz pro-
bably the same throughout, though econsziderable variation
exists, as might be expected in a work extending over so
long a period of years. But it is highly probable that the
seribe was not also the draughtsman, for there is ample
evidenee that at least two artists worked on the Arms, for
the later ones are quite distinet in character and colouring
from the earlier ones, as pointed out in detail below.

The approximate date is clearly arrived at from the
ingeription attached to the Arms of King Henry VII on
the recto of folio 2.

“And nowe gloriously reigneth oure condigne lorde
Kinge Henr the VIIth whiche in his yvouth hath endured
many greate duresse And blessed by God hath wonne i
ereate Batailles the fiyrste the Bataile of Redmore where
was sleyne the seyde king Richard the thyrde and the due
of Northfolke the Lord fferrvs wt many other. The
secunde the Bataile of Stoke where was sleyne therle of
Lineoln and tlmyl‘e;_pmt-mlrlml King taken whiche was but a
poore man's sonne.”
The hattle of Stoke took place in 1487 and as no later
event in the career of Henry VII is referred to, the years
1490 to 1500 may reasonably be assumed as the probable
time of the writing of the main part of the Manuscript,
especially as those dates pretty nearly correspond with the
dates of election of the Knights mentioned in the latest
primary entries under each Stall all through the volume.

The Arms of King Henry VIII, which follow those of
Henry VII, on folio 2, were evidently inserted in the later
or second period covered by the Manuseript. They are
undoubtedly the work of a different artist for the mantling
is of a different character, and whereas in all the eight
previous Royal Arms the garters overlap each other and also
overlap the Badges, in the case of Henry VIII the garters
do not overlap and the border line of the Badge is quite
