The manuscript begins with a * Regimento da altura do
polo as meio dia " (or Rule for finding the altitude of the pole
at midday) by means of the graduated astrolabium. The
system affords a proof that the mathematicians and cosmo-
graphers ashore were in some respects behind the practical
pilot in nautical science. It reveals that observations of
latitude by the meridian altitude of the sun are earlier than
has been hitherto believed.

The Regimento is followed by quadrennial solar tables
for the years 1517-20 and then by a collection of wvarious
* Rutters "’ or sailing directions for navigation between Portugal
and India. It also contains a Rutter of the Red Sea which
appears to be the second oldest known, and a hitherto unknown
description of the east coast of Madagascar.

The author of this manuscript was the Pilot Emanuel
Alvares who had been Pilot of Joao de Castro on his voyage
to India in 1538, and who was one of the most experienced
seamen of his time. There is another contemporary copy in
the Bibliothéque Nationale (Fonds Portugais, ancien, No. 48]
but no other complete version is known to exist, and the work
has never been printed, though extracts from a similar copy
are embodied in Linschoten’s ** Itinerario.”

The manuscript has in three places (inside cover at be-
ginning and end and on the first page of text) the autograph
signature of André Thevet (1502-90), cnsmugTapher -royal of
France, with the dates 1563 and 1567.

*.¥ Nicolas Desliens was one of a very remarkable and enter-
prising group of Normans, who as pilots, explorers, corsairs
and map-makers contributed more than any other Frenchmen
in the sixteenth century to make their country a great maritime
power. IFrom the number of important maps which they
made they are known as the Dieppe School of cartographers.

Three maps of the world are known from the hand of
Nicolas Desliens. The earliest, now in the Royal Library at
Dresden, is dated 1541, and is therefore the second earliest
known from the Dieppe School. His second, which is smaller
than most of the maps of his fellow cartographers, was drawn
in 1366 and is in the Bibliothéque Nationale. His third, the
map now offered for sale, resembles the Paris map very closely
in size and style, but is in a far better state of preservation
and has some original features.

The following are some principal cartographical points.

N. America. New Brunswick (' Terre a lrelons ") or Nova Scotia
coast marked with a Genoese flag, a point of much interest in view of
the fact that the exact part of the American coast discovered by the
