Veranae, Petvus Maufer, Gallicus, 1450-1479
he present exeesszively rare edition, dated 8 Kal. Januarii
(Dec. 25), was edited by Ludoviens Cendrata of Verona,
who addresses a prefatory letter, dated Prid Kal. Dec.
(Nov. 30), to Antonius Donatus of Venice, governor of
Verona. This edition was printed at the cost of Innocens
?llﬁl:us, who in I-’c 76 was associated with Felix Antiquarius
in the Petrarcha “ De viris illustribug,” printed at Pogliano.
It is the only signed book issued by Maufer at Verona.
There are some diflicult questions conneeted with this hook.
It was issued at Verona on Dee. 25, 1480, and after Jan. 2,
1481, a prognostication of Maufredus, without his pame
and no name of place, but in the same type, was also issued.
But Part 1 of the Bartolus on the Digests, dated 10 Kal.
Dee. (Nov, 22) 1480, was published at Veniee, “impensa
et eura Petri Maufer” and others. Maufer eould not have
been working at Venice and Verona at the same time.

One was made
in 1458 by Pierre Favre, the curé of Aubervillers, and in
others the original language is modernized. Aecording to
Brunet, the prologue which begins * Selon raison et honnes
moeurs,” and which oceurs in this manuseript, was addressed
to Charles VIII, who reigned from 1483 to 1498. The
manuseript is in a contemporary binding of green velvet
over wooden hoards. The covers are unornamented, the
edges gilt and gauflred. In the centre of the fore-edge is
the sacred monogram 1. I1. 8., and on either side and on top
and bottom panels of complicated seroll work.
