INTRODUCTION.

4 GooD many vears ago I began accumulating Greek
il incunabula, with a view to publish just such a work
fl as the late Mr. Proctor’s Printing of Greek in the
=y Y Vih cenlury.

This admirable publication did not stop me from continuing to
collect for some years, but the real raison d’'étre of my mania had
ceased to exist. I find, furthermore, that eertain desiderata cannot be
obitained, such as the Greek Psalter of 1486 (which has not come up
for sale in the 26 vears I have followed the book auctions), and snch
as the first Greek Grammar of 1476. I had a copy once, but returned
it to the seller as it was =o scored with writing, and have never found
ome since. Nor can I get hold of the first Greek books printed in
Paris by Tissard, 1507.

Furthermore, taxes levied to-day on personal property in this State
have become most oppressive, and | have therefore decided to part

with this part of my library.

In order to diversify the offering, I have added a wvery fairly
complete section of Aldines up to the date of the elder Aldus’ death.
Also gome excellent specimens of binding of all periods, some illus-
trated French books, and a grand series of Dibdins,

Among the ineunabula, both Greek and Latin, will be found so
many treasures, it iz hard to particularize here. Yet 1 would call
attention to several wnew! copies, some with the original rough edges :
to the copy of Varro (Lauer, 1471) with probably the earliest pagina-
tion ; to that of Jerome (A. de Torresanus de Asula, 1488) with leaves
numbered at foot side by side with the signatures; to the Hermes of
Luea di Domenici, 1481, which has one of the earliest title pages; to
the gold printing in Simplicius (Calliergus, 1499) and to many most
interesting Colophons.  Also to the

Vitrurins, Ed. Prine., Rome, Hevolt, cirea 1482

Falen = »  Calliergus, 1500 ; both immensely rarve
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Lsperates of Seincenzeler, 1493, in immaculate condition

Fuelid of Ratdolt, with exceptionally wide margins, a necessity in

this book, and rare, to set off the diagrams

Homer, 1488, elegantly bound by Durn, that great contemporary

of Bedford

Aunthologia, Lucian and Apollonius Rhodivs, of Alopa, in Greek

capitals (the latter being bound by Bedford, and with Lord
Spencer's autograph, 18 also @ presentation eopy to RoGER
Ascruam by his Greek tutor Robert Pember).

Nor must be overlooked the eight Jensons of all sizes and formnats,
especially the Macrobius containing the numerous extracts from Honier,
being the first part of Homer ever printed. Could Jenson’s type have
been printed with Sweynheym and Pannartz superb black ink, it would
have produced a marvellous effeet. Yet in Jenson's [hogenes, 1475,
the ink will be found brighter than usual.

From the many Italian presses it may be invidious to single out
any more, yet the roman types of Gabe. Petri, M. Manzolo, Azzoguidi,
LPlato de Benedictis and Miscomind eannot pass without a word of praise.

Some nice specimens of Miscomini’s work are here for comparison,
and are to the fore in all their beauty, for Miscomini watched his
compositors elosely and did grand work. Notice, too, his earlier gothie
type in the large Jevome, from his Venice press of 1476, with Greek
types, the basis of his later beautiful fount. And this book is spaced
and set up to perfection. The Politianus is a beautiful copy.

The men of old time were terrible annotators and defacers of the
monuments of the early press.  Yet it is always interesting to see the
hooks from such a library as that of Musurus, and we have a plentiful
supply here with his notes, as well as those of Ariosto, Bembo, Erasmus,
Avanecius, George Vespueei, and many others. While some of the
XVth century hands are very similar, this is most noteworthy in
the eases of Vespucei, Musurns and Ariosto, which are difficult to
distinguish without care.

GEORGE ANTONY VESPUCCI, 1434-1514.

As regards Georgius Antonius Vespucel, whose autograph adorns
the end of No, 219 (De hRe Aedificatoria, Florence, 1485), we have a
striking confirmation from Bandini (Vita e lettere di Amerigo Vespueei,
4to, 1745, page xxii) that George Vespucei not only freely annotated

his books, but iras in the habit of inseribing his name af the end. He
writes :



Possedeva inoltre una sceltissima raceolta di codiel greci e latind wna gran
guerte de guali postillati di sua propria mane, st conversano nell” opera di
8. Maria del Fiore, e nella Libreria di 8. Marco, benché ne siano sparsi per
altre Librerie, e case particolari, tra quali ho osservato io in 8. Lorenzo un
codice di Marziale, nel fine del quali =i leggono le inscraseitte parole :
* Liber F. dnastegis ]'rr.#‘i'u.l{'[‘r:; 2 Geprgir dntonit qjuxl.f'n'l.tr'fx.”

Thus Bandini is an eve witness to this, and to the fact that he had
identified numerons volumes (of MSS.) in Italian librarvies with his
marginal notes, and he states from such observations that he had a
fine collection of codices. In this case the codex of Martial referred to
had been the joint property of George and of his brother Anastagius
(Italian “ Nastagio™), the father of A merigo, If George annotated MS=s.
freely, he would clearly annotate printed books later, as we see he pro-
bably did in the case of No. 259 (Pliny, Portilia, 1481). Now although
Amerigo was under his tutelage early, he writes in 1476 (see infira) in
the letter reproduced by Varnhagen and by Winsor, that his latin was
shaky then (at 25 vears of age), and there is every reason to know
that he remained in elose intercourse with his uncle George after this.

Thus (Bandini, p. xxfxxii) Uncle George in a letter to Riceardo
Becchi, dated 1477, says, “ Reliqua si qua sunt nepos ipso coram
explicabit,” and this after the opening phrase . . . “reddidit mihi
Almerigo] nepos tuos suavissimas literas,” showing nephew Amerigo
was then (1477) the go-between or messenger who carried these
letters. 1 want to establish this, because there are sentences in this
letter which are extremely important as showing George Vespucei's
tratn of thought and mind at that time, four years before the notes
could have been made in the Pliny.  He writes, after quoting in Greek
from Gregory . .. " id est ‘' Beatus est qui excelsam quidem vitam agit,
humilem vero de se opinionem habet."” And then, from Socrates . . .
Uil est dn navigando quidem gubernalort parvendwin est, in vita antem
ei qui eonsulere melius potest.” ”  The latter phrase shows his trend of
thought ; it brings before our eyes all the talks he must have had
already with Amerigo about the oversea route to other countries, sinee
he chooses this seutical stindle to erpress a home fruth.  And as regards
the former quotation, it throws some light on much of Amerigo's
silence about himself and his doings, which has been the cause of all
the trouble as to where he really was in 1497, ete.  For it shows that
Unecle George, himself a most learned yet retiring man, inculcated
always the merit of these same virtues into his teachings of his
nephew. Now Amerigo did not leave Florence till after 1489, and no
doubt continued in close intercourse and amity with his unele.
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Now we come to the Pliny, which again in its voluminous notes,
shows us how Unecle George pondered all these strange stories of
foreign wonders related in the Historie Naturalis, and how he and
Amerigo donbtless canvassed them, and how the foundations were laid
for Amerigo's sea-faring career late in life, which Markhan (Hakluyt
Soc., vol. 90) so ridieules, and for his paing is in turn ridiculed by
Harrisse (London, Stevens, 1895). There are many instances where
men have been unable to submit to a mercantile career, and in middle
life have at last given free rein to their natural bent. Such was the
case with Amerigo, egged on as the Pliny shows, through all these
vears, by the recollection of his early training, or the continued
mterconrse with his Unele George, who, at bottom theveforve, is vesponsible
Joir Amerigo's voyages, and for America’s naiie.

Now Bandini tells us that Unele George withdrew from Florence
to the convent (where he spent the remaining seventeen years of his
life) in 1497, the same vear as Amerigo’s oversea activities began. No
one but Bandini has pointed thiz out, and no one has dwelt on the
coincidence.  Was it fortuitous 7 Perhaps not. Bandini gives in full
the entry in the convent books.® Amerigo’s first voyage is said to
have begun on 10 May, 1497.1 His Uncle George retired to the
convent 5 Juae, 1497,

Is this not in the nature of a further slight corroboration of the
prabability of the much disputed first voyage having taken place in
fact. What more natural than that George Vespucei should have
desired to withdraw from the world then, the better to follow his
nephew in prayer, if the said nephew had then at last set out on the
vovage of discovery so often talked of between them ?

One of the few authors, go far, to point to George Vespucei as the
real source of Amerigo's strength and ambitions is Ober (Heroes of
American History Series, Amerigo Vespueei, 1907). He goes so far as
to say:... “all he knew—and that included all the ancients knew—
of these abstruse sciences ” (astronomy and cosmography) “ he imparted

to Amerigo . . .

# " Fr. Georgius Antonius Vespueceius, Ser Americi de Vespueei's Preepositug
Cathedralis Ecclesie Florentinge, vir de integritate vite & morum in urbe
Florentia semper et a cunctis opiniatissimus ; litteris Latinis et greecis orna-
tissimus, a quo bonge litterse & in urbe Florentia & in tota ferme Italia exceptae
sunt. Hic annormum 64 etsi habitum nostre Religionis assompserit a Fr.
Hieronymo” (Savonarola seilicet) “ 5 Junii 1497, tamen ut sibi & propinguis
in suartm  verwm  dispositione consuleret ; ad hane diem petiit dilationem
professionis.”

AMERIGO VESPUCCI, Borx 1451, pigp 1512.

Winsor (Narrative and Crit. History of America, vol. ii) =ays:
“Such early education as he had came from a learned uncle Georgi
Antonio Vespueel.”

OUn p. 130, he gives a facsimile (taken from Varnhagen) of a letter,
written by Amervigo V. in 1476, when therefore 25 years old. Hence
after he had come under the influence and teaching of his uncle George.
This ean be recognised at a glance from the writing, for it is evidently
based on that of his unele. Note the V in Vespucel is low and on a
parallel with the vowels. So the V in George Vespucei's signature,
Capital I, as well as M, B, L, all chavacteristic letters, are unfor-
tunately absent, but G is there (line 6, well out in the left margin),
beginning his unecle’s name, “ Georgius Antonius,” and this lends force
to our contention that the notes in’ Pliny are by George Vespueei, for
it is not only of the same style exactly as that in George Vespueci's
own signature, but even more similar to the Gs in the Pliny than that
of George Vespucei's signature, thus, G. CUCapital F is present, but is
rather different from that of his uncle, and T is rather squatter. In
the small letters Amerigo uses largely of the long [ (s), and joins
¢ and t in dictus (&), just as George Vespucei joins the s and p in his
signature. Small t is low and erossed low. Small v is an exagwerated
form of George's, and exaetly like n.

On the other hand, Amerigo’s capital E is € shape, but with the
eross-bar very high, thus €, found both in Ego, and in his signature,
which he writes €mericus and not Americus. This differentiates from
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most of the capital Es in the Pliny, which are usunally made E, with
the bottom horizontal well back of the perpendicular. He shows
quite a predilection for & thus writing preceptus and presente (which
Bandini copies prieceptus and priesente), and he writes even dere for
dare (line two), Altogether the writing does not show as much
character as that of his unele, though independence is shown in the
nse of his own capital €.

The most amusing coincidence (which I have never seen pointed
out) is that his capital S has a tail, and is like the American symbol
for a dollar, viz. %, circumstance alone entitled to show that his name
was rightly applied to the North American Continent, rather than that
of Columbus !

Varnhagen in his Am. Vespueei: Lima, 1865, p. 68, gives another
signature of Vespueei, this time almost’ exactly like his unele’s, with
the (long) & and p joined (fp) (see facsimile of letter herewith). Ame-
rizo’s later signature” has Spanish flourishes after his intercourse with
Spanish and Portuguese.

I am writing this after having parted with the I'liny—(which has
travelled across that wet highway, which George Vespueel saw so
often in his mind’s eye, and which Amerigo and Columbus so fearlessly
negotiated in their tiny barques)—and cannot refer to it again, or to the
Strabo of De Spire, 1472, with similar annotations, so I must leave it
to the next owner to determine whether Amerigo himself wrote any
of the notes, as he and his unecle doubtless pored over the volumes in
George Vespueel's library, for Amerigo did not leave Florence till after
1489, if indeed before 1492,

The above iz ventured without desiring to add any commercial
value to the volumes. Personally, I prefer a volume with Ariosto’s
MS. notes to a binding of Grolier; and one with Vespucei's or
Musurus’ annotations to a volume bound for Maioli or Canevarius ef
amicorum. But tastes differ. 1 ecall attention to the “ provenances,”
because almost nothing has been given us in print on these subjects.
[f I have erred in attributing any “ provenance ” among my volumes,
it may lead to further research in this nearly virgin field, and I shall
be grateful. Before sending away the volumes, I had no leisure to go
over the ground of my attributions again. Of most of them I am
satisfied and certain. Of others, the data to be given herewith should
certainly lead to correct diserimination.

The point remains, that the writing (especially the formation of

* Tre lettere di Cr. Columbo & A. Vespueci, Rome, 1881.
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certain distinctive letters such as capital T, L, A, B, D, C, M) of
(. Vespucei, Musurus, and Ariosto, is extremely similar. These three
hands of three of the most prolific annotators of that time must be
carefully differentiated before a correct attribution can be given.

Now as to Musurus. Seventy vears have elapsed since Sotheby
wrote of Melancthon’s many marginal notes in the volumes forming
Dir, Kloss' library. Twenty years have passed since De Nolhac wrote
of Orsini’s library and called attention to the writing of Politianus,
Lasearis, Colocei, Pomponins Laetus and the Bembos, and we lack
badly a volume of facsimiles of the handwriting of the other great
[talian and Greek humanists of the XVth-XVIth centuries. Even
Orsini, before the end of the XVIth century did not know Musurus'
writing (see De Nolhae, pp. 150, 151); at any rate he overlooked it
when taking note of others in the books he catalogued and destined
for the Vatican.

This is my excuse for bringing the matter to your attention herve,
It would be in place in a critical essay, but out of plaee in a catalogue
1I¥ there were any books of reference worthy the name, but there
are nof.

How many Bibliophils are acquainted even with Musurus e fibids
Movoroipov kai rov ypwpérer found by de Nolhae in a Xenophon of
Orsini ¥ Musurus makes use of a rather rare expression, which means
the eonsultors of oracles. Not satisfied with “. .. et amicorwin™ of
otl 188, or ¥ .. Kai TGV q!.-fﬁirw,” or even with “. .. KT Kai Tiw 1'|hr’.-'||.|:-:|-'”
of Politian (De Nolhae, p. 210) he uses ypwpéver (Euripides, almost if
not quite alone ; Thue. and others vsed the dative singular only), which
signifies something eloser than a friend, * My book and that of other
chotce and Findred consulting spirits” In fact the word is a vich one
(from ypdw and ypdopar ) embracing the meanings: to know a person
as a friend, to lend to such an one, to consult or be consulted, ete.
at ypopevor =" the econsultors ” (Eur. Phoen., 957). xpeueros substantive,
is not found in the Lexicons. It might fairly be incorporated in the
next, and given the meaning of “ Booklover !

De Nolhac's investigations covered but fragments of the libraries of
Bembo and Carteromachos, whose volumes entered largely into the
composition of Orsini’s library.

The other learned men of the day had large libraries, and many of
their volumes are still wandering outside of museums. In this eollec-
tion are many old friends reassembled. It is by chance that we
emphasise Marcus Musurus’ books here.  But we find he had a
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lavge library. Learned and modest, his extant letters are but few,
and we must seek the man in the margins of his beloved companions
—his hooks.

First hear what his contemporaries thought of him. We quote from
Legrand (p. exv, vol. 1):—

=a connaissance de antiquité greeque était solide et profonde, son érudi-
tion était des plus vastes, Un savant expert en pareille matiére et lui-
méme  helléniste distingué, Beatus BRhenanus, a porté sur Musurus un
Jngement que la posterité a ratifié, et que nous nous plaisons 4 reproduire :
* NVikil [in greciz anctoribus] erat tam reconditwm quod non aperivet, nec
tarme Envolutim guod non expedivet Musurus, veve Musarum eustos et antistes.
Owenia fegerat, excusserat omnia. Schemato loguutionwm, fabulas, fistorias,
ritus veteres ad wguem ellebat.,  Hane tam conswmmatam ervditionem
eticim insignis pietas commendebat, dum patrem gieculum jom grandevum

And once more (pp. exxi, exxii) he gquotes Erasmus :—

Frasme fabituellement si pew prodigue d'éloges, exalte la merveilleuse
connaissance que Musurns possédait de la langue latine : * Byat tum, ut
opinor, [Raphael Regius] non minor annis septuaginta, et tamen nulla fuit
hyems tam aspera quin ille mane hora septima adiret Marenm Musurum
graece profitentem qui toto anno vix quatuor intermittebat dies quin publice
profiteretur.  Juvenes hiemis rigorem ferre non poterant, illum senem nee
pudor, nee hiems abigebat ab anditorio.  Musurus autem ante senectutem
periit, postea quam ex benignitate Leonis caeperat esse archiepiscopus, vir
natione griec us, nimirnm Uretensis, sed latine lingue usque ad mivaculum
doetus, quod vix ulll greco contigit preeter Theodorum Gazam et Joannem

Lascarem qui adhue in vivis est. Deinde totius philosophize non tantum

studiosissimus, vir summis rebus natus, si lienisset superesse. . . "

All this is quoted to show how negligent posterity has been of the
books from his great library, and how little appreciative of them when
they are to hand in many libraries, and others, to-day, in dealers” hands.

As said above his correspondence is meagre, and we must seek in
his eandlelight marginal labours for his true character.

Ome of the most interesting features of collecting Incunabula is the
coming together again of long lost friends on the same shelves. Few
people have any idea of the extensive character of the libraries of the
AXVth and early XVIth centuries—Musurus, Ariosto, Poliziano, the
Bembos, and others, not only had collected many volumes for their

several libravies, but had diligently annotated them.
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It is not easy to differentiate between the handwritings of some of
these worthy men. Commercially the science is practically unknown.
In this collection is a copy of the Aldine Valerius Maximus of 1502,
having stamped on the binding “cwm postillis L. Ariosto,” but the
marginal writing is so like that of Musurus it is hard to decide to
which of the two to attribute! it. Indeed my growing interest in the
subject dates from the time when I found it impossible to separate the
libraries of these two men.

They both had large libraries. Both were furious annotators, and
their handwriting is so similar that it takes hard work to separate
their volumes. Musurus eapital E however is nearly always E, whereas
Ariosto almost invariably writes € There is a slight difference in
small p, Musurus using a small horizontal (either left or right) at base
of perpendicular, whereas Ariosto usually has a plain perpendicular,
or a slight upward hook to the right. This is perhaps the most
characteristic and permanent difference. 1 found it very diffienlt
to get lengthy specimens of Musurus writing. One would hardly
think this difficult, as he must have corresponded very freely, but it is
s0. There is no specimen in the British Museum. I could get no
encouragement from Florence or Venice (yvet surely there must be
some letters in 8. Mark’s Library). The Vatican authorities denied
possession of any, and it was only when I supplied the necessary
data from De Nolhac's book (Correspondants d’Alde Manuece, Rowme,
Propaganda Press, 1888) that they were forthcoming. At that time
appeared the phototypic reproduction of Ariosto’s Orlande Furioso, so
that full comparison was then possible.

Like many other people, Musurus was careless of his hand-writing
in correspondence. Notice this in the only other specimen I have met
with in Renouard's work on the Aldus family and their publications,
where a facsimile is given of a short letter in Greek. The address is
more carefully written. Musurus’ marginal notes on the other hand
are ag a rule carefully and firmly written ; hence some differences to
be taken into consideration.

A beautiful firm hand of the same character had B. Bembo. Here
we find his capital S and small x the exact counterpart of Musurus,
but his eapital ¢ and small ¢ are enough as a rule to enable us to
differentiate between the two, whereas not only are Ariosto’s small full
looped gs exactly like Musurus’, but eapital A, I), M, N, ), and small
a, b, e, r, v, are identical as a rule. Musurus’ capital L, as a rule, has
a backward slope to the perpendicular, and a small tail to the horizontal
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line (as in all 3 horizontal lines in E), and Ariosto’s is more rectangular,
but this is not always a safe guide. Similarly, capital 1 is as a rule
somewhat different, Ariosto using a top line, and Musurus a plain
perpendicular with backward slope below the line. T of Ariosto
varies, but is generally to be distinguished from Musurus.

For the rest, it may be sufficient to point out that small d is
a little more open at the bottom in Musurns’ writing than in Ariosto’s,
and Musurus occasionally uses a for @, whereas Ariosto is consistent in
use of a.

My library of Incunabula, which is almost confined to Greek works,
or those including Greek passages, yet discloses the fact that Musurus
and Ariosto were both omniemptors of contemporary and early books,
and omnivorous readers and digesters of their library maferiel as
evidenced by their passion for marginal annotation. Of course in
Musurus' case, this seems more natural, as his work under Aldus the
elder, and then in full charge of the Press after Aldus’ death, necessi-
tated literary aectivity of a high degree. And then, how many
“washed 7 copies have had obliterafed from their pages the evidence of
the midnight vigils of these dauntless pioneers in the early fields of
printed literature !

As we passed through the dear old town of Botzen (Bolzano,
Bosanum, Pons Drusi), recently, so little changed to-day from the old
XVth eentury days, we could almost see the Teuton printers passing
to their new homes in Italy, thinking nothing of the long Alpine pass,
We could see the old traftic in heavy tomes, wending back and forth
over the Brenner on its slow jowrneys, and it seemed more fitting that
poor dear Proctor should perish on an Alpine pass, than slowly lose
his eyesight in the dusty halls of Famne in Bloomsbury.

If the above sketehy indieations will save any of my contemporaries’
eves an extra day’s labor, it will be well.

But, we believe, the great public of
Letters has no idea, to-day even, of the enormous amount of initial

A
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and subterranean work the poet was guilty of before the great epic
saw the light. He was, as pointed out, a great anmotator, an omni-
vorous reader and, contrary to some of his bibliographers, we have
reason to think that he did study Greek superficially. His early study
of the law was certainly not time lost, as some have thought, for it led
him first into the by-ways of literature. He was a great student, as
those who bring his books together will see, now that attention is
once more called to it, for in this case several identifications have
already been made.

The MS5. of Homer in this collection, we think, probably belonged
to Arviesto. The writing consists of but few words, however, not
sufficient for a eomplete identification.

He was on friendly terms with the Vespueei family.

Among other interesting “provenances,” are books from the
libravies of Aldus, Beatus Rhenanus, B. Bembo (most of P. Bembo's
passed to the Vatican through Orsini), Avaneiug, Erasmus, Melancthon,
Juan de Castellanos, Aymon de Salvaing, De Belliévre, Ascham,
J. A. Fabricius, Salmasius; not to speak of Wm. Berrian, Bishop
Butler, Dr. Kloss, Lord Spencer, Wodhull, Dr. Hawtrey, Heber,
“ Mornington,” “ Grafton,” Renouard, Pichon, Paillet, Double, De Thou,
Due d’Aumale: nor of Ruskin, Leigh Hunt, Rossetti, Gray, Lewis
Carroll, and others; while the specimens of Francis IT (Mary Stuart’s
youthful husband), Henri 11, ITI, Louis XIII, X1V, XV, XVI, Marie
Leczinska, Marie Antoinette, Madame Elizabeth (a rare provenance),
Madame de Pompadour (with autograph), Napoleon at St. Helena, and
so forth, cannot fail to be of interest. While among the French
almanacks will be found all the great names of France, from the end
of the XVII century to the XIXth, from Colbert down.

Of the colleetion of French National Almanacks, we ean only refer
to the printed list. The collection is without rival and took twenty-
five years to form. Apart from its literary completeness and interest
from a historical point of view, it forms a conspexus of French binding
from 1694 to 1888, with innumerable specimens of the famous
Dubuisson bindings and others, by all the leading Court binders of
the time, and must be seen to be appreciated.

Among the books with weedeuts, notice the

Terence of S. de Luere, 1497, with 2 cuts, probably by the artist of

the Poliphilus, the

Livy of P. P. Mantuanus, 1495, with about 200 spirited and

interesting cuts, the
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Herodotus of de Gregoriis, 1494, with the famous border on jfond

notr, which as Rivoli justly says is a chef d'oeuwvre.

We have not a large colleetion of the more important illustrated
books, vet the best are here, viz, the famous

Poliphilus, a very large copy, 124 in. by 8§ in., with edges untrimmed

and wide margins, to set off properly the illustrations; the grand

Pewrdannek, with its wonderful array of fascinating work, bright as

on the day of issue; and the

Berqomensis, de claris mulieribus of Lovenzo Rossi of Ferrara, than

which no more spirited and characteristic outline cuts issued
from the XVth century press,

These three are not to be exchanged for e/l the other woodent
books which are being so diligently eatalogued nowadays.

Among the Aldines arve to be found pretty nearly everything except
the italic Virgil of 1501 (the other four italic books of that year arve
here), and the first Museus and Galeomyomachia, all of them guite
“out of the market.”

Noteworthy is the wnigue copy of the first Hore (1497) with the
introductio ad literas greeeas, heard of by Renouard, but not bhelieved
by him to exist.

The Aldines merit careful attention. In addition to the unique
edition of the Horwe, 1497, note perhaps specially the very rare Chry-
soloras of 1512, with Melancthon’s contemporary Latin rendering of
Minerva's exhortation to Telemachus. This is a zem.

Note also the Hecuba of 1507, the only work published Ly Aldus
in that year. Nothing was published in 1506 owing to the troublous
times and his absence from Venice. This Hecuba is rare and little
known. Renouard knew of no eopy without the vensor's obliterations.
In this one, however, he has not touched the middle of the book
{beginning of Iphigenia), and at the end the ink is not thick enough to
obscure Evasmus’ name.

The so-called Lyons reprints are also represented by interesting
examples.

Here we might add that books which used to be classed as “ very
rare,” are not necessarily so to-day, and, conversely, books which
Cracherode and Spencer found ne difficulty in buying, are to-day
absolutely ertinet, and must be sought in the Museums.

Where I have therefore referred to a volume as rare or very vare,
rest assured that such is the ease to-day.

Full descriptions of the others will be found in their proper places.
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MANUSCRIPTS.

I have not made any speciality of these, but I have here an
interesting XIVth century Homer, and a very beautiful Cicero on the
finest vellum, such as was not generally used after the IVth century.”

Autographs. We can, however, present a very remarkable set of
modern MSS. being a series of marriage eontracts under Louis X1V,
XV, XVI, of weddings solemnised at Court, with the signatures of
all the prneipal personages of the times; a really important series of
intense interest. Grouped thus, autographs have a different living
collective interest than that which attaches to a single letter, maybe,
signed by an individual.

BINDINGS.

From the workmen of Cunerarius to the modern master (fiwel will
be found specimens worthy of a place in any library.

Among the extra rarities are two of Francois I[1's books. They came
together by aceident, but the one is proof of the other. Both in calf,
both of the same format, both on medical subjects! Evidently the
poor young prince, owing to his infirmity, collected medieal works for
study and profit, thongh he died so young his library ean have lLeen
but very maodest.

Silver bindings of chaste design are rare. We have a specimen
here of the fin de Lowis XV peviod, which cannot be excelled for pure
and dainty work of the eontemporary style.

BOOKS,

X Vith Century. A few rare works from rare presses of the first
vears of the XVIth century, and a copy of that interesting and rare
work of Geofirey Tory, the first edition of Chempflenry, 1529 ; also the
Roman reformed Breviary of 1556, on which were based some of the
formularies of our English book of Common Prayer; several of
R. Estienne's most interesting philological tracts ; the Schoolmaster of
Roger Ascham, first and second editions ; editio princeps in English of
Petrarch; Roger Baecon’s first edition of the Mirror of Alchemy ;
specimens of the earliest Greek printing at Cambridge and London
(in Lycias, 1593, and Cicero, 1558); the Polyglot Psalter of 1516,
eontaining the earliest account of the Life and Voyages of Columbus:
and a copy of Tyndale’s N.T., Antwerp, 1534.

I-athm- Ehrle of the Vatican, however, informs me that the famous Poggio Livy
is on equally fine vellum.
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X VIdth Century is practically neglected here, owing to the villainous
typography of the period. 1 exhibit, however, an interesting Elzevir
item (Ovid, 1659/61); a rare Cowley item, Poemata Latina; Sir W.
Raleigh’s History of the World, First Edition ;: and Milton's English
and Latin Poems, First Edition, 1645.

XVIHth Century comprises an important work with many MS.
notes by the poet Gray ; Panzer’s Annales Typographiei ; Gray's Poems,
1768 (first edition of Dodsley): Orpheus, 1787, with autograph and
many M3, notes by Leigh Hunt.

XIXth Century comprises some first editions of Dickens, a wonderful
collection of Dibdin's, extra illustrated : among Ruskin items, his first
appearance in print (1839), and a copy of “The Sketcher's Manual,”
annotated throughout by him, with most interesting comments: and
other valuable items.

To these last, but not least, add a series of important French
works, illustrated, or of interesting provenamce. Note especially of
the XVIILIth eentury the copy of Dorat's Les Baisers, 1770, bound by
Capé, and of his Fables, 1773, bound by Trautz-Bauzonnet, the latter
selling for 3,950 franes in Paris in 1881. Also the T¥émaque of
1734, of XIXth century works, magnificent specimens of Le Roi
Candaunle (1893), and Salammmbo (1900), with that exquisite dline,
retne de Golconde (1887).

Do not omit to appreciate the incomparable specimen of the Letfres
d'une Pérvvienne, 1797, bound by Bozerian, with the large plates in
first state, and beautiful impressions of those exquisite small master-
pieces of Coiny, who has here excelled himself.

Among the books inspired by Eros, note the Recued des meillewrs
contes en vers of La Fontaine, a bijou edition of 1778, 4 vols. 16mo,
orange moroceo by David, 116 engravings. One of the first 60 pulls
of this charming little book, with the * vignettes transposées™ of the
Contes de Rosine, les petits bateaws, lo consulfation  épineuse, Téone,
Nicaise, and lo Courtizsane amovreuse,

We have named but a few items, yet have transgressed the limits
of a short introduction. May the true book-lover pardon us. How
much more should be said !
