THE BoArRD oF MANAGEMENT has pleasure in presenting to the
GOVERNORS and SUBSCRIBERS the EIGHTY-SIXTH ANNUAL REPORT and
audited accounts for the year ended 31st December, 1946.

Throughout the year under review the work of the Hospital continued
at high pressure, and all possible steps were taken to provide the best
facilities for the specialised treatment of sick children. The following

NATIONAL HEALTH SERVICE

The National Health Service Bill received the Royal Assent and
became an Act on 6th November, 1946. Under the provisions of the Act
the Minister ot Health will become responsible for providing the whole
of the health services in England and Wales, and for this purpose he
will be entrusted with the ownership of all existing voluntary and public
authority hospitals. He will be advised by a central council of experts
and will delegate many of his powers regarding the hospital services to
Regional Hospital Boards, Management Committees and Boards of
Governors. The Regional Hospital Boards will be responsible to the
Minister for regional planning, the provision of hospital services and
where necessary the grouping of hospitals. The Management Committees
will be responsible to  the Minister through the Regional Hospitals Boards
for the control of the non-teaching hnqpltal&, and the Boards of Governors
will be responsible to the Minister for the management of the teaching
hospitals.

Parliament has made important alterations to the National Health
Service Bill. The general fear that the interests of the patient would be
second to the requirements of national administration and that the
continued support and interest in the work of hospitals would be
destroyed as a consequence of State ownership has to a large extent been
removed in the new Act. The shadow of remote and impersonal control
by the far distant regional body as foreseen in the original Bill has

disappeared. The day to day control of the hospitals will be in the hands
of managing committees. The importance of this revision cannot be
over-estimated in its effect upon the efficiency of the service, the welfare
of the patients and staff and the incentive thus given.to public-spirited
men and women to serve on the management committees.

On and after the " appointed day " when the National Health
Service comes into operation both the new Management Committees and
the Boards of Governors of teaching hospitals will be able to receive
gifts and legacies of money or property, and independently to administer
such gifts as trustees on behalf of their hospital or group of hospitals.
Although the State will make a payment to hospitals for general main-
tenance, it is certain that there will be many needs not covered by the
State payment which will require to be met by voluntary contributions.

There will always be need for more money to enable progress to be made
both in medical science and in the many aspects of efficient and improved
hospital service and administration. Parliament has recognised this
need, and the Act prm’id&a that any gift made to a particular hospital
after the “ appointed day © may be retained by the receiving hospital
for application in accordance with the wishes of the giver.

[t is hoped that the foregoing alterations in thk_ Act will give fresh
encouragement to those who in the past year have cancelled their sub-
scriptions to voluntary hospitals. The Bill has been greatly improved,
and the new Act appears to provids 2 workable plan for the hoapthl
services. The witality and humanity of the Mational Health Service
will depend upon the regulations to be made by the Minister in due course.

THE INSTITUTE OF CHILD HEALTH

Reference was made in last vear’s Annual Report to the establish-
ment of an Institute of Child Health, and the Board has pleasure in
publishing on pages 15-17 the Report of the Council on its activities.
The Institute is designed to co-ordinate the activities of the Hospital,
University and City Council, and to integrate all the curative, educational
and preventive aspects of child health. The Institute proposes to
establish a Breast Milk Bank in the near future, and the Hospital has
offered its premises at 25, Francis Road to be used temporarily for this
purpose.

FUTURE DEVELOPMENT AND EXTENSION

Careful and prolonged consideration has been given to schemes for the
post-war development and reconstruction of the Hospital. The list of
building schemes includes an extension to the Nurses’ Home, an extension
to the Pathological and Bio-chemical Departments, new Operating
Theatres, alterations to the Leonard Parsons Block, a new Special Depart-
ments Block and a new Teaching Block. Through the generosity of the
Brick League a new pemair Ward will be built at St. Cuthbert’s Auxiliary
Hospital, Malvern. It is a great pleasure to report that the plans for the
new kitchens, dining rooms and vegetable preparation rooms have been
approved by the Ministry of Health, and the work is in progress. Plans
have also been prepared for new central stores, an extension to the
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laundry and for improving the electrical and engineering services of the
Hospital. The Board of Management is convinced that the schemes now
proposed are vital and essential if the Hospital is to maintain its proud
position and progressive reputation among the great children’s hospitals
of the world.

FINANCE

Despite the vigilance exercised by the Board of Management to
ensure that expenditure is himited to the minimum compatible with
efficiency, expenditure during the year has increased by £23,508. This
increase arises mainly from the rising prices of most supplies and the
adoption of higher nationally agreed wage and salary scales, which are
circumstances beyond the control of the Board. There would, therefore,
seem to be no possibility of any immediate reduction in expenditure, if
the standard of service is to be maintained. An earnest appeal is made
to friends of the Hospital to continue their help, and to secure new annual
subscriptions for carrying on the vital work of healing sick children.
The House Governor will be pleased to receive the names and dddresses
of any persons likely to support the work of the Hospital.

REPORT OF THE BRICK LEAGUE FOR THE YEAR 1946

THE Brick LEAGUE HAS PLEASURE IN PRESENTING ITS
341TH ANNUAL REPORT

We have had a very successful year and interest and enthusiasm
have been well maintained in our thirteen Branches.

Mrs. P. W. Pearson and Mrs. M. R. Haseler have resigned from °
the Joint Presidency of the Edgbaston Branch, which they have held for
twelve years. Mrs. J. M. Smellie has now become President.

Our Branch at Wylde Green has combined with Erdington as there
was considerable over-lapping in these districts. Mrs. Lyde who was
President at Wylde Green, has joined the Committee at Erdington.
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A new Branch has been formed at Knowle and Dorridge. Mrs.
Norman J. Curtis is the President and has begun work with a keen
committee,

We have made our usual contribution of £120 to the Hospital which
will be spent on materials, wool and garments. One hundred and
sixty-five coloured pullovers have been knitted in our Branches for use
in the wards.

We have increased our contributions to Convalescent Homes and
are now supporting Cots at the Royal Alexandra Hospital at Rhyl, and
at Children’s Convalescent Homes at West Kirby, Charnwood Forest and
Broadstairs. In all, nineteen children have been sent to our Cots during
the year for periods varying from a few weeks to four months.

‘Officers and members of the Committee have paid several wvisits
to St. Cuthbert’s, Malvern, during the year, and they were impressed
with the urgent need for an Open-Air Ward to replace a very unsafe
balcony. Enquiries were set on foot and plans prepared, as a result of
which we have promised to contribute the sum of £3,000 towards the cost
of the new Ward.

We have sold sixty more bricks, and the owners, together with
others who have purchased bricks during the war years, hope to be
able to lay their bricks when the building begins at Malvern.

Our Open Day was held on April 16, when the attendance was a
record one—a number of children sitting on tables for lack of chairs.
Eight children from various Branches told their fellow members how they
raised the money to buy their bricks or to send contributions to the
Hospital. Dr. Cant gave a very interesting Film Show, following which
we all gathered for tea in the garden.

Other gifts which the Brick League has made to the Hospital are
Electric Food Warmers for which we have reserved £250, thre,e dozen
plastic trays for use in the Wards, £15 to the Occupational Therapist
to be spent on materials for toy-making by patients and £5 to be spent
on a regular supply of magazines for 5t. Cuthbert’s, Malvern.

After making all these payments, we have been able to transfer
£500 to a new fund which will help towards building the Research
Department.

We cannot speak too highly of the enthusiasm and co-operation
shown by Presidents of all Branches, their Committees, members and
friends, also schools and teachers who work for the Hospital through
the Brick League.

We are very glad to notice the continued and increasing efforts
made by children themselves under the wise guidance of Presidents
and Committees. It is quite impossible to estimate the value of the
work done by these young people, for one realizes that the future of the
Brick League lies in their hands.

To every one of our Helpers we say a big *“ THANK You."”

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE COUNCIL FOR 1946

The first Meeting of the Council took place on the 15th January,
1946, At this time, the Child Health Institute was only just coming into
being and for various reasons its activities did not come into full operation
until the second part of the year.

The constitution of the Council which meets quarterly is as follows :—

The Vice-Chancellor ot the University.

A second non-medical representative of the University.

The Professor of Child Health.

The Professor of Obstetrics and Gynaecology.

The Professor of Social Medicine.

Two non-medical members of the Board of the Children’s Hospital.

A member of the Medical Committee of the Children’s Hospital.

A member of the Education Committee.

Two members of the Public Health Committee.

The Medical Officer of Health.

The Senior Assistant Medical Officer of Health for Maternity and

Child Welfare.
The School Medical Officer.
The Chief Clinical Tuberculosis Officer.

During the year the constitution has been amended to include a
representative of the British Medical Association and Sir Leonard Parsons.
On October 1st, 1946, Professor Parsons retired from the Chair of
Paediatrics and Child Health and Professor J. M. Smellie assumed the
appointment as the first full-time Professor.

Medical Superintendent—Muryhall Colony—Dr. Earl.

The four Registrars act for two half-days per week at local Authority
Clinics and six Clinical Assistants (five from the Maternity and Child
Welfare Department and one from the School Medical Department)
attend the Children’'s Hospital on two half-days each week.

A Consultation Clinic is held once weekly at Carnegie Institute by
Dr. Frances Braid and the Professor of Paediatrics and Child Health
visits Canwell Babies’ Hospital weekly. The Pathologist from the
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Children’s Hospital examines all infants (including still-births and
neo-natal deaths) dying in the City Maternity Homes and at Canwell
Babies’ Hospital. From August 15th—when he commenced these duties—
until December 31st, 1946, sixty-three autopsies were performed.

Cow and Gate Scholarships

Messrs. Cow and Gate Ltd. have endowed certain scholarships for
a period of seven years, commencing 1st October, 1946, to be recommended
by the Department of Paediatrics and Child Health.

1. One Scholarship tenable at Children’s Hospital in Bio-chemistry or
Paediatrics. This has been awarded to Miss I. Broadbent for research
work in Bio-chemical Department.

2. One Scholarship, tenable at Child Health Institute for Medical
Officers, nurses or such other persons whose research shall be approved
by the Child Health Institute Council. It has been agreed that it will
be awarded for psychiatric work in connection with the follow-up
of premature babies.

Breast Milk Bank

The desirability of establishing a Breast Milk Bank has been under
consideration by the Council and a report was submitted by Professor
Parsons and Dr. Jean Mackintosh. The Council have agreed that such a
Breast Milk Bank would be most desirable in this area, and would involve
the provision of suitable premises, equipment and staff. The Public
Health Committee of the City have also approved the scheme in principle,
and on their recommendation it will be considered by the City Council.
In order to expedite matters, the Children’s Hospital has offered temporary
accommodation for such a Bank until a suitable building can be erected.
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Vaceination in the Control of Tuberculosis (B.C.G.) Vaceine)

Dr. Geddes, Chief Clinical Tuberculosis Officer, submitled a
Memorandum on this subject. Large scale immunisation has been
undertaken in France, Norway and Sweden over a very considerable
period, and encouraging results have been reported. It is likely that in
the near future a reliable supply of vaccine will be available in this country.
The facilities available under the Institute of Child Health for the control
and use of this vaccine are such that the Council was invited to consider
the desirability of offering to the appropriate authority the fullest measure
of co-operation. This was approved and the Memorandum forwarded to
the Birmingham Public Health Committee. They, too, expressed their
interest and willingness to participate in any pr{:lumnan investigation
into the use of B.C.G. vaccine and the Medical Research Council has been
informed.

- Research Work -

During the year the staff of the Institute has been actively engaged
in research, e.g. :—

The nutrition of premature infants, including their follow-up for the
first twelve months of life.

Causes of still-births and neonatal deaths.
