HE Annual Court of Governors was held in the Board
Room of the Hospital on Tuesday evening, February
20th, 1929, at 8 o'clock.

Sir John Priestman, Kt., J.P., presided.

1. The Minutes of the last Annual Court, held February 28th,
1928,, and Special Court, held September 10th, 1928,
were taken as read and adopted.
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Executive Committee’s Annual Report.

Sir John Priestman, in moving the adoption of
the Annual Report, said that three years ago he would
never have imagined that they would be meeting in
that room that evening. He had been one of those
who had strongly advocated getting on with the erection
of the new Hospital, but it had been convincingly
proved to him that the delay had been much to their
advantage and gamn. The money they had was
rapidly increasing and they were getting about £3,000
a year 1interest.

They wanted every penny they could get. If they
had started and it had been ready now they would have
had a struggle and anxiety to make ends meet. Now
he could assure them that they could go ahead and
weather the storms that might arise in the future. It
was very satisfactory to think that the whole of the
people of Sunderland were behind their big venture,
and that everyone wished them success, That was
convincingly proved by the bazaar they held; Monk-
wearmouth itself could never have raised such a vast
sum of money.

NEED FOR TWO HOSPITALS.

Of course, continued Sir John, he knew that there
were still some people who said that there was no need
for two hospitals in Sunderland, but he believed that
there was such a need or he would never have supported
it. Further, they were bound by the deeds of the
founders to carry on, and the money had been raised
for a Monkwearmouth Hospital.

The present building was hardly worthy of the
name of an hospital, but when they got their new
building, and it would be started very shortly now,
they would have one of the most up-to-date buildings
in the land. The Building Sub-Committee had worked
very hard indeed under the chairmanship of Mr. Jordan,

.who had put a tremendous amount of thought and
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energy into it—so much so that he had almost broken
down and wanted to retire from the job.

Continuing, Sir John said the Report they had
before them was a most gratifying one. The in-
patients had increased by 97, and how they found room
for them was a mystery. An average of 124 out-
patients per day was a remarkably large figure for
such an institution. The X-ray and Massage Depart-
ments had shown most gratifying results, and were a
credit to the Hospital. On the financial side it was
pleasing to record that they had received increased
help, and he could not allow the occasion to pass
without congratulating the workpeople on the fact
that they had increased the total of their subscriptions
by no less a sum than £3520.

INSTITUTION LIKED.

That was astonishing when they looked round the
shipyards and found so many empty berths, but it
spoke volumes for the prospect of support for the new
Hospital. One thing he felt convinced of was that
the workpeople liked to come to the Institution, and
that they felt when they were unfortunate enough to
have to come that there was a homely air about the
whole place. That spirit he hoped would long continue
for it made the in-patients look upon the Institution
not only as a place where they were properly cared for,
but also as a sort of home from home. He hoped that
when they got the new building some provision would
be made for private patients.

Sport, said Sir John, had done a great deal for
the Institution. He could not let the occasion pass
without saying how greatly they appreciated the fact
that by its whole-hearted efforts the Roker Regatta
and Carnival Committee had been able to raise its
donation’ from #£200 to £260, while the Charity Cup
competition had been able to hand over £105. Then
again, Mr. Vincent Jones, through the Ceoncert he
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promoted, had been able to hand over £45 11s.., and
he thought such an effort was well worthy of Mr.
Vincent Jones being considered for election as a Life
Governor,

They had received £2,250 in legacies, and these
went to build up the reserve or endowment fund, and
were very welcome. Thanks were also due to the
Ladies’ Committee, which did so nobly with its Linen
Guild, and to the large body of people who so loyally
supported the Hospital.

The Report was unanimously adopted without a
single question being raised.

3. Medical Board’s Annual Report.

Mr. Stanley Ritson, Hon. Surgeon to the Institu-
tion, moving the adoption of the Medical Board’s
Report, said in all his years of association with the
Hospital, and they numbered a good many now, the
Hospital had worked at high pressure, but he scarcely
remembered a time when the pressure of work was as
high as last year. There was hardly a day when there
was a bed available and very often they had had to put
extra beds in the middle of the wards. The operations
numbered 1,040, which was an average of three per
working day of the year, and the fact that they had
had nearly 8,000 out-patients with attendances totalling
38,119 was an indication not only of illness but of the
unfortunate poverty of the people in the district. To
the members of the medical and nursing staff the
greatest honour that had come to them was the elevation
of Dr. Modlin to the Mayoralty. (Applause.) Those
who had had the opportunity of working with Dr.
Modlin were well aware that he would carry into his
civic duties that careful thoughtfulness that had always
characterized his work in the medical profession.

Proceeding, Dr. Ritson said the splendid work of
the Hospital was made possible by that excellent body
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of ladies, the nursing staff. No words of his could
adequately thank them for the work they did under
the most difficult conditions, or for the splendid help
and guidance given them by the Secretary, Mr. Mann.
It was also a great help to know that they had the
kind thoughts and help of the Governors.

WAITIHG LIST INCREASING.

The Hospital was still working under great pressure.
Net a day lapsed without the waiting list increasing,
and it was a remarkable fact that the harder they worked
the more work they seemed to get.

He had been one of the foremost in pressing for
a new Hospital and he still pressed for one as an
urgent need. The work could be done easier and
more expeditiously if they were working under more
up-to-date and ideal conditions. Yet he wanted to say
publicly that he now appreciated some of the reasons
for the delay in starting building operations. No one
could fully appreciate how much work the Sub-Com-
mtitee had done in going into the plans.

Thanks chiefly to Mr. Jordan and to Mr. Sewell,
there would be few hospitals on the Continent, or
anywhere for that matter, that would be able to
compare with the one they were going to build for

lay-out and efficiency in up-to-date apphances. (Hear,
hear.)

MOVING SLOWLY BUT SURELY.

Mr. Crewe said he felt that after hearing Mr.
Ritson the workpeople's representatives would more
and more appreciate what a great work the Hospital
was doing. Although some of them would have liked
to have seen things hastened, the men’s representatives
must now see that while they were moving slowly they
were moving surely towards a grand new Hospital.
What troubled him most was the long waiting list.
Their aim was to get a new Hospital so as to relieve
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the suffering of the people more quickly. It was the
workpeople that most urgently needed the Institution,
and he hoped they would move cautiously regarding
paying patients.

Coun. W. T. Logan seconded.
The Report was adopted.

4. The Matron’s Annual Report.

Alderman E. H. Brown, J.P., moved, and Mr.
A. Smith seconded, the adoption of this Report.

Charried.

5. Financial Statements for the Year.

Mr. J. Snowball, in moving the adoption of the
Financial Statements, said it was really an excellent
Financial Statement and reflected a great deal of
credit upon the Committees, particularly the ILadies’
Committee, which, together with the House Com-
mittee, looked after the internal management of the
Hospital The Report would bear favourable com-
parison with any in the country, and was a proof of
the fact that the Hospital was managed with economy,
and yet there was no sacrifice in efficiency. The cost
of £130 10s. 11d. per bed did not really convey a good
deal to them, because it was actually a much lower
figure than that, but was brought up through the
abnormally large amount of out-patient work for an
institution of its size.

Mr. W. Telfer seconded and the Report was
adopted.

No less than 470 patients received massage treatment, and
the number of treatments given was 4,526. This was 174 more
cases for this particular treatment than in 192;.

With very limited accommodation for X-Ray, the number
of screen examinations made and films taken was 3,255, nearly
double the number of the previous year.

Ultra Violet Ray Apparatus,

This first year's working of the installation has given most
beneficial results to the 51 patients who have had this special
treatment.

Finance—Income.

In conjunction with such a large volume of work, it is most
gratifying to the Committee to have to record a corresponding
increase i the Income, the total Ordinary Income being
£6,343 7s. 6d,. and Extraordinary Income from three Legacies
amounting to £2,250. '

The combined Income received 1s a record for any one
year since the Hospital was founded.

Expenditure,

Without sparing any reasonable expense, and always giving
of the best to the patients and staff, the Committee are pleased
to record that the annual expenditure is practically unchanged,
viz, :—£40,761 18s. 8d. as compared with £6,710 8s. 8d. for the

prev 10US year.

Before passing to the various sources of Income, the
Committee express their indebtedness to all who haye
so liberally supported the Hospitai and responded so
loyally to the Committee's appeal in their last report.
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Annual Subscriptions.

The amount of £574 10s. od. again subscribed is just in
excess of last year, and to the Subscribers warmest thanks are
accorded. No doubt there are many who would willingly
honour the Hospital by their support to the list of Annual
Subscribers, and to them the Committee make an urgent appeal
in their endeavours to secure a regular source of Income.

Workpeople's Contributions.

The sum of £2,808 gs. 6d. contributed by the Workpeople
1s most praiseworthy and is a record sum contributed by them.

The Committee express their indebtedness for this hand-
some support, also to those Workmen employed by the three or
four large places of industry who, by becoming weekly con-
tributors for the first time to the Hospital, are largely responsible
for this past year's increased amount.
