Mr. Storey, in moving the adoption of the Eeport and Accounts,
ointed out that the number of in-patients treated in 1937 was a record,
ut at the same time the waiting list continued to grow, and the need

for the new extensions was urgent.

As regards finance, in spite of better trade in the district, the
ordinary income had failed to expand sufficiently to meset the increase in
ordinary expenditurs, due to higher prices and other canses.  There
must, however, be no question of economy at the expense of efficiency,
and he appealed to them all to do everything possible to provide the
necessaly tunds. In particular, the income of the Children's Hospital
should be increased to prevent the necessity of meeting deficits from the
Infrmary income,.

Mr. Storey congratulated the Workmen'’s Governors on their
excellent support, but again appealed for increaszd contributions, as
there was still a big gap between what the workmen contributed and the
cost of treating their cases.

He continued by thanking the Ladies’ Guild, the organizers of the
Brick Fund, the Carnival Committee, the Children’s Hospital League
and Dance Committee, and all others who had helped the Imstitution's
funds during the year.

Referring to the proposed new extensions which had been made
nossible by the generous grant of 75 per cent. from the Commissioner for
the Special Areas, Mr. Storer said that no small effort would be required
to raise the balance of £25.000 or £30.000, and asked them to remember
that the need was urgent, and that the extensions would be of great
benefit to the people of the town and district. This would complete the
big scheme of reconstriction to which they had set their hands in 1924,

Mr. 8. P. Richardson, Chairman of the Board of Management, in
supporting the resolution. referred to the Board's decision to appoint an
appeals organizer to raise additional funds, and said it was essential if
the expanding services of the Infirmarv were to continne and to he kept
efficient that %[rtt{'-r support should be fortheoming,

Ha referred to the work of the Provisional Central Council
appointed by the British Hospitals’ Association, and said that their aim
was to co-ordinate hospnital services so that in a given area every
essential treatment would be available at one or other of the hospitals in
that area.

The resolution was also supported by Mr. Stanley Raw. Chairman
of tha Medical Board, Lt.-Col. T. C. Squance, Chairman of the Finance
Committes. Mr. Stephen Corder, Chairman of the Infirmary House Com-
mittee, and Mr. J. Levy, Chairman of the Workmen's Governors.

A suggestion by Workmen’s Governors that the workpeople who
subscribed to the funds of the Institntions were not adejuately repre-
sented on the Board of Management, was answered by Mr. Storev, who
sald he considered that the basis of representation—one-third to the
workmen's subseribers. one-third to the general subseribers, and one-third
to the surgical and medical staff—was onite fair, and he stressed the point
that all the members of the Board of Management were there to do their
hest for the Imfirmary and not simply to represent a sectional interest,
If, however, the workmen felt they were entitled to a bigger representa-
tion they should send a recommendation to the Board.

The Board of Manarement have pleasure in presenting the 143rd
Annual Report to the Governors. The total number of in-patients
treated (10,284) constitutes a new record for the Institution, and in-
dicates the public service which is heing ecarried on from day to day.
In spite of this, the waiting list eontinues to grow, and there is no
doubt that the proposed ward extensions will meet a most pressing need.

The improvement shown in the financial position last year has
unfortunately not been maintained, for an expansion of about £1,600 in
Ordinary Income has been more than eounterbalanced by an increase of
nearly £2,400 in Ordinary Expenditure, leaving a deficit of £393 as
compared with a surplus of £356 in the previous year.

This polnts to the urgent necessity of inereasing
the Income from all sources, in order to meet the rising
costs of maintenance and make it possible to uphold a
high standard of efficiency.

The Board regret to record the death of Mr. T. R. Blumer, a
President since 1917, who had for many years been connected with the
Institution.

Additions and Allerations.

The erection of two additional floors on top of the present
Administrative Block to provide new accommodation for Private Patients
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o048 made good progress in spite of initial delays owing to the difficulty
of obtaining deliveries of the necessary steelwork. As was stated in
lact year's report, this extension is being financed by me ns of private
loans in order to aveid using the general funds of the Institution for
this purpose.

The negotiations with the Ministry of Health in regard to the
plans and specifications for the new Ward Block, Nurses’ Home and
Out-Patients’ Department have reached an advanced stage, and it is
hoped to commence building operations before long.

Although a grant of 75 per cent. of the building cost has been
promised from the Special Areas Fund, it will reguire a tremendous
effort on the part of all friends and supporters of the Infirmary to
reise the very large balance and donations for the Building Fund are
earnestly requested.

Building Fund.

Sums received for the Building Fund during the year amount to
£648 35, ud. (including £102 16s. 3d. transferred from the Reconstruction
Account), and increase the total to £83,132 6s. 5d. The expenditure on
Building and BEquipment to December 31st, 1937, amounted to
£89.210 8. 7d.

Provisional Central Council.

The Voluntary Hospitals Commission set up by the British Hospitals
Association has submitted its report, in which three principal recom-

HEATHERDENE CONVALESCENT HOME.

The Home was re-opencd for the admission of Patients on April
G6th and closed on October 19th.

The total number of Patients admitted was 384, as compared
with 428 in 1936. This number was made up of 121 men, 241 women
anl 22 children, of whom 57 were transferred from the Infirmary, as
against 68 during 1936
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The daily average numher of Patients was 20-67 as compared with
42:2 in the previous year, and the average duration of stay of each
Patient was 15-14 days as against 15-27,

The average cost per Patient was £3 5s. 0d. as compared with

£2 9s. 51. in the previous year, and the cost of each Patient per day
was 4s.

as compared with £1,023 9s. 10d. for 1936, and the Expenditure
£1,248 8s. 5d. as against £1,057 0s. 11d.

The amount received from Workmen who make Special Contribu-
tions to the Home was £708 11s. 5d. as compared with £632 9s. 11d. in
1€36.

The Flag Day Collection held in aid of the funds on June 19th
produced £112 14s. 7d., and the Board are grateful to the Workmen's
Governors, who were responsible for this effort.

In conelusion, the Board again wish to thank all
those who have helped during the year by financial
contributions or personal service and ask for stiil
greater efforts during the coming year, The accumu-
lated debt of £8,801 is a serious burden and future
commitments are heavy, as a large part of the cost of
the new programme of extensions has to be raised.

No person ecan be admitted to membership who is in need of
immediate treatment or who has reached the age of 60 years and a
declaration in this respect will be required for each prospective
member.

The benefits are for In-patient (see No. 9) and certain special Out-
prtient treatment (see No. 10) and do not inelude such treatment as
can be given by a “family dector.”” and these heneSts do not become
available until the expiry of a gualifyving period of six months after
joining the scheme.

Tne premium is payable either yearly or half-vearly in sdvance or,
by special arrangement in the ecase of groups of not less than 6
members, in regunlar menthly instalments.  The premium covers
all medieal and surgieal fees. nursing and maintenance costs and
prescribed aleoholie stimuiants whilst the patient is in hospital, bnt
does not cover the cost of any appliances. drues or instruments
which may be ordered for treatment after discharge from hospital,

Patients are only admitted under the ecare of a member of the
visiting medical or surzical staff and arrangements for admission
to the Tnstitution must be previously made by the patient’s own

doctor,

The certificate of n-embership must be produced on application for
treatment.

If, in the opinion of the member’s own doctor, a consultation is
nocessary before admission, the fee for such consultation shall be
pa.d by the member. Bencfits hecome operative from the time of
admission to the Infirmary.

Members requiring Tn-patient treatment will be admitted as accom-
modation permits to the wards set aside for the purpose. Urgent
cascs will ba received at any time.

Maternity, Mental or Infections cases do not come within the
Scheme.

Treatment as an In-patient is limited to four consecutive weeks, In
the event of necossity for continved In-patient treatment bevond
that period. the suhzaquent rate of payment to he charged will he
arranged after consideration of the member’s cirenmstances.

Treatment as an Out-Patient is limited to:—

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REPORT OF
LADY ALMONER’'S DEPARTMENT.

The Social Work of the Department has inereased by one-third
during the past year, and 374 families were referred to the Almoner for
assistance and advice.

In addition to patients sent to Heatherdene 19 were sent to other
Convalescent Homes

Surgical Instruments have been supplied to 140 patients and help
with the cost obtained from Miners’ Unions, Medieal Officers of Health,
Public Assistance Committees and other Voluntary Agencies.

20 patients have been assisted with the cost of transport to Hospital
for treatment, and it has been arranged for 39 patients on their dis-
charge from Hospital, through State and Voluntary Agencies, to have
grants for extra nourishment,

Other assistance has included the arrangement of Domestic Help
for patients on leaving Hospital, and supervision by Health Visitors
and District Nurses. Work and training has been arranged for physic-
ally handicapped patients, and legal help has been obtained through the
Law Society for paticnts unable to afford the services of a SBolicitor in
making claims for compensation for Road Accidents.

1,860 patients have been interviewed with a view to collecting
payment for treatment, and £1,046 has been paid for their maintenance.

In conclusion, we would like to thank all those State and Voluntary
bodies and individuals who have so continuously and willingly co-oper-
ated with the Deperitment.
