PREFACE

THE Surgical Report consists of a classified table of diseases and
injuries, followed by two appendices.

In the classified table the record is one of cases, not of admis-
sions ; that is fo say, if a patient was admitted on more than one
oceasion for the same condition, only one entry is made. If the
patient was admitted on different occasions for, or was found on
admission to be suffering from, two or more separate conditions,
then a corresponding number of entries have been made in the
table.

In the first Appendix, cases are deseribed individually. Those
treated by members of the Honorary Stafl are referred to by their
number in the Hospital records index, those treated by the Staff of
the Surgical Unit by their number in the Unit records. This vear,
cases treated by Mr. F. J. F. Barrington have been distinguished
from those treated by the other members of the Staff of the
Surgical Unit as U.B.

The radium numbers are those used in the Harker Smith
Registrar's report, which 1s printed separately.

In the second Appendix, there are shown in tabular form cases
of post-operative pulmonary infaret and venous thrombosis which
oceurred during the vear.

PREFACE

THIs report deals only with the patients in the medieal wards of
the Hospital who were discharged during 1929. The total number
of such eases for the vear was 2,220. The repors is divided into
two parts. Part I consists of statistical tables of diseases, showing
the number of each treated during the past year, and arranged in a
similar manner to that used in the Nomeneclature of Diseases.
drawn up by the Royal College of Physicians. A patient suffering
from more than one disease is entered again under the corresponding
heading, reference heing made to the associated condition. Part 11
is a case index arranged to correspond with the tables in Part 1.
The ease numbers used in Part Il are those by whiech a case is
identified in the Medical Registrars’' index and bear no relation to
the Hospital registered number. The capital letters refer to the
physicians under whose care the in-patients were. If a patient has
been readmitted during the vyear, cross-reference has been
aceordingly made in Part I1. If the patient is suffering from the
same disease as on his previous admission, he appears as a single
case in the statistical tables in Part I. Instead of recording the
nature of an operation, a * has been used to indicate that an
operation has been performed, and the surgical reference number,
together with the surgeon’s initials, has been entered. In Part 11
all deaths are indicated by the letters P.M., and if a post-mortem
examination was made, the reference number given is that in the
Pathologist's Register.

AnTE-PARTUM HAMORRHAGE.

A patient is only classified as placenta preevia when there is definite evidence,
obtained by examination under anmsthesia and palpation of the edge of the
placenta, that the placenta was attached to the lower uterine segment (cases
marked *); or when the placenta examined after delivery shows that there was
a low placental insertion in the uterus (emses marked f). Other cases are
called accidental hemorrhage, but only a few of these were examined under
anmsthesia.

Diagnosis.—The diagnosis of puerperal cases was made by microscopic
examination of the urine in routine investigation of pyrexia. There were no
symptoms to suggest pyelitis in most instances, and consequently some cases of
cystitis may be included, as it would often be impossible to make a certain
diagnosis without catheterization of the ureters, which was not considered
justifiable. There were only two cases of special interest, the maternal death
of which an accounf is given on page 165, and the case in which labour
was induced. This patient (E %88) was sent in by a general practitioner
for pyelitis, which he had been treating for two weeks with alkalies. Treat-
ment with alkalies was continued, but the temperature did not subside, so
acid sodium phosphate and hexamine were given. The temperature subsided
temporarily, but rose again in a few days. Alkalies were given again withous
producing any change; the temperature was always 100° to 102:4° F. every
evening. After six weeks the temperature finally came down, possibly due to
making the patient lie prone and keeping the foot of the bed raised. The
patient continued in the same condition for another three weeks, when it was
noticed that she had generalized cedema, especially obvious in the face, It was
thought that this possibly indicated renal failure, though the blood-pressure
remained low. As the patient was now in the 34th week of pregnancy it was
decided to induce labour. Bougie induction was done and the second stage
terminated with forceps for uterine inertia. The baby weighed 31b. 133 oz. The
puerperium was morbid owing to the recurrence of the pyelitis, but Bacillus cols
and non-h@emolytie streptococci were also found in the unterns. The patient
was very anazmic, and a blood transfusion was done. She ultimately made a
good recovery and the baby did well.

Temperature on next
three dayswas 100°to 101°. On 6th day, rigor and temperature 107-2°, tenderness
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in left loin, and pus and Bacillus eoli in urine. On Tth day, intrauterine culture
taken (sterile), blood-cuiture taken (Baciflus coli, 3 organisms per 1 cc.) An
alkaline mixture, for pyelitis, was given; the patient had a high temperature

and a rigor on the 2 succeeding days and died 8 days after delivery. Baby
lived.

Post-moriem. Pyelonephritis of left kidney, calculus impacted in lower end
of left ureter. Acute heemorrhagic broncho-pneumonia. (P.M. 54.)

Aged 80, primigravida. Did not attend antenatal clinic when requested,
and had not been seen for 9 weeks when she came into labour, she was then
by dates 4 weeks post-mature. She was 2 days in labour on the district,
attended by students and house surgeons, forceps were applied when second
stage had lasted 5 hours (occipito-posterior position manually rotated), but
failed to deliver. Patient admitted and delivered by forceps in hospital.
Temperature 103° on 2nd day. Intrauterine and blood-cultures both showed
pneumococeus type I (2 per 1 e.c. in blood).
