For the personal use only of the King and the
Roval Prinees, copies on papier wvélin were specially bound in
red moroeeo and adorned with the Roval Arms of Franee. Con-
sequently of the year 1819 only four copies were so made, for King
Lonis XVIII, his brother Charles and his two nephews, the Due
d’Angouléme and the Due de Berri.

For 1824 only three copies were so made (as the Due de Berri
had died in 1520}, For the vears 1825 to 1828, two copies only were
s0 bound, namely for Charles X and his surviving son, the Due d’
Angouléme.

The search for the empire of Prester John ended in 1490,
when Pedro de Covilham, arriving in Abyssinia, presented
to the Negus a letter from the King of Portugal addressed
to Prester John. * In 1507 an Armenian named Matthew
was sent by the negfiis to the King of Portugal [Manoel 1]
to request his aid against the Mahommedans.

Lafreri’s Atlas is of the greatest rarity and is undoubtedly
one of the corner stones of cartography. It eonsists of maps,
the work of the foremost Italian cartographers of Venice,
Rome, ete., gathered together to form an atlas by Antonio
Lafreri, from whom it derives its name, It represents the
transition between the elassical conceptions of Ptolemy,
which for many centuries had dominated geographical
ideas, and the more modern era ushered in by the publiea-
tion in 1570 of the famous Atlas of Ortelins. From about
the year 1515, engendered by the then new discoveries of
the great explorers, there arose a desire for more exaet
aeographical knowledge, and maps commenced to be drawn
founded upon aetual surveys and astronomical observa-
tions. Thus in Italy map engraving first became a fine art,
and the ernde wooden blocks of the 15th century gave way
to finest copperplate engraving,

About 1540 Antoine Lafrére, a Burgundian, arrived in Rome,
and being quiek to realise the trend of events, set up as a
map publisher, changing his name to Lafreri. In addition
to the maps he himself published, he acquired those of
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Lot 393 continued.

other publishers, not only of Rome but of other Italian
cities. From these he assembled atlases for his clients to
suit their varving tastes. In the Biblioteca Maruecelliana at
Florence is a printed Index of the prints for sale by
Antonio Lafreri at his shop in 1572, in the Preface to which
Lafreri distinetly says that the patron might have all or
any at his faney. This undoubtedly aeccounts for the faet
that all known copies of his atlases vary, not only in the
number, but in the make up of their contents. Apparently,
however, it was not his eustom to add printed titles to
these eolleetions, and all known copies in which all the
maps are dated prior to 1570, are without titles, About
1570 Lafreri issued a title page (as quoted above) for use
with his atlases, doubtless in order to compete with the
famous “ Theatrum Orbis Terrarum ™ of Ortelius which
was published in that year,

The present eopy appears to be one of the earliest compiled
by Lafreri. In almost every case the maps it contains are
of an earlier issue than similar maps to be found in the
copies with whieh it has been eompared, viz., Nordenskiold,
Collegio Romano, Library of Congress, Royal Geographieal
Society and British Museum. Furthermore it contains 32
maps that do not appear in any of them and there are also
many which are only to be found in one or other of those
copies. The earliest date recorded in Nordenskiold’s ** Faesi-
mile Atlas, 1889,” in which the maps in the Collegio
Romano and Nordenskiold eopies of Lafreri’s Atlas are
listed, is 1545, but in this copy there are two maps ante-
dating this, viz., Plan of “ Buda " on fos. 162/3, and Plan
of “ Nizza ¥ on fos. 166/7, which bear the dates of 1542
and 1543 respeetively. Of the 142 maps listed in Norden-
skiold, 20 hear dates earlier than 1560 (2 before 1550),
whereas in this copy 28 maps out of 107 are prior to 1560
(3 being before 1550).

This eopy contains no less than 6 World maps as against
four in the copies with which it has been compared. They
are:

Between folios 143 and 144 is an unnambered sheet of prob-
ably contemporary blue paper, following whieh are 28 maps
consisting of Plans of Clities and Battle Plans, amongst
which might be mentioned Boulogne, Calais, Antwerp,
Buda (the earliest map in the book), Genoa, Veniee (with
numbered references in 10 columms beneath), Rome, 6 of
the Island of Malta, Tunis, Tripoli, ete.

All the maps in this volume are contributions from the most
prominent Ttalian eartographers, engravers and publishers
of the 16th century. Many are the work of Jacobo Gastaldi
(or Giacopo di Castaldi) who was at that time the foremost
cartographer not only of Italy but probably of the whole
world, and the engraving is the work of sueh famous men
as Forlani, Bertelli, Sebastianus, Bossius and Fabius
Lieinius.
