Ten leaves with 31 drawings in
purple, red, green and vellow., Written in Austria about the
vear 1100, Small folio. Boards (285: 205 mm.)

The * Physiologus” is a most important source for
history of medicine and natural science, especially zoology.
It was created in the early Christian period, and was psed
as the {mh texthook of fun]un'x during one thousand vears
until the foundation of murit_m @uui:ii{ by Conrad Gesner.
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In the XVth century, several editions of a smaller extract
from it were printed (Hain Repertorium Bible, No. 153467-
15475). The mmportance of the work mayv also be seen by
the fact, that it had been translated in at least twelve
languages up to the XIVth century.

The Physiologus contains the description of the qualities
of animals whose number is different in the different editions.
From this it derives its importance for the history of medicine,
as many qualities of the amimals, as described herein, in-
fluenced greatly the use of certain animal remedies.

This manuscript consists of ten leaves. The text is pre-
ceded by a leaf containing several alphabets, an alphabetum
hebraicum, graecum, latinum, scythicum, marcomanum.

On leaf 2, begins the Physiologus. The lines are drawn
with a dry pencil, the initials are painted in red, green or
vellow ; in the upper or lower margins, verses respecting the
text written in a smaller ductus. Many of the single chapters
are marked with a heading referring to the animal treated,
with others these headings are missing. At the end of the
manuscript is drawn, perhaps by a later hand, a labyrinth.

The number of the animals treated 1s 27. The majority
of these animals are illustrated by drawings referring to the
text; often there are several for one animal, for instance three
for the lion, two for the sirens, the eagle, the pelican.

INlustrated are: lion, panther, unicorn, crocodile, sirens,
centaur, hyena, wild ass, ape, elephant, antula, sawfish, snake,
lizard, stag, ibex, fox, ant, hedgehog, eagle, pelican, night-
raven, partridge, ostrich, sandpiper, phoenix and some others.

These illustrations are drawn in coloured line, variegated
in purple, red, green and vellow. The delineation is sure and
definite,

The contents of this manunrxpt agrees exactly with two
other manuseripts in old high German from the XIIth century
in Vienna, and Carinthia. There is no doubt, that these latter
are translations of this manuscript.

As to the contents in the series of the more complete
Physiologi, this manuscript ranks in the second place, and
req-etlmg the age, it follows immediately to the form given
to it by the Holy Epiphanius in Greek language, but sur-
passing this by far by the extent of the description. The
form of this manuscript is exactly that of the oldest in
Latin language.

The manuscript is in best state of preservation and guite
complete.
