The Board were pleased to accord their hearty congratulationss
upon the accolade of Knighthood conferred by His Majesty thes
King upon the Chairman, Sir William Ascroft, M.A., D.L., J-Ead
in recognition of the important public service rendered to the
County by Sir William over many vears.

The War Situation.

Owing to the uncertainty of the international situation durings
the first eight months of the vear and the outbreak of war at thee
beginning of September, the year under review proved a some-
what anxious one for the Infirmary, bringing in its train difficultt
problems. The protection of the hospital and its patients andi
staff against the effects of enemy aerial bombardment became a
matter of serious concern to the Board of Management. Hospitalss
were erected as Palaces of Healing and not designed ass
Fortresses. Nevertheless, all reasonable precautions have beeni
taken involving a heavy expenditure. The Infirmary was;
designated by the Ministry of Health as a Class 1A Emergency:
Casualty Hospital for the reception of Air Raid casualties andl|
Service Sick from the usual area served by the Infirmary, and the:
Lostock Hall and ** Willows " Hospitals were similarly classed as;
1B Hospitals.,

The War has delayed the carrying out of several schemes for:
the improvement and extension of the Infirmary which the Board
of Management had arranged to commence. Fortunately they
were able to complete the extension of the Nurses' Home in
progress at the commencement of hostilities, but were obliged to
postpone, until the return of peaceful times, the erection of the
Orthopaedic ‘Wing, the new Private Patients’ Unit, and the
extension of the Mortuary and Post-mortem Block, as well as the
establishment of the proposed Neurological and Orthoptic Clinics.

On September 1st in accordance with instructions from the
Ministry of Health all patients who could be transferred to the
Auxiliary Hospitals or sent home were evacuated. As a result
only 147 patients were left in the three hospitals, and for sometime
admissions were restricted to acute cases. As the War position
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became clearer more and more beds were gradually allowed to be
used for normal purposes with the consent of the Ministry of
Health, until in a few weeks four-ffths of the normal activity of
the hospital was resumed.

An additional 152 beds, together with the ancillary equipment,
were supplied by His Majesty’s Government for the treatment of
Casualty cases connected with the Emergency, 107 of which were
erected and are being kept ready for immediate use, the remainder
being held in reserve. Happily, there have been no Air Raid
casualties but a proportion of the heds proved useful for the treat-
ment of sick members of the various defence services and evacuees.
These additional beds, as well as twenty per cent. of the normal
beds, are kept in constant readiness for the reception of casualties,

The Hospital also undertook responsibility for manning the
Mobile posts under the First Aid scheme and the Nursing Staff
has trained about 100 Auxiliary Nurses for service either with the
Forces or with hospitals under the Emergency Scheme. The
Board has allowed the Local Authorities the use of the East Ward
which has been fitted up as a First Aid Post for ** Walking »’
Casualties.

The Board wish to record their sincere appreciation of the
valuable services rendered by Members of the Men's and Women’s
Sections of the Infirmary’s Voluntary Emergency Service—the
men having formed teams of 25 wvolunteers, each of which has
stood by one evening each week and also through the day on
Sundays to place patients as far as possible in a place of safety,
whilst the women have prepared dressings and linen for the
patients, assisted the Nurses and rendered useful service in the
domestic field. They would also express their thanks to the
Preston Sea Scouts and members of the Infirmary’s Male Staff
for carrying out sandbagging and other protective work.

The Year's Work.

The War period and the preceding months of uncertainty
and crises affected the normal working of the hospitals. The
need to have a larger proportion of beds empty to meet sudden
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Scheme. The general adoption by the Workpeople of the Town
and District of the increased rate of weekly contribution has been
welcomed by the Board, whom it has relieved of a good deal of
anxiety regarding the future maintenance of the Hospital. There-
fore the Board desire to express their warm appreciation of the
efforts made by the Officers and Members of the Committee, the
general body of representatives and those emploved in the Mills,
Workshops and Business Houses, as well as those who have taken
part in the collection.

Church and Sunday School Collections.

The Clergv and Ministers of the Churches of all denominations
in Preston and District made the annual Hospital Sunday appeal.
The following is a summary of the amounts received :— Anglican
Churches, AR68 13s. 2d. : Nonconformist Churches,
£3295 10s. 11d.; Roman Catholic Churches, £196 §s. 2d.; and
£10 B8s. 5Hd. from private subscriptions, the total being
£1,370 17s. Bd., a decrease of £38 14s. 10d. Leyland Parish
Church again headed the list with a generous collection of
L107 2s. 6d.

Having regard to the inclement weather often experienced
when the collections are generally taken, namely the last Sunday
in January, the Board appealed to the Clergy and Ministers to
alter the date of Hospital Sundav to a Sunday in the Spring but
unfortunately the suggestion has not met with general approval.

‘** Alexandra '’ Rose Day.

The Festival was again held in Preston and the district
served by the Hospital, under the Presidency of the Mayoress of
Preston, Mrs. Maorris, with the assistance of a large band of
ladies who took charge of districts or sold roses in the streets
or from door to door. The result of the appeal proved satisfactory,
the amount raised being £677 4s. 10d., of which £373 0s. 0Od.
was contributed in Preston, and £304 4s. 10d. in the County
Districts.  Managers of Works, Hotel Keepers, Teachers and
Scholars of Schools also assisted in the effort.



Ladies’ Linen League.

The Ladies’ Linen League has again assisted the work of
the Infirmary by supplving bed and other linen to the value of
£294 Ts. 5d. This most helpful organisation has supplied, over
a period of twenty-six vears, linen to the value of £6,087 16s, 5d.

Gifts in Kind,

Gifts in kind have again proved a most useful addition to the
Infirmary’s income,

A box of grapes was reccived from Their Majesties the King
and Queen ; 39,478 eggs were collected chiefly through the efforts
of the Teachers and Scholars of the various schools in the county
area, as well as the Churches. Messrs. Ellis Wilkinson, Lid.,
supplied the Soda Water used by the patients, and Messrs.
Brown and Deighton, Lid., oil for motors and machines, gratis.
The various Churches sent Harvest Festival Offerings; a large
gift of toys was received at Christmas from Miss Hilda M. Foster
and her friends; a considerable number of ladies and gentlemen
helped to give the patients a good time, by gifts of monev or kind,
at Christmas, and numerous other gifts during the year. The
following gifts are of special interest. Lord Nuffield presented
a Mechanical Respirator, which has proved most useful in the
treatment of certain cases. Mrs, Gregson, of Highgate Park,
Fulwood, presented a used Daimler car, which has been converted
into an ambulance.

New Private Wards Block.

For some time the Board of Management have felt that a
new Private Ward unit was an urgent necessity.  The present
wards which were erccted in 1925 were intended to be only a
temporary expedient, and it is now considered that thev are neither
adequate nor do they comply with the present day standards.
Therefore, with great pleasure the Board nnnmn;ce the gift
(through the Chairman, Sir William Ascroft) by the Trustees of
the late Mr. J. Alfred Clayton, to whom they are indebted, of the
sum of £9.875 12s. 5d. to be devoted towards the establishment
at the Infirmary of a new Paying Patients’ Block. The Board had
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Messrs. Ingham & Tipping, Lid., have now completed the
naming of all the six beds in No. 1| Ward of the Maternity
Hospital, which has now been designated The ** Cecily Ingham "'
Ward, after Mrs. Ingham, the wife of Mr. J. E. Ingham, the
senior member of the Firm, and a member of the Board of
Management.

No more useful memorial to perpetuate the memory of a dear
one or an honoured name can be selected than the naming of a
Bed or Cot in the Infirmary, as such a gift perpetually assists in
bringing back to health patients stricken by disease or injury.
£ 1,000 names a Bed in an Adult Ward and £500 a Cot in the
Children’s Wards or Maternity Hospital Narsery.

On the other hand, there are many fiiends of the Infirmary
who are not in a position to name a Bed or Cot, but who are able
to bequeath a smaller sum. The Board respectfully suggest
that those so placed might consider the needs of the Infirmary when
making a Will or Codicil.

The early months of the year were overshadowed by the
impending war cloud and the Nursing Staff took their full share
in the many preparations for Air Raid Precautions and the
emergency bed accommodation. Those belonging to the Territorial
Nursing Service were called up and many Nursing Auxiliaries
were given the prescribed training thus contributing to the
National Service.

Badge Day, on August 28th, was saddened by the imminence
of the declaration of war which prevented Miss Reynolds, Matron
of the London Hospital, from presenting the medals and prizes
as previously arranged. The Mayoress of Preston, Mrs, Morris,
graciously deputised in her absence. The Medal Recipients were :-

Nurse D. Bell, Alex Foster Gold Medal—879.
Nurse A. Butterfield, Hilda Foster Silver Medal—R69/ .
The Ascroft Prize, Nurse Margaret Hall.

Hospital Final Examinations were held in May and October
with 1009, passes on each occasion.

The State Examination results were as follows :—

24 Nurses took the Final Examination, 23 passed at
first entry.

24 Nurses took the Preliminary Examination, 19 passed
at first entry.

Above addresses are in Preston, unless stated otherwise,
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The Statement of Contributions following this Report covers
the period of one year to the 30th September, 1939. The
Collections from the Mills, Workshops and Business Houses of
Preston totalled £322,744 9s. 8d., and from the County Districts
416,889 13s. 6d., the London, Midland & Scottish Railway
Servants’ Hospital Fund forwarded £1,401 ls. Od. in respect of
treatment rendered to their members, and Bank Interest added
£1 11s. 7d., making a total sum of £41,036 15s. 9d. To bring
these accounts into line with those of the Board of Management
(whose financial year ended on the 31st December, 1939) the usual
adjustments shown in the Statements have been made. The grand
total for the vear ending the 31st December, 1939, is therefore
£,42,903 1s. 5d. After payment of the cost of treatment rendered
to members and dependents by other Hospitals and Administrative
expenses, the balance paid over to the Board of Management
towards the maintenance of the Infirmarv and its Auxihary
Hospital was £740,996 3s. 3d.

The increase in this vear’s total gross Contributions amount-
ing to £5,007 5s. 3d. has been invaluable in assisting the Board
of Management to meet the increased cost of maintaining the
Infirmary under war conditions.

The efforts that have been made by the Board of Management
to reduce the working hours and improve the living conditions
of the Nursing Staff, have given pleasure to evervone connected
with the Workpeople’s Fund.

The Extensions to the Nurses’ Home, made possible through
the generosity of the late Mr. W. W. Galloway, J.P., and his
Trustees, have been completed and the Nursing Staff now enjoy
living conditions which can hardly be surpassed in anv other
Hospital.

The happening of this lamentable war has, however, had the
cffect of postponing the erection of the much needed New
Orthopadic and other Wards, which will now have to wait for the |
advent of more settled times.
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Whilst the Workpeople have given magnificent support, the
Committee express disappointment that, generally speaking, the
IEmplovers have not responded to the appeal of the Board te
imcrease their assistance. In some other districts, Employvers base
their subscriptions on a percentage of the sum given by their Staff—
say, one halfpenny or onc penny for each emplovee per week.
The English Electric Co., Ltd., and the Ribble Motor Services,
Ltd., have made grants on such a basis for some time. It is
hoped that the example of these firms will be widely followed.

The Workpeople's Representatives on the Board of Manage-
ment have reported on their frequent visits to the Infirmary and
the Convalescent Hospitals that the patients have generally heen
well satished with the treatment they have received. Few
complaints have been received; not one of a serious nalure.
Sincere thanks are tendered to the Medical, Surgical and Nursing
Stafts for the skilled attention and devotion extended to the

patients.

The Representatives have also taken a keen interest in the
administration of the three Hospitals comprising the Institution
and have been regular in their attendance at the various meetings.
They are satisfied that the management has been efficiently and
economically conducted. The services they have so willingly
rendered are heartily appreciated.

Mr. Thomas Walsh was elected to the Executive Committee
as a representative of the emplovees of the Transport Industry
during the absence of Mr. J. Blackburn on war service; Mr. A.
Barnes was elected to represent the employees of Messrs, Levland
Motors, Ltd., in place of Mr. T. M. D. Smith, and Mr. V. Steele,
the emplovees of the English Electric Co., Ltd., Preston.

The Committee were pleased to congratulate the Chairman of
the Infirmary Board of Management, Sir William Ascroft, M.A.,
D.L., J.P., upon the honour of Knighthood conferred upon him
by His Majesty the King, and express their appreciation of the
deep interest he takes in the work of, and the valuable service he

renders to, the Infirmary.
